Paul 0. Stensland’s Confession
Clears  Mystery.

e

Did Not Atiempt to Deny His Guilt, On'y
Tried to Minimize It—Blames
Cashier Hering.

CHICAGO, Sept. 4—A cable despatch
to the Tribune from Tangier says:

Paul O, Stensland’s confession made
to assistant states attorney Olson yes-
terday clears up the mystery sur-
rounding the events leading up to the
crash which involved the ruin of the
Milwaukee Avenue Bank. He took
much of the blame upon himself but
declared that Cashier Hering was the
forger and that Hering got most of the
money. He denied that he had ever
spent any money on women and declar-
ed that he never spent more than $5,000
a year on himself., All the money he
stole he put into real estate or invest-
ments in the hope of “making good.”
Stensland said he was glad he was no
longer a wanderer on the face of the
earth. “I did not know it would be so
hard to be a fugitive.”

Stensland made no attempt to deny
his guilt and only tried to minimize it.
He said: “I cannot understand how the
shortage can be $2,000,000. To my cer-
tain knowledge my liability to the bank
does not exceed $500,000. Anything over
that must have been stolen by Hering.

“My indebtedness began a long while
ago, in 1896. It was a small affair, a
small amount, and I never intended to
steal. I was in a tight hole and needed
money. I put my own note, genuine,
not a forgery, in the box. Then it was
suggested to me that the bank exam-
iner would stand for it, and he did.”

“Who suggested it?”

“Hering. It was the beginning. He
pointed out in a round about way, at
first, that it was easy to obtain money
that way. When my own notes became
too numerous, he suggested the forger-
fes.”

“And you acquiesced.”

«yes. First he tempted, then he
urged, and I fell. Ever after I-was ab-
solutely in his power. He owned me,
body and soul.”

“Hoy many of the forgeries did you
do yourself?” :

“Not one, Hering, I think, did all.”

WOMAN IS KILLED
IN BALLOON ASCEAT.

Machine Rapidly Descends fo Earth, and
Her Neck s Broken in Impact.

BERLIN, Sept. 3.—Miss Elvira Wil-
gon lost her life in making a balloon
ascent at Hamburg yesterday.

The ascent was made at half-past
gseven in the evening in the balloon
Meteor., Miss Wilson stood on a tra-
peze attached to the network of the
balloon, and when released was almost
driven against some neighboring
houses by the wind. She saved herself
by rapidly throwing out ballast.

Soon afterwards she apparently got
into difficulties, dropped her anchor,
and attempted to land. But a sudden
gust of wind carried the balloon behind
some gathering clouds, after which it
descended quickly.

It came to earth, and rebounded sev-
eral times before it could be captured.
Miss Wilson had her neck broken and
her skull fractured and died soon after
being taken from the balloon.

ST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 3.—An ex-
postal clerk named Belentsoff, who
planned the great ‘Moscow bank rob-
bery a few months ago, made a daring
escape from a railway train 150 miles

from St. Petersburg yesterday after-

noon, while being brought back to the
capital from Switzerland.

Belentsoff was sitting in a second-
class compartment, surrounded by
eight soldiers, while two more soldiers
were stationed in the corridor outside.

As the train slowed down on ap-
proaching Novodelie Station, Balent-
soff suddenly leaped from his seat and
flung himself through the closed win-
dow. A few minutes later he was seen
by a pedestrian near the station run-
ning in the direction of a dense forest.
Blood was streaming down his face, in
consequence of cuts inflicted by the
broken glass.

The attention of Balentsoff’s guards
had been momentarily distracted by
the passage of a woman along the cor-
ridor of the carriage when he made his
escape.

Belentsoff was a well-known revolu-
tionist, and the gendarmes and troops
had been mobilized at a number of
stations near St. Petersburg to pre-
vent attempts at rescue by his com-
rades,

NEW YORK, Sept. 4—A Christiania,
Norway, despatch to the Sun says that
the Norwegian 'Polar expedition on the
ship Gjoa has reached Bering Strait,
having thus accomplished the mnorth-
west passage.

