Employe of Fashionable Res-
faurani Died from This
Dread Disease—Numerous
Cases Reported from La
Guaira.

CARACAS, June 17—The dreaded pla-

gue has at last come te Caracas,which
for a few months past has been hoping
against hope that it might be spared
from the scourge which had stricken
the neighboring port of Lequira. The
city has awakened to the full know-
ledge that the disease is here and the
fact that the case is that of an employe
of the famous La India cafe, one of the
| finest in Caracas, did not tend to de-
crease the general alarm. It was, realiz-
| ed that the presence of the bubonic in
' such quarters meant that no section of
Ahe city was safe from its ravages.
Recently an employe of the La India
cafe died suddenly and it was an-
nounced that the cause of death was te-
tanus or lockjaw, although it became
known that the body was buried Im-
. ‘mediately and a watch set on the house
by the police. It was only today that
the people became convinced that the
plague had got real hold on the city.
Officially no epldemic exists in Vene-
zula. President Caciros’ decree of May
23 announced the stamping out of the
nameless disease and the opening of
La Guaira to commerce. This decrez
has not been reévoked, although the
port has remained closed and there are
numerous cases there at the present
time. The most reliable figures obtain-
able from private sources give about
100 cases in Leguaira since thie epidemlic
began two months and a half ago. This
is only a little more than ons case a
day, but the city has little over 5,000
inhahitants.

WILLEMSTAD, June 17.—The steam-
er Aurora, which is replacing the Car-
acas of the Red D line, arrived here
today from Uurto Cabello,, with the us-
ual bill of health. £he has no passeng-
ers and while at Porto Cabello no com-
munication was allowed with tre shore.

Until that time surface
indications pointed to g long and bit-
ter struggle. Late in the night, how-
ever, it became known that a compro-
mise was likely. That efforts were
making to get togethes on an injunc-
tion plank fairly acceptable to all the
various elements in the subject.

All night the committee on\eredentials
ploughed through the long line of con-
tests and few were much surprised to
find that all of the decisions confirm-
ed those of the National Committee.

Freedom Will Henceforth Reign in Her
African Pogsessions.
USSR

LISBON, June 16.—The government
has igsued an official note statiifg that
it has decided to grant freedom to la-
borers of both sexes in the African
possessions of Portugal.

Bvery tobacconist has on his counter
a machine for cutting off the ends of
cigars. These machines are popular
for the reason that they pay for them-
selves many times over every year.

The ends that smokers cut off are
carefully gathered from the counter,
and it takes but a few hundred of them
to make a pound of good tobacco. -This
can be sold for 40 or 50 cents.

Some cigar store clerks are very so-
licitous to see that the patron does not
overlook the cutting machine. They
push it toward him, and he is much im-
pressed with their politeness. These
clerks have for a perquisite the ma-
chine’s cuttings. This adds several dol-
lars. weekly to their salaries.—New
Orleans Times-Democrat.

10 KILL THE KAISER

Rome Newspaper Gives Prominence 10
Remarkable Siory of Regicide
Plot,

Wt

ROME, Jure 16—The Tribuna pub-
lishes the following telegram from
Rari;

On May. 12 twe municipal guards
coniducted Lo the police station a young
foreigner having no visible means of
subsistence. Hz was identified as a
German subject, said to be named Paul
Nikolaus. of Charlotternburg, 25 years
of age, e¢ngineer and sportsman. He
was taken to the police station because
the consular authorities could not as-
certain the reason cf his visit to Bari.

Nikolaus declared that he was an an-
archist, and was in Apulia on a cer-
tain mission. Owing to the suspicions
of the authoritics, Nikolaus was put
in prison, and inquiries were made.
Yesterday in the presence of the ex-
amining magistrate and another po-
lice official, thd prisoner made the fol-
lowing statement:

“1 am an anarchist, and left Berlin
to carry out an undertaking to kill a
high person at the imperial court who
travellead in the emperor’'s suite when
his majesty went for his Mediterran-
ean cruise.

“Another anarchist, a friend of mine,
accompanied me to Ravenna. Here I
was left. Having ascertained that the
emperor was going to Apulia, I pro-
ceeded to BRari with every precaution
in order to carry out my plans.

“In the meantime, time was pressing,
and the money at my disposal began
to diminish. Not understanding the
Italian newspapers, the intelligence of
the postponement of the visit only
reached me after some delay, when I
was no longer even able to provide
myself with my daily necessities.”

Nikolaus was obliged to surrender to
the police, he said, through starvation,
hoping to be repatriated. He refused
to give further details or to say by
whom he was instructed to carry out
the crime, or the identity of his pro-
posed victim.

The Tribuna declares that there is
reason to believe that Nikolaus intend-
ed to make an attempt on the emper-
or's life, but did not give full details,
in order not to render his position
more grave. He appears to be intelli-
gent, and is very well educated.

BBURLIN, June 16.—Fraulein Peppi
Weiss, Berlin’s favorite music-hall
‘“star,” who holds some such place in
German music-hall goers’ affections as
that of Miss Marie Lloyd of London,
was fined $50 today for assaulting a
rival actress, Fraulein Madalaine Wil-
den.

Fraulein Weiss, who testified that
she was accustomed to pay a song
writer as much as $260 to compose her
exclusive songs, heard that Fraulein
Wilden was intending to mimic some
of her most popular numbers.

of Germany—Fraulein Weiss vented
her wrath by scratching her rival's
face and tearingy her co:ffure o pieces
till Fraulein Wilden presented a sadly,
dishevelled appearance.

QUEBEC, June 15.—That three lives
have been lost in the far Quebec
north and that two of the men ave
portions of the third while one of the
two remainirg partially devoured his
companion and later died in agony
himself is the awful tale that, judging
by facts received by: the authorities,
would seem to be only too frue.

The partial remains of two of the
men have been found and the Pro-
vinelal Detective Department has of-
ficially announced that it has given
up further efforts to find the third
man, believing that he perfshed months
ago.

Ir the month of September last, Mr.
Joseph Gusset and hig companion, a
Mr. Bernard, of Paris, France, arrived
in Montreal, and after spending some
days there came to Quebec and an-
nounced their intention of going on
a hunting trip northwest of Lake St.
John. Their outfit was purchased
with a great deal of care and they en-
gaged the services of Auguste Le-
mieuz, a well-known hunting guide of
Misstossini, I.ake St. John. The
three started from Quebec in the best
of health, and being sturdy, well-
built men, with lots of provisions for
a six or seven weeks’ trip, looked for-
ward to an enjoyable outing, the two
Parisians being due in Paris late in
December.

