THE ROYAL MARRIAGE.

Yesterday, the marriage ceremony in
which the English nation feels so deep an
interest was performed with fitting pomp
and solemnity at Windsor. < The fair
Princess, who landed on Saturday morn-
ing a stranger to the people, their habits
and modes of thought, is now a member
of our State, the partner for life of the
heir a )‘)urcnt to the throne, and, if the
favorable omens under which that union
was contracted be verified in the event, is
destined to play a not unimportant part
in the history ot the Royal House of Eng-
land. For the last quarter of a century
we have been go favored, as compared
with other nations. in the rule under
which it is our privilege to dwell, that we
have well-nigh forgotten that there can
be such things as injudicious or even in-
different rulers. Lecturers and historians,
indeed, dwell on the events of the civil
war, and of the period before the Reform
bill, as counveying fessons both to kings
and suhjects; but in practice we have
fallen into the habit of thinking that what
is new will always be. Yet it needs but
a slight retrospective glance to discern the
nmiguitude of the influences for good or
evil avhich can be exercised by a single
well or ill-assorted union. The example
of a sovereign nearly related to the pre-
Lsent monarch was as pernicious in its
effects as the mild and pure influences of
her sway have proved beneficial. Hence
the instinctive interest which the nation
felt in the nuptials just solemnised, and
its readiness to share in what was willing-
ly accepted as amwarriage of affection,
F'rom the moment of'its first promulgation
the proposed alliance with Denmark was
decidedly popular, and the feeling in its
favor was gaining day by day, till the
culminating point was reached at sight of
the fair face which has left home and
kindred to become the adopted daughter
of England, Among the Orders of Danish
knighthood there is one the ranks of
which are open equally to male and fe-
male knights, and its name. seems singu-
larly applicable to the event which has
taken p*acc. Let us hope that in the
happiness the Prince and Princess of
Wales may mutually derive, the advan-
tages they will cach obtain from the coun-
sels and sympathy of the other, above all,
in the results of® their marriage, as these
will affect the nation at large, the English
people may feel justified in- applying to
their union the fitle of the third Danish
Order--** La Parfaite Alliance.”

WINDSOR AND THE PROCESSION,

From an early hour the town of Wind-
sor #as astir, At 11} o'clock precisely,
seven of the Royal carriages, with an
escort of Horse Guards, left the Castle
and proceeded in the direction of St.
Georg2’s Chapel. At 113 o'clock expec-
tation was further gratified by the issuing
forth of another eortege, composed of
members of the Royal family and the
Queen's Household.

THE BRIDE.

Tt is needless to add that at the sight
of the Princess Alexandra, enthusiasm,
which had been intense, was redoubled.
Her Royal Highness had not the same
flush of excitement on her features which
was visible on the occasion of her public
entry, but she looked, if possible, more
charming and winsome than on that oc-
casion, though exhibiting faint traces of
agitation in her demeanor.

ST. GEORGE'S CHAPEL,

Simple, lofty and cold, it is difficult to
light up thewmave of St. George’s. But
the dificulty was overcome yesterday by
hues and colors so rich and bright from
{ the floor half-way up the fluted' pillars,
| thatthe effect was like that produced by a

piece of gorgeous tapestry, or by a grand
oriental carpeting hungon the walls. The
nave served as the channel and embank-
ment of the stream which swept from the
outer hall to the Chapel laden with all the
pageantry of the great spectacle, and, re-
turning hence, rolled back its tide once
more, bearing the Prince and his bride
on the swelling crest of all its pomp.

- THE ALTAR. :

The altar ‘was arrayed with its gold
communion plate in massive rows, the
seats in the Kuights’ stalls and the spaces
in front were covered with purple velvet,
each seat bearing on a large card the name

and rank of its occupant. Beyond these

changes there was not much to note in the
choir differing from the usual quiet, dim,
religious aspects, as beeomes the historic
chapel of the eldest kingly scat of the
oldest dynasty in Furope.

