Dublin, Tuesday, April 25, via Lon-
don, April 28 (10.15 a. m.)—Dublin
has now been held up for twenty-four
hours by a combination of membera
of the Sinn Fein Soclety and follow-
ers of James Larkin, head of the
Transport Workers' Union, and well
known as a strike leader.

There has been the same violence
in the city as marked the big street
car strike in 1913, which was headed
©y Larkin, but supplemented by tas
use of an armed force with military
pretentions, and the selzure of stra-
tegic points designed to give the dis-
turbance the aspect of a revolution. -

The Lord Lieutenant of Ireiand, in

suppress’ it."”

The revolution thus far is copsider
ed an imitation, though on a much
larger scale, of “Tort Chabrel” in
Paris, which was held by political
rioters some fifteen years 2go and the
mots In Sydney street in London.
‘While it is declared mot to have the
eupport. of the people generally, and
even'is not considered by same of the
euthorities a miging, the situation cer-
tainly 1§ very serious and far beyond
the dimensions of a riot.

The trouble hasg gone on now for 24
hours and has completely dislocated
the life of Dublin. No shops are open
and no business is being tramsacted.
Street cars have ceaspd to run and
the gas supply has been cut off.. Use
of the telephone between the city and
the suburbs has been forbidden by the
miMtary and the running of trains. to
and from the country is very irregu-
lars.

Yesterday (Monday) at midday tha
Sinn Fein revolutionists were as-
sembled as if for one of their usual
parades.

The wounded were re-
moved to St. Vincent's Hospital, on
one side of St. Stephen's Green.

In the Portobello Road, over the
canal, which forms the boundary of
the city, the Sinn Feiners seized a
corner public house. One platoon of
the Royal Irish Rifles succeeded in
dislodging and taking prisoner the<e
Sinn Feiners.

During Monday officers and men in
khaki and isolated individuals were
shot at in the streets. Some of them
are reported to have been killed or
wounded.

No evening newspapers appeared
in Dublin Morday, and no morning
papers were published toddy. The
evening Mail office was occupied by
members of the Sinn Feiners vester-
day. ¢
They still retain their possession
of the building.

The military have established thenw
selves opposite the dvening Mail
office.

The Royal College of Surgeons,
which faces St. Stephen's Green on
the west, was seized by the Sinn Fein-
ers and their flag flown from it.

Thus far the revolters have «-apmr.!

ed nothing by fighting. here was
nobody to resist them, ahd they sim-
ply ocﬂgpied unprotected buildings.
The authorities express the opinion
that the trouble may last a day or two.
They say there is amplé force at the
disposal of the government to quell
the entire disturbance with ease..The
sympathy of the people generally, they

1declare, is against the disturbers, but

thus far the military authorities have
not shown their strength. They are,
no doubt, anxious to end the trouble
with & minimum of bloodshed and des-
truction of property.

It is impossible, as yet, to ascertain
or even approximate the number of
persons killed or injured, but there is
no doubt that the aggregate is consid
able, as the holiday crowds were
large, and the shooting by the Sinn
Feiners was very wild and reckless.

mandeering of Wheat Last
Fall—Most Prompt Action
and Big Saving of Money.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, April 28.—-An expianation
and a defence of the government’s ac-
tion in commandeering some thirteen
million bushels of grain last fall was
made by Sir George Foster, Minister
of Trade and Commerce, in the House
today. Sir George said that owing to
the abnormal crop the world over the
government urged upon the Allies and
the British government that large or
ders should be placed. After consid:
erable negotiations an onrder for wheat
and oats was recelved last Nov, 28, It
was & large onder, principally for Italy
where there was 3 setfouss wheat short
age. The order was a rush one.

