Three More Deaths.

Three negroes died today of bullet
‘wounds, making the death list thirty-
two, of whom 18 were negroes. Only
one of the three was shot today,
though a dozen or more members of
both races were wounded in scattered
disturbances, most of them of a min-
or character. In the down town dis-
trict, a crowd of white men attacked
and seriously beat a megro who was
on his way home from work. The
Wolice rescued the negro, and he was
sent home in a patrol wagon. There
‘was no shooting by iroops who were
ordered on the streets last night by
Governor Lowden, on the request of
Mayor Willlam Thompson.

Negroes Are Quiet.

The negro area was comparatively
quiet tonight. The presence of the
troops, apparently, had calmed the
negroes' fears, and had a salutory
effect on disturbing elements among
both whites and blapks. The troops
were well distributed, and the mili-
tary machinery was running smooth-
1

y.

Food supplies were rushed into the
megro sections by cooperation of the
Wiholesale Grocers Association, the
police and the troops.. The black belt
rémained a barred zone, where whites
'might not enter, and even the guard-
od trucks of groceries weré driven
only to the “dead line” by white
chauffeurs, when they were relieved
by neégro drivers under police escort.

Many of the poorer negroes were
reported In dire need of food and
‘without funds. Today was pay day at
the Stock Yards, but negroes feared
to go there to draw their wages.
Thousands of megroes have not at-
tempted to go to work all week,

Among today's disorders, only two
involved any considerable number of
persons. Several hundreds of whites,
@n search of four negroes who had
hidden in the stock yards, were
driven off by militiamen, with lower-
ed bayonets, after the whites had de-
manded that the blacks be delivered
to them No casualties resulted,

About four hundred white men
beat one of three negroes severely at
Forty-seventh street and {Vincennes
Avenue this evening. The other two,
both armed, escaped after firing
few shots. No whites were wounded.

TO RAISE SALARY

On Strike

Their Grievance is the Bill
Before Parliament Which
Allows Police Union But
Prohibits Affiliation.

London, July 31—(By The Associ-
ated Press.)—An immediatg. strike of
the London, Police was decided upon
tonight at a mass meeting held in
various places. The grievance of the
police 1s the bill before parliament
reorganizing the department. This
provided for the organiZation of police
union, but prohibits it from affiliating
with labor unions, and prohibits po-
licemen  from going on strike under
any circumstances, with heavy pen-
alties,
Secretary Hays, of the National
Union of Police and Prison Officers,
has {sued an order, in the name of
the executive committee, calling eut
all the members in the Kingdom at
once, and also an appeal to al] orga-
nized workers “to move to our sup-
port at your earliest convenfence.’
The Police and Prison Officers
Union, which is the policemen’s own
unlon, regards the bill as an attack,
not only upon the policemen them-
selves, but upon the whole labor in-
terests. Hence, their appeal to the
workers, which begins: “The govern-
ment has dared to persist in its effort
to utilize the -political machinery to
destroy your undoubted right to or-
ganize for the legal protection of your
Own interests.”
It proceeds to explain that preser-
vation of the union is the only means
whereby the men can retain their
hard won freedom as citizens, and
continues:
“The passage of the police bill will
mean the complete destruction of your
union, the existence of which was ful-
ly agreed to by the Prime Minister on
August 31st, 1918, and again by Lord
Cave, on behalf of the governnient,
on September 21, 1918,
“Bvery possible constitutional and
political chanrfel has been treversed
in search of a sdtisfactory solution.
An interview with a final explanation,
was sought with the Premier on the
night of the 30th, and again on the
morning of the 31st, by a deputation
of your executive committee elected
for that purpose, who waited for -a
reply. Even this procedure has,been
ignored. 'Therefore you are driven to
the final argument: ‘You must act or
lose your freedom forever. "

together, until we commence together
L stop this, there will be hell in this
country—and it is nearer today than I
ever knew it in my years of experi-
ence. Just let somebody drop a
match in this country of ours and it
wili be a sorry day for all of us.

Something Coming.

“Unless my vision is most terribly
obscured, then, there is something
<coming to us pretty soon in this coun-
try that we had better take notice of.
‘We had something of peace in this
<ountry prior to the war conditions.
‘We were getting along fairly well un-
til profiteering became so noticeable
everywhere.

“We are nearer war in this world
toaay, I believe, than when the
Kaiser threw down the gauntlet.

Until Hon, Frank B, Carvell’s politi-

cal future i{s definitely stated, some of
those who have been doing most of
the talking don’t seem willing to act
in the open. There seems 1o be a ten-
dency to wait to see ‘how the cat is
going to jump.” It may ve significant,
however, that some of Mr. Carvell's
closest political friends were among
the most prominent at the comven.
tion.
The Gleaner says: “It does not ap-
pear that Mr. Carvell came in any
way under the lash of the criticism
sald to have been quite freely threat.
ened. So far as the convention was
concerned, the resolution deploring
the death of Sir Wilfred Laurier, “our
revered and respected leader,” and
the other party resolves, were moved
by the supporters and persohal friends
of Mr. Carvil in the Liberal ranks,
who have been conspicuously enjoying
the Federal patronage, under Union
Government, since Mr. Carvell has
been in office. And the delegates who
go to the .Liberal convention at Ot-
tawa go as his friends and supporters,
nominated and elected as such. Mr,
Carvell could not have hoped for a
more satisfactory gathering of the
Liberals of his constituemcy; and
there is reason to belleve that the
illogical situation in which he is work
ing in the public life is not giving
him the slightest concern.
