A RESOLUTION

-

OF IMPORTANCE ‘

Ottawa, May 13.—(Canadian Press)
~A resolution of importance to man-
ufacturing, farming, chemical and
other industries of Canada, is likely
to come before the House tomorrow,
in the form of proposed amendments
to the Inland Revenue Act respecting
the distillation of denatureq and spe-
clally denatured alcohol. One of the
clauses of the resolution provides:

“That denatured alcohol, and spe-
clally denatured alcohol, which is in-
tended for use in the arts and indus-
trieg, or for fuel, light or power, or
for any mechanical purpose, may be
manufactured in Canada, free from
excise duty.”

This is the legislation which was
urged by the Advisory Council on Sci
entific Research as a means of bring-
ing “Industrial alecohol” within the
reach of all users, in the hope thaf it
would prove a cheap and suitable sub-
stitute for gasoline’ which is becoming
scarcer and dearer each weason.

Moncton, N. B., May 13—Addressing
the Oanadian Club here, tonight, Hon,
J. B. M, Baxter, K. C,, of St, John, end
H. J. Logan, ExM. P., of Amherst, put
forward etrong arguments in favor of
Maritime Union.  Hon. Mr. Baxter,
who spolke figai, declared that the les-
son drewn from the meeting of states-
men &t Charlottetown in 1864 to bring
about the tmion of the Maritime Proy-
inces, but which finally resulted in the
confederation of the Dominfon of
Canads, should be a determining
factor at this. time in favor of the
Union of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia
and Prince Ddward Island. Hon. Mr.
Baxter déclared there was no mutual
co-ordination  betweem the varbous
legislators of the Maritime Provinces,”
a condition that would be rem
by Maritime Uniom. The Unfon' was
tot a political issue, the speakeér said,
declaring that he would bel willing,
for the benefit of all concerned, to ac-
cept any united government, be it Grit
or Tory. The epeaker traced the
sleady falling away in populaticn of
the Maritime Provinces, as compared
with the increase in the West and
asked where the provinces by the sea
were going to end. Hon. Mr. Baxter
dld not look so much at the benefits ta
bs gained in an economic sense, as at
thoss to be gained from a political
point of view. Under Maritime Usion
the united government could go to
Ottdwa. @’ a umit, with one common
aim and purpose, not to ask for favors,
but for the Maritime Provinoe b
As an incldental benefit to be red,
Hon, Mr. Baxter said that in
4 new charter, the United Provinces
could then, in all faimess, seek a re-

justment of financial stipulations.
They could ask for a wiping off of the
slate and for @ mew deal all round.

The -questicn was often asked:
“What is the rush?’ Unfortunately,
the speaker declared, there was oo
rush: Everybody seemed willing to sit
idly by while the inherent rights of
the Maritime Provinces were sl
kept from them. The speaker did not
blame any one Dominion governmenyt
for withholding from the Maritima
Provinces their due, but said the
blame was directly at the door of the
provinces themselves. Now was the
time, he affirmed, to do something, or
the whole utility of the movement
would be lost,

Mr. Logan dwelt on the advantage
of a unificatiofi of legislatures, and
declared that unless there was & union
of interests from the Maritime Proy-
Inces they would be swallowed up by
the West in the very near future. Mr,
Logan gave as an example where
Maritime interests had been neglected,
the fact that in the building of the
great raflways of the Dominion the
Maritime Provinces had paid their full
share of the cost, but had not had over
200 miles of road laid down in the
provinces, outside the Intercolomial.

Resolutions were passed, in which
‘Whe meeting went on record as belng
1n disagréement with the recent decl-
sion of the Trades and Labor Congress
of Canada in refusing to support ac-
tion to bring the case of convicted
strike leaders before the Privy Coun-
cil for trial, and as being in favor of
allowing the strike leaders mentfoned
their freadom on bail until such a time
as trial by the Privy Council 1s grant-
ed. The first speaker of the evening
was Ald. Angus J. McDonald, who, io
his introductory remarks, defined his
attitude towards Winnipeg strikes
and'made clear his position as a labor
representative in supporting the reso-
lution which officially welcomed Ald.
Heaps to Sydney.

