One Hundred and Fifty Bodies
Ready for the Coffins -- Some
Badly Mutilated--Buried in a
Trench--Three Brothers Among
the Victims--Verdict of the Jury,

Salt Lake, Utah, May 3—A special to
the Desert News from Scofield today says:

“At noon today 225 bodies had been re-
moved from the mine. Of the new bodies
13 came from Tunnel No. 1 this morning.
Nearly all are in a frightful condition. Six
more bodies were_taken from No. 4 mine,
two of them mangled beyond recognition.
State Coal Mine Inspector Thomas says
he believes there are 12 more bodies in the
mine. :
“The recovery of James Gatherum’s
body this morning makes the last of three
brothers taken from the ill-fated mine.

“Preparations for the funerals are ac-
tively going on. One hundred and fifty
bodies are now ready for the coffins. Many
of the bodies will be buried in military
fashion in two trenches now being dug
on Cemetery Hill. Some of the bodies will
be taken to their former homes.

“The inquest was begun this morning.
The’ jury did not go into the controversy
as to what caused the disaster but simply
found that John Hunter met his death in
the mine through an explosion. State
Mine Inspector Thomas testified that it
was his opinion that the explosion was
caused by a ‘Tight heavy shot.’ He said
the mine was free from gas. He had ex-
amined the place where it was claimed
powder had been stored and said it was
plainly evident that the explosion started
where the powder was stored as the bodies
taken from that point were badly burned.”

Maxwell Has the Sympathy
of the Public,

MURDER ABANDONED

And the Prosecuting - Attorney
Urges Conviction for Man-
slaughter--Maxwell for the First
Time Tells His Own Story of
the Affair. -

Portland, Me., May 3—In the Circuit

for Elmer Maxwell, stated to the jury that
Captain Baisley had been killed in self-
defense.

Elmer Maxwell, the prisoner testified:
“I have followed the sea from a boy up to
the present time, except two years on
shore. The captain wanted me to sign
articles. I refused. He then went away
and then came back, telling me to get into
the forecastle where 1 belonged. He then
knocked me down, striking me several
times in the head. Then he threw me
into the forecastle. I kicked the door
open. I then went on deck and tried to
go up the steps. When 1 was near the
step Captain Baisley said, ‘You are look-
ing for more fight, are you?” At the same
time he kicked me, and then he struck
me four times in the face. I struggled
with him and he was grappling with me.
I took my knife out of my pocket and
told him to let go or I would cut him.
He said® he would not. I stabbed him
several times and finally I got away from
him and he ran and got down on the rail.
I kicked at him and Campbell came up
and caught hold of me. I said: ‘Damn
him; he tried to throw me overboard!’
The cry was then raised that the captain
was not there, that he had gone over-
board.”

There was a long cross-examination by
the district attorney, in which Maxwell
stuck to his story very closely. On re-
direct examination the following ques-
tions were put by Mr. Anthoine:

“Did the captain strike at you when
he, was in the mizzen rigging?”’

“NO.”

“Did you believe he was going to throw
you overboard.”

“Yes.”?

“Did you call for help?”

“No‘ll

“Did you know where Campbell and Me-
Intyre were. !

‘INO.,, i

“When the tug left did you know you
were going to sea?”’

“No.? :

Campbell, recalled in rebuttal, €aid that
Maxwell and the captain had conversation
on shore about shipping and Maxwell was
then somewhat intoxicated.

Seaman Meclntyre also told of the con-
versation related by the last witness.
Chief of Police Clark, of St. John, said
Maxwell’s face was not scarred when ar-
rested, but he was black.

The arguments were made this after-
noon. Tomorrow at 10 a. m. Judge Put-
nam will charge the jury.

Maswell made a decidedly good impres-
sion on the stand and undoubtedly has
the sympathy of the public, however the
jurors may feel.

District Attorney Dyer in his argument
abandoned the charge of m\gr(ler and
directed his efforts towards urging a con-
viction for manslaughter. .

Ottawa, May 3—In the House today
Hon. Mr. Blair, in reply to a question,
stated that the Beauharnois canal would
probably not be closed this year, but re-
served for the smaller vessels.

In his budget speech he had referred
with particular pleasure to the great iron
and steel industry now attracting so much
attention in Sydney. He had referred to
this, not because of any part he might
have in dominion legislation touching it,
but because of his own earlier connection
with the movement which was the founda-
tion of the present business. When he
was premier of Nova Scotia his govern-
ment introduced and carried through the
legislature what was known as the domin-
ion coal scheme, under an arrangement
made with H. M. Whitney of Boston and
his associates. This scheme was bitterly
attacked by the Conservative party of
Nova Scotia. It was followed to Ottawa,
where a number of the Conservative mem-
bers waited on the governor general of
that day and asked him to interfere and
prevent the consummation of the scheme.
In view of all this he (Mr. Fielding) felt
a justifiable pressure in noting that the
scheme had been of great advantage io
the province of Nova Scotig and out of it
had sprung this new enterprise, the Do-
minion Iron and Steel Company.

Sir Charles Tupper, who spoke later, had
made some reference to the same matter,
but did not refer to the real point of Mr.
Fielding’s remarks, namely, the success
of the Dominion Coal ‘Company, but had
dwelt on the dominion legislation in re-
gard to the iron bounties and had made
some statements in this connection which
he (Fielding) had felt bound to take no-
tice of. The substance of Sir Charles’
statement was that Mr. Iielding, when
first asked to encourage the works at
Sydney, flatly refused and that the promo-
ters had gone away discouraged.

Challenged by Mr. Fielding to state the
source of this information, Sir Charles
had replied by giving the names of Gra-
ham Fraser, of New Glasgow, and H. M.
Whitney, of Boston. Mr. Fielding said
that he had no communication with Mr.

The Censor Again Shuts Down on Correspondents, Indicating Important Movements—

WERE EXTRACTS

From the Full Reports by General
Buller and General Methuen,
Made by the Minister for War--
The Original Despatches Con-
veyed Too Much Information,

e .

London, May 4—The telegraphic corres-
pondence relating to the Spion Kop de-
spatches was issued to parliament just be-
fore midnight Thursday.

Lord Lansdowne, secretary of state for
war, wired March 28, asking the advice of
Lord Roberts about publishing the de-
spatches, saying: “We cannot publish all
the documents enclosed with your de-
spatch of February 13 and suggesting cer-
tain despatches which in Lord Lansdowne’s
opinion might be published.” Lord Lans-
downe added:

“But 1 would not feel justified in thus
editing the papers unless you concur; and
you may perhaps think it well to refer to
Buller. 1 suggest, as an alternative, that
we should treat your despatch of Febru-
ary -13 and all its enclosures as confiden-
tial and that Buller should send through
you a full narrative of the operations.
This you could forward to me, with any
observations you desired to make for pub-
lication.”

