West India Papers Just Received Tell of the First Qutbreak of
Mont Pelee—Terror-stricken People, Wailing and Scream-
ing, Rushed Aimlessly Through the Streets.

New York, May 22.—The West Indian
newspapers containing accounts of the
“‘volcanic outbreak’ began to reach New
‘York today. The following are extracts
trom the Voice of St. Lucia, printed at
Castries, St. Lucia, May 8:

“The Montagee Pelee, in the last days
of April, began to show signs of uneasi-
ness. On the 'third instant it began to
throw out dense signs of smoke and at
midnight belched out flames accompanied
'by rumbling noises. At 5:30 p- m. flames
‘Were again visiblg and similar noises were
audible. At the foot of the Montagee
‘Pelee are the villages of Precheurs and

ex$te' Philomene. The inhabitants were
jhrawn into the greatest consternation
senv the sights and sounds of the labor-
Ind,z mourtain and especially by the dark-
Wing of the sky, by volumes of thick
noonoke and the elouds of ashes which be-

“A very anxious ‘morning was spent at
Martinique May 4 Thanks, however, to
a sea breeze from about 11 a. m. the situ-
ation then appeared better; but, as the
‘breeze died away at sunset, a large quan-
tity of ashes again began to fall and the
mountain and _its cnvirons prescuted a
most dismal spectacle, causing mvch
alarm as to what the night would bring
forth. Nothing happened, however, «nd
on Monday morning (May 5), aicnough

“At about 9 a, m. on the morning of
the 6th, a private telegram was received
from Martinique advising that the Tlis-
sonnean family had chartered the steam-
er Topazee, one of the boats of the Com-
pagnie Girad, and had started ior St.
Lucia at 5 a. m.

““At about 11 o’clock the Topazee ar-
rived with Mrs. Plissonnean, Mr. and
Mrs. Joseph Plissonneau and three cLil-
dren, Mrs. Dierre Plissonneau and’ child,
Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Ernoalt avd thiee
children, Mr. and Mrs. .

“They reported that t noon on Mcn-
day, May 5, a stream of burning liva hade
suddenly rushed down the southwestern
slope of thé mountain, and following the
course of Riviere Blanche, the bed of
which is dry at this séason of the jyeer,
‘had overwhelmed everything which ob-
structed its tremendous rush to the sea.
lstates and buildings were covered up

by the fiery wave, which appeared to 1ise

to a height of some 20 feet over an area
of nearly a quarter of a mile. When the
torrent had poured itself into the sca
1t was found that the Guerin sugar fac-
tory, situated on the beach neir tie
mouth of the Riviere Blanche, scmz five
miles distant from the mountain and two
trom St. Pierre, was entirely embedded
in dava, the tall chimney alone beibg
visible. The burning mass of liquid had
taken only three minutes from the time
it was first perceived to reach the sea,
five miles away. Then a temarkable
phenomenon occurred. The sea 1creded
all along the western coast for a listance
of about a hundred yards and ietursed
with gentle strength, covering vp the
whole of the seafront of St. Pierre erd
reaching the first houses on the Place
Bertin- This créated a general panic, and
the people made, terror stricken, for the
hills. T'hough the sea retired again, with-
out any great damage being done ashowe
or afloat, the panic continued, imrensified
by_the terrible detonations which broke
from the mountain at short and irregular
intervals, accompanied with dense .mis-
sions of smoke and lurid flashes of flame.
‘This was awful in daylight; but vhen
darkness fell, it was more terrible siill
and, at each manifestation of the voi-
cano’s anger, people, in their night
clothes, carrying children, and lighted by
any sort of a lamp or candle, they had
caught up in their haste, ran out into
the dark streets, wailing and screaming
and running aimdessly about the town.

““I'he mental strain becoming unendur-
ing the Topazee was got ready “at 2 a.
m., the refugees hurriedly went on board
and started for St. Lucia. At 2 p. m- the
gentlemen of the party having placed
their families in safety, returned by the
‘l'opazee to Martinique.

“In the meantime, telegrams wers De-
ing sent from Martinique imploring that
a steamer might be chartered to bring
away terrified people from St. Yicrre.
But, the superintendent of the Royal
Mail Company at Barbados would not al-
low one of the coasting boats, the only

‘steamer available, to go to Martinique.

‘At 2 little before 5 p. m. cable communi-
cation was interrupted and remains so.”

LEAVE THE PRILIPPINES
SAYS SEHATOR HOAR

Venerable Massachusetts States-
man Denounces Government Pol-
jcy--Says United States Should
Withdraw as in Cuba.

‘Washington, May 22—A notable contri-
(bution to the discussion of the Philippine
question was made in the senate today by
Mr. Hoar, of Massachusetts. When the
venerable senator began to speak, every
senator at the capital was in his seat and
for the two hours and a half his address
consumed he was accorded the most care-
ful attention.

Mr. Hoar denounced the attitude of the
governifient in the Philippines as one of
the most wicked and foolish chapter in
American history. He urged that the
United States should withdraw from the
islands and permit the people there to
erect their own government, as had been
done in Cuba. He sharply arraigned Gen-
eral Funston for the-methods he pursued
in the capture of Aguinaldo, and intimated
strongly that, had the senate been aware
of the facts, Funston might not have been
confirmed in his recent promotion. He
hoped that as the irrevocable step had
not been taken by the United States, bet-
ter counsels would yet prevail and that
this government would leave the Philip-
pines.

Spontaneous applause swept over the.

genate and the galleries at the conclusion
of the speech. Such a demonstration 8
very unusual on the floor of the senate.
So pronounced was it that the presiding
officer called the attention of senators to
the rule prohibiting any expression of ap-
proval or disapproval.

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VISIT OF PRESIDENT
OF FRANCE TO RUSSIA

M. Loubet Warmly Received at
St. Petersburg -- Gives 100,000
Francs in Charity -- Labor Dis-
orders.

St. Peterdburg, May 22—President Lou-
bet arrived here this morning and was
agcorded an enthusiastic and popular re-
ception.: The railroad station and -city
were lavishly decorated and men, women
and children thronged- the streets, waving
tri-color flags and wearing Franco-Russian
alliance souvenirs. The French president
was welcomed at the station by the
mayor of St. Petersburg, who offered him
the customary bread and salt and heartily
bade him welcome. M. Loubet, in reply,
said he entertained no doubt of the cor-
diality of his reception in any part of
Russia, as he knew the hearts of Russia
and France beat in unison. Deputations
of ladies presented M. Loubet with bas-
kets of flowers for transmission to Madame
Loubet. After inspecting  the guard of
honor, M. Loubet proceeded to the
Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paunl. He
was acclaimed along the route, followed
by enormous crowds of people.

During the day President Loubet placed
a wreath on the tomb of Czar Alexander
111, subsequently visited the French hos-
pital here, reccived a deputation from the
French colony, visited the grand dukes,
Jeft cards at the various embassies and
made his visit specially memorable by
giving 100,000 francs to the charities of
St. Petersburg, Cronstadt and Peterhof.

Reports have reached here of fresh seri-

ous labor disorders at Moscow. No details
are obtainable, but it is known that the
Grand Duke Sergius, governor-general of
Moscow, who had come to Tsarskoe Selo
to be present at the reception of Presi-
dent Loubet, left hurriedly for Moscow
last night without waiting to participate
in the military review. The imperial fam-
ily has abandoned its intention of visiting
Moscow. ,
. The police here have taken the most
elaborate precautions against public diy-
tubances during the stay of the French
sailors in Russia, trouble being feared at
several points. The streets were frequent-
ly swept by charges of mounted police, and
a number of arrests were made, but all
serious incidents were averted.

BRITISH COLONIAL TRADE.

THERE'S BIG INTEREST IN LONDON IN
THE CORONATION CONFERENCE.

P ‘

Imperial Zollverein Opposed by Liberal
Press--Liable to Be Strong Opposition to
Any Proposal for Preferential Trade
Within the Empire.

TLondon, May 22—The conference of the
colonial premiers at the coromafion is an-
ticipated here with the liveliest interest,
which has been increased by the recent
speeches of Mr. Chamberfain and Sir Wil-
fried Laurier on the commercial relations
of England and the colonies. The Liberal
mewspapers are already talking of the seri-
ous dangers and preferential tariffs which
threaten the empire in these proposals,
and are stirring up an agitation which has
as its object the inducing of the colonial
secretary to leave the imperial zollverein
in the pigeon hole where it was placed a
few years ago. The Conservative daily
press fights shy of the topic, although the
Spectator has condemned the proposal in
uncompromising terms. The people in this
country are inherently opposed to a new
order of things and it is reasonably cer-
tain that any proposal to adopt a system
of preferential trading within the empire
will meet with vehement opposition. Epg-
lishmen are eager for a closer union with
the colonies, but the words “commercial
relations” frightens them.

