' grace greater than humility. No man
can be great in faith that is not mighty
in humility.”

Greatest of All Problems.

“We are in the midst of a great fed-
eral clection, involving the choice of
representativeg for the next five years,
representatives who wih have to solve
the current problems, but also those
arising out of the perlod of recon-
struction in Canada, and in the coun-
cils of the Empire and the world. If
ever there was a time when the citi-
zeng of Canada should face the issues
on bended knees, that time is now.

MIDDELESEX COUNTY OLD BOY, DIES

Prominent Figure in American
Farm Implement Manufac-
turing Circles Passes Away
in West.

Dain was particularly impressed by
the time lost and labor expended as
a result of the slow, tedious methods
which were then used in putting up
hay. He saw a great need and oppor-
tunity for machinery that would les-
sen labor, shorten the harvest period,
and by making it possible to harvest
the crop at the proper time, improve
the quality of the hay.

First Invented Stacker.

Naturally of an inventive nature, Mr.
Dain set to work to develop hay har-
vesting tools. He invented first an
automatic stacker, and then an im-
proved sweep rake. At the outset Mr.
Dain was fully satisfiled with the per-
formance of his new tools. But the
farmers of the community were dubi-

ous. They insisted that hay would not
kee%e!r handled by machinery. It had
to heaped into small cocks, they

said, and left to sweat before it could
be. safely stacked. But so confident
was Mr. Dain that he had solved the
haymaking problem he sold out his
furniture business in order that he
could devote all his time to the devel-
opement of his inventions. He accom-

The first patent was granted to Mr.

Dain in 1882, The first tools were
built in a small shop at Springfield,
Mo. Within a short time the demand

fer Dain tools. was too great for the
capacity of the smal shop, and in 1883
a factory was built at Armourdale,

Kan. * Mr, Dain was manager of this
factory. Other types of stackers and
rakes were evolved by Mr. Dain's
brain, The demand for the new hay

tools increased to such an extent that
greater factory facilities were re-
quired. A new enterprise known as
the Dain Mower Company was estab-
lished in 1887 at Carrolton, Mo. Mr,
Dain, having added a mower to his

line.
Business Steadily Increases.

In 1890 the business was incorporat-
ed with a capital of $40,000 under the
name of Dain Manufacturing Company.
As a result of the flourishing business
the capital was increased to $60,000 in
1912. Shortly afterward the capitali-
zation was increased to $200,000. In
1500 the enterprise was moved to its
present home at Ottumwa, Ia. There
it began operating with a capitaliza-
tion of $300,000, which was later in-
| creased to $600,000. In 1910 the big

plant entered the family of Deere fac-
| tories. From the time of its origin
i until his death Mr. Dain was president
of;the company.

Although one of the most successful
men in the farm implement world, Mr.
Dain was extremely modest in regard
to his accomplishments. He took great
pride in the work of his inventions,
but the part that he played in the de-
velopmeht of Dain machinery was al-
ways kept subordinate by him. {

Mr. Dain had eainéd a wide ac-|
auaintance throughout America. His|
pleasing personality made him friends
everywhere, No man in the imple-
ment industry had more. He knew all
of his employees personally and was
beloved by them. His untimely death
will be a great shock to thousands of
men enraged in the manufacture and
distributien of agricultural imnlements,

Prominent In Machinery World.

Prisoner May Have To Be

Forcibly Fed, Food Hav-
ing Been Refused.

An inquiry into the mental condition
of Miss Margaret Thompson, who has
been for the past seven months in the
county Jail here for contempt of court,
I8 being conducted today.

Since Thursday last, the day when
first showed signs of mental
weakening, Miss Thompson has not
slept a  minute. Today she sat in her
jail cell staring biankly at the floor,
ang steadfastly refusing to answer any
of the questions put to her, All day
sunday and throughout ‘the night she
cried and shrieked, according to jail
officialg, and only became quiet this
morning when too exhausted to con-
tinue. "

Upon the decision of the doctors who
will conduct the mental. examination
depends the proposed transfer of Miss
Thompson from the jail to the Hospital
for the Insane.

Forcil le f{eeding may have to be re-
sorted to as for four days and four
nights the prisoner has refused to eat.
She =til] continued to refuse to talk of
her niece, Tean Link, and it would seem
now that the ’'ocation of the girl, for
whose sake the prisoner has remained in
Jail, will remain forever a mystery.

