RAILWAY BOARD THROWS
BOMB AT MANUFACTUERS
DECLARING WAR PRICES 10

BE EXCESSIVELY RAISED

Five Commodities Boosted 10 O Per Cent, and Others From
90 Per Cent to 35 Per Cent — President of C. M. A.
Says Charges of Profiteer ing Are Immoderate.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Toronto, Aug. 2.—Like a bomb falling into a peace conference came the
charge of the Canadian railway war board today that manufacturers dealing
with eleven named -commodities have taken undue advantage of the present
cpidemic of high prices, and have actually increased their rate of profit out of
all proportion to the actual increase in their cost of production.

Five commodities, boots and shoes, coal, cordwood, gasoline and
hardware, the board claims, have been boosted 100 per cent in price
since the war began; flour, 90 per cent; sugar, 80 per cent; pork, 76 per
cent; clothing and tobacco, 50 per cent; beef, 35 per cent.

Manufacturers not only deny they have unduly raised their prices, but
even declare that the Canadian railway board's figures are exaggerated. : The

SAYS THERE'S A REASON.

“If ojl has gone up there is a good reason for it,” declared ‘Mr. Parsons.
“There has been an enormous demand, and there have been few fields of
production found of late.

“The United States alone, since last year, rquires 500,000 gallons of the
highest class of gasoline that can be produced for their air service. The muni-
tion industry and the greater number of automobiles have also increased the
demand for oils. Higher prices are caused entirely by two things, the great
increase in the price of crude oil, over which we have no control, and the big
war é#mand, since the Allies look 'to the American continent for all their sup-

i

plies of oil products.”

Mr. Parsons did not think the Canadian Manufaclurers’ Assbciéiion.ﬁ'ould;
as a body, take up the charges of undue profit-making, hurled by the Cana-
dian railway war board against manufacturers of certain commodlti;e? The
board’'s statement was too general, he said.

J. E. Walsh, manager of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Association,
plied thus to the statement of the Canadian railway war board:

“The board makes the statement that the increase in fre¢ight rates has
been about 30 per cent. As a matter of fact, the rates under which general
merchandise moves has been increased, efféctive August 12, approximately 50
per cent, and other rates have been increasd proportionately. The demurrage
charges, moreover, have been increased from $1 per car per day to a minimum
of $5 per car per day.”

GIERGES, A VILLAGE
OF THE DEAD, LIES
IN GAS-FILLED GUT,

Every Flower and Herb Is
Blighted and»Burned.

BATTLEFIELD SURROUNDS

Deadly Fumes Left Trail of
_ Poisoned Animals of
All Kinds.

London, Aug. 2.—The tide of battle
on the American front drifted somewhat
eastward on Wednesday, all of the most
severe fighting occurring in the vicinity
of Cierges, which is some two miles
southeast of Sergy, says Reuter’s cor-
respondent on the American front, tele-
graphing Thursday evening.

“Cierges,” continues the corre-
spondent, ‘has for some days been a
stumbling-block to our advance, and
it is noteworthy that it and the Meu-
neire Wood formed strong centres of
opposition during the first German
retreat from the Marne, the havoc
wrought during the retreats be-
ing curiously intermingled. One
stately chateau, whose towers have
been freshly damaged . by German
shells, has in the banqueting hall big
hushes of elderberries, which evi-
dently seeded there when the roof
was blown off in 1914.

“Cierges itself is unoccupied by
either sides, neither having any wish
to be in there, for the village is in a
deep cut, in which the gas lies ten
feet deep. So it remains, and so it will
remain, while the still summer weather
lasts, a village of the dead, of dead
cats, rats and mice, with all the
herbs and flowers that had blessed it
burned and blighted.

Meanwhile the battle circles about it
on the surrounding hills, the Americans
fighting towards it up the Ourcq Val-
ley and over the high ground north
of Roncheres, and down the hills near
Sergy, while the Germans, after fill-
ing the village with gas, illustrated

what could be done in a deterrent way
with machine guns.”

No Mandate On Other Problems.

“1t almost looks as if the Government
would need the advice of Parliament
before the year is out,” said Dr. Clark,
who went on to say that he had no
sympathy with the idea -of injecting
imperial preference into Canadian po-
litical life at the present time. ‘“The
Government has no mandate from the
people to discuss past war problems. It
was elected by the people to win the
war, and until we have beaten the
enemy these other subjects should be
left in abeyance.”

