The public works de-
partment of the city made an excava-
tion at this point for the purpose of
making a connection to the-sewer. It
was found that a large flow of fresh
water was getting into the sewer pipe
from some point. Further investiga-
tion revealed a break in the six-inch
water main crossing Richmond stree

Usually in a case of this kind the
flowing water carries away the earth
until the pavement is undermined an
collapses. This time, however, the
water flowed into electrical conduits
and from there into a manhole. A drain
connects the manhole with the sewer,
and it was from this point that the
water was gaining entrance to the
sewer pipe. The cables were not dam-
aged, as they are covered with water-
proof material.

Cases of this kind have happened in

JAPAN’S CAMPHOR |
MONOPOLY PERILED |

NEW YORK, Aug 16.-—To combat the

Japanese camphor monopoly, three large |

companies in the United
is announced by the American
Society, have begun the ex-
tensive manufacture of synthetic cam-
phor from turpentine. This step has

been taken because the supply of eam-
phor allotted to this country by the
Japanese Government is deemed inade-
quate, and the price is too high.
According to a report by Henry
Hitchcock, United States consul

office has guaranteed an
minimum allotment of 327,386 pounds
for the months of April, May and Juns
of this year, with the proviso that a
maximum amount of 340,000 pounds
may be assigned. The prices per pound
are given as $1.13 for grade B and $1.27
for grade BB. These rates are reflected
in the American market by a quotation
of $2 a pound for refined camphor, as
compared with 50 cents a pound a few
years ago.

In view of the great demand in the
United States for camphor, which,
mixed with gun cotton, is an important
ingredient of celluloid, and because of
its medicinal uses, American industry
has been seeking other sources of the
popular gum.

Although in popular usage the term
“‘camphor’’ is applied to a substance
which is derived from an aromatic tree
grown largely in Japan, Formosa and
China. there are several other kinds of
camphor. Camphors are mostly crystal-
line solids obtained from plants. Tech-
nically they are volatile, oxygenated
hvdrocarbons, possessing a peculiar
odor, and can be prepared artificially
by chemical processes.

It has been known for vears that a
grade of camphor closely resembling the
Japanese variety could be made from
spirits of turpentine. It has only been
recently. however, owing to commercial
conditions, that the manufacture of
synthetic camphor was instituted on a
large scale. As approximately nine-
tenths of all the turpentine produced
in the world is distilled in the United
States, chemists believe that the manu-
facture of American camphor will de-
velop into a large industry.

It must be remembered that throughout
the war these departments of govern-
ment were stimulated as no othern
They attained proportions never before
assumed in the Dominion, proportions

military expenditures. The minister of
finance tells us that all expenditures on
this account amounted during the war
to nearly two billions of dollars. Surely,
for a time, we may be granted some
respite from all unnecessary
| ditures on this account.

Please note that, apart from the im-

our treasury, we shall have, for years
to come, very heavy commitments

and care for our returned soldiers and
their departments. In the estimates
for the present year, including the
amount of $38,000,000 required
demobilization purposes, there is
total obligation amounting to $171,934,-
463, made up-of charges on account of
soldiers’ land settlement, soldiers’ civil
re-establishment, pensions and repatria-
tion of s=oldiers’ dependents. In the
last year of the Liberal administration,
the total ordinary expenditure for the
Government of Canada equalled the
sum of only $87,774,000, and that was
the highest figure reached up to that
time in the expenditure on account of
government. Thus, on the single account
of commitments to our returned soldiers
we have an expenditure to meet for
the present year of something like
double that required to carry on the
business of the government for the
whole country ten years ago.
Not Surprising.

Is it-not somewhat surprising that
under these circumstances the Govern-
ment should have asked from Parlia-
ment and obtained during the past ses-
sion an appropriation. in addition to
these accounts, of over $21,000,000 on
account -of militia, police and naval
service? The Opposition did its best
to secure economies in these particular
branches of expenditure,
more than partial success. We suc-
ceeded in postponing an outlay of about
two millions of dollars for additional
barracks. but now Mr, Guthrie an-
nounces that he is going to ask the
minister of finance for this amount
and commence the construction of these
barracks at the earliest possible date.
What Canada needs today is not more
barracks for a standing army in the
nature of a permanent force of both
militia and police, but less in the way
of military and police control and more
in the way of increased production.

