Later the estate was taken out of the
hands of the sheriff and placed with a firm of Toronto trustees for
liquidation. Immediately after the'sberiff's meeting of creditors, and
before the trustees had time to take possession, a chattel mortgage,
wbich was held by a friend of the bailiff in possession, was foreclosed,
and the morgagee seized $1,100 worth of gonds to satisfy bis claim.
The trustees thon sued to set aside the mortgage, but the action was
dismissed. One of the largest creditors issued a capias for bis arrest,
but bofore it could be'executed 1r. Millar, it is stated, went to Chicago
There are barely enough assets left to pay the expeuses of winding
up the estate, and the numerous creditors will receive no dividends.

J. & H. TAYLOR.-" Pm very sorry to hear it," was the general re-
mark of every businessman, even competitors in the trade, on hearing
of the suspension of Messrs. J. & H. Taylor of this city, wholesale dealers
in railway supplies, contractors' machinery, hardware, etc., which was
publicly announced on Monday last. Mr. John Taylor was formerly
of thieflim of Morland, Watson & Co, of this city, which went into
liquidation several years ago, and vith his brother, Homer Taylor,
established the presont business about that time, possessing a fair
amount of capital and a bigh reputation for b.onesty and Integrity,
thse latter being. doubtless the only portion now remaining. The
firm is preparing a statement to place before creditors as soon as
ready.

TuE old established firm of Geo. Barrington & Sons has been dis-
eolved, Mr. Geou. Barrington retit ing. The business will be carried on
in future by Mr. Finlay D. Barrington, under the old firm name.

Tum troubles in the leather and shoe trade are evidently not utian
end. P. J Boivin, boots and shoes, Quebec, who was a sufferer by the
Brown failure ut Ottawa, bas assigned for $30,000 a $40,000, and a
statement is now being prepared. M. AOuimet, boot and obe manu-

facturer, Craig street, city, is in difficulty, and is reported to owe $12,-
000 @ $16,000.

Jos. Mead, grocer, Coaticook, bas assigned with liabilities of
$4,000. He was a carpenter until about 5 years ugo. He bad thei
credit of being a hard worker, but generally bought too far ahead for
his manens,'accumulating too heavy a stock for bis trade.

CUsToMS OnANoEs.-The department has ordered that voneers of
wood, shaved or cut with a knife direct from the log, not planed or
otherwise smloothed or manufactured in any way, are rated for duty
under item No. 153 of the schedule ut ton, per cent. adi valorem.
Second process molasses, testing by polariscope less than 35 degrees,
when imported by manufacturers of blacking for use in their own
fnctories in the manufacture of blacking, may bereafter corne in duty
free under certain conditions; wire of iron or steel, galvanized, tinned
or coppered, or not of 16 gauge or smaller, wlien imported by manu-
facturers of wire cloth, wire work, briishes, pianos and plated ware, to
be used for these purposes ouly in their own factories, is also placed
on the free list. Yarns made of wool or worsted, the saine being
genapped, dyed. and finished, when imported by manufacturers of
braid8, cords, tassels and fringes, to be used for theso purposes ouly
in their own factories, are placed on the free ]lst until the end of the
next session of Parliament. The Order-in-Council interpreting item
No. 57 of the tariff so far as it relates to plough plates, mould boards
and land aides, which expired at the close of last session, is continued
in force until the end of next session.

ONE of the mostterrible disasters in the history of the continent was
witnessed at the close of the month in the valley of the Conemaugh,
in Peonsylvania. The rcservoir, the bursting of which caused the
catastrophe, lies about cighteen miles north-east of Johnstowi, and Is
the site of the old retservoir, which was one of the feeders of the Penn-
sylvanin canal. It is the proporty of a number of wealthy gentlemen
in Pittsburg, incorporated as the South'Fork Fishing and Hunting
Club. This shoot of water was formerly known as Conemaugh Lake
It je in the mountains, from 200 to 300 feet above the level of Johne-
town and is about 3ý miles long and il miles wide and in some places
100 feet deop. It holds more water than any reservoir in the
United States. The lake has been quadrupled in size by artificial
meanus and was held in check- by a dam from 700 to 1,000 fet long
ILt ls 90 feet in thickness at the bae. and the beiglit is 110 feet. The
top bas a breadth of over 20 feet. Four miles below the dam lay the
town of South Fork, where the South Fork iself emplies into th'e

Conemaugh River. The town contained about 2,000 inhabitants. It
bas not been heard from, but it is sald that four-fifths of it lias been
swept away. Four miles further down on the Conemaugh River
which runs parallel wilh the main lino of the Pennsylvania Railroad,
was the town of Mineral Point. It lad 800 inbabitants, 90 per cent.
of the bouses boing on a flat and close ta the river, iL secnes im-
possible to hope that any of them have escaped. Six miles further
down was the town of Conemaugh, and hore alone was a topographical
possibility of the spreading of the flood and the breaking of its force.
It contained 2,500 Inhabitants and must be almost wholly devastated,
Woodvale, with 2 ,000 people, lay a mile bclow Conemauth in the flat,
and one mile further down were Johnstown and its cluster of sister
towns-Cambria City, Conemauthborougb, with a total population of
30,000. On made ground, and stretched along riglt at the river verge,
were the immense iron works of the Cambria Iron and Steel Com-
pany, wlio have five millions invested in their plant. Besides this
there are many other large industrial establishments on the bak of
river. 'Tih scenes during and after the disaster beggar ail description,
and many were heartrending in the extreme. The loss of lifeis
variously estimated et ton to fifteen tbousand, hIll whiolo blame for
the ca'amity le thrown upon the fishing club.

