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X. GENERAL.

1. That we express our disapproval of the
cheap " picture shows " which are becoming
such a rajj^-^ at present, and that we call upon
those who have the charge of children to do
their utmost to eradicate, or limit, the ctH.

2. That on account of the baneful influence

of cigarettes on the boys and girls, and the
great diflficulties connected with the regula-

tion of the sale and use of them, \\< favor a
law which will prohibit the manufacture and
sale of them ; and respectfully ask the
Dominion Parliament to enact a law which
will make provision for this desired object.

3. That whereas the publication of supple-

ments containing comic colored cuts is being
introduced into our Canadian papers, and
believing that the tone of these pictures is

lowering and sometimes debasing, giving
wrong views of life, and teaching disresprct

for age, for parents and for those in authority,

and l>elieving that they are ealenlaled to

(k-stroy, in the youth of our land, the taste

for all that is nolile, beautiful, and truly

artistic, we, the members f)f the Public
School Department of the Ontario Educa-
tional Association, desire to express our
strong disapproval of the ])ubli(ation of such
matter in our Canadian press.
