Some sorts have proved deceptive,
losing quality at each succeeding process, whereas Aus-
tralian is consistently improved by thy work put upon it.
Wool prices, of course, are determined by comparative 
values. Less prejudice than ever is attached to the origins 
of weolen materials.

A Trade of Commerce report from Ottawa shows that
Canadians are considering ways of making British Consuls
abroad usefti to themselves. The report calls certain re- 
plies receive^ from the corps in the United States “splendid 
testimony to the efficiency of the service.” Hut that dictutn
is «rely premature. By jailing a little longer Canadians
are reasonably sure t^t find our Consuls very willing, but
very helpless persons in most commercial matters.
