We do mnot dcubt that
these instances were impostures which
would not stand investigation, just as
the pretended healings which were
sald to have taken place under his in-
fluence in the West wers found on in
vestigation to be spurious.

Schlatter's fame as a healer and
prophet seems to have risen cut of the
impression of oddity made by his
peculiarly ascetic appearance, his long
flowing hair and beard, rather than
out of any extraordinary cures effect-
ed by him.

He ueed to prociaim that he would
not receive money, and that he had re-
fused to accept millions of dollars, be-
cause it was against his principles to
take money ; but it is certain that he
has recelved much money for his re-
puted cures, and he also charged an
admiesion fee in the martime pro
vinces.

THE GREEK CHURCH.

¢ Ignoramus,” of Toronto, noticed
recently in one of the daily papers &

paragraph to tho effect that ‘‘ the
only difference botween the Creck
and the Roman Catholic Churches is
that the former does 'not recognize the
authority of our Holy Father the
Pope.” He enquires whether this is
accurate, and desires to know further:

1. * What l8 the attitude of the
Cathollc toward the Greek Church?"
2, * Are the orders of the Greek
Church valid ?”
8. Why are the Grecks not called
Protestants ?
THE ANSWER

1, In the year 328 of our ers, Con-
stantine the Great, being convinced
that the great Roman Empire required
a new political centre, chose Byzsn-
tum for the purpose, and the new
name Constantinople (the city of Con-
stantine) was given to the new cap-
ital, which was inangurated in A D
330.

From the importance of the new
city the successive patriarchs of Con
stantinople became gradually ambiti-
ousto rule the Church of the East with
out reference to the Pope, who was,
however, still recognized as Head of
the Universal Church until in A. D.
692 when, through the machinations of
the Emperor Justinian, IL and the
Patriarch Paul III. of Constantinople, &
petty council of the Bishops of the
patriarchates of Constantinople and
Antloch decreed that the patriarchal
gee of Constantinople should possess
the same privileges and powers as the
anclent see of Rome, and that other
Easstern patriarchates shou'!d hold their
respective dignities in the following
order: 3:d, Alexandria; 4:h, Antioch;
5.h, Jerusalem.

Popa Sergius I. of course, rejected
absolutely the acts of this pseudo-Coun-
cil, and the germ of schiem thus pro-
duced did not come to maturity till
Photius, a patriarch intruded by the
Emperor Basil into the see of Constan-
tinople, the trua patriarch Ignatins
baving been driven into exile, had
the insolence in 866 to pronounce &
sentence of excommunication agains
Pope Nicholas the First.

In 869 the 8:h Ganeral Council of
the Church condemned Photius and his
acts, declaring that the Bishops who
had agreed to the appointment of Pho
tius to the patriarchate ‘‘were notori-
cusly schismatics, excommuricated and
deposed.”

Pnotius is generally regarded as the
founder of the Greek Schism, and it
was he who, in order to make the
schism permanent, introducedadistine
tive doctrinal difference into the Greek
Church by denying the procession of
the Holy Ghost from the Son, asgerting
that the Holy Ghoat proceeds only from
God the Father.

It will be seen, however, from the
action of the S 'h Ganeral Council that
the schism was not definitsly effected
by Photius, nor was this done until
1053 when Michael Cerularius opanly
proclaimed that ‘‘the seat of empire,
having been transferred by Constan-
tine, the religious supremacy no longer
belongs to Rome but to Constanti-
nople.” Oa July 16.b, 1054, the sent
ence of excommunication by the Pope
agains Michael Cerularius was de
posited by the Pope's legates on the
great altar of St. Sophia's Church.
Bagides the denial that the Holy
Ghost proceeds from the Son equally
as from the TFather, Cerularius made
soveral trivial objections against the
usages of the Western or Latin Church,
guch as the non use of Alleluias in the
Masses of 1.ont, the eating of animals
which had been strangled, the use of

‘rled clergy. The language of the Lit.
' urgy 18 ususlly the anclent language
'of the country in which the Church

existe, as Greek in Greece, S:lavonic
in Russia, Coptic and E hiople in
Egypt and Ehiopia respectively,
Syriac in Syris, etc. These matters
are of local discipline, and are g0 re-
garded by the Catholic Church, which
allows the use of ancient liturgies in
these same languages in thoee coun-
tries.

