Stephen; in 8 few days eshe will don
purple, in eympatby with Rachel mourn-
ing her children, the Holy Innocents, but
there are exceptions; on every other day
of the twelve followirg Curietmas she
shows the joy snd gladuces in ber white
robes, of which the angels sung;sheshows
the beauty of the Divine Son that bas
arisen and is ehining in Bethlebem; ehe
shows the epotless purnty of _the Virgin
Mother, No wouder that she is glad; for
her Founder is born, Emmanuel is with
her. Through Advent she commemor
ated the long years of waitivg aud prepar-
ation throwgh which the holy ones of the
Old Testament sighed for the Son of th'e
Virgin, who should crush the serpent’s
head. Before the birth of our Lord, for
eenturies of sin aud sorrow, through
weary decades of oppression, the Just onee,
the Saints and Prophets of the Jewish
Testsment, prayed tbe Messlah to basten
His coming. They moaned for the pure
one whoshould clesnse Jerusalem, for the
Deliverer who should rescue his people;
for the king who should free them from
bondage. They cried out and preached
#o the world to make straight the wore of
tbe Lord, to prepare His paths. They did
their work, but died with eyes unre
freshed by the sight of the Me:siah. And
with the cries and tearsand preachiog and
expectation of the prophews the Courch
identified berself in Advent. But now
the sadness is gone, the winter of her
grief is past, aud the apring has come; ber
iabours and travail are forgotten, fora
man-child fs born to her, yes, her child
aud her founder has come. The Bibe lies
in the stable; He has come to his uwn at
lact; the darkuess thav hunf over the
world is scattered before the lufaut;itis
the memorable time that brought hope to
a hopeless world; that gives back the lost
inheritance—Emmanuel, God, is with her.

Now the world, too, is glad and, thank
God, vot alone with material gladness.
Aud remember that the merry-making
and pleasure of Christmas have all sprung
from the same idea ss the joy of the
©hurch—a @hild {s born, Ouce Christmas
joy was entirely Chilstian; once among
Christians when the world was better and
purer, and men were not ashsmed to
serve God, Christmas joy centred around
Bethlehem. But even yet the Christian
idea, the little glimpse of Heaven, hes
not entirely left the world's Christmastide.
Everywhere we see, if even only for a
time, old troubles bealed; old jealousies
forgotten, and men are cheericr and nap
pier because better; charitable deeds are
done; God’s poor aze not forgotten and
poor and rich are gladder for goodnees
shown and received.

Yes, it is a joyfal time for the world.
The argels have brought indeed good tid-
ings. *I bring you tidivgs of great joy,”
said the angels, to the sbepherds watching
their fl .cke on the Judean hillside on the
night our Baviour was born, and surely
great joy to the world it was, though the
world elumbered on unconscious of the
great things that were being done for it.
Sunk for the most part in degrading

ganiem, ite lot was sad indeed. Thoe
E‘tu of men was burdened down with fear
of Gods that did not exist : the Thor and
Woden of the Saxons snd Scandinavi
ave; the Mimnerva and Apollo of the
Romans and Greeks; tH® Sun god and
serpent god of the Keltic and Oriental
races, To avert these god’s anger they
sacrificed often their children’s lives, often
their maiden’s purity. That there was a
God who loved them, who needed no

ropitiation save their beart’s service, they
tnow not. After death they saw mno
Heaven awaiting them; for their martial
heroes, indeed, they hoped a happy life
in some imagined Oliympus or Valhalla
or Tir na:oge, but for themeelves they
expacted but & miserable Tartarus, To
the pagan world theu surely great. joy had
come—their dreaded God—their awful
fature should pass away like a hilieous
dream—a God greater than Appollo and
Thor and Woden—TBE Gop to lead cap
tivity captive, to bring the scattered sheep
into one fold, to lift men to angels heights
by his ennobling grace.

And to those, the Jews, who knew the
true God, it was a joyful time. The
Messish of their hopes had come. The
heavens had ratned down the precious
dew their prophets sighed for; the hope-
less yoke of the Mossic law should no

! pairer bad come; the kingdom satan had

longer press them down. And the God, |
the Messish who opened the lovg closed
gates of Heaven, was not only buman, !

not onlly‘ clothed with man’s nature, but | d
©

was of their race, & Jew, a deccendant of
their ideal King David. To them God
bad been almost unspproachable; he was
known only from his greatness, bls
power, his beavy judgments on a sinful
world and on their otiff-necked race,
The memory of the flaming swords that
drove Adam and Eve from Paradise ple-
tared God to them as a powerful and
strict Judge of the world. The flood by
which he avenged sin; the fearful fate of
the cities of the plain; the msjesty with
which he announced the Law on Mount
8inal; the punishments he meted out to
their erring forefathers; the plagues with
which he bumbled Egypt; the over
wheimed Egyptians in the Red Sea; the
madness aud dponth of Saul, the penances
imposed on David his servant, for his ¢in;
the captivities of Babylon, thelr divided
kingdom and broken sceptre—all these
memories haunted them and associpted
@od in their mivds with fear and power
and veugeance, The sinner saw in Him
but a swifi avenger; as a Father, Friend,
Councillor, tbey could not thivk of Him,
they could not go to his kuee for pardon
and speak to Him in broken accents—
Father forgive,

Indeed, the tidings of the angels were of
great joy to the Jews, God, before un-
spproachable, was now among them a
weak infant to wia them; the ruin of
Adem wes now te be repawred, the Re

exercized over the world was now to be
abolished; the Peace-maker who should
recoucile them with their offended Goud
had come, Penaunce, before no surety ef
forgiveness, was now ita certainty. The
vast debt for sin that the tears and
lsbours and virtues of men had been
unable to pay was now to be paid abund-
antly; ein that raged over the world like
s plague and fell on all men was now to
be drawn away; the Healer, tne Divine
Physician had come; the spiritual dark
ness, worse than any physical darkoess,
was to melt away before the new sun of
righteousness that had arisen; the light
had come that was never more to fade or
grow dim, a light that not only guides
but checrs men in the pathway Heaven
ward and glorifies them with its pure rays,

No wonder the new born joy of men
should have brought the angels from
Heaven to sing their beautiful songe
around Bethlehem, and joy was born for
the angels themselves, for, now at length
were the thrones, left empty by the fall of
Lucifer and his epirite, to befilled up with
the rancomed souls of men, with the soule
Jesus had left Heaven to save,

And another reglon was stirred to joy
that first Christmas night, the region
where the sou!s of the saints of the Old
Testament reposed. They, too, had waited
long for the coming of the Saviour; all
the glory of the Biessed Viden of God’s
face was denied them,—the beautiful
home of their Father was closed against
them, but He who was to open them had
come, Jesns—the Messiah, Adam and
Eve must surely that night have been
very joyful—thelr seed—the promised
one had come that their offence might be
forgotien, Abel, the just vne, must have
beeo joyful, and Abraham, the father of
all the just, and Moses too and Josue,
leadere of God’s people; and kingly David
—the penitent who sang his sorrow, his
inspired melody must have been moved
to wondrous gladuvese, for the King of
this race was born, he who was to be
known as the Son of David, Job's con-
stant heart, chaste Susanna’s soul, Daniel
and [:pias who foretold him, and the
valiant Machebees, what a wave of joy
must have paesed over them and awak-
ened them from rest, to sing canticles of
praise to ®od in the Limbo of the Fathers.

