Confirmation of Scripture.

After the children of Israel had crossed the
Jordan and bad taken the city of Ai, they as-
sembied, as Moses had previously commanded
them, in the valley between mounts Ebal and
Gerizim, half of them ‘‘ over against” either
mountain. The Levites on Mount Gerizim
then read the blessinge, and the Levites on
Mount Ebal the cursiggs, the vast congregation
responding, Amen. Bisbop Colenso and modern
skeptics discredit this narrative as given by
Joshus, saying thatitis absurd to believe tbat
the voice of any man could be heard from ohe
mountain to the other. .
Ao English clergyman, Rev. John Mills, wko
has spent three months at Nablous, at the foot of
these mountains, states that where they ap-
proach nearest are the two lowest spurs, looking
like two noble pulpits, where the Levites pro-
bably stood. The valley between, he says, is
like the floor of a vast place of worship, and the
mountain slopes, receding gradually, offer room
for hundreds of thousands to be conveniently
seated to hear the words of the law. Mr. Mills
sné two of his friends determined to test the
question whether the human voice could traverse
the distance between the two mountsins. He
ascended the pulpit on Gorisim, where be read
the command concerning the blessing, and one
of his friends did the same on Ebal, reading the
cursings. The other friend remaining in the
valley distinctly heard every word and syllable,
as did also the one on the mountain opposite the
reader. Before they descended, the one in the
valley requested them to sing, and gave out,
“ Praise God, from whom all blessings flow.”
They sang it to the tune of Old Hundred, and
80 clear is the atmosphere here, it was their im-
pression that if the whole area before and around
them had been filled with listeners, every note
would have been distinctly heard.

‘ Let us Sing anto the Lord.”

“ My father’s habit of hymn-singing,” writes
Dr. Liefchild’s biographer and son, * was per-
baps partly hereditary; for his own WI
relief also from exertion, and his recource ib
anxiety, was to reise a solemn tune.

For bestdes the amazing ambition to get
rich, another feeliog comes into play. To gain
the better of a man in a bargsin is accounted
smartness, The filip of a great intellectual
keenness is added to the love of money. There
is something peculiarly fascinating in being
quicker, esrlier, brighter, faster than your neigh-
bor. It is not that you care so much about the
“ filthy lucre,” O no, but you are resolved not
to be beaten in s trial of wits. Tbus it is that
false intellectual pride often joins with the domi-
nant passion of riches to trample the golden
rules of honesty and fair dealing under foot
But in spite of all solicitations, how beautiful
beyond compare is unswerving uprightness.—

She goes
in search of food early in the day before .the
dew _is off the grass, snd returns to her mest
with saturated festhers. To this fact isto be
attributed the comparatively successful hatching
of the eggs of wild birds. To follow this as
closely as possible, put & thick fresh-eat turf in
the nest for sitting. Sprinkle a little sulphur
aver thik, and spread ovet it straw in Bummer,
boy in Winter.

Froors,—~Chickens should be kept on hard
clay'or gravel noil, never on wooden, stone or
brick floors. Their coops in Winter may be
boarded, but the tenants must have earth to run
upon during the dsy, or they will become cramp-
d .

B2EEDS.—The Brakma Pootre is s most val-
uable variety, being hardy, beantiful, and excel-
leni in every respect. Although bearing a close
resemblance of the: Cochin, it is a distinet breed.
Their babbits are quite dissimilar and their eggs
larger. The hens excel as mothers and layers
of fine large eggs during the Winter. Even
when snow covers the ground, they lay regularly
an ayerage of five eggs a week. The pullets at-
tain full size ot an earley ege, and are in their
prime whenr eight months old. The worst ac-
cusation thelr enemies can advance against them
is, that mo one knows their origin. All in Eog.
