, The great Western railway fiom Albany to
| Buffalois, at present, in most excellent condition,
| the entire line from Albany to Rochester, o dis-
tance of 252 miles, having been relaid with the
! heavy T rail. The residue of the line from Re-
chester to Buffalo,will shortly be completed, when
l this magnificent work, it is believed, will com-
| pare favorably with any vailway in the world.
i It has, in fact, been determined that, in point of
speed and safty, as well as in the luxurious ar-
| rangement of the passenger cars, this line of
| railway shall be equal to any other line in the
{ world. It has been my purpoee te speak at
length of the system upon which this road is
conducted—of its capacity since its completion
| —of its indomitable officers, and of the various
obstacles and discouragements which the com-
panies have encountered and overcome, parti-
cularly since the passage of the act of May 12,
1847, compelling them to substitute the heavy
rail for the flat rail.

The location of the road is highly advantage-
ous to the inhabitants of the ioterior. In the lo-
cation, the companies were anxious to consult the
convenience of the citizens residing in the large
| interior towns, among which are Syracuse, Au-
