50,000 Ironworkers—Was Formerly a

Methodist Preacher and Knows

How to Exhort His Men—

Bverybody in the iron and steel busi-
ness and especla]ly in the labor organi-
zations connected therewith, calls him

“horry’’ Shaffer. - His name is Theo-

" _gore J. Shaffer, and his title, President

‘of the Amalgamated Association of

Tron, Steel and Tin Workers, a rather
niposing list of words'to be tacked to
the name of any one man.

Stiil very few call Bim Mr. Shaffer,
and nobody calls him Theodore. He is
hail fellow, well met,- with everybody,
and, at that, is not too undignified.
He used to be a minister, and his man-
ner of greeting a stranger 1s the glad-
to-see-your, come-and-joig-us method
of the campmeeting exhorter. When he

“-was a boy he worked- in-the iron miills.

Then, in early manhood, he studied
theology and preached in Methodlst
pulpits for eight years. After that his
‘beaith broke and he kept a grocery
store. He made some money, but the
old - liking for the jron wills came
back and he went to work rolling
again. He has always been a good
wajoii fran, and tis- education and
pataral ability made him most valua-
hle to the Amalgamated Association
comphcat,ed question of
scales came up each year. When Presi-
dent Garland retired Shaffer was made
prendmm of the gssociation, He is 45
years old now. ;

Shaffer got his education under tre-
mendons difficulties. He had to sup-
port a  widowed wolher and some
younger brothers and sisters. When he

became imbued with ‘the idea that he
bad a call to preach the Gospel he was
a roller’s helper, aged 17. He went to
se a Methodist minister of his. ac-
guaintance and was told just what he
would have to do. He was getting
good money—four or five dollars a day

ly. So he took a night-shift job and
went to the Wesleyan Theological Col-
lege here in the daytime. When he
went on at night he took his books

He always
had a book on rhetoric with him. He
had a certain ‘rude facility of speech
and composition and he studied assid-
uously to perfect himself. At night,
when the great rolls were slowly turn.

amid the clamor of the mill and culti-
vated a power of throat and lung that
enables hym to be heard whew a thous-
and noisy ironworkers are gathered in
front of him.

Shaffer is a tall man, nearly six feet
in bis stockings.

He is clumsy and almost uncouth at
times in his dealings with men, for he
bas none of “the finesee of other labor
leaders. He jumps out right and left
without regard to whom he may hurt.
He has never before this been accustom-
ed to seeing press men, except the la-
bor men for the various Pittsburg
papers, all of whom he -knows inti
mately and who meet with bhim as
personal rather —than as
newsgatherers. Consequently when &
