A year
or so ago the last remaining portion
of his property was sold under mort-
gage,  but kind hearted neighbors
built bim a little house where he could
go and find shelter and call it home.
Friday last one of the residents of that
section was in the village and report-
ed that the old man was found in his
Louse on the preceding day: without
food, fire, or clothing fit to keep him
from perishing if he went out to look
for belp. The person referred to was
in this village soliciting donations of
foud and clothing and proposed to re-
move him to the house of a person in
the neighborhood provided he could
get assistance to get him cleaned up
and clothed suitable to allow him to
associate with human beings.
