From these circumstances,
easy to perceive that the extremity of
poverty was added to their other afflict-
jons: and that the cheerfal ease and
abundant comforts of their former life,
rendered them peculiarly unfitted to
bear the sudden tramsition to which
they were exposed. Many, in the cap-
fasion. and hurry of the gemeral ex-
pulsion, were parted for ever, from
their nearest relatives; and some died,
even before they could be embarked,
from fatigue, grief, and exhaustion.
Captain- Leceister had not failed to
secure to the Pontrincourts the only
remaining alleviation of their sorrow ;
and much of their destitution and pain
was forgotien in the privilege of suf-
fering together.  The old Englishman
