A TRAGEDY OF 1819.

A good deal is being said 
the London papers just now on 
the subject of hydrophobia. 
Dealing with the question, the 
Daily Telepraph recalls mourn., 
fully in the. history of Canada 
the death by hydrophobia ot the 
Du/te of Richmond soon after 
his Lordship had commenced 
what promised to be a success­
ful term of official life. The 
Telegraph adduces, as an evi­
dence that the bite of other ani. 
mal» is sometimes as dangerous 
as that oi a dog,the well-known 
case of the grandfather of the 
present Duke of Richmond,who 
wasGovemor General oflCanada 
in 1818, and died there in the 
August of 1819 from the effects 
of a fox’s bite. The story was 
elaborately told by the late Lord 
William Lennox m his "‘Fifty 
Years of Biographical . Reminis­
cences,” and is well calculated 

f-,to warn careless readers of a not 
uninteresting volume against 
the danger of putting their hands 
within reach of a so-called tame, 
but really wild and chained-up 
fox. We are informed by Lord 
William Lennox that his father 
had determined on a tour of 
inspection to the Upper Provin­
ces of Canada, and, after a fare» 
Well banquet to his civil and mi­
litary subordinates, the Duke set 
off in the midsummer of 1819 
from Quebec in a Government 
steamer, whose head was point­
ed up the St. Lawrence river. 
Lord William accompanied his 
father, on whose staff he was 
sirving as military aide-de-camp, 
as far as Montreal, whence the 
GovernoreGeneral made his way 
to Fort William Henry, lying on 
the south bank of the great • an- 
dian stream. “Here,” says Lord 
William, “occurred an incident 
of a most frightful nature which 
totally changed the aspect oi our 
hitherto happy residence in this 
distant colony'” It appears that 

- one of the English soldiers at 
Fort William Henry had

and thaf^jjpeer there, named 
Captain rîtzkoy. owned a bull 
terrier, between which and the 
fox there had been several fights. 
The fox was in a highly excited 
condition on the day when the 
duke happened to take notice of 
him, and inst before mounting 
his horse ^Agspect the garrison 
he rashly1^wped down to pat 
the fox on ^pe head. The ani­
mal instahtly snapped at the 
duke’s hand,biting him slightly, 
upon which he took hold of the 
fox’s ear, exclaiming, “You’ll 
bite, will you, yon rascal?” The 
brute at once seized him near the 
lower joint of the right thumb, 
making his teeth meet in the 
flesh. Little was thought of 
the incident, and when the Duke 
arrived at Kingston a fortnight 
later the wound had completely 
healed. He proceeded from 
Kingston to York—now called 
Toronto—and thence went to 
Niagara and on to Drummond’s 
Island, upon Lake Huron, thep 
the most distant oi opr military 
outposts in Canada. On his re» 
torn he stayed qfow days at

During the last two and 
a half months the present Gov* 
emor General of Canada, Lord 
Lome, has travelled westwards, 
with greater ease and far less 
discomfort than his predecessor 
endured when called upon sixty 
years ago to journey from Que­
bec to Ijake Huron. Oh the oc­
casion to which we are referring 
a large and merry party set out 
from Kingston,and among them 
none was gayer or seemingly ip 
better health than the Governor 
General himself. He walked 
nearly the whole way to Rich- 
mondville without fatigue; bnt 
one night, just as, dinner had 
ended, he turned suddenly to 
Colonel Cockbnm, who was 
seated by his side,and remarked, 
“I don’t know how it is, but ! 
can’t relish anything to night as 
usual, and I feel that if I were 
a. dog I should be shot for a 
mad one.” The words were lit­
tle regarded, but upon the fol­
lowing morning the Duke s 
symptoms became aggravated. 
He could not drink, and shrank 
from the sight of water. He 
was prevailed on to walk to the 
river side, in order to get into a 
canoe, and exclaiming, “Charles 
Lennor was never afraid of any­
thin ne stepped, not without 
a considerable effort, into the 
boat. The sound of thesplashing 
oars and the sight of the running 
stream, however, soon brought 
on an acute fit of

and sezing one of the rowers 
frantically by the throat, he de­
manded to be put on shore. No 
sooner had the boat touched the 
land than the Duke sprang out 