Captain Roland Amundsen, who com=-
manded the polar expedition on the
Gjoa left Norway in June, 1903, to try
the Northwest passage. In the sum-
mer of 1905 he established a base on
King William’'s Island where he later
reported that hé had located the true
magnetic pole. The Gjoa went into
winter quarters near the mouth of the
MacKenzie Rivér and Captain Amund-
sen left there August 13 for a trip over
the land to announce his success. Iie
travelled by dog sleigh and ' reached
Fort Egbert, Eagle City, Elaska, on
Dec. 5, whence the news of his discov-
ery was sent to the world. He an-
nounced at the time that he would re-
turn to the Gjoa in the spring by way
of Behing Strait and sea, making Geo-
detic observations on the way. The
Gjoa set out early in the summer for
the 1,000 mile trip to the Strait,

TRADE REPORTS ARE
VERY ENCOURAGING

Outlook in ANl Commercial Lines, Says
Dun's Review, is Very Bright.

P

In considering trade conditions Dun!s
Review today will say:—

“No check to commercial progress
can be discerned, while the outlook be-
comes brighter -each week through
most encouraging crop reports. Job-
bing trade is on a large scale, whole-
sale business is much better than last
year, and, after the holiday, retail dis-
tribution of fall merchandise promises
to be very heavy.

“Manufacturing reports are gratify-
ing beyond precedent, the textile indus-
tries alone showing any irregularity.
As to cotton goods, there is a natural
disposition to delay placing orders
when better terms seem warranted by
the cheapened raw material, but produ-
cers make no concessions because of
contracts on hand. Woolen goods also
hesitate, pending a more definite trend
in the distributing markets. These un-
certainties apply to future business,
current trade being of good volume.
Higher prices for pig iron emphasize
the inadequacy of furnace output, steel
mills being embarrassed by lack of ma-
terial, Similar conditions prevail in the
footwear industry, the average of hide
prices now eclipsing \all previous rec-
ords, .

“Lower prices for farm staples testi-
fy. to the certainty of ample crops,
which in turn give promise of more
liberal exports. Foreign commerce at
this port alone for the last week show-
ed gains of $2,356,709 in exports and
$3,548,876 in imports as compared with
last year’s figures. Railway traffic re-
turns continue encouraging for August
thus far exceeding last year’s figures
by 17.5 per cent. No relief has come to
the stringent money market, yet stocks
rose to a new high record for this
movement, approachirg close  t9 the
highest point. on record. for the" rixty
most active railway shares, but react-
ed when call loans touched 8 per cert.
Bank exchanges at New York for the
week were 32.4 per cent, larger than in
1905, and at other leading cities the
gain averaged 10.5 per cent.

WEST END WATER

DFFCULTY

Engineer Murdoch Says it is
Nt of Grave Proportions

Speaking About Stand Pipes He Suggested
That Engineer Barbour Is Probably
Looking for a Job

L & 4

According to Director Murdoch the
west end water difficulty is not of very
grave proportions. The only place, he
says, where the water supply is insuf-
ficient is on Carleton heights, in a dis-
trict outside of the city limits, where
the residents only get their water sup-
ply at the sufferance of the city, Their
action he characterized as looking a
gift horse in the mouth.

Director Murdoch says that the com-
plaints are not general, as has,been
stated, ‘but have all emanated -from-one
of the-lady residents of the locality.
The last occupant of the house in
which the lack of water is complained
of removed the pump which had al-

ways previously been used to force the.

water, The present occupant has never
used a pump and expects to get a sup-
ply without its use. Director. Murdoch
says that his advice to the complain-
ant is to install a new pump.

“Previously,” said the director, “the
people of this locality got their water
supply through the reservoir, but when
the new 24 inch main was put in by
the common council at the request of
George S. Cushing. for the use of the
Cushing Pulp Mill Co, the water at the
reservoir overflowed, and as a result
the use of the reservoir was discard-
ed.”