In January, 1908, another party left
Quebec with the intention of trapping
in the Height of Land District, The
party was composed of Mr. Joseph
Kurtness, of Quebec, his son and their
guide. On the way back they met an
Indian named Come-Etienne. The
Indian told them he had seen a camp-
ing ground of white people that had
been located there not very lorng ago.
He gave a description of the spot and
showed them a trail by which they
could reach the scene.

CAME UPON OLD CAMP.

The next day the party came upon
what had been a camp at the head of
the third portage near Lake Cbatogo-
man. They cleared away a quantity of
snow and found evidence that two men
had preparad & meal there. Quite
near the remains of the fire there was
found at hand sleigh with a bag con-
taining some clothing and at the open-
ing of the bag was a note, still read-
able, which said:

‘Couldn’t find the cache.,

“We ara without provisions, join us
as quickly as possible. December 28,
noon.

“Signed: Bernard—P. S.—If you can
bring down powder and cartridges and
the beaver skin, they are on the to-
boggan.”

In the bag were also found articles
marked “Gussett,” and “A. L. Le-
mieux.”

The Kuriness party spent ten days
iy search of the men, but eventually
had to come down for lack of provi-
sions. This was on February 28, exact-
ly two months after the Bernard note
was written.

SEARCH PARTY SENT OUT.

On April 2 the McKenzle Trading
Company sent a party of fifteen men
to take provisions up to Lake Cha-
mouchan for the Chibogomoo Gold and
Asbestos Mining Company, and a few
days later Mr, Joseph Kurtness start-
ed up the same trail on a fur trading
expedition, but had to stop at Cham-
ouchan, on account of ill-health. Three
of the McKenzie men met Mr. Kurt-
ness and the story of the former meet-
ing with the Indlans was repeated.

On April 26, one of the McKenzie
men, Alfred Perron, of St. Felecien,
Que., found under one of the shanties
of the McKenzie Company a No. 12
automatic gun of Belgian make and
also a canvas bag with some 20 to 30
empty shells (brass), MNo. 12. The gun
was stuck in the snow half under the
shanty. There was no sign of any let-
ter and Mr. Perron, with those who
had joined him, came to the conclu-
sion that Mr. Bernard and Mr. Gusset
with their guide had perisheld from
cold and hunger. This seemed all the
more reasonable because they had not
been seen below St. Felecien.

It was decided, however, to keep up
the search, and the men went in all
directions, as far from the camp as

possible.
A SHOCKING DISCOVERY.

On the 9%h of May, Mr. Kuriness
and one of the McKenzie men went
to the lake to see if the ice was mov-~
ing, and saw in the water what look-
ed, at first, like a dead fox. After
much trouble the object was secured
and brought to shore.
to be a portion of the body of a man.
A rude coffin was made and the re-
mains placed in it, but it presented
such a strange sight that it was
thought best by Mr. Kurtness and
others to examine the entralils, which
were found wrapped in the trousers
of the victim and fastened to the
body. This examination showed be-
yond any doubt that the man did not
die of starvation and that he was in
a healthy condition when he died.

Emile Robertson, Eustache Robert-
son and Alfred Perton all jdentified
the body as that of Auguste Lemieux,
the guide who had started out with
Messrs. Bernard and Gusset.

A MINUTE DESCRIPTION.

Such a strange appearance did the
remains present that it was thought
best, for future reference, to take a
minute description of them.

The desoription, which was after-
wards ‘sent to the Attorney General,
reads as follows:

“The head bruised on the right tem-
ple, cheek bone and eye. The right
arm cut through three undershirts and
in the muscles about four inches long
clean cut; the shirt only cut about
one incH on the same arm, about five
inches lower another stab about two
inches long. The left arm hand was
cut off at the wrist, the mit was still
on the hand. Left leg cut off at the
knee, upper part gone. ght leg
missing, one foot left, cut off at the
ankle. Entrails were found wrapped
in - the vietim’'s trousers. Two knife

wounds were found about one inch
wide each near the heart. The body
was cut open from the abdomen to
the neck, the flesh being cut off from
the ribs on the right side; the heart,
liver and one kidney were missing.”

This report of the description of
the body is signed by the following:
Joseph Kurtness, Joseph Robertson,
Emile Robertson, Eustache Robertson,
Gabriel Kurtness, Peter Kurtness, of
Pointe Blue and Alfred Perron, of St.
Felecien, Quebec.

After the body had been buried by
these men they made a further search
and found written on a door the fol-
lowing:

“La Riviere—n—avons—pas ni — is
huit jours.”

There was a plain effort to shape
the message from the wood with an
old axe that lay nesar by, as though
the two men had eventually decided
that in case the body of their muti-
lated guide should be found and they
should be saved it would be well
to announce to the world that they
had not partakem of food for eight
davs.

The finding of the body, with the
description, was reported to the At-
torney-General’'s Department on the
return of the party, the remains
meanwhile being buried. Two men act-
ing under instructions from Chief Mc-
Caskill were sent out to see if there
were any traces of the two men, in-
structions being given to arrest them
for murder should they be found,

These men sent out by Mr. McCas-
kill have since returned with a report
that they had failed to find the slight-
‘est trace after travelling a short dis-
tance south-west of Lake Waswanipi.

Meanwhile men were stationed at
every point where it would be possible
for the two men to come out.

ANOTHER BODY FOUND.

‘Word now: comes from a point north
of Ville Marie, that the remains of a
man, who was evidently a foreigner,
have beén found in an old shed there.
It is in a horribly mutilated condi-
tion and gives every evidence of hav-
ing been treated in th4 same manner
as that of the unfortunate guide, Au-
guste Lemieux. Whether it be the re-
mains of Gusset or of Bernard is still
a mystery.

Meanwhile the authorities have an-
nounced officially that they have given
up further effort to find the third man,
as it is pelieved that he has long since
perished from hunger or cold, and, per-
haps he became a madman before he
Jjoined his two companions in death.

Chief McCaskill, when seen in Mont-
real, said that there no longer re-
mained the slightest doubt that all
three have perished. He was not in a
position at present to say whether any
steps would be taken to find any re-
mains, but it is possible that with
summer weather at hand a further
search will be made.

LONDON, June 16.—The report read

The
firm has secured two Dutch steamers,
the Prins Hendrik and the Prinses So-
phie, of the Amsterdam~Java mail
line, for the new service. The former
vessel has been renamed the Erna and
the other the Ella. The Erna is now
at Viadivostock, where she took gen-
eral cargo from Hamburg and will
come to Puget Sound direct from there,
The Bila is in the Mediterranean with
merchandise from Hamburg for Vlad-
ivostock and will come here direct from
the Rusgsian port.