THE KNIGHTS OF THE GARTER,

Tt is a quarter, to 12, and there is a
short hush of expectation—one of those
periods of unaccou@@able silence which
always fall at intervals even upon the
most crewded and animated assemblies.
The Usher of the Black Rod, Sir Augus-
tus Clifford, enters, and then there is
another pause, that is quickly broken by
a l%ld hum of admiration in the nave,
which the more stately and select gather-
ing in the choir only notice by increased
rigidity of uprightness till the cause of
the murmur is made known by the ap-
pearance at the entrance of the Knights
of the GGarter, all robed and jewelled in
their almost regal costume, and headed
by the Premier himself. They make a
noble and gallant show as they sweep up
the choir like a procession of monarchs,
with their long velvet mantles of imperial
blue, looped up at the shoulders with
white 1ibbon, trailing after them. Lord
Palmerston proceeds at once to his stall
on the left, where he is joined by Lady
Palmerston ; and the others, after wait-
ing for a single second in a stately group,
pass also to their seats. ' The Premicr
was, of course, the most observed of all,
as he stepped up lightly into his scat,
and looked around him with a brisk jovi-
ality, as if about to quell a troublesome
member, or evade, by a most voluminous
reply, an awkward question. The Duke
of Newcastle, Karl Granville, Earl Claren-
don and Earl Russell are the most noticed
of the rest, and the latter, when once he
sits in his wide, high, ample stall, is al-
most lost to view.

THE LORD CHANCELLOR.

After all the knights are seated, the
Lord Chancellor, in his state robes, and
carrying the Great Seal, passes slow and
stately uf§ the choir—alone, but a perfect
pageant in himself—to his seat at the
{wad ofall. Itisnow 11% o'clock, and
the Archbishoi); of Canterbury enters,
followed by the Bishop of London, attend-
ing as Dean of the Chapel Royal; the
Bishop of Oxford, as Chancellor of the
Order of the Garter; the Bishop of Win-
chester, as its Prelate; the }}ishop of
Chester, as Clerk of the Closet ; and the
Dean of Windsor, as Registrar of the
Order of the Garter, with the Canons and
Minor Canons of the Chapel. The suf-
fragan Bishops stand aside as the dais is
reached, and make way for the Primate,

who passes at once to the north of the’

a'tar, and the Dean, robed in scarlet, with
the Canons. take their places to the south.
For a minute the prelates kneel in prayer,
then rise and stand in line inside the
rails.

THE CORPS DIPLOMATIQUE.

Then there is a slight rustle of silks
and clinking of jewelled Orders as nearly
the whole Cor{)s Diplomatéque come in
and take their places underneath the royal
pew—showing literally like a cluster of

L
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cold and jewcls thrclt.oquuls even the ap-
pearance of the Knights of the Garter.
And now there isa fong and solemn pause,
during which even whispers are audible,
and the rustle of the dresses comes with
a noise as their fair wearers turn to sur-
yey the seene.’

¢t is in truth a seene of such stately
pomp and royal circumstance as few have
ever seen before, where the noblest by
Lirth and ingellect, the greatest and most
revered in power, are all assembled with-
in the narrow precincts of this grand old
choir, like the treasures of the nation in
their carved oak casket.

THE QUEEN.

Suddenly there is just a perceptible
movement—a kind of consciousness that
something has occurred which tells at
once that the Queen is either coming or
has come. and all eyes are quietly direeted
toward the quaint old pew in the wall.
In another instant the Queen herself ap-
pears, accompanied by His Royal High-
ness the Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha,
the hrother of the late Prince, and, as we
all know, so like him as to make the re-
semblance almost startling as he stands
by the side of Her Majesty. The Queen
wears the simplest and plainest of widow's
weeds—a widow's cap, a black silk dress
with white collar and cuffs, and black
eloves, The only colors which appear
upon her are the star of the Order of the
(:arter, and its blue ribbon, narrowed to
the width Her Majesty usually wears.
acrcss her left shoul®r.  She looks well
in health, but thinner and older, with the
permanent trdces of deep grief and care
stamped on every lincament of her fea-
tures,

She stands at the window of the royal
pew. alittle withdrawn from general gaze,
and only to be seen at all by those on the
opposite side of the choir glancing quietly
into the interior, while the Duke ot Saxe-
Cloburg speaks, and apparently exs)launs
to her the arrangements going on below
{or the great ceremony which has drawn
her from her mowrning and seclusion.
After a few minutes, she seats herself a
little way from the window, and the Duke
retives—Hon. Mrs. R. Bruee, clad like
the Queen in deep mourning, takes his
place. Itis 12 o’clock, and the noise of
cheering can be heard outside, and then
a pause, broken after a few moments by
the great rustle and peculiar hum which
the great mass of visitors in the nave
make on rising.