The government considersd the best
method of gecuring such a big order in
a burry. There were three possible
plans. One was to buy direct from the
farmers, this would take time, and in
view of the hature of the order and
the fact that navigation on the Great
Lakes was nearing a close it was not
feasible. Another plah wag to pur
chase through brokers. This would
have meant & heavy commission, white
the news was bound to leak out and
the market would have gone sky rock-
eting. The third plan was to com-
mandeer the grain in the elevators
Fort William and Port Arthur and the
eastern ports. This was decided upon
as it meant speedy action and would
save money for the allled govern-
ments.

Sir George admitted that difficulties
were afterwards met with, but any
plan would have resulted in difficulties.
The Allies also, owing to the shortage
of tonnage on the Atlamtic weré un-
able to seoure vessels to carry away
the grain. The result was that the
last of it would only leave the mnext
month, The government carried out
its part of the bargain and took it for
granted the Allies would wrrange to
supply the ships. .

Incidentally, during the course of
his speech, Sir George told the house
of the remarkable development of the
grain inspection during the past four
years since the appointment of the
grain commission. Canadh was now
one of the best equipped countries in
the world in regard to grain eleva-
tors. Last year over three hundred
million bushels were inspected at|
Winnipeg. The only objection of the

Liberals to the commandeering of
grain was that it had interfered with
legitimate business, although the only
persons whose corns were hurt were
the brokers and middiemen of the
Winnipeg exchange.

Sir Wilfrid said such action should
only have beén taken as a Case of dire
need and the hecessity was ot press
ing. The grain could have béen pur-
chased in the ordinary way.

GRAND TRUNK ANNUAL REPORT.

‘The Annual Report of the Grand
Trunk Rallway, presented at the gen-
eral meeting In London of April 18,
1016, shows that the rallway carried
last year 12,082,288 passengers, a de-
orease of 608,762 as compared with
1914. The average fare per passen-
ger showed & small decrease. The
receipts from the passenger traffic
amounted to £2,109,240, a decrease
of £277,092 as compared with 1914,
The milesgs of passenger trains in
1016 was 8,933,001, a decrease of 674,
492 as compared with 1914,

The ratlway handled 20,696,509 tons
of freight and live stock in 1915, a
decrease of 777,355 tons ag compared
with 1914, The average rate per ton
on the entire freight business was 0.70
of a cent, 'The receipts from this
source being £5,382,781, a decrease of
£54,107 1a comparison with the pre-
vious year.

The grose receipts of the company
in 1916 amounted to £8,202,688, a de-
orease of £804,080, The working ex-
penses, excluding taxes, amounted to
£6,306,162, or 76.65 per cent. of the
gross receipts as compared with £86,
676,876, or 77.67 per cent, in 1914,

After meeting the revenue charges
for the year there was a surplus of
£510,683. Adding the balance of £4,
323 79, 9d. at the. eredit of net reve:
nue account on the 3ist December,
1914, to the above surplus for the past

William Arthuss’
on Hickey Road Destroyed

“~Charles Seeley’s Narrow.

Escape.

The two and a half storey dwelling
on the Hickey Road, about four miles
from the oity, and owned by Willlam
Arthurs, was totally destroyed by fire
yesterduy afternoon, The most of the
furniture was saved, and the building
was partially insured.

During the course of the fire a young
man named Charles Seeley very near-
ly lost his lite when the root of the
house fell in,

Mre, Arthurs and her child were
away from home at the time of the
fite, being Into the city.

Mr, Arthurs, who is & farmer, was
hard at work ip the field, when about
three o'clock he noticed fire breaking

‘{out ayound the chimney near the

roof, He hastened to the house and

in & short time after the alarm was

given, neighboring farmers dropped
thelr implements and rushed to the

scene. When the blaze was first dis.
covered the upper section of the
house was in flames, nothing could be
done to save the dwelling, but the
men, by hard work, managed to carry
nearly all of the furniture to a place
of safety. It was while at this work
that Charles Seecley nearly lost his
life, He was in the bullding when the
roof fell in with a crash. He manag
ed to stagger out of the house, unin-
Jured but quite badly used up.

Fortunately the wind was blowing
away from the barns and other out.
houses, and this'is the only reason that
they did not fall a prey to the flames.