When Ald. Heaps was presented to
the meeting. he was accorded a tre-
mendous ovation. Beginning, he
dealt with the crfticism directed to-
wards his accordance of a reception
of the city, remarking that he had
expected only a welcome from the
ranks of labor.. This he had received.
The city of Sydney was not the only
place where civic administration had

extended the hand of welcome. The
Mayor of Fort William had presided
over a meeting at which he was pres-
ent. At Bdmonton the Mayor was
present on the platform, “I have been
called a blackguard by certain persons
here, yet the 35,000 people who elected
me to represent them in the Winnipeg
Council do not look upon me as en-
tirely undesirable.”

Proceeding, he dealt with the Winni-
peg strike, tracing it from its advent
to its finish caused by Government
intervention and the arrest of its leaa-
ers. Regarding the arrest of strike
leaders as undesirables. he eaid:

“The men knew that when the
shackles went on their wrists, that
they were not to shackle them, but the
labor movement. Onders were issued
not to give us bail while the strike aws
on. We were held as hostages In or-
der that the strike might be repressed.
The jury which tried us was picked
{ by the Crown from a list of Jurymen
to which the Crown prosecutor had
access, a procedure unknown before
in Canadian history. Contrary to
{ British constitution, we were looked
upon as guilty men. We were to be
convicted so that the Gdvernment
might justify our wrongful arrest in
the eyes of the people. ‘Winnipeg
strikers went to jail because of the
ideals they represented, the ideals
which are the same as those held by

workmen over the whole of Canada.

At the conclusion of Ald. Heaps’
address J. C. Watters was called
upon. he making the motion that the
meeting protest against the action of
the Trades and Labor Congress in re-
fusing to support the carrying of the

case of imprisoned strikers to the
Privy Couneil.

MURDER OCCURRED
DURING HOLD-UP

At Knickerbocker Waiters'
Club — Griffiths, E.ngli.sh
man by Birth, Shot in the
Head.

Ossining, N. Y., May 13—(By Cana-
dfen Press)—Richard Harrison and
Chester Cantine were put to death in
the eleotrio chair at Sing Sing prison
tonight, Cantine was the first to be
executed. Harrison was brought to
the chalr two minutes after Cantine
was pronounced doml

The electrocution Iudwy of Richamd
Harison ,aged twenty-four, more fa-
millarly knowa in criminal circles of
New York as “Rickey,” concludes the
notorious career of the man who lead
a gang of bandits which murdered
Gearge J. Grififiths, aged thirtyeight,
an invalided Canadian soldier, on Sep-
vegnber 7, 1918, The murder took
place durtif the holdup of the Kmick-
erbocker Wadters’ Club, 687 Sixth
Avenue, New York, at 415 a. m.

Twenty members of the club were
in the bullding at the time five hold-
up men eutered, headed by “Rickey”
Harrison, and in response to a com-
mand “put uwp your hands” givem by
the lemder, the twenty men were lned
up against the wall and relieved of
thelr money and valuables. The rob
bers ook $700 in cash, and jewellry
amounting to $2,000, all of which was
afterwards recovered from Harrisom,
who comducted the search of the vic-
tims.

During the process of robbing the|
club members, Harrison took a fancy
to a signet ring wc by Max Pincus.
The ring wag not removable as it had
been worn by Pincus for a number
of years, amd the flesh had grown
around #. Harrison then threatened
to break Pincus’s finger and his threat
wals succeeded by a punch on Harri-
som's nose, inflicted by George Pritch-
ard, another club member. A mix-up
followed, in the midist of which the
police arrived in response to an alarm
given by Chas D. Renshall, manager
of the club, who had previously escap-
ed through a window.

The
final attempt took the form of an
application for a writ of certiorari on
May 5, which was denied by Justice
Richard P. Lydon in Supreme Court

The New York firm of Wanamakers

recently advertised a reduction sale
of 20 per cent
gatlon proved to be a genulne one. The
goods were not first marked up, and
then discounted, but the reduction was
found to be from the regular sale
prices. BExperts decided that the only
explanation for this phenomenon is
that the turn of the high price tideis in
sight, and that shrewd merchants are
beginning to wunload before there
comes a decided reduotion.