Lord Roberts replied to Lord Lansdowne
in a despatch dated Bloemfontein, March
31, that he had suggested to Sir Redvers
Buller to prepare a full narrative, but that
Sir Redvers answered as follows:

“I do not at all like the idea of re-
writing a despatch for publication. I
much prefer to leave it in the hands of the
commander-in-chief. Let him select for
publication whatever he thinks proper.”

To this Lord Roberts appended that he
would not himself object to the publica-
tion of a letter edited as Lord Lansdowne
had suggested, but that it might perhaps,
be better to overrule General Buller’s ob-
jection and to adopt the alternative course
suggested by Lord Lansdowne. He asked
Lord Lansdowne to wire a reply.

This reply from Lord Lansdowne, dated
April 2, said:

“In view of Buller’s objectiom I abandon
the proposal that the despatch should be
re-written and I propose to publish the
selection described in my despatch of
March 28.”

5, representing the impossibility of pub-
lishing his despatches, “which contain
views of the situation and forecasts of his
intentions,” and emphasizing the advis-
ability of sending despatches descriptive
of the operations for presentation to par-
liament. The second is from Lord Wolse-
ley to Lord Roberts, dated February 6,
and saying: :

“You will, I feel sure, agree with me
that Methuen’s ‘despatch regarding Ma-
gersfontein could not be published as sent.
Thepe are passages in it inappropriate to
such documents, and it also gives infor-
mation of importance to the enmemy. If
he likes' I will revise the degpatch, but 1
prefer not to undertake this responsibil-
ity. I suggest thet you should ask him to
cancel this despatch and to write another.”
The correspondence does not indicate
whether Lord Methuen re-wrote the de-
spatch as suggested. i

were exactly the selections suggested in
Lord Lansdowne’s despatch of March 98.

Federation Delegates

London, May 2—FEarl Carrington presid-
ed-this evening at a banquet given to the
Australian Federation delegates at the
National Liberal Club. Lord Kimberley,
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, and most
of the other Liberal leaders were present
and spoke.  The Earl of Rosebery, on ris-
ing to propose “The Parliaments of the
Empire,’ was received with vociferous
cheers. In the course of his speech he
said:

“I anticipate as a possibility of the
mission of the delegates, such an increase
of the imperial spirit through the Empire
as will lead to amalgamation of the House
of Lords and the Privy Council as an im-
perial tribunal, leading ultimately to the
constitution of an imperial Senate.

“The young countries. of the Empire
bave come to the assistamce of the old m
Yesctting 4 new country in South Africa
from an intolerable domination menacing
its further peace and prosperity. I de-
cline to believe that the spirit displayed
during this crisis of the Empire will re-
main fruitless. I believe the present chap-
ter in British history will not conclude
without a result worthy the  sacrifices
which all parts of the Empire have made.”

THE COLONIAL LOYALTY

London, May 2—“I am entirely on the
British side in this war in South Africa,”
said the King of Sweden and Norway,
now on a visit to this country, in an in-
terview with a representative of the As-
sociated Press today. “You may make it
quite clear that I have no synipathy with
those with the' Boers and I will tell you
1 find it difficult to understand either the
principles of- a religion which is apparent-
ly a monopoly. of the burghers of the two
states, or of the political manifestations
of a government which seems to have re-
fused most of the reforms suggested by the
British and which closed its negotiations
by invading British territory.’

“In my opinion the English speaking
races are the exact opposité of the Boers
because they aie among the best colon-
izers of the world when savage and un-
civilized ‘territories have to be reclaim-
ed. No greater proof of this could have
been given than the splendid outburst of
loyalty at home and the heroism in the
field which every British colony has so
unanimously displayed. .

“That is the good which has come to
Great Britain out of the evil which any
war brings in its train and that will be
her compensation for the many disappoint-
ments she has suffered hitherto.

““You. may make it quite clear that I
have no sympathy whatever with the
Boers and that T will givé no support to
the attempts they are making to secure
the countenance or. co-operation of other
countries.”

THE COMING ECVLlBSE OF THE SUN.

On the:28th of May there will be'a total
eclipse of the sun which will be visible on
this continent. Of the seyenty or more
eclipses of the sun +which have taken place
during the présent century, only eight
have been visible in North America, 80
that the coming eclipse .will be invested
with a peculiav.degree of interest. The
people of Candda, however, will not have
an opportunity, of witnessing fhis phenome-
non because its totality will be confined
to the southern states. The track of the
eclipse will be from southeastern Louisiand
passing over New Orleans, La., Mobile,
Ala., Columbus, Ga., Macon, Raleigh, N.
C. The track of the total eclipse will be
about fifty miles wide and the duration of
the eclipse will vary from one minute and
twelve seconds to one minute and forty-
four seconds. The durations of the eclipse
diminish from the maximum at the middle
of the track to zero at the northern and
southern limits, so that an’ observer must
be stationed as near the central line as
possible in order to see much of the eclipse.
The disiance to the cities where the eclipse
will be visible ig’ not so, great in these
days of rapid travel, so that any scientific
person in (Canada who desires to witness
it. will have an opportunity of doing so
without ‘much inconvenience. Frequently
eclipses are only visible in very distant and
uninhabited portions of the earth, so that
there is great difficulty in observing
‘them, ‘but in this case the eclipse will be
visible from a number of well-peopled cities,
where the observer can'enjoy all the com-
forts ‘of civilization. There is no doubt
that the eclipse of this monthé will attract
a vast body of seientific ‘persons from all
parts of ‘the world and, it.will be observed
with greater accuracy. and- care {than any
previous eclipse: i

No Beer Licenses for Sheffield Street - The
Privilege Greatly Abused.

The. liquor license commissioners had
quite a lengthy session yesterday afternoon
in their rooms, Jardine building, Prince
William street. Mr. Peter Clinch, the
newly appointed commissioner, was pres-

. ent for the first time. The session was
mostly taken up with discussion on the
granting of beer licenses.

There were 119 applications for license
to sell beer and a number of the applica-
tions were protested. It was decided to
not issue licenses to 38 of those who had
applied.

It seems to have been an easy thing in
the past to procure a beer license and a

. number have been taking them out for the
purpose of covering ‘other and disreput-
able business. A number of beer shops
have figured in the police court and on the
report book.: They will have to do busi-
ness without a permit this year or put up
the shutters.

For years a section of Sheffield street
has been lined with beer shops. At pres-
ent there are 10 or 12 on the street. At
yesterday’s meeting the commissioners
decided that no licenses will be granted to
any person wishing to sell beer on Shef-
field street.

Applications can yet be made for licen-
ses, but the character of the applicant and
the locality will be thie test of success.

Rev. Dr. Talmage on the Les-
son of Spring Moving,

PATIENCE AND EQUIPOISE.

Ups and Downs of Life—How - They
Are Fruitful in Character Building for

the Ages—txperience That Teaches to
‘ be Neither Cast Down Nor Lifted Up
by Changes of Conditions.