THINK BODY 1S THAT
OF 4 MO SCOTIAN,

Found in the Saco River--Mystery
of John Glenn’s Disappearance
Likely Solved.

e

Blddeford, Me., May 22—The badly de-
composed body of a man was found in the
Saco river near the railroad bridge, this
afternoon, and the police believe it is
the partial solution of the mysterious dis-
appearance of John Glenn, on.Jajuary 17
last, and that he was a victim of foul
play. Mr. Glenn came here from Nova
Scotia about a year previous to his disap-
pearance and was employed as a moulder
in.a lowal foundry. At the time of his
disappeatance it was supposed he had

in his possession. Although it is the
general opinion the body found today is
that of Glenn, there was nothing found in
his pockets with the exception of a briar

t is known that he secured a lady eor-
respondent through a matrimonial paper
just previous to . his disappearance, and

a watch and chain for the woman he pro-
posed to marry. He failed, however, to
make the presentation and he had the ar-
ticles in his possession when last seen in
Saco, where he boarded. .

The police advance the theory that
Glenn was foully dealt with, and after the
money and ether articles had beea’ taken
from the clothing his body was thrown
into the Saco river. An effort will be
made to ascertain the name of tne woman
he corresponded with in Saco, with a hope
that she may be able to tell who he was
with on the day of his disappearance. An
autopsy will be held tomorrow and it is
likely an inquest will follow.

Glenn was about 35 years old, and sev-
eral of his fiiends who have seen the body
today are strong in the belief that it is
the body of the missing man.

DAMAGE BY FOREST FIRES.

Loss in Vieinity of Amherst is in the
Thousands.

Ambhetst, N. S., May 22—(Special)—
Fierce forest fires are raging throughout
the country at Southampton and Athol,
where lumber and standing timber has
been destroyed, Albert Pugsley, one of
the largest operators in that vicinity, los-
ing about $2,500; insured for $1,000.

This is the third
time Crowe’s store has been burglarized
in the last five years.

London, May 23—The Daily Mail, in.its
issue of this morning, says it understands
that, owing to the protracted haggling of
the Boer leaders at Pretoria, Great Britain
has presented them wwith what is practi-
cally an ultimatum, their reply to which
is awaited and which it is-expected they
will accept.

Despatches which have been received
‘here from Pretoria, continues the Daily
Mail, say that during the stay of the Boer

 delegates there the conference will con-
tinue at Vereeniging, and that a majority
| of those present at the conference are try-

ing to persuade the recalcitrant minority
In the meantime
the British columns have been resting and
refitting and are now all ready for im-
mediate action. The Daily Mail says it
believes the delegates at Pretoria will
dispatch the ultimatum to the conference
at Vereeniging for its consideration.

Y Says Peace is Practically Assured.

London, May 23—The Daily Chronicle
this morning claims authority to say -that
peace in South Africa is practically as-
sured. This is also the general impres-

 sion which prevails with the other news-

papers and the public, although the for-
mer do not go so far as the assertion

{ published by the Chronicle.

At a late hour last night, however, the
government departments declined to give
any informration on the matter.

1t is known that important despatches
were received yesterday from Lord Milner,
the British high commissioner in South
Africa, and from Lord Kitchener, but
pothing can be ascertained as to the na-
ture of the contents of these messages.

The fact that the cabinet was summon-
ed quickly after-the arrival of the dele-
gates at Pretoria is regarded as a good
augury, as the discussions at Pretoria
could only have commenced Monday. The
cabinet will meet late this afternoon. in
order to enable the ministers who are at
a distance to reach London in time for the
meeting.

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph from
Pretoria says the Boers are seekng per-
mission to rvetain their horses.

London, May 23.—Cabling from Pre-
toria under date of Wednesday, May 21,
the correspondent of the Times says the
Boer meeting there is not necessarily final
and that it is believed the Boer delegates
after obtaining information on certain
points will return to Vereeniging.

Middleburg, Cape Colony, May 21—Last
Sunday the town of Aberdeen, 75 miles
south of Middleburg, was attacked by 120
Boers, who were repulsed. Commandan®
Van Heerden was killed.

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy Says Northwest

The
company now wants to acquire odd sec-
tions of land between Calgary and Medi-
cine Hat, in addition to its own lands,
possesSion of those lands being considered
essential to the success of the.irrigation
scheme. :

Sir Thomas characterized as absurd de-
spatches from Winnipeg to the effect that
the Canadian Pacific will organize a com-
pany to take over all the business now
conducted by the land department. ‘‘Such
a thing was never contemplated to begin
with; it is impracticable,” said he.

DISCOURAGING REPORTS BROUGHT
FROM THE UPPER ST. JOHN.

W. ). Nobles Abandons His Six Million
Drive, But Stands By in Hope of Water
Rising--Kilburn Stuck With Big W. H.
Murray Drive.

Fredericton, N. B., May 22—(Special)—
Harry Finnemore, of this city, who has
been working on William J. Noble’s drive
on the Upper St. John, arrived home last
evening. He brings the first direct news
from the lumber drives received here for
more than a week, and it is not of a very
encouraging mature. He says that Mr.
Noble, who operates for Cushing, has been
obliged to abandon his drive of 6,000,000
at Priestly Rapids, about nine miles above
the upper corporation limits. Mr. Noble
is remaining in the locality with some of
his men for a few days with the hope that
a rise of water may occur. According to
Mr. Finnemore, he has been driving 40
days altogether. :

Blauje, who also operates for Cushing,
has 6,000,000 hung up in the same drive
with Mr. Noble.

Cheoinard, who is bringing out a drive
for W. H. Murray, is near the corporation
limits and it is thought will get out all
wight.

John Kilburn.is stuck with his drive of
13,000,000 for W. H. Murray, about nine
miles above Seven Islands, in the North-
west Rapids ,and it is feared will not get
out this season.

AT THE HANDS

HORRIFYNG DEKTH OF

NEGRO
OF A FURIOUS MOB.

Took Part.

They Led the Shrieking Black to a Stake, Inflicted Awful
Tortures, and Finally Burned Him Alive—Many Women

Long View, Tex., May 22—The culmina-
tion of a man hunt which has been in pro-
gress since last Saturday, was reached to-
day when Dudley Morgan, colored, who
assaulted Mrs. McKee, wife of a Texas &
Pacific foreman, at Lansing, Texas, was
burned at the stake near Lansing.

By 11 o’clock great throngs had gathered
at the Lansing switch and decided to make
arrangements to burn the negro. The
place of execution was an open plot,
hedged in by high trees. The trees were
literally lined with people an hour betore
the negro arrived. The train was met by
a great crowd of people from surrounding
towns. The prisoner was taken from the
train to the section house and was posi-
tively identified by Mrs. McKee and sev-
eral negroes who worked with Morgan.
The negro was escorted by 200 armed men
to the place of execution. As .he was
chained to the stake, he said he desired to
make a statement.

The crowd surged around him and those
in charge tried in vain to make them
stand back and keep quiet while the negro
talked. He implicated another megro
named Franklin Heard, saying Heard was
to get part of the money which was to
be stolen. Morgan confessed to having
committed the crime, and after being tied
to the stake with his hands and legs free,
the members of the mob began to take
ties from a fire already built and burn
out his eyes. They held the burning tim-
bers to his neck and, after burning his
clothes off, to other parts of the body.

The negro screamed in agony. He was

tortured in a slow and painful manner,
with the crowd -clamoring continuously;
for a slower death, and the megro, writh-
ir}lg and groaning, begged piteously to be
shot.

Mrs. McKee was brought tb the scena
in a carriage, accompanied by four other
women, and an effort was made to get the
carriage close enough for her to see the
negro. The crowd was so dense, however,
that it was impossible. Persons held each
other on their shoulders, taking turn
about looking at the awful sight. The
negro’s head finally dropped and the ties
were piled around and over him. In half
an hour only the trunk of the negro re-
mained. i

As soon as the heat would permit, parts
of his skull and body were gathered up
and carried away. When the fire died
down the crowd took . two men, who
caught the megro and held them over
their heads while they held their ‘Winches-
ters in their hands and were photo-
graphed.

Section Foreman McKee, husband of the
woman assaulted, applied the match to the
faggots. Many women were present from
the surrounding country, but, owing to
the great crush, they had very little op-
portunity to see the negro until the heat
forced the ¢rowd to widen the circle.