Misg Thompson was committeed to
jail for contempt of court when she re-
fused to obey a court order and reveal
the whereabouts of the girl whose cus-
tody had been awarded, by the courts,
to her father, William Link.

After the commitment public senti-
ment was so strong in Leondon that
petitions gigned py more than 4,000 Lon-
doners were forwarded to the Dominion
minister ok justice and to the Ontaric
attorney-general. Because the case was
a civil action neither could take action
to secure the woman's release.

The mental breakdown of the prisoner

was sudden, Until Thursday last she
showed no signs of it. Suddenly, appar.

BOURLON WOODAND VILLAGE
DOMINATE REACHES BEYOND:
OVER HUNDRED GUNS TAKEN

IN FRANCE, Novgmber 25. — (By the
Assoclated Press.)<The Germans have
continued to stiffen their resistance
against the Britigsh advance and as
one -British officer remarked “The
Boche has been fighting hard.” »
If the British retain their hold on
Bourlon wood and the village they
will have acquired a position on high
ground which; overlooks wide reaches
of the surrdunding territory. The
Germans Saturday were working
desperately to construct a line of

ern side of Cambrai, which lies féur
miles east of [Bourlon. The position at
Cambrai is a streng one because . of
natural defences.
Enemy Rushing Up Guns;

The Germans have been rushing
gung to the Cambrai sector as far as
possible from other parts of the line,
as they have suffered serious losses in
artillery. The counter-battery work
of the British has been most success-
ful from the beginning, and prisoners
admit that a large .number of their
guns have been knocked out. No
accurate account has been made as yet
of the captured booty in British hands,
but it ig known that. the captured
gufis will exceed one hundred, a con-
siderable portion of these are heavies.
Innumerable machine guns were also
captured.

The work of the British air service
since Tuesday has been magniflcent.
The country has been- blanketed “with
heavy low-lying clouds, and much

rain has fallen. Because of these at-
mospheric conditions the planes have
been forced to fly very low, operating

within a few yards of the ground. This
has placed them within range not only
of the machine guns but of the rifies.
‘Battlées in. the Clouds.

~ The enemy. airmen have not been
inactive, and numerous battles have
taken place in the mist-laden clouds.
The Germans have suffered consider-
ablg loss in maching guns.

One British brigade of planes has,
in the fighting before Cambrai, raised
its total of enemy planes shot down
during the year to four hundred.

The work accomplished by the tanks
has had & bad efféect on the morale of
the German tréops, according to
prisoners. When the tanks made their
initial appearance on the western front
they filled the Germans with dismay.
This fear diminished, however, be-
cause of the belief that the artillery
could cope with the iron monitors.

Tanks Too Many For Guns.

The great number of tanks thrown
into Tuesday’'s attack made it im-
possible for the German artillery to
deal with them, and as a result some-
thing of the old fear came back to the
enemy infantrymen. The tanks have
come through thus far with losses
remarkably small, in view of the vigor-
ous warfare they carried deep into the
enemy . territory. The rapid strides
made in the improvement of these
great machines since they were first
tried out have been strikingly shown
in the present battle. Their greatest
feat was the smashing of the deep
strong lines ‘of barbed wire before the
Hindenburg line and the manner in
which they crossed ditches and
mounteq through wooded elevations
like Bourlon wood has given added
assistance to_their practicability.

FARMERS UP IN ARMS

in the city of Brantford.

Experienced Helpers.

The farmers” sons were boys who had
been brought up on the farm and were
very experienced farm workers and were
the only helpers to their fathers who
are advanced in years and no longer
able to do heavy work on the farms,
ranging all the way from 100 acres to
over 200 acres.

This tribunal paid not the slightest
atterition ‘to any statements that if
these men were taken production in
this community would be very largely
decreased. We wish .to impress upon
you that the situation in this com-
munity will .be extremely critical it
these men are taken, as no farm labor
is to be hired and these young men
are now working day and night, every
day in the year, and making tremendous
efforts to keep up production-and do the
necessary work on these farms,

In several cases these farms are al-
ready serjpusly under-manned, so that
the farmers heve not this season pro-
duced as much as they did in the past
year, when it was possible to hire farm
labor, and with the backward season
this year there iz not one man out of
50 or 60 that is not absolutely required
to maintain the production of farm
produce for sale in this community.