Discussing the recent imperial tariff
announcement of Walter Hume Long,
the colonial secretary, Dr. Clark said
he was a left-over of the old school, who
was willing to take advantage of any
change to push protection to the front.

Not For Lloyd George. -

“You don't see Lloyd George turning
aside for these things,” said Dr. Clark.
“He is too busily engaged with moment-
ous questions concerning the war to
bother with such matters,” concluded
the Red Deer member.

George Lane, the big stock broker and
grain grower, who, like Dr. Clark, is an
ardent free trader, indorsed the senti-
ments of the Red Deer member. Dr.
Clark is now on his way to Ottawa.

Bavarian Monarch Also Issues
War Anniversary Procla-
mation.

Amsterdam, Aug. 2.—King Ludwig
of Bavaria, in a proclamation on the
opening of the fifth year of the war,
published in the Zeitung of Frankfurt,
reters to the exemplary bravery and
achievements of the German armies.

“It is not our fault that we are en-
tering the fifth year of fighting,” he
adds. ‘‘Our opponents still regard the
crushing of Germany as their aim. No
German, however, thinks of a shameful
peace. we must, therefore, continue
the struggle and continue to shoulder
all troubles and hardships in sure con-
fidence that God will lead our just
cause to victory.”

Britain Has Furnished
7,000,000 Men For war

Washington, D. C., Aug. l1.—
Lord Curzon, member of the
British war cabinet, in a speech
recently, portions of which have
been received here by wireless,
which show the extent of the
British effort in man power. Lord
Curzon said that Great Britain
had given no fewer than 7,000,000
men, and that 5,000,000 Britons
were today fighting in foreign
theatres of war. Allowing for
casualties, and presuming these
figures to include the navy, they
are taken as demonstrating the
fact that the only troops in Eng-
land today are men on leave and
men in depots, either of the
supply services or undergoing
the reorganization of units.

Applications, on the ground of Ameri-
can citizenship, for the discharge of
recruits- voluntarily enlisted in the
United States through the British Re-
cruiting Mission, must be referred to

ments of the facts.

Upon application being made, the ap-
plicant will be paraded before his com-
manding officer, and an explanation
obtained as to whether he himseif has

- requested discharge, and how he claims

American citizenship in view of the
statements made in his attestation
paper and the accompanying pipk form.

It will also be necessary for him to
furnish the reason for his delay in mak-
imgz application for discharge.

In cases where the American consul
asks for discharge he will furnish of-
ficial information, and a certificate in
support of the claim that the man is an
American citizen, and he will be in-
formed that the man will not be sent
overseas pending investigation and the
production of official information in sup-
port of his claim.

TRAVERS' FAITH IN
KEELEY MINE NOW
‘PARTLY JUSTIFIED

Property Has Been Sold For
$100,000.

The Keeley mine, which flgured so
conspicuously in the disastrous failure of
the Farmers’ Bank, Toronto, in 1011,
and in which W. R. Travers of the
bank had such strong faith, has been
sold by G. T. Clarkson, the liquidator

of the insolvent bank, to the Associated
Goldfields of West Australia for $100,-
000. The $100,000 thus obtained, how-
ever, will not benefit the unfortunate
depositors in this bank, as the bank’s
failure was so bad that the assets were
not sufficient to meet even the out-
standing note circulation, and the sum
newly secured will merely recoup other
banks which stood surety for the pay-
ment of the notes.
Funds Invested.

When the Farmers' Bank became in-
solvent, it was found that a large por-
tion of the bank’s funds had been in-
vested in the Keeley mine, and experts
expressed the opinion that the proposi-
tion was extremely speculative. When
the bank’s assets were disposed of, only
a nominal sum was bid for the Keeley
mine, and it was held by G. T. Clark-
son, liquidator, until three years ago,
when an option was given to the com-
pany which has now exercised its right
of purchase. Following the break of the
Farmers’ Bank, the property remained
in idleness for a time, when it was
finally -optioned to Fuglish interests. An
extension of time, good until one year
after the close of tho war, was request-
ed and given.

Work Resumed.

Following a visit made to the mine by
Dr. J. M. Bell, the English promoters
decided to resigme work. Already sev-
eral tons of ore have heen shipped.