And that brings me *to the second
main feature in Mr. Meighen's pro-
nouncement.

DR. W. J. FISGHER,
AUTHOR-SURGEON,
DIES IN WATERL0O

Was a Graduate of Western
University and Prominent
Canadian Writer.

KITCHENER, Aug. 14.—Dr. William
i J. Fischer, surgeon. author and poet,
died at his home in Waterioo this
morning, following 2 lingering illness.
Dr.

Fischer was born in Waterloo in
1879, son of the late Mr. and Mrs, John
Fischer. He received his early educa-
tion in Waterloo, later attending St.
Jerome's College in Kitchener, where
ihe showed unusual literary ability.
{ Graduating from Jerome’s, Dr.
Fischer attended the Western Uni-
versity, where he received the degreﬁ\
of M.D. After practicing medicine for |
a time in London, he opened a practice
with Dr. J. H. Webb in Waterloo, later
going into practice for himself. In
recent vears he was connected with the
Waterloo Mutual Life Assurance Com-
pany as asgjstant medical examiner, Dr.
Fischer was the author of two popular
novels, two volumes of poems and a
book of short stories. He also con-
tributed to magazines. and was a cor-
responding member of the American
Literary Society, and a member of the
Senate of the Western University. He
was a collector of singing birds, his
collection being one of' the most varied
in Canada. Besides his wife and two
small daughters, he is survived by three
sisters and five brothers. His father
predeceased him in February of this
years, and his mother died last May,
Blames *he inspector.

FENGE FOR GANG
BEHIND, THEORY

Some Bostonians Argue That
Brains of Scheme Were
Elsewhere.

EXPECT DEVELOPMETS

Activities of Authorities Cause
Victims To Look For
New Phases.

H

BOSTON, Aug. 5. — Was Charles
Ponzi the head and frént, or only the
‘“front’’ of the millions-over-night
swindle that flourished unhindered for
eight months in the heart of Boston's
financial district?

This was the subject of countless
open forums on Boston Common and
Street corners, 1n tpe toreign quarters,
and wherever the Sunday allowed big
and little groups to gather.

Recepg activities or teageral and state
authorities, halted only by the week-
end rést, coupled with intimations from |
various sources, have caused a general
expectation of developments early next

week that will answer the popular
query.

Two Popular Opinions.

One need to listen but a moment to
any gathering of. disputants to hear
voiced the two popular opinions. One
side had it that Ponzi was a real Nepo-
eon of finance, for how otherwise could

e have gained the confidence of men
who made a profession of banking and
investment? Others argued that Ponzi
was only a gidewalk capper for a gang
that profited,K directly or indirectiy by
the noise he made and that the brains
of the enterprise were elsewhere than
under the skull ‘of the Italian who, if
threats of certain of his countrymen
are to be taken seriously, is safer to-
night in the Cambridge jail than he
in
the bankers’ colony of historic Lex-
ington.

Chiefly Foreigners.

As to Ponzi's clients, there in-
creasing evidence that those who
thought he attracted chiefly foreigners
and the uninformed were mistaken.
To what ex#ent they were mistaken the
bankruptcy proceedings may presently
reveal.

SEEK ASSASSINS
IN MONTREAL NOW

MONTREAL, Aug. 14.—Montreal may

Boston, known in police circles here as
Carlo Bianci. United States Federal
secret service men are at present in
the city, searching for alleged black
handers who have been sending
threatening letters to Ponzi in Boston.
According to the American detectives,

for the past 12 years or ever since his
downfall in this city by an enemy who
has sworn to ‘‘get’” him.

Captain Ainsley C. Armstrong, chief
of the bureau of investigation of police
headquarters in Boston, is of the opinion
that Ponzi's shadow is one of his former
Montreal clients, who is seeking to
wreak vengeance upon the man who
wittingly or unwittingly took away from
him the savings of a lifetime.