' HINTS FOR POLICYIHOLDERS.
It was said of the Rev. Sydney Smith that he was not only

witty himself, but was the cause of wit in others. Of Insurance
Cominissioner Merrill, of Massachusetts, it may be said similarly
that he i not only a thoughtful writer on subjects pertaining to
his vocation but that he leads others to think. The advance
sheet of his annual report, just issued, la more than usually
suggestive. The remarkable progress ln the business of life.
insurance in the Bay State h'as little direct interest for Cana-
dians. Not so however with the rtemarks on the valuation of
assets. A valuation la again being made by the departrent
from the schedules of the different statenients. The rule of the
enactment of l'87 separates the property of a. life insurance
company into two distinct parts; the flrst consiste of the invest-
monts which go to male up the sinking fund to protect the com-
puted piemium reserve, and the rernaining portion* takes care of
the other liabilities and surplus. The first must be composed
of securities, each one of which shall be earning at least an
annual rate of 4 per cent upon narket or allowed value. " The
basis of premium and reserve calculation is 4 per cent; and the
sinking fond to protect the roserve must logically be of equal
anount and run riglit alongside of it, at an equal rate of im-
provenent." E1ach secirity must go uipone ils owni feet in the
march; i nor eau a slothful 2 per cent piece of real estate be
allowed to hang upon the skirts of a 6 per cent. bond1" a sugges-
tion which one of our own companies with a pocketful of
Manitoba lands among its assets should take to heart'

Investment securities are to be tested, first, as to whether the

principal is safe and honorable, or speculative and doubtful; and
secondly, as to their earning capacity. Of bonds the marke t value
is a useful test of their relative godness. But stocks having no
guaranteed income are so mueh subject to speculation that
market value gives no fixed indication of intrinsie Worth as a
permanent investment. Real estate carefully selected and im-
proved may form an unexceptionable investment for a portion
of the funds of a life company and to the extent of buildings
for office and agency accommodations, this class of property la
held by many companies and others are preparing to follow
suit. But much of the real estate owned by certain companies,
the Sun Life for example, was acquired ,under conditions not
favorable ta judicious selection. As Commissioner Merrill says,-
if we take the general history of foreelosed property for the last
dozen years, there is little doubt the companies would have been
gainers as regards condition of investments and surplus to-day
if not a dollar of real estate Lad fallen into their possession
through foreclosure, but had been allowed ta go ta the beat
bidder, and whatever it brought had been promptly invested in
more promising form or locality. "But," it is objected, «it will
come out all right yet." Not probable, for already the expenses,
taxes, betterments and loss of. interest have, on great amounts
of this kind of property, more than equalled any present or
possible prospective value. The Commissioner muet have been
penning his remarka concerning the problem of investments
about the time the editor of this journal intr6duced the sanme
topie in his remarks at one -of the New York Life'a banquets.
The difliculty la remote with us as yet in Canada; but the ime
la coming when a 2ý per cent loan such as that recently of the
city of New York and the 3 per cent of our own Government will
not h so very reiarkable'as they seom to us now. The remarks
of the General Manager of the Bank of Montreal elsewhere lead
to the sanie conclusion.

The part of the report possessing mostinterest for our readers
is that dealing with some Pecfliai features of companies doing
business in Canada. , The jobbery recently -attempted in cone-
tion with the Phoenix Mutual of Hartford, already alluded to in
these column, la made the subject of a useful lesson. The
Phonix is one of the American companies which found it inad-
visable to continue enlarging its business in Canada under the
insurance laws of 1877. It has a guarantee capital of $100,000,
which by its by-laws and 'agreement vith policyholders may
draw not exceeding 6 per cent. annual dividende, the balance of
the earned surplus to belong to the policies. The intending
purchaser is reported and generally believed to have offered
$501,000 for $50,100 par, constituting a controlling interest of the
stek. " What honorable purpose," says Commissioner Merrill,
" can be presented as the basis of an offer of $1,000 for each $100
abere ?" As an investment, according ta the above agreement,
it could pay no more than 1 per cent, It can scarcely be charac-
terized as a piece- of philanthropy. During a number of years
past by the creation from surplus of $300,000 additional capital
-a process by which thie amount of monay belonging to the
policyholders bas been coolly transferred to stock account, that
the management might draw dividende thereon, which, Bays the
Commissionei, if nat thievery, is very closely allied thereto-the
stock of the Phinix bas bea in the receipt of dividende to the
amount of $24,000 annually, four times the agreed limitation;
and the would-be purchaser is reported as. stating that there
were methods by which they could he increased to $50,000.
"But the shadow of the Charter Oak and the Continental,
wrecked by avaricious and unscrupulous management, and of
the stock operations of the Etna, retsa too darkly upon wronged
policyholders ta make pleasant the contemplation of a like

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tendency in'another life company'." The Commissioner instances
the case of ths National Life Insurance Co. of the 'United States
which was deliberately and remorselessly wrecked by the specu-
lators who obtained control of its property and affairs. There
were at the time 7,840 'policies in force, ineuring nearly 14 mil-
lions. The assets ivere $3,891,160; the liabilities. $3,496,031,
leaving- surplus $894,529. Official examination showed It was
solvent, and there was not the slightest doubt that its affairs
might have been carried on successfully, and the rights of every
policyholder protected to maturity. The process began by dis-
continuing the. issue of new policies, harshly freezing out and
forfeiting membership for the slightest delinquency, and by
every isans possible discrediting the condition of its affaira in
order ta alarn and disgust the policyholders, and when it had
become nufliciently unpopular, sending out agents to buy up the
policies for the smallest possible fraction of the reserve. At the
close of 1887, the date of the latest return, the number of policies
had been reduced to one-third, and the insurance in still greater
proportion ; but the gain fron this process had raised the surplus
ta $864,579, besides paying the stockholders meantime nearly
one million dollars,-an average of $105,000, over 40 par cent per
annum Oi the purchase price, which was less than one-fourth
the par. 'When this process shall have reduced the policyholders
to a handful, the operatore can afford to buy them up, even at
the face of each policy and pocket the whole swag themselves.
If such a profit, says the Commissioner, could be made out of
the lese than 4 millions of the National Life, in ths sane pro-
portion 2ý millions should ha realized from looting the Phoenix
of Hartford, and the price of such a chance w'uld be very cheap
at $501,000.

The Etsa Life-says Commissioner Merrill,-starting with
an authorized capital of $150,000, never fully paid up, bas, by
cunningly devised plans of. transferring everything possible tO
stock, and aided by legislative enactient, swollen its capital,
without the investment of one additional dollar from the stock.
holders, until it amounts to $1,250,000, with permission to in-
crease ta tvo millions,-upon which enormous amount 10 per
cent. dividende are paid already, equalling over one hun-
dred and ten (110) per cent. annually upon the entire cash invest-
ment by the stockholders, who are thus enriched at the expense
of the policyholders. He quotes a former letter on Vhe subject
from the department, froma which we extract the following:

'Services rendered to life insurance, as t anythling else, should
bc well and properly pald for, but the institution should never be aI-
lowed to be used as a purely money-making concern by a gang of
greedy stockbolders, who,. in violation of law, or in absence of law,
have coutrived to foist and continue theaselves upon it, and not only
unrighteously squeeze it to psy enormous dividenda upon the
original investment, but even plunder IL for more capital on which to
draw added and endless dividends and rewards for left-handed ser-
vices. This Imposition would not be permitted an instant upon a
savings bank, and the Legislature should permit it on a life dom-
pany no longer than it could pass an Act to compel, if not a rester-
ation of the plunder, at least a preveution of its continuance by retire-
ment of the stock. The commissioner would not censure the stock.
holders as individuals, who are ouly human in wishing to hold onto
a good thing, If they can; but the principle i4 monstrous and should
be abated. If it is objected that ha lias no concern with another
State's affaire, it must not bc forgotten that many citizesu or this
State, whose interests are his officiai concern, are bolders of policies
in this companty."