At the Council of Liyons, in 1274, the
Greek Church rejoined the Catholic
Church, signing unreservedly a fall
profession of Catholic faith ; but the
union only lasted till 1283. In 1439
also a reunion was effected, which
lasted only till 1453, owlng to the op-
position of the clergy, who dreaded the
exercise of the Pope's authority in ef-
fecting reforms, and of the laity, who
for political reasons preferred that
their Churches should be ruled by their
monarchs rather than by the succeesor
of St. Peter.

The supremacy of the Patriarch of
Constantinople has entirely dis
appeared in the Eastern Church, the
Church of each country being now in-
dependent of the rest, while the Holy
Synod of Rassia and the Czar exer-
clse a species of pre-eminence of bonor
and a protectorate over all, owing to
the great power of the Russian Em -
pire.

Bssides thesa Greek, or, more accur

ately, Orienial churches, there are still
extant some remnants of the ancient
Eatychian or Monophjyeite, and Nastor
{an heresies in the Turkish and Persian
Empires. The reason these churches
arenot celled Protestant is that they
do not owae theirorigin inany way to the
Protestant movement of the sixteenth
century, and their doctrines and dis
cipline in no way resemble those of
Protestantism. They celebrate Mass
just a3 Catholics do, and hold all the
doctrines and practices of the Catholic
Church, except in such particulars as
we have mentioned above. Hence
Catholics regard them rather as schis
matics than as heretics, as their chief
error affects the inviolable unity of the
Ohurch. Their priests and Bishops
have valid orders, but owing to their
separation from the centre of unity,
they have not real jurisdiction to exer-
cise priestly powers. They are in the
position of excommunicated or sus-
pended priests.

Cardinal Rampolla, the Papal Secre-
tary of State, visited the rector of the
American college in Rome, and ex-
pressed the Pope's and his own sorrow
at the sad eveut. He also stated that
tke Pope has a special love for the
American people, and that he regarded
President McKinley as a sincers friend
of the Catholie Church,

Oa account of the tragical event,
through respect to the President’s
memory, all eudiences were suspended
at the Vatican,

Cardinal Rampolla also telegraphed
to Mgr. Martinelll at Waghington to
proceed at once to Baffalo after the
President’s death, to convey the ex-
pression of the Pope'’s gympathy to the
American government and to the
family of the late President.

MRS. CARRIE NATION IN TOR-
ONTO.

Mrs. Carrie A. Nation, the Saloon-
Smasher of Topcks, Kansas, delivered
a lecture in Toronto on Wednesday
night, Ssptember 17. Curlosity to see
Mre. Nation, and the sympathy which
many have with her in her way of
dealing with saloons, acted together in
bringing a large audience of one
thousand persons to Massey Hall to
hear the now famous character tell of
her doings.

Mrs. Natlon 1is described as belng
pot an eclegant speaker, &8 she con-
gtantly uses the slang of the West and
the peculiar twang of the South in her

| talk. She 18 peither logical nor im-
‘ pressive ; but ehe denounced the liquor
trade with such vigor as to givea epice

highly educated, particularly if they
were in sympathy with her senti-
ments.

Bat the matter of her address is re-
markable from the fact that she advo-
cated s course of treatment of liquor-
dealers which was novel to & Canadian
audience

Canadians are law ablding, and it
shocks Canadian ears to hear an fllegal
treatment of any class of citizens open-
ly advocated.

Mrs. Nation exhorted the women of
Toronto to adopt the anarchical course
of taking the law into their own hands,
and arming themee!vos with hatchets,
clubs and rocks, to make a raid upon
the saloons and violently destroy them.

She said that the women have in
their own hands the solution of the
ram question, Let them gather en
masse, and, armed in the manner she
described, let them wipe the saloons
out of existence, They would succeed
in this way; for the men are too COW-
ardly to offer resistance to such an at-
tack. She had experienced this when
sha herseli had raided saloons in Kan-
sas, The men looked on in dumb sur-
prise and inaction while she and her
companions were demolishing their
property.

This is not exactly a true representa-
tion of the case, for in gseveral instances
there was opposition and even blood-
shed.