Yes, to Heaven and earth and Limbus
that first Caristmas brought great aud
mauifold blessings—but where are we to
lock for him who brought the joy ?
Surely among the grand philosophers of
Athens who taught with wisdom. Ah!
not 8o, you know how He came, and
where he appeared No home but a
stable; no friends but a poor carpeater
and his spouse had this joybringer on his
enirance to the world, Ohrisuiuas is a
time of gifts; but the only gift Christ
received was the repulte his mother met
at the doors of Bethlehem An ox and
an ass made room for Him in theirstable;
their manger was the cradle of the infant
God. And yet, look at that Child; He Is
born of that poor Virgin a few hours
aod no home has received him yet. The
shepherds came in the night to adore Him,
the angels to sing his birth, but now we
have ouly his mother and foster father
near Him. Sr. Joseph no doubt through
the day after his birth had gone into the
village to try again for a house that
would receive the Virgin and Child, bat
the great crowd assembled for the census
had not yet departed; the innkeecpers
looked at the garments of St. Josephe—
poor and stained with the journey from
Nazareth—and decided not to trouble
themselves to fiud room for paupers in
their houses But let us not think of
their rude repulse, let us look ouly at the
Child. See him in his mother's arms,
He is little different in appearance from
auy other child; is a weak iufant born
some hours and that poor woman is His
mother. Yet, think of it, an eternity has
pessed by since he was—Ilonger than men’s
miods can think of He has been King
aud Ruler. At the dawn of time He
fashioned the earth and set the sun in its
couree, the s. ¢3 and all the glory of the
earth and sea are the work of his hands,
And wmore, that child, intent on bhis
mother’s breast, is holding ten thousand
worlas in the hollow of his hand. He
seems too infantite to recognize His
mother, yet He is watching the secrets of
the hearts of men; he is gniding all things
in their course : the fall of the sparrow—
the course of the avalanche—the destiny
of universes.

But where is the glory of which St,
John spoke: “We saw his glory.,” There

is no glory apparent in the cave. Yes!

there is glory if our eyes could but see it.
There ie the glory of & goodness beyor d
our conception; a God has left his kmg-
om and throne, sud left the songs of
adoration of the angels for s manger and
the whistle of midwinter winds, that be
may win to himeelf & fsw more human
bearts, Theze is the glory of poverty—
poverty so repeliant to wan {s glorified in
the cave, for a God chooses it for his por-
tion, Those swaddling clothes that
enwrap bim are more glorious than the
purple imperial Cwsar wears, for they
tell a story of iutinite love and pity.
There is the glory of weakuess : a God of
almighty Power is a weak iufant for our
sakes. There is the glory of bumility
that shames and ecorcies cur little pride.
“Glory to God iu the Highest,” sang
the angel poets arouund the stable, and
surely a God that does so much for men
deserves to be glorified. Let us give
glory and thauks to God, the thanke of
loving hearts aod faithful service for
what he bas done for ue; let us draw near
to Bethlehem and chasten our proud
bearts and soften our bard heart aud curb
our lustful hearts, aud bave doue with all
affoctions except those that lead us to Him
Aud remember, brethren, that for us,
f r vur sakes, he bas come from Heaven
Oh! shail 1t be in vain. Can 1 think
that Jesas Christ has been born ia Beth-
lehem for you and for me and that we
find no love iu our hearts for him. Has
the tidivgs of great joy been brought to
us and we have refused to partake in the
joy. Has & Redeemer becn born, sud do
we still prefer to stay in the boudage of
gin, has the Heavenly Physician come
and do we still prefer our Joatheome mal
adies ! Has the guide come to lead our
faltering feet to Heaven and do we refuse
his services and bend our steps to Hell?
Has the Prince of Peace come and do we
still war with God by holdiug ein in our
hearte ! O surely not so, surely no oue
here is unwilling to share in the blessings
the Babe came 1o scatter on earth. What
heart can refuse to love him, and love is
enough; the love that begets sorrow for
the days we keptaway. He wauts all our
hearte; it is not for the sake of the good
alone he comes; it is not the holy aud
good who drew him to the world, He
bas come to eave sinners, to brivg back
the 1.st sheep, to entice back the poor
prodigal : “I came not to eave the just
but sinners.” “The Son of Man is come
to eseck and eave that which was lost.”
The good will not eatisfy Him; He wants
sinners; He wanta the cold heart to become
warm; the spirituslly dead to live, the
bii:d of scul to see; the haliing one to
walk firm and upright. To the poor man
born blind hesaid, *G» wash in the pool,”
and now to every siuner he saysthe same ;
Go waeh thy soul in penance that thou
mayst eee me, Je.us of Nuzareth is here
now, sinner, as he was unear blind Bar
timeas at the gates of Jericho; a great
croWwd of graces accompsnying Hm
Lilt up your voice and cary for meavy
However you may have wandered you
can find reet and welcome in Bethlehem
Toere is no harshuess, the bruised reea
that infant God will not break; the soul
thas foliy and sin have wounded {le will
teuderly care for, “There is joy iu
Heaven fur one sinner that doeth pen-
ance,” the child of Bethlehem tells you
O think of these worde, * Tnere is joy in
Heaven for cne simner that doetn pen
ance,” What a wenderfal thougbt for
you and me that oue man’s conversion
can send a thrill of joy through the
Heavenly hosts, that the angels are stirred
10 some newer gladness, that to God's
great glory some additional glory is
added. And this is all due to the Child
of Bethlehem, for Heaven was far away
from us until His eyes saw the face of His
Mouther bending over Him in the manger.
Alas! there are many for whom He has
coms in vaio, who will reject the light of
His grace and walk on in darknes:; but
can we be of the number 7 The San of
Righteousness has arisen with healing on
his wings; Jesus of Buothlehem sends the
rays of his grace to our hearis to-day.
Often they shone on us before, now
prompting us to good, now restiaining us
from evil, now to be fervent at prayer or
in our receptions of the sacraments, and
w3 refused the light. Pat, now we arise
and follow it, now and forever we shall
let it light up every dark corner of our
touls that we may be bathed and re
freshed in its beams, We turn to day to
Jesus in Bethlehem; his weakness wins
us, his infinite love and infinite abase-
ment goften our hearts, The veil of ein,
if it covers our hearts, we tear away—we
approach him without fear; for 1t is his
love for us that bas brought him from
Heaven. We hear the camels of the wise
men approaching, they bear Him gifts of
gold and frankincense and myrrb—but
we hear him better gifte—the gold of
earntat, loving hearts, the sweetjsmelling
incense of surrow for sin, the myrrh of
resolution for the future. Let us all to
day bear him those gifts, Let us astk of
him in return the peace and joy theangels
announced, the joy of brotherhood with
Him, of adoption by the Father. Let us
ask him for grace never to cenee to be
true sons of hiz Father by keeping
fying grace in our souls, And he ¢
hear us; he that stooped to the stable can
bend to our lowlinesse. Do not fear bim;
go to him with affectionate boldness;
speak to him with coufidence; seek his
pardon and love, None are 1o great,
none are too emall for Him; there {s room
for everyone in the stuble, O may you

Qo New Year's day, Sunday, January
st inst, the new Cathoiic Church of
Essex Centre was dedicated to the ser
viee of God, under the title of the *Holy
Nume of Jesus ”?