|and ran at the top of his speed 
into the woods. Colonel Cock- 
burn, who was on horseback, 
rode alter him, and, assisted by 
one of the boatmen, managed to 
carry the snfferer to an adjoining 
farm, where he was laid on a 
sofa. Here the ripple of the 
water was distinctly andibfe; 
and he begged to be moved 
farther away from the river. He 
was taken to a barn a hundred 
yards distant where he was 
placed on a bed of straw. He 
now grew more calm, called for 
writing materials, and wrote a 
letter to one of his daughters. 
He seemed perfectly resigned to 
£lhe fate he knew was approach­
ing, and recognized the laces of 
the friends who stood anxiously 
by his couch. Towards the close 
of the day he was seized with 
shivering fits, and his extremi' 
tiegg^ecame icy cold. Ho re­
mained perfectly conscious, 
ajvaiting the end with| tran­
quility, although suffering un­
imaginable tortures, and about 
eight o’clock in the evening he 
breathed his last. Never did the 
death of a distinguishedEnglish- 
man awaken more agitation or 
regret among his compatriots 
than that oi the fourth duke ot 
Richmond in 1819

DOMINION REPRESENTATION.

What our country at the present 
time requires is able, intelligent and 
first-class men to represent it in the 
Parliament of the Dominion, and the 
majority of electors know and feel 
that it is a fortunate thing when they 
can get men of this stamp for their 
representatives. The people also 
know that such men can serve them 
better than those of the average sort 
and they are also well aware that if 
these men were to devoto their 1 ime 
and their talents to many other em­
ployments they could gain larger re­
wards than if they spent it in the 
public service. If the people were 
left to themselves we have not the 
least doubt that their good sense and 
judgment would lead them to select 
the best and ablest men as their re­
presentatives, but unfortunately for 
them and the country there are men 
to be found in every community who 
make it their constant business to 
cry down and ignore the selection of 
candidates of this stamp. These men 
are of the meanest class of politieal 
demagogues and the reasons that 
actuate them are evident from the 
fact, that if first-class men were al­
ways selected by the people for their 
Representatives they would never 
rise above the position that (rod and 
nature intended them to fill in so­
ciety. This they know right well 
and is the reason that they become 
the leaders of those caucases that meet 
in private council and set in motion 
the thousand and one secret springs 
and wires that lead the |«eople to 
bring out as their candidates, the 
second or third rate men the secret 
caucuses liavo selected, because they 
will be pliant tools in their hands* 
Fortunately these men aie beginning 
to be known and thoroughly under­
stood thronghont the country. They 
all have axes to grind, and are con­
stantly trying to force themselves in­
to positions which no human being, 
save themselves would ever think 
them by nature or education fit to 
fill.

There is another argument often 
used by these same caucus politician8 
when they advance the claims of their 
own second rate candidates and urge 
that they should bo elected by the 
people in preference to first rate men. 
Tjiis is the con-resident cry, and at 
one period of our history it was a 
just and a reasonable one, and had 
power and influence among' the dif 
lerent conslituencies'of the country. 
That time was prior to the introduc­
tion of railways and the telegraph, 
when the inhabitants of different sec­
tions were not only strangers but 
actuated by the most hostile feelings 
one toward the other, owing to their 
having no trade or commercial rela­
tions with each other and the inter­
ests of one section being opposed to 
that of the other. Now everything 
is changed, the telegraph and the rail­
way have not only annihilated time 
and space, but has brought into 
closer business and social relation the 
inhabitants of the most distant parts 
of the country one with the other.The 
merchants and business men of cities 
and towns that are widely separated 
trade and have business relations one 
with the other, and when time» are 
brisk in one part of the country its 
good effects are felt in another. As 
the causes which led the people to 
resort to this “locality” cry when 
they were called upon to elect repré­
sentatives have now been removed’ 
its power and influence is fast dying 
out. The people have how more in­
telligence and wider sympathies, and 
they choose as Representatives those 
men whose visions are not bounded 
by a county and who have both the 
ability and the breadth of feeling to 
servo the whole people with fidelity. 
Fortunately this larger and wider 
idea of public duties is growing more 
prevalentamoug the people ofCanada 
and it is a remarkable fact that some 
of the ablest men of.the Parliament 
of the Dominion are non-residents 
of the counties they are elected to re­
present. We hope soon to see the 
day when the shriek against “non 
resideuts”aad the cant of office seeking 
demagogues shall be equally power­
less throughout the country.