It could easily be seen, said the direc-
tor, that before these houses could not
have got a very abundant supply of
water, as they are situated on the same
level with the reservoir . With the
change of mains the supply became
much greater, and when the pulp mill
is not using the water there is a con-
siderable supply in the houses on the
heights. This supply, however, comes
fitfully.

Director Murdoch when told that En-
gineer Barbour advised the use of a
stand pipe, said that a stand p{pe
would be about useless, as it could not
hold anything like the necessary sup-
ply. Neither Mayor Sears or Engineer
Barbour, he said, is familiar with the
situation, and in regard to the latter
the director said that it was his busi-
ness to build stand pipes and that he
was probably looking for a job.

A short time ago the local govern-
ment gave the city authority to assess
the pcople of Carleton heights for a
water tax, but rather than go to the
expense of putting in stand pipes Di-
rector Murdoch thinks it would be bét-
ter to have the law repealed.

Government and Senate Conferre Regard
ing New Chancellor—Dr. G. C.
Jones of Acadia Favored

e

Tomorrow the committee appointed
by the New Brunswick government to
confer with the senate of the Univer-
sity of New Brunswick re the appoint-
ment »f a chancellor for the U. N. B.
will meet with the senate. It is under-
stood that the members of the govern-
ment favor the choice of Rev., C. C.
Jones of Acadia College. It is learned
that Prof. Walter Murray of Dalhousie,
who has also been mentioned in connec-
tion with this position, is not an appli-
cant for the position and would prob-
ably not accept it if it were offered.
It stands in Dr. Jones' favor that he is
a professor of mathematics, and this is
what is largely needed at the Univer-
sity of New Brunswick. Chancellor
Harrison was ‘gn excellent teacher of
mathematics, and a good man is row
needed to take the mathematical chair,
and from recommendations that the
government have received Dr. Jones is
especially well fitted to fill the place.

BRUSSELS, Sepi. 3.--The poachers
of Belgium, recognizing the advantages
of co-operation, have formed a union,
and near Liege are particularly well
organized.

LONDON, Sept. 3.—Another anti-
ritualism outrage has been committed
at the Church of St. Matthias, Mal-
vern Link, which a few days ago was
broken. into. .On that occasion fourteen
valuable pictures, vestments and orna-
ments were destroyed.

The second outrage was committed
late Thursday night. All the remain-
ing ornaments were either destroyed or
defaced. A notice had been posted up
in the porch offering a reward for in-
formation with regard to the first out-
rage, and this was torn down, and
another stating that the vicar was a
“wolf in sheep’s clothing leading the
people to Rome’’ was substituted. The
notice also declared that vestments
and ornaments had no place in a
Protestant church.

For years the use of vestments at St.
Matthias’ has been protested against,
and evidence with regard to them was
given before the Ritual Commission.
Recently the Kensit preachers visited
Malvern Link and conducted some
heated debeates on the subject.

TARIFF MATTERS.

O

The New York Sun, having in view
the prospect of changes in the Cana-
dian tariff which may not prove benefi-
cial to the United States, advises the
latter country to meet the Canadian
idea by lowering the existing rates.
The average ad valorem rate of duty
on goods and products imported into
the United States during the  fiscal
year ending June 30, 1905, was, the
Sun points out, 45.24 per cent. Under
the Canadian general tariff the average
rate was 31.01 per cent., and under
the preference to Great Britain the
rate on British imports was 19.79 per
cent. It will thus be seen that the
United States under the Dingley tariff
is affording the home producers far
greater protection in these days of
prosperity than Canada is doing while
her industries are struggling for exis-
tence. . The United States goes in for
high' protection, Canada for moderate
protection and there is but little reason
to think that this policy will be
changed, even, though the Sun believes
otherwise. There may be some few
amendments of lesser importance made

to the tariff at the coming session.
Certain rates will be altered and per-
haps minor increases will be ordered,
but the principal changes will be in the
application of the tariff to suit the
growing business in various lines. The
policy pursued in formulating the
Canadian tariff was to keep prices to
the consumer as low as is consistent
with progress, to develop home indus-
tries, to have all things possible pro-
duced in this country and in the case
{of goods not manufactured here to
compel the purchaser to patronize
British markets. All of these desirable
ends have ‘been reached and there is
no good reason why changes should be
made. However, it will not do Canada
any harm if the congress of the United
States takes a notion to reduce pre-
sent rates. Canadian products might
then have a better chance in the Am-
erican market.