OF THE DRUMMOND PLANTS

Concerns Controlled by Drummonds and
Others 1o be Merged

A cable from London states that
large English financial interests are
nowat work on a plan to consolidate
the various properties in Canada oon-
trolled by the members of the firm of
Drummond, McCall and Co., and their
associates.

The proposed merger, it is under-
stood, will embrace the Canada Iron
and Foundry Company, which contrafs
the Macdougall Car Wheel Shops, the
Montreal Pipe Foundry at Three Riv-
ers, and Londonderry, N. S., and the
Car Wheel Works and General Foun-
dries at Hamilton and St. Thomas, and
the Car Wheel Works and Pipe Foun-
dry at Fort Willams.

Another concern is the Canada Iron
and Furnace Co., with furnaces at Mid-
land, Ont., and Radnor Forges, Que.,
the Londonderry Iron and Mining Co.
at Londonderry, the John Macdougall
Works at Drummondville, Que., and
the iron mines of Annapolis, N. S,
Bathurst, N. B.,, and Mayo, Ont.

The cable states that it is not the
intention of the people now controlling
the various companies to part with
their present interests.

The English capitalists, who are in-
terested in the deal, and who made the
proposition looking towards a merger
toured Canada earlier in the year and
visited all of the plants.

KITCHENER'S MANY NARROW
ESCAPES.

Lord Kitchener, to whom has just
happened his third accident in India,
has met with many halr-breadth es-
capes during his marvellous military
career. He ‘has, says P. T. O, been
wounded four or five times in battle,
he has been twice shot at by Bedouins,
and once had a narrow spueak of be-
ing hanged as a spYy. After the con-
filet at Omdurman, the Siddar and his
staff only escaped death by the mer-
est luck, for they had hurried into
the town before the order to cease
firing had been given. In consequence,
for several minutes shells were burst-
ing all round the place where the
general and his party had taken up
their position.

Kitchener—as he then was—was hit
in the side cof the face by a bullet
during a skirmish near Suakin.

Jeommon sense and- keen administra-
(tive ability his-hold on the popularity
‘snd esteem of his subjects. He has

,ieen, as a. king, e brilllant success.

| Prince George is a different type of
,man. He hasilived in retirement, has
(;dven himself up to private pursuits,
‘taken part in little beyond the affairs
of his -own family, and has not en-
jJoyed the personal favor of the people
‘wimply because of the fact that he is
unknown to them. He has but rarely
appeared at social or official functions
and his almost entire avoidance of
gatherings beyond his own small circle
has withheld from him the liking of
the public. But of late the Prince of
Wales has been endeavering to take
his proper place and to assist the King
in #heeting the demands made upon his
time. He is commencing to show him-
self at officlal functions, to mingle
with the people in gatherings of var-
jous natures, and to shake off that
listlessness. and tendency to retirement
which have so far marked his lite.

'gtation cells. Nobody bue the boys

ion Wednesdty, but it might be
believed from the indifference shown by
stheir parents after the lads were ar-
pested, that their breakfasts consisted
of what they could pick up. No food_
‘wvas furnished them in the station cells
but word was sent that if they wanted
anything they would have to be in-
mates of the jail. Accordingly, they
mwere sent to jail, but arrived too late
gor dinner. This was on Thursday.
They had been in the cells over night
crying as if their hearts would break,
and punished quite enough for all
their fooligh conduct since they - were
bom Instead of being an hour or two
4n jail as a taste of what they might
get if they persistgd in wrongdoing,
they have been kept locked up in
separate cells for five days and nights.
This is simply outrageous. It would
have been far better for those boys if
they never attended school another
‘dsy in their lives. Their first intro-
duction to the jail was quite sufficient.
‘By remaining for five days they have
‘lost all fear of the place and it will no
longer be a terror to them. They may
play truant today or tomorrow or next
wveek without fear of the consequences
because all that can be done to them
~will be confinement in cells to which
they are already accustomed. They
were placed in these dark holes, having
as their neighbors drunkards and
thieves, disreputable men and women,
and for mearly a week listened to the
conversation of those creatures. What
at first must have shocked them latter-
ly became famillar and the effect of
this is not the sffect:which is sought

under the Compulsory Education Act.
Indeed, the sort of compulsory educa-
tion which these boys obtained in the
jail cells is just the kind that the jail
is intended to prevent. This incident
should not be allowed to pass unno-
ticed. It has created a great deal of
unfavorable comment about the city.
Bither the law is at fault or it is being
unwisely administered. Whatever the
trouble, there should be no repetition
of such an occurrencie.

ANOTHER SCANDAL EXPLODED.

One after another in almost monoton-
ous sequence, the sensations exploited
by the federal opposition have collops-
ed. Yesterday Major Hodgins, whose
charges against the Transcontinental
Commiasioners were taken up so eager-
ly and dwelt upon at such length by
the Conservative press, admitted that
he had absolutely no evidence to offer
in support of his allegations. He has
placed himself in a most unenviable
position, and the opposition which en-
deavored to make political capital out
of his unfounded charges, finds
that it has once more been placed in a
most ridiculous position, Those famous
and widely published interviews so
readily given by Major Hodgins appear
now to have been the whinings of a
disappointed empldye, properly dismis-
sed because of failure to mind his own
business.

The developments at Ottawa yester-
day can scarcely be regarded as grati-
fying to the Conservative party. Along
with the collapse of the Hodgins bub-
ble comes the victory of Premier Lau-
rier in the Manitoba lists dispute, the
Roblin government having been forcéd
into admitting the fairness of the de-
mands made by the premier. Borden
has completely backed down, and the
only result of the four weeks’ obstruc-
tion have been a large increase in the
cost of parliament, ill-feeling created
among many who formerly ‘were favor-
ably disposed tqgvards the Conserva~
tives and the utfer discomfiture of the
opposition.

SUIGIDE TOOK NOTES

——

John Tcherniac Found Dead
in Guelph Hotel

e e s

Swallowed Repcat:d Doses of Morphine
and Left a Reoerd of His Act
and Sensations.

GUELPH, June 16.—Lying degd in
bed with his clothes on, John Tcherntac
was found in one of the rooms at the
Royal Hotel Sunday afternoon. Death
was due to morphine, of which he had
evidently taken about 30 doses or tab-
lets, using chocolates to drown the
taste. " Life had been extinct for some
six hours or more, according to the
examination of Coroner Savage. The
suicide was a moest peculiar one, in
that the victim had made an attempt
to chronicle his condition as long as
possible after he had taken the first
dose, although his statements were
somewhat unintelligible and disjointed.
One note says that the druggist told
him that fifty tablets was enough to
kill a horse, and that ‘“thirty ought
to be enough for me; or, if not, he does
not know his business. I hope to die.”