CONTRACTORS’ CLATMS.
We observe by Monday's despatch
from Fredericton, that the bill for refer-
rinz those long standing: claims to arbi-
tration is again before the House; and
for the sake of common justice to the
public and to the contractors themselves,
we trust thatit may pass into-a law. The
case of these men is peculiarly hard. The
contracts having been nominally made in
the Queen’s name, the contractors cannot
prosecute in a court of law, as in cases
hetween two of Her Majesty’s subjects.
By the rules of law the Queen cannot be
made a defendant ; and thus, by a legal
techinicality, the ordinary channels of jus-
tice are closed against them. No matter
whether their claims are well founded or
not, there ought to be some means provi-
ded of scttling the question. If their

claims are well founded, these men should,

have their just dues—if otherwise, they
should be dealt with accordingly. A de-

nial of justice altogether, is intolerable. |

g

We are astonished at the opposition of
the Attorney and Solicitor Generals to
this bill.  Surely the government are not
afraid to face an open tribunal upon those
claims! We mean by an open tribunal,

something in the nature of a public court,

before which witnesses can be enamined
on oath and subjected to the usual tests
of cross-examination. No such investi-
gation has yet been attempted in refer-
ence to those claims. If ex-Attorney
General Smith is correctly reported, he
seems to think that' there is danger of
public sympathy being roused in favor of
the contractors, and that the arbitrators
would, of course, yield to its influcnce.
This argument is not very complimentary
to the people of this province. Micht it
not just be possible to find three veferees
above suspicion?  If not, let the bill be
amended so as to enable the several cases
to be submitted to a court and jury. The
dread of public sympathy evinced in this
matter is but a puerile excuse for the per-
petration of iujustice, and we trust that
it will be frowned down, as it deserves to
be, by the Legislature.

Dr. CoLexso’s REpLY TO THE ENG-
Lisit Bisuors.—The _bishops “of the
Church of England recently addressed a
commuuication to Di, Colenso, and sug-
gested the resignation of his Kpiscopal
charge in consequence of the difficulties
created in the Chureh by his work on the
Pentateuch. In anote addressed to the
Archbishop of Canterbury, under date of
March 5, Dr. Colenso returns to this
suggestion a firm refusal.  He says:

T trust that I yicld to none of your
lordships in a heartfelt reverence for the
Holy Scriptures.  But certainly T do not
believe, as the words ot the address seem
to imply that your lordships do believe,
that. ‘all our hopes for eternity rest’ on
the literal historical truth of such a nar-
rative as the seriptural account of the
Noachian Deluge.  But I must refer to
my books for a statement ot the reasons
which justify to my own mind the course
which I am taking. To resign my office
would be to admit that my conduct has
been legally or morally wrong, which I
am very far from feeling.  Rather, T am
persuaded that my duty to God and the
national church, through which I have
received, in the same manner as your
lordships, that episcopal commission
which we have no power of abdicating,
requires me to persevere in the task which
I have undertaken—namely, to set hefore
the Euglish Church the real facts in the
case in regard to the composition oi’ the
Pentateuch, in accordance with the most
trustworthy results of recent eriticism. 1
ventire to add that the progress of troe
religion appears to me to be serionsly im-
peded in talis country by the contradie-
tions which undeniably exist between the
tradifional notion of the historical truth
of all the narratives contained in the
Pentateuch and the conelusions of science,
asnow brought within the comprehension,
even of the youth of both sexes, hy the
general extension of eddeation.  And it is
my firm conviction that this subject de
serves, more than any other at this time,
our most serious consideration. and, if
possible, our united action, as bishops of
the National Church.