‘We sadly fear there is no very great
reason to anticipate any general de-
clne in prices as yet; in fact the index
number for the last month shows the
contrary to be the case. When any
reduction does come, it will not be due
to any one cause, but to several, and
the effect will be cumulative. This is
in itself an important consideration,
because there will probably be no col-
lapse of prices as such, but a gradual
falling off until the normal is reached
There will not, however, be any defin-
ite falling off in prices as long as
people continue to buy just whatever
they feel they would like to have, with.
out any regard to the amount they
are asked to pay for the things. Not
until people make up their minds to
buy only what they imperatively re-
quire, and as little of that as possible,
can any general reduction be looked

for. There are some people of course |

Basing his opinions
chiefly on his observations during the
recent war when he was acting as an

army chaplain, the sch pr d
)tor experimentation by Father O'Sul-

livan is that every man who s tried
and sontenced for some minor crime |
shall be given, not a month or two or
three months in prison, but, shall in-
stead bé sémt to a farmer or some re-
sponsible person. and made to work |
out his term of punshment with the |
Jabor of his hands and the sweat of his
brow, under natural and normal con-;
ditions.

The labor problem, especially with |
Qanatllan farmers just now is an acute
one, and many of them would, in Fa- |
ther O'Sullivan’s opinion, be glad to|
take advantage of such an opportunity
to secure assistance. Stringent con-
ditions would necessarily have to be
enforced regarding the terms on
which the prisoners were sent out and
the farmers who recelved them would
have to be carefully selected, and
have sufficlent power vested in them
to prevent the man escaping or car-
rying on any mnefarious or criminal
practices. He would go to the farm
as o Prisoner ‘dnder sentence and he
would be so marked belore being des-
patched as to make identification easy
M by any chance he succeeded in es-

caping, while every one in the neigh-
borhood would ‘be aware of the fact
that he was there as a prisoner doing
sentence, and not as a freewill lab-
orer.

Nevertheless, and in gpite of the
strict supervision which would
necessarily have to be exerclsed over
him, and the publicity necessary to
warn his neighbors and assoclates of
his character in order to safeguard
them in the event of his proving incor-
rigivle. by this means prisoners would
be individualized imstead of being
herded together as they are under all
present schemes of prison labor, a sys-
tem which makes the criminal in the
first stages of his descent liable to fall
ptill further, and does nothing to raise
the hardened sinner from his {niquities.

Moreover, under Father O'Sulli-
van's scheme, a very drastic deter-
rent would be placed upon the erim.
inal, le, those who make a habit of
committing minor crimes in order that
they may be sentenced to a term i
goal, and who have mo intention of
ever mending their ways. or earning
their living by decent and orthodox
methods while there are hospitable
government fnstitutions which will
shelter and feed them for mothing,

Thus a threefold purpose would (be
served, whereby the meedful labor for
farm production would be secured, the
segregation of minor criminals would
be provided for (whereby wunder a
complete change of environment and
occupation many might be influenced
towards @ more worthy mode of lite
and many might be lafluenced towards
from moral rectitude) and a tre-
mendous saving in government expen-
diture would be effected.

As a proof of the financial and
economic value to a mation that may
acerue from prison labor Father O'Sul-
Itvan points to the use made by Francs
and Germany of the men taken hy
them as prisoners. In both countries,
during the war, every able bodied man
was utilized in whatever trade or
branch of labor he was skilled or pro-

abor of the country. Fremch farm-
ers were supplied with Germaa pris-
oners who tilled thier soil and harv-
ested thedr crops, the farmer heing re-
sponsible for their safekeeping, aud
being given power to shoot on =ight
eny man who attempted to make his
escape. In Germany the same condi-
tions prevalled, and nelther country
kept and fed an idle man. whereas in
England, even during the days when
food was at its scarcest, and when
land that was badly needed for pro-
ducttve crops lay untilled because
there was no labor available to plouga,
soed or harvest, thousands of able
bodted men were kept in idleness be-
hind barbed wire entanglements, con-
suming food that should have been
given to the British population or earn-
ed by the sweat of German brows,
In all present systems of prison
labor, productive though it is, the pris-
oner is forced to work in gangs of fel-