Washington, April 29.—This dis-
course of Dr. Talmage is pertinent
at this time of year, when many peo-

ple are moving from house to house,

and it teaches lessons of patience and
eyuipoise in very trying circum-
stances; text, Philippians iv, 12, ‘I
know both how to be abashed, and 1
know how to abound.”

Happy Paul! Could you really ac-
commodate yourself to all circum-
stances in life? Could you .go up
without pride, and could you come
down without exasperation? Teach
the same lesson to us all.

We are at a season of the year
when vast populations in all -our
cities are changing residence. Hav-
ing been born in a house, we do not
have full appreciation of what a
house is. . It i® the growth of thous-
ands of years, The human race first
lived in clefts of rocks, the beasts of
the ficld moving out of the caverns
to let the human race move in. The
shepherds and the robbers still live
in caverns of the earth. The troglo-
dytes are a race which to this day
prefer the caverns te a house. They
are warm, -they-are large, they are
very comfortable, they arc less sub-
ject to violent changes of heat and
cold. We come on along down in the
history of the race, and we come to
the lodge, - which was a home built
out of twisted tree branches. We
come further on down in the history
of the race, and we come to the tent,

‘which was a home built with a round

hole in the center and skins of ani-
mals reaching out in all directions,
mats on the floor for the people to
sit onm.

Time passed on, and the world, af-
ter much invention, came to build a
house, which was a space surrounded
by broad stones, against which the
earth was heaped from the outside.
The roof was made of chalk and
gypsum and coals and stones and
ashes pounded together. After awhile
the porch was born, after awhile the
gate. Then hundreds of years pass-
ed on, and in the fourteenth century
the modern chimney was constructed.
The old Hebrews had openinge in
their houses from which the smoke

‘might escape' if it preferred; but there

was no inducement offered for it to
leave until the modern chimney.
Wooden keys opened the door, or the
keyhole was large enough to allow
the finger to be inserted for the lift-
ing of the latch or the sliding of it.
There being.no windows, the people
were dependent for light upon lat-
ticework, over which a thin veil was
drawn down in time of winter to
keep out the elements. - Window glass
was, 80 late as two or three hund-
red years ago, in England and Scot-
land so great a luxury that only the
very wealthiest could afford it. A
hand  mil ' and an oven and a few
leathern bottles and some rude pitch-
ers and plates made up the entire
equipment of the culinary depart-
ment. Butf the home planted in the
old cave or at the foot of a tent pole
has grown and enlarged and spread
abroad until we have the modern
house, with its branches and roots
and vast growth and height and
depth . of comfort and accommodat-
fon.

‘Architecture in other days busied
itself chiefly in planning and build-
ing triumphal arches and basilicas
and hippodromes and mausoleums
and columns, while they allowed the
reople for residences to burrow like
muskrats in the earth. St. Sophia’s
of ‘Constantinople, St. Marks of Ven-
ice, St. Peter’s of Rome are only the
Llaphaeled walls against which lean
the squalor and the pauperism of
niany nations. I rejoice that, while
our modern architects give us grand
capitols in which to legislate and
grand courthouses in which to ad-
minister justice and grand churches
in which to worship God, they also
give much of their time to the plan-
ning of comfortable abodes for our

"tired population.

Thank God for your home—not
merely the house you live in now,
but the house you were born in and
the many houses you have resided in
since you ‘began your earthly resi-
dence. When you go home today,
count over the number of those
houses in which you have resided,
and you will be surprised. Once in
awhile you find a man who lives in
the house where he: was born and
where his father was born and his
grandfather was horn and his great-
grandfather was born, but that is
not one out of a thousand cases. I
have not been more perambulatory
than most people, but T was amazed
when I came to count up the number
of residence I have occupied. The
fact is, there is in this world nro
such thing as permanent residence.

A day this spring the streets will
he filled with the furniture carts and
the drays and the trucks. It will be
a hard day for horses, because they
will be overloaded. It will be a
hard day for laborers, for they ‘ will
overlift before they get the family fur-
niture from one house to another. It
will be a hard day for housekeepers
to see their furniture scratched, and
their crockery broken, and their car-
pets misfit, and their furniture dash-
ed of the sudden showers. It will be
a hard day for landlords. Yt will be
a hard day for tenants. “Especial
grace is needed for moving day.
Many a man’s religion has suffered
a fearful strain between the hour on
the morning of the first of May,
when he took his immature break-
fast, and the hour at night when he

1 have known people
who were kind and amiable and
Christian in their smaller house—no
sooner did they go over the doorsill

& glorified nuisunce. They were the
terror of drygoods clerks and the
amazement of ferryboats into which
they swept, and if compelled to
stand a moment with condemnatory
glance turning all the people scated
criminals and convicts. They
began to hunt up the family coat of
arms, and had lion couchant or uni-
corn rampant on the carriage door;
when, if they had the appropriate
coat of arms, it would have been a
butter firkin or a shoe last or a
plow or a trowel. Instead of being
like all the rest of us, made out of
dust, they would have you think that
they were trickled out of heaven on
a lump of loaf sugar. The first thing
you know of them,. the father will
fail in business, and the daughter
will run off with a Frenchk dancing
master. A woman spoiled by a finer
house is bad engugh, but a man so
upset is si:l;(mi_ng. The lavendered
fool goes around so dainty and so
precise and so afiected in the roll of
his eyes or the whirl of his care or
the clicking of the ivory handle
against his front teeth or his® effem-
inate langour, and his eonversation
so interlarded with. ““oh’s’’ and “‘ah’s’’
that he is to me a dose -of ipecac-
nanha. Now, my friends, il you move
into a larger house, thank God 'for
more room—for more room to hang
your pictures, for = more room in
which to gather your friends, for
more room in which to let your
children romp and play, for more
room for great bookcases filled with
good reading or wealth of bric-a-brac.
Have as large and as figeg a house as
you can. afiord to have, but do not
sacrifice your humility and your com-
mon sense; do not lose your balancae:

Ah,
my friends, do not be pufied up by
any of the successes of this life, do
not be spoiled by the numbter of liver-
ied coachmen that may stop at your
door or the sweep of the long trail
across the imported tapestry. Many
of those who come to your house are
fawning parasites.

.was a New York Man -- Mate

Campbell Tells of the Awful Bay
~of Fundy Tragedy of Nov. 11--
Defence has Surprise in Store.

Portiand, Me., May 1.—The trial of Elmer
Maxwell, charged with the murder of Cap-
tain - George Baisley in' the Bay of Fundy
on the schooner R B. Vandusen, on the

‘evening of the 11th of last November, was

begun this morning in the United States cir-
cuit court, Judge Putnam presiding. The
Whole forenoon was occupled in empannelling
a jyry. The panel was completed at 12.30
o’clock and the jury was excused until-2
©’clock, when the district attorney opened
for the prosecution.

In the afternoon the indictment, a very
long document, was read and Maxwell ar-
raigned and pleaded not guilty, Distriet
Attorney Dyer made an able opening argu-
ment in which he-told the story @f -the
crime.