The railroads brought crowds of people
to Long View Junction, where they
boarded a limited train avhich does mot
originally stop at Lansing. The engineer
was forced at the point of a Winchester
to stop at the sceme of the lynching, how-
ever, and ‘the mob disembarked.

MEAT RIOTS ON

BOSTON STREETS,

Such Extent That Police Are

Hebrew Men and Nomen‘ Make Attack—TroubIes GroW‘to

Defied, and Clashes Result.

Boston, May 22—The “Kosher meat”
disturbances which have prevailed here
in the past few days, were resumed to-
day. Three hundred Hebrews—men wom-
en and children—attacked a meat store

conducted by Isaac Leibman, on Brighton
street, and threw eggs and decayed fruit
at the building. The windows were
smashed and the stock of meats was Tuin-
ed. Police interfered and arrested two
women and one man, who were the ring-
leaders. A customer of Leibman was at-
tacked by a woman, who took meat he
had bought from him and struck him in
the face with it. She was arrested. An-
other woman was injured during the stam-
pede of the crowd, Later crowds attacked
two meat stores in the North End, smash-
ed the windows and spoiled the stocks.

Boston, May 22—Additional outbreaks,
which resulted in a riot at the corner of
|Chamber and Brighton streets, took place
tonight, growing out of the troubles that
had occurred during the day in various
parts of the city, and for the' first time
since the disorders commenced the crowds
defied the police. They stoned them,
smashed windows and created general dis-
order and the police in addition to handl-
ing the crowd roughly, made 12 arrests.

Five thousand people yelled and hooted
at the officers as they went about thein
work and escorted their prisoners to the
station on Joy street. The latter were all
bailed out within an hour.

The trouble did not assume a threaten-
ing aspect till after 9 o’clock, when the
30 officers who had been detailed for duty
realized that vigorous measures must be
adopted against the steadily increasing
crowds about the cormer, and reinforce-
ments were sent them.

All through the evening the police were
subjected to insults and many of them
were made targets for decayed vegetables,
brickbats and stones, though none W
seriously hurt. i

The crowd collected at the corner of
Wall and® Minot streets, where ome of
Solomont & Sons’ three vetail meat shops
was reported to be doing business.

Here a fusilade of brickbats was directed
against the Solomonts’ shop. Windows
were smashed, and a volley of epithets
hurled at young Solomont, who was In
charge. The police again ¢harged the
crowds and drove them into the side
streets.

In the Solomonts’ shop was a boy who
wished to carry some meat to his home
on Allen street, and an officer was de-
tailed to escort him there. A crowd of
400 or 500 followed them and pelted them
with stones, but the lad finally was landed
without bodily injury. The shop was then
closed, and young Solomont was escorted
to his home. The “excitement subsided
until a, cry was raised that Solomont &
Son had opened another shop on' Brighton
street, and the mob rushed there to see
about it. A big crowd was already there,
but the place was closed and the erowd
that had followed young Solomont home
joined them, angry at not being able to get
at him. It was at this juncture that
Sergeant Mullen, in charge of the police
detail, sent for reinforcements and started
in to clear the streets, which he did after
being pelted with volley after volley of
[brickbats.

1t was also at this time that the arvests
were made.

It was nearly 11 o’clock before the
streets had mesumed their ordinary ap-
mearance.

—

DOMINION SHOULD CONTINUE CON-
TROL IS GENERAL OPINION.

Meeting of Canadian Cabinet With Provin-
cial Representatives at Ottawa--Question
as to What Consideration, if Any, the
Provinces Should Get for Proprietary In-
terests.

Ottawa, May 20—(Special)—A confer-
ence was opened this morning between
the members of the federal cabinet and
representatives of all the ‘provinces ex-
cepting Manitoba and British Columbia.
The ministers present were: Hon. Messrs.
Sutherland, Bfair, Fielding, Paterson,
Tarte, Templeman, Fitzpatrick, and SNo-
licitor-general Carrol. .

The provincial delegates were:

For Ontario—Messrs, Bastedo and A.
Irving, K. C.

Quebec—Premier ~ Parent, Provincial
Treasurer Duffy, and L. J. Cannon, dep-
uty attorney general.

New Brunswick—Premier Tweedie and
Attorney-general Pugsley.

Nova Scotia—Premier Murray and At-
torney-general Longley.

Prince Edward Island—Premier Peters,
Hon. Messrs. Weir and MeNutt.

The forenoon sitting was held at the
office of the minister of marine and fish-
eries but, owing to the large attendance,
the conference was resumed in the after-
noon at the privy council chamber.

This gathering is called by the dominion
minister of fisheries to agree, if possible,
upon an intempretation of the judgment
of the privy coundil with respect to the
control of the fisheries as between the
federal and provincial authorities. The
various points at issue were argued in an
informal way to day and the concensus
of opinion was that the dominion :should
continue to exercise control. ;

The judgment of the privy council gives
control of regulating to the dominion
while the provinces get the proprietary
rights. In this way there is a dual juris-
diction and it was to arrive at some com-
mon understanding that the conference
was endeavoring today.

As already stated the gemeral opinion
is that the dominion is the proper party
in the interests of the country to continue
assuming control. Then there ig the
question as to what consideration, if any,
the provinces may derive for giving up
any claim on the grounds of proprietary
interests. That, of course, might be sub-
mitted to the courts. The only province
so far that gives the dominion any sur-
plus revenue for the fisheries is British
Columbia. In the other provinces the
cost of protection, etc., far exceeds any
revenue received. .

The conference adjourned until tomor-
row at 11 o’clock. ‘The minister of mar-
ine and fisheries entertained the provincial
representatives to dinner tonight in the
Russell.

Ottawa, May 21—(Special)—The fishery ;

conference closed. here today, the only re-
sult reached being a general understanding
that the best interests of the country
would be best served by the dominion
having sole control. .Another neeting will
be held here after the niinisters have re-
turned from the coronation.

Premier Murray and Attorney-General
Longley, of Nova Scotia, will leave for
‘T'oronto tonight and will not return home
until after the provincial elections. Mr.
Longley will take a hand in the contest
in favor of the Ross government. He wiil
also be present at a meeting of the Royal
Society, of which he is"a member.

The New Brunswick and P. E. Island
delegates are, expected to Jeave for the
east tcmorrow. They are all weil satis-
fied’ with their visit to Ottawa, and with
the informal talk which has taken place
on the subject of the fisheries.

Found by Searchers at Coal Creek,
Where Two Hundred and Twenty-
six Lives Were Lost, -

Knoxville, Tenn., May 21—The Ilatest
estimate as to the loss of life in the
Iraterville coal mine disaster at ‘Coal
Creek is 226. The last find reported was
that of 12 bodies in an entry. Five ot
them had written lelters before life be-
came extinet. One of these letters gave
the time of day. It was written at 2.30
o’clocik Monday afternoon, thus indicating
that these and perhaps other entombed
men lived many hours after the terrible
explosion which occurred Monday morn-
ing at 7.30 o'clock. - syhe letters gave a
general suggestion of the suffering that
was undergone, indicating that ‘the men
were gradually being strangled to deatn
by the foul gaseous air that was filling the
mine. One piteously read:—

“My God, for another breath.”

The letters in the main were directions
to farailies as to what disposition should
be made of theswriters’ bodies and busi-
ness affairs and instructions as to raising
the families. Cmne of the vietims, an
orphan, addressed his letter ‘““to every-
bedy,” and pleaded that they change
their way of hving.

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* CUBA NOW A NATION.

UNITED STATES FORMALLY GIVES UP
CONTROL.

Stars and Stripes Comes Dowr; Cuban Flag
Hcisted--The Ceremonies at Havana acd
Santiago Yesterday--General Wcod and

Havana, May 20—The natal day of the
Republic of Cuba found Havana splendid-
Iy decorated.

The ceremony of transfer of control
from the United States to Cuban author-
ity took place at noon in the Audience
chamber of the palace. It was brief and
simple. After formal greetings General
Wood read. the documentary transfer pre-
pared by the war department pledging
the new government to immediately pro-
claim the constitution and = the Platt
amendment contained in the appendix
and to take over the obligations assumed
by the United States by the treaty of
Paris. Senor Xstrada Palma attached his
signature to the document, as president
of the republic.

After an exchange of congratulations
the old veteran general Gomez ascended
to the roef of the palace. He was instant-
ly recognized and met with an immense
demonstration of welcome. Soldiers um-
did the halyards from the flagstaff and
lowered the American colors, which were
saluted. and hoisted the Cuban flag.