Only Son Taken,

In one instance the onlyd son of his
father was drafted, although they are
working 200 acres of land in the town-
ship of Townsend, one of the best farms
in the county of Norfolk, In a very in-
tensive way, raising over 2,000 bushels
of grain, 1,640 pounds of milk, about
5,000 pounds of hogs, and a number of
beef cattle for sale, and busily looking
after a herd of 35 pure bred ‘Holstein
cattle.

Owing to the fact that there are 50
or 60 cases in which exemption has been
refused, of which these are only typical,
we firmly believe that we have a right
to insist upon redress immediately, as
our commupity is being treated very
differently than experlenced farmers’
sons are being treated before other tri-
bunals surrounding, and we wish to
assure you that anything you can do for
us will be greatly appreciated. We arc
sure we have your synfpathy, and we
fully expect immediate relief.

NORTHGLIFFE SAYS

Byng’s Success.

LONDON, Nov. 25.—Viscount North-
cliffe, who was head of the British mis-
‘sfon to the Uniteq States for the co-
ordination of ‘war work, tonight gave
the Assoclated Press the following
statement on the war:

‘““This has been distinctly the best
week of the war, I.refer not only to
Gen, Byng's success, but to that of
Col. House and Premlier Lloyd George,
who have been ‘buttoning things up,’
to use an expression of "the colonel's.

“The days of the waste of life and
treasure -caused by the Allies’ mutual
ignorance of one =another’s plans are
nearly over. . American soldiers, sail-
ors and businessmen, ang their British
colleagues have been working overtime.

“It woulq be unwise to talk of de-
tdlls, but as 1 never have been back-
ward in criticizing inefficiency, I
should be lacking in Jjustice if I did
not speak of the high efficlency of this
week's conference. There was no
glorious British constitution and Fourth
of July hot alr.about the proceedings.
1t was realized that time is the most
valuable asset of war. There was very
little banquetting anq there were no
parades, yet I venture to say that the
greatest move toward victory yet made
in any theatre of the war was effect-
ed in London this week. .

““The prospects of the Paris confer-
ence are fine. The war is at last be-
coming what ‘it * always should have
been—a close :business partnership of
the Allles.” ‘

Kitchener, Nov. 25.—In an interview
with The Advertiser W. D. Euler, In-
dependent Liberal candidate, made the
following statement as to the trouble:

Naturally
this caused trouble, and in the state of
ill feeling that resulted the Laurier
supporters entered the rink. Even
then, I am assured, the boys dld all
that was possible to maintain order,
but the people, apparently, took mat-
ters into their own hands and could
not be controlled.”

The Revolver Incldent.

It developed tonight that Sam Orazek,
the Pole arrested with the gun, is a
discharged soldier who was not over-
seas. ~ Chlef of Police O'Neill stated
that he had no fear that the man
had designs upon anyone. Orazek says
he had the revolver while out shoot-
ing in the afternoon, and later got
drunk ard forgot to remove the wea-
pon.

Borden Howled Down.

KITCHENER, Nov. 24.—Pandemon-
ium let loose not inaptly describes the
sceng in the big auditorium here this
evening when the Premier of Canada,
Sir Robert Borden, who came here to
support the candidature of W. G.
Weichel, M.P. for re-election to the
House of Commons as'a Unionist, was
howleq down and prevented from ob-
taining a hearing.

Half an hour bhefore time for the
meeting a big procession of young men
paraded the streets. begaring banners
inséribed: “We Want Laurier and
Justice,” and ‘Vote For Euler, the
People’s Friend.”” They were set upon
by a number of returned soldiers, who
succeeded in capturing the Laurier
banner, but the processionists manag-
ed to secrete the other one bearing
the name of FEuler, the Laurler candi-
date and took it with them to the
meeting, where they hung it over the
railing of the top 'gallery facing the
platform. The audience was an im-
mense one,  probably numbering 8,000
persons. _The disturbing element was
for themost part confined to the two
gallerigs and might fairly be put down
ag forming thirty per cent of those
attending.

Looked Serious.

At one time it seemed as though a
riot would be precipitated., . This was
immediately after the premier had
resumed his séat and given up the at-
tempt to speak, when Dan Heisey,
wh ohappens to be the brother-in-law
of the Laurier candidate, sprang upon
a bench and called for a hundred
volunteerg to clear out the gallery.
Severa] voices called: *“Clear out the
gallery,”” and for a moment things look-
ed serious, but others of the premier’s
following dissuaded the more militant
ones, and the danger was averted.