A number of strong veins carrying
smaltite, nicolite and low silver values
are in evidence on the property, and
with the price of silver around $1 an
ounce, the chances of operating the old
mine with commercial success appear
to he good. Also, due to considerable
high-grade ore having bheen encountered
from time to time in its early operation,
together with the fact that the Wett-
laufer mine, adjoining, mined some-
thing like two million ounces from high-
grade ore bodies, the chances of the
wealey being found to contain rich
shogts of ,ore would also appear to be
good.

FIVE VOLUNTEERS HERE
AND SIX DEFAULTERS

Five volunteers appeared before the
medlicul board at the local mobilization
centre Thursday.

Mich., and with the exception of one
who was found to be in class C1, and
attached to the Canadian Garrison
Regiment, all were placed in category
A2, and allowed to go in the Canadian
Engineers. The remaining volunteer,
who was a native of Canada, was also
placed in the engineers with cate-
gory Al.

Six defaulters also appeared before
the board. One was given category C1,
another found to be in class IS, while
the remaining four were given A2. All
were sent to Carling Heights, where
tey will be placed in the W. O. R.

CHILD BADLY BURNED
PLAYING WITH MATCHES

WINGHAM, Allf. 1,—The ‘six-year-
old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Walter
Dennis, Lower Wingham, was fright-
fully burned while playing with a box
of matches this evening, and is now in
Wingham Hospital in a very precarious
condition. The child, after securing the
matches, went outdoors to play in a
buggy standing near the house. The
matches became ignited and set fire to
her clothlng. which was completely
burned off her body.

Her family has suffered from several
previous fire accidents lately. A short
time ago the house was seriously dam-
aged by a fire, which originated from
an incubator.

MAXIM GORKY ARRESTED
AND PAPER SUPPRESSED

London, Aug. 2.—The arrest of
Maxim Gorky, the Russian author and
revolutionary, has been ordered by an
investigating committee of the soviet
government, says an Exchange Tele-
graph dispatch from Copenhagen.

The Petrograd correspondent of the
Daily BExpress reports that Gorky's
paper has been suppressed permanently.

A Stockholm dispatch on July 26 re-
ported Maxim Gorky was dying from
cholera in Petrograd, according to a
}nessage received there from Helsing-
ors.

Prior to the downfall of Kerensky
Gorky supported Lenine and Trotzky.

Recently, however, there have been
reports of decided differences of opin-
jon between Gorky and the leaders of
the’ Soviet Government.

knowledge that ‘“thelr education
system in school and on the screen is
an exaggeration of patriotism, that to
sane people seems nothing short of a
frenzy.”

Mrs. Wilson, if patriotic herself, must
have been hibernating since the war
began, or she would not have written a
letter so narrow and bigoted, and so
thoroughly inopportune. Granted that
Americans are a good deal more demon-
strative in their outward expressions
of loyalty to their flag than we are—
er—I forgot about the last Dominion
election—is that any reason why we
should not cheer the flag and exploits
of the Sammies, even to the echo just
now, though “‘appearing” to neglect our
own in comparison?

Our glorious flag, like the poor, is
ever with us, and our children. Does it
not float proudly eover our :school-
houses? But we have not big Brother
Jonathan - always stripping himself to
the walist, after a Year's severe train-
ing, and mixing in the fray in such
heroic and splendid fashion, in order
that our own and.the world's liberty
and freedomi may be restored. Talk of
“censoring’’ American films because
our young people cheer ‘‘those exag-
gerated exploits of Sammies” and their
national flag!

Frank Taylor, a colored prisoner, 18
years of age, who on July 15 was sen-
tenced for a term of six months for
breaking into the store of Fred Ses-
sons, from which he stole a bicycle and
a quantity of cigars, took French
leave. . When Turnkey Charles Miller
had his back turned, he slipped away
and disappeared. A vigilant watch is
now being kept for the fugitive by the
authorities, and it is thought that he
will soon be returned to his prison re-
treat.

Says It’s Commissioners’ Task.

Speaking to the board of control the
other day Sir Adam Beck said he did
not care whether or not the commis-
sion built .it; the city and commission
could build it together. Today he
stated most emphatically that as the
bridge will be on the railway property,
the commission, and none other, must
erect it.

In this connection it is to be noted
that City Engineer Harry B. Brazier
yesterday afternoon advertised for
tenders for the work.

The commission seemed in a hurry
to have the bridge built, but in a
greater hurry to have its own bridge
raised.