The Boston authorities admit that
while Ponzi, with his customary sang-
froid, dismisses all thoughts of ‘black
handers and vengeance with a smile,
he is worried by the mysterious move-
ments of this unseen enemy and is
gratified that the police are taking
steps to run down his tormentor.

As far as Montreal is concerned, it is
known that Ponzi made many enemies
as well as friends here.

CHIEF OF GODERICH
FIRE DEPARTMENT
DIES IN HOSPITAL

William Thompson Succumbs
Three Days After An Opera-
tion For Appendicitis.

GODERICH, Aug. 14.—Goderich has
lost its fire chief in the person of Mr.
Wm. Thompson, better known through
the country as ‘‘Barney.” He was chief
of the fire department for a number of
yvears, and was very popular with the
boys: of the department and all who
knew him. Mr. Thompson was taken
to the Alexandria General and Marine
Hospital on Tuesday, suffering from a
severe attack of appendicitis and was

operated on immediately. He had a fair
chance for recovery for a couple of
days, but took a turn for the worse on
Friday and death resulted at 11 p.m.

NEW GLASSIFICATION
CAUSES RESIGNATION
FROM GIVIL SERVICE

Winnipeg Members Say Gov-
ernment Fails To Provide
Relief.

WINNIPEG, Aug. 14.—Canada’s new
civil service classification instead of
extending general financial relief to the
700 employees in Winnipeg, has thrown
them in debt to the Geverngient. These
employvees, most of them young un-
married men, have now to choose be-
tween leaving the civil service or be-
ing forced to pay back to the Govern-
ment money they have already earned.
Because of this condition. the civil ser-

vice ranks, especially those in the
postal department, are being depleted
rapidly. and efficiency is suffering as
a result.

LABOR LEADERS
MAKE MOVE T0

FREE STRIKERS

Delegation Now On Way To

Ottawa For Big Final Effort.
RELEASE IS EXPECTED

Three Provinces Represented
in Conference With Do-
minion Cabinet.

WINNIPEG, Man., Aug. 14.—Labor

leaders of three provinces started to-
day for Ottawa on a final big effort to
free from prison the seven men con-
victed in connection with the Winnipeg
general strike of May, 1919.

MUNICIPAL POWER
PLANT TO BE SOLD
BY TOWN OF KENORA

Kenora, Ont., Aug. 15.—The bylaw
selling. the municipal power plant to
the Backus interests was carried yaster-
day by a majority of 552 with oniy 28
against. Practically every available
voter went to the polls. In iae special
railway employees poll open three days
before the general vote, there was not
a single ballot against the bylaw,

In addition to the sale of the power
plant, the bylaw fixes the present as-
sessment of the Backus interests here
at $300,000 for ten years, and also
grants exemption from_all but school
taxeg for a like period on all additional
lands, up to 125 agres, they may acquire
for the purpose of the immense pulp
and paper industry they propose to es-
tablish here.

SANDBANKS, Prince Edward County,
Aug. ii.—Before 8,000 persons attend-
ing a U. F. O. picnic this afternoon,
Hon. E. C. Drury, premier of Ontario,
made an important announcement re-
garding future entorcement of the On-
tario temperance act.

He declared that in order to meet
the situation which has been thrown
upon the Govérnment so suddenly, the
reorganization and renovation of the
provincial police force was being un-
dertaken. Further, the Government
was putting an end to dual control of
the enforcement of the Ontario tem-
perance act. :

“Qut of these two things we expect,
in spite of the difficult position, to
reasonably enforce that law until the

plebiscite is taken,”’ he said. “As long
as any citizen can order liquor you
have innumerable centres for boot-
legging.

“Under the present conditions it is
almost impossible to have an enforcg-
able law,” declared the premier. We

do not take hold of it and limit the]

amount that may be imported because
we are by no means sure of our ground.
We are by no means sure that it would
not be regarded as interference with
the rights of interprovincial tra.dg. and
we consider it might be the subject of
prolonged litigation. In the time of
the last session of the Ontario Legis-
lature we had every reason to believe
that the Dominion Government would
give the vote on the question in Octo-
ber, and that being the case, it was
sound public policy to do the best we
could with the conditions we found.”

Nelson Parliament, speaker of the
Ontario Legislature, presided.