It may be true, continues the report, that danger from this
source dosa not confront many companies; the control of somle
le in the ha-ads of men who regard honor above emolument and
whose integrity la proof against a multitude of millions. But
good men die and other men come into their estates; " and the
principle" involved la " wrong to-day aud forever.?

This la plain language. and coming from such a source la
worthy of'deep consideration by the thousands of our people con-
templating 'sucb an investment for the future welfare of them-
selves or their familles, or both. Let us hope that the.directors
and shareholders, who do not hesi tate. to swell thes Stock of a
company in the manner and for the -purpose -described, will ha
more particular in otber possible and more extended relations or
dealings with the property af their policyhoders.

111E DECLINE IN BREADSTUFFS.
Splendid weather, good crop reports, and plenty af four and

grain coming forward, have been chie(ly responsible for the pro-
nounced and continued decline in the breadetuffa' markets on
both aides of the Atlantic. Appearances three month sago and
even up ta quite recent date.we re very much against snch a
change as bas taken place, as the statistics of las jear's crop
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made it appear Chat the world's reserves would be called upon ta
carry us into the new crop year. The JoURNAL was one of the
few publications which at the time of widespread reports as to a
threatened famine, ridiculed the idea of a food scarcity, drawing
attention ta the new areas devoted ta whîeat culture in different
parts of hic world, the immense stocks of old grain held in re-
serve and lie clieapening and extension of transportation facili-
ties, which latter lias had an Important influence on the price of
food staples.

Il tlie A merican Northwest the receipts of wheat have been'
beyord expectations and prices have been heavyand depressei.
The sales from granaries in Minnesota and Dakota aggregate
50,000 ta 75,000 bushels daily, which, added to country elevator
stocks and supplies in Minneapolis, will carry the mille through
ta lie miidile of Septemuber and an early harvest will extend the
old crop by mixing. It le isitoresting ta note that conaiderable
Minneapolis flour lias beei stored in Montreal during the winter
and will be forwarded to Europe wlen favorable freights offer.
'Tlie opening of lie new C.P.R. "Soo " route this week will pro-
hably further extend our trade with the great milling centre.
iNlanitoba wleat lias been offered here ut low prices and the
market la denoralized, buyera being unwilling ta purchase at
abînost any price. In Manitoba No. 1 liard wheat has been
olforod by producers ut 75c and No. 2 ut 68c@70c. Farmera,
both in the Ancrican and Canadian Northwest, are jubilant
ovor the prospects for the present season. 'The traflic manager
of tho Northterni Pacifie reporte a wide-spreading, heavy, soaking
rain, procoded by snow, whiclh melted,as it fell, reaching well
below the grain. Suflicient moisture lias been absorbed by the
soil ta carry the grain over several weeks should this wet spell
be followed by dry weatler. There are many chances for
damnage yet, but non in sight. Spring wheat in other States is
also promising. There has been complaint of want of rain in
lowa, Nebraska and Wisconsin, but with tle most of this want
satisfied during the past few days, tiere is little improvement to
bo desired. Chincli bugs were reportet in Fouthern Minnesota
bofore the storms, but nothing lias beenî seen of them since.

Ii view of the opening up of direct trafile relations with
Minneapolis and St. Paul, we may mention as likely ta be of in-
terest that the 1886 crop ini Minnesota and Dakota yielded ap-
proxinately 00,000,000 busheols, the 1887 crop' 95,000,000 and of
1888 crop about 70,000,000 are likely to be the final ontcone. In
each case the crop was underestimated by Governient authori-
ties. Thre is now an inîcrease in acreage of 5@10 per cont. above
lust year, and fron 10@15 per cent. above either of the other
years menntioned. Two yeurs ago, when 95,000,000 bushels con-
stitutei the crop, heavy windsti uncovered the wlheat in the north
and the yield was reducei by it. The trouble has been worse
this year, but owing ta the uiiusually early seeding, farmera have
beau able ta repair the damage withoit been seriously coin-
proimised by lateness. A great deal of unsound wheat went in as
sead, but as the soason was favorable, there le no apparent
general harn from it. No figures are to hand respecting the in-
creuse of whieat area in lim Canadian Northwest, but consider-
able new groutid lias been broken.

The Canadian Pacific sold 72,441 acres in lie first four months
oi lio current year, against '24,070 last year, andi the sales by the
Govoriinint, the Iudson Bay Company, the great land coin-
panies, minor raibways, etc., have doubtleas beu in nearly the
sane proportion.

The
Lower Ports and Newfoiundland trade lias been disappointing ta
Caiadian millers, owing ta the large importe of American flour
bothi direct, fmn New York and through the hande of Montreal

firme, who have bought freely at St. Louis and other points, as
they found they could supply their customers cheaper from
United States sources.' The dearness and scarcity of Canadian
wheat this season has been a source of great loss to our milling
intereste, and many large mille have been closed dowii waiting
for the price of flour to go up or the price of wheat to go down.
IL is nt our intention at present to enter into the question of the
comparative duties on wheat and flour, as the matter bas already
been fully discussed in these colums Past seasons have de-
monstrated that a duty of 15e per bushel on wbeat and 50c 'per
barrel on flour met the requirements of the case and any addi-
tional duty on flour would certainly have drawn forth a strong
protest from the great body of consumers, whilst a lowering of
the wheat tariff would have been obnoxious to the farming com-
munity. A temporary reduction in wheat duties would have
pleased the millers and would have offered few objections, but a
continual cutting and patching in tariff legislation is not ta be
commended for many reasons. Ontario having yielded a short
crop and Manitoba not coming up ta the usual standard, the
United States, as a larger market, was enabled to extend its ex-
port trade at our expense; but owing to the extension of the
wheat area in Canada, the possibility of a repetition of such a
state of affaire le each year rendered more remote. For the saine
causes mentioned above there is no export demand for
Canadian flour, prices here being much too high. American
product bas been shipped from this port to some extent, and
stocks althougli large, have been decreasiug. The total receipts

.of grain at Montroal from the opening of the year to the last
week of May were 2,425,940 bushels, showing an increase of
537,287 bushels compared with last year. Wheat receipts
notably decreased, while corn increased. The total shipments
for the same period were 939,728 bushels, an increase of 207,894
compared with last year. Shipients of wheat were only 77,423
bushels, a dedrease of 282,400, while the increase in the exports
of corn has been 597,931 bushels. The exportation of flour has
been larger by 14,494 barrels and those of meal by 6,944 barrels.
The increase in corn exports by the St. Lawrence bas been due
to Chicago competition for ocean freights at. this port, space for
about half a million bushels having recentlybeenengaged. This
action on the part of Chicago firms lias tended ta strengthen
local ocean grain rates.