A3 arule men in America, at least,
are greatly embarrassed if they find
themselves in conflict with a raging
mob of women, and a sentiment cf
chivairy prevents them from meeting
such violence violently. But there ls
a iimit to such endurance, and when
that limit is overstepped there will be
resistance, and the result may be most
deplorable.

A rald was made after Mrs. Nation's
method, by & number of farmers in
disguise on a saloon in Milwood, Kan-
sag, on Feb. 18, and a serious fight
ensued, during which a gun was fired
by one cf the attacking party, and the
wife of the saloon keeper had the top
of her head shot off, and died soon after
from the wound.

In the same melee one of the men
who made the rald was struck in the
shoulder by a bullet from a revolver.
He too might easily have received a
mortal wound.

It is true there were no women in
this crowd, but the principle at stake
was the same; and an attack by
women, if resisted, might have similar-
ly fatal resuits.

That a women's raid might be re-
gisted is evident from what occurred
in Chicago just at the time when Mrs.
Carrle Nation was on the rampage, to
use her own words in describing her
conduct.

A number of female followers of
John Alexander Dowie wildly attacked
several drug stores, without being
effsctually checked by the police.
They cried out that these stores wer®
of the devil, and several of them were
totally wrecked. But the assailants
werae at last driven off by a stream of
cold water poured upon them from the
nozzle of the pipe of a fire engine.

It was the chivalrous feeling of
which we have already spoken which
prevented the druggists from using
more deadly weapons for self-protec:
tion, but thera is a possibility of such
weapons being employed when such
raids are made, and disastrous results
might easlly follow.

The advice of Mrs. Nation to the
women of Toronto is, thorefere, both
extremely silly and dsugerous. In
any event, if there were no dangor of
deadly weapons being employed in the
defence, the cowardice would be on
the part of the women Who would take
advantage of the respect of men for
the weakness of their sex, to make an
attack, in the belief that the men
would be too chivalrous to have re-
course to dangerous weapons in defend-
ing themselves.

It was, therefore, a most sensible
proclamation which was published by
the Canadian President of the W, C.
T, U., that the methods employed by
Mrs. Nation, under pretext of reform-
ing the counatry, are to be condemned.
We have confidence that the women of
Toronto have too much good gense to
follow Mrs. Carrie Naticn's advice, re-
lying on the gallantry of the men to
prevent them from taking effectual
measuresjto protect themselves. i

Owing to the warning given by
Lady Ambrose, Melgund was on his
guard, and refused to deliver them to
any one but Cardinal Rampolla. He
was therefore entrapped by Cardinal
Ferretaro's hired assassins into an
alcove the trap door of which in a few
minutes would open downward and
precipitate him into a fathomliegs well.

He was saved from death merely by
dragging Cardinal Ferretaro into the
alcove to die with him, and the zerv-
ants of the latter to save their master’s
life re-opsned the alcove, and both
prisoners stepped back agaln into the
Cardinal’s office.

This Cardinal is, of course, a mythi-
cal character, and the whole story is &
fable.

De. Workman relies golely on bold
negs of agsertion to sustain this theory ;
for, indeed, it 18 totally incapable of
belng proved, and it naver has been
proved ; and Mrs. Eidy's writings
throw no new light on the quastion.
Basides, it is totally incompstible with
the numerous passages of Holy Writ
in which the existeuce of creatures,
material and spiritusl, is taught.
These passages confirm our innate con-
sclousness and the testimony of our
senses,

It will suffica to cite here one pass:
age of Seriptare in which this teach-
ing is found, viz. (Heb. ii, 6 ):

 What is man that thou art mindful
of him? or the Som of man that thou
visitest him ? ‘Thou hast made him a
little less than the angels, thou hast
crowned him with glory and houor,
and hast set him over the works of thy
hands.”

Eddy, accepted by her followers on
her ipse dixit, and by means of which
the public are humbugged.

There is nothing of instruction to be
gained by the publication of Dz, Work
man’s wordy letter in cur columns.