S B,
Precident of Sandwich College, the Rev
Fathers McBeady, snd Cote, O 8 B,

R v Fatbher O Connor, The R+v Father
Hodgkingon arrived from Woodsleo
somewhat lster

As soon 88 the clerpy were vested the
Right Rev, Viear-General Jruyere,
began and performed the dedieation
ceremonies sccompanied and assisted
by the Rev. clergy in attendavca, at the
conclusion of which Mongignor Bruyere
addressed the congregation, among
whom were many of the leading
merchants and residents of tho non
Catholic population of the villege,

Monsiguor Bruyere explained that the
church dedicated everyihing it used in
the service of holy Religion by blessing
it, 8o by the ceremonies they had just
seen this building bad been dedicated
to the service of God It was a place
place where they might come and ofter
their prayers in their necessities, and
learn to humble themselves before their
heavenly Father
He praised them for their generosity
and gpirit of self eacrifice in erecting and
almost completing 8o fine a building in
which to have the Holy Mass offered up,
and concluded by wishing all a Happy
New Year,

The Rev. Father Cote then began
High Maee, the first ever celebrated in
Estex Centre. The choir of the Maid-
stone Onurch, assisted by Miss McKeon,
of Comber, and all the availabie loca!
talent rendered the several parts of
Peters Mane in “D” with éxoellent «dect.
After the first gospel, the Rev. Faiher
MeBrady delivered the most learned and
musterly sermon that was ever yet de
hvered in thie villsge. It was a full and
comprehensive exposition of the Oatho
lic doctrine of “Faith” and it is impossi
ble to do justice to the profoundness of
thought and the erudition of this learned
preacher without baving taken down
short hand verbatim notes at the time;
He showed that the Magi guided by the
“Star” left every other cousideration to
seek “Jesus” which they did guided by
the prophegies of old without heeding
the scoffs of unbelievers, or the indit
ference of the Jews. Theirs was an exem-
plhification of faith which he defined to be
the hope of things unseen, The world
rejected mysteries, faith believed in
them because they were the revealed
word of God. Miracles were worked
daily in the church at the present time,
but the world rej-ctedits belief in them,
because it refused to examine the proofs
He cited facis connected witn the
annual ocourrence of the liquefaction of
the blood of St. Januarius, st Naples,
the miracles of the (irotto of Lourdes,
and of St. Ann’s below Quebec, 1o estab-
lish his coatention of the existence of
miracles at the present day, The Rev,
Father delivered one of the most elo
(1u(‘|.li ana elaborate sermons on e
gi't of faith through the geace of God
that it has ever be2n our good fortune to
listen to, He concluded an hour’s dis-
course by thanking, in the name of the
Rev, John O'Connor, all who had con-
tributed in any way towards this church,
and more particalarly those of our
separated brethren who had kindly,
generously and liberally contributed
toward its erection, as it showed
a spirit of harmony which he said
he hoped would comtinue. He men
tioned the fact that as was the case
always, and buildings cost money, aud he
therefore exhorted his hearers to give us
liberally as they could in the collection
that the Rev. Fatber O'Connor would
take up presently towards defraying the
cost of the edifice, At the conclusion
of Mags the Te Deum was sung by the

THEIR LOYIALTY AND PATRIOTISM ABLY
VINDICATED —TBB EVANGELICAL ALLI-
ANCE BCORED FOR ITS BLANDERS AT
WABHINGTON.—BERMON BY REV. pB.
CHAPELLE.

Wasbiigton, D, C., Dee, 17.—“In the
midet of vou standeth one whom ye know
not.” This passage from St. John, 1, 26,
was the text upon which Rev. Dr.
Chapelle preached sn interesting and
thoughtful sermon at 8t Mathew’s yester-
day morniog.

open light of day, baviug nothing to
coneoal either from the loving scrutiny of

its frieuds or the jualons euspicions of its
enemies, And yet thereare many in this
enlightened generation, cs there has been
in the paet, who, though well meaning in
many reepects and intelligent, do not st
all know that one who so promiunently
atands in the midst of them.

WHY YOUNG CATHOLICS FALL AWAY FROM
THE FAITH,
B D.in New Orleana Morning Star.

The following questions are often
acked: Why do so many of our Cath-
olic children stay lWli from the Sacra-
ments and from the church after they
receive First Communion? Why do they
give up going to catechism on Sundays]
Why so much religious indifterence, for-
gotfulness ot God and of the rewards and
punishments of the next life?

There are no doubt, several causes of
all these evils, but the principal one is
ignorance. It was ignorance of religion
that brought on the terrors of the
French Revolution, that deluged the
streets of Rome with Christian blood,
that

CRUCIFIED THE SON OF GOD
(1 Cor. ii. 8) and according to Perry, it
was the cause of all the heresies and re-
liglous persecutions that the world ever
saw, It is impossible to enumerate the
evils that are still brought on by ignor-
anoe even among those children that
learn their catechism in our scboole.
The catechism is committed to memory
parrot. like, but the children still remain
ignorant even of truths most necessary
for salvation. Any teacher with a little
tact—one who is not half-asleep may
ensily find this to be the case by meaus
of a few cross questions. Now, why is
it that children may know the cate
chism thoroughly aud still be ignorant
of their religion? For the simple reason
that the

CATECHISM IS NOT BXPLAINED,
or—which 18 worse—religious instruction
is given in such a cold, indifferent, life
less manner that it fairly disgusts chil
dren with religion. How do your Catho-
lic missionaries convert the children of
pagan nations? If St, Francis Xavier
had done nothing, but oblige the Indians
to learn the dry words of a catechism the
number of his converts would have been
very small. Who ever heard of any-
body being converted by reading or
learning a catechism?

Will the memorizing of the dry, lifeless
catechiem soften the hearts of children and
turn ihem away from ibe paibs of vice
to practice virtue ! Willit show them the’
beauty of virtne and the deformity of
sin ! Will it enkiudle in their hearts the
fear and love of God ?

Mr. Sullivan is the eldest son of one of
the most noted Irish families of modern
times, and, like his illustrious brothers,
was born at Bantry, county Cork, in 1827,
His father was a man of considerable cul
ture, and his mother a woman of large
gifts well-trained, the impress of whose
genius is seen in the career of her sons.
The family was essentially literary se
well a8 national in its tendencies, and T,
D. Sullivan early discovered & talent for
versification, He joined the staft of the
Dublin Nation, and his verses over the
now well known initials “T, D, B.,” have
since marked the epochs which they
have helped to produce. They have won
for him the affection of Irish hearts, and
form one of the many potent chains of
memory and love that bind the scastered
children of the Celtic mother to their
race and native Jand. Many of his poems
became popular immediately wherever
an exiled son of the Irish race has
settled. A well-known story of one of
them, the “Song from the Backwoods,”
will illustrate the influence of hia muse,
It begins with the following opening and
refrain :

“Peep in Oanadian woods we've met,

From one brigut island lown ;
Gieat is th: luud we tread, but yet
Our hearts are with our own,
And ere we leave th s shanty small,
While fades the aatumn day,
We'll toast old Ireland ?
Dear old Ireland !
Ireiand, boys, hurrah !”’