British Navy. In Harper’s Magazine 
for November, therô is an article re­
ferring to Captain Eads proposed ship 
canal across the Isthmus of Tehaun- 
tepec which gives the plan of oper­
ating such a railway and the mach­
inery lo work it. Captain Ead’s id?a 
is “that wherever a canal can be dug 
to float a ship, a railroad can be built 
to carry a ship; and strange and novel 
as the idea sounds upon its first men­
tion, the most sober-minded and com­
petent engineers of this country and 
ot England dflclates that;# is scien­
tifically sound and qutye praetfcablc.” 
This scheme ot a railway is much 
more feasible than that of a canal, 
and we hope that the Hon. Sir 
Charles Tupper, the Minisler ol Rail­
ways and Canals, will take into his 
serious consideration the pamphlet 
which Mr. fcetcimm has presented 
him upon the subject.

UNITED STATES ELECTIONS.

Tuesday last was a busy day among 
the Politicans ot the United States, as 
there were nine State elections 
which have resulted as follows;—New 
York, Maryland, and Mississippi go 
Democrat. Massachusetts, Minesotta, 
Nebraska, Pennsylvania go Republi­
can. In Virginia, the Readjustee, a 
section of Democrats which, under 
the leadership of Senator Mahone.has 
combined with the Republicans, and 
defeated the regular, or “BoSndjou,” 
Democrats. In Connecticut and New 
Jersey there were State Elections 
which resulted in the return of the 
Republican tickets.

The Maori insurrection which lias 
continued during the past two years, 
will, it is hoped be brought to a close 
now that the three chiefs who made 
all the trouble have been surrendered 
to the Government. The Maoris,like 
the North American Indians, have 
ever viewed with jealous eyes the 
settlement of their country by the 
whiles, and in almost every cale in 
which trouble has arisen between 
the native and the settler it tois been 
during the time that thé latter has 
been opening up new tracts of land 
for settlement. In referring to the 
last insurrection, a late exchange 
says that “it was without justifica­
tion, inasmuch as the territory 
which had been opened up, or upon 
which surveyors were working when 
the trouble commenced, had been 
treated for with the native king,and 
the insurrection was raised by ambi­
tious chiefs for the purpose of aflord-. 
ing them a chance to win renown. 
The insurrection resulted only in the 
marder of a surveying party and 
some while settlers, and was qni 
put down, but the natives for a 
time refused to surrender their chiel 
Though tho natives continued quiet 
for a time, yet so long as their chiefs 
remained at liberty, it was felt that 
there was no security for the lives of 
the outlying settlements.”

ISTHMUS OF

ACROSS THE 
JHIGNECTO.

During the last fifty ol sixty years 
there has been a good deal of tal^ 
and much writing about tho advisa 
bility of cutting a ship canal across 
the Isthmus of Chiguecto, that uar 
row neck ol land that connects New 
Brunswick with Nova Scotia, as it is 
a great obstruction to the trade ot 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence with that of 
the Bay of Fundy. During the last 
twenty years many surveys have been 
made, and some of tho ablest engi­
neers have reported unfavorably of 
the project.

THE MAORI INSURRECTION.

On Wednesday last . Sir Charles Tap­
per spent a few hours in Newcastle,wbere 
he met a number of the prominent men of 
Northumberland, who gave him a warm 
and cordial welcome. He then left 
for Moncton and we learn from the 
Times that on Thursday, he, “accom­
panied by the principal officers of the 
staff, visited and inspected t^e different 
workshops of the railway, also the vari­
ous offices of the several departments. 
This occupied the greater part of the day 
up to five o’clock when the party left 
for St John. Sir Cliarles is of course 
greatly pleased with the working of the 
Railway and the efficiency displayed by 
the officials in the discharge of their 
various duties, and he does not hesitate, 
as opportunity offers, to say a good 
word to his subordinates in commenda­
tion of their diligence and ability.”

He spent the greater part of yesterday 
in St.John and then returned to Moncton 
where be expected to meet Lady Tupper 
who would accompany him to Summer- 
side, P. E; I., for which place be will 
leave to day.

WHAT IS GOING ON IN EUROPE.