A POOR APPLE CROP.

According to the August bulletin is-
sued by the department of agriculture
the fruit crop in Eastern Canada is
much below the average. This is due
to the exceptionally dry weather
which has prevailed in all the fruit
growing districts,  to frequent hail
storms, and to insect pests for which
latter the season seems to be favorable.
In the maritime provinces early apples
form the most important crop at pre-
sent. The prospects of bloomiﬁg time
were for a he'avy yield but various
causes have combined to reduce the
first estimates, and now less than a
medium crop is 'expected. The drouth
prevented the proper development of
fruit, and by weakening the stems has
increased the number of windfalls.
This applies to winter applies as well
and the outlook is by no means bright.
Nova Scotia expects a poor -crop, both
in quantity and quality. In Prinece
Edward Island winter apples will, in
most cases, be a failure, while New
Brunswick will not be in. a much
better position, Western Ontario ap-
pears to be the only district which is
at all well off. The departmental
bulletin contains the following para-
graph:

The serious depreciation of the
Gravenstines, in Nova Scotia, forms a
notable feature in the history of the
apple crop of the present year. The
promise at blooming time could netl
have been better. Since then adverse
conditions of various kinds have pre-
vailed until at the present time the
crop is generally very light and of éx-
ceedingly poor quality.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WES
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Dom-
inion Lends in Manitoba, Saskaiche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sece
tion of 160 acres, more or lese.

Intry must be made persorally at
the local land office for the district in
which che land is situate,

The homesteader is required to per-
form the conditions connected there-
with under one of the fallowing plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence

upon and cultivation of the Iand.i»
each year for thrée years.
(2) It the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon & farm {. the vicinity of
the lunua citered for the requirements
as to residence may be satisfied by sucna
person residing with the father or
mother.

(3) 1f tho settler has his permnanent
residence upon farming land owned by’
him 1 the vicini‘y of his homestead,
the reguirements as to residence may
be satisfied by reside¢nce upon the said
land.

Six months’ notlce In writing should
be given to te Lommissioner of Dom-
inion Lands at Ottawa of intention to
apply for patent,

COMMERGIAL.

BOSTON MARKETS,

BOSTON, Sept. 1.—The prevailing
report .is that the market for frames

is indecidedly better tone and con-
dition. More or less business continues
to be done under $23, but a good many
of the mills that have recently been
selling under these figures are now
quite well filled up with advance or-
ders and are disposed to decline fur-
ther orders at present. One large con-
cern, for instance, is now holding firm-
ly at $23, and has notified its corres-
pondents that it is out of the market
for the next few weeks in order that
it may catch up with the weight of or-
ders on its books. There are also other
mills reported in a similar situation,
being out of the market for several
weeks to come. This sold-up condition
naturally imparts a better feeling
throughout the general market. It is
not as easy today in any direction to
buy frames at $22 as it was a week ago,
although it is still possible in some in-
stances to place easy orders at those
gures.

Random lumber shows no very ma-
terial change to note in prices or de-
mand. There is a quiet business doing,
and if any difference is observable it
is in a little stronger tone on small
random sizes.

As to spruce boards, there is nothing
new to be said. The call is of 2 quiet
nature and prices seem to keep along
just about the same as of late. The
improved inquiry for hemlock boards,
however, is reported, with a tendency
to hold at a little firmer prices.

More is doing in shingles as the sea-
son advances, and the drift of opinion
{s that the market is really stronger

now quoted for reliable extras, and if
$3.20 is mentioned the desire is to know
who made them.

Laths are quite active and there is
a firnter tendency in prices, although
not enough. yet to. effect any quotable
change. ‘It is stated/that some parties
have declined orders at $3.50. New
York laths aré reported as selling at
about “$4.