In another place he states that his
only friends are Mr. Black of Acton,
with .whom he worked; President
Creelman, of the Ontario Agricultural
College, and Dr. Cox, of Acton, to
whom his watch and clothes were to
be sent, while among his last notes he
adds that he has another friend in the
druggist who sold the drug. From the
notes it was learned that the first dose
was tazen at 10.55. The next writing
was at 11.15, when more pills were
taken, and the victim writes: “Am
sweating as though I was pitching
hay on a hot July day.” At 11.19 five
more tablets were taken, and the notes
state that the unfortunate was begin-
ning to have difficulty. One minute
later another note was made, but it is
unintelligible, except that five more
tablets were taken. The last writing
was at 11.25, which states:—"I have
just taken another five tablets. I won't
be long now.”

A letter was also found from his
mother from Cannes, and a couple of
applications for work. The deed had
evidently been premeditated,. as he
only had a dew cents in his pocket,
not enough to pay for the night's lodg-
ing. He registered yesterday afternoon.

Tcherniac is known ‘here, having

f{been a student at the Ontario Agricul-

tural College a year or SO ago. He
was then considered a kleptomaniac,
and was convicted of a couple of thefts
in the city. He was dismissed from
the college, and had been working at
Acton with Mr. Black for some time.
He came to the College from London,
and was known as a remittance man,
although one of the letters found states
that he had been employed in a wood-
enware factory in the States.

QUEBEC, Que.,, June 16.—Capt. Ber-
nier hepes to leave Quebec on his
npext visit to the Arctic Ocean for
the Dominion Government about the
15th of July, so that it does not look
as if the federal authorities intend to
lend the steamer Arctic and the ser-
vices of Captain Bernier to the Ameri-
can Exploration Scciety, which had
asked for them, for a dash to the North
Pole.

The whal-
ers are doing quite a trade with the
Esquimaux and other, natives and are
of course paving no duties. The Arctic
is to go into dock and be recaulked
and repainted in readiness for the trip.
The crew is to consist of about 35 men.
Capt. Bernier expects to be absent
about eighteen or twenty months, but
will be provisioned for two years.

OTTAWA, June 16.—The government
members are in fine fettle over the out-
come of today's caucus. They placed
implicit faith in the sound judgment
and parliamentary generalship of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, and the great chief-
tain has more than justified their con-
fidence.

Liberal senators and members were
given an opportunity in the party ceu-
cus this morning of expressing their
views in regard to matters before rar-
liament. The caucus ~was presided
over by Peter Mackenzie of South
Bruce and was followed by an an-
nouncement that the ministerial pro-
gramme of legislation would be car-
ried out as previously laid down.
There is intense resentment in the Lib-
eral ranks arising out of the delays of
the present session, and this senti-
ment has already found voice in 2
demand for the reform of parliament-
ary rules so as to effectively check
obstructive tactics. The government
following in the house of commons are
ready to face their constituerncies
whenever time for dissolution comes.

Manitoba Government Gives In

The Manitoba government has ad-
mitted that operation of the election
law in that province has given rige this
year to complaints and has issued a
new order in council = extending the
time for registration in all districts so
as to meet the difficulties. This no-
table concession of the provincial gov-
ernment has for the time being obvi-
ated the necessity for Dominion legis-
lation for revision and this power will
not be conferred upon the judges this
year. All other powers are given and
clause 1 -of the election bill, which has
been the storm centre of the dispute
and a subject of so much misrepresen-
tation. will be carried through. The
necessity of Dominion legislation is
now admitted, and the backdown of
the Robiin government justifies the
proposal to give to the judges powers
tc add and strike off names in addition
to the powers of allocating voters in
their proper constituencies and of
dividing each constituency into proper
polling divisions.

All that the government desired in
the first instance were fair and equit-
able lists, and this much the govern-
ment will insist upon getting. The
capitulation of the Manijtoba govern-
ment shows how utterly futile and un-
warranted has been the obsiructive
tactics of the opposition, and all their
reckless clamor agalinst the Aylesworth
bill. Sir Wilfrid Laurier has played
his cards with master hand, and the
government has won Oul.

AUSTRALIA'S WEALTH IN SHEEP.

The greatest industry of Australia is’|
sheep raising, mainly #for the sake of
the wool, but also in part of course for
the meat. Australia now ranks second
among the great sheep raising coun-
tries, Argentina being first with 92,000,—
000 sheep, Australia second with 72,-
000,000, and Russia third, with 70,000,-
000. But a few years ago Australia was
first, possessing no less than 106,260,-
000 head of sheep. That was in 1891
Prolonged droughts were the cause of
the destruction of many millions of
Australian sheep, but since 1902 there
has been an annual gain. Yet tthese
sheep were not indigenous to Australia.
They were first introduced in-1797, be-
ing of the Spanish merino species.

EARL OF DERBY,

FORMER

GOVERNOR-GENERAL, IS DEAD

A Long and Distinguished Political Gareer Closed.

LONDON, June 16—Frederick Ar-
thur Stanley. sixteenth Earl of Derby,
who was Governer-General of Canada
from 1888 to 1898, bearing then the title
of Lord Stanley of Preston, died sud-
denly hsre Sunday.

The late Frederick Arthur Stanlev
was the sixteenth Earl of Derby. He
was horn January 15, 1841, the second
eon of the 14th Earl of Derb~. He
was educated at Eton and entered the
army in 1853, retiring in 1865 with the
rank of captain in the Grenadier
Guards. 1ie was then elected to Par-
ijament for Preston and sat for that
constituency and for North Lanca-
shire until 1886, wheh he was created
Baron Stanley of Preston and entered
the House of Lords, |

In 1868 he was.taken into the Dis-
racli adininistration as Lord of the
Admiralty, when his father, the fam-
ous statesman, resigned on account of
ill health, in February, 1868. The Dis-
raeli Ministry did not long survive, be=-
ing defeated in the elections that fall.
In 1874 on the defeat of the Gladstone
Government, Mr. Disraeli returned to
office, and Colone] Stanley, as he was
then known, became financial seere-
tary of war. In 1877 he was made -
nancial secretary of the treasury, and
in the following year attained cabinet
rank as secretary for war. In 1880 the
Disraeli Government resigned.

IN CANALA FIVE YEARS.