The first witness for the government was
Daniel T. Gemortin, "of New York, who
testified that he was the sole owner of the
schooner J. B. Vandusen and that no part of
her was owned by J. M. Driscoll, of St.
John.

Oliver T. Campbell, mate of the Vandusen,
was the next witness. He told the story
of the murder of Captain Baisley, saying
that 'Maxwell, the respondent, was angry
Wwith the captain because he had not been
signed as mate of the schooner, and had
threatened to get square with Captain Bais-
ley for the dirty trick .which had been
played upon him. Maxwell went on board
the schooner at 1 o’clock on November 11
and the vessel sailed at 2 o’clock. He was
intoxicated and turned in till 6 o'clock. At
that time the vessel was three miles and
a half off Musquash light, according to the
bearings the mate took at that hour.

This statement is highly important, as it
places the vessel on the high seas when
the crime was committed. The captain

tried to get Maxwell to sign the ship’s ar-.

ticles. He refused and the captain ordered
him into the forecastle. Maxwell would not
g0 ‘and there was a row in which Oaptain
Baisley struck him and finally’ locked him
up. .

Maxwell kicked open the door and ran out
on the deckload of lumber where the captain
was pacing up and down. He grabbed the
captain and they fell together to the deck.
The captain cried out for help, saylng Max-
well had a knife. Campbell separated them
and held on to Maxwell, trying to get the

" knife away. Maxwell broke away from him

and- chased the captain into the starboard
mizzen shrouds, where he struck him agaln
with the knife and then swinging out by
the topmast baekstay kicked at the captain
several times. :

Captain . Baisley fell overboard and when
they\low'ered a boat and picked him up he
was covered with blood and died almost
lnst;;,ntly.‘ “On - cross-examination Campbell
said the captain had u coat on when he fel)
overboard but had none on when picked up.
Campbell was on the stand when court ad-

As a result of
his autopsy, the doctor said, he thought
Captain Baisley died as a result of the
wounds and subsequent bleeding, together
with the shock of falling into the cold
water.

On .cross-examination Mr.Anthoine made
the doctor give a minute description of all
wounds and the conditions of the organs of
the capgain’s body,

““Assuming that a man had been exer-
cising violently for 15 minutes and then
plunged into cold water, what would have
been- the likelihood of a 10 or 15 minute
struggle in the water, causing death?”’ he
asked. .

“I think that was the immediate cause
of his death,” replied the doctor.

 BISLEY RECULATIONS,

Several Changes in the Way
- Shooting Shall Be Done.

MORE DIFFICULT

Under the New Regulations Than
Under the Old--Fewer Privileges
~for Prone Shooting -- Uniforms
Dispensed With in the Queen's
Cup Match,

. The several alterations which have been
made in the regulations and the prize list
for this year’s meeting of the National
‘Rifle Association will greatly add to the
interest as well as the value of the Bisley
fortnight.

In an interview with a London Morning
Leader reporter, Captain M. C. Matthews,
the assistant secretary, set forth the prin-
cipal alterations at large, so that they
might be better understopd by the lay
mind. .

“Taking them in the order they are
printed,” said Capt. Matthews, “the first
change of importance is in the definition of
the ‘tyro’ Hitherto, if a competitor in
any class had not been a winner in that

“class ‘except of a tyro prize, he was re-

garded as a tyro in that class. In future
no one will be a tyro who has in any class

.whatever won either a prize in kind or a
- money prize of £2 or more.

The effect of
this change will be that the real tyro will
have “better chances, and consequently
more of them will feel able to come to the
meeting and venture their skill.

“The next point is about the uniform.
This ‘has been talked about for years; but
it is not important except from the point
of view of the ‘men’s appearance. In the
Queen’s and several other competitions it
will now be optional to men to wear either
uniform or their own private dress. That,
however, does not mean that a man who
is not entitled to wear a uniform may
enter for the Queen’s. It does not, for
instance, let in the members of rifle clubs,
who are not also volunteers. In hot
weather such as we often get at Bisley
men would go about with their tunics all
open, and the new rule is simply to save
that breach of strict military etiquette.

Changes in Position.

“Then we come to the changes in ‘posi-
tion.” These are important. They tend.
ﬁex-haps to make the contests somewhat

arder, but they lead to the more practi-
cal use of the rifle. In future for all shots
fired at 200 yards competitors will have to
stand. Previously they could kneel if they
chose and rest arm on knee. At 500 yards
they will not be allowed to lie down, but
must either stand or kneel. At 600 yards
a man may stand, sit, kneel or lie prone,
but can no longer lie on his back using
his legs for the rifle rest. Above 600 yards
any position will still be allowable. As
cutting out for the shorter distances some
of the methods of obtaining firm positions
of rest these changes should mean better
practical shooting, though some of the big

-averages may at first come doan.

“But that ' will not necessarily be the
case, because you see under ‘Targets’ we
have altered the size of the rings on the

third-class target. That is the one which

will be used for firing at standing. The
‘central’ is now to be 6in. in diameter in-
stead of 4}in., the bullseye will be 12in.,

 instead of 8in., the ‘inner’ 24in. instead of

20in., and the magpie 36in. instead of

{ 32in. This, by the way, will also be a

help to new men coming up, for this tar-
get will now be the same as they are used
to for class firing.

“The only other point of important
change in the regulations is that the limit
of three representatives per company for
the Queen’s and St. George’s is removed.
This will, perhaps, lead to many men com-
ing up who can pay their own expenses,
and, of course, will be of greater encourage-
ment to companies to send all the men
they can, and so induce them to become
first .class shots. ’

_ Relief of the Fire Sufferers--Debate on the :Regula-

Ottdwa, May 1—The House of Commons
today passed a resolution granting $100,000
in aid of the sufferers from the Hull and
Qttawa fire of Thursday last. Both sides
of the House agreed to the prompt action
2&_ the government in recommending the

s nt for the'consideration of parliament
and also in giving $10,000 for the immedi-
ate use of the relief committee. In addi-
tion ‘to this, resolutions were adopted for
$20,000 for a mew post office for Hull and
$21,000 for the approaches to the Chaudiere
bridge, which were burned.

Under the orders of the day the prime
minister proposed immediate consideration
of the grant in aid of the Hull and Otta-
wa fire sufferers. He said: “When the
House adjourned on Thursday last, it was
undet circumstances of a very distressing
character. A large. part of the city of
Hull and a large part of the city of Ottawa

_ were at that moment the prey of a most
disastrous fire, which continued through
the greater part of the night and when the
sun rose on the following morning it was
upon a scene of desolation and ruin where
the day before there had been thousands
of “happy homes and thriving industries,
the pride of Ottawa. The details which
we had then were of such a character
that we came to the conclusion that the
destruction which:-had ‘been caused by this
most calamitious fire was beyond the reach
of private charity, though the private char-
ity was ear]y and large.