As the flag flew free the streets below
fairiy waived with the cheer that arose. 1t
was caught up by the people ou the roofs
and. rolled over the city. A national sal-
ute of 21 guns was given.

Geieral Wood and his staff. and the
American troops embarked 1mmediately
after the hoisting of the Cuban flag and
the American ships steamed out of the
harbor. While this was taking place at
Havana, a similar scene was being enact-
ed at Santiago, where General Whiteside
at noon, turned over the authority to
his Cuban successor, and sailed away with
two troops of Kighth cavalry. Only eigiit
batteries of Ametican artiliery remain on
(‘wban soil. A chapter of American his-
tory was emfed, and the first chapter of
the history of the Cuban republic was
begun.

IN A MODEL DAIRY.

Cooling and Bottling Room of the :

Fairfield Dairy Farm.

In Dairy and Creamery Nelson W.
McLain gives an interesting account of
the big Fairfield dairy farm at. Mont-
clair, N. J. The article is profusely il-
lustrated. The illustration herewith
reproduced shows the room in which
the milk is cooled and bottled.

As soon as the milk is drawn it 18

The cost of growing corn, cutting it
and puatting it in the silo has been vari-
ously:reperted at-almest -all figures
from $1 to $3 per ton, says American
Cultivator. - We do not doubt but. that
#t has been done for the smaller sum
when the land has been made rich and
well” cdltivdted and the most modern

improvements were at hand to do the

‘work, but we think a fair average
would be nearer double that with the
ordinary farmer-even:-in a. favorable
season. But there are not many who
would like to grow roots for feeding to
stock at that price. Certainly we know
of none who would grow them to sell
at that priee,. and few would eare to

“grow them’ ‘at $4: per ton if they could

grow other crops and find a ready cash
market for them. ' As regards the value
of them, an average of the various
roots shows that the same amount of
each fed with equal rations of hay and
grain resulted a little in favor of the
ropts, but this was more than offset by
the two facts that the roots cannot be
kept in as good condition for late
spring or summer feeding as can the
ensilage and that there is more apt tc
be a crop failure from drought or other
eauses with the roots than with the
corn. The droughts of the two past
years have led many to believe that
having ensilage to feed in the summer,
when pastures are growing poorer, is
of almost as much importance, and
some say more, than having it in the

winter.
The Three Silos,

What is the best style of silo is still
a mooted question. The round stave
silo has been very popular for several
years largely because it is the cheapest
form of silo that can be erected. When
properly built and properly taken care
of, it also seems to be fairly durable.
Next in favor is the square or rectan-
gular silo, with cut off corners. This
makes an excellent silo. The remain-
ing style is the round silo built wholly
of stone and brick or with part stone
and brick and above that a wooden
structure with studding set in the wall
and covered outside .and inside with
thin boards that will bend to a circle,
with best quality of building paper be-
tween the boards. It goes without say-
ing that a silo built of stone or brick or
3 combination of stone and brick will
be more. durable than any structure
built of wood and in some places per-
haps not more expensive.

Doesn’t Like Cowpeas,

A dairy farmer in Carlisle, Pa., with
200 cows does, not: like cowpeas for
food for his herd.” He sowed two acres,
and the yield was good, but the cows
refused to eat them. He thinks they
might do for southern cows that can-
not get a square meal without taking a
mountain walk of a mile or more. He
cannot understand how well fed cows
can be induced to eat them. But there
are farmers who claim that both cows
and horses eat them greedily and seem
to prefer them to other food, says the
American Cultivator. But, as all do
not, and it seems to be an acquired
taste, and as they are as difficult to cure
as’'hay, we see no reason for urging a
trial of them on northern farmers or
which
seems to suit the appetite of all our
animals and which produces nearly if
not quite as much food per acre as the
cowpea and as much milk per ton of
dry or green food as any crop grown.
The Massachusetts experiment station
has spent much time and some money
in testing various fodder crops, but we
think it has not yet found any bet-
ter than the combination of corn fod-
der and clover, whicih seems to grow
in almost any fertile soil to furnish
food that all animals like and thrive
on, whether green or dry cured, and
that leave the land in as good if not
better condition for-future crops as

~It is a.common practice for cream-
ery patrons who own can geparators
to deliver their cream but two or three
times a week, says New England
Homestead. ' Creameries which are run
on the cream gathering system often
colleet no more frequently. The cream
which accumulates is often kept with-
out suitable attempts being made to
cool it, and it becomes more or less
sour. Cream which sours on tlle hands
of the producer is less apt to make a
good quality of butter than that which
is delivered at the factory in sweet
condition, This is largely owing to
the uneven sourness or acidity of dif-
ferent lots of cream and to the manner
in which they were ripened or soured.

The producer, however, frequently

argues that it makes ne particular dif-
ference to his pocketbook whether the
.cream sours or not. According to the
Vérmont experiment station, there is
a chanee that not only may:the sour
cream injure the entire lot of butter,
but there is almost certain to be a. di-

rect financial loss to. the dairyman in
another way. Itis dlfﬁcult and almost
impossible to obtain an accurate sgm-
ple of sour eream,.and the creamery
wihieh reéceives it has great diffiedlty
in making a proper test. ‘Gas hubbles
and increasing viscosity or gumminess,
are at the bottom. of the trouble,

In nine cases .out of ten the error
in sampling will be in the direction of
giving a lower result. In other words,
a creamery patron who sells his cream
in a sweet condition will get a larger
check than the one who sells sour
cream, even though the guantities of
each are the same and the two creams
were of the same quality or contained
the same amount of butter fat in the
beginning. The chances are always
in faver of an imaccurate test. Rather
than urge creaméries to make any spe-
cial efforts to test sour cream properly
the energy in this direction should be
expended, in securing the cream in a
sweet condition. No creamery ought
to receive sour cream. If creamery
patrons cannot see how much it is to
theif interests as well as to the inter-
ests of the creamety to keep the cream
sweet, an indirect fine may be laid
upon them in this way by giving them
the low: test which sour cream is like-

' . In It 'l‘rue?

Professor C. D. Smith, director of the
Michigan experimental station, states
that it is his judgment that “a cow
yields as rich milk as a heifer as she
will as a mature cow.”

What is the opinion of our readers
on this question? asks Hoard’s Dairy-
man.

Frequent Tests,

John Albright in an address before
the New York Dairymen’s asscciation
said:

Test and weigh the milk of each cow:
for three consecutive days of each
month. Of course a composite sample
is taken which will give the average
test for the three days and will neces-
sitate only one actual test.. In making
these tests it may soon be discovered
that some of the herd are kept at an
actual loss, while others are yielding a

test is so simple that with a little study
every farmer can use it for his purpose
with sufficient accuracy.
Hard to Keep Up Price.

Albany (N. Y.) milk dealers are hay-
ing difficulty in maintaining the retail
price at 8 cents per quart. The demand
has fallen off somewhat on account of
the increase of 2 cents, and some deal-
ers, ratber than carry their milk back
home, have been cutting the price to 6
cents.

Skill In Milking,

Milking is an operation’ which re-
quires skill, as it bas an important ef-
fect on the amount and quality of milk
given. Dairymen know that there are
as great differences between milkers
as between cows and that cows will
do much better with good milkers than
with others. Indeed, good cows are
often almost ruined by poor milkers.

The milker shou'!d avoid handling the
cow more than is necessary,
should make it a rule to do his work
quickly and thoroughly. He should
never go from a sick to a well cow
without first cleansing his bands. The
habit of wetting his bands with milk
is filthy in the extreme and should
never be practiced. Some people think
it necessary, but this is a mistake.
‘The hands should be kept dry. If they
are not, it is impossible to prevent
drops of milk from constantly falling
from them into the pail.

The pail should be held close to the
udder, so as to expose the milk to the
air as little as possible. The farther the
streams fall and the more they spray
the more dirt and bacteria they collect.
Contamination from the fore milk must
be avoided by discarding the first few
streams drawn, or less than a gill in
all. This entails little loss, as the first
milk drawn is always poor in butter
fat, and if it happens to be badly con-
taminated, as is frequently the case,
much injury and trouble may be saved.

of corn are removed from the stalks
and cured on the barn floor or else«
where as best one can. The cornstalks,
still green, but freed from the ears, are
then run through the feed cutter and
preserved as silage. It was claimed
that this was an economical practice,
writes W. A. Henry of Wisconsin ex-
periment station.

Woll summarizes the results at the
Wisconsin station, where silage from
equal areas of land was used, thus:

“Thirty-three thousand seven hunv
dred and fifty pounds of: silage, with
ears, fed in addition to hay and grain,
the feed containing 17,127.5 pounds of
dry matter in all, produced 11,835
pounds of milk.