Not only ‘was the premier prevented
[from speaking, but the same treatment
was also meted out to the chairman,
Dr. G. F. Honsberger, and H. M.
Mowat, the Unionist candidate in
Parkdale.. The only man who succeed-
ed in being heard at all wag W. G.
Weichel, the candidate, and he was
interrupted. continuously.

One arrest 'was made at the meeting,
a Pole named. Orazek,. being found
there with a flask of whiskey and a
loaded revolver on his person.

o Mostly Noise.
While there was some heckling in

the ordlnary sense of the word, the
disturbance was. for the most part
simply noise, hoots, cat-calls, stamp-

ing and cheers for Laurier and Euler
from the opponents of the Union Gov-
ernment, mingled with the .shouts of
defence of its supporters.

BY A “FAKE” MARRIAGE

Miss.Tatiana Romanoff Is On
Her Way to United States.

25.—Miss ‘Tatiana
second daughter
of Nicholas Romanoff, deposed Emperor
of Russia, has escaped from
through a fictitious marriage to a son
of a former chamberlain of the czar,
and is now on her way to the United
States, chaperoned by an English-
woman, according to information made
public hcere tonight by persons con-

New York, Nov,

nected with the Russian civilian re-
lef.

The former grand duchess, who is 20
years old, made her escape from

Tobolsk, the present home of the ex-
iled emperor, to Harbin in Manchuria,
and thence to Japan, where passage was
taken on a steamship for either San
Francisco or Vancouver. Ivan Narodny,
who was connected with the Russian-
American Asiatic Corporation, told to-
night how Miss Romanoff succeeded in

leaving Russia. He said news of her
escape was ent to him by the em-
peror's former .second chamberlain,

named Frederick, an old friend, and
that the young woman’s flight had been
known to a close circle of friends.

He explained that the daughters of
the former emperor were permitted to
leave Tobolsk and visit relatives else-
where, but -were forbidden to leave
Russian territory. The plan was then
conceived for her to “marry”. a son of
Frederick, as this would give the for-
mer grand duchess greater freedom of
movement about Russia. The formall-
ties of the ceremony were carried out
with every apparent reality, and.only
those who knew the secret understood
it was a ruse to effect Miss Romanoff’'s

escape.

“In this battle the tanks of the Brit-i
i{sh for the first time have been afforded
an opportunity for working in large('
numbers and for showing they possess,
special value under conditions suitable}
to them. Without them the complete|
surprise galned would not have been|
possible, could even not have been at-
tempted. Their performances rave en-
tirely justified the trust placed in them.|

“Infantry, artillery and aircraft havei
co-operated with efficiency and com-!
plete devotion to duty, in which they
never fail. The cavalry has co-operated
with the other arms with excellent re-
sults. The Royal Engineers, the signal
services, transportation services, army
service corps and the varfous adminis-
trative services concerned each per-
formed most valuable work.

“To General Sir Julian Byng and his
staff, to the commanders and staffs
under him, and to all arms and services
engaged in these operations my thanks
and warmest congratulations are due
for the manner in which they prepared
and carried through the operations, and
on the splendid results achieved

“I also express my obligations to all
ranks at general headquarters for the
success with which they have met the
severe stain imposed by the arrange-
ments for these operations, In addition!
to the sudden movement of troops to
Italy, the operations on the Flanders
front, and the many other movements
and reliefs whi¢ch had to be carried out
simultaneously.

“The operations on the third army
front would in all probability have mis-
carried if the enemy had gained timely
warning of our intentions, and a most
satisfactory feature in connection with
these operations is the complete secrecy
maintained. For this my thanks are

.Faught in Darkness.

Little by little the Germans were
forced to give ground at the northwest
edge of the wood, about Bourlon Village,
until the British infantry reached the |
hloodstained streets of the hamlet once |
more. Dusk settled down about the
contending forces, but they still con-
tinued to shoot and thrust at one an-
other in the gathering darkness.

No more grim tragedy has been cn-
acted since the war began than was
staged among the ruing of Bourlon Vil-
lage 1a$t night.

Since the
first of the month a number of American
hay buyers purchased fodder in this and
adjoining districts in wholesale quan-
I tities, with the consequence that there
occurred a scarcity, which condition is
expected to remain until after the win-
ter.
Oats are selling at a brisk rate when-
ever offered. The maximum price set
| by the food controlier some months ago
has not been reached locally, but the
range of prices have hovered from 1Qg
|to 15¢ below the fixed value.
| Wheat and bariey are scarce and the
demand poor. Standard prices for these
grains cannot be quoted owing to the