Dr: Shaw showed this. He remarked
during ' "the discussion: *“This is the
first that I have heard about raising
this bridge. It was never mentioned at
any previous meeting. It came like a
bolt from the blue at the board of
control meeting the other day.”

The session was marked by an ex-
change between Dr. Shaw and Chair-
man Sir Adam Beck.

Strong Resolution Calls For
Internment Of or Restric-
tions Upon Enemy Aliens.

Toronto, Aug. 2.—After their excur-
sion yesterday to Niagara Falls, the
G. W. V. A. delegates did not turn up
at this morning’s session until 9.40, al-
though the hour set was 9 o'clock.

“Before we proceed further,’ sald
President Purney, “I wish to welcome
to this convention, Comrade McPherson
of Ottawa, a member of the executlve,
who arrived this morning.” The presi-
dent announced.

“Sorry I was not here when the ‘fire-
works' were on,” said Comrade McPher-
son. “I was detained at Petawawa
Camp.”

An additional delegate from London
turned up, in the person of H. E.
Bullard. London is still one short of its
quota.

President Purney urged the conven-
tion to confine itself to the important
business still undone. I ask you to re-
frain from disputes, and to confine your-
selves to the work before us. People
are gaying that we have lost public con-
fidence.”

Try to Bring Them Back.

On motion of Mr. McPherson, the
president appointed a committee, con-
sisting of Hendrie of Hamilton, Creel-
man of Montreal and Tyson of British
Columbia to interview the Winnipeg
and. Ottawa delegations and try to
“bring them back into the fold."

A motion was passed requesting 'that
the headquarters staffs of depot bat-
talions in Canada, officers and N. C.
0.'s, be filled by men who have seen
service at the front.

This resolution was moved by Dele-
gate Power of Ottawa, who said he had
attended the caucus on proportional
voting, but he did not withdraw with
the Winnipeg and Ottawa men from the
convention.

A drastic resolution regarding enemy

aliens was unanimously passed, de-
manding the internment of all aliens
not engaged in work of national im-

portance; restriction in travel within a
five-mile radius; the appointment of a
custodian of alien enemy property; the
strict enforcement of enemy alien laws;
the reduction of the income of married
aliens from §$3,000 to $1.500, and of un-
married from $1.500 to $750, with a
super tax of ten per cent; the suppres-
sion of enemy alien books and news-
papers; the dismissal of alien enemies
employed by"the Gos rnment and the
application of the M. S. A. tc all enemy
aliens, with the alternative of return-
ing to their own countries.

FEARS ECONOMIC
WEAPONS MIGHT

James H. Thomas, M. P., of
Derby, Disagrees With
Balfour.

London, Aug. 2.—Sharp dissent to the
threat of Premier David Lloyd George
to use the economic weapon against
Germany after the war as outlined in
an address made by the premier before
a delegation from the National Union
of Manufacturers yesterday is expressed
through the Liberal press, and the pre-
mier's views, it is said, will not be in-
dorsed in America.

Quoting the phrase ‘‘the longer the
war lasts, the sterner the economic
terms we impose on the foe’ used by
Lloyd George in his address, the Chron-
icle says:

Not American Opinlon.

‘““We doubt very much whether that
is how President Wilson views the ques-
| tion. It is certainly not the view of
| American .opinion generally. Americans
| attach great importance to the
! economic weapon which the Allies, act-
l ing together, could wield, but the
| Americans do not wish it wielded with
a vindictive purpose for any fixed period
after the war. It will not be possible to
carry out both the American policy and
Lloyd George's policy. They are alter-
native, not supplementary. “The
American suggestion is full of hope
and help in the pursuit of ultimate
permanent world peace.
George has quite the opposite tend-
ency."”

PER BUSHEL RESULT

Government Will Fix Price
August 20. :

{Special to The Adyertiser.]

OTTAWA, August 1.—A new price
for the coming wheat crop is to be fix-
ed on August 20 next by the board ' of
grain supervisors. The new price will
be in excess of that fixed for last year's
crop by approximately the amount of!
the increased freight rate, or ahont;
three cents per bushel. In other words !
it is anticipated that the new price will
be $2.24 per bushel. !

It is necessary that the Government,
in order to protect the elevator men
and the banks, guarantee the price fx-
ed, and this the Government intimates
it will do. Representatives of the
poard of grain supervisors, the grain
trade, the banks and the wheat export !
company have been in Otttawa, and
have been conferring on the whole |
question of marketing and financing the |
new crop.