NEW SUBJECTS FOR BIOGRAPHY.

It might be taken as one sign of the new
age that is with us that greater interest is
being taken in the lives of proletarian leaders.
Ancient biography had no place save for the
lives of soldiers and statesmen. The Renais-
sance added artists and scholars, but our day

goes still farther afield and finds interest in the!
lives of men in humble station who, through |
struggle and turmoil, forced things.- ahead a|
notch and won a place among makers of better |
things. Graham Wallas may not have started |
this new interest, but his life of Francis Place,
issued some years ago, gave a quickening to it. |
A second edition of the life of Place, issued
on both sides of the Atlantic, has recently had
extraordinary popularity. The London Nation
says that the biography by Wallas virtually
started the study of the enormous mass of
material extant concerning the social and
economic aspects of English history in the first
three decades of last century. The years fol-
fowing the battle of Waterloo presented most
remarkable parallels to the present after-war
period. There was the same fear of the name
~radical,” much talk of secret plottings to up-
"~ set the established order of things, two ancient
parties quarreling and bickering, but giving no
reason for their existence. The life of Place
was lived in the very heart of this turmoil, and
from behind he directed men and events as
scarcely any recognized statesman of the time
was able to do. A contemporary declared that
he was the most disinterested reformer he ever
‘- knew, “valuable in counsel, fertile in resource,
performing great labors.”

Two other biographies of a somewhat similar
character have just been issued, the life of
Robert Owen and the life of William Lovett.
Owen’s was an eventful life and his biography
is of first importance in the history of British
socialism, labor and co-operation. Lovett was
the leader of the Chartist movement and the
author of the famous “people’s charter.” There
has been a marked revival of interest in the
study of the Chartist movement and its im-
portant place in English social and economic
history has been noted by half a dozen writers
in the last few years. Three valuable studies

of phases of the movement have appeared in
the historical studies jssued by Columbia Uni-
versity, while two English scholars, Hovell and
West, have written large works on ‘the move-
ment.

remains the most popular of them all
No other looks so pretty or tastes
.good. Chicken or lamb without currant
jelly seems to have lost its point, its
crown of delicate savor.

Currants for jelly should be just under

€0

ripe. If a very light jelly is desired,
half white may be used, with half red
currants. Pick over the currants and
wash without stemming them. Mash
them a few at a time in a preserving
kettle. Bring them to the boiling point
and boil until the juice flows freely to
bring out the pectin. The skins of the
red currants lose their color when the
juice flows out properly. Drain through
a Jelly bag over night, allowing the
juice to drip without squeezing. 1f the
pulp is squeezed, only a little more juice
is obtained, but all the jelly becomes
thick and cloudy.

In the morning measure the juice,
bring it to a boil, and let it simmer for
25 minutes. Add a quantity of heated

Dr. S. R. Roberts of Atlanta, believes
that pellagra is decreasing in fre-
guency through the south, due, perhaps,
to a spread of knowledge concerning the
'cause and prevention. It seems to be
‘decreasing also in the severity of its
manifestations. For instance, the pecu-
Jiar skin changes, formerly considered
'as important as the nervous depression

Although most prevalent in the south-
ern part of the United States, pellagra
sometimes occurs in practically every
state in the Union and in various parts |
of Canada.

-|OCHRE DISCOVERED

IN SOUTH AUSTRALIA

Adelaide, Soutn Australia, Aug, 16.
(By Canadian Press).—The discoverw
of an extensive deposit of ochre and
sienna within 30 miles of this city is ex
pected to give great impetus to one of
Australia’s  newest industries — th
manufacture of paint. During the war
several new paint factories were estab-
lished, but the promoters were handi-
capped by the necessity of importing
most of the requisite raw materials. It}
is expected that this-mew find of ochr
and sienna will render the industry
practically independent of overseas sup-
plies.

The property on which the deposit
occurs consists of 60 acres. The ochre
is reported to be of uniformly good
.quality, and it is estimated.that at least
100 tons can be brought to the surface
daily. Samples have been sent to Eng-
Jand, and arrangements have been mads
to place the material on the Lnglwh
market,