If anything were needed ta show how independent Great
Britain is becoming in the matter of food supplies, it would be
found in the fact that despite the poor crons of last season on the
American continent lier imports of wheat during the past nine
monthe have largely increased. The tendency in recent .years
bas been ta send England flour from America instead of wheat,
so that lier vast milling interests were imperilled. Cheap
foreign wheats have, however, enabled English millers ta regain
ground ta some extent and importe of falur show a steady de-
cline. On the continent the' statistical position is much better
than was predicted, and tle famine predictei by speculators is
apparently as far off as ever. Instead of importing seventy
million bueels of wheat, the importe into France for the cereal
year will not exceed fifty millions, against an annual average of
thirty to thirty-five millions.

-THE'ENCYCLOPiÆDIA BRITA14NICA.
The receipt of the general index ta this great work reminds

us that we have not yet reviewed vol. XXIV. with which we
were'recently favored by the authorized American 'publishers,
Messrs. Chas. Scribner's Sons of New York, through their Canuad-
ian agent, Mr. G. F. Goddard of Montreal. Volume XXIV. covera
the range of subjects from Ura. ta Zym., 804 in all. The
economical subjects in this range include Usury by J. S. Nichol-
son, professor of Political Economy ut the University of Edin-
burgh. The term has largely fallen into disuse. The idea of
usury as known ta the ancients and as mentioned in the Bible
was associated solely with borrowing for purposes of necessity.
By far the greater part of the interest now paid in the civilized
world, is considered only a fair reward for risk of -los and for
management of capital, and a necessary stimulus to saving; and
any attempt ta control it is certain ta be met by fictitious de-
vices which ut the best will cause needless inconvenience ta the
contracting parties; restraints will be placed on the natural flow
of capital, and industry will suffer. Thie subject Value is treated
ut soine length by the same contributor. The pivot of the arti-
cle is the conclusion arrived at by Mill in his Political Econ.
omy, that the law of Supply and Demand is the fundamental
law of value, the one now almost generally accepted. Théa ati-
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cle on Wages is from the same pen. The statement is made
hat wages have risen about 100 per cent. during the century.
Ihe great improvement in the production and acquisition of

wealth facilitates the creation of new capital and increases the
rate of accumulation, and thus there is a greater demand for
labor by capital, and the rate of profits falls while the rate of
wages riscs. The subject Wealth is treated by the sanie writer.
In the- course of his reasouing ho reaches the definition that
wealth in general consista of all consumable utilities wvhich re-
quire labor for their production and can he appropriated and
exclanged. Water-supply is treated by L. F. Vernon-Harcourt,
professor of civil engineering, University College, London;
Weights and Measurers by W. M. Flinders Petrie; Wiale
Fisheries by Robt. Gray ; Wheat by M. T. Masters; Wheat Peste
by A. E. Shipley ; Wine (a very comprebonsive treatise)by Prof.
W. Dittmar and 1. J. Newman, and Wool aud Yarn by Jas
Paton of Glasgow. The article on Wool le thorough and con-
tains engravings of the spinning mule, the carding engine, gilling
machine, &c., and comprises the whole process of manufacture.
The increase in the importe of wool into the United Kingdom is
shown by the facts that in 1800 the total was only 8,600,000 lbos.,
while in 1886 it was nearly 616 millions. The exporte in the
latter year were nearly 312 million pounds. hlie average ex-
cess of imports over exports eacph year since 1870 was 200 emill-
ions and upwards, something for the Balance of Trade theorists
to ponder on. Of other subjects treated the most remarkable le
that on Vaccination by Chas. Creighton, M.D., who takes a stand
somewhat againet the generally prevailing view accepted by
the faculty. He quotes statistics as freely as any medico among
them. But the facts remain as firm though unexplainable as
the effects of quinine or cucaine upon the human system. The
most popular article in the volume is that on War, a most
exhaustive and able treatise, by Col. J. F. Maurice, professer
of military art, of Staff College, Farnborough, a well-known recent
writer on the subject. One of the most practical and useful
articlet in the volume is that on Ventilation, which le copi-
ously illustrated.

At firet thought it miglt be supposed that a work in which
the subjects are alphabetically arranged does not require an
index. When, however, it is considered that many of the sub-
jects are necessarily treated under diffarent heads and that in
many of them classification is extremely diflicult, this idea will
vanish. The Index volume requires but a cursory examination.
to prove that it was net conceived or made in vain.

The EncyclopSlia Britanaica may be termed, A record of
of the progress bf human knowledge from the earliest times.
The present, the ninth edition was begun in 1875. The provious
edition had 344 contributors, the present 1,145. The sale of the
former edition was somewhat over 5,000; the sale of the ninth
is between fifty and sixty thousand and is still progressing
apace. Thirby of the contributors to the eighth, contributed to the
ninth; and the whole lias been rewritten, and none with the
exception of Lord Macaulay's ive lives of eminent Englishmen,
lias been reprinted without change. Many of the articles are
extensive enough to be published as separate books. If ber
claim to the title of the I Modern Athens " rested on no stronger
foundation, Edinburgh bas suficient in this greatwork toqualify
lier; and as a writer in the Edinzbu-glh Revicw (the Leonard Scott
Co. of New York) says, it is gratifying to the literary pride of
Scotland thatfrom flst to last this gigantic undertaking originated
in Seotland, and bas been conducted by Sceottish editors, Scottish
publishers, Scottish typographers and to a large extent by
Sceottish writers.