Mr. Spaulding has slready informed
us that the object of Christian Sclence
is to destroy sin and sickness, which,
according to his theory, do not exlst,
If this be the case, we sed no need of
Christian Science methods to destroy
them,

sghare with them our treasures, to ex- l

tend to them the benefit of our advan-
| tages, to devote to their improvemont
i our pergonal gifts, our ensrgy, in-
telligence, exporiencs and the in-
fluenca or authority we msay have ac-
quired, It {8 charity practised to a
heroic degree, because it waits not
until others are in extreme, or even
urgent need ; in fact, it does not con-
sider their needs, but studies their en-
richment and improvement : nor does
it give solely of its supersbundance,
but ylelds evean what i3 necessary,
@ven go far as to forego its rights and
abjure its privileges. Al this, finally,
s without other motive than the sin-
cure desiro to help others, and it 18 al-
ways done without display, eelf lauda-
tion, or quost for popular applause.

Virtue like this is necescarily Chris-
tian, and there i3 no need of qualify-
ing it under this name except toput
before us the Oae, who alone as God
and man, could ha Its source and
model, since it i8 more divine than
human. It is the exceszlve charity
with which Chriet loved us, the charlty
which prowp'ed Him to anninilate
Himee'f when the elightest act of His
would heve been enough to save us, to
shed His blood in profusion when the
least drop would have paid our ransem.
How generous it wae in Carlst to he
gtow the benefit of His presence and
the might of His miraculous powere
on the poor and sfllicted of Israel !
How generonsly patient to bear with
their ignorance and prejadice, and to
instruct them in the simplest elements
of religion! How generously He
overlcoked the pettiness and mean-
ness of His Apostles, thelr low ambi-
tion, rivalries, contentions, and re
conree to human fcflaence? How
generously He could accopt ag woll as
glve ; for this, tco, s a trait of goner
osity, as when H> insisted on letting
Mary Magdalene scatter the precious
ointment on His fest, and magnified
the mits of the poor widow in the eyes
of all in the temple !
The generosity of Christ is itself a
proof of its divinity, and it is ap uuerr
ing mark of His spirit. Would any
one gearch in his heart for some meas-
ure of his spirit of Christ, let him be-
gin by exploring it for the slightest
measure of generosity, and ask how
far he pus the interests of God, of
Carlst, of religion, of humanity before,
or even on par, with hisowan. How
true it is, that instead of belng gener-
ous, men seek thelr own and not what
is Christ's. His claims are set aside
until they hava satisfied themseives
and exhausted the very gifis they have
derived from Him. How elcquently
men laud the advantages of Christlan
clviiiza 1)n ; how abundantly they
draw upon it, and yet how meanly
they shrink from doing their share to
preserve or advance it. Carist con-
descends to lat the Church with which
He identifis Himself stand in need of
the talents, the fortune, the influsnce
they have acquired chiefly through the
medium of religion, and ye: they hest-
tate to come to His ald. They look to
others to show the way; they fear to in-
cur the displeasure of the world, to
guffer any inconvenience or logs, a8
they consider it, though reelly it would
be their real gain. The poor are
clamoring for help, the laborer 18
vainly appealing to them not to muitl
ply his burdens ; tha little ones of the
flock are erying to have the bread of
the Word brokzn unto them, the waif
and the orphan are geeking & sheiter,
and millions of heathens are groping
in darkness for the light of the religion
and for the benefit of the civilization
without which it wors baiter we had
not been born into this world ; all
about us, even in the bosom of our

own families, minds and hesrts are
craving for light and consolation.
Mere human pity, sand the ordinary
gpirit of mercy, Bay, the very self love
that would make us ba glad to be rid
of thalr importunities, ghould inspire
us to give lavishly of our means to re-
\love their neeas ; and yet their cry 18
unheeded, their appaal 18 in vain.
Now and then = gop is thrown in the
way of money they do not want, 01
iegislation, or some £C ne of enlight
enment, or of eduzsiiog, that will only
inteneify the sonse of ihelr defiziency.
Oae looks almost valoly for the gift
given freely, unconditionglly, with-
out advertisement, with aay real self
gacrifice, or unselfish consideration of
the purpose for waich it is gliven.

The object of our Holy Father in
designating ' Christian Generosity ”
as the General Intention for Ostober,
{s manifestly to renew among Catho
lics the world over, & 82n&8 of the need
of this virtue in the persecutions to
which the Church is subjsct in coun-
tries in which the government has
been seizad by enemies of religion,
and in the face of hardships which we
encounter in countries like Eagland
and our own, in which there i8 80
much diserimination, on the part of
certain bodies of our fellow-citizans,
if not on the part of our government,
against Catholic interests.