This song, published in the Nation in
1857, has since been popular at all Irish
gatberinge, and it is said that, on the
night of the bloody battle of Fredericks
burg, a soldier of the Irish Brigade began
to sing it to cheer up those about a
lonely and sleepless bivouac. The whole
brigade caught up the song in a grand
chorus, and when they stopped they
heard proudly but sadly the refrain sung
back to them from their countrymen in
the Confederate ranks:

“Dear old [reland !
Braveold Ireland !
Ireland beys, hurrah 1"

When the “Manchester Martyrs” died
on an Eaglish scaffeld twenty years ago
with “God Save Ireland” on their lips,
Mr, Sullivan gaye popular expression to
the popular feeling in the song, “God
Save Ireland,” which, since sung to the
American war air of “Tramp, tramp,
tramp, the Boys are Marching” hae
become the Irish National Anthem, The
song took £0 instantanecusly that it is
said the author heard it chorused in a
railway train the very day it was pub
lished in the Nation Mr. Sullivan’s
bsllads of the Land League agitation
have aleo given vent to the profound and
immense popular feeling that longed for
a voice, He has been more than once
styled the Mrish Beranger.

Besides his poetic work, Mr, Sullivan
with his brother A, M, all the while was
editing the Nation, a8 a very high class
conservative paper. When A, M. Sulli-
van went to London about ten years ago,
T, D. took entire ocontrol of the paper
and has retained it since, He was first
elected to Parliament for Westmeath, in
1880, and in spite of the absorbing
natare of his journalistic duties he has
been one of the most attentive Members
of the Irish Party, He isone of the most
loyal and sagacious supporters of Mr,
Parnell, As a platform speaker he is
most effective, as his keen sense of
humor enables him to supply the ele
ment of amusement that takes best with
acrowd. He often lights up his parlia-
mentary talk with his wit. Speaking of
special clauses in the Crimes Aot for the
protection of the landlords’ evictors he
declared one night :--“There’s a divinity
doth hedge a bailiff rough h’use how we
will.” Another time he closed a speech,
dsfending the Land League from chargea

eof God are unchangeatle, and unless
mean becomer conformed to the perfeo
tions of bis Maker, be is Dot sutject to
His law and he is His enemy, "There
is the Divine order of God, snd there is

@cd bas made in His own image and
likeness, giving him an intellect and a
beart and & will, is 80 placed that his
intellect is in  conformity with,
and in dependence upop, the eternal

vtelligence of God; his will is
perfectly submissive and  subject;
snd his heart, with its affections

and its emotions, and he would say ite
passione, was obedient to acknowledge
the rule and control of the will conformed
to the will of God, That is more
or less the atate of all those
who live by faith. The disboliocal
erder, which lies beneath the Divine
erder, is where the intellect of man casts
off its dependence on the intelligence of
@od, and will not believe, or believes
only partially, or just what it pleases, and
where the will of man casts off its obedi
ence and subjection to the will of God,
and where the heart, with’its affections,
aund its emotions, and its passione, be.
eomes rebellious and indulges itgelf in
defiance of the law of God—that is, the
diabolical order into whioh men and
women may cast themselves in a
moment. What is the effect of this?

Next,
when the intellect claims to be Indeépend
ent of God aud to be its own light, the
will followse—or perhaps it would be cor-
rect to say, that the wiil gous befure,
Eve would not have taken the fruit if the
will had not gome firat, But the intellect
is also at work, fiuding excuses and res
sons of its own, so that the intellect aud
will act and react, reciprocally perverting
one another, snd when the will has be
come disobedient, iusubordinate, what
law remaine 7 There le no law left except
& man’s own inclinations, because he caun
blind his own coneclence. He cau find all
manner of excuses, and pless, and reasons
for acting as be likes best. He did not
say that man or woman generally, baving
received the light of hil%, did not kuow
that they were doing wrong. They
koow ft; but they make all manner of
subtle and refined exouses to themselves,
which come from perversion of the in-
tellect. Thirdly, when the intellect is
perverted, and when the will has ful.
lowed the intellect, then the passions
arise and become turbulent, There are
three great perversions of the bumsn
soul. Thefiret is pride—the sin of the
angels—the first ein ever committed
sgainst God, Pride is defined, and
very well defined, as “an inordinate
desire of your own proper excellence,”
It is quite lawful for us to desire to be
perfect, but if we decire it for our own
glory, it we desire it independently of
God, if we desire, like those who erected
the Tower of Babel, to build up a per-
fection of our own that shall reach to
heaven, then we are doing nothing more
or lees than deeiring our own proper
excellence in an inordinate degree, ex-
oluding subjection to the will of God.
And out of this come
ALL MANNBR OF AMBITIONS, HIGH AND

LOW, NOBLE AND BASE
—all those contests about honours, and
names, and titles, and precedents, and
follies, snd the other baubles of this
world, And, thirdly, there springs up a
following of our own likinge and dislik-
ings, a love of pleasure, a pursuit of that
which is most gratifying to the senses in
eating and drinking, in amusement and
in follies, by which the soul becomes ani
mal and earthly, full of self.conscious
ness, full of self-pity, full of murmuring
and complainivg it anything go wrong
The words of Holy Scripture are full of
searching rebuke of this kind of life—
“She that liveth in pleasure is dead
while she liveth ”  Such is the world'y
character in the individual. What is the
world distinet from each one’s individual
state ! We know this, that the greatest

rivers are only made up of a
muititude of springs and rivulets, and
the deepest seas are made by

the volume of floods and many rivers
And when the individual character of
mwen and women become guch as he had
been detcribing, all runs, as it were, into
oue grest fliod, one vast accumulation
Look at history in the Holy Seriptures—
how the first sin of Adam grew until the
world was 80 overepread by sin that the
only cleaneing was the deluge, Read
sgain from the Flood to the Cali of
Abiabam, who was taken from the midst
of an idolatrous people that bad fallen
away from God. Read again that history
from Abrabam to the time of the
Propbet—irom the patriarobal and pure
life of the early fathers of the people of
Ierael to the intense and manifold and
mulviplied vices and corruptions of Jers
usslem Look at the Book of Isaias and
you will see how

THE GREAT LAW OF ACCUMULATION WAS
CONTINUALLY GOING ON.

Well, natiousare made up of individuals,
and the same thing has taken place in
every nation of the world, Look at
Greece. The noblest und the grandest
ciaracters are to be found in its early
bistory ; nothing oould be found more
degrading or more horrible than the
coriupt luxury which abounds in its late
history. Its manhood became effe minate
and so depraved that the name of Greek
became a byword in the Roman world,
Tske, once more, the great Romsn Em
pire itself. In its emly days 1t bad a
mauhood and a virtue—and that word
sigpifies courage—and the virtue of shat
great race was known and honored all
over the worid, aud was & tradition of
pride even to those who became corrupt.
But the accumulation of centuries of
vice brought at last the great Roman
Empire to such a eonditic: of internal
corruption and profound immorality,
and there was mothing for it but to
be swept off the face of the earth
Was there anything worse than that?
Yes. The Roman Empire then was
pagan or heathen, and in onesense knew
no better, bul atter Constantine, after the
empire beoame Christian, it was trans
lated to Byzantium, which became Con
stantinopie; and all the refinement of
luxury ot the Roman Empire all the
splendour and glory of its chief city, was
as far as possible congregated there, so
that Constantinople was calied the new
Rome, What was its bistory 1 Let any
man read the account of the decline and
fall of that empire and see for himself.
Nothing more base, nothing more cor
rupt, nothing more unimaginable, than
the condition into which it tell, could
words of his portray. There was a per-
petual accumulation going on, Why,
and how? Because nations in contact
with one another communicate to cach
other their vices and corruptions, which
are their ruin,

Whatever becomes customary is
accepted as right. That which the
msjority do is taken to be a safe rule of
conduct. Men forget that no custom,
no matter by how many followed, will
changs right or wrong, Tae question is,
What is right and what is wrong?