The debate on the subject of the m- 
vasion of Tunis in the French Chambers 
will assume proportions portentous to 
tho present Ministry. A few men of 
understanding, who have not been 
blinded by a silly love of glory, have al­
ready raised their voices against the waste 
of blood ond treasure which is taking 
place in North Africa. These sentiments 
will be reechoed in the Assembly, and, 
though the project ef impeaching the 
Minintry has been abandoned, will be 
enforced with records of the disasters 
that has followed tne Fraech troops, and 
have been concealed from the public. 
The expedition itself was a serious poli­
tical blunder, and military blunders have 
followed thick and fast upon one an­
other. The army has had an arduous task 
to perform. Tho Arabs are as difficult 
to catch as the American In­
dians, and have the advantage of a lim­
itless country behind them, from which

which ought not to have been at work 
in a military system that for the last 
ten years has been the object of so 
mu<;Ji solicitude. The officers are not 
up to tbeir ' task, nor is the physique or 
the equipment of the Soldiers at all sat­
isfactory. The commissariat and trans 
poet-departments have proved very de­
fective.^ In. the ûtçe,.oif. these drawbacks 
the French have succeeded in penetrat­
ing to and taken possession ef the holy 
city of Kairwan; but they have gained 
no practical advantage by doing so, and 
the only course open to them is to march 
back again’to the dosât. The only 
practical result of the expedition has 
been to show the. French the defects of 
their military system.

The Hotel da Viile, which wis iks- 
troyed by the Communists, is being ' re­
built, and the work is approaching 
completion. On the four fronts, niches 
have been constructed; to receive a-hnn- 
dred and six statues, each eight,, feet in 
height. These statues are tolbq repres­
entations of Parisians who have Become 
eminent by their genius, patriotism, or 
public services. Nearly one-fourth of 
the number will be of literary men. 
Seme idea of the cost of the whole build­
ing may be gathered from the fact^ that 
the doors, window frames, glass, fire­
places, and locks,will cost $140,000,and 
about three times more is allotted to 
decoration and furniture.

A Loire fishermai, while engaged in 
tile prosaic occapation of digging for 
bait, recently found embedded in the clay 
of that river a number of ancient axes, 
hammers, bracelets, rings, necklaces, 
shield bosses, javelin heads, and broken 
swords and daggers.

On Oct. 18, the Crown Prince of 
Germany attained his fiftieth year. The 
fell name and titles of Germany’s future 
Emperor are Field Marshal his Imperiol 
and Royal Highness Frederick William 
Nicholas, German aud, Prussian Crown 
Prince. In spite of his high-sounding 
appellation, however, it is shrewdly sus­
pected that his wife, eldest daughter of 
Queen Victoria, is the “better man” of 
the two. The Crown Prince entered 
the Prussian army on his tenth birthday. 
But it is not johly to hie royal birth that 
he owes his Field Marshalship, for, by 
strict attention to his military dntiee,and 
by the success of the troops under his 
command on many a hard fought field, 
he has fairly earned his title and rank. 
Unlike his brother-in-law of Wales, he 
has managed to keep well within an in, 
come rather limited for a man in his 
position, and has given his sons a good 
practical education outside of the pro­
fessions of the army and navy, for which 
they have specially studied, If at any 
time Prince Bismark or his successors 
should manage to wreck the ship*"of3tate, 
the young princes will be able to earn1 
their livlibood. The daughters also have 
been carefully instructed in housekeeping, 
and once gave their governess a bad at­
tack of indigestion by making her eat 
some of their culinary productions.

German court etiquette does not per­
mit thé Crown Prince to -take,amy part 
in politics. This may, perhaps, be one 
of the reasons why Prince Fritz enjoys 
universal popularity among his country­
men, and especially among the Bavari­
ans, Wurtembergers, Badenees, and 
Hessians, who formed the Third Army 
Corps in the Franco-German war—a 
corps which he commanded. It was a 
difficult task to gain the affections of 
these men, for they came from southern 
Germany,and had as late as 1866 —only 
four years before—been forced, sorely 
against their will to submit to Prussian' 
rule. _