Clapboards are firm at quotations,
and some dealers report that good clap-
boards are taken up about as fast as
they can get them.

In general .recapitulation, it may be
said that, taking the market for north-
ern and eastern lumber as a whole,
there is somewhat of an improved feel-
ing, based on the building orders taken,
the approach -of the fall. season and
the necessity of the yards stocking up
for the coming trade.

The prices below are those quoted the
yards by the wholesale men:

SPRUCE LUMBER.

Rail shipments—10 and 12-inch di-
mension, $24 to $25; 9-inch and under
dimension, $22 to $23; 10 and 12-inch
random lengths, 10 ft, and up, $24 to

All random lengths,
9 inches and under. 10 feet up, $20 to

same length, p 18, $19 to $21.

The mackerel situation is quiet. For
good fish the market is firm, especially
on Nova Scotia salt mackerel, as the
late caught fish are large and fat and
tend to strengthen quotatioms. Medi-
um shore fish are worth $13.50 to $15;
codfish are firm and prices have been
advanced from the vessel. Wholesale
prices are also firm, but are unchanged.
For large shore $7 is asked, $6.50 for
large Georges and $7.25 to $7.50 for
large dry bank. Smoked herring are
quiet at 9c. to 1lc. for old medium
scaled. Lobsters are in larger supply.

Live lohsters are worth 22c. and
boiled 25 cents.

The arrivals of fresh groundfish have
again been heavy, but the demand has
continued good and prices are higher.
Last sales from the vessel were at:
Haddock, $2 c¢wt.; large cod, $3; small,
$1.60; halibut, bank white, 8c. 1b.; gray,
6c.

GIRL SMUGGLER KEEPS
CUSTOMS MEN AT BAY

Has Rifie Duel With Them While Sister
Brings Tobacco Across Frontier,

GENEVA, Sept. 3—Two girls named
Vachero, aged 17 and 19 years, have
just accomplished a daring feat of
smuggling,

Th>y belorg to a family whose an-
cestors have been smugglers for a cen-
tury. Their hunting grounds are in the
mountains where the Swiss, Italian
and Austrian frontiers nearly touch at
the Stelvio Pass. :

Many desperate fights with the cus-
toms officials have taken place at this
spot, until the Vacheros have been al-
most wiped out. There now remain of
the family only the father and mother
and the two daughters, who are the
heroines of this latest exploit.

The men re-
plied;” and the fusilade continued until
the sister withthe tobacco had got a
good half hout’s start, The younger
sister then disappeared, and returned

Goroner ‘ﬁr‘r‘iduces Supposed - llegu Man {0
Prove His Own Identity,

Bme——

 LONDON, Sept. 3—A man who was
identified as drowned, and whose sup-
posed body was buried by his relatives,
appeared yesterday in the Battersea
coroner’s court to explain to the coron-
er that he really is alive,

The man is Thomas Oliver Weston, a
laborer, of Bethnal Green. On Ausgust
21 last his wife and his brother identi-
fied the body of a man which was re-
covered from the Thames as his, and
buried it. He came home on the day of
the funeral, and had some.difficulty in
convincing his relatives that he was
alive,

‘When he entered the witness box yes-
terday, Mr. Troutbeck, the corvaer,
sajid: “I have sent for you that you
might state on oath that you are
Thomas Oliver Weston. You know an
inquest was held on what was suppos-
ed to be your body.”

The coroner then required him to
show certain marks which his wife and
brother had described in identifying
the body which they buried. He did so,
and the brother was then called, and
admitted that he had been mistaksn in
the previous identification.

The coroner said that this case illus-
trated strongly the necessity of freez-
ing apparatus in connection with the
mortuaries and of a more scientific
system for the identification of bodies.

Unfortinate fﬂin Has Slight
Chances of Recovery

Accident Happene.d‘m L C R Yard
Last Evening—Victim Now in
Hospital—Different Stories,

A ‘sad accident occurred in the I. C.
R. yard about 10 o’clock last evening,
when a man who gave his name as Jim
Rulin had his right arm severed by the
wheels of a locomotive.