In 1885 when Lord Salisbury formed
his first administration, Col. Stanley
became Secretary of the Colonies, his
tenure of this offlce being short, the
Government resigning the following
January. Mr. Gladstone’s Govern-
ment only lasted for six months, and
Col. Stanley was in the second Salis-
bury Cabinet, as president of the
Board of Trade. He was then creat-
ed Baron Stanley of Preston and took
his seat in the House of Lords. In
1888 he was appointed Governor-Gen-
eral of Canada, filling this position
until 1893, when he resigned, having
succeeded to the earldom through the
death of his brother, the 15th earl. In
1895-96 he was Lord Mayor of Liver-
pool, and in 1901-2 mayor of Preston.
The Garter was conferred upon him in

1897, when he became Lord Lieutenant
of Lancashire.

He married in 1884, Lady Constance
villlers, daughter of the fourth Parl
of Clarendon. They had a family of
cight sons and two daughters, of
whom seven sons and one daushter
survive. They are the heir, Lord
Stanley; Hon. Victor Stanley, naval
attache at St. Petersburg; Hon, Ar-
thur Stanley, M. P.; Hon. Ferdinand
Stanley, late of the Grenadier Guards;
Hon. George Stanley, who is a cap-
tain in the R. H. A.; Hon. Algernon
Stanley, captain in the I1st Life
Guards; Hon. Frederick Stanley, late
a captain in the 10th Hussars, and
Lady Isobel Stanley, wife of Major
the Hon Gathorne Hardy, son of the
Barl of Cranbrook.

THE NEW ' EARL.

The new Earl of Derby, like his
father, has seen service in the army,
and has also served his country in a
ministerial position. He was at one
time a lieutenant in the Grenadier
Guards, and later honorary colonel of
the 6th Manchester Regiment. He saw
active service in South Africa in 1900-

Head of Order Moves Impor-
tant Resolution—His

Report

TORONTO, June 16.—It seems that
the Supreme Court, Independent Order
of Foresters, will go most thoroughly
into the financial question. The court
was formally opened today, though
outside of the report of the supreme
chief ranger, Elliott G. Stevenson, lit-
tle business was transacted. The af-
ternooh was largely taken up with the
reading of resolutions and suggestions
of delegates regarding the amendment
of constitution. These resolutions were
all referred to committees to deal with.

One outstanding resolution was
moved hy the supreme chief ranger
and provides for the appointment of a
standing committee to pass upon all
loans and also investigate loans. This
committee is to be given a great deal
of latitude if the resolution finds favor,
and it may conduct investigations as
to the business done in the past with
regard to loans. As the resolution at
present stands all its members have
to be unanimous before any loan can
be directed into certain channnels.

A number of other resolutions were
introduced calling for information with
reference to the workings of the head
office, statements concerning the num-
ber of employes, their salaries and
other information is desired. It will
depend largely upon theses returns if
any drastic steps will be taken towards
cutting down expenses.

Apparently a majority of the dele-

gates from the United States are ae-
termined that they shall be fully repre-
gented in the councils of the order
hereafter or that their representation
shall be as complete as the constitution
allows. In the accredited list of repre-
sentatives are 204 names, of whom 103
are from the states. In fact the com-
stitution may be amended so as to give
the United States portions of the order
more influence at headquarters.

butions ,and to do this the rates of
premium of the members who joined
before 1899 should be adjusted, and x
recommend the adoption of the follow-
ing plans: The adoption of a new rate
to be paid for the future by such mem-
bers, the rate to be a combination of
the present rates of premium. for the
age of entry for such portion of insur-
ance carried by such members as the
amrount the member has been paying,
would pay for on a basis of the pres-
ent rate, with the present rate for at-
tained age for the balance of insurance
now carried by such member.”

EARLY NORTHWEST VOYAGES.

Beginning with the American discov-
eries of John Cabot in 1497, the search
for the Northwest passage was for
many years the object of rival expedi-
tions_from Denmark, England, France
and Portugal. It was Frobisher, how-
ever, who in 1576-78 first gave a distinct
national charagter to the quest. John
Davis, of Davis, strait, followed in
three voyages, 1585-88, and then, in 1612,
came the illustrious and haples Henry
Hudson, whose motto was that explor-
ers should “achieve what they had un-
dertaken or else give reasons where-
fore it would not be.”” The search from
the Atlantic side closed for two cen-
turies with the voyage of a great sea-
man, Willlam Baffin, who in a tiny
boat of fifty-five tons, with a miser-
able equipment, but an undaunted
heart, attained in 1616 the highest north
in the western hemisphere, 77 degrees
45 minutes N., and discovered three
radiating sounds, Jones, Smith and
Lancaster, the last being the eastern
entrance to the log sought passage.—
A. W. Greely in Century.

John their winter port, provided a
location for adequate facilities can be
found for them at Courtenay Bay or
elsewhere. They will want facilities
which will not only be adequate for
the present but for the future as well.
At Prince Rupert they are building
terminals which will last tham for at
least fifty years. The same is being
done by them at Fort William, and
they want to do the same at St. John.
They desire broad, expansive facili-
ties, which will give them every op-
portunity to handle their cargoes, etc.,
not only at the beginning but in years
to come. In short, the terminals must
be of magnificent proportions.

“No, it would scarcely be good policy
for them to have two ports. I think
they desire only one such as the C. P.
R. has. And if they once get anchored,
€0 to speak, in St. John, they will re-
main here. It’s now up to the people
here to show them what can be done.*

RUSSIAN DISGHARGED
ON JUDGE'S ORBER

HALIFAX, June 16.—Judge Wallace
this morning delivered judgment in
the case of Kaarlo Kalke, a Russian
held here on orders from the Russian
consul in Montreal, for extradition to
Rueseia on the charge of embezzlement,
ordering the release of the prisoner.
The case has excited interest in diplo-
matic circles and many believe his real
offense is nolitical and g return to Rus-
sia wouid mean Siberia.

Kalke was arrested here on April 24,
on board a steamer on its arrival from
England. The arrest was made by
the Halifax police at the request of the
Russian government through the con-
sul at Montreal, and Consul H, I
Mathers of this city. Kalke was, dur-
ing the preliminary stages of the mat-
ter, twice before the supreme court
judges on habeas corpus proceedings of
their Lordships the Chief Justice and
Mr. Justice Russell. Both refused to
diseharge him under the proceedings.
The matter went to Judge Wallace as
extradition commissioner, and there

It is understood that Kalke has been
advised by his counsel that his dis-
charge here might not possibly avail
him in another province, and that he
contemplates taking up his residence
in Halifax.