Mr. Gibson, the Liberal whip, said that
the first thing which impressed a stranger
when he came into Ottawa or Hull was
the great danger to which life and- prop-
erty were exposed by reason of these lmm-
ber piles being ‘strewn in almost every
quarter of the city. He sympathized with
the remarks of Mr. Foster, who had wuf-
fered severely from the fire, and would
join with him in the suggestion that no
piling ground should be allowed withm
the precincts of the city. There was
plenty of room down the Ottawa river for
all the lumber the mills could turn out
and the extra cost of moving it there
would be small.

Mr. George E. Casey, who had been at-
tending parliament for more than a quar-
ter of century, had seen Hull burned out
twice: Fourteen years ago and twenty
years ago, and on those occasions if was
predicted that there would have been a
greater conflagration if the wind blew in
the direction which it blew last Thursday.
The government, however, was giving the
money for relief purposes and they could
not directly interfere although a sugges-
tion from them to the city authorities in
Ottawa and Hull wouldl have the greatest
possible weight. There was no hope of
establishing a permanent city where Ot-
tawa now stood so long as the lumber in-
dustry was permitted to invade the whole
city. Something ought to be done to
remedy the existing condition of things.

Mr. John Charlton said the presence of
Jumber piles within the limits of the city
is, of course, a menace to the existence of
property,” but if the government were to
adopt measures to prevent the recurrence
of such a ecalamity as- had: befallen the
cister cities of Ottawa and Hull it would
be necessary to make provision with re-
gard to the character of the buildings
which should be erecbed.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said: My honorable
friend . (Mr. Foster) has brought to the
attention of the House a subject which
may well engage its attention, and in the
remarks he has made has strongly voiced
the thought which has occurred to every
man or resident in the city of Ottawa.

With regard to the charac-
ter of the houses built in the cities of Hull
and Ottawa my honorable friend knows
that we have no power, us the subject is
altogether within the control of the muni-
cipalities. We can make remonstrances,
we can call the attention of the municipal
authorities to the fact that. they should
take extra precautions in this city because
if the fact that we, representing the capital
of the nation have the right to speak not
only for the citizens of Ottawa but for the
citizens of Canada and to ask that extra
precautions be taken in order to preserve
the city from a repetition of the calamities
to which they have been subjected in ihe
past, an example of which we have just
had and from the danger of which we are
not altogether free. 1 do mot think that
we have the power which my honorable
friend from York seems to think rested in
the government in regard to the leases.
1f we have any leases to make we can
impose such conditions as we choose. But
with regard to the existing leases, they
are not put an end to or changed by ihe
calamity which has taken place or by the
fact that the buildings which were con-
structed to carry into effect the powers
given by the leases have been destroyed.
The owners can build again and build un-
der the same conditions under which ihe
leases were granted. In that case, too, we
can only make remonstrances. Byt I be-
lieve that we ought to make the use of
these finé water power as free from danger
as possible. 1 agree in this respect with
every word Mr. Foster has spoken. ese
lumber piles must of necessity be a source!
of continual danger to the city, and if it
be possible to induce the Jumbermeny ‘'who

are just as much interested as we are, to

\
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remove the Tumber piles to a distance
from the city, I think we shall have done
a good act. And this great calamity will
have one redeeming feature if we learn
from it the lesson of protecting the city
against the danger which has threatened
us in the past. But so far as my informa-
tion goes we have only the power to_ve-
monstrate, we cannot demand, but we stiall
not fail 1o call the attention of all parties
to this important subject.

We rémained
at the guns, loading, laying and firing by
ourselves and brought both guns ont of
action by ourselves.”

Trial at Chlais Ended Yesterday and
This is the Result--The Jury
Deliberated Only Thirty Minutes
--The Prisoner was Remanded
Till This Morning.

Calais, Me., May 1--Frederick Reynolds,
who was placed on trial this morning on
the charge of murder in causing the death
of his wife and two children, was found
not guilty late this afterngon by reason
of insanity and the final disposition of
the case will be made by the presiding
judge tomorrow mornin.g.

The trial commenced in the County
court 'this morning and no trouble was
experienced in securing a jury. Reynolds
was dressed in a neat suit of brown and
was clean’ shaven, his appearance giving
no indication that fie could be connected
in any way with the raving, screaming
madman who was carried through the
streets in this place ‘last month heavily
manacled.

e appeared perfectly sane today but
showed evidence of much feeling when-
ever ‘any reference was made by counsel
or withess to the condition of the bodies
of his family, At these times he sat with
bowed hiead, his hands covering his face
and he freqpently wiped the-tears from

his eyes.
 William ICalkins, one of the men who
geized Reynolds after the crime, was the

first witness. He described the struggles
of Reynolds to escape and stated that his
manper was mokl violent until after he
had been bound when he relapsed into a
state of stupor.

Dr. Woods, the examining physician, ex-
plained the (conditions of the bodies and
the nature’of the wounds as he found them
but on. cross-examination declined to ex-
press any opinion. as . to the mental re-
sponsibility of the prisoner, on the ground
of - insufficient knowledge of the man.

A recess was taken at noon. The trial
attracted but little attention during the
afternoon session. The state placed sev-
eral. .witnesses on the stand who told
about being attracted to the scene of the
murder and finding the two bodies, those
of Mrs. Reynolds and her oldest boy- The
burning house first attracted their atten-
tion and when they arrived Reynolds was
rushing down the street flourishing an axe
over his head, crying alond that he had
killed his wife and burned the house, The
witnesses also told how Reynolds was
seized as he was apparently about to
leap over a railing of the bridge in an
attempt to throw himself into the water.
He was in a, stupor during the first five
miles while on his way to the jail in
Calais, but finally loudly exclaimed: “Tll
cge my babies tonight.” He said this over
and over again until he reached the jail.

The state rested its case and the de-
fense opened, making a claim of insanity
on the part of Reynolds. Dr. C. E. Swan
was the first witness. He testified of his
limited observation of the prisoner, but
judging from his actions as testified to by
the witness, he considered that Reynolds
was insame when he committed the deed.
Several other witnesses testified as being
well acquainted with Reynolds and they
eonsidered him of very weak mind.

The case was given to the jury at 5.20
this afternoon, and after 30 minutes de-
liberation returned with a verdict of not
guilty for reason of insanity.

The prisoner = Wwas remanded to_the
county jail until tomorrow morning.

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In An Interview In Montreal He Stated H
‘the . Work  Being ' Cairléd
- Return the Blows of His Former Associates.

Among the guests at the Windsor yester-
day, says the Montreal Herald, were Hon:
1. R. Emmerson, premier and attorney
géneral, and Hon. L. J. "I'weedie, provineial
gecretary of -New Brunswick. They  left
Ottawa on Saturday on their way home.
As Mr. Emmetson toek the Maritime ex-
press on the Intercolonial Railway the
Herald reporter had not the pleasure of
seeing him. He was fortunate, however, in
meeting Mr. 'weedie, and was granted an
interview by that gentleman, which will
be found interesting to those who follow
commercial and pohtical developments in
that province.