“Twenty-seven thousand five hun-
dred and seventy-one pounds of silage

of dry ear corn, in addition to hay and
grain, as before, the feed containing
16,491.7 pounds of dry matter in all,
produced 11,423 pounds of milk.”

Hills of the Vermont station reports
that an acre of green corn fodder, in-
cluding ears, reduced to silage was
equal in feeding value to 1.26 acres of
silage from stalks stripped of their
ears fed with the meal made by grind-
ing the dry ear corn which was pro-
duced by the crop. These trials show
that the practice of separating and dry-
ing the ear corn in silage making is
net warranted by the results and that
it is better to run the ear corn into the
silo with the fodder.

Will Summer Silo Pay?

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COST OF HOSPITAL DIET.

The. three main charges against the man-
agement of the General Public Hospital
weta lack ‘of discipline, uncleanliness and
complaints of ifmprOpé_r'fbbd. These have
all ‘been 0 thoroughly established by the
evidence before the ~Royal Comnsission
that we would not have ‘alluded to them
perhaps but for the interesting figures re-
lating to the cost of hospital diet which
were presented -by Mr. W. H. Trueman
based. oh information obtained persomally
by Chairman Tuck in his visit to the var-
jous homss for the sick in Eastern Canada
and the New England. . States,-There
seems to be some little dispute between
Mr. Trueman: and the :commissioners of
the. General I"ui)l'ic ‘.Hospitif as to the cost |
of food at. the latter institutiod, but The
Teigraph has taken the trouble of com-
piling {he figures for itself.

the sick. The mass of testimony has un-
doubtedly jusiified the demand made by,

The Telegraph for a public and thorough
inquiry into this institution, and while it
is too early to weigh fully the benefits
resulting from such an inquiry, undoubt-
edly many wrongs will be righted and
much suffering prevented for the future
patients by the letting in of the whole-
some air and light of public inquiry. There
will not likely be any further hearings
of the Royal Commission, and it is there-
fore probable that mothing remains but
the report of the commissioners to enable
those in authority to make such changes
as have been suggested by the facts ad-
duced. There are, too, dangers before the
commisssioners in preparing their report.
One danger is that they may mot be suf-
ficiently thorough in their recommenda-
tione. The greater danger, however,
would seem to be one of an opposite kind.
The commissioners have been so impress-
ed with the general consensus of opinion
among the ‘witnesses, lay and professional,
that many things were wanting in the
hospital to render it efficient in its work,
that they are apt to mix the question of
want of funds with the lack of discipline
consequent on a divided responsibility and
a primeval system of management by
monthly rotation of commissioners.

b The Telegraph therefore calls attention
to eertain facts of prime importance in
arriving at a well balanced judgment of
the matters at issue. ‘While the commis-
sioners of the General Public' Hospital
have been most frugal in their manage-
ment, it cannot fairly be claimed that the
revenue at their disposal has been insui-
ficient for the needs of the institution as
they understand these needs. Taking the
ten-year period from 1891 to 1901 in:
clusive, we find the recéipts from all
sources amounted to $236,216.85, while the
total expenditures only amounted to
| $231,346.66. Deducting the $4,000 from the
revenue which it was explained came from
the s;ale of bonds, and the balance is still
on the credit side of the hospital ledger.
Nor was this all. ‘Among these current
expenditures are such charges as $1,400
for cost of elevator, and over $9,000 for
heating and laundry plants, items fairly
chargeable to capital account, and for
which authority was given to issue bonds
to the extent of $5,000. One of the com-
missioners explained ¢hat this authority
was not acted upon because the cost of
these plants was paid out of current rev-
enue and the commissioners were not
agreed that the proceeds of the bonds
could be used tos replace this  money.
Certainly an absurd ground for business
men in charge of an important public in-
stitution to take. - Nor does it explain
| the matter to say that by paying these
capital charges out of revenue the hospital
bank account has in the past-two years
been exhausted before the heavy fall re-
ceipts from taxes were obtained. There
is no evidence that such deficits either
last year or this will at any time amount
to anything like the' total of the capital
expenditures paid out of current revenue
for the items mentioned.

While therefore the members of the
Royal Commission may feel justified in
 reporting in favor of the heavier grant
both from the local government and from
the municipality for an improved system
of hospital management, the old excuse
of insufficient funds as accounting for the
lack of proper discipline at various times
in the institution has been pretty well
.,exploded by the testimony.

- WHO PROFITS BY THE STRIKE?

The existence of an organization which
can demonsirate the allegiance of 145,000
workers is probably the most important
matter that commands the attention of
the ordinar); critic of the American coal
strike. Whether any considerable pro-
portion of these men actually know what
they ‘are striking for is doubtful, but it
would seem that there must be something
radically wrong in the relations between
capital and labor when so many men
deliberately quit their work at the dic-
 fates of a master who is not their em-
ployer and who would be utterly power-
less to furnish them with other employ-
ment even at the same rates of remuner-
ation which they now abandon. It must
be therefore only in the hope that other
men cannot be obtained to take their
places and that consequently their de-
mands will be grunted, that the mining
army has struck, unless indeed we except
one proposition, which is that gtrikes have
sometimes been stimulated by employers
themselves for their own advantage.

The latter proposition is not a pleasant
one, but it is nevertheless one that should
command consideration in any investiga-
tion as to causes and conditions, for one
can readily perceive in this instance what
the mine owners stand to gain. If they
were to shut down the works they would
be blamed, whereas a strike puts all the
onus upon the men, and the fact that fhe
price of coal with such a strike immedi-
ately goes up, shows that somebody
stands to make money. In these days of
stock-jobbing schemes, deep-aid plans for
reorganizations of forces with somdbody
else upon whom to lay the resyonsﬂ)ifity,
and all kinds of manipulatiens in vogue,
it i< difficult to tell at first glance who
pulls the strings and where the real
power lies that controls the situation. It
is one Lhing to recognize, as the lngineer-
ing and Mining Journal says, that “these
ignorant aud prejudiced men (the miners)
are easily worked on by unscrupulous
leaders seeking political power, and are
made to feel that they are vietims of
capitalists and the slaves of the coal bar-
ons.” but it is also entirely comprehen-
sible that the educated and shrewd busi-
nes< men who own the property might be
willing lh..r the miners shonld take wmore
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blame than justly belongs to them if the
owners could profit by it. It is an old
game with American shipmasters to drive
a crew into desertion upon arrival at a
port in order to save their wages, and
there is no telling into what other walks
of life the same principle is carried.

The danger of a strike of the present
magnitude -is however in the creation of
a condition which even the shrewdest
operators may find themselves powerless
to control. All strikes are disastrous in
the view that they cause idleness and
actual loss. Although the loss in this in-
stance will fall wholly upon the miners
through the stoppage of their wages and
upon the consumers of coal because of
the_increased prices, as is.the case at the
initiation of the strike, it remains to be
seen who will lose most in the end. Cer-
tainly before American legislation can be
devised to effectively cover all classes of
gtrikes there is a very large subject pre-
senting itself for impartial investigation.

A POSSIBLE INDUSTRY.

Perhaps it is somewhat of a surprise to
the old shipbuilders of New Brunswick
that after a lapse of nearly twenty years
since the abandonment of the wooden
vesselsbuilding industry in this province,
the then threatened extinction of wooden
sailing vessels has not yet taken place.
1t is true that the age of steel steamers
has marvellously developed and it is like-
wise true that the old sailing packets for
passengers have totally disappeared. But
we find today that there are ‘quite a num-
ber of ocean trades in which the sailing
vessel continues to hold its own and we
find also that even in wooden vessel-
building the Americans have succeeded in
developing an evolution that pays. ‘Lhe
evolution is that ‘of = the 'multimasted
schooner and the question arises, why
might not New Brunswick profit by the
Jesson and again enter the arena of vessel-
building under modern conditions?

The first objection to the idea will be of
course the great coastwise trade of the
United States which the owners of these
monster American schooners have 1eserved
to 'them, no such condition as yet con
fronting Canada. But it may be pointed
out that the mewer American schooners
of four, five and six masts are not con-
fining themselves exclusively to the coast-
wise trade, but are mnow going foreign
on transatlantic and more distant chart-
ers, and so successful are they in economy
of operation that the owners are being
encouraged to build more. Last year there
were some even loaded cotton and grain
for Europe and now they are sailing to
the Mediterranean and all distant parts
of the world. They :seem to be efficiently
able to do the business afid doubtless there
will continue to be Mbusiness developing
for them to do. There is an abundance
of over-sea trade to be done by the ves-
sels that can do it most cheaply almost
regardless of time, and as these big
schooners appear to have solved the’prob-
lem of the acme of economy, they must
continue to ke in demand. A glance at
the modern shipbuilding development may
be of interest.