Hoover After Surplus.

It is understood that Food Con-
troller Hoover of the United States lg
even now arranging for the movement
of the North American exportable
surplus, The earlier crop of the United |
States will go forward first. Then for
a period the Canadian surplus will
move.

Lagt year's crop was handled prac-
tically by the’ Wheat Export Company.
There §s now & movement on foot to
ihave the facilities of the Canadian
{ exchange and export companies, whose
business—through no fault of their own
—has suffered heavily since the tradoe
was eliminated, utilized to a greater ex-

tent.
Would Get Advantages.
It is contended that the trade could
at least handle the erop to the seaboard
and reap the advantage to be gained
therefrom. In this way the export
companies and other branches of the
grain trade might benefit to some ex-
tent instead of belng practically out of
business as at presenl. The Wheat Ex-
port Company on the other hand claims
that it is essential to have contract io
the seaboard, owing to the probable
neecssity at times of diverting wheat
en route because of shipﬁlng uncer-
tainties.

Railway War Board Shows!
Price Increases.

FROM 32 TO 200 PER CENT

Idea of Comparison Seems To
Be To Justify Railway
Rates.

MONTREAL, Aug. 1.—The Canadian
Railway War Board announces that a
detailed study has been undertaken
which will show not merely the in-
crease in the cost of railway haul in
the manufacture of necessaries of life,
but will go into the actual cost of labor
and raw material in the articles, with a
view tp proving that while railway rates
have increased probably 30 per cent
since the war began, while railway cost
of operation has increased by a larger
percentage, manufacturers have actu-
ally Increased their rate of profit out
of all proportion to the actual increase
in their cost of production. The war
board gives the following list:

Boots and shoes have risen in price
since the war began, 100 per cent; beef,
35 per cent; clothing, 50 percent; coal,
100 per cent; cordwood, 100 per cent;
flour, 90 per cent; gasoline, 100 per cent;
hardware, 100 per cent; pork, 75 per
cent; sugar, 80 per cent, and tobacco,
60 per cent. The roads are paying now
a 100 per cent higher payroll; 210 per
cent more for axles; 110 per cent more
for brass castings; 200 per cent more
for malleable castings; 100 per cent for
coke; 157 per cent for iron and steel
bars; 153 per. cent for fir; 80 per cent
for oak; 100 per cent for pine and
spruce; 130 per cent for oil fuel at
Montreal; 32 per cent for oil fuel at
Vancouver; 30 per cent for kerosene;
125 per cent for steel tires; 100 per cent
for ¢leaning waste; 200 per cent for
lubricating waste, and- 90 per cent for
cast iron wheels.

““I’d very much like to see the balance sheet of Miss Lillian
Nicholson and her sister of Chelsea, Quebec, before accepting the
statement that their venture in poultry-raising is a genuine sue-
cess,”’ says Doubting Diana this week. Doubting Diana not only
has something to say this week to the Consumers’ League circle,
but she came when in town to call upon the editor of the depart-
ment, and to tell her views in person. :

A letter from Miss Nicholson, one of the very first contribu-
tors to this column, was published some weeks ago, relating the
growing success of the poultry business of herself and sister, and
the fact that they are also going in for vegetable raising at a cost
of some sixteen hours a day of work.

Last week the interesting story was told by Miss Lomnise M.
Carling, president of the Women’s Gardening Association, of a
visit to their place, Len Poultry Farm, Chelsea, Quebec.

Six or seven years ago they started in the poultry business
with a biddy and half a dozen, or perhaps it was seven, chickens.
Three years ago they had a brood of forty-five. It was their ob-
jective this year to raise 500 birds. Such has been their good for-
tune that they now have 700, the last hundred hatched within the

past few weeks. The president of the London Women’s Garden-
"ing Association, who has been a recent visitor at the home of .the
Nicholson girls, states that they seldom lose an egg in hatching,
and that they sell setting eggs all over America. In addition, |

I they have an excellent market for table produce in Ottawa, where
they sell to the Rideau Club.

“A friend of mine who lives near me set one hundred hen eggs i an incu-
bator this year, and got seventy or eighty chickens. She is one of the kind
of people who are always doing well in this world. She considered the chickens
e great success, and I agree, after my own experience, that she did very well.
But she set one hundred duck eggs at the same time, and not a single duck
did she get. And still she doesn’'t consider she has had much of a loss. An-
other woman I know was jubilant over the fact that she had sixty ducklings.