THE BANK OF MONTREAL.
The President and the General Manager of the Bank of Mont-

real have taken the opportunity afforded by the annual meeting
to present the shareholders and the public at large with the
usua valuable review of the situation and of coupling thorewitl
soume practical hints for ths future. The statement made by the
President, that bad prudential considerations warranted it, r
bonus of one per cent. in addition to the dividende could have
been paid, will be gratifying te the shareholders, who know thai
the money le there-their own property, as iuch as though
within their pockets-strengthening the position of the bank i
needs be, and bearing evidence of self-denial on the part of the
Directors theniselves, many of them the largest shareholdera in
the institution. The President als dwelt upon the undoubted
influence of our additional railway feeders upon Vte future o
Montreal and upon this and other banks as a consequence.

T'he General Manager reviewed the financial situation of the
year, as influencing the earning powers of the bank. The causes
at work, making for oheaper money in the coming years were
handled with a grasp that bore conviction readily along with it,
especially as dealing with loans maturing in a few years which
could be funded to-day at a much lower rate of interest. The
effect of the redemption of bonds by the United States and the
probable course with the remaining surplus in the near future
was no less pointed; The situation in Canada was described in a
plain, unvarnished manner, and goes to prove that Mr. Buchanan
is net inclined to take too rosy a view of things. The condition
of the growing crops isassuring, while the lumber trade and
probably our cotton industries give assurance of a prosperous
year. The setting aside the suin of $200,000 to provide for re-
bate on carrent discounts, not maturing for some time after the
date of the statement, le a stop in the riglt direction, if any were
needed to strengthen and guard the position of this our great
financial stronghold.

As the statement and the addresses öf the President, the
Generà Manager and other speakers are given in full elsewhere
and are so clearly put, more lengthy comment on our part is un-
necessary.

INSURANCE BROKERS, AVAUNT!
A rumor is alloat that the new leading spirit of one of our

home fire insurance companies-himself a man of action as well
as of thouglit-is contemplating the severance of his company
from the influence of the brokerage system, as being the only
obstacle in the way of counting some profit in the business.
There le much theoretically on his side, but it is to b leared that
it will not prove so easy of accomplishinent. Our wholesale
dry-goods bouses would also gladly dispense with commercial
travellers whose expenses alone would form a good profit. It
is purposed in the new experiment to advertise more largely,
offering insurance at a reduction of about ton per cent. from
carrent tariff rates on all business brought by the customer
direct to the company. This can hardly fail to sound the death
kneli of the Underwriters' Association, and probably also the
knell of some of the weaker companies; for with the dissolution
of the Association there cannot fait te be let loose a competition
as keen as was aver experienced in Canada, and thora je no
doubt that it is the fittest who shall survive. Some of our large
British companies, for the sake of choking off such competition,
could afford to reduce their rates 25 or 50 or even 75 per cent for
a year or two, or as long as the competitor would take in dying,
and then all ye who are stockliholders in companies'whose capital
is not fully paid up, look out for squalls-and calle The brokers
would probably be no unimportant element in such a contest, as
the commercial travellers were, in the case-of a leading dry-
goods louse which for several years carried on its business with-
out them. This successful bouse bas found that the travellers
and the advertisements are more effective than either alone.

Insurance mon will watch with interest the affect of this new
departure, te which all will wish " God speed" with the faintest
hope that it may be found practicable.

MR. ANDEsoN's MissioN.-A city corrcEpondent writes: Have our
own long established steamship companies been so lacking hitherto in
keeplug abreast with the times, of maintaining a fleet of large shipa
littIe, if any, behiwl those from American and trans-aîtlantic ports, that
the country must be called upon to set up an opposition lino for the
more sake of running across the Atlantic a few hours 'or a day
earlier? Or, if wo must have these ships for Imperial purposes or the
integrity of the nation, why cannot some arrangement bo entered
into with those already in the field, and who, in common witht most
steamship linos, have not found the business over profitable of late
years ? They could probably build three or four ocean grey hounds to
as good advantage and prevent the probability of a cut-throat com-
petition and father burdens upon the people. Wo have girdled the
continent; we are but five millions, with an undoniable, though sllght
(as yet) tondency southward, ad our enterpriso should not be diapro.

TnE PRESIDENT'B ADDREsS.

The President, Sir Donald Smith, in moving
the adoption of the annual report, said:-
Gentlemen, in propoking the adoption of this
report, which will be seconded by the Vice-
President, Hon. G A. Drummond, I do not
intend te be otherwise than brief in my ob-
servations. especially as the General Manager
will give such particulars as may be neces-
sary to supplement the statement you¯ now
have in your hands. It may be, and doubt-
less is, a disappointment to some that there Is
no bonus on this occasion. The carnings, as
you are aware, were such as te permit the
giving of one per cent, In addition to the
ordinary ten per cent., but your Directors
gave their mott careful cobsideration to this
in ail its bearings, and they considerid it est
In your iterest and for your protection that
instead of giving a bonus now there should
be an addition made to the reserve of profit

and los. At this lime the prospects of an
abundant barvest are excellent, and mere we
assured of (bat it might have been well that
we could all bave put into our pockets now a
little more money. You will ail recollect
that at this time last year everything also
looked very bright, but, unfortunatly, the
harvest both in the old provinces and in the
Northwest was a Ilisappointment te ail of us,
and consequently the earning power of the
Bank was curtailed because the capabilities of
borrowing weie not the same for the con-
munity as they would have beau had the
harvest turned out as was hoped for. Yen
wili then be stronger by keeping this in'
reserve for the present ad will beabletomeet
and to deal with circumstances as they
May present themselves, and should the crops
b such as we ail look forward te at present,
and there are no unforeseen adverse influences,
the giving of that bonus, which yo and all
of us will be very' glad te gel, will only be
postponed for a little while, for it is net that
we look forward with auy muisgivings te the
business of the Bank. Far from il. It la

IN A VERY EXCELLENT POSITION.