Without adverting to the need of
more Christian generosity among the
Catholics in other countries, it 18 well
worth while to reflsct on the need of it
{n our own country. A little more of
it would support our gchools, or at least
ingpire those who glve a trifla for this
purpose to give it chesrfully, without
forever harping on the hardship3 or
{mpossibility of supporting & Catholic
gchool, and chorighing secretly, if not
avowing opeuly, the conviction, rarely
well founded, that & fres religious
gchool 18 mecossarlly inferior to a com-
mon one, Christian generosity would
prompt somd rich Catholles to make
Cathollc colleges quite capable of saup-
porting the fine appearances of the sec:
tarian or gecular institations to which

take God at His word, and train their
offspring to seek first the kingdem of
God, in the sure hope that all thinge
will be added unto them, evex the
social advantages and business chances
they hope to gecure for their future.
Christian generosity, finally, would
meke us3 all give more of our time, oar
eunergy, abllity, learning, fortune, in-
fl 1ance—political or social—to the ad-
vancement of religion, and make us
give it ungrudgingly, modestly, yet
fearlessly, with no other motive than
that of repaying the generosity with
which Christ has treated us, with no
other hops of reward than the confi-
dence that Hs will not be outdone in
generosity,

There aro many reasons why we
should pray for Christian gencrosity .
Firet of all, it is something heroic, and
nothing herolc can be had without
prayer. Then it 18 something very
rare ; its opposite—meanness—is com-
mon, but it is altogether exceptional.
Necegsary at all times, it wes rarely
more needed than It {8 in our time.
Without it Christian life is impossible
and religion must perish,

over all? Did, then, the Divine
Founier of the Catholic Church in its
original constitution provids for a per-
manent head esnd universal ghepherd
over Hig flack, to feed the sheep with
sound doctrine and protect them from
the wolves of heresy ? The Soclety of
the Atonemant believes that He did
when Ho sald to Bimon Peter, the Pri
mate, (St Matt, x., 2) of the Apostles,
“'Thou art Peter, and on this rock I will
duild my Church and the gates of hell
ghall not prevail agsinst it.

DEATH AT TORONTO OF THE
CO-FOUNDRESS

Of the Uommunity of St. Jozeph, in
Canada,

Almost within sound of the glad joy bells
heralding the Golden Jubiles or Fifsieth Aonm

versary of the Foundation of the Communit
of St. Joseph in Toronto, Mother Mary Ber
nard Dinan, the link bstween the present and
the past of the Congregation, the sole survivor
of the four co-Foundresses of the Order in
Canada, died suddenly of Apgina Pectoris in
the Sacred Hears Orphanage, sSunnyside, on
Monday, 20th ult, at 9:30 p. m. Her death
came a8 a shock not alone to the Community
whose joyful Jubilee Symphonies are changed
o notes of mourning, but to the Catholic popu-
lation at large who loved and csteemed the
departed religious for her excellent qualities
of head and heart. her magnificent generosity
and noble spirit of self-3ac rifice

The history of Mother Bernard's religious
life is the history of the Community of St
Joseph in Canida. She wss the youngt 8L
membezr of thay little colony of four religious
women who in tho early days of October 1851
Jeft the shores of the great neighboring Repub
lic to come to establish their Community on
alien goil,  Ostensibly from the Siates, they
were, with one exception, not Americans.
The Mother Superior of the little band first
saw the lighy in beautiful France, sunny
Lyons cradl d her; Westarn Canada, even our
own Queen City, was to be her tomb, Another
claimed the Fatherland for her childhood’s
home; the Prussian and B yhemian forests
were no strange places to the fittle German
maid, who later with her Fre travelling
companion was destined to liein ** God's Ac re”
at Toronto. Both were q wstly to sleep to

gether under the shadow of our beloved Maple
before Sedan was fought and lost, leaving 10 &
conguered nation 1ts legacy of death and hate
and shame. kven had they lived to see the
disastrious war of 1871 it would not have
gevered hearte that religious ties had bound 80
closely.