THR OPINION OF THE MOB
—for in the sight of God men put one by
one are nothing beiter. And yet how
many there are who are swept away by
it. So must they ever be who are not
anchored by faith within the vale. The
last law of the world is what is called its
true spirit. Every age has aspirit of its
own, and these mauny spirits—for they
are legion—acoumulate as the world
grows old. We are born into that time
#pirit, How mauny virtues are simply the
absence of temptation. How many vir.
tues are simply the absence of
temptation, How easy it is for
those who had been born into Chris-
tian homes, with good parents, pro.
tected on every side from contact with
evil, to grow up in the love and fear of
God as compared with those who,
through no fault of their own, are like
multitudes in this great city torn into
homes not worthy of the name, into a
pestilential atmosphere, into the midst
of every form of temptation
that can darken and destroy.

The
rulers and thore who ere in the chief
places are foreigners, énd every mewbher
of every comntrolling bo rd is the nominee
of the British House of Commoneg, aud each
is dependent upon the Chief Sceretary for
hie place, and is in no way respons ble to
the l:ish people for their misgoverument,
Consequently the Whole syetem 1s one
great waste of the people’s money, The
Irish Biard of Works bas studded the
island with monuments of its inability,
With sli the constitutional show we have
no eonstitutional government in Ireland
Now we aek that in affairs relating purely
to Ireland we shou'!d be governed by our
own people. We deny the right of any
other community to sdminister the »ffatrs
of Ireland. In eighty seven years we have
had eighty -scven acts for the coercion of
Ireland. Under the prerent one Ireland
is drained of resources that would pay the
cost of &« home admiui truti m. Woen I
was born there were 9,000,000 people in
Ireland; now there are less than 5 000,000
while other countries are growing, Lu Ire
land you are met on every haud by the
rnius of what were once comfortable
homes, The resident wagistrates have it
in their power to examine befors them
selves peraons charged with any of a great
many offences ard to sentence the person
aceused to six months with hard labor it
he falls to snswer a Jot of questions put
to him, while the ac'used has no power to
call witnesces, These magistrates are all
appointed by the Enghsh Government
and are opposed to the best interests of
Ircland.

FORT AUGUSTUS

Is in the county of Inverness, Scotland,
and not far from the Caledonian Canal,
It was long the stronghold of that part
of the Highlands and the scane of
bonnie Prince Charlie’s misfortunes, and
in our day, full of historical intereat, bug
more especially the restoration o' the
Benedictine monastery, by the late
Lord Lovat’s generosity, mukes the old
ruin doubly dear to Oatholics; it was in
the ages of faith, & sacred shrine; only a
few years ago the Benedictine monks
were invited 10 accept it, as a home, in
1877.

Lt was a gala day for the poor devoted
Hichlavders, rich and poor, lordly and
lowly, when the monastery snd cnapel
were deaicated, The pervidicnls of the
place teemed with long, glowing descrip-
tions of the beautiful ceremony, the
Bishops' clorgy and laity joiniug

It reminded the Scoten Catholies “of
the tender graces” poured upon Sool
land ‘in the duys ihat are pussed,”
sud when the very epot they stond upon
was hallowed ground ; sgain the days of
persecution were recalled, by the evidence
of the rulus, ete, bat all was fgoiien on
that glorioas woruing of 1877, whou the
Higniaud Oatholics were in possession “of
their own agnin
Lo:d Lovat, the benefactor, passed awny
on the 13 b of September, of thi-year He
was so)z:d with a mortal steoke of heart
disease, whilst engaged in a party of
wrouse shooting. Conveyed to his bome,
My Castle, he expired shorily after warda.

The neighbors were eaddened a: the
eeemivgly untime'y death of Lord Lovat,
He wes 59 years oid, and Protestauts vied
with Catoolics in showing their benrt-felt
sorrow on this truly mournfal ocea ion,

“His fuueral was the grandest,” 1o quote
a North British paper, *“that Scotlaud had
seen for many a long day.”

Tne remsios were carried to tha Bon-
edictine chapel for services. The Bi-hop
of Aberdeen ocelebrated the R quiem
mass, the same being chanied by the
Benedictine monks, the drapiog of the
ubbey chapel in heavy craps, the flo sors,
in great profusion, sent from all yuarters,
eveu Her M jeaty’s floral oftering hind a
place, but cunspicuons among this wealth
of flawers, was one, a large cross, aade
of highland heather, according to Lord
Lovat's own request, the retainers and
tenantry in attendance made the scene
one never (o be forgotten,

A touching ceremony took place, Ac-
cn‘!"!mg to an old Sootch custows, in the
Highlands, the retaivers carried the
cottin shoulders high part of the way,
aud the clun Fraser (the decenssd g- ntle.
man's own, that beng his family name)
piaying the “Lsment,” with bagpipes, the
echoing strains seemed doubled and
trebled, as the funeral train  wended its

way, down the  glens, winding
round  hills, Three miles of
persons followed, and among

them deacendants of famous meon in
bygoue days, names that were tore-
most in the batiles of Preston Pauns of
1715 and of Culloden in 1745, Tue Mas-
ter of Lovat and four brothers, all sons
of the dead “laird,” went first, the monks
and otbers followed. All gathered on
thut sorrowful day to honor the ortal
remsins  of their benefactor, Simon
Fraser, Lord Lovat, the 23cd of his clan,
as a Scottish “laird.”

His ancestor and namesake will live
forever in the aouals of his country,
sutfered for the Jacobite cause, and laid
down bis lite for his God, his country
and his crownless king

of the resurrection, when the scantence

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THE EPIPBANY.

The word Epiphany is simply the Greek
wonrd epipbsueis, appesranse, or mauifes-
tation, slightly ehanged to adapt it to the
Eaglish language. The feast celebrated
by the Church on the 6th of January is
0 ealled because it le Instituted to com
memorate the fist appearance or msoi-
festation of our Lord Jesus Christ to the
Gentiles. It ls called by the @recks some
times by the same name, sometimes
Theophaneis, which means the divine
manifestation. It bas been known also
by other names, some of which are repro.
ductions of the tame idea which is con-
veyed by the term Epiphany, as the day
of light, aud othersrefer to the viait of
the three wise men of the Esst who came
to adore “Him that is born King of the
Jows” As these wisemen were led to Jeru.
mlem, and thence, by sight of the miracu.
lIous star, to Bethlehom, the feast has been
aloo called “the feast of the star,” ‘‘the
feast of lights,” and in some languages
it {o named “the three Kings' day” or “the
Holy three Kings’ day;” as an anclent
tradition tells that these three vlsitors
were of royal dignity.