Messrs. Moody and Sankey and the 
Salvation Army are doing their beat _ to 
“make it hot”" for the sinners of Gfe&t 
Britain. It is true that the methods 
employed by the . evangelical agencies 
ade neither reflective aor refined; but 
then neither are the class of people ap­
pealed to. They do not go to chnrch 
or chapel, and are therefore out of tho 
reach of the ordinary preacher. There 
is consequently some justification of the 
extraordinary methods of the Salvation. 
Army. The names given to some of 
their meetings—“Salvation Free and 
Easy” and “Hosanna Tea Parties”—at 
once attraqt the leas hardened of the 
“rough” element. Yet the most brut­
alized members of that class look on ibs 
“Army” with undisguised hostility,which 
they express,in the most emphatic man­
ner by rott3U-egging the preachers. In 
spite of such drawbacks, the Army is 
doing some good,for it is riveting the at­
tention of a few who could not become 
worse than they are. Whether the 
converts will remain steadfast is to be 
seen, but it is probable that in the ma­
jority of cases a reaction will follow the 
immense strain of religious enthusiasm 
put upon their weak minds. It is a 
singular fact that in the south of England 
the Roman Catholics are inclined to re­
gard with favor the efforts of the Salva­
tion Army.

The steamer Faraday will sail from 
Gravesend this week on another ocean 
cable mission.. Her first work is to re­
pair the first cable, the interruption in 
which proceeds from a cause not known, 
but is about 600 miles from the British 
shore. After the work is over, she will 
proceed to Nova Scotia to bêgih laying 
the shore end and intermediate section of 
the second cable for the American Tele! 
graph nhd Cable Company, about 1,700 
miles of which have been laid. It is 
surprising how closely the electricians 
can approximate to t-lte point where a 
break occurs. In some instances they 
have divined within half a mile of the 
spot. " - "

BEET ROOT SUGAR.

According to Licbt the total produc­
tion of beet-sugar for 1881 will be as 
follows? Germany, 520,000 tons;France 
330,000 tons; Hungary-Austria, 435,- 
000 tons; Russia, 200,000 tons; Bel­
gium, 70,000 tons; Holland and other 
countries, 25,000 tons. Total, 1,580,- 
000 tons. This represents an excess in 
the total production of 175,000 tone 
over preceding years.

WREOKS. *

There were 23. British and foreign 
wrecks, of whieh 14 were British, 5 be­
ing steamers, reported at Lloyd'sLondoo, 
daring the week ending Oct. 1, making 
a total of 1,211 for the present year, 
or an increase of 281 as compared with 
the corresponding period of last year. 
The approximate value ol property lost 
was $5,000.000. including British £4,- 
000,000.

STARVING FISHERMEN,

Some twenty five fishermen’s families 
have been brought in a starving condi­
tion to Qiebec from Anticosti. As they 
have no means of subsistence on the 
isluod cfwing to the failure of the fisheries, 
the Government will probably place them 
upon free grant lands and supply them 
with food and seed until summer.

IMMIGRATION TO UNITED STATES.

During July, Angust and September 
the total immigration to theUnitedStates 
was 171,803, against 155,233 for the 
same quarter laBt year. Of these num­
bers fully two-thirds were Germans, and 
should the influx continue at this rate the 
United States will be largely Germaniz­
ed in a lew years, “Already,” ssys the 
New 'York Sun, “these people have 
greatly changed the tone and character 
of onr society. They have introduced 
new ideas and new customs. The pnri- 
tanism whieh formerly Was dominant in 
the republic has found in them a persis­
tent, if not contemptuous, enemy. They 
will not accommodate themselves to it, 
They have also seized whole departments 
of trade, and their greater thrift is win­
ning for them many advantages over the 
old native population.1'

POLITICAL RECRIMBNATION.

The past week was distinguished by a 
bitterness aud an acrimonious- recrimin - 
ation unusual in English politics. After 
Mr. Bright had denounced the ••fair- 
traders as lunatics ahd rogues, it was not 
surprising to heat Lord Salisbury taunt­
ing the Liberal Ministry with, having 
eatèn dirt in vain. Sir William Vernon 
Harcourt retorted that.he did not under 
stand the decencies ot public discussion. 
But the speech which caused the most 
stir has been that of Lord Randolph 
Churchill, ’ the dashing young leader of 
the so called fourth party, who declared 
that what Sir William Hartcourt had 
said did not much matter, hot that the 
implication of indecent representations by 
other Liberals most be noticed. Lord 
Randolph Churchill styled Mr.Gladstone 
an “incendiary who had touched the 
lowest depths of political cowardice aud 
ingrstitade.” 'thereupon Mr. Broad- 
hurst pronounced Lord Randolph Chur­
chill as a miserable, contemptible young 
man; Lord Wolverlon told him that he 
was not worthy..to black Mr. Gladstone’s 
boots. Nevertheless, Lord Randolph 
Churchill's speech is well worth reading, 
especially in reference to Ameriça, and 
bis comparison of American and English 
commercial prosperity, whieh are much 
in favour of the former aud in advocacy 
of “f»ir trade,”