‘When found the man was still consci-
ous, but suffering dreadfully from his
injuries. He told Officer Bowes that he
belonged to Chatham and was a mar-
ried man with a family of ten chil-
dren.

At the hospital the man gave his
Jname as Jim Rulin of Norton. A ticket
was found in his pocket bearing that
name, thus confirming what he told
the hosplta.l authorities. He also told
them that he had been in the employ
of the Central railway, running from
Norton to Chipman. He said he be-
longed to a railway employes’ associa-
tion and was unmarried.

His right arm is completely severed,
only hanging by a shred when taken
. to the hospital. The left ear is badly

+ cut and a contusion was found on his

head caused by the shock. He also
suffered severe injuries to the brain.
Just how he came to lie on the track
is not known, but it is supposed that
the man was drunk and had fallen
asleep with his arm across the track.

Struck Gans Below the Blt
oeveral Times

The Fight Ended in the Forty-Second
Round—Gans Broke His Hand

Some Time Before

L & 4

GOLDFIELD, Nev., Sept. 3.—“Bat-

tling” Nelson lost today’s fight by
fouling Joe Gans in the forty-second
of the best and:longest fight seen In
many years. Both men were tired
yhen the fight ended, but Gans was
apparently the stronger. He was
away ahead ‘on points and smashed
and cut Nelson throughout the fight
without being severely hurt himself.
Shortly after the forty-second round
began the men were in their usual
clinch. Nelson had his head on Gans’
shoulder and his arm .down. Several
times he hit Gans below the belt, ap-
parently feeling for a wital spot. At
last he drew back his right arm and
hit Gans a vicious blow square in the
groin. .The colored boy sank to his
knees and rolled over on his back. The
referee, Siler, without hesitation, or-
dered Nelson to his corner and award-
ed the fight to Gans on a foul.
Siler's decision received almost un-
animous approval. The foul was so
obvious that not even men who had
bet on Nelson dould say that it had
not been committed. All through the
long contest Nelson had employed
rough tactics. He repeatedly butted
Gans and had to have his head hauled
away by the referee. Siler was loud-
ly cheered-es he left the ring, as was
Gans, who was carried to his dressing
room. Nelson and his seconds were
hissed as they departed.

Gans, in many ways, put up a re-
markable fight. His endurance sur-
prised everyone. His work was the
more wonderful when it is known that
in_the thirty-second round he broke
his right hand.

Never after that did he strike a blow
with it, with the exception of a few
short arm jolts while clinching. He
did all his work with the left. Gans’
generalship was shown when he broke
the hand. In the thirty-second round
he landed a hard right punch on the
side of Nelson’s face. A bone in the
hand snapped and Gans stepped back
with an expression of pain. He limp-
ed around as though he had hurt a
foot and no one realized that he had in-
jured the right hand. The first fifteen
rounds of the fight were fast. After
that the men slowed up and only at
intervals was there a rally. Although
Gans was far ahead of Nelson in
points, and most of the time looked
like a sure winnner, Nelson put up a
wonderful fight on his side. The en-
durance and recuperative power shown
by Nelson were extrordinary. On near-
ly half a dozen occasions, when it
seemed another blow would put the
white boy out, the gong saved him.

Gans fought a remarkably clean fight.
He was fair in everything and twice,
when he knocked Nelson down, picked
him up. One time, when one of Gans’
punches knocked Nelson through the
ropes, Gan8 picked him up and helped
him to his feet. As the colored boy
stood with his hands down, waiting for
Nelson to steady himself, Nelson gave
him a vicious blow in the stomach.
Nelson was roundly hissed by the
crowd.

Gans was the favorite with the peo-
ple. About 200 women were present.
The attendance was about 5,000, al-
though estimates were made as high
as 8,500.

Among those at the fight, according
to announcement at the ringside, was
Kermit Roosevelt, a son of the presi-
dent.

TRIBESMEN FIGHT
IN TANGIER STREET

One Tries to Kill Governor, and His Body
is Impaled on Bayonets.