Judgment for Plaintiff in Case
Long Before the

Courts

A dispatch was recelved from Ottawa
last evening that the Supreme Court of
Canada had delivered judgment in the
equity case of Michael Farrell v. James
Manchester, Robert C. Blkin and the
Portlafd Rolling Mills, Limited- The
court decided in favor of the plaintiff,
Mr. Farrell.

This was an action brought by Mr.
Farrell, clothier, Canterbury street, of
this city, against the defendants to re-
cover three thousand dollars which he
had invested in the capital stock of the
Portland Rolling Mills, Limited, of this
city dn June, 1903, on the ground that
the stock was sold upon false represent-
ations, and that the whole transaction
was fraudulent and therefore void.

The late F’. 8. Sharpe, financial agent
angd broker, was employed by the com-~
pany in May, 1903, to dispose of $20,000
of its capital stock. James Manchester
was president and Robert C. Elkin was
secretary and managing director of the
company. They employed Mr. Sharpe
to sell the stock, a resolution having
been previously passed by the board of
directors authorizing them to do so. A
prospectus was getten up, in which,
among other things, it was stated that
with the exceptjon of a small outside
interest the capital stock was owned by
the directors, and that it was under-
stood they would increase their hold-
ings by taking up most if not all of
the stock remaining to be disposed of.
The directors’ names appearsd in -the
prospectus and were as follows: James
Manchester, Robert U. Elkin, Jas. F.
Robertson, T. H. Bullock, D. J. Purdy
and Joseph Allison.

The plaintiff alleged that above state-
ments were false; that they were wma-
terial, and that it was principally on
the strength of them in the prospectus
which was shown to him by Mr. Sharpe
that he purchased the stock.

The defendants in their pleadings,
Mr. Manchester and Mr. Elkin, answer-
ing wnder oath, set out that the paid
up capital, which was then about
$45,000, was virtually owned by the di-
rectors, and that there was some un-
derstanding that they- would increase
their holdings {f moére money were
needed after the $20,0000 worth of stock
were disposed of. They alleged. that
although some §15,000 of stock was
owned outside of the company, yet it
was the property of the estate of the
late George F. Baird, and that Mr.
Baird was in his lifetime a director of
the company.

Mr. Farrell in January, 1904, obtained
information which led him to believe
that false representations had been
made to him. Within a few days he
repudiated his stock, and demanded
back his money. Considerable corres~
pondence and some personal interviews
took place between him and Mr. Man-
chester and Mr. Elkin. Mr. Elkin de-
nied that he or Mr. Marnchester had
employed Mr, Sharpe, On April 13th,
1904, Mr.. Manchester, as president of
the company, wrote a letter to Mr.
Farrell, in which it was stated that
the conditions under which he (Farrell)
had bought the stock had not been
changed. They also denied having any
knowledge of the prospectus. The
plaintiff issued a writ on Dec, 22, 1904,
and the case was tried before Chief
Justice Barker, sitting in equity in
April, 1907.

The plaintiff relled mainly upon
present and former officials of the
cdompany for evidence to make out his
case. The most material witness for
the plaintiff was Eben Perkins, at one
time superintenfient of the defendant
company. He was examined in Janu-
ary, 1907, before commissioners in
Hoopeston, near Chicagol J. M. Price
attending the examination on behalf
of the plaintiff and M. G. Teed, K. C.,
on behalf of the defendants. Mr, Per-
‘kins swore among other things that
Mr. Manchester and Mr. Elkin em-
ployed Mr. Sharpe to sell the stock,
that they saw the prospectus and ap-
proved of it before it was used, that
the directors themselves ‘“would not
touch the stock with a ten foot pole”
and that there was no understanding
that they would increase their hold-
ings. The defendants endeavored to
have Mr. Perkins’ evidence thrown out
on the ground that he was not com-
petent to give evidence under oath, it
apppearing that he did not believe in
“future’” punishment. The court, how-
ever, held that it was admissible.

At the hearing Mr. Elkin admitted
that he knew of ‘the prospectus, but
that he told Mr, Sharpe that he would
rather he would not use it. Mr. Man-
chester admitted that he saw the
prospectus in Mr. Elkin's office, but
upon Mr. Elkin telling him that it was
a private thing of Mr. Sharpe’s he did
not charge his mind further with it,

Chief Justice Barker held that the
representations referred to were falee,
that they were material, that Mr. Far-
rell had purchased the stock on the
strength of them, but as he (Farrell)
had delayed from Jan., 1904, till the fol-
lowing December to institute proceed-
ings, a period of some eleven months,
he was therefore debarred from re-
covering. He also held that Mr, Man-
chester and Mr, Elkin were not parties
to the prospectus. Mr, Farrell appeal-
ed to the full bench of the supreme
court of New Brunswick, where argu-
ment was heard last November. The
supreme court of New Brunswick sus-
tained the decision of Chief Justice
Barker. The plaintiff thereupon ap-
pealed to the supreme court of Can-
ada, where argument was heard last
month, and that court reversed the de-
cieion of the courts in New Brunswick
on the point of delay, and held in favor
the plaintiff.

The case Is the first of its kind in
Canada. Owing to the evidence being
voluminous and the fine distinctions of
law involved, it took two days to argue
the case before the supreme court of
New Brunswick, and the same amount

oEVERAL BILLS
THROUGH SENATE

Interim Supply Bill
Quickly Disposed of

o9

Members Discuss Work Done
by That Body During

Session
T ewo

OTTAWA, Ont., June 16.—In the sen-
ate today Hon. R. W. Scott moved to
suspend the rules to enable the interim
supply bill to be put through several
stages preliminary to assent.

Senator Lougheed criticised the gov-
ernment for having the supply bill rail-
roaded through the senate without op-
portunity being afforded the senators
to the left of the Speaker to discuss its
praovisions. In this case a discussion
of the proposals in the supply bill was
impossible because the governor gen-
eral was/at the door waiting to give
assent.

He also protested against the gov-
ernment practice of putting supply
bills through the upper chamber with-
out time for an investigation of their
contents being allowed.

Hon. R. W. Scott declared that the
senate had never discussed the supply
bill. When he was on the left of the
Speaker in the place now occupied by
Senator Lougheed those on the right
of the Speaker had not allowed the op-
position of that day to discuss the sup-
ply bill

This particular supply bill had been
thoroughly threshed out in the Com-
mons, and moreover it was beyond the
constitutional rights of the senate to
amend the bill. It contained a pro-
vision for $31,309,335; there had previ-
ously been supply for the current year
of $15,831,818 granted, making the total
granted on this year's account $47,141,-
153. For the services of last Yyear
there had been $5,398,613. The total
amount of supply given by parliament
during the present session was $32,-
524,766.