“Qur mission to Ottawa was of a publie
nature, and in the interests of the prov-
ince,”” said Mr. Tweedie. As you are
no doubt aware by the recent decision of
the judicial committee of the privy council,
the inshore fisheries and fisheries in tidal
rivérs have been determined to belong to
the provinces, and the view of our govern-
ment is that, as a logical sequence of the
decision, provincial ownership will be held
to extend to three marine miles from ilie

shore. This decision necessarily gives rise
to very important questions, which it is
desirable to have settled as speedily as
possible so as o ensure a continuance of
the efficient regulation and protection ef
the fisheries, which are a source of great
wealth and afford a livelihood to so many
thousands of people. We had a very
satisfactory interview with Sir  Louis
Davies, the minister of marine and fisher-
jes, and also with Hon. Mr. Blair, the
New Brunswick representative in the
cabinet, who gave us full opportunity to
present our views, and we feel quite justi-
fied in entertaining the hope that before
very long an arrangement will be arrived
at which, while securing a continnance of
the regulation and protection of the fish-
eries by the dominion, will at the same
time fairly recognize the rights of the
provinces therein.

“We also discussed with Sir Wilfred
Laurier and Mr. Blair other matters of
provincial interest, and altogether weé have
good reason to feel that New Brunswick
has, in the minister of railways, a repre-
sentative who is zealous in seeing that the
welfare of the province is carefully attend-
ed to, and that the premier is well dis-
posed towards us.

Recent Provincial Session.

“Was your recent session of the New
Brunswick legislature an interesting one’”

“Fairly so. It was about three weeks
longer than usual, owing to the leader of
the opposition having perferred certain
charges against Hon. Mr. Emmerson in
connection with the construction of steel
bridges, the allegation being that by rea-
son of having the work done within the
province, instead of inviting competition
from outside, the work had cost double
what it would have cost had a different
policy been pursued. The charges were
presented quite late in the session, which
was thereby mnecessarily
opposition utterly failed in proving the
charges, which it is only fair to say, com-
pletely fizzled out.

“Speaking generally. of the legislation it
was fairly itnportant in character and some
of it is likelysto be productive of very bene-
ficial ‘restlts, notably the acts granting aid
for the establishment of a cold storage
warehouse at St. John, of very large eapa-
city, say. 500,000 cubic feet, also for the
graving dock at that port, which is to be
constructed of granite, and is to be 840
feet in length, the largest on the Atlantic
coast. Our government and legislature felt
that these two measures are likely to exer-
cise a beneficial influence on the eommer-
cial prosperity of the whole province and
will materially aid St. John in achieving
its destiny pointed out by nature, of be-
coming the great winter port of Canada-
To your enterprising shipping and mercan-
tile men, who from the first sympathized
with the aspirations of our people in ihis
direction, and who have done so much o
aid the winter husiness of St. John, it will
be gratifying to know that its winter port
trade is going forward by leaps and hounds
and that during the seazon just closed, the
increase ‘over the previous year has ex-
ceeded the most sanguine expectations of
the people of that enterprising city.

“Some of the opposition papers here
and in Ottawa recently pointed to your
defeat in the - election for mayor of
Chatham, as an evidence that the govern-
ment, were growing weaker in your county,
and that it was, in other words, but the
handwriting upon the wall. Would you
therefore give your views as.to this?”

“That is all nonsense, my consent ask-
ed to hecome a candidate was not asked
until after my friends had filed my nomi-
nation papers. I only arrived home from
the legislature on the evening before the
election; did not ask a single man to vote
for me, and it is no exaggeration to say
that scores of my warmest personal friends
had signed a requisition for my opponent
hefore I was nominated, or there was any
thought of nominating me. Depend upon
it, the mayoralty election has not the
slightest political significance.

In Federal Politics.

“As to the political situation in New
Brunswick from a federal standpoint,”
continued Mr. Tweedie, *“1 can say that
ever since the formation of ' the govern-
ment under the leadership of Mr. Blair in
1883, the administration of provincial af-
fairs has been carried on independently of
party politics, each member of the govern-
ment as well as each of their supporters
being free to take such attitude as they
might think proper in dominion politics.
Shortly before the last provincial elec-
tion Hon. Mr. Foster and others, promi-
nent in the Conservative party within the
province, unwisely, as 1 think and most
unjustly, as I am sure, ‘sought to run the
election on dominion party lines, and all
the power and influence of the Conserva-
tive organmization in St. John, Moncton
and other important centres in the prov-
ince, were exerted to destroy the pro-
vineial government, but their efforts re-
sulted in ignominious failure, as we car-
ried forty out of forty-six seats. I, as
well as many others, resisted the move-
ment started by Mr. Foster, who seemed
to forget the loyal aid rendered to his
party by the late premier, Hon. Mr.
Mitchell, and other prominent members
and supporters of the local government.
Ingratitude, such as was then shown by
the New Brunswick Conservative leader
and others allied with him has produced
in the minds of many thousands of people
within the province, who had for years
supported Sir John Macdonald and his
policy, a feeling of soreness and dissatis-
faction, which naturally lead them to a
consideration of the respective merits of
_the men who are leading the two political
parties, and have awakened in their minds
a disposition to cast their votes at the
coming election upon an impartial con-
sideration of the measures which the pres-
ent dominion government has inaugurated,
rather than by a regard for the worn-out
party cries of past vears.” :

“I cannot, speak for the government,
further than to say that there has co far
heen no change in our policy of non-inter-
vention as a government.

“Speaking, however, for myself person-
ally, 1 feel that in the policy of the gov-
ernment of extending the Intercolonial
ailway to Montreal, in rushing to com-
pletion the canal system, which will en-
able the Intercolonial and its terminal
ports of St. John and Halifax to reach
out for the trade of the west, in the vast
improvement which has been made in the
management of the Intercolonial Raifway
by the present minister of railways and
canals, which is of vital importance to the
section of the province which 1 represent,
the wise and statesmanlike attitude of the
government upon the {ransportation ques:
tion, the determined efforts which the
government has made and is “making to
direct Canadian trade through Canadian
channels, in the patrotic and lmperidl
policy of granting in the markets of Can-
ada a preference to British goods, the
course of the government so entirely meets
my approval that I shall adhere to the
conclusion mrrived at a considerable time
ago, to give to Mr. Blair, as the represen-
tative of New Brunswick, in the dominion
cabinet, and to his government, such as-
sistance as 1 shall be able. Being in a posl
tion conscienttoltsly to do this by reason of
my hearty concurrence in the administra-
tion of affairs by the present government,
it will afford me not a little pleasure 10
return even though in small measure, the
blows which. were aimed at me and my
colleagues in the :recent provinejal com-
test. - You may perhaps remember. seeing
an interview with Sir Charles ‘l'upper,
published, I think, in the Montreal Ga-
zette, just before the last New Brunswick
elections, in which that distinguished
statesman did e the honor to refer to
my refusal to obey. she dictates -of  Mr.
Foster and . others, and desert my col-
leagues, with whom I had served - loyally
for many years, and. said that if 1 did not
do so, it would be all the worse for L'wee-
die. So far it has not proved so, for my
coubde has ‘been justified by the people.
While T regret the differences: which have
ariseni between the Conservatives in Néw
Brunswick, still those of -them who are
logal to its best interests cannot make
any mistake in supporting a minister ke
Mr. Blair, who, while earnestly striving
to advance the prosperity of the whole
dominion, has in so many ways Shown
his desire to promote the welfare of the
province which he so worthily represents.”