About the time that St. John closed up
its shipyards and everybody concluded
that steamers were going to totally
monopotize things, the steamers con-
structed were of iron hulls, eight to ten
knots speed—a very few perhaps as swift
as fifteen, and rarely above 3,000 or 4,000
tons gross. Steamers now have mostly
steel hulls, with fuel and powersaving
{riple-expansion engines. The speed for
mail and passenger services has been in-
creased to twentyfour knots, but the great
bulk of the world’s steam shipping te-
mains of the cconomical order, compara-
tively handy-sized {reighters of nine to
twelve knots speed, our Battle liners being
a good type. While this develcpment has
been going on in steam, however, there
‘has been a contemporaneous development
jn sail. Much larger ships are built and
even for sail power now commonly with
steel nulls. Britain, Germany and France
have not ceased to produce them and are
not likely to. The Americans have like-
wise gone into the business. The Sewalls
at Bath (Me.) held on to wooden ship
constrnction as long as any, but they also
changed to steel and it is mow unlikely
that any more large square-rigged vessels
will be constiucted anywhere with wooden
hulls.

The evolution of the schooner however
has not partaken of the nature of the
square-rigger, and as long as the materials
for wooden vessels continue fairly abund-
ant it is doubtful if steel hulls’ for them

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nwill supplant the wood. The principle of
economy applies in their construction as
well as in their operation. They developed
as the result of an experiment. The Amer-
ican schooner-owners saw their coastwise
trade being taken from them by the barge
towing business and they resolved if pos-
sible to compete. The talk about such
large foreand-aft wooden wvessels being
necessarily weak, lable to buckle, ete.,
was proved fallacious. They are good sea
boats and the experiment has proved so
much of a success that the schooner men
with their wooden craft get all the trade
they want away from the barges and
make money at it. Of course they do not
get such high freights as in years ago,
but they have succeeded in cubting ex-
penses so as to be able to keep a big
fbalance on the right side of the ledger.
The five or six-masted schooner today,
equipped with her donkey engine for
handling the sails as well as the cargo,
gets along with a crew less than half that
of a squarerigged ship of equal tonnage
and carries a larger cargo. So successful
has ‘the evolution been that now the
schooner-owners are beginning ‘to creep
into the trade of the big sailing ships,
and the odds seem to be with the
schooners.

Now there: never used to be any ques-
tion about the efliciency of St. John ship-
builders. It is entirely probable that ves-
gels might b2 built here again more cheaply
than ever they were. The material for
construetion is mone the less abundant
and means for assembling it at a shipyard
are more ample than ever. The fact that
at least something can be done in this
line is evidenced by the showing of Nova
Scotia, which has not entirely abandoned
the industry and has a few new three or
fouranasted schooners, besides many fisi-
ing vessels and smaller craft, to her credit
every year. There is no question about
the benefit to a community of an enter-
prising shipyard. Since the business still
existing for wooden vessels in the shape of
big schooners has been demonstrated, may
it not be worth the while of some enter-
prising New Brunswickers to seriously
consider the advisability of again develop-
ing the industry? .

INSURANCE PAYMENTS.

Very interesting statistics in regard to
life insurance payments during 1901 are
presented by the New York Insurance
Press in a compilation just issued. These
statistics cover the distribution of pay-
ments amounting in the -year to the en:
ormous sum of $217,162,530 in the United
States and Canada, which is some $20,
000,000 more than in the previous year.
This di¢ not include dividends to policy-
holders and settlements for the surrender
of policies, if which amounts were added
the volume would be brought up to abou!
$300,000,000, or practically a million dol
lars a day for every business day in the
year. The tremendous volume of opera-
tions of the life insurance concerns may
thus ‘be seen, but it is'the local showings
presentéd which' mogt interest Telegraph
readers. i

1t appears, for instance, that the life
insurance payments in St. John last year
amounted to $348,684. Few people have
realized that this city benefited in the
.year to such an extent in hard cash, but
there is no reason to doubt the-evidence.
The amount was greater in proportion
to our population than many another
city, for Quebec, with 50 per cent. more
people had only $366,336, and Halifax but
$166,509. ‘Whether this implies that St.
John people in the past have been more
enterprising than those of Halifax in car-
rying greater insurance which matured
last year, or whether the Halifex people
with insurance didn’t have their policies
mature, are points that the returns do
not cover and in the absence of evidence
upon which the St. John insurance men
may claim greater credit.

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L\ SOUFRIERE AGAIN
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ST, VINCENT PEOPLE FLEE TO KINGSTOWN

Frenzied Inhabitants Crying and Praying for Preservation—
Business at Kingstown Suspended—Alarming Report of
Danger Threatening There—Conditions on Island Terrible.

Kingstown, St. Vincent, Monday, May
19—Another great eruption of the! Souf-
riere voleano occurred last might. Througn-
out Sunday the adjoining districts trem-
bled and some of the shocks were felt
here. Smoke issued from the craters and
fissures of the mountain, and the atmos-
phere throughout the island was exceed-
ingly hot. While, in the bright moon-
light the worshippers were returning from
church, at 8.30 p. m., an alarming lumin-
ous cloud suddenly ascended 30 to 40 ‘miles
high, in the north of the island and drift-
ed sluggishly to the northeast. Incessant
lightning fell on the mountain and one
severa bolt seemed to strike about three
miles from Kingstown. The thunderous
rumblings dn the craters lasted for two
hours and then diminished until they be-
came mere amurmurings. The remainder
of the might was clear. Ashes fell from
10 o'clock until midnight.

Crying and Praying for Preservation.

The inhabitants were frenzied with
fear at the time of the outbreak, dread-
ing a repetition of the catastrophe which
caused such terrible loss of life on thia
igland. They ran from the streets into
the open country crying and praying for
preservation from another terrible cal-
amity. No one on the island of St. Vin-
cent . slept last night, which seemed tu
pasg very slowly.

. Reports received here from the districts
in the vicinity of the volcano say thai
.the rumblings of the crater were appali-
ing and that streams of lava flowed, down
the mountain side. . )

The villagers who had fled to Chateau

Delair and Georgetown for safety, are
now pouring into Kingstown, this being
the furthest town from the Soufriere.
_ The royal mail steamer ‘Wear is bring-
ing rcfugees here from Chateau Belair.
Kingstown is now congested and the de-
mands on the government are increasing
rapidly as more and more people are
obliged to leave their homes .

The continuous agitation of the volcano
and the absence of rain has caused the
\jcinity of the afflicted villages to look
like portions of the Sahara desert.

Business at Kingstown Suspended.

A thick, smoky cloud overspreads the
island, all business is suspended here, the
streets are empty and everyone is terror
stricken. The feeling of suspense is pain-
ful. People pass their time gazing at the
northern sky where the thunder clouds
gather and the mournful roaring of {he
voleano is -heard.

Danger Reported Threatening Kingstown.
Ashes and pumice are falling slowly in
the out-districts. Today there is an alarm-
ing report from a credible source that
Enham mountain, mear the Marriaquia
Valley, an old and apparently extinct
crater, is showing signs of activity. This
volcano is only about six miles from
Kingstown. : ;

St. Vincent Conditions Terrible.

London, May 22—The correspondent of
the Daily Mail at Kingstown, St. Vincent,
describes, in a despatch, the conditions on
that island. He says that 60 per cent. of
the persons injured cannot recover. ‘Lhe

whole island resembles a Sahara, and the]

graves of humans and the remains of ani-
mals are seen on every side. Owing to
the dificulty of breathing, the corres-
pondent could not get near La Soufriere.
Everywhere on the island the rivers have
been stopped by the dust or lava, and in
a valley the dust lies 60 feet deep. Most
of the deaths on St. vncent were caused
by a blast of heafed sulphurous air. The
authorities have ascertained, continues the
correspondent, that the rumor that an-
other crater had been formed by the
eruption of last Monday is untrue.

The sun was obscured all day Monday
and the temperature rose to 103 degrees
Fahrenheit in the shade. A heavy dust
fell that day and terrified the crowds of
islanders who were praying along the sea-
shore. It scemed, says the correspondent,
that the dense air is probably caused by
the volcanic dust from the eruption of

Sunday being blown back on the island by
the trade wind. This explanation has re-
lieved the anxiety.