WOULD RECONSTRUCT
RURAL SYSTEM OF
ONTARIO EDUCATION

flon. Dr. Cody Presented With
' Resolution Passed at-
Guelph Meeting.

Guelph, Aug. 1.—Before his depar-
ture from the Ontario Agricultural Col-
lege yesterday, Hon. Dr. Cody, minister
of education, was presented with a
resolution passed by the lay and cleri-
cal students attending the school of
rural leadership, urging that the whole
rural educational system be recon-
structed. To this end they urged the
appointment of a competent, independ-
ent expert to make a thorough survey
of conditions, with a view to the estab-
lishment of the highest possible extend-
ed privileges without interfering with
the home life of the student. The min-
ister promised to give the matter con-
sideration.

The system of education is not fair
to the residents of rural districts, inas-
much as in the-majority of cases where
high school education and advantages
are degired the home life and its bene-
fits must be sacrificed.

The school of rural leadership, or
school for rural leaders, is a summer
school which has been held at the
Ontario Agricultural College at Guelph
for the past few years, at which rural
clergymen, school teachers and others
whose employment, position or char-
acter make them .natural leaders in
their communities, assemble to hear
lectures, conduct discussions inquiring
into conditions of rural life, and pass
resolutions tending to the improvement

LONGER THE WAR
LASTS THE HARDER
TERMS OF PEAGE
FOR THE HUNS

Lloyd George Discusses Post-
War Economies.

ALLIES MUST ALL AGREE

Agreement Will Put Economic
Fate of World in Feder-
ated Powers.

LONDON, Aug. 1.—"No man should
boast until the battle is over. But
all men who know are pleased at the
way it is going,” Premier - Liloyd

rge commented in addressing a

deputation of two hundred members
of the National Union of Manufactur-
ers on the question of after-the-war
commercial problems.

‘“We must necessarily, in whatever
policy we proclaim,” said the premlier,
“keep in touch and be in complete ac-
cord first with our dominions, and
second, with our allies. There is a
good deal of discussion about a league
of nations. I am certainly one . of
those who believe in it. But there are
two leagues of nations really in ex-
istence—the British Empire, and the
great alllance against the central
powers.”’

Referring to the various resolutions,
he said:

Must Be Agreement.

“Up to the present time America has
expressed no opinion upon them, and
ft is vitally important that the policy
of America and that of this country
should be in complete agreement on
economics, as well as other problems.
An agreement among the Allies means
that the economic fate of the world
will be in the hands of the great
Allled powers federated together at
present.”

After discussing the necessity of
pPromoting after-war industries essen-
tial to the country economically, the
premier continued:

‘“The longer the war lasts, the sterner
must be the economic terms we shall
impose upon the foe. I think the sponer
he realizes that, the better. e is
fighting in order to impose his own
economic terms on the Allies. He will
never succeed in doing so.

“So far as that is concerned, we must
be in a position to determine the. con-
ditions which we regard as falr, with-
out having them imposed upon us by
the will of the enemy.

Must Apply Screws.

‘“‘tf he goes on fighting, imposing
greater burdens on us, destroying
our young manhood and gullty also
of outrages which shock humanity,
and makes it difficult to shake hands
with him when the war is over,
sterner will be the terms imposed
upon him.”

Lloyd George said that among the
greatest difficulties after the war would
be the questions of raw materials and
transport, which would require a most
complete understanding with Britain's
allies and dominions, because *it is
most important that you should carry
with you the people who contributed
with you to the common sacrifices.”
The premier, agreeing that the exist-
ing system of control could not be con-
tinued after the war, said:

‘“All the same, don’t despise what the
German has won from combination.

o Lot 8- learn’ our lessons,
wherever they come—even from the
Germans.” o

Serve Allies First.

‘While agreeing that interference
with the trade and Industry must
disappear after the war, the premier
said there must be some exceptions
during the transition period. Govern-
ment interference- to a considerable
extent would be neeeded to get raw
material and organize transport, he
said, and in regard to the executing
contracts for abroad, ‘I think we ought
to see that the people who have been
gghting together should be served
rst.”

“Don’'t let us make the mistake of
dissolving the partnership the moment
the fighting 1is over,” the premier
added.