te do ail that may be necessary to give the
best return te its sharehoiders. And white
we bave proposed this dividend, of course it
rests with you te say, aflter ail, that you are
not te bave the bonus, but I am sure that ail
of yon who are business men, and who are
capable of looking ahead as well as any of is,
will consider that it la realy best that we
should content ourselves with ihe ordinary
10 par cent. at tbis moment. During -the
present year-the Bank, ta strengthen itself in
EngIand, bas made purchases te a very con-
siderablb extent of Imperial securities, that is,
securities such as the Bank of England will
Unhesitatingly accept nt any lime, and which
are convertible ait any moment, se that with
these in our possession we are always in a
position te borrow money as Il May be re-
quired. Yeu will sec in the report that some
$50,000 bas been set aside- for bank promises
in Calgary and Vancouver. This, your Di-
rectors considered essential ; fhat is, fiat the
Bank should b in possession of such prem-
ises and accommodation as would enable it
to do its business in the best way lxi what
may be called great centres of the Northweat
and Pacific cast. Smail comparatively at
the present moment, but growing so fast that
we may expect lu a very short lime that they
will,be very considerable factors towards on-
abling the Bank te increase its profits. Cal-
gary la the centre of the ranching country.
Vancouver, only three years old ad now a
city of seme 10,000 inhabitants, and bping the
terminus of the COnadian system of railways
on the Pacific coast, cannot fail te become a
place of very considerable importance in the
immediate future, and we wish te be ready
for whatever may offer itself te the Bank in
bath these places. As an evidence of

and of Montreal you will se also that the Di-
rectors bave thought proper te establish a
branchs in the west end 'of the city; that is
St. Catherine street. This Is for the accom-
modation of customers in that part of the
town ; for we ait recognize that the great por-
tion of the retail business la led in tuat di-
rection, and it.wili.be a great convenience for
depositore and others having business trans-
actions. with the Bank there.

The question of rebate on bills discounted
is one which bas been under consideration by
your Directors froi time te time for many
years back. The systemu which now prevails
i that commenced by the Bank at its Incep-
tion, and it has gone on ever since. The
Bank year, as youn are aware, closes on the
30th Aprii, and it bas net been the practice
hitherto to deduct the unearned interest from,
that date until maturity of the bills discount-
ed. It la thought by the Directors that it is
batter an allowance should ie made for this.
'l'at will require $200,000. Yeu may say
that the Directors might' weil bave done this
of themselves this year or the -year before.
But they thought that il was only right and
proper before they changed the system éf- sc-
counits tint had prevailed for over sEaventy
years, to come before you and intorm, yen of
their opinion on the subject and ask your ad-
vice with regard te it. (Ilear,- hear.) At
the annual meeting last year .1 thiuk refer-

ence was made to the opening up of certain
ronds !int Montreal which must necessarily
bring au accession of business to Canada, and
te Montreal especially. Then the direct rail-
ways

via Sault Ste. Marie, were under construction.
Now, I am happy te say, they are an accom-
plished fact, and I could wish very much that
al of you had beau with me on a very piea-
sant trip we made over those ronds within the
last tan or twelve days. You would have
seen for yourselves the great capabilities of
that intervening country and of the North
west, matrking out what we may well expect
te come -to Montreal from that source. And,
to-day we have for the first time, speeding
over the rond called the Short Line te St.
Job, N. B.,a new service, by a route which
takes off 270 miles of distance to that part of
the Maritime Provinces, and reduces the lime
te, I think, at present, eighteeu heurs, which
I underàtand will very shortly ba further cur-
tailed by two hours. This cannot possibly
fait te benefit us here in Montreal; and it ap-
pears to me thal if we are true te ourselves, if
we bond ourselves sturdily te the work before
us, what with ail these facilities, and with
Moutreal as it is to be, a fret port, with such
accommodation for traflic both by sea and
land äs you, gentlemen, who are connected
with the trade and commerce of the country
will insiston baving, surely we may look for-
ward for aven a greater and much brighter
condition of thing throughout the country
and Montreal than we have had in the past.
(Hear, hear.) This in its train will bring
with it additional accumulated wealth, and
that, in turn, vill give te the Bank of Mont-
real and ta other banks, increased deposits of
which, I hope that, as in the past, .the -Bank
of Montreal wili have its gooi share at a low
average rate of intereat,.so that notwithstand-
ing the steadily decreosing rate of interest
obtainable lor money for the last eight or ten
years, the bank by a largely- Increased busi-
ness by reason of thse deposits, will, like the
great banks in London, be in. a position .te
continue the distribution of satisfactory pro-
fits. Yeu will, notwithstanding that the rate
of interest from your customers is much
lower, be still able, with that good manage-
ment which bas characteriued your 3ank, te
look forward I firmly believe te baving the
10 per cent dividend. As to bonus that must
be just as the condition of affair may permit.
At any rate your directors, in the future as in
the past, will, no doubt, do theirutnost to keep
up the standard of the Bank, and give yen ail
the profit ad ail the advantage it may -he
possible for them te afford. I now move,
seconded by Mr. Drummond, the vice-presi-
dent.

That the Report of the Directors, now read,
be adopted and printed for distribution among
the Shareholders.

Hon. Senator Drummond-I have much
pleasure in seconding the motion.

The President-I will now ask the General
Manager te make a few remarks.

TUE GENERAL MANAGER'S DDaEss.
Mr. Buchanan, the General Manager, then

said: As having a very important bearing
on the results of the Bank's operations during
the past year, I wsh to take the liberty, as I,
did at our last meeting, of drawiug your at-
tention te the course of the money market in
Great Britain and theUnited Sttes. In Lon-
don the rates for' money ruled low' until
Beptember, when, In order te stop the drain
of goId, chiefly te the Argentine Republic, on
whose account large loans had bean put out,
the Bank of England raised tise rate te 4 and
three weeks later to 5 par cent. Notwith-
standing this, and the fact that that bai bor-
rowed largely from the other greant banks,
with a view of reducing the supply of loan.
able funds, the open market rate for money
responded te the advance li the hankrate
for only a very limited perlod, and the fol-
lowing anomalous condition of affaIrsexist-
ed-The Bank of England rate 'as 5 per
ceont'-Tie other .banks, acéording te Lon-
don custon, were allowing li par cent. be-
low, that la, 3 per cent, te depositors, while
they were only able te lend on the market
at 2 to 2a par cent. a very unprofitable
business for them. . Before long arrange-
ments were made with the gr at iüsIilng
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houses to stop the export of gold ta the
Argentine Republic; gold was brought in
from Russia and elsewhore, and the year
1888 closed on a comparatively quiet monoy
market. By the end of January the bank
rate had been brought down to 3 per cent.,
and on the 18th April it was further re-
duced to 2j, where It now Stands, with dis-
counts In the open market ut Il per cent.
It muet be apparent, therefore, tbat London
has been a poor fleld, throughout our year,
for the profitable employment of any of our
surplus monles. It may be interesting to
note that during the stringency the stock of
bullion in the Bank of England sank to
£18,300,000, the lowest point it has reached
oince 1866, the year of the Overend-Gurney
falure.