Of course, when I distingulsh heresy
‘before the Church from heresy before
God, I mean only heresy aé embodied
in persons. The Church can not know
men's hearts, but undoubtedly she
know the meaning of lsnguage,
undoubtedly every Roman Catholic 18
bound to belleve that sn authentic
condemnation by the Church of any

position a8 heretical is infallible.
1t is in such a cace certalnly heresy in
the sense of the words. What it may
be in the sense of the propounder, the
Church does not pretend certainly to
know. De secretis non judicat Eccle
sia ‘' (The Church judgeth not the
thoughts of the heart.") Like every
human tribunal, she acquits or con-
demns men according to the best evi-
dence before her. Even when she

condemns & proposition ‘“in

sense of the author,” she means,
can only mean, in the sense which, in
the connection, the words bear accord-
ing to thelr usual scceptation, and
which, therefore, the anthor must be
presumed to have intended. She does
not deny the possibility of eccentric
mental formations, in which words
would signify something very differ-
ent from what they do in common use.
Of such abetract possibilities she can
not be held bound to take account, or
her hands would be helplessly tled.
Yet she does not deny (what 1t would
be implety to deny) that God may
know what she does not know, and
may acquit a man of heresy whom she
has condemned, and warrantably con-

demned.

Indeed, an undoubted Catholle
might utter heresy, out of pure ignor:
ance. For instance, 8ays Bellarmine,
an honest rustic, in & fit of unadvised
zeal, might undertake to expound the
doctrine of the Trinity to an unbe-
llever, and might, in his simplicity,
confound the Persons or divide the
Substance. His notions would be un-
doubted heresy, yet a8 he would not
bave a thought of contradicting the
Church, he would only bring on him-
gelf an admonition not to meddle in
matters too high for him. It is aston
1shing (see H. C. Les) what wild pro-
positions the Spanish Inquisition
passed over as of no account, because
it was convinced that the parties
could not have meant them heretic-
ally, or else were more Or less off their

heads.

Protestants often view the Church
of Rome as ever grimly on the watch
for heresies and heretics within her
bounds. They ought now and then to
take a turn, and charge her with
]amentable negligence in the matter.
Doubtless there have been times and
regions in which the one thing was
true, and times and regions in which
the other was. She would probably
say, with an amused smile : ‘' You
have proved irrefragably each of your

two contradictory allegations.

Naturally a small body is more ex
posed to the vice of heresy hunting
than a large. I am afraid that my
beloved Presbyterians are just now, in
our country, ylelding to this tem
tion. The Free Baptist body, though
little, 18 & remarkable instance of &
denomination which, by discreet for-
bearance, saw Unitarian leanings in-

tirely die out within it.

Even where propositions have been
pronounced heresy, it does not follow
that the propounder has been pro-
pounced & heretic. He may have died
before the question was declded.
Thus five propositions of Bishop Jan
genius' book, the Augustinug, have
been pronounced heretical, yet the
Church has never proaounce
Bishop himeelf a heretic. She
been willing to presume that had he
lived to hear the sentence, he would
bave accepted it. Those whose harsh

CIRCULAR FROM HIS LORDSHIP THE BISHOP

To the Reverend Clergy of the Diocese of
Hamilton:
Very Reverend and Reverend Fathers —
Whilst it is very gratifying and consoling to us
to learn that in obedience to the wighes of Our
Holy Father, the Pope, 80 many of the faithful
of the diocese have already with piety and edi-
flcation complied with the conditions pre:
seribed for gaining the Plenary Indulgence of
the Jubilee, it is also desirable in the interests
of the remainder of our faithful people who
have not so far performed this sacred duty,
that every facility ghould be afforded them,

privilege and thus share in the general joy.
Our Divine Lord Himseil assutes us that **they
that are well have no need of a physician, but
they that are sick,” for **1 came not,” He adds,
“1o call the just but sioners.” (St. Mark, ii,
17) And again He says of the Good Shepherd:
“Doth he not leave the ninety-nine in the
desert and go after that which was lost until
he tind it.” And when he finds the stray sheep
he is glad and calls upon his neighbors Lo re-
joice with him, “] say unto you, Our Blessed
Lord declares, ** that even 80 there shall be joy
in heaven upon one ginner that doth penance,
more than upon ninety-nine just who need not
penance.” (St. Luke, xv, 7)
EXTENSION OF THE JUBILEE.