We read in 8t. Matthew’s goepel that
when Jesus was born in Bethlehem, “in
the days of King Herod, there came Wise
men from the East to Jerusalem eaying,
wheze iv He that is born kiog of the Jewa!
For we have seen hisatarin the Esst, and
are come to adore Him.” King Herod,
hearing this, was troubled, and al! Jerusa-
lem withhim, Knowing the Jewish bellef
that about that period a ruler should rise
among the Jews who should bs styled
“Kiog of the Jews,” and who should de-
liver his people, he imagined that this
raler would be a zival for his throne, and
this was the canse of his trouble, He there-
fore made enquiries of the doctors of the
law, the chief priests and scribes, where
the Christ should bs bora, By them he
was informed that his bicth place would
be Bethiehem, In accordanee with the words
of the prophet Micheas v, 2, Herod
therefore sent forward the wise men with
instructions that when they should have
discovered the child they should bring him
word, that he also might come and adore
him,

Proceeding on their way, the wise men
again beheld the Star by which they had
been before guided, “‘until 1t stood over
where the child was.” Then “entering
into the bouse, they found the €hild with
Mary His Mother, and falling down they
adored Him ; and opening their treacures,
they offered Him gifts, gold, frankincense
end myrrh.”

Then learnlag by a virion that Herod
had evil designs in wishing their return,
“they went back another way into their
eountry.”

The Epiphany has always been celebra-
ted by the Church with that splendor and
$oy which mark tho myatery of the duy as
a most happy event, The Wisemen, or
as they ave called in the Greek version of
the Gospel, the Magl, came from amonga
people who were burled in the darkness of
paganiem to adoreJesus, To the Jews the
birth of Christ was made known by the
appearance of the angels to the Jewish
shepherds tending their flocks oa the
mountaine ; bat ae Christ came on earth
to bring tidings of salvation to all man-
kind, to the pagans alio the knowl.
edge of his comlug is imparted in an
equally miraculons manner.

The prowises which Almighty God
made to Abrabam, that in his seed—that
1s, through his posterity—all nations of the
earth should be blessed, was not fulfilled
until Gud was made kuown to other
nations beelde the Jows, The day was to
oume when all nations were to be called
%0 one faith 1n Christ, and not untll the
call of the Geutiles was this promise ful-
filled. Coneequently the holy Wisemen
who so roadily responded to ®&od's call,
represeat the Gentile nations, including
our own aucestors, The Eplphany there:
fore Is essentially the festival of the Gen.
tile natlons, and is celebrated as such by
the Cathollc Church,

Appropriately, durlog the Octave of the
Eoiphany, Solemn Mass ia celebrated in
Rome each moroing in one of the Oriental
zites approved by the Ohurch, Besldes
the Latin Roman rvite, there are several
Eastern liturgies of most anclent date,
aecording to which the priesis of the East
offer the boly sacrifice of the Mase; Greek,
Greek Maulchite, Coptic, Syrinc, Armenian,
&o, bevides the Ambrosian, a Latin rite

weed In the diossss of Milan, These rites
date from the very earliost period of the
Chureh’s existencs, and are spproved
becauss, notwithatanding the divensity of
langusge, sad of ceremonies in these
Muses, the same teaching is found ia
them which the Chuarch preserves in the
more widely spresd Latin Roman rite.
Thus is made palpsbly manifest,
the unmity of faith smid all the
diversities of nationality and language.
For a similar reason the College of the
Propagends, whose missionaries are apread
throughout all netions, celebrates this
feast of the nations by an entertainment
at which ecclesiastical students from every
country procialm the graces and glories of
our divine Saviour in their own varied
tongues,

The star by which the Magi weze led to
know of the coming of the expected
Obrist had been foretold by Balaam, sn
Awmmonite soothsayer whose history is
recorded in Numbers xzil. When the
children of Israel had reashed the country
of the Moabites, Balac the king seat for
Balaam to utter prophecy of the downfall
of Iwrae!, and to curse the Iraslites.
Baslam, instructed in this, by God, at first
rofased to go, but at last ylelded to
Balae's importunities. Still he refused to
utter anything bat what God revealed to
him. He therefore phophesied the tri-
umph of Israel and said : “A star shall
rise out of Jacob, and a eceptre shall spring
up frem Lerael, and shall strike the chiefs
of Mosb.”

This was interpreted of the coming of
Christ, even by the Jewish Doctors, aud
the announcement was expected to be
made by the appearance of an extraordin-
ary star. It was this expectation which
led the false Christs of the period to pre-
tend to bave been prognosticated by stars;
and Barchochebas, nne of these, assumed
this name, signifylog “the Son of the
Star.” The Persian “Magic Oracles” also
foretold “that at & period near at hand a
virgin shall bring fortha Holy Oue whose
appearance shall be announced by a Star.”
Chalcidius the Platoniclan, who wrote
in A D, 250, says: *‘A star not announc
ing death or sickness but the coming of God
on earth appeared to the Chaldeans, who,
illustrious for their science and knowledge
of Astromomy, left their country in search
of the God, and when they had found
him rendered to him the homagedue to the
divine Majesty velled under the form of a
child.” Book of Commentaries on Timsus

This star was not a star of the natural

heavens, as s evident from the account
given by 8t, Mitthew of the manner In
which it directed the journey of the Magi,
but it was a supernatural appearance sent
by God for the purpose of leading them
to the birthplace of Christ, Hence it is
not to be confounded with one of those
occaslonal fixed stars which sometimes
vieit the heavens and excite the wonder of
mankiod : though it has been supposed
that a certain star which appeared in the
heavens in the year 1572 had been a
regular periodical visitant, and that it had
made its appearauce at the time of our
Lord’s Nativity., This etar *suddenly
thone forth in the constellatlan Caesi:
opels with a splendor exceeding
that of stars of the first
magnitude, or even Jupiter and Venus at
their brightest, and could be seen with the
naked eye on the meridian in full day.
Its brilliancy gradually diminished frem
the time of its first appearance, and at the
end of 16 months it entirely disappeared,
and has never becn seen since. Tycho
Brahe described it ae having been at first
of a bright white, afterward of a reddish
yellow, like Mars or Aldebaran; and lastly
of a lenden white like Saturn. The
return of this brilliant visitor has been
expected to ocourin 1887 or 1868, and the
name “Star of Beililehiem® Liae boen given
to it, as some have supposed that it was
the atar whish directed the course of the
Magi,

RITUALISM,

The Protestant Blshop of London, Ecg-
land, appointed a day not long since, for
the coneecration of & church at Pilbeach
Gardens : but when the day came he made
the consecration at the unusual hour of
eight . m. Thit wes done, it was
announced, “to suit the necessities of the
congregation.” The real cause was, how-
ever, known to be the fact that a ritualistic
“High Mas" was to be celebrated at which
he did not wish to be present, thus seem-
ing to countenance the proceedings. The
ritual inclnded a atring band, sixty lighted
candles about the “altar,” incense,
acolytes, vestments, benediotlon with the
sacrament, and other features in imitation
of the devotional ceremonies of the Cath-
olic Church.

The contradictory doctrines taught by
the varlous partles which exist in the
Chureh of England were thus brought
into rather a curious juxtaposition on this
occasion, though it not unfrequently hap.
pens that these diversities found in the
same Church are brought out with equal
prominence. It has sometimes happened
that & sermon wae preached at the morn.
ing service by the rector, in favor of the
Real Presence, and that the curate
preached in the evening against this dog-
trine, and in favor of the figurative pres-
ence, or real abaence of Christ in the

Eachariat,

TBRE DUBLIN UNIONIST DEMON-
STRATION.,

The truth is at lest coming out in re-
gard to the great Unlonist wmeeting in
Dublin. @f course it was to be expected
that the power and inflaence of the Gov-
eroment could bring together & large
sumber of people in s city like Dablin,
and that they succeeded in doipg so is mo
evidense that Dublin, much less that Ire-
land, is with them for Coercion. The
meeting has been described as an “over-
flow” meeting. It was announced m
such, and of course the “ove:flow” had to
be manufactured, and part of the assem-
bled crowd were for this purpose led to
another hsll. But one who was present
declares that though the Hall was well
filled, there was pleuty of room for more,
sad there was therefore no such oveiflow
a4 {s pretended.