A MADMAN IS THE WHITE HOUSE,

A tall, broad-shouldered, weltii 
man called at the White HonsSfri 
ton, about tea o'clock on Tuesday, and 
asked to see the President. The usher 
told him he was not in, whereupon the 
visitor delivered the following letter :— 
“John Woling you are hereby informed 
that Dr. JohnNoetling is lawfully elected 
President of the United States, and oc­
cupies the White House everyday.— 
Signed Almighty God, communicated by 
the Holy Spirit.” This, of coarse, pat 
the usher on his guard, and he quietly 
invited the man to take a seat in the 
ante-room until the President would see 
him. Sergeant Dinsmore was sent for, 
on his asking what business the stranger 
had with the President he handed him a 
paper with the following request to be 
shown to the President : “I desire the 
official returns of the late Presidential 
election.” After vainly trying to get 
the man to leave, Sergeant Dinsmore at­
tempted to arrest him. A fearful struggle 
took place, in which the madman was 
with difficulty overpowered by the attend­
ants of the White House. He was fiually 
threwn down, and his pistol, which he 
had graqped at tile beginning of the 
struggle, was taken from him. It was 
a seven barrelled revolver of small calibre 
and fully loaded. The madman was taken 
to the Police Headquarters. His name 
he gave as Dr. John Notelmg, although 
he had been at a hotel since the 27th of 
September under the name of JohnWol- 
ing. His home is in Colesville, Snyder 
county, Pa. He was in Washington in 
May last, and was then arrested by the 
police as a crank and sent to his family 
in Pennsylvania.

SHOCKING ACCIDENT.

The Yarmouth Herald gives the fol­
lowing account of a shocking accident :

Mr. S. instantly extinguished the £res 
which were consuming doth mother and 
child and alarmed the neighborhood,and 
Dr. Harley, who resides in the vicinity, 
was quickly on the spot. Mrs. Bethune 
was found to have been horribly burned. 
After lingering in terible agony for ten 
or eleven hours, she expired. The child 
was so badly burued that amputation of 
one or more limbs was deemed necessary. 
Before dying Mr. B. explained that the 
fire ciuglit her dress while she was sitting 
at the cook stove warming her back — 
that she vainly rolled herself on the 
mats to extinguish the lire—and that the 
child’s dress caught fire from the burning 
mats as she crawled towards her. Mr. 
Bethune, it appears, was absent at the 
time. l(ra. Bethune, was a native of 
Long Island, Digby County, and was in 
her 25 th year.

FIFTY HOUSES AND TWO CHURCHES BURNT.

[Special to St. John News.] 
Woodstock, Nov. 11.—The fire 

started between twelve and one o’clock, 
and was under headway before the fire 
brigade got fairly working. The por­
tion of the town above the bridge ie 
nearly all burned and the flames have 
spread across the bridge. The fire is 
incendiary but no particulars yet known. 
Fifty houses and two churches are burnt 
and with the high gale blowing a ! new 
break out is threatened every minute. 
The ground burnt over on the upper aide 
of the bridge is further up than that of 
’77, nod is mostly dwelling houses.

About twenty acres of buildings were 
burned to ashes. About fifty residents 
were consumed together with the Reg­
istry Office, St. Luke’s Church (new 
and in course ot construction), and the 
Free Baptist Church. This fire has not, 

i^jferbaps, destroyed as much properly as 
that of 1877, but it will be more sev­
erely felt on account of so maoy dwell, 
ings being burnt, thus throwing so 
many lamilies out of homes. The fire' 
has wrought nearly all the damage, iii 
about four hours. It is thought, the 
losses which will reach $125,000, are 
fairly covered by the insurance.

New York, Nov. 9.—At seven 
o'clock this morning the three story 
tenement house on the corner of Sooth 
Fifth Avenue and Grand Street fell, 
burying the occupants. The fire depart» 
ment was summoned and with the assis­
tance of citizens extricated five victims. 
The life of tyro was extinct, and the 
others were seriously injured. How 
many were in the building at the time ot 
the accident it not yet known. The work 
of removing the debris is now being 
pushed.