TANGIER, Sept. 3.—A remarkable
battle took place in the streets of
Tangier this afternoon between the
members of the " Anghera tribe and
followers of Raisuli, the notorious bri-
gand.

The tribe had assembled to witness
the triumphal entry of Kaid El Ghazi,
the new Governor, and during the ex-
citement an Angherite shot and killed
one of Raisuli’s men.

Thereupon fighting between the two
factions -became general, spreading
from the outer market place to other
parts of the town,

The gates were closed and the resi-
dents retreated to the roofs of their
houses, where they witnessed the me-
lee in the streets below with perfet
safty. The tribesmen fought savagzealy,
and Raisuli's men were especially de-
termined in their efforts to kill the An-
gherites,

When the Governor was notitied of
the disturbance he summoned troops
and proceeded to the scene. One of the
tribesmcn. shot at him, whereupon the
Governor stopped long enough to wit-
ness the decapitation of the would-be-
assassin. His body was impaled on
bayonets and carried through the
streets as a warning to evil-doers.

In consequence of the Governor's sor-
tie the Angherites dispersed, leaving
two men dead and two wounded. Two
of their number were taken prisoners.

Raisuli lost one man, and two chiefs
who were watching the fight were also
killed,

GAS'IN MINE EXPLODED
KILLING FOUR YOUNG BOYS

Terrible Accident at Stellarton, N. S.,
Yesterday Afternoon—Were Looking
for Baseball in Deserted Mine and
Lighted Match——Brakeman
Meets With Accident.

STELLARTON, N. S., Sept. 3. — A
terrible accident occurred here this af-
ternoon, in. which four boys between
the ages of 12 and 16 years lost their
lives. The lads who were killed were
the two sons of Neil Gunn, a son of
Joseph Frew, and a son of Neil Pat-

terson. They, with another boy by the
name of Kornett were playing ball near
what is known as the English Slope, at
the west end of the town near the
Episcopal church, when the ball en-
tered the slope and they went in search
of it. After entering one of the boys
lighted a match, which ignited the gas
in the mine which has not been worked
for a number of years, having been
abandoned, and a terrific explosion en-
sued, which could ,be heard distinctly
throughout the town. Frew was hurl-
ed nearly 400 feet, falling in the picnic
grounds beside the high school, while
one of the Gunn boys was thrown over
the top of a grove of trees some dis-
tance away and his body terribly mang-
led. Patterson and the other Gunn lad
were still alive when found, but died
shortly afterward. while Kornett, who
began to ascend when he heard them
talk of lighting a match, sustaimed a
broken arm and severe bruises. The
bodies were brought to McQuarrie’'s
undertaking roon:s, here they were pre-
pared for burial.

Pearl Grosbe, brakeman on the local
train, met with a serious accident on
Monday morning at Trenton while that
train was returning to Stellarton. He
jumped on the front of the engine and
missed his footing, but caught the fen-
der and kept himself from being drawn
under it until the train was stopped,
but his boot was torn off and the flesh
tornyfrom his foot almost to the knee.
He was brought to Stellarton, where
Dr. Munroe attended his injuries.

60T GOLD DUCKING
NEAR HAMPTON

HAMPTON, N. B, Sept. 3.—At an
early hour this morning Roy Whelpley
of Moncton and Thomas Perkins of
Hampton Station took their guns and
went to Lakeside on a duck shooting
expedition.

Feuds of Greek and Slav in Balkans End
in Murder and Arson,

VIENNA, Sept. 3—The murder of
Gréeks in Bulgaria and the destruction
of their property is bringing about a
dangerous complication’ A0 thel Near
East.

Race hate, as. between Slavs and
Greeks, and religious hate, as between
the Bulgarian and Greek Churches,
have become intensified by the present
outrages, and preparations are being
made for reprisals on a large scale.