Senator Miller sald parliament had
been in session almost seven months
and much of the most important legis-
lation of the government had not yet
come before the senate. Among them
were the civil service bill, the insur-
ance bill and the election bill. If prop-
erly discussed all the measures could
not be put through the Commons be~-
fore the first of September. The sen-
ate could not give proper consideration
to these bills in any less time than
the Commons. There were precedents
for the senate throwing out govern-
ment bills of importance pressed upon
the upper house too late in this session
for proper consideration by the senate
and deferring such measures until the
next year. If both houses of parlvia-
ment were to give proper consideration
to all legislation which had been fore-
shadowed by the government this ses-
sion it could not end for three or four
months.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Scott the
rules were suspended and the supply
bill was put through all stages.

OF ROYALTY

Costumes Worn But Onse and
. Then Put Away for Good

King Edward Does Not Wear a Palr of
Gloves More Than Once — Gowns
Alexandra is Never Seen in Twice

An enterprising English journalist
wrote an interesting but not instructive
article recently in FKing Edward's
clothes and what become of them after
they had firished service. In the arti-
cle the statement was made that the
King nger wore a pair of gloves more
than once.

Out of this arose the discussion as to
the necessity of considering gloves da-
maged by one day’s service, ete,, which
went on until Lord Knoilys, who 1is
the Xing’s inseparable companion,
friend, and servitor, described in a mo-
ment of candor the story as ridiculous.
Yet it was admitted that there are
some things that the King uses only
once, such as white evening ties, cer-
tain neckties and white evening gloves
which would be true also of many other
masculine leaders of fashion.

The list of King Edward's quickly
discarded garments would include also
certain state robes which have appear-
ed in public only once, such as those of
the coronation and the costume of the
Grand Master of the Knights of Malta.
This last was worn at the Devonshire
House ball, when he was Prince of
‘Wales at the time of the Diamond Ju-
bilee of Queen Victoria.

Thén, of covrse, there are certain
regimeéntal uniforms which have been
worn just once in honor of some occa-
sion. All these are put away in presses
and are overhauled regularly and kept
in good condition, Pérhaps some day
they will find their way to a museum to
be shown as relics of Edward the
Peacemaker.

In his ordinary dress the King is very
particular as to cut and quality, but he
wears his various suits as many times
ag any rich man of the world would.
Then they share the fate of all discard-
pd garments and become the property
pf some one else for various fates.

In regard to Queen Alexandra's ward
robe, she too, has certain garments
which are of historic interest and are
never used again. Among these are her
wedding gown and long tan gloves, the
robes of coronation day and the mili-
tary uniform of her Danish regiment.
There are uriversity gowns and hoods
which have not been worn since the de-
grees they represent were conferred up-
on her.

The beautiful dresses which the Queen
wears at the evening courls are seen
but once.Sometimes a part of a gown is
used again in another fashion. This
applies particularly ‘to the priceless col-
lection of old lace of which she is so
proud, and-which is used over and over
again in trimming her gowns.

If Queen Alexandra does not wish to
use any of the trimmings of a dress the
garment is taken to pleces and the ma-
terials distributed. There ig an inviol-
able rule in the palace that the recipi-
ent of any royal finery is never in any
circumstances®p wear a gown in the
form in which it was worn by the
gueen.

The Princess of Wales has a large
and varied collection of uniforms, uni-
versity gowns and oriental robes of
great value and beauty. During her
visits to the British colonies and to In-
dia she received many honorary de-
grees. These garments are all guard-
ed for posterity after the royal fash-
fon.

WAGES LOWER ON
THE NORTH SHORE

Slump Affects the
Lumber Mills

Governor Tweedie and Mrs.
Tweedie in Town to At-
tend Wedding

Lieutenant Governor Tweedie and
Mrs. Tweedie arrived in the city yes-
terday to attend the wedding of Miss
Barker, daughter of the chief justice.
They are at the Royal.Regarding the
conditions of the North Shore, Gover-
nor Tweedie said that although the
lumber markets were very low the peo-
ple generally did not seem to be af-
fected to any great extent. The lum-
ber business, however, was very poer
as a consequence and the mills were
running short hours. Wages paid to
the employes were algo lower than those
previously paid.

The crops on the North Shore were
held back this year, but the governor
said that there would probably be a
large yleld. It would not be ready for
harvesting, however, until later than
usual. When travelling over the coun-
try the governor had found conditions
generally very good and the people were
suffering less from the stringency of
the money market than might be ex-
pected.

Governor and Mrs. Tweedie will leave
for Fredericton on the boat today.

MARINE OFFICIALS
KNOW OF NO DISHONESTY
ON PART OF ANYONE

GTTAWA, Ont.,, June 16—The inves-
tigation before Judge Cassels of the
general charges made in the civil ser-
vice commissicn's report against the
staff of the marine department was
continued thisx morning, the examining
counsel, Mr. Geo. Watson, K. C.,, tak-
ing up tha dealings of the Caradian
Fog Signal Company with the depart-
ment. Joiin P. Northey, of Toronto,
one of the thres members of the com-
pany, told of sa'es of diaphones to the
department since 1902, probably about
forty of these had heen supplied and
the profit on each would be about $4,-
009.. There had been a loss, however.
cn the plant supplied in connection
with the diaphones. The total profits,
said Mr. Northey, on what was sold,
the government were about 29 per cent.
He said he might have received $150,-
000 in profit from the company within
the last five years, the Government
being the main custemer The company
was making about $70,000 per
year profit. The witness explained that
they were selling a patented apparatus
to the Government and naturally got
the most they could for it.

Col. Aunderson, chief engineer of the
department, had asked the company to
scll the signals to the department and
no official or any employe of the de-
partment, said the witness, had ever
received a single cent from himself
or from the company by way of a
bribe, commission, or in any other way
in connection with the business done.

Mr. Northey said he had taken a'cou-
ple of trips to New York and Chicago
with B. H. Fraser, assistant to Col
Anderson, but Mr. Fraser had always
paid his own expenses. ‘A cigar, per-
haps, was all any official ever got from
me,” he said. “I have no knowledge of
and dishonesty or unfaithful service on
the part of any one connceted with the
department.”