“IWhat do you thing are the prospects
of the dominion government being sus-
tained in New Brunswick at the next
elections?”

“After an experience of twenty-six
years in political life, and having only
suffered one defeat, I might fairly ¢laim to
be able to judge something of the pros-
pects, and T would unhesitatingly say that
in my opinion the peeple of New Bruns-
wick will, at the coming election, when-
ever it may take place, give to the minis-
ter of railways the largest following which
any minister from the province has ever

had.”

Grants for the Exhibition and For the S, P. C. A.--A Resolu
tion For a Trade Memorial to the Government.

The new council met in adjourned ses-
sion Wednesday afternoon to aiscuss appli-
cations for grants from the 8. P. C. A,
“Exhibition Association and Tourist As-
sociation. Mayor Daniel was in the chair
and there were also present Ald. Robinson,
Seaton, Maxwell, Baxter, Christie, Mec-
Goldrick, Millidge, Armstrong and Mil-
yard.

The first matter taken up was the ap-
plication for an exhibition grant of %3,000.

Ald. Robinson-stated that he had had con-
versation with several leading citizens and
had come to the conclusion that the senti-
ment was universally in favor of exhibi-
tions. It seemed to be a necessity of ihe
age that people must be drawn to the
centres by inducements, as shown by many
cities in the west. If an exhibition is not
held here and is held somewhere else St.
John would loose a great deal of money.
Qutside of prize money the association
spends about four times the amount of
the grants asked for in wages. All cir-
cumstances considered he was in favor of
an exhibition. In the best interests of the
¢ty he would move that the prayer of ihe
petition be granted.

Ald. Maxwell, in seconding the motion,
thought exhibitions a benefit to the city.
Since the last meeting he looked into. ihe
exhibition accounts and found that $10,855
had been expended by the association ior
labor, police, printing and bands, and
$1,200 had been expended in cash for sun-
dry other articles. Visitors to the exhi-
bition expend. large amounts .of money
here. A fruit dealer told Ald. Maxwell
that his sales during exhibition time
amounted to $150 a day. He thought the
request a fair one.

Ald. Christie said he had heard the same
this year as he had for the past 10
years—that the people were in favor of
exhibitions. His end of- the city was not
in favor of exhibitions, as was shown in
the recent civic elections. He had been
sustained in his own constituency on ac-
count of the stand he had taken in refer-
ence to the exhibition grant. Ald. Christie
thought that the street railway, hotels,
cte., which derived a direct benefit should
subseribe. The people in the North ¥End,
generally, were not in favor of the exhi-
bition.

Ald. Seaton spoke of the many benefits
from past exhibitions and was in favor of
the orant. !

Ald. Robinson suggested that the grant
be made a contingent on there being a
deliciency.

Ald. Baxter proposed to vote for the
grant, although he felt that Ald. Christie
was right when he stated that the people
of the North End were not in favor of a
grant. He did not think the people of
west side were in favor of a grant. The
increase in tax would mean about five
cents a head- He felt that he was justi-
tied in voting, however, for the grant. Ald.
Baxter felt the exhibition should be self
sustaining.

Ald. McGoldrick was surprised to hear
Afld. Christie and Baxter speaking of
sections. There should be nothing of the
kind. Although the exhibition may not
directly benefit Indiantown he felt exhibi-
tions were of a general benefit. Under
all circumstances he strongly favored a
crant.

The question was put and carried.

Ald. McGoldrick stated that he was on
the board of works and Ald. Hilyard was
on the treasury board. Ald. Hilyard was
anxious to get on the board of works and
he (McGoldrick) would willingly exchange
seats. )

Ald. Baxter moved that the change be
made. Motion carried.

Clerk Wardroper read an application
from the Tourist Association, which asked
for $1,000.

Ald. Maxwell had attended meetings of
the association and thought the matter one
worthy of consideration. The gentlemen
who compose the association are our prom-
inent business men who gave their tithe
to the work gratis. He felt the associa-
tion should get some assistance. Hotel
men and other citizens had subscribed
liberally and he felt that the council should
assist in the work of advertising the city.
Ald. Maxwell spoke of the money expend-
ed by tourists. They were a cluss of peo-
ple who could afford and did spend large
amounts of money. He favored a small
grant. Ald. Maxwell felt that the associa-
tion was really doing the work of the com-
mon council. He pointed out cases where
industries had been established here as a
result of this tourist travel. ~Ald. Maxwell
moved that a grant of $300 be given.

The motion was seconded by Ald. Hil-
vard and carried.

The 8. P. C. A. applied for a grant of
$240).

Ald. Baxter moved that the application
be referred to the treasury board. In the
meanwhile information could be had as to
the financial condition of the N. . C. A.

Ald. Robinson said although last on the
list the application was not the least in
importance. He pointed out that the mat-
ter had previously been considered by the
treasury board. The principal benefit the
city derives from the association iz the
‘encrgy displayed in seeing that care iz
taken cf animals+consumed-for-tood. The
socicty doss a great deal of good in better-
ing the care of horses. Ald. Robinson

moved in amendment that the society be
granted $100. Motiop carried.
Communications from John Walsh, in

reference to a sewer, and one from Richard
Retallick, asking that he be appointed car-
penter of the ferry service, were referved
to the water and sewerage board and
board of works respectively.

The leases of lots on Protectiow strect
desired by the C. P. R., falling due May
1st, were discussed. . In compliance with
a former resolution it was decided to take
the lots over and to appoint - valuators
and pay for improvements.

Ald. Robinson moved that James H.
Myles be appointed te value the improve-
ments and his fee be fixed at $20.

Ald. Baxter suggested that the C. P. R.
take the properties over and appoint arbi-
trators to value improvements. He
thouglit that the matter should go to the
board of works. Ald. Baxter was opposed
to making further concessions to the C.
PR

Ald. Christie said that the matter had
been discussed by the board of works and
a course decided upon. The C. P. R.
should be given every chance to make im-
provements. The C. P. R. would pay ihe
same rents as the present tenants. It was
pointed out that there were three proper-
ties to be valued and Ald. Baxter named
John A. Adams as the valuator. Ald.
Millidge named A. Christie.

Messrs. Christie, Adams and Myles were
decided upon as valuators.