Ottawa, May 21.—Pickford & Black,
shippers, Halifax, who have a forinightly
service between Halifax and St. Vincent,
have wired the department of trade and
commerce that they are willing to convey
free of charge any goods sent for ihe re-
lief of the sufferers, in the St. Vincent
disaster.

Reports Mont Pelee Quiet

Dominica, B. W. I., May 21—\ sloop
which left Fort De France, Martinique,
yesterday afternoon and which arnved
here today, veports the statement that
the eruption of May 20 occurred back of
Tort De France to be incorrect. This
eruption was from DMont Pele and dust
and small stones were thrown over lort
De France. The sloop left her anchorage
at Fort De France for a few hours yester-
day morning; when she returned the
eruption had ceased. Sailing from Yort
De France later in -the afternoon, the
sloop was opposite St. Pierre during last
night and Mont Pelee was then inactive.
St. Pierre itself, however, was still burn-
ing. ;

Point A Titre, Island of (uadeloupc,
May 21—The streams of boiling mud and
the fire from the last eruption of Monb
Pelee destroyed all that remained of the
northern part of the island, according to
the refugees, and Martinique seems des-
tined to complete destruction.

New York, May 21—Captain M. Hanser,
of .the Norwegian steamer Talisman, which
arrived today from Barbadoes, brings 2
story of a volcanic oubburst on Diamond
Rock, an isolated island two miles from
the southwest part of Martinique. He
said: “I left Demerara May 6 for Bar-
bados to lead sugar for New York. We
arrived May 8. We sailed from Barbadocs
May 12 and passed Diamond Rock, stand-
ing about 800 fect high. As we passed the
rock in the morning of May 13, a glare
of fire was scen several times. As the
rock is not inhabited, and I mever betore
had seen light there, I stood in and to my
surprise found the place on fire and smoke
coming from the peak of the rock, but
could not determine its character.”

Dixie Relief.

Washington, May 9]—Adjutant-General
Corbin tonight received the following
cablegram from Captain Gallagher who
went to Martinique on the Dixie:

ACTION TAKEN BY PRESBYTERY OF ST.
JOHN TUESDAY NIGHT.

Hears Statement of Church Committee and
Accepts Resignation of Rev. W. W. Rain-
nie, to Go Into Effect at the Exd of May--
Other Matters.

The Presbytery of St. John held an ad-
jowned meeting Tuesday at St. Aa-
drew’s church for the purpose of consider-
ing several important matters, including
the resignation from Calvin church of Rev.
W. W. Rainnie, the call to St. George of
Rev. A. D. IFraser and the reception of
matters affecting ,missions.

Rev. Dr. J. A. Morison was moderator
and the following members were present:
Revs. T. F. Fotheringham, A. H. Foster,
D. J. Fraser, Jas. Burgess, W. W. Rainnie,
L. G. Macneill, Ross, G. D. Ireland and
Elders 8. R. Jack and Peter Chisholm.
There was also at the session a deputa-
tion from Calvin church consisting of
Messrs, M. J. Murphy, T. 8. Hill, Wm.
Robertson and James Buchanan.

The moderator announced that instrue-
tions had been given to issue citation to
the congregation of Calvin, church regard-
ing the sitting of the Presbytery-to coun-
sider Rev. Mr. Rainnie’s resignation. This
had been done and the congregation had
appointed a committee comprising slessrs.
DMurphy, Hill, Robertson and Buchanan
to meet with the Presbytery and act on
behalf of the church:

The following statement revealing Cal-
vin church’s attitude had been prepared
by 'the committee and: was submitted by
T. 8. Hill'as follows:—

' - St. John, (N. B.), May 20.

To the Reverend, the Presbytery of St.
Jobn:: . .
 We, the official bearers and congregajion
of lev'in Presbyterian church, having
‘been’ duly cited to attend a meeting of
the Presbytery held' in: St. Andrew’s
church on this 20th day. of May to give
reasons why the resignation of Rev. W.
W. Rainnie should not be accepted. We
as a congregation regret very much that
financial difficulties forced us to seek ad-
wvice and dnstruction from the Presbytery,
but after a careful consideration of the
whole matter we thought it was the most
honorable course to pursue which, after
investigation, was approved of by your
committee. We feel very grateful to Rev.
Mr. Ross, who planned a way out of our
present difficuities and brought about a
way whereby we ara enabled to keep our
church property and to keep our congre-
gation together, as no doubt we would
have been scatterdd—some would have
gone to several Presbyterian churches and
some' would not. ' But whie we are deep-
ly grateful to youn reverend body for:en-
abling Mr, Ross to carry out his proposal,
we sincepely regret ‘that our acceptance
of his plan necessitates the severing of
thgit | tie betwesn our pastor and his pec-
ple fvhich, for the past mine years, has
held 'u3 harmoniously together. ‘But under
the existing circumstances and ‘changes
already made, we cannot but comply with
our paster’s-wish -to weign and we-ear-
nestly, pray, that in his'mew field of labor
to which our Master may call him that
his hajids may be strengthened for the
work and ‘his labors be rewarded with
sueegss.

We assure the Presbytery that we will
give our whole strength and energy to the

The commissioners did
not wish it understood that the congrega-
tion were urging Mr. Rainnie to resign,
but since he had expressed his desire to
do so they could not but feel that if he
remained he would be but acting against
his best self interests. Whenever his
resignation went into effect all arrears in
salary would be promptly paid.

It was then moved by Rev. Mr. Ross
and seconded by Rev. Mr. Macneill that
Rev. Mr. Rainnie’s resignation be ac-
cepted, the sume to go into effect at the
end of the present month. It was ar-
ranged that Calvin pulpit be occupied by
Rev. Mr. Ross the first Sabbath in June,
but beyond this date no definite plans
‘have been made. .

STRANGE TRURO AFFAIR.

Wednesday Produced Some Developments in
the Remarkable Case of Henry Mutray.

Truro, May 21—(Special)—On May 8, a
body arrived here from Reno, Nevada,
supposed to be the body of Henry Mur-
‘fay, formerly of the Royal Bank of Can-
ada here. The body was interred as that
of young Murray, having been identified
by a number of papers found upon it.
The ‘young man’s father, however, was not
convinced that the body. was that of dis:
son 4n# ‘since thé funeral there has been
much speculatioh a& to-the “real identity
of the corpse. Ilf.was learned today that
a letter had been reccived from Henry
Murray, which was written by him at a
date later than that on which the wire
of his death was received. No {fur-
ther particulars .have been receved, but
it is learned that amother brother iz mow
‘in Reno making inquiries and the body
intesred here will probably be identified
through this agengy. Last summer young
Murray had a smt of clothes stolen and
later lost an overcoat. Ome story which
is believed by many is that the body
buried is that of‘the man who stole the
clothes and that' the papers may have
been in his pocket.

Truro, May 21—Nothing for some time
has caused the excitement that has been
in Truro ‘for thelast few weeks over the
case of Harry Murray’s supposed death
and burial. Nothing can be learned from
the family or friends in charge of the
matter, but from those nvith whom they
have talked freely a little more definite
information than previously reported is to
hand. It seems“that on'receipt of the
first telegram here, a reply was sent ask-
ing how the body was idemtified. The
first wire from Réno stated that “H. Mur-
ray is dead, no funds; wire ingtructions.”
The second in reply to the inquiry said
the identification ‘was from a receipt in
the ‘pocket 'of the Heceased for money sent
to Mrs.: Angus Mwrray, Truro, and from a
sesvspaper*.clipping in reference to Prof.

‘College staffi -t was on the. strengbh of
these wires {fhat;\instructions were sept
to have the body forwarded to Truro.,
The letter from Hayry Murray now td
hand, written after the date of his sup-
posed death, is taken as conclusive that
there has been a mistake. This was writ-
ten from a place about 20 miles from
"0gden (Utah) in the vicinity of 400 or 500
miles from Reno.

A speculation on the streets, though
not- probably true, is that the body inter-
red here as that of Harry E. Murray, is,
inreality, that of another Harry Murray,
who left Truro a eouple of years ago. His
mother’s name was Mrs. Angus Murray,,
but she is now married to a Mr. Ross
and lives in Trure.

“ Wrecks in Storm at Falklpnd Islands.

Port Townsand, Wash., May 22—A let-
ter received here from Port Stanley, Falk-
land Islands, under date of April 4, says
that during the past few months storms
of unusual violence have prevailed, that
shipping has suffered severely and that
the islands are -strewn with wreckage.

Turks Killed by Bulgarians.