Andrew Bonar Law, chancellor of the
exchequer, followed in a brief speech,
in which he expressed general agree-
ment with Lloyd George. The chan-
cellor pointed out that some control of
raw materials was neeeded after the
war in order to prevent old enemies
from organizing a corner in them. He
also emphasized that as a result of the
war, so far as the present British Gov-
ernment was concerned, the principle
‘“‘that we are one empire and that
there shall be preference within that
empire is established.”

CANADIAN PREMIER
PAYS TRIBUTE TO
FORMER GOV.-GEN.

Duke of Connaught Praised by
Sir Robert Borden For
His Services.

London, Aug. ¥, via Reuter's Ottawa
Agency.—Speaking at a luncheon given
at the Canada Club in his honor, at
which the Duke of Connaught presided;
Sir Robert Borden paid tribute to the
services rendered by the duke during
his tenure of office as governor-gencral
of Canada. He also warmly referred to
the Canadians in England and France,
both men and women, who labored with-
out respite at war work. The Canadian
premier referred to the inconvenience
Incurred by the Canadian ministers in
coming to England this year, by con-
sequence of the important matters de-
manding their attention a home,

He fully realized and,  was fully con-
seious that his first duty was to the
Canadian people; yet he was equally
conscious, even_from that standpoint,
but not forgetting 400,000 Canadians who
had crossed the ocean to fight for free-
dom in the last four years, that no duty
could be more serious or more com-
pelling than that in which he had been
engaged for the past six weeks.

Referring to the war cabinet, the
prime minister said that systems
whereby each nation and government
preserved unimpaired a perfect auton-
omy, while on the other hand a com-
mon purpose was maintained and ‘ef-
fective co-operation was maintained,
had not been found not only useful and
efficient, but absolutely necessary in
war time. It may be found to serve the
peace needs, but that was determinable

v a constitutional conference summon-
ed after the war, pursuant to last year's
war conference resolution. In the mear-
time the whole purpose of all the
nations of the British Commonwealth
must be concentrated upon the war.

GROUND TAKEN BY
ALLIES VALUABLE
FOR OBSERVATION

Foch’s Troops Will Be Enabled
to-Now Operate Safely Near
the Ourcq.

Paris, Aug. 2.—Allied troops celebrat-
ed the fourth anniversary of the war by
a victorious resumption of the offensive
to the surprise of a great many who
had believed the battle had entered into
one of its periodic lulls.

Incidentlly the official statement of
the total of prisoners—more than 33,000
—brings out forcibly the extraordinary
change in the situation a short month
has effected. On the 1st of july thed
i Allies, to reverse Walpole’'s famous
phrase, were almost wringing their
hands; now they would be justified in
ringing bells.

Valuable Observation Point.

The ground won yesterday north of
the Ourcq has considerable yalue. It is
a long spur about 600 feet high, form-
ing the watershed between the Crise
and the Ourcq, and is a valuable obser-
vation point. From it the Germans
prevented the Allies from seeing the
Crise, while they overlooked the ground
won from them on the Ourcq. The
Allies stormed not only the summit, but
the northern slope of this terrain:

As a consequence they can now
manuoeuvre safely in the Ourcq region.
In addition they have n view behind the
great Hartennes Plateau, while the
enemy still clings along the Soissons-
Chateau Thierry road, and that strong
position, difficult of attack frontally, can
now be turned from the north through
Willemontoire and by the south by way
of Hill 205.

The Allies also gained an important
advantage on the left in the capture
of Meuniere Wood by the Americans,
giving them a position which, according
to Henri Bidou, is the keystone of the
whole German line in the centre.

BRANTFORD, Aug. 1.—According to
a report submitted here by a special
committee appointed to inquire into the
gas question, Brantford has offered to
build a purification plant at a cost of
$40,000 for rental to the Dominion Com-
pany on-condition that the price of gas
is not to be increased beyond 60 cents
per 1,000 feet.

The company has countered with the
proposal that the ecity guarantee unsold
bonds to the amount of $65,000, which
money is to be spent in completing the
central purification plant at Glenwood.
The company has asked the city to wait
one month, when purification will be
established as a success in the different
municipalities served.

MEDICALS HOPEFUL.

Medical officers on the local eamp
staff are still hopgeful that the Govern-
ment will amend the present scale of
pay \thereby they receive as lieutenants
but $2.60 per day.