In New York with the exception of a slight
Squeeza towards the end of Decentbor.

MONEY iAS IiSEN sUPER-ADUNDANT,
and has not averaged for the year over two
per cent. for cail loans. Time money has
been correspondingly low, and l Ohicago wu
have becn obliged to content ourselves with a
roduced rate. This condition of thinga was
largely produced by the extensive bond pur-
chases made by the United States Govern-
ment. Froml the 23rd of April, 1888, when
the first purchaie'was Made, until now, the
enormoua oum of $195,000,000 lias been put
out in that way. The surplus, however, now
held by the Treasurer lias beau reduccd to
$56,000,000, and unless he advances the price
ho lias so far bee willing to pay for tho
bonds, there la not much likellhood of its
being diblurgtd to aUy great extent, In which
case, If the harvest equals general expecta-
tions, we look pretty confidently for much
botter values for mouney in the United States
this Auîtunn.

The ratea In Canada have been about normal,
with a terdency to a lower level, owing ta
keen competition; profits on collections from
tho same cause have beau greatly reduced,
whle Foreign Exchange la dealt in at a price
ailtogetiier out of proportion to tho risks In-cident to the bueiness. But thia has been, I
fear, about the case wlth mest kinde of huai-
nees for the pat few years-greatly diminiah.
ed profits on ail aides. It la evident to everyeue thatcapital ia yielding ]ess year by year--
for inatance, between now and December
1900, thora are maturing in the United Statea,
somnethiug lice $650,000,000 of railway bonda,now bearing not less than 6 per cent. and
soule as high aa 10 per cent.; to-day these
could Le refunded at from 4 to 4j per cent.
Brmnging tLile hone to the case of this Bank,It seems te me that only by a great expansion
in our lendling capacity lu his country whlicl,I think, however, we may very fairly calculate
an, as riches and population increase, can Iwo
look to a Maintenance of our profits at about
the preaent figure for many years longer, and
that, thiereforo, a distribution of all a bank's
earnings woutd Le a measure of questionable
prudence.

TE VEAu'l BUSNsESS.
Business generally during tho past year inu
0nada has beau rather dlsappointing, and,unless lu exceptiaual cases, I am under the im-
pression that a majority of ierchants, who
have lad tho courage te value their asseta liua proper manoner, have had ta contemplate aashrlitnge of thoir capital account. The cropa
were ontlY fairly good tin Ontario, and were dis-
appointing In Manitoba. Payments were coi-.
sequetitly light, and the baniks have had to
carry a heavier lond than usual. This, with
the hîolding'ovejr ai a good deal of lumber andlogs,wf il pretty weli account for the Increnseof
$19,000,000 during the ycar in loans, and does
not altogether Ilidicate a healthy expansion ofbusiness. The deposifs have incransed $15,-.
000,000, and though a portion of tis veryProbably represents the savings of the con-
ounty, ln large part la composed of proceeds
cf nreaa i other countries, aud, coUEcquently,

eunr bni tîîdobtediess of the Dominion. Ono
fveturo abont thcse deplsits il batks i tnotvory Satiafactory. Leaving out the Bank 'f
Montrent fron tho Government stateient, Itwill be accu that wlîiîe circulation andMte-
posita rolrsentig tile liablities to the
public havO ncreased, the Reserves, whichshiuld have augirented proportiouately, bave
(ttiniatcd. Tita figures ar:-

THE ODTLoOK FOR TUE FUTURE

la et present bright. Lumber prospects were
never btter. Crops ait over the Dominion
give great promise. The cotton mille appear
ta bc working in barmony, and consequently
on more profitable'lines, and mnuy securities,
which were a short time ago unrealizable, are
now getting a market value. If our hopes are
realized, we should have au active business in
the carly autumn, but, if on the coutrary, the
cropa should turn out badly and the lumber
business, which la a very important factor, net
mett expectations, the results cannot fait te be
correspondingly disappointing. We look on
this as rather a crucial year, and until the
outcome of it ls sean, 'our distribution of
profits was, I think,.wisely confined to, what
bas been considered for same few years back
the minimum, viz., 10 per cent. Lot us hope
that merchants aleo will not discount the
future, which la always full of uncertainties,
by increasing their importations, at least until
we are treading on firmer ground than la
possible so long bofore harvest time. I have
already taken up to much of your time, and
ahall now only add that I shall bo pleased ta
answer any questions which any of the ahare-
hiolders deaire ta put to me.

The President-If there le any other gen-
tiernau who would like to make some obser-
vations on the report, we wilt be happy ta
hear him?

Mr. John Morrison reviewed the business of
the Bank fôr the past year, and added that the
Diroctors iad acted with commendable pru-
dnce in adding te the reserve fend. Had a
bonus beeu declared a grose error would have
been committed. It would have bean an lin-
provement if the current expenses and losses
every year were given in the annual state-
ments. The statement, however, he muet
Say, ne far as It went for the present year, was
unexceptional.

Mr. John Crawford-Mr. Chairman, there
does 'net seem te be much disposition either
to ask or answer any questions. I am very
happy to remark that my friend, Mr. Morrisou,
hias done that respect te the resolution for tho
adoption of the reports whilch, it seemîs ta me,
it deserves. Ho has led the way and I will
follow with a few supplementary remarks. I
thiuk, sir, lu the fret place, that your re-
marks about the non-payment of a bonus
were Sound, logical and conservative; and I
can scarcely believe that any person interested
li bankr affaire could taie exception to

Scu A ,UnIcious Veonîv.
I conclude that the whole is an argument
generally In favor of the couservatism of the
Board. Notwithstanding . the tire and brim-
stone which was sbowered on the hends of
certain gentlemen at .the time of the declar-
ation of the no-bonus dividend, I predict from
the serene faces before me that harmony will
Le the prevalling cbaracteristic of thtis meet-
ing. I cnu understand there was some ex-.
citement on the part of the Street; soma gen-
tleien were severely clipped in their winga
by the stock falliug, but the general resut le
only another illustration of the Bank'a sound