Accordingly, in order to give ample time to
zealous pastors to seek out such of their flock
as may be exposed to the grave danger of
neglecting to profit by this occasion of extra-
ordinary grace. and in compliance with the ex-
pressed wishes of geveral pastors, who are anx-
fous to hold missions for this purpose, but who
are unable to procure missionaries before the
month of November, I, therefore by Thess Pres-
ents and by virtue of an Apostolic Reecript
dated IRome, 11th Jane, 1901, extend the time
for gaining the Jubilee in this diocese until
Sunday, the eighth day of December next, the
Feast of the Immaculate Conception of the
Blessed Virgin, For iv is fliting that as our
Jubileo opened, 8o it should also close under
the auspices of Our Blessed Lady.

JUBILER PROCESSIONS,

With regard to the Jubilee processions re=
commended by the Holy Father, those for the
city of Hamilton have been already held, and
conducted in a most orderly and edifying man-
ner : the men’s procersion alone numbering not
less than seven hundred, marching piously to
the four city churche s,headed by the Bishopand
accompanied b{y their respective pastors, For
this public profession of taith, piely and obedi-
ence to ecelesiastical authority, socreditable to
our holy religion, I am deeply grateful 1o the
good priests and faithful laity of the city, In
order to encourage similar proceseions in the
nirishes outside she city, I hereby authorize
+ \astora to commute the sixty private visits to

welve processional ones; that i tosay,thatthe
members, including both sexes of the several
congregations, under the leadership of their
reapective pastors, enter the parish church in
procession four times a day for three days, not
necesearily consecutive, reciting at each visis
one decade ot the Holy Rosary for the intention
of the Sovereign Pontiff. Whilst the pastor is
at liberty to select any convenient day, the
most suitable time for such proressions would
be Sundaysand Holy Days of obligation, or any
duy of the week during the course of a Mission
or Triduum in the parish. In tho meantime
pastors are earnestly exhorted to impress on
their people the necessity of approaching the
aacraments of Pooance and the Blessed
Fucharist, in order that all the condiiions re-
quired for the gaining of thePlenary Indulgence
of the Jubiice may be fulfilled, For this pur-
posa it is recommended wherever possiblo to
hold a Mission or Triduum, to which neighbor-
ing priests may be invited, in order that all
the faithful may have, as the Holy Father de
gires, free choice of an extraordinary confessor
for the Jubilee confession.

IN MEMORIAM.

The Rev. Father Patrick McMahon, the
founder of St Patrick’s church in Quebec city,
the first stone of which he laid on Oct. 4th, 18
and the fiftieth anaivereary of whose deat
oceurred on the 3rd. inst, was born av Abbey-
lex. in Ireland. on the Y4th Aug. 1796, son of
Patrick McMahon and Winneford Kelly. He
was Ordained on 6:h October, 1822, when he
was appointed one of the vicaires of the Cath-
edral of Quebee, (now the Basilica). Subse-
quently he spent some time in St. John as a
Missionary Priest in New Brunswick. Return-
ing to Quebec. he ministered to the then grow-
ing Irish population where he celebrated Mass
for them in the Cathedral every Sunday morn-
1ng until hesucceeded. in face of great difficult
jes. in founding a distinet ITrish Catholic con-
gregation as above stated, St Patrick’s being
dedicated in July 1832, As a pulpit orator
Father McMahon stood second to none in the
English tongue in Canada.

The universal esteem in which Father Mc-
Mahon was held was evidenced by the attend-
ance 1n thousands of all classes ag his funeral,
whilst the Imperialf troops then garrisoning
Quebec were drawd up on either side of the
line of procession a8 the cortege passed through
St. Stanislaus, St. John, Palace and St. Helen
(now McMahon) streets to St. Patrick 8 church
where a solemn High Mass waschanted and his
eulogy preached by the late Rev. Michael Ker-
rigan. To this day Father McMahon's mem-
ory is cherished by the elder members of St.
Patrick's congregation for whom he had la-
bored 8» unremitiingly to preserve in them the
spirit of Faith and Nationality, His body lies
in a specially pre{mrud grave in front of the
Sanctuary. R. L P,