It has also been sald that there were
thousands of people outaide who could not
goin admission. This fs true, but the thou-
sands wereNationalists who had no tiekets,
snd could mot get them, because they
were not in sympathy with the organizers
of the mesting. These thousands em.
ployed themselves outside, by groaning
for Balfour, cheering for William O’Brien,
and singlng “God save Ireland.”

Thedemonstration itself was as purely
Orange as the nsual demenstrations of the
12:h of July, though there were a fow
Catholics and Liberal Unionists present :
bat of these, not more than two hundred
could be mustered at any time in Dublin.

The meeting was not representative of
Dubiin in any sense : though it would be
nothing extraordinary that five thousand
people should be fouud in that eity to
side with the Government, The Castle
alone, with its havgers-on aud employees,
could almost furnish this contingent, Bat
this meeting was by no meane local. The
four Proviuces were pressed into the ser
vice, to furnish thelr quota towards con.
stituting this big gathering; Many were
from the North, and Mr, Claney, M. P.,
attests that leading Dablin Ualon
ists, who are known, and whose facee
are famillar to every ome in
Dublin, were not recognized by the
assemblage when they appeared on the
platform. He also states that this is no
uncommon occurrence in Orange gather-
ings that are intended to pass for great
demonstrations. “In the days of the
anti-Disestablishment agitation, more
than one landlord announced to his ten
ants that expenses incurred in going to
Orange moetings, would be allowed in
the next pavment of rent,”

No one pretends that Natiomalists
comprise the whole population of Dubln,
But the true test of the strength
of the National cause s to be
seen in the vote cast for the Nation.
alist and Unionist candidates at the
polls, Tried by this test the strength
of the Unionist party, or rather we
should say, its weakneass, will be at once
recoguized,. We therefore append the
figares polled by the opposing can-
didetes at the election of 18356 and
1886,

These are all the votes that the Union.
ists could command by fair or feul means.
It must be borne in mind that ouly a
small proportion of the Natlonallsts counld
vote in more than one division, whereas
many of the Unionists could do so, so that
with all the bossts of the influence, wealth,
and intelligence of the Unionist party,
they conld make not even a show of re.
sistance to the Natlonalists; in cense-
quence of which they absolutely abandoned
the very pretence of a contest in 1886, in
four divisions out of six.

But of course, Lord Hartingtox. did not
claim to bave at his back the popular
vote of Ireland. He only claimed that
the Unionist vote is nearly equal to that
of the Natlonalists, How true this claim
is may be seen in the fact that in 1885
Dublin City and County cast 36,452 votes
for the Natlonal cause, while the Tory.
Liberal-Unfonist combination  polled
12,827 votes, all told. Afmost equally
declsive ia the vote for members of Dublin
City Corporation, Lord Hartington
claims that, at least, he has on his side
“all the wealth, all the trade,
all the induetry, end ell the in.
telligence” of the City, Well the Muni
olpal franchise does not admit the
poorer classes to & vote, The franchise
is 80 high that there are only 5000 voters
in & population approaching 800,000, It
His Lordship's claim be true, the Corper:
ation should consist almost entirely of
Unloniets. Is this the case in fact? The
election of Messrs, Sullivan and Sexton
to the Mayoralty in successive years wonld
be & sufficient answer ; but we have the

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farther fact, that eut of sizty members
of Dablin Qorporation, now, thers are

only eight Unionists ; and one of thess,
Sir UGeorge Owens, is regularly elec-
ted for & thoroughly Natienalist Ward,
by scclamation, becsuse be is an inoffen.
sive 0ld man who, in spite of his Toryism,
is popular., If 8ir George wore replaced
by s Nuationalist, there would be but
seven Unionists in the corporation, snd
this i probebly the full extent to which
that party might aspire in e purely political
contest, in which the middle classes of Dab-
lin would bave a volce. Of the 5000
maunicipal voters of the city, nine-tenths
sre tradesmen or merchants, so that Lord
Hartington’s boast that “all the trade, and
all the industry” sre with him, is but

empty vaporing.
THE POLICY OF LYING,

In his Oxford apeesb, Lord Sallsbury,
after making some coarse remarks in-
tended for witticlsms, about Mr, O'Briea’s
clothes, said :

“What is there to cxcite the qn::hy
of Eaglish Liberals? Mr. O'Brien broke
the law; (hear:) he incited others to
break the law : he recommended that men
who were employed by the Crown in
recovering just debts should be met with
violence, and in consequence of bis recom
mendations they were met with violence,
scalded, and some of them brought near
to death’s door.” (Cries of shams).

There s nothing which could show
more conclusively the utter indefenaibility
snd tyranny of the Government’s course
in regard to Mr. O'Brien’s treatment, than
the fact that the leader of the Govern-
ment finds it necessary to utter deliberate
liesin order to defend its position, There
is nething which could more conclusively
prove the total unfitness of the present
Government to hold their portfollos, than
the fact that the Prime Minister of a great
couuntry should be obliged to have re-
course to so contemptible a means of
defending himself, as Lord Salisbury has
been forced to adopt.

His Lordship must certainly bave
known, when he made the above state.
ment, that on the Countess of Kingston's
estate there were no evistions, mnor
attempts at eviction. In consequence of
Mr, O'Briens’s advice to the tenants, the
evictions which were intended were
abandoned. This being the case, “men
employed by the crown were” not “met
with violence;” mnor did Mr, O'Brien
recommend violence, On the trial it was
sworn by Conastable Foley that Mr. @'Brien
in his speech to the tenants of the Coun-
tess of Kingston advised the tenants to
“resist the police and bailiffs, and to de-
fend their homes by all honest means, if
any police or balliffs were employed in
the work of eviction. Constable Foley
was the Government shorthand reporter.
Head  Constable  Saullivan’s notes
proved that Mr, O'Brien had told the ten-
ants that the Land Bill which was already
passed by Parliament, and which was walt
tmg for the Queen’s signature, wounld just-
ify their resistance by honest means;so that
Mr. O’Brien’s whole crime contisted in
urging the tenantry to delay the operations
of the evictors for a few days until they
would come under the protection of the
law, which has in fact proved that Mr.
O'Brien’s advice was just and right. The
government endeavored to suppress Head
Constable Sullivan’s evidence, but it was
elicited, notwithstanding, and it was
shown that his notes had been marked by
the authorities : “not to be used.” They
were “not to be used,” becaunse the gov-
ernment wished to make out a case
sgainat Mr, O’Brien, which might be dis-
torted into proof of guilt, Me, O'Brien
stands in the position of a patriot, suffer-
ing in his prison, and the real culprits,
the criminals, are Lord Salisbary and bis
Cabluet, who take sides with the oppress.
ors by punishing Mr», O'Brien for his
patriotism In espousimg the just cause of
the tenantry, when a diabolical plot was
contemplated against their property and
their lives.