Macedonia will again be the field of
action, for it is there that the rival
factions can freely make war. Al-
ready 200 people a month are being
murdered by the bands, and property
is being destroyed wholesale. This in
spite of the supervision of the Powers:

A leading Bulgarian comitadji, who
is now in Vienna, tells me that plans
are being made to carry the war most
actively into the Greek camp. It is
known that Greek bands are crossing
the frontier in large numbers. They
are well armed and well supplied with
funds. The Bulgarians are not so well
off. They are short of money and are
sending agents to their countrymen to
make an appeal for help. ;

Meanwhile the Turks are interested
onlookers. They regard their duty not
so much to prevent disorders as to al-
low the bands to destroy each other.
They occasionally destroy a small band
themselves, and it is noteworthy that
in these encounters the band is almost
invariably Bulgarian and not Greek.

There is every probability that the
Powers will be compelled to take dras-
tic measures to put an end to the pre-
vailing anarchy.

David Brown, of Chipman,
Enters a Complaint. £

P

Worried Continually by the Animal, He
Threatens to Change His Politics
Unless Something is Done,

Dr. H. B. Hay, of Chipman, is in the
city and in conversation with the Star
said that the only ' thing new in Chip-
man was the over-abundance of moose.
Dr. Hay tells that a farmer by the
name of Daniel Brown, who lives eight
miles above Chipman, has been espec-
jally troubled with one of these ani-
mals. In the spring Mr. Brown planted
six bushels of oats and after a few
| weeks these oats came up nicely, but
then the moose arrived and to Mr.
Brown’s disgust it destroyed nearly all,
the oats.

Mr. Brown drove down to Mr. R. D.
Richardson, a well known Queens
county politician, who resides above
Chipman, and entered a complaint
against the mose. No action was taken
by ‘Mr. Richardson and he later re-
| ceived three visits from Mr. Brown
{ who finally became very much annoy-

ed at Mr. Richardson’s inactivity and

said that if the latter did not do some-

| thing he, Mr. Brown, would not sup-
[ port the present government any long-
er. He said that he had been a Liberal
for forty years and in that time he
cast only one Conservative vote and
that was because he had to. Consider-
ing these things he did not think he
should have to be annoyed by the
moose eating his crof»s, Furthermore,
Mr. Brown stated that he was in favor
of the new road law, but he was not in
favor of this game law which charges
the American hunters fifty dollars for
coming to this country to shoot moose
when they should receive a bonus for
killing the animals.

Mr. Brown, not receiving any satis-
faction from Mr. Richardson, then vis-
ited Squire Welsh, the game warden,
who said that the only thing to do was
to have the trespasser placed in pound.
Mr, Brown next had an intervjew with
the poundkeeper, but the latter did not
think that he could place wild ani-
mals in the pound with domestic ani-
mals.

In desperation Mr. Brown called upon
Dr. Hay and told him if something
were not done about the moose within
ten days that he would not cast an-
other vote for the government. Upon
hearing this the doctor immediately cr-
dered John Orchard, of Chipman, who
! has the reputation of being the only
| man in the place who can shoot around
| a corner, to kill the animal, which if
| not done will cause the government to

Edmund S. Ritchie, who appeared
for O'Brien, in addressing the jury said
that there was little conclusive evi=
dence that O'Brien was guilty of the
charge.

H. A. McKeown for the prosecution,
réminded the jury that O'Brien had
said that he took Forsythe to the North
End. He also stated that he paid both
fares on the street car. O'Brien claim-
ed that Forsythe was a stranger to
him,

Mr, O'Brien thought it strange that
O’Brien would pay a stranger’s fare on
the car. In reviewing the case, he
spoke of O’Brien having been seen in
a barber shop after the assault.

Judge Forbes, in addressing the jury,
said that Forsythe had been robbed,
and it was for the jury to find out if
O'Brien was the guilty party. His
Honor spoke well for Forsythe, stating
that the plaintiff had impressed him
as having told the truth all through
the case. !

The jury retired at 10.55 and returned
at 11.45, having found O'Brien not
guilty of the first count, that of rob-
bery, and guilty of the second count,
that of assault.

The jury was discharged until 2
o’clock this afternoon.