The witness said that the government
were now advertising for tenders for
diaphones and plant. He could not say
why diaphones should be advertised
for in view of the fact that his firm
held the patent. Any firm could sup-
ply the plant. Col. Anderson, he add-
ed, has told him he thought the priee
was high, and that the profit of 25
per cent on patented apparatus should
be enough. Capt. Demers, chief exam-
fner of masters and mates, was briefly
examined with respect to the work of
his branch. He stated that he knew
of no act of dishonesty on the part of
any official in the department. His
own branch had been improved under
his direction by having examiners paid
regular salaries instead of being paid
by fees. He had found that some of
the examiners were accepting gratu-
ities and they had been promptly dis-
missed.

JAP EXPLORERS =
IN THE ARCTIC

Wada, the Mus_her, Reaches
Dawsen from far North

Alone With His Falibful Dogs East of
Hersch | Island, He Fed Them With
His Trousers and Socks.

Wada, the Japanese musher, splashed
knee deep through the treacherous
waters on the surface of the breaking
Yukon into Dawson on May day morn-
ing, completing one of the most marvel-
ous mushing trips in the history of
Alaska. He was black as a Kaffir
from weeks of reflected sun from the
bright snow surfaces and his cheeks
were checkered and serrated like alliga-
tor hide from alternate freezing and
roasting. His six faithful dogs with
which he left the Klondike capital and
a toboggan with a few personal belong-
ings were all that he brought back. The
musher did not even wear trousers.
All that was left to adorn his nether
limbs was a woolen undergarment; but
but over this he draped with all the
grace of a skirt a huge parka, which
he endured while he mushed down the
muddy vet well lined streets to his
lodging place at Big Jo’s. During his
long mush Wada ran short of supplies
and had to feed his socks and trousers
to the dogs. A treatment of whale oil
from a bottie he carried Was all the
sauce the animals desired. and Wada
shared their wants by mushing from
Rampart House to Dawson trouserless.

Wada is from a point east of Herschel
island this time. He left Dawson early
in the winter travelled by dog team io
Fort Yukon there secured the services
of Harry Anthony, a Canadian musher
for trail blazer, and with him travelled
to Rampart House, At that point An-
thony turned back and Wads fearless-
ly plunged into the wilderness and
went up the Porcupine, thence over a
Givide to the northward and launched
into the open waste of country looking
out hundreds of miles toward Herschel

With no companionship but that of
his dogs and using a small tent each
night for refuge,Vada mushed over tie
sparsaly wooded and wollow clad Arctic
slope toward Herschel. He made the
island without mishap and then drop-
ped in en the unsuspecting whalers one
fine day. The greatest excitement pre-
vailed when theyv knew that there was
a person among them from the outer
world and what news he had pumped
from him with eagernecs. Wada re-
mained  among the whalers six days
and then continued his long mush,
circling somewhat to the westward
and taking in a region aleng -the spur
of mountain there.

He went to inspect the field as a pros-
pector, but he declines to make any
statement az to his discoveries al-
though willing to tel! of a famous Arc-
tic slope strike. It was March 24 when
Wada got started on his long home-
ward trip. He brought with him letters
from the R. N. W. P. post at Herschzl
and the officers and crews of the whal-
er. He thought on arrival at Fort X
kon that he would not be able to get
to Daw=pn over the ice, 30 he mailed
the letters there. Then he changed Lis
mind and beat the letters to Dawson
with the exezption of one or two un-
stamped letters which were not in the
general bundle.

“On my way back,” said Wada, “I
followed somewhat inland along the
Arctic slope and then headed up the
old Crow River, thence down Rapid
River to the Porcupine, thence along
Rampart tn Ronmpart House. T had
plenty of food for myself, but running
shy on dog fied I gave the malamutes
my pants and socks. Fortunately the
spring days were 80 warm that I did
not suffer so keenly as I should have
in winter. Several times during my
trip I was storm-bound and my cheeks
were frozen, but on the most severe
days I lay in my tent and took no
chances. From Herschel Island to
Rampart my actual travelling time
was nine days, Rampart to Fort Yu-
kon seven, Fort Yukon to Dawson,
eight, total, 24 days 1 spent four or
five nights lying idle at Rampart’ and
Fort Yukon. Sergt. Fitzgerald of the
police secured me some whale blubber
for dog feed on the way back. There
was not enough, but anything feels
good in a dog's stomach when he’'s
hungry, so the socks and old trousers
made good feed. Those dogs would eat
iron if covered with whale oil.”

Tada brought news of a gold strike
back of Flaxman Island on the Arctic
slope. He says: “When I left Hers-
chel, March 24, the only late news of
the strike received there had been
brought by an Esquimau who had
come to the ships from along the coast.
He stated that he saw white men with
a cigar box of gold. He could tell
nothing more. It was reported ‘hefore
that the men at -the place were New
Fray and his son, John (3rubon and
Dan Sweeney, and that the pay ran 18
cents to the pan. The BEsquimau
reached Herschel about Christmas. It
is not certain just what stream or lo-
cality the gold is from, but it is un-
derstood to be somewhere back of
Flaxman Island I did not go there.
The Kugara river s shown by
the map to run into the Arctic back
of Flaxman, and it may be near there
that the gold stream is. The Kugara
heads opposite the east fork of the
Chandlar.”

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State of Affairs Getting Worse
all the Time—Roy
in Jail

ST. JOHNS, Que., June 16.—The pre-
liminary investigation into the charges
against the Hon. P. H. Roy, presid-
ent; L. P. L'Heurex, general manager,
and J. P. Beaudouin, assistant general
manager of the defunct Banque de
St. Jean, was begun here today before
District Magistrate Lanctot. Counsel
for the defense began the day’'s pro-
ceedings by entering a number of legal
objections dealing with the authority
of the court as constituted to hear the
case, but these were all dismissed and
the examination of witnesses ~roceed-
ed with.

Those heard today were three in
number, Thos. Lawson of the finance
department, Ottawa; John P. Xnight
of the Canadian Bankers' Association,
whose evidence was principally formal,
as complainants, and Manager DMec-
Loughlin of the St. Johns branch of
the Eastern Townships Bank, who is
adviser to the liquidator, Mr. Bienv=nu
of Montreal. The startling statement
in the evidence of the latter was that
of the $787,000 of current loans and
discounts in the last statement of the
bank’s affairs made to the govarn-
ment, no less than $523,000 was abso-
lutely worthless. The items ‘naking
up this amount were supplied in a list
which was designated the “black list.”

At the close of the day’s proceedings
counsel for the defense gave notice of
application to be. made for a writ pro-
hibiting District Magistrate Lanctot
from hearing the case on the ground
that he is an interested party. The
bail of Hon. Mr. Roy was reduced to
$60,000, of which $30,000 was personal
and three securities in $10,000 each. Mr.
Roy was-unable to obtain these latter
and in consequence was compelled to
spend the night in jail