The mayor, Ald. Christie, Maxwell, Mil-
idge, Robinson and Seaton were named a
committee on the mavor's address.

1t was moved by Ald. Christie that the
matiter of water supply to Mr. West Gay,
living on Main street, be left to the con-
venor of the water and sewerage board,
with power to act.

Motion carried.

Francis McBriarty, on motion of Ald.
Armstrong, was appointed a constable.

The following resolution was introduced
by Ald. Armstrong in a few words:

Whereas, the city of St. John has largely
increased its bonded debt for the creation of
facilities ~enabling trade with other coun-
tries to be carried on through it as a winter
‘port resulting in benefit to the trade of the
whele dominion.

And whercas, during the winter shipping
season at this port now closing, the outward
carrying business aggregated about 190,000
tons, while the inward carrying business
aggregated only some 20,000 tons, the chief
reason for the difference being that much
of . the imports into Canada have been
brought through fore‘gn ports.

And whereas, it is obvious that steamers
can carry more profitably, or at less cost
in proportion, cargoes both ways than one
way only. .

And whereas, it is desirable that the for-
cign trade of Canada should be done, as far
as possible, through Canadian ports, which
principle has aiready been recognized by
the subsidies granted to vessels engaged in
such trade.

T'herefore resolved, that a special com-
mittee be appointed to prepare and forward
a memorial to the government of the Do-
minion c¢f Canada sctticg forth the above
facts and praying that sueh legislation be
enacted as will limit the preferential duty
under the tariff act to goods arriving direct
at a Canadian port, and not by transit
through a foreign country.

And further resolved, that a copy of these
resolutions be forwarded to the cominon
councils of the cities of Halifax, Quebec and
Montreal, inviting their concurrence there-
with. :

Lost His Mess Cart and the Guarcs
Water Carts.

Londen, May 3—The Morning Post has
the following despatch frem Mr. Winston
Churchill, dated Thaba N’chu, April 29:

“When General Dickson retired in the
circumstances related in my last telegram,
his own mess cart and the brigade water
carts fell into the hands of the enemy and
his rear guard was heavily fired on. This
retreat compromised General Hamilton,
who therefore collected his fortes and fell
back warily into Thaba N’chu after sharp-
ly checking the advancing enemy with mus-
ketry and artillery fire.

“Although much ammunition was ex-
pended on both’ ides, the ‘losses were in-
signiticant, the fizhting being -at great
range. The result is that the Boers are
willing to retieat, but it is not in the
power of the present force to interfere
with them or with their wagons.”

Just now, when so much is being said
of Mrs. George Dewey, wife of Admiral
Dewey, a word or two about the woman
who aspires to the White House at Wash-
ington may be interesting to readers of
this department. She is more widely dis-
cussed than any other woman in America
today and is probably the least known to
the great masses of the American people.

Mrs. Dewey has some characteristics
which have been denied to her from time
to time by the press of the country, with
the result that she has become afraid of
reporters and shuns them as she would
the plague. False notices have ‘been ac-
credited to her and the claim .that she
holds herself above the people has especial-
ly annoyed her. Far from this being the
case, she feels that the people are not
interested in her, and she is not the
woman to force herself upon them Dbe-
cause of the eminence of her husband.
She has felt more keenly than she herself
can express the accusations that she re-
ceived in the home of her mother because
she weuld not permit the public to come
into her own home, and she has said that
she is tired of telling the public that she
did not say this but that she did say that
her house was too small for the crowds
they wanted to call upon the admiral.

Her special characteristics are an innate
modesty combined with an intensec am-
bition to shine at the topmost heights of
social success, a decided fondness for
dress and jewels and devotion to her hus-
band. In him she recognizes the posses-
sion of a man who has it in his hands to
fulfil her ambition, and whose prestige,
barring all possibility of the presidency,
gives her the place in society which she

In order to settle a question of her
church affiliations it is only necessary to
say that her carly married life was spent

was a military attache. An air of Catho-
licity pervades fashionable Vienna and it
was there she acquired the habit of at-
tending the Catholie church, though she
Lad been reared in the Presbyterian faith,

After her years of sojourn abroad it was
only natural that upon her return to Am-
erica she should attend the church to
which she had grown accustomed abroad
and it was only equally nmatural that she
should be married in that church. If, as
it is now announced, she is to go back to
the Protestant faith she will only be going
back to the faith of her childhood. It is
said that while at Vienna she was the
most handsomely dressed woman of the
American colony, and her jewels were
sccond only in magnificence io those of
the empress. She is fond of diamnonds and
has had her wishes largely grat:fied in
this respect. At a diplomatic reception
in Washington last winter she was the
most dazzlingly ornamented among the
hundreds who made their bow to the
president, her jewels covering her corsage
and her hair in bewildering splendor,
though in exquis'te taste. ;

Murs. Dewey is said to be extremely fond
of music and is an accomplished pianist.
A long residence abroad has made her a
linguist of much range, and she is a de-
lightful conversationalist. Next to society
she is devoted to travel and has been
almost everywhere. Yor years she lived
in Lurope, never calling -any one place
home, for America was that to her always,
but wandering about wherever inclination
dictated avd society called. Society has
been her only fad, and it is her ambition
to shine as a leader, in which she takes
the greatest pride.

M Dewey's maiden name was Mildred
McLean, a sister of John R. Melean, and
the daughter of one  of the wealthiest
women in America. Ier first husband was
Rear Admiral Ladlow.

Petitions Read, Discussed and
Dealt With -- Dispute With an

Ontaric Firm and Several With

An organization meeting of the recently
created water and sewerage board was held
yesterday afternoon. There were present
Ald. Millidge, Hilyard, Christie, McMulkin,
Seaton, Maxwell, Recorder Skinner, Direc-
tor Smith and Engineer Murdoch.

Ald. Millidge, in taking the cha'r, thank-
ed those present for the honor they had
conferred upon him by electing him chair-
man of the board. He pointed out that
public opinion demanded many improve-
ments should be made in the water and
sewerage department. In this connection
the newly clected chairman stated that he
favored deepening the reservoir to increase
the water head. He also advocated larger
water mains and he expected every mem-
ber of the board to lend their efforts to

had been told by the superintendent that
the pipe would have to be plazad six feet
underground. He was willing to comply
with any request but this and asked that
the water be .turned on. Mr. Gay stated
that pipes on the premises of Emma Cole-
man, on the corner of Victoria square and
Metcalf street, and Robert Travis and
Stanley Cody, on Main street, were laid
considerably less than four feet under-
ground. Engineer Murdoch stated that if
pipes were so laid they were done so with-
out his knowledge. Pipes were not safe
from freezing when they were less than
six feet underground. Mr. Murdoch sug-
gested that Mr. Gay box his pipe and cover
it over with five feet of earth to guard
against frost.

Ald. McMulkin spoke of the general
sewerage system of Douglas avenue, which
should be improved. Ald. Mc}\lulkin
moved that the engineer be instructed to
prepare plans of an improved system for