Sofia, Bulgaria, May 20.—The tension
on the Turkish frontier has resulted in
two more fights between 'I'urkish and
ulgarian troops, and the deaths of five
soldiers. On May 17 a Bulgarian fron-
tier guard surprised tvo Turkish sol-
diers on Bulgarian soil near the village
of Rilo, and killed both the Turks as
they were trying to escape. On May 18
some other Turkish soldiers tried for-
cibly to recover the bodies of the two
men kifled on May. 17. In- this engage-
ment three Turks were killed and one
Bulgarian was wounded. A judicial re-
port of these occurrences has been drawn
up, but the Turkish representatives re-
fused to sign the documents.

Fontysix did not
reply, five were reported dead, 12 had
grown worse, 201 thought themselves still
relatively . cured, and 72 were absolutely
Zured. Dr. von Ruck, of Asheville (N.. C.)
reponted to the author of this essay that
he had written to 630 of his former paiti-
ents wiho had left the sanatorium from one
to three years before; 457 * regponded,
directly or thromeh friends. Of these, 67
felt absolutely cured; 70 felt relatively
cured; 258 felt still smproved; 62 got worse
or had died. -Dr. E. R. Baldwin, of Sar-
nac Lake (N. Y.) reported recently that
at the Adriondack Cotlage Sanatorium
they were in constant correspondence with
115 patients who had been disdharged
within the last 10 or 12 years, and while
a few had relapsed slightly. the majority
were well at their homes. Of course, these
reports do not, and cannot, correspond
exactly. With the exception of the last
named institution = (Adirondack Cottage
Sanatorium), whidh only takes patients in
the earlier stages, those sanatoria receive
patients for treatment in all stages of the
discase. But, as a whole, these statistics
are certainly encouraging, and the ques-
tion “Can consumption be lastingly
cured?” may also be answered with a de-
cided Yes.

Not only the living but even the dead
give us absolute proof of the curability of
tuberculosis of the lungs: In the autop-
gies (post mortem examinations) of gpany
individuals who have died of othely dis-
eases than consumption, healed scar
found in the lungs, giving the visible §
dence of a healed tuberculosis. Statistifg
concerning this occurrence show that th
rumber of cases of healed tubenrculosis of
the lungs, discovered at autopsies, is near-
ly 25 per cent.

REMINISCENCES OF 22 YEARS IN
BELLEVUE HOSFITAL.

The Retiring Superintendent of Nurses’
Training School Talks of the Advance in
Surgery~Influence .of One Institution
Upon Another--Trials of Early Days.

Miss Agnes S. Brennan, superintendent
of the New York Training School for
Nurses at Rellevue Hospital, on May Ist
resigned her position in connection witih
fhe training school, after 22 years of ser-
vice in a period that has witnessed a
wvonderful development of both institu-
tions. ;

For 14 years of that time, since 1883,
when she became superintendent, Miss
Brennan has personally instmucted 352
graduates, many of whom are now super-
intendents of other schools, and among
these may be mentioned those who have
established schools in Cuba and in the
Phiiippines. To this number may be add-
ed those graduated in the four years
previous to 1888, when, as assistant super-
intandent, she was instructor for her pre-
decessor, who, while an efficient executive,
was not a trained nurse. I

Miss Drennan entered the New York
Mrathing School for: Nurses in October,
1880, and was gratuated in 1883, having
gpent the extra year in private nursing.
The year following she became assistant
superintendent to Miss Perkins, who haq
suacceded Sister Helen, the first head of
this school. Sister Helen, who came from
the All Saints’ Sisterhood, London, in
1873, onganized “the school on the princi-
ples advanced by Florence Nightingale. 1t
was the first school founded in this coun-
try, and in her early apprenticeship and
succeeding years of experience, Miss Bren-
nan has had rare opportunity for observ-
ing the development Of the sdhool and
the rapid strides made in surgery.

Aseptic surgery®was in itg infaney. To
open the abdonten was then thought to
be fatal. The first successful laparatomy
operation was performed at Bellevue in
1882; since then thousands of them have
been successfully accomplished. In con-
sequence of the care their patients receiv-
ed, surgeons discovered that operations
never before attempted were possible, the
capacity of the hospital was increased,
and with it the cares and responsibilities
of the nurse were multiplied.

Bellevue is now considered a severe
training school for nurses, but Miss Bren-
nan says that, compared with the duties
in the early days of the school, the pres-
ent day nurses do not krow what hard
work means. Then there were only 50 in
the school, with 12 outside doing private
nursing. At night two and three nurses
had to do the work in all the wards.
Now there are 80 in the school, #ll on
duty, with two and three night nurses
to each wand. “In those days the patients,
babies and all,. were fed condensed milk:
Now they all get fresh milk. Thene were
no gpecial pavilions for the insane and
alcoholic patients then. All patiemts re-
ceived were put either in the medical,
surgical or emergency ward. Up to 1888
old-fashioned matiresses were in use, witll
Limited facilities for refilling them with
clean straw, and every time a bed had
to be remade the nurses weve compelled
to reach down and run their arms through
the packing -to make it comfortable for
the patient.

In speaking of the tax upon the
strength of a nurse in those days, Miss
Brennan recalled one ward, .the womnen’s
surgical ward, in charge of a girl she
knew in 1881. There -were 30 beds and
the patients were constantly changing,
many of the cases being emengency ones.
Tor these 30 beds the nurse had a supply
of 100 sheets to do with, best she might.
Anobher instance she mentioned was that
of a young ginl who began her night duty
in solitary charge of two  large wards.
She had never seen a person die before,
and her firdt three nights were devoted
o ministering to the wvictims of three
shiocking accidents.

Yet this training, Miss Brennan be-
eves, is the muking of a nuree, for the
reason that it teaches her to become cool,
brave and self-reiiant. She is constantly
forced to exert her ingenuity; and she
gradunlly aequires the faculty of being
able to meet any emergency.

In gpeaking of thc generous aid to pa-
tients given by persons outside the hospi-
tal. Miss Brennan recalled the beginning
of the work of sewing sociaties in supply-
ing garments for patienits in the children’s
ward. In 1884 @ woman visiting the hos-
pital displayed such an interest in the
little ones that her attention was called
tto their garments (then it was a problem
for the nurses to cover he bodies of their
charges), and it was suggested that they
would look much brighter and happier if
they all had clean jackets. The woman
laft, saying that she would give the mat-
ter her atitention. During the summer she
interested her friends hear her home -in

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the subject, organized a sewing society,
and in the fall, when she returned to the
city, she bromght with her boxes and
boxes full of comfortable garments. “That
work she maintained for years, and when
she died her daunghter took it up. Now
ithere are several societies doing this good
nvork.

Miss Brennan has been particularly suc-
cessful with children. When she was a
probationary nurse there were no child-
rens wards in the hospital. The little
ones were mixed with the adults. Now
there are five children’s wards. It was
the writer's good fortune to accompany
Miss Brennan on her rounds recently.
Every child seemed to kmow her. Those
who were able to walk followed her about,
tugging at her skirts, and those in the
beds, less fortunate, cooed and shook
their fists to attract her atitention. They
all looked clean and happy.

1t was not very many years ago when
there wias little opportunity for observing
Thanksgiving day or Christmas in the hos-
pital wards. One little tree sufficed for
all the children, but . did not, go very
far around. The managemenit was occu-
pied with more impontant things. Now
each dhildren’s wand has a Christmas tree
and there is a lange one for the adults.
There is a Christmas dinner and a
Thanksgiving day dinner, and the hospital
supplies the turkeys. The nurses decorate
ithe tables, which are placed in the centre
of the wards, where all the patients can
see them, and there is good-nattured ri-
valry among the nurses to see who will
have the best looking spread. Oranges,
nuts, candies, and pies are furmished by
friends of the hospital eutside.

The Christmas trees are decorated at
night, and screens are placed around
them, to be removed on Christmas dey.
Enough presents and toys are sent in to
last the whole year. The holidays are
now very happy ones at Bellevue. The
pabients get a new idea of the day. They
florget their troubles and their pains, and
they are all the better for it.

The women patients receive articles of
clothing as presents, and in the Sturgis
pavilion stockings are hung up for - the
men  at night to sunprise them¥ in the
morning with all sorts of funny toys that
\hey contain. :

Miss Brennan says that the school and
its friends have, in a grealt measure, ac-
complished all this good cheer for the
patients, and in this gshe does not wibh-
hodd credit to the hospital management
for what it has dome. The school, she
eays, is her hobby, but, in speaking of it,
she never mentions herself. Somehow,
she does not connedt herself with any of
the improvements that have taken place
in her career as superintendent.