position and the judiclous course which the
Bank ha adopted. A question which natur-
ally arises, and one which I presume we are
qualified ta pronounce upon le the expediency
of the poliy of the Board. I have no heaita-
tion in declaring, Mr. President, in favor of
that policy. I have listened ta the remarks
ot the General Manager with a great deal of
interest and attention, and I think ha de-
serves credit for the interesting statistica
which e bas compiled, and I have no doubt
they will prove beneficial ta niany here. .It le
only two years ago oince we were told that
If the Directors had been able to look further
ahead they would in that year (1887) bave
only pald a 1. par cent. instead of a 2 per
cent. bonus. Now, sir, neither can we ignore
our present position. Competition between
banks je vastly on the Increase, inoey fa
phenomenally cheap, and the expenditture
le still maintaineld t ita maximum rate. It
seema te me, though, that the country, narrow
as IL 1s, ls capable of absorbing all ite unem-
ployed capital, and I think that these reasons
will lend us to the conclusion that'the policy
of the Bank la deserving of credit. I might
take this opportunity of saying that the pic-
ture presented by the President contrasts
severely with that roseate picture usually
given at bank meetings. Now, sir, last year I
took the opportunity of saying a few words

wiTa REFERENoE TO DIvlDENDs
and I suggested that the Bank, in.view of the
uncertainty of business, should take up the
question of the propriety of paying quarterly
dividends of 2j per cent., lu the aggregate 10
per cent, a rate which you, Mr. Preideunt,
said might be relied upon. I am satisfied
that that step would become very popular
among a large proportion of the Shareholders,
and I would say that if the policy b adopted
the increase li the expenditure of the Insti-
tution would be scarcely appreciable. Now,
Mr. President, et the laet anunual meeting you
were kind enough ta say that tis subject, as
well as that of the gross earnings, would bo
taken Into cearnest consideration by the new
Board. I hope that bas been done. I sin-
cerely hope, sir, aud I am quite satIsfied that
everyone lu this room hopes with me, that
you will always continue a member of that
Board until you are, of course,'removed ta a
bigher and botter ephere. In reading the
annual report of the Banque Nationale a week
or se ago, I perceived an Item of $50,000 ap-
propriated te defray bad and doubtful debts, a
proof that that institution le in touch with
the situation of the times. Take just one pro-
gressive step further and give us au item of
the expense of. the management and that hor-.
rible problem, gross expenditure, the bug-bear
of bankers, will be entirely solved.

The President-I mnay say, In reply te Mr.
Crawford, that although the iJoard have not
sean their way ta Introduce quarterly divi-
dende, this la not lest sight of and that we will
always keep it in view, and have done se, and
I have no doubt that those whom you may
elect as your Board to-day will këep before
them the question of the renewal of the char-
ter, and that so far as may rest with them the
Bank will net sufier fromt any change.

The report was unanimously adopted.
TUANKS TO TUE PaESIDENT AND DIlEcTORs.

Mr. John Crawford thon moved:
That the thanks of the meeting Le pre-

sented to the Presidetit, the Vice-President
and Directors for their attention ta the inter-
eate of the Bank.
He said: I may say that it gives me great
pleasure ta discharge the agrecable duty im-
plied ln moving this resolution and I think IL
should bo understood, or I desire IL ta be
uuderstood, that Ibis not done in that con-
ventional sense usual for motions of this
kind,.but with au honest desire to.convey the
sincere thanks of eiarebolders to yourself
aud collengues for the ycar's results. That
Directors incur great respousibilities goes
without saying. When the industrial and
commercial affaire of the country are booming
these responsibilities are in a greant measure
both nominal and agrecable; but when a
period of adversity arrives, 'when industries
are languishing and failures the order of the
day their position and their- relations to the
shareholders, as well as the public, assume
a widely different aspect. .Thore le faeting
before their eyes, perhaps, visions of ruined
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widows and orphans, and dogging their steps,
and, if conscience wore present, perbaps filling
them with remorse. On the other band,
when they discharge honestly and faithfully
the duties devolving upon them, as ours have
during the past year, they are certainly on-
titled to our thanks. Their substantial
interest, I mlght ay, ýMr. President, in this
Bank le a guaranteo that not only their
own but ours will not go by default, if *eal,
energy and integrity:beof iny aval;And these,
sir, are the sterling qualities .whioh copatrained
me at an earlier stage of the -meeting to
endorse the policy of the Bank. If ever the
golden rnle applied itis li this jnstane, Othe
right man in the right place,'Ï ,dl wbile they
are but mortal,:they cannot expect to couvert.
blood from a stone, or other assets, golden
though they bo, into profits in the absence of
a demand. The General Manager stated'that
the profits fell below the average during the
past year, and I may say that it is stated, I
presume on good authority that our Board ls
a canny, formidable Scotch clan, who get the'
credit of a bump of caution, and they willnot
not have any transaction of a speculative
character. I desire,.sir, in conclusion, to en-
phasize this, that what shareholders have
moet to apprehend is not the withholding of
bonuses, but the natural tendency of directors
to bd too generous. I do not allude to any
particular batik, and least of ail to the Bank
of Montreal-to declare dividende out of un-
earned or unwarranted profits. It le not
politic in shareholders to bring great pressure
to bear upon Director< to pay bonuses or
higher dividende. One Word more in the
shape of caution; if our Directors ehould
unfortunately b caught nappivg, and a very
serious deicit should ensue, wos betide thom;
therefore, gentlemen, look ont for your
uoddlee.

Mi. Hector Mackenzie seconded the motion,
wbich was carried unanimously.

Thé President in replying said:-For my.
cólleagues and myself I thank you most
warmly for the manner in which you have
referred to us in our administration of y our
affaire for the past year. It le gratifving to
ns inow that you so thoroughly endorse
the conservative policy we thought it our
duty to pursue in withholding the bonus
which It would have been possible et this
timO to give, and I will only add that, at any
rate, we are consclous of having done vith
regard to your affaire just as each of us would
have done were we looking after our own
individual matters. While speaking of this
I will just say this one word. We ail of us
deeply regret the loss of our colleague, the
late Mr. Alex. Murray, a gentleman upon
whose mature judgment we always relied
and whose sound advice we found to be most
valuable in ail cases of emergency. He was
always ready to do his part in the besL pos.
sible way for the intereste of the share-
holders, whose trustes he was.

THAK TO TUE DENERAL MANAGER AND OTER

OFFICERS.

Hon. J. J. 0. Abbott said : While I feel
gratified et the approbation which the sbare-
holders have been pleased to accord to our
labors for the past year, I feel that we.must
not forget that the executive ofiicers of the
Board have contributed in their respective
departments to,the success of the operations
of the Bank, and I think they should have
their due amount of approval also. I therofore
beg to move

The General Manager, In replying, said
I beg to thank the mover and seconder o
the resolution for the manner in which the
have spoken of myself and the other officer
of the:Bank, sud for your cordial reception o
the motion.