The trial of Mr, O'Brien was a travesty
on justice. The court was constituted by
an Act which bartered away the liberties
of the people. The magiatrate was a par.
tisan who openly put into the mouths of
one witness at least, the answera he should
make, This magistrate, only under pres.
sare, at last ealled for Constable O'Sulli-
van's notes, and even then they were kept
back until the Police Inspeetor gave per-
mission for thelr production, The whole
case was thus summed up by Mr. O'Brien
at the trial :

“The Crewn has been guilty of the sup-
Eeulon of evidence by keeping back 1{

ead Conatable’s motes, which recorded
my declaration that I would give fair play
to the Land Bill, which wouﬁi Jjustify the

defence made by the tenants on the ground
that the evictions had been commenced
jast on the eve of passing the Land Bill H
and thus all I did was to remonatrate
againet an attemptto defraud and deprive
the poor and wretched tenants of the ben-
efits of that bill. I admitted that I did
go around and advise those tenants not to
f(ve up their rights without remonatrance.

declare before God and man that the
were justified in defending their homes
from this calamity, and If such defence
be, in this enlightened age, a crime, I am
proud to suffer in defence of these r{ghts."

Here is the sum of Mr. O'Brien’s crim-
inality. Yot Lord Salisbary thinke that
Eoglish Liberals, forsooth, should find
no cause of sympathy with bim ! English
Liberals are supposed to sympathize with
the oppremsed all over the world: but

should be excluded from the embesce of
this ‘universal philanthropy, However,
bis Lordship will flod to bis cost that Bog-

Bat Lord Ballsbury’s representation of
Mr. O'Brien's “crime” is mot the only
faliehood contalned in the above brief
extract. Hosays that “in cemsequense
of Mr, O'Brien’s recommecdations, the
police were met with violence, scalded,
snd somse of them brought near death’s
door.”

represent the prisoner whom his Govern-
ment bave brought almost to death’s door
by thelr inhuman trestment of him,
They are goaded to desperation by the
consciousness that when they shall be
hurled ignominiously from their seats,
amid the execrations of the people of the
three kingdoms, Mr, O'Brien will be an
honored Minister of the Crown at College
Green.

Another point in Lord Salisbury’s
speech deserves attention.

Special to the CATHOLIO RECORD,
DIOCLSE OF PECrERBURO.

The new presbytery has been occupied
by the priests since the first of Novem.
ber, Enlarged,renaovated and supplied
with all modern improvements, it is now
one of the finest clerical residences in
Ontario. The clergy bave reason to be
grateful to His Lordship for removing
them from the unhealthy surroundings
of the late delapidated residence, A
new house in close proximity to the
presbytery has been purchased for
the use of the Bishop. Into this His
Lordship expects to move about the
middle ot January, When he does 80 it
is expected that there will be ample
room for asccommodation of the
Diocesan Ulergy when called to retreats,
conferences, etc. Three out of the four
of the city clergymen have been on the
sick list for the last three months, but
are now forlunately able to attend to
their respective duties,

The protracted illness of the olergy
required His Lordship’s epecial attention
here after his return {rom the visitation
of the Northern Missions., During his
visit to the North he called at Killarney,
Mapitoulin Island, Gardon River, Sault
8t. Marie, Port Arthur, Fort William and
Fort William West, at all of which places
he officiated, gave oatechetical instruc
tions, and administered the sacrament
of confirmation to several hundred
Indiace, balf breeds, and white children.

At Fort William West, he blessed a
new church and bell, called after the
bishop, Thomas Joseph, for the Rev.
Fatber Baxter. His I&rdlhip was edi
fied by the activity of the Jesuit Fathers,
and the Indians under their charge,
The Indians were delighted with the
visit of the Bishop and received him with
every demonstration of joy and grati-
tude, The chiets and warriors met him
as he left the steamer, and escorted him
in their boats across the Manitowaning
Bay and accompanied him across the
portage to the village of Wickwenickong,
whose church bell rang out a merry
welcome., Here he was received by the
venerable Father Duranquet, and spent
a week visiting the institutions on the
island.

At His Lordships departure on Sunday
afternoon, the chiefs and warriors again
assembled, attired in military costume,
carrying musical instruments, and de
corated in true Indisn fashion—paint,
teathers etc. escorted him again over the
rough portage to the shore where the
Bay was covered with small boats, which
conveyed the party to the opposite side
to meet the passing steamer. The re-
turn trip was made by the C. P. R, and
the Bishop visited several new villages
along the line, which have spwmung into
existence within the last two years,
Accompanied by his secretary he took
the train at Port Arthur, and travelled
at express speed for 24 hours, a distance
of about 560 miles before he reached

LFTTER FROM THE ARCHBISHOP,

The foliowing letter was received from
his Grace the Archbishop:

St. Michael’s Palace, Toronto, Dec, 23,
1887,

To Mr. O'Connor, M. P.,, and Bir
Thomas Grattan Esmonde, Irish dele-
gates : Clentlemen,—I regret very much
that tbe state of my healib and incessaut
occupation at this time prevent me from
attending your meeiing, but you have
my earnest eympathy in your work of
mercy towards the poor and oppressed
people of Ireland. I beg to enclose a
trifle §25 (for our calls are very numer
ous) towards the relief of the poor,
evicted tenants from bhomes (though
miserable, still they had a shelter) where
they were born and lived and made a
home by their own sweat and induetry, 1
wish to define my position, and that of the
clergy in the present Irish crisis, It is
too well known and acknowledged by
the most reasonable men, even English-
men themselves, that for centuries back
Ireland has been governed in the in-
terests of England, and for the ruin of
lrelsnd, Its sad condition amply
proves this; her trade has gone, and the
poor tenantry were obliged to pay un
Jjust and exorbitant rents, leaving them
nalf starved and poorly clad, This bas
been acknowledged by the English
Government of the present day when it
instituted a Land Court to reduce the
rents, but as the Court could not reach
the immense majority of cases for many
years, the tenents imitated the Land
Court and

REDUCED THEIR RENTS THEMSELVES,
This was termed “Plan of Campaign.”
By an unaccountable and upjust proce
dure the Government employs both
police and soldiers to evict tenants that
could not pay rents that were declared
unpjust anu exorbitant,

No man is obliged if he can help it to
pay more than he owes. The Cath-.
olic clergy are blamed for encouraging
the people to reeist injustice. They
bhave a perfect right to do so, Many
great eaints in the calendar of the
Charch have been persecuted and even
put to death for standing between the
oppressor and oppressed.

On the other hand, the clergy have been
often accused of favoring tyranny, when
they employed all their power to put
down Fenianiem, but Fenianism meant a
forcible resistance to tyranny, which would
only end in uselesa bloodshed. For no
people, no matter how much oppressed,
are justified to revolt if they have not &
moral certainty of success, for failure
would bring on greater evils than those
from which they suff-red, Butat present
the struggle for justice is constitutional
and imploring; and we consider that the
Right Hon. the Lord Mayor of Dublin, T.
D. Sullivan, Mr, Wm. O'Brien and other
honorable gentlemen, the peasants, boys
and girls in gaols in Ireland by the injus-
tice of Coerclon Acte, are

MARTYRS OF PATRIOTIEM

and to be honored and respected; thelr
condition in the conetitutional struggle is
far preferable than to be carried off the
battle field, dead or wounded, in a struggle
for justice with an overwhelming army.
The moral victory is won when all reason.
able men are on the side of justice for
Ireland, which would not be thought of if
there were no resistance.

I may quote the saying of Senator In-
glis the other day in Wasbington, “that
there {s nothing #o dangerous and unpro-
fitable as injastice,” I may add, retribu.
