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“For the love of Christ constraineth us : 
because we thus judge, and if one died for all, 
then were all dead."—2 Cor. v., 14.

“Knowing therefore the terror of the Lord, 
we persuade men ; but we are made manifest 
unto God ; and I trust also arc made manifest 
in your consciences.”—2 Cor. v., ii.

Religion is needed for the soul, the 
same as food and air for the body, or 
facts and education for the mitld. Re­
ligion* regarded from a human stand­
point partakes of human diffeiences, and 
for this reason the human world is not 
a grand uniformity. Methods of thinking, 
judging and worshipSing differ. The 
religious thinking of té-day is very differ­
ent from that of a century ago. Each 
age, feeling the needs of its own peculiar 
character, helped itself out of the trea­
sury of truth only to such thoughts as 
contributed to its ruling idea. In this 
we see the hand of God. The Divine 
Spirit caused such truths to prêvail 
would best serve the passing moral con­
dition of mankind. Time was, when the 
supreme motive of manifest religion was 
fear. The retributive idea held the fore­
ground in men’s conceptions of the 
divine nature. The thunder was voiced 
véngeance, the lightning was leaping 
wrath. The majesty, poweç, the repay­
ing vengeance, were more apparent than 
the mercy, the love, the blessing. In one 
roll of thunder men were ^pleased to see 
more divine meaning than in months of 
sunlight ; and it was well ; for the strong 
animal man needed stern moral cheks.
Fear was a beneiactorrthe missionary of 
the merciful God, wielding a flaming 
sword at the gates of licentiousness. But 
now—like along procession, the Christian 
world is coming up out of the night of 
fear, hastening from its indistinctness 
and shapes of terror to the sunlight of- 
God’s love with its clearness of vision 
and angels of tutpe. In the text we have 
one, yea, the grandest incentive to a good 
and holy life. But not the only motive.
Paul had just said, “Knowing the terror 
of Ihe lord, wo persuade men.” “We 
must *11 #ppear before the judgment seat 
oft^rist.” The terror of the Lord wa« 
invoked to help restrain, and yet amid 
this phenomenon come the words, “tore 
is the fulfilling of tLe law " - “The love 
of Christ constraineth us.” Thus we per
ceive thatthe world of moral «Jiv*. fc Uw^ttfog" the “gtomy hell 
as large and ntih os the world of physical J
beauty, and if a single heart cannot build" 
its home by every beautiful vale, but 
must go from many to the one, so in the 
world of morals—the heart must retreat 
from the whole universe, td take refuge 
in a part. Am I wrong in saying that to 
the city of God there Are many paths— 
paths for different centuries, different 
meridians and different individuals ?
There was something in the times of 
Cilvin, Luther and Wesley and even 
later down that made the motive of 
punishment to be very influential for 
good. To enquire whether any other 
motive would have done as good service 
would be abdUt like the inquiry whether 
some other method of heat and light 
might not have been resorted to by the 
Creator that would haVc made our ox 
isting sun unnecessary. It is certain 
that the “terror of the Lord” wielded a 
mighty influence on past centuries, and 
the same impulse has come and is 
sphereing itself in bur moral heavens, 
viz., “the constraining love of Christ.”
Did I call this a new impulse This 
needs qualifying. It is a new impulse, as 
a grand controling power, but old as 
eternity in being. Love and only love is 
the primal expression of all things, the 
whole pressure of the divine economy is 
towards love. This is the first and great 
commandment — “That ye love one 
another.” It is the gospel of crea­
tion, the blue arch ol the sky folding 
over the earth like the curtains of an 
infant’s bed, the morning with its breezy 
freshness and the resurrection feeling it 
awakens in the soul, the noon with its 
broad and dazzling glories resting on the 
world till it becomes drowsy with excess 
of light, the evening with its stealing 
shadows, the night with its roof of stars 
—all in expressive language tell us of 
love. This love, new to tis as saving 
force, has" eternity in its heart, the great 
-sea will lose its swell and rythmn, the 
stars will fade, the sun himself shall 
die, “and nature sink in years. But 
thou shalt flourish in immortal youth.
Unhurt amidst the war of elements, the 
wreck of matter and the crash of worlds.”
Without hesitation, I say justice lias not 
been donç to this affectional force in our 
religion. Men have been taught to fear 
God, not to love him, to see him in the 
earthquake and the storm, in the deluge 
and ten plagues, in terrible calamities 
and the stalking spectre of pestilence.
God has been painted as a dreadful eye, 
piercing through the darkness to spy out 
the sins of men who must sneak and 
skulk about the world, or as a naked 
bony arm, uplifted to crush his children 
down with horrid squelch to an eternal 
hell. Terrible this, yet true. We thank 
God for :i change. The primal idea is

coming back to us. Motives come and 
go along with the coming and going of 
new times and new men. Hie old ones 
do not become false but they fail to move 
men. In the childhood of some of you 
here to-day it was customary to frighten 
children into virtue. But Christian chil­
dren of to-day are led to the sunlight, 
and hope-hued paths of virtue, by being 
shown the lovely side of Christianity. 
Music, books, Christmas festivals, tender 
Sunday-school teachers and a thousand in­
ventions of love draw their spirits up to 
God. This new motive is rising sun-like 
upon our world. He that was “lifted 
up" is constraining men, and poor fallen 
humanity shall soon seek God__not be­
cause there is a devil and hell—but be­
cause there is a God and heaven. Yet do 
not forget this, that however any class or 
age may rise above the influence of the 
penalty of sin, yet punishment will 
remain a perpetual fact in the 
economy of grace—its dark cloud will 
rise or fall according to the quality of 
humanity. We have a good idea taken 
of what I mean in our military laws. 

as When war clouds arise it is necessary for 
the government to repeat the law that 
treason is death. Yet this law might be 
repealed, were it not for a low form of 
patriotism possible here and then. The 
true man lives above it, ignores it, forgets 
it ; his love of country constrains him. 
We read of mercenery Persian troops, be­
hind whom drivers went with large whips, 
and victory came not from love of country 
but from fear of scourge. But let soldiers 
be true, noble, heroic, as is the case with 
our army, then the flag overhead with its 
red, white and blue shall carry in its wav­
ing folds a grand incentive, its threads 
become the threads of life, and its red the 
blood of men’s hearts. Is Christianity 
less no6le than patriotism? Shall its im­
pulse be a scourge, or the holv principle 
of love? The banner of Salvation is 
erander than any that ever waved over 
bloody battles ; its lustrous folds rustle in 
winds of immortality : it is the flag of the 
great Fatherland where there are no tears, 
no sorrow, pain or death. Surely under 
its snowy and heavenly azure soldiers in 
this noble battle-field need no impulse 
but the love of their passion-foil hearts. 
“Perfect love casteth out fear.” Paul, 
John, Fenelon, Madam Guyon and the 
Wesleys are of this school ef thinkers. 
What is true of a mind is true of an age. 
I dare believe that this age shall become 
enamoured of this one idea, and almost

draw alt
its power and inspiration from a visibft of 
Chfiat And His love. The world is coming 
to this. The great loving spirit of Christ 
w developing in the hearts of men. In an 
age that loves the poor, that governs its 
children by love instead of torture, that 
enthrones kindness in public schools and 
even in jails, an age that will build homes 
for the poor drunkard, for the insane, 
friendless, fallen and impure ; in an -age 
that has done a thousand times more 
than this—it can hardly be expected that 
the pulpit ignoring this grand uprising of 
tenderness, will daily point to the horrors 
of perdition while the very earth is being 
enchanted by the vision of love. Oh, 
what a sad betrayal this would be of the 
pulpit’s trust ! This great Book of Gos­
pels says that “God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten Son." It 
says “God is love." Verily, friends, this 
New Testament is a love-book, a song 
about the heart of God. It declares that 
“ye are not come unto a mount that might 
not be touched, and that burned with 
fire, nor unto terrible blackness, and dark­
ness and tempest,” so terrible that Moses 
said “I exceedingly quake and fear, but 
ye are come to Mount Zion and unto the 
city of the living God.” These words 
spoken to Christians do, nevertheless, an 
nounce to all the ruling principles of the 
Gospel. Its great spectacle is not a Sinai, 
thunder-riven, lightening-wreathed and 
crowned with garlands of twisted fire, but 
Mount Zion, streaming with light, vocal 
with song, crowned with eternal love. 
God has given to us Bethlehem! Gethsc- 
mane, Calvary, Olivet. Let us enjoy to 
the full this wondrous love. Happy are 
we if we have come upon an age that will 
take up this dominant impulse of Christi­
anity. Keep to the front, and lift to the 
highest the love of Christ. Love ! love ! 
0, the music of the word"! Can you tell 
me all it means ? 1 say love is favor. I 
diminish the thing I attempt to define.
I call it mercy. I have torn into two 
syllables that which was greater in one.
I call it life, but feel it something more. 
I have closed my eyes and set my fancy 
adreaming, if mayhap I could catch some 
vision in the clouds which might help me 
to tell men what love is. 1 have soon 
nothing. I have called to mind all ancient 
and modem exhortations of filial, pater­
nal, fraternal love, and they all pale in 
sight of Calvary, and are hut shadowy 
glimmerings of the love of Jesus to our 
sin-cursed world. Who can tell us all 
about the love of Christ? Let an arch­
angel try—his voice would falter and his 
language tail. His love it mightier than 
the hurricane, more tender than the 
zepher, endless as the years of the Eter­
nal, deep as the plumet of God, full as the ] 
brimming sea, free as the smiles of sum­

mer, and exhaustless as the well-springs 
of eternity.

“0, for this love let rocks and hills 
Their lasting silence break,

And all harmonious human tongues 
TheSJevionr's praises speak.”

The love of Christ is constraining the 
nations. His love words to men, whisper­
ed in vales of Olivet more than eighteen 
centuries ago now reveberate in the spicy 
groves of India, in the idolatrous cities of 
China, along the banks of the Amazon and 
the Nile, in the polished courts of Europe, 
and all over the broad continent given to 
us. And unlike all other echoes, every 
tone is louder than the preceding one. 
The whisper has swelled into a shout, the 
shout has loudened into thunder, ami the 
thunder has so deepened, and is so deep 
ening that soon men shall hear little else 
save this love-shout of the Redeemer. 
Thank God the eternal love, like a great 
gulf stream of holy influence is flowing 
through the frozen ocean of our lives, 
bringing summer and song and all the 
fragrance of the tropics in its train. 
Upon islands belted with ice, along.shores 
white with the frozen surf of sin, against 
those huge embodiments of winter, still, 
al|p! existing. Against all that is icy, 
and cold, and petrified in our hearts, I 
invoke the current of this celestial love 
to flow. F low on; thou mighty river, with 
wider, deeper, grander sweep and flow 
pour upon us the full tide of thy latent 
and immeasurable heart uutil our hearts 
are melted and mingled in thy fervid 
stream. “The love of Christ constraineth 
us.” Friends, I have found the golden 
cord that will lead from the darkness 
into light. Ehfeft now the light breaks 
forth, and a voice all tenderness and love 
says to me, to you, to all, “If ye love me» 
keep my commandments.”

Annual educational Service»

IN THE METHODIST CHURCH—SERMON RY THE 
REV. W. W. BREWER—ADDRESS BY THE 

REV. JOHN READ.

• The annual edncational services were held 
in the Methodist Church Sunday morning 
and evening. In the morning the Rev. W. 
W. Brewer, of Marysville, preached the an­
nual sermon, taking for his text the 10th and 
Hth verses of the 2nd chapter of Pro­
verbs :—

“ When wisdom entereth into thine heart, 
and knowledge is pleasant unto thy soul ;

“Discretion shall preserve1' thee, under­
standing shall keep thee.”

Education, said the Rev. gentleman in 
opening his discourse, had become a theme 
so trite, that he feared the mere mention of i 
it would cause* lack ef that interest which 
was usually shtrwn by the congregation ; but 
all would agree with him that no apology 
was needed on the occasion of this annual 
discussion of education. In dealing with his 
snbjeot he would first take a general view 
it and thea would make special mention of 
in regard to the church’s duty. The 
teacher is a general and outlines his position 
on a blackboard. One of his chief weapons 
is a piece of chalk. The schools of a nation 
are its centres of'power—its thought pro­
ducers and brain developers—and fountain* 
of knowledge. The earliest education is, of 
course, that of the fitmily. The schools of 
the priesthood came next in order, for in the 
early ages the schools were chiefly ecclesi­
astic. The Protestant Reformation intro­
duced the idea of educating the masses of the 
people, and Martin Luther laid the tap n da­
tion of the school system of Germany, .where 
the poorest child receives the beat education 
the country affords. Our own system is, 
perhaps, not as perfect. No nation,,is safe 
where the masses Of the people are unedu­
cated, anil this may lie the cause of part of 
the troubles in Ireland to-day. Ignorance is 
the mother of superstition and a great many 
other evils. Superstition precludes investi­
gation, and where there is no investigation 
there is no progress. Despotism and tyranny 
alone exist where the people are illiterate, 
and do not understand their own rights. 
Education and liberty go hand in hand. 
Rome was once free and great, uud from 
Gaul and Britain to the remotest plains of 
Asia her conquering legions marched. She 
was then educated. Eloquence lingered
upon her lips and her poetry dropped as 
softly as thefcisses of love. National liberty 
has kept pace with national education. 
Educated John Hampden raised his ,-oicc 
alone against the royal light of taxation, 
and at his voice ten thousand swords-flashed 
inthe air and teu thousand men said, “We 
will have our rights.” The signers of the 
Declaration of Independence were-classical 
scholars and educated men. The decree has 
gone forth that man shall he. educated and 
enlightened and it shall not be revoked. 
Vain is everything else . they shall be 
swept away. Our public schools are a source 
of intellectual sunlight ; and they are 
shedding these rays of light upon thousands 
of young minds and giving them knowledge 
to act well such part ns may become their 
station in life. It becomes our citizens to 
guard well their interests—to guard well 
this light and lighthouse.. They should re­
sent anything that would tamper or inter­
fere witli it or any use that it might be put to 
for the purpose of securing political or eccle­
siastical ends. Then came the view of the 
moral power of onv schools aiid over this 
point there was much angry discussion, lie 
lmd read the school law and the course of 
instruction carefully, ar.d he could say that 
our public schools were bulwarks of national 
strength. They arc not sectarian or denomi­
national, but give a high code of morality 
and a proper reverence for things holy. The 
Lord’s prayer is heard in our schools. You, 
as a protestant, would not like to have j-our 
children go to a school taught by say a Ro;

The Capital has opened the campaign 
by an article in which it pours a diarrhoea 
of praise upon Mr. Fraser, and alludes to 
Mr. Pickard in most insulting terms. It 
is one of the unfortunate circumstances 
surrounding politics that there are always 
some men who cannot distinguish be­
tween mere blackguardism and severe 
criticsm. Being possessed of no sensibili­
ties, except those which they share in 
common with the brute creation, they are 
unable to appreciate anything which is 
not coarse, vugar and contemptible. Con­
scious that no one will descend into the 
mire in which they delight to revel, they 
enjoy a foul freedom which they employ 
to the prejudice of those whom they sup­
port and the disgust of those whom they 
oppose. Between John Pickard and John 
James Fraser there have always been ties 
of warm political and personal friendship. 
They have fought many battles for each 
other on the hustings, and although.they 
are now to be pitted against each other, 
we are glad to be able to feel sure th^t 
neither will feel called upon to disgrace 
himself by resorting to personal abuse. 
The public career of both is à fair and 
legitimate subject for observation ; but 
each of them will without a doubt be 
grateful to their friends if they will leave 
the other's private character alone. Both 
have lived fair and honorable lives, both 
are highly respected, and he is a poor 
cur who would seek to vent his spite by 
villifying either. The Capital, however, 
professes to speak by authority of Mr. 
Fraser and it says that he has been 
brought out by men who “are disgusted 
with his (Mr. Pickard’s) incapacity and 
his utter negligence of the wants of the 
County of York”—and again, that Mr. 
Pickard “has imposed upon the County 
of York long onougn.” We deny that 
any such statements as these are author­
ized by Mr. Fraser. That gentleman in 
1878 by his vote approved of Mr. Pickard’s 
course up to that time, and since then 
our representative has lq no wise swerved 
from the lines upon which he had acted 
during the years when Mr. Fraser sup­
ported him. These statements as well as 
the others in the. article in which they 
appeared, are the imaginings of a dis­
eased and jaundiced mind, soured by 
disappointment and harassed by unavail­
ing regrets. Less than twelve months 
ago the person who now vainly attempts 
to bring Mr. Pickard into contempt, told 
on every street corner that he was Mr. 
Pickard’s warm political friend. He had 
a purpose to serve then, just as he has a 
purpose to serve now. Then he hoped 
to get rid of a business which was worry­
ing him into a species of insanity ; now 
he hopes to gain the approval of Mr. 
Fraser’s friends and thereby prolong his 
lease of life. He failed in the first effort, 
he will fail in the last, for no respectable 
political party will contaminate itself by 
alliance with anything so thoroughly 
base anil despicable. The character of 
the man and the bent of his mind is 
evidenced by the fact that he lapses into 
a state of semi-idiotic wonder because 
the Telegraph, which will oppose Mr. 
Fraser, speaks well ot him, personally 
and as local premier. To this wonderful, 
genius it seems impossible that ah op­
ponent should be treated as a gentleman. 
He knows no middle ground between 
vile abuse and sickening flattery.

The Capital has chosen to say that cer­
tain of Mr. Pickard’s friends “are dis­
gusted with his utter ne ligenco of the 
wants of the County of York.” The 
statement is absolutely false. Mr. 
Pickard does not desire to shirk an in­
vestigation into the manner in which he 
has endeavored to guard tho interests of 
his constituents, and we challenge the 
Capital to show one matter in which he 
has failed in his duty. Let it be manly 
for once and make good its words. Let 
it cease for a moment, if it can, to play 
the part of the slanderer and justify its 
attack. If it does not do so ft should be 
branded throughout the length and 
breadth of the country as the malicious 
and false sheet it is. Let it tell us when 
it discovered these things about Mr. 
Pickard. It had not done so in July 
last, for its proprietor was then a Liberal, 
and “you know I always supported you, 
Mr. Pickard,” was the song he sung six 
days out of the week. On the seventh he 
wrote letters to the Minister of Finance. 
The people of York County know John 
Pickard, and some of them know the 
editor of the Capital. Those who know 
them both need no assistance in forming 
a judgment between them. Those who 
cfo not know the latter—well they are 
not much vrorse of than he is himself, for 
he • does not know himself for 
a month at a time. We have already 
shown how he was a Liberal a few months 
ago, and we have now to add that about 
five weeks since he grew very indignant 
at the Farmer for wishing to depose Mr. 
Fisher from being the 8-.lt. <>i the Ï..

p. To-day if Mr. Fisher had been dead 
and buried a half century he could not 
be more forgotten by the Capital.

We are loth to deal with this matter in 
this way, but a very wise man has said 
that it is well to answer certain people ac­
cording to their folly. We should prefer 
to discuss the political claims to popular 
support, which he respective candidates 
enjoy. We propose to deal with these as 
we have always dealt with public matters, 
in plain outspoken style, but not to 
knowingly publish a line which will re­
flect in the slightest manner upon the 
personal standing of the gentlemen whom 
we shall oppose.

WHAT HE WILL ASK.

Mr. John James Fraser will ask the 
people of York to choose him as their re­
presentative at Ottawa. If this were all 
ne was about to request at their hands, 
we are by no means sure that his career 
in the Local House and his ability as a 
legislator are such as would entitle him 
to a favorable answer ; but he will ask 
more than this. . No man who aspired to 
a seat in a Legislature is requiring more 
ot th electors than Mr. Fraser is, when 
he comes before them as a Tory candi­
date. He tells his friends that he re­
grets the position in which he finds him­
self placed. The only wonder is.that, if 
he eve^looks back over his record, he is 
not paralyzed at the contrast between it 
and his present position. We are sure 
that it is only by never looking back, but 
by keeping his gaze fixed upon the er­
mine, which a wire-pulling ministry holds 
before his eyes, that he is able to preserve 
the semblance of courage with which he 
essays the task of defeating the man 
whom he has always supported, and who 
has always supported him. But we have 
said he asks more than that the people 
should elect him. He asks that the in­
dependent electors of York County will 
lay aside their manhood and bow, as he 
has done, to the domination of the titled 
gentry who constitute the Ottawa minis­
try. What does this signify ? Let us ex­
amine the matter and see. The Tories 
find their grasp upon the helm of state 
slipping from them, and they are deter 
mined to make on# powerful effort to 
retain it. Tjhey cannot do this by the 
votes of the English provinces ; but they 
hope to do so by the French vote in Que­
bec, if they can manage in some way to 
weaken the Liberals elsewhere. For this 
purpose Ontario has been gerrymandered 
expressly for the purpose of strengthen­
ing certain Tory localities and impairing 
others where the Liberals have had a 
majority. It is well known that before 
this was done Ontario alone would have 
swept them from power. They hope— 
but we believe without good reason—that 
they have effectually silenced public 
opinion in that province, and that they 
can Over-match the other provinces by 
their phalanx of French adherents. In 
order, however, to strengthen themselves 
as much as possible it has become neces­
sary to force their strongest men into the 
field everywhere. Therefore Mr. Fraser 
has been summoned, and though he at 
first declined, he has found himself com­
pelled to come. His candidature there­
fore represents the worst feature of Tor- 
ryism— centralization and the ruling of 
the whole Dominion by a solid body of 
Quebec Tories.

What else does he ask ? He asks that 
the people of the County of York will 
desert a representative who has faith­
fully discharged every duty in order that 
he, Mr. Fraser, may earn a judgeship. 
Will the people of York sanction by 
their votes this shameless bartering of 
the highest offices, the appoint­
ments to which have always been sup­
posed to depend upon merit alone,' and 
which rarely, if ever, have been degraded 
into political uses? We know in advance 
what this answer will be, a firm and 
determined refusal to lend their votes 
to any such unworthy purpose.

Mr. Fraser will ask the electors of 
York to sanction the course which the 
Tory Government have pursued, inclu­
ding among other things the great 
Pacific Scandal and the greater Pacific 
fraud. He will ask for an endorsation ot 
a policy which has burdened the country 
with debt, heaped up taxation, multi­
plied offices, increased the expense of 
administration; a policy under which the 
most shameless system of contract 
brokerage has flourished, hundreds of 
thousands of dollars squandered, and 
the treasury of the country given over to 
a ring of contractors to be plundered at 
will—a policy which has increased tne 
cost of the necessaries of life, has prac­
tically mortgaged every farm in Canada 
to make a few rich men richer and built 
up monopolies which bid fair to crush 
the country in their relentless grasp.

Other questions which we have not space 
to discuss to-day, are involved in Mr. 
Fraser’s candidature ; and not the least of 
all is the enquiry, a fair and legitimate one, 
how comes it that Mr. Fraser’s views 
upon these matters now are so diametri 
cally opposite to what they were four 
years ago? Great indeed was his con­
demnation of Sir Leonard Tilley, Sir John 
Macdonald and the frauds and misman­
agement which have flourished under 
their rule ; that was when he was not an 
applicant for office at their hands ; -but 
now that he can only gain his coveted 
haven of rest by a sacrifice of principle 
and by completely denying all 1'or which 
he has contended for in the past, he is 
fully prepared to obey the orders qrhich 
have come from Ottawa, though by so 
doing he does violence to every principle 
of political integrity.

YORK COVNtY POLItICS.

Stupidity being natural is pardonable ; 
ignorance being sometimes unavoidable 
may be overlooked ; but untruthfulness, 
being of necessity deliberate, is always to 
be condemned. Sometimes, but not 
often,we see the three traits combined in 
a newspaper article, and the feeling they 
awaken is one of utter contempt. For 
a sample of the combination our readers 
are referred to an article in Tuesday’s 
Capital headed “York County and local 
politics.” In this it tells its readers that 
Messrs. Wetmore, Grant, Colter, Wilson 
and Estabrooks are disposed to give 
“the government of the day an indepen­
dent support.” One disposed to be 
critical might ask—The Government of 
what day ?—'The Government of last Tues­
day or of next Tuesday or of the Tuesday 
after the elections ?—Which is it that 
these gentlemen are willing to give an 
independent support ? Have these gen­
tlemen authorized the Capital to connect 
them in advance to any temporary 
reconstruction which can be effected ? 
Mr. Fraser, the head, front and sole 
recommendation which the government 
had, is to retire. Mr. Wedderbum is to 
take the New County Judgeship, and 
already the work of hunting for materials 
out of which to reconstruct has begun ; 
yet the Capital pledges its five friends, 
one of whom it will have to throw over, 
that they will support the patched up 
executive yihich will hold together until 
the elections are over. If this is not a 
good example of stupidity then we have 
never met one.

Our contemporary commends the 
advice of the Sun to the electors of York 
that they wait until it is authoritatively 
arranged and announced who they are 
to vote for. It does not seem • to know 
what words mean, since it calls this 
insult to the electors of York “wise 
advice.” Its ignorance of the true sig­
nificance of the Sun's pretensions is 
marvellously dense. The samples of un­
truthfulness in the article in question 
are more numerous. It charges M-. 
Blair and his friends with favoring “the 
demolition or removal of Government 
House.” This may indeed be simply the 
result of ignorance. The Opposition 
platform contemplates neither the 
demolition nor removal ot Government 
House. What it does propose is that 
the Lieutenant Governor shall maintain 
his own residence out of his salary as 
other people have to do, and then the 
people shall not have to pay for his.wood, 
coal, gas and flowers, in order to enable 
him to lay away half of his $9,000 a year. 
It also repeats the silly story told by Mr. 
Adams in the Assembly about Mr. Blair 
having predicted that he would be in 
power ten days after the first meeting of 
the last House. Mr. Adams was chal­
lenged then and there to make good his 
words, but could not do it, neither can 
the Capital do so now. The most strik­
ing falsehood in the article is the follow­
ing, which is told in reference to a state­
ment, also false, that Mr. Blair and those 
associated with him “have done, or at­
tempted to do much towards dismantling 
Fredericton” :—

Wc know that Mr. Blair, has personally 
endeavored to increase that feeling, and has 
promised the remnant of his late friends that 
he will have the Government in his hands at 
once—scarcely affording the poor fellows at 
the heads of departments time to “ pack up 
and put!”

Let our readers notice that the editor 
of the Capital says “We know,” that is, 
he, Henry A. Oopley, knows that the 
statement quoted is true. Now, in order 
that, at the outset of the contest, the pub­
lic may be able to understand the char­
acter of one of the journals which is ap­
parently to take part in it, we hereby, 
with the full knowledge and approval of 
the gentleman named by the Capital, 
pronounce the statement which we have 
quoted, and which the editor of the Capi­
tal says is based upon his own knowledge, 
to be absolutely and wholly false ; and 
we challenge the Capital to prove what 
it has stated upon penalty of being held 
up before the public as totally unworthy 
of credit. Let there be no misunderstand­
ing the question. It is one of veracity 
between Mr. Oopley and Mr. Blair, and 
the latter gives the former, and any one 
else, full permission to tell all that they 
have over heard him say which would 
give color even to such a statement. 
Will we not be justified, when the Capital 
shall have failed, as it most certainly will, 
to substantiate its charge, in holding it 
up to the scorn and contempt of all hon­
est men ? There is a place in journalism 
for any one except the man who wilfully 
and deliberately publishes a falsehood. 
For him there is happily as yet no room.

A humor assigns Mr. Wetmore the At­
torney Generalship in the Remnant. This 
implies that the extinguisher is to be 
put upon Mr. Hanington. We are by no 
means sure that Mr. Wetmore would 
take the office if it were offered him. His 
strength in the constituency is an un­
known quantity, and will be very apt to 
be found on the minus side.

It is currently reported at Ottawa that 
Sir Alex. Galt will go into the Govern­
ment at a very early day. The early re­
tirement of Sir John Macdonald for active 
politics is also one of the subjects of con­
versation in the Upper Provinces. Of 
course it is not suggested that he will re­
tire before the elections.

The Farmer devotes a great deal of 
space to the laudation of Mr. Fraser, and 
to an attempt to make Mr. Pickard ap­
pear at a disadvantage. This is all right 
and proper provided the Farmer keeps 
to facts ; when it departs from these it 
makes a very great error, because it is 
sure to be corrected, and if it happens 
very often that it makes statements 
which it cannot substantiate, it will come 
to be classed with the Capital and papers 
of that stamp. In the article in question 
the farmer says that if Mr. Pickard was 
in accord with the Dominion Government 
he could easily have obtained aid for a 
bridge across the river here. This is a 
most absurd proposition, because it is 
well known that the Dominion Govern­
ment does not subsidize highway bridges, 
or even railway bridges. The bridge 
across the St. John is a matter entirely 
within the province of the Public Works 
Department of New Brunswick, just as 
the bridges at Woodstock, Grand Falls 
and St. John are ; and any proposition to 
the central government that they should 
supplement the vote in the Assembly for 
the road service by a grant of this kind 
would be dismissed at once, because, if it 
were conceded, a door would be opened 
which could not be closed again until the 
treasury was depleted. The Farmer 
must know that such an application would 
not be entertained ; but if it does not, 
what explanation has it to give for the 
tact, that Mr. Fraser has not secured the 
grant since it is claimed that he is so in­
fluential at head-quarters ? Will it tell 
us that Mr. Fraser will pretend that he 
could have obtained such a grant if he 
had been in Parliament? Why it was 
only after he had been goaded into action 
by the Herald and the - Leader of the 
Opposition that he placed a section in 
the Subsidy Act giving aid to the bridge 
at Fredericton. We repeat here a state­
ment we made when that Act was intro 
duced, and which has never been con 
tradicted, that the original subsidy 
tcheme did not contain a grant for a 
bridge here, and that the provision for 
one was only inserted after Mr. Blair had 
brought the matter before the House. For 
this statementwe have excellent authority. 
If it is incorrect Mr. Fraser can deny it ; 
but it is worthy of remark that he did 
not do so at the time the bill was intro 
duced. But are we to understand from 
the Farmer that the sole condition upon 
which the present Government aids lo 
calities is that they shall send Tory 
representatives to Ottawa ? The Farmer 
seems to think so ; but we imagine it 
will learn that the people of York will 
not sanction such a principle by their 
votes. It is not a little for Mr. Pickard 
to be able to say the only charge of 
terilection of duty,which the chief cham 

pion of his opponent can prefer, is a mat­
ter with which, as it member of Parlia­
ment he had nothing whatever to do.

It is also not unreasonable to think 
that in discussing Mr. Fraser’s career in 
the local Legislate. -, it would be possible 
to do so effective!} without making state­
ments in referenc.- to Mr. Blair which 
have no foundation, particularly if Mr. 
Fraser has been siv.i a bright and shining 
light as his admirer- claim. The Farmer, 
however, seems unable to do this, for dis­
cussing the vote on the capital question, 
it says “ if current rumor does not sadly 
belie him, the leader of the Opposition in 
that crisis of the fate of Fredericton was 
with difficulty restrained from moving 
one of his votes of want of confidence and 
perilling all.” There is not now and there 
never was any rumor to this effect. On 
the contrary’, Mr. Blair was very earnest 
in his" labors to secure the continuance 
ol Fredericton as capital of the Province, 
and his efforts on that behalf were fully 
as effectual in preventing a change as 
those of Mr. Fraser, if not more so. At 
tne time it was admitted by every one 
that the York County members all did 
their duty in the premises faithfully 
and well, and for a journal which has 
some claims to respectability even to in­
timate the contrary for the purpose of 
making political capital for a friend, is 
very discreditable.

THE “CAPITAL” CORNERED.

The Capital, on Tuesday, published 
certain statements in reference to Mr. 
Pickard and Mr. Blair, which the Herald 
knew were untrue. We pronounced 
them false and challenged the Capital to 

.make good its words. Its reply is a 
column of personal abuse of the editor 
and proprietor of the Herald, whose 
name it manages to insert in every fourth 
or fifth line of its libellous and indecent 
article. We anticipated some such re­
sponse and propose to pay no attention to 
it. It is somewhat of a satisfaction to 
the editor of the Herald to know that he 
has so conducted himself in the fourteen 
years he has been before the public, 
either in positions of high municipal im­
portance or as a journalist, that the most 
willing scandal-monger cannot point to a 
single dishonorable act which he has 
committed. But as we have already said 
on several occasions, the personal affairs' 
of the editor of the Herald do not con­
cern the public. The point we wish to 
make is that the Capital docs not pre 
tend to make good its falsehoods in 
reference to the gentlemen namedun the 
first sentence of this article. It therefore 
becomes our duty to brand it as a false, 
malicious and libellous paper, which will 
deliberately manufacture untruths, and

when met by a denial will not endeavor 
to make a pretence of proof, but will 
seek to villify and defame those who have 
exposed it.

HE ÜUUIIOI R-

The Gerrymandering Bill is beyond 
doubt the most iniquitous piece of legis­
lation which ever found its way into any 
Parliament. A more deliberate attempt 
to steal an advantage over political op­
ponents could not well be imagined. 1 he 
more the character of the measure is 
understood the more outrageous it ap­
pears. No plainer evidence could be 
given of the weakness of the Tory party 
in Ontario, than the fact that it was telt 
to be necessary to recast over fifty con- 
stituencie.s so as to reduce Liberal and 
augment Tory majorities wherever it 
was possible. It is gratifying to know 
that the independent spirit of the people 
is not likely to brook this insult to their 
intelligence and manhood, and that the 
dastardly trick will fail to accomplish its 
desired purpose. Extreme party men of 
■course hail the measure with warm ap­
proval, but there are many who regard 
fair play and decency as more sacred 
than the demands of party, and these 
will not hesitate to throw their votes 
against the men who have attempted to 
secure themselves a new lease of power 
by such scandalous means. Although the 
law is one which applies only to Ontario 
directly, it calls for the condemnation of 
the whole electorate of the Dominion. 
The people of New Brunswick are inte­
rested in pure government and pure gov­
ernment is impossible if the party in 
power, by the mere force of its “brute 
majority,” can, on the eve of an election, 
legislate themselves into their seats 
again. The Liberals of New Brunswick 
will join with their brethren in Ontario 
in expressing their indignation at this 
last outrage. The plan was one which 
was a long time in preparation. The Prov­
ince was carefully scanned over; wher 
ever it was possible by dividing an elec­
toral district to alter its political com­
plexion,the change has been made, irres­
pective as well of the convenience of the 
electors as of every principle of honest 
dealing. Delegation after delegation of 
his political supporters were closeted 
with Sir John Macdonald while tho out­
rage was being perfect^. Votes were 
counted in every locaflÿ) the Liberal 
majorities and the Tory minorities of the 
last election carefully studied so that in 
making the new division the strength ot 
the Liberals might, if possible, be broken. 
Even .at the last hour changes were 
made in the bill, the better to serve this 
object, and these were so extensive in 
their nature, that under the ruling of the 
Speaker, the Bill had to be withdrawn 
and introduced anew. During the dis­
cussion which took place upon the 
measure it is noteworthy that Sir John 
Macdonald did not say a word in its de­
fence, although it was attacked with the 
greatest vigor by the liberals, especially 
by Mr. Blake. There is reason to believe 
that fear only deterred the Minister of 
Finance to extend the scope of the out­
rage to New Brunswick. But, as we have 
said, it js as much a matter for tho con­
cern of our electors as if the Counties of 
this Province had been cut up to suit the 
designs of the Tories, and it is the boun- 
den duty of. the Liberals to stamp such 
a flagrant outrage upon political decency 
with their strongest disapprobation.

A Boy Lovers Passion.

TRYING TO SHOOT A GIRL OP FIFTEEN AND
THEN KILLING HIMSELF.

St. Paul, Minn., May 5.—A most singu­
lar and romantic case of immature 
passion was disclosed here yesterday 
afternoon in a tragedy. For several 
months Albert Drake, a well connected 
youth of sixteen years, has been in the 
agonies of a first love with Miss Jennie 
Faulkner, 15 years old, daughter of a 
well-to-do and highly respected family. 
The affair having assumed a more dan­
gerous form than

A SCHOOLMATE ATTACHMENT,
the mother of the girl forbade the youth 
the house, and further associations with 
her child. She had no further objection 
than their youth. Young Drake asked 
the girl to elope with him, but she de­
clared her intention to obey her mother. 
Having broken the news to her lover in 
person gently but firmly, young Drake 
accused her of having deserted him for a 
rival ; and they separated in mutual dis­
trust. Yesterday the girl was

RETURNING FROM HOME
when she met the lad and spoke pleas­
antly to him. He was white with passion 
and made no answer, but drew a pistol 
and fired it point blank at her face. 
Although they were only a few feet apart, 
his aim failed him. She turned on her 
heel and ran down the street, The boy 
ran after her, firing as they ran, until a 
gentleman caught her in his arms and 
ran with her into a house. Drake came 
quickly upon the scene and demanded 
admittance, but was refused. In the 
meantime a party was in hot pursuit of 
him and he ran from them. In his flight 
he fired a shot at himself without effect. 
As the pursuers were gaining, he suddenly 
stopped, placed the pistol in both hands, 
and laying the muzzle against his forehead, 
fired, and fell dead upon th» street.

The St. James Gazette says that the 
ascendency of Gladstone is that of an 
orator who is a great deal more Ciceroni­
an than Demosthenic.

At last we have a direct statement 
from a Ministerial source— His Ex­
cellency’s speech in proroguing Parlia­
ment_that the dissolution of the House
of Commons is to take place immediately. 
The Government press has persistently 
tried to lead the Opposition astray in the 
matter and lull them into false security. 
They fortunately failed to .deceive the 
Reform press, and much good work has 
been done in the way of organization. 
The shameful John-A.-Mandering Bill 
has, however, upset the Reform arrange­
ments, and new combinations arc neces­
sary. The concealment and deception 
are manifest, but less harm has been 
done than the tricksters designed.

The polling, it is now announced, will 
take place on or about the 20th June, 
and wo need hardly say that not a 
moment is to be lost in the work of 
preparation. The notice given is un­
usually short, but there will be a saving 
in time and money in the canvass, and 
the work can be done if gone about in 
earnest.

The result of the local election in 
Prince Edward Island fcrnishes the key­
note to tho Dominion contelt in all the 
Lower Provinces. The contest will be 
keen, but the result is not doubtful. 
The Opposition will come out of the fight 
with increased numbers and prestige. 
The same may be said with safety of 
Quebec. *

The main battle must be fought in 
Ontario, however. The Government are 
well aware of the fact, and are bringing 
into play every engine of party warfare 
to help a weak cause. Bribery by grants 
of public money, bribery by contractors' 
contributions, “hiving” the Reformers in 
a few counties and distributing majorities 
of Conservatives over many, promises of 
office and grants of public land—all have 
been, or will be, used to wrest an unjust 
verdict from an unwilling people! But 
there are indications that all these means 
will fail to deceive the electors of Ontario. 
No time is given for full discussion 
throughout the constituencies ; but the 
issues are so broad and plain, and have 
been so dealt with in Parliament and the 
press, that it is not necessary to run in 
order to read. The so-called National 
Policy is not nojv a rod to conjure with. 
It is rather one to smite those who wield 
it. The cqal tax is condemned by every 
consumer not bound with the withes of 
party. The duties on breadstuffs have 
injured those whom they were passed to 
benefit—tho farmers of Ontario. The 
taxes on raw materials have done mere 
to hurt Canadian manufactures than the 
increased protection has done them good. 
The excessive duties on the clothing of 
the poorer classes have added enormously 
to the burdens of the workingmen, and 
bonefitted only a few wealthy capitalist?. 
The lumberman, the farmer, fie 
mechanic, the laborer, the merchant, 
the clerk, the man who derives his in­
come from permanent investments, the 
manufacturer whose raw materials are 
taxed—classes which comprise seventy- 
nine out of every eighty of the population 
—are injured by the tariff. Even the 
eightieth individual is not benefitted, 
for he may be a workman of the great 
capitalist, liable to have his wages re­
duced by the importation of labor from 
abroad, the expense of which is provided 
from his contributions to the public 
revenue ! In a very short time 
even the most ignorant will laugh 
at the delusion under which they 
were induced to vote for enormous taxes 
on food, fuel, the clothing of the poor, and 
the raw materials which furnish the life­
blood of manufactures, and will rejoice 
that the common sense of the people de­
manded a moderate tariff' for revenue 
purposes, affording protection for all sound 
industries.

The High Tariff lias still defenders ; 
but who in Ontario defends the monopoly 
of the Syndicate, tho repudiation of the 
boundary award and robbery of half the 
territory of the Province, the veto of the 
Streams Bill, the division of constituencies 
so as to give the minority the power of 
electing a majority of the representatives ? 
Well is it for the Ministry that the time 
for discussion is short, for no eloquence 
can sustain these deeds before an Ontario 
audience. Every debate in the town 
hall or the country school-house will'put 
another nail in the Ministeiarl coffin. 
There must be as mapy meetings as pos­
sible, and speakers must use their time 
to the best advantage. They will have 
full audiences and willing listeners, but 
few days can be spared from the all’ 
important work of the personal canvass
and organization for bringing voters to the 
poll.

Well informed as to the position of po­
litical AfhiiiW throughout the Dominion, 
we tell ourmends that there is no cause 
for fear or anxiety. If the work of the 
Reformers of Ontario is well done during A 
the next five weeks—and we never knew 
au election time when they were more 
united and enthusiastic, or their oppon­
ents more tame—the people will give no 
uncertain sound. Thousands of Conser­
vatives will either stay at home or by their 
votes for Opposition candidates condemn 
the railway monopoly, the robbery of On 
tario territory, and the Gerrymandering 
Bill, and every fair-minded no-party man 
will do the same. But the command of 
the public funds, unscrupulously used, 
gives the Government a great advantage, 
and no labor must be spared if their evil
work is to be condemned__Toronto
Clobe.
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Killed by it Gamecock.

AN INFANT IN LONDON SPURRED TO DEATH 

BY A VICIOUS ROOSTER.

Mr. George Collier held an enquiry 
yesterday at the Vestry Hall,Cable street, 
St. George’s-in-thc East, as to tbe death 
of Eliza Andrews, aged one year and 
nine months, daughter of parents living 
at No. 10 Samuel street, St. Georges. 
Catherine Andrews, the mother, said the 
deceased was a fine, healthy child. Wit­
ness kept fowls. last Friday three 
weeks the deceased was playing outside 
the yard door when the witness heard a 
great noise, and on going outside she 
found the child lying on the ground with 
a gamecock standing at her head, in the 
act of pecking her. The bird had already 
pecked or spurred her in two places on 
the head, and the blood was flowing from 
both wounds. Could not say whether 
the cock had used his beak or. spurs. 
On the following Wednesday witness was 
hanging out some clothes, when the 
deceased fell off the chair on to the flag- 

. stones and injured her head. Witness 
then took the child to a doctor, who 
prescribed for it. It died on Tuesday 
morning. l>r. Reigate said he was called 
in to see tjie child on Monday, shortly 
before midnight, when it h#d 'just re 
covered from a fit. On examining the 
head he found above the forehead an 
orifice nearly closed. He also noticed a 
scar on the left temple. The orifice led 
to a deeper cavity, out of which witness 
took some matter. Death was due to an 
abscess on the brain set up by injuries 
caused by the bird. The fall had nothing 
to do with the death. A similar case 
occurred in the same street a short time 
back, and the child died from lockjaw. 
Witness was told that the child was wear­
ing a red' frock at the time the bird 
attacked her. The coroner said game 
cocks had a great antipathy to flaming 
colors, and he had frequently seem them 
attack old ladies who were dressed in 
such. They were very . powerful birds, 
and nature had provided them with for 
midable weapons of attack. Dr. Reigate 
said he was of opinion that the wound on 
the head was inflicted by the bird’s 
beak, and the one on its teniple by its 
spur. The jury returned a verdict that 
the deceased died from an abscess on 
the brain, produced by injuries inflicted 
by a certain gamecock, and the jurors 
added that the death Was caused by 
misadventure.

Guiteau’s Last Chance Gone__A peti
tion is being circulated at Boston to the 
President, asking that in the name or 
psychological science the execution of 
Gufaau be stayed. It is understood that 
the ^tition is receiving many signatures. 
It says for more than twenty years Guiteau 
has been hopelessly insane. This is the 
concurrent verdict of leading authorities, 
and under a right management of the 
case these opinions could have been for­
mally brought before the court, and would 
radically have changed the character and 
probably also the issue of the trial. The 
petitioners hold that no asylum would 
have refused admission to Guiteau when 
his friends endeavored to have him put 
there, and probably none would have dis­
charged him. If the petition is granted, 
the petitioners further ask appointment 
of a commission of authorities who did 
not testify at the trial to examine into 
the mental condition of the prisoner.

It is stated positively that the four 
judges held a consultation lasting several 
hours on Saturday, summing up the argu 
ments of counsel, in a most searching ex­
amination of authorities, and a rigorous 
analysis of every point made. The judges 
were in thorough harmony in reaching a 
decision, not for a moment differing in 
the general steps by which the decision 
was reached, although each had indivi­
dual opinions on various points of law 
and their application. The decision wil 
be announced on the 22nd inst. It affirms 
the sentence of the court below and over­
rules the exceptions. This disposes of 
Gniteau’s last chance, lie will bo hanged 
on June 30th.

Thirteen Years Without Sleep.—Thos. 
McElrath, of Marlboro, N. Y., whose ease 
attracted wide attention three years ago 
because lie said he had not slept a v.; 
in ten years, is still living without sleep. 
He says he has not closed his eyes in 
sleep for three years, and indeed that he 
has not slept at all for thirteen years. 
His neighbors say that they have been at 
his house at all hours of the day and 
night, and have invariably seen him alert 
and wide awake. He is a member of the 
Presbyterian church of that place, and 
his word is trusted by all who know him. 
He is in gdbd health and weighs over 200 
pounds. He is over 70, and does not 
work, except on small jobs about the 
house. He says he “takes no comfort at 
all-’ in life, but he has give up taking all 
medicine, and waits “for the coming of 
the Lord.”

The magnificent lace worn at the Duke 
•rf Albany's wedding by the Princess Beat­
rice has a strange history.

There are, as may be sup 
pose'd, many poor people in the town, 
but the citizens are, as a whole in unusu* 
ally comfortable circumstances—more so, 
probably, than the citizens of ar.j )ther 
apital in Germany or Europe. ■ It is 

said that there ale 100 Frankforters 
worth from $4,000,000 to $7,000,000 each, 
and 250 who are worth $3,(XX),000, and 
upward. The city is one of the great 
banking centres of the globe. Its aggre­
gate banking capital is estim&ted at $2,J 
000,000.000, more than one-fourth of 
which the famous Rothschild, whose origi­
nal and parent house is there, own and 
control. The annual transactions in bills 
of exchange are in excess of $100.000,000.

THE OV (LOOK.

The prospects of the liberal party are 
good all over Canada. Except in Quebec 
and British Columbia those best informed 
anticipate being able to carry a majority 
m all the Provinces. We have seen a 
telegram from a gentleman in Ontario, 
whose prominent position in the liberal 
party makes his opinion entitled to great 
weight, saying that the prospect of suc­
cess in that Province exceed his most 
■anguine expectations, and that the whole 
party is full of enthusiastic confidence. 
Never did a Government face the con­
stituencies with a more dishonorable re­
cord than that upon which the Tories 
have to ask an endorsation. The four 
years of their career is one of taxation, 
corrupt administration, and objectionable 
legislation. Particular efforts have been 
made to crush the power of the Ontario 
Liberals, in order that Tory domination 
may be perpetuated by the vote of Que­
bec. Sir John Macdonald desires to leave 
to His successors an inheritance which 
will not pass away before they have pro­
vided havens of rest for themselves. The 
only way in which this could be attempted 
with any prospect of success, was to 
■trike a deadly blow at Ontario, and, by 
going to the-people before the full fruits 
of the Tory policy were understood, en­
deavor to snatch a favorable vote in the 
Maritime Provinces. But the desperate 
effort will fail. The people will not sub­
mit to the perpetuation of misrule by 
hicks unworthy of honorable men ; but 
will rise in their might and give Toryism, 
which is synonymoijpwith taxation, mon­
opoly, corruption, oppression, unjust 
legislation, and interference with pro­
vincial rights, its last mortal shock.

Locally- everything looks favorable for 
She success of the Liberal cause. In RL 
John the Tories have not yet brought 
forward their men to oppose Messrs. 
Burpee and Weldon, and are at Sixes and 
■evens over the choice of canc^idates. 
On The other hand, the Liberals have 
■elected George McLeod to oppose Sir 
Leonard Tilley. Mr. McLeod is a capa­
ble, popular and influential man, of large 
means1 and a great worker. As a speaker 
he possesses good powers and is alto­
gether a most desirable man for the po­
sition of a representative.

York County is up in arms for John 
Yickard. From every side we hear that 
the chances of his success jnever were 
better in any previous contest in which 
he has-been eng: ged. His friends are 
enthusiastic, while the Tories are divided. 
Mr. Fisher is making a vigorous canvass, 
awl as he has been treated shabbily, by 
the Ottawa and Fredericton wire pullers, 
is meeting with some sympathy 
Mr. Fraser has not yet gone to the coun­
try. Perhaps he is waiting for further 
eders from Ottawa : perhaps he is delay­
ing until the Minister of Finance comes 
aid gets Mr. Fisher out of the way ; per­
haps he is endeavoring to coin reasons 
for entering upon a contest which gives 
the lie to his whole political record. 
Whatever he may be waiting for, he will 
find the three weeks between now and 
tiie election all too short to enable him 
to explain tha reasons for his candida­
ture, without endeavoring to show the 
people why they, emulating his example, 
should desert Liberal principles and then 
tiled friend, John Pickard. The reasons 
which influenced Mr. Fraser cannot be 
expected to affect the electors. They 
cannot all be made Judges.

In Sunbury there is a division in the 
■tory ranks, although it will, no doubt, be 
bridged on Friday when th£ Convention 
meets. Mr. W. D. Perley and Mr. R. D 
Wilmot, Jr., are both candidates for the 
nomination. The latter has taken strong 
ground against the County being repre­
sented at Ottawa by Mr. Perley, and if 
his rival gets the nomination, as lie is 
almost sure to do, will not bring into the 
conflict any very grqjit amount of enthu-

Our report to-day from an outlook over 
the whole situation is

ALL GOES WELL.

The Moncton Tory, we beg pardon, 
liberal Conservative daily, objects to our 
statement that whatever increase has 
taken place in manufacturing since 1878 
b not greater than would have occurred 
if there had been no attempt to establish 
a system of protection, and it cites the 
new Moncton industries in support of 
its objection. A portion of Canada lies 
outside the town of Moncton, and we 
would remind our ' contemporary that 
tiie gross aggregate of the products of 
tile manufacturers of Canada is some­
thing between two hundred and three 
hundred millions of dollars ; compared 
to which the total value of the whole out­
put of the Moncton protected factories 
is but as.it drop in the bucket. Our t— 
Liberal Conservative friend disingenu­
ously omits to -Say that we expressly 
exempted the cotton and sugar indus­
tries from the applic tion of the observa­
tion with which it finds fault.

THE SITUATION.

Mr. Fisher has gone to the country 
and has begun his canvass. We under­
stand that he declines to submit his 
claims to a convention. The tri weekly 
organ of the tories has worked itself up 
in a fine frenzy over the situation and 
we confess being amused a little over 
its distress. But yesterday and Mr. 
Fraser could sweep the constituency ; to 
day the man whom they affected to 
despise and intended to ignore, to-wit, 
Mr. C. H. B. Fisher, has brought about “a 
crisis,” as our contemporary puts it. The 
revolt of the Liberal Conservatives, as 
they call themselves, against the dom­
ination of the tories has brought con­
fusion into the ranks of the party of 
which Mr. Fraser is the1 head and 
front.

On the other hand, Mr. Pickard is re­
ceiving from every side assurances of 
hearty support. His friends, and they 
are neither few nor uninfluential, never 
were so enthusiastic in his behalf ; and 
while they recognize the wisdom of not 
underrating the strength of those against 
whom they have to contend, they go 
forward to the fight full- of the courage 
which comes from, and is of itself, an 
assurance of success.

Our advices from Sunbury are most 
encouraging. Mr. Burpee has been 
welcomed home from Ottawa by hundreds 
of his friends whose number is no wise 
diminished from what it was in 1878,while 
if reports are to be relied upon there is a 
want of harmony in the ranks of the 
tories there.

In Queens Mr. King will probably 
meet little difficulty in defeating Mr. 
Peters. Without having any disposition 
to rate the last named gentleman below 
his real value, we are satisfied that the 
people of Queens would make a great 
mistake to replace Mr. King by him. 
Apart from the principles which the two 
candidates represent. Mr. King has 
proved himself so excellent a member 
that he deserves well of his constit­
uents.

In St. John the campaign opened by a 
vigorous meeting on Saturday night. 
The prospects of the Liberals are very 
bright and they express confidence that 
they can carry the three seats, not with 
ease of course, but by respectable 
majorities.

Carleton County is safe for the Liberals. 
We learn from several sources that Mr. 
Haddow is gaining strength in Resti- 
gouche and that his re-election seems 
now to be sure. Mr. Gillmor will face 
all comers in Charlotte with splendid 
chances of success, and in Westmorland 
Sir Albert Smith’s supporters feel con­
fident that they can return him. From 
the other Counties we have nothing very 
definite to report as yet. Mr. Adams is 
our authority for saying that Mr Mitchell 
will undoubtedly contest Northumber 
land and that he himself has no aspira­
tions to a seat in the Commons. Mr. 
Snowball, we are told, feels quite able to 
take care of himself even against the 
redoubtable ex-Minister of Marine.

All over the Province the prospects of 
the Liberals are bright, and the people 
may rest assured that the tory boast that 
they would carry the majority of the 
constituencies will fall a long way short 
of being realized. We do not believe 
that the Lioerals will lose a single seat 
which they now hold in New Brunswick.

THE EXECUTIVE MUDDLE.

Among other things which are disturb­
ing the usually placid and serene surface 
of the Executive pool is a breeze which 
blows over the vacant chairs in the Legis­
lative Council. Messrs. Fraser and Wed- 
derbum having promised the seats to 
ceitain of their thick and thin supporters 
are very anxious before they resign to 
carry out their promises. On the other 
hand, the fragment which will remain 
when the Attorney General and Provin­
cial Secretary have resigned, seriously 
object to so much ammunition being 
wasted before the battle. It is even said 
that the whole cabinet may go to pieces 
upon this question. Whatever may be 
done we submit that the claims of York 
County ought net to be overlooked, and 
there is one gentleman who, by Com­
mon consent, is entitled to the position 
at the hands of the present Executive. 
It will be interesting to observe whether 
Mr. Fraser will stand by his friend who 
has spared neither time, influence nor 
money to strengthen him politically, with­
out as yet receiving the slightest acknow- 
ment.

Another source of trouble is Mr. Han- 
ington. Ho wants to be Attorney Gen­
eral, but of the nine members of the Ex­
ecutive he is the only one of that opinion. 
If Mr. Landry could only be got out of 
the way something might be done, but he 
is probably the best man of the lot, and 
he does not propose to give up. Hon. 
Mr. Young went to St. John yesterday 
morning to see if some solution of the 
difficulty could not be discovered there. 
He probably came as he went. It is 
within the range of possibility that the 
Remnant may patch up something 
which will last over the elections, but 
that they can form a Government which 
will stand for any time is out of the 
question. The correct thing for the 
Remnant to do would be to resign with 
their leader ; but they never did the 
correct thing yet and we do not expect 
it now.

Tbe Government and Hr. Blair.

That a journalist should acknowledge 
an error is so utterly beyond the compre­
hension of the Capital that it devotes half 
a column to the fact that the Herald cor­
rected its statement as to the offer of the 
Attorney Generalship to Mr. Blair. The 
opportunity to say some ugly things about 
the Herald, of course, could not be over­
looked ; but we would suggest that the 
Capital might have made the most of it 
without in its turn publishing -what it 
ought to correct, if it had any decency 
left. ' This paragraph from the article in 
question is untrue :—

“He (Mr. Blair) told a leading member of 
the Government yesterday that it was not 
fair either to himself or to the Government ; 
and that the editor of the Herald would 
have to correct it in his paper this morn­
ing.”

Mr. Blair in a conversation with Attor­
ney General McLeod said, simply, that 
the Herald had not represeated^the mat­
ter exactly as it occurred, and. that Mr. 
Lugrin would correct it the next day. As 
a matter of fact Mr. Blair did not ask the 
correction to be made. He did not have 
an opportunity of doing so ; because the 
editor of the Herald, having learned 
early on Monday morning that members 
of the Government had denied the state­
ment in question, went himself to Mr. 
Blair, and hiunng ascertained exactly 
what had taken place, made the correc­
tion of his own accord. But, after all is 
said, how far astray was ouf. first state­
ment? It cannot be truthfully denied 
that a member of the Executive stated 
to the editor of the Herald, on two occa­
sions, that it would be necessary to offer 
the Attorney Generalship to Mr. Blair, 
and, expressing a friendly feelingfor him, 
asked whether it was likely that lie would 
accept the office. It cannot be truthfully 
denied that this same member of the 
Government saw another friend of Mr. 
Blair, and consulted with him as to the 
probability of Mr. Blair’s accepting the. 
office. Neither can it be truthfully de­
nied that the same member of the Gov- 
ment afterwards saw Mr. Blair and talked 
the situation over with him, and although 
he did not go to the extent of saying that 
the portfolio was a waiting his acceptance, 
he approached as nearly as he could to 
such a proposition without committing 
himself. Mr. Blair not being prepared 
to entertain any proposition the mhtter 
then dropped. Now, we admit that an 
actual offer was not made, and having 
some little regard for the truth, did not 
hesitate to acknowledge our error; "but 
we ask any ene who knows the ways of 
politicians if the facts above detailed do 
not come as near an actual offer as poli-, 
ticians ever do ?

Mr. Fraser opposed the party led by1 
Sir Leonard Tilley at ' thé time of Con­
federation. He was as loud as any one 
in Lis condemnation of the Pacific Scan­
dal ; he voted against protection in 1878. 
To-day he comes out as the champion of 
Sir Leonard Tilley in York County. What 
was the date of his conversion and what 
the means of it ? Can it be that he was 
convinced that Tory rule was beneficent 
because under it millions of acres of land 
and millions of dollars in money were 
given unnecessarily to the Canada Pacific 
Railway Company ? Did he become 
enamored of Sir Leonard in his role of 
the father of monopoly? Have the 
beauties of Onderdonkery drawn him with 
their resistless power? What’ a Chance 
he has to rise and explain. No man ever 
had more occasions to do so, and rarely 
has any one so poor a prospect of 
making a satisfactory -explanation. As 
Mr. Pickard goes about amongst his 
friends they ask him, “Why does Mr. 
Fraser oppose you now? He always was 
your friend. It is only the other day 
that he worked warmly on your behalf. 
What has come over him?” We our­
selves asked that question of the great 
Tory luminary in St. John, and t 
answer was that we knew already. So we 
thought. The answer is that Mr. Fraser 
has been led to go back upon his record 
and to oppose the man to whom, more 
than to anyone else, he owes his political 
existence, by the promise of a judgeship, 
if the Government is sustained, or its 
equivalent if they are defeated.

NOT TORIES, IF YOU PI.EASE.

The Moncton Times denies that Mr 
Josiali Wood has been nominated. “Mr 
Wood was nominated by the='Liberal- 
Conservatives,” says our contemporary. 
We are told that “a rose by any other 
name would smell as sweet,” and by a 
purity of reasoning, we may conclude that 
a Tory by any other name would be a 
Tory. So if our Moncton contemporary 
would rather be called a Liberal-Conser­
vative, wo suppose that the least we can 
do is to please him. But is he not rather 
going back on his friends? Sir John, the 
head front and brains of the party, is not 
simply a Tory, but a Tory of Tories, by his 
own admission. In York County Mr. C. 
H. B. Fisher was grievously “sat upon” by 
the men the Times delights to honor, 
because ho insisted upon being a Liberal- 
Conservative and not a Tory. The Quebec 
friends of our contemporary are Tories 
and glory in being Tories. Therefore we 
ought to be excused for having applied 
the name to the membeis of the same 
party in Westmorland. The name Liberal- 
Conservative is not a bad one for the 
party; for they have been extremely 
liberal with the people’s money; and being 
conservative in the matter of pap and 
patronage.

PATCHWORK.

We read oVery now And then of a won­
derful patchwork quilt made by this or 
that old lady, and in common with the 
rest of our common humanity we marvel 
at its astonishing construction. Patch- 
work is not uncommon in politics ; but 
somehow the stitches never hold very 
strongly and it becomes necessary to keep 
mending and mending every little while, 
until at last the whole fabric falls’ to 
pieces. We have had a sample of this 
sort of work in our local Government 
during the last eight or ten years, until 
at last a state of things has been reached 
when the last possible mending has been 
done. If it gives way once more there is 
an end of it And it is sure to give way. 
No man seriously believes that the Gov­
ernment as reconstructed can hold to­
gether finy longer than until the elections 
are over. We have a combination with 
which neither Messrs. Elder and Blair, 
and their large and influential following, 
have any sympathy. Indeed, it is impos­
sible that these gentlemen can be in sym­
pathy with an administration so exten­
sively Tory in its composition. We do not 
diguise the fact in York County that 
Mr. Colter lias been strengthened by his 
appointment to the office of the Board of 
Works ; but the consideration arises 
whether it is likely that-he will bo able 
to bold the office after thé elections if 
he is returned, or whether he will not 
find himself compelled to give way to 
admit in his place a stronger man, that 
is, a man who can command more sup­
port in the new House. But while Mr. 
Colter is thus strengthened in York it 
must not be forgotten that the Govern­
ment depends for its existence upon the 
other constituencies, and if these, as they 
give promise of doing, return a msyority 
of men who will be opposed to the pres­
ent combination, it is necessary that the 
county should return its strongest 
men so as to be able to eiyoy a leading 
position in the new administration. 
There is no reason to regard the existing 
arrangement as other than temporary. 
A Government of which Mr. Hanington 
is the leader, and of which Messrs. Adams 
and Landry are the chief strength, can­
not hope to maintain itself in popular 
favor.1 It was admitted on every hand 
that Mr. Fraser was the sole support of 
the administration in his time, and now 
that he is gone, those whom he has left 
behind have neither inherited his influ­
ence nor formed alliances which will 
serve them in lieu thereof. With Mr. 
Blair and Mr. Thompson in the Assembly 
the interests of York will be well guarded 
,and a leading position in the administra­
tion of affairs during the next four years 
assured to her beyond a question.

She Load Government.

The Telegraph takes strong ground 
against the new Government, and points 
out witii much force the unusual course 
taken in filling up the vacant depart­
ments. In reference-to the appointment 
of Mr. McLeod to the office of Attorney 
General it says, “It is a burlesque on the 
usual and time-honored practice fcnnake 
any young lawyer, who may enter the 
House Attorney General while Mr. Han­
ington is in it on the Government side 
and Mr. Blair on the opposite side of the 
House,” and it thinks that Mr. McLellan 
should have been offered the Depart­
ment of Public Works. It considers the 
present arrangement as “perhaps only a 
temporary expedient to tide over a 
difficulty.” This is the view which im­
presses every one who takes an indepen, 
dent view of the matter. A Government 
composed of Messrs. Hanington, McLeod, 
Landry, Adams, Marshall, Crawford, 
Perley, Colter and Young, cannot be 
considered strong with such men as 
Messrs. Elder, Blair, Black, Killam, Mc­
Lellan and others whom we might name 
are in the House. Although Messrs. 
Hanington and Landry have held seats 
in the Executive during the last four 
years it is well known that they were 
unable to retain the support of their 
colleagues from the County of Westmor­
land. Mr. Adams received the support 
of Mr. Davidson, but the opposition of 
two of his colleagues. Mr. Marshall has 
no support in St. John, Mr. Crawford had 
one of his colleagues against him and one 
favorable to him. Mr. Perley who brought 
out a candidate in Sunbuiy to take the 
seat made vacant by the death of Mr. 
Covert had the misfortune to suffer a 
crushing defeat Mr. Colter was simply 
a supporter of Mr. Fraser and never 
claimed to have had any following in the 
House. That is outside of themselves 
the members of the present Government 
could claim in the late House only two 
members as their supportera, and one of 
them, Mr. Davidson, was rather a sup­
porter of Mr. Fraser than of the Surveyor 
General. The strength of the late Gov­
ernment consisted in Mr. Frasers per­
sonal influence and Mr. Elder’s friend­
ship. The present Executive has lost 
the first of these altogether and has con­
verted the second into open hostility. 
The elections will not likely change the 
complexion of the Legislature favorably 
to tlio administration, and if it does not 
the Government must go to pieces.

THE LOCAL CONTEST IN SUNBURY.

Some of the people of Sunbuiy express 
surprise that Mr. W. E. Perley did not re­
ceive the Chief Commissionership 
in the new deal. They say that some ex­
planation is needed to show why an old 
and tried member of the Executive 
should be set aside and a gentleman of 
very slight legislative experience taken 
into tho Government to fill the 
office which he had the best right to. 
The explanation is not hard to find. The 
object in giving York a portfolio was two­
fold. . First it was hoped thereby to 
strengthen Mr. Fraser in his approaching 
conflict with Mr. Pickard, and secondly 
it is intended if possible to ^ake a com­
bination which will defeat Mr. Blair. But 
it is asked why Mr. Perley’s claims 
should be overlooked for any such reasons 
as these. He was supposed to be a 
strong man both in the House and the 
country ; at least he was so represented 
to be by his friends, but the fact is that he 
was shorn of whatever influence he pos­
sessed when Mr. Fraser gave notice that 
he was about to resign. A king 
has arisen which not only does not 
know Joseph, but has not the 
slightest intention of becoming ac­
quainted with him, and it is on the cards 
that even if Mr. Perley succeeds in get­
ting back (o the House, he will receive 
an intimation that his room is very much 
better than his company in the Execu­
tive Chamber. The days of Mr. Perley’s 
power are over, whether Mr. Hanington 
succeeds in keeping his Government to­
gether or not. The people of Sunbury 
are beginning to realize this, and will 
give the honorable gentleman his politi­
cal coup de grace. Messrs. Sterling and 
Glasier, wherever they go, meet with the 
strongest evidence that the people have 
grown tired of the one-mefl fuie in local 
polities which has prevailed in Sunbury ; 
and the strong proof that his influence in 
the Government is gone, which is given 
by the ignoring of Mr. Perley’s claims to 
a department, renders his defeat almost 
a forgone conclusion.

We do not hear very much about Mr. 
White. He continues to canvass, we be­
lieve ; and it is is said that he entertains 
hopes of being chosen by the Tory Con­
vention as the candidate for the Com­
mons as a sort of compromise between 
the friends of Messrs. Wilmot and Per­
ley. That Mr. White will be defeated in 
the local contest is conceded by almost 
every one who is cognizant of the state of 
public opinion in Sunbury.
A FEW FACTS FOR THE ELECTORS.

The taxes paid by the people of Canada 
in 1878 amounted to a little over $22,- 
000,000. This year they will exceed $33,- 
000,000.

To make the rich manufacturer richer 
the people are paying over $10,000,000 a 
year directly into the treasury more than 
the Minister of Finance said was needed to 
meet the expenses of the Dominion; and 
in addition they are paying fully an 
equal sum in the enhanced -price of 
manufactured articles; that is to say, the 
N. P. is costing the people of Canada over 
$20,000,000 a year.

Of this immense sum the farmers pay 
the largest proportion and receive in re­
turn absolutely nothing.

The rate of unnecessary taxation, direct 
and indirect, upon the people of Canada 
is fully $2 per week to every family in 
the Dominion.

In addition to saddling the country 
with this monstrous burden the Tories 
have done their best to make it perpe­
tual by multiplying offices and increas­
ing salaries. Take one instance out of 
many, that of the County Court Judgeship 
for Mr. Wedderburn, an appointment 
which was entirely uncalled for, but 
which was given to reward Mr. Wedder- 
bum for his subserviency to the Ottawa 
Government, while he was professing to 
discharge his duties in the local Govern­
ment.

The Tories have engrafted upon the 
western portion of the Dominion all the 
evils of European landlordism.

They have spent millions of dollars and 
pledged the country to the expenditure 
of millions more, to build up a great 
country on the prairies, the whole trade 
of which they hand over by Act of Par­
liament to the foreign Syndicate which 
is constructing the Pacific Railway.

The Tory Minister of Railways, of his 
own motion and without a shadow of a 
reason,gave to a A.Onderdonk & Co.no less 
than $209,000 of the people’s money. 
Here is a sum nearly equal to the whole 
80 cents per head subsidy for this Pro­
vince Wilfully thrown away.

These are only a few of the facts which 
the Tory candidates will have to justify.

It was reported in the street yesterday 
that Mr. Fraser had retired from the Do­
minion contest. Tracing the report to its 
source we learned that there was this 
much foundation for it, that Mr. Fraser 
had stated that he would not engage in 
a triangular conflict, and if Mr. Fisher 
did not retire he would not be a candi­
date. It now remains to be seen whether 
Mr. Fraser or Mr. Fisher has the most 
back bone.

Mr. John Costioan has been appointed 
Minister of Inland Revenue. We tender 
Mr. Costigan our warmest congratula­
tions upon this long deferred act of jus­
tice towards him. The appointment cre­
ates no little speculation as to what other 
changes it signifies

The Queen’s County Tories, at their 
convention yesterday, nominated S. L. 
Peters for the House of Commons, and T. 
H. Pearson and Reed Slipp for the local. 
The Liberals are jubilant over those nomi­
nations and feel confident of victory. A 
correspondent comments on the nomina­
tions elsewhere.

THE LOCAL SITUAtlON.

The local political situation is decidedly 
mixed. It. was expected by the friends 
of the Government that Mr. Landry would 
receive the nomination for Westmorland, 
and this would smooth the way for Mi1. 
Hanington to accept the Attorney Gen­
eralship and, temporarily at least, recon- 
struct the administration. But Mr. Wood W 
was chosen by the Sackville Convention, 
and this brings the two Westmorland 
members of the Executive, not exactly 
into antagonism with each other, but into 
a position very much like it. Mr. Landry, 
of course, will object to giving up his port­
folio of Public Works. He can claim that 
he least of all the members of the Execu­
tive was subjected to adverse criticism 
during his official lifo, and that there 
can be no reason why he should step 
down and out in order that his efferves­
cent colleague should gratify his ambi­
tion. There is also an indisposition in 
Government circles to give Mr. Haning­
ton the Attorney Generalship under any 
circumstances. Though a man of fair 
abilities he is essentially weak, and his 
instincts are such that 'he would inevit­
ably fail as a leader of a party. There is 
little doubt that a reconstruction would 
be attempted by taking in Mr. Blair, if 
there was any use in making such an ef­
fort ; but this, of course, cannot be for a 
moment considered possible. If nothing 
else prevented, the position which he (Mr. 
Blair) has taken upon the question of re­
construction would effectually operate 
against his entrance into the present ad" 
ministration. A few days must deter­
mine what course will be adopted. The 
country has a right to expect that the 
remnant of the Executive which will re­
main after Mr. Fraser and Mr. Wedder- 
büm have left it, if they intend to try and 
hold office, will reorganize upon some 
basis ; and that there will not be a repe- 
tion of the tactics of last election when a 
broken down Executive went to the polls. 
Let the men who have held the reins of 
power during the last four years either 
resign or form a square front, and meet 
the electors upon the record of those 
years. It is in every way undesirable, in 
the interests of good government, that 
some temporary make shift should be re­
sorted to for presen t purposes, with a view 
to a further reconstruction after the elec­
tions.

tHE DISSOLUtlON.

At the prorogation of Parliament on 
Wednesday, the Governor General an­
nounced that Parliament would be dis­
solved at an early day ; and it is generally 
expected in political circles that the 
Gazette on Saturday will contain the pro­
clamation. The elections will be held 
probably on the 21st June. «

The following is the paragraph in the 
speech referring to the dissolution :

I hereby congratulate you on the rapid 
and successful development of our manufac­
turing, agricultural and other industries. I 
am, however, advised that their progress 
would have been still greater were it not 
that capitalists hesitate to embark their 
means in undertakings which would be 
injured, if not destroyed, by a change in the 
trade and fiscal Policy adopted by you in 
1879. In order, therefore, to give the people, 
without further delay, an opportunity of 
expressing their deliberate opinion on this 
Policy and at the same time to bring into 
operation the measure for the Readjustment 
of the Representation in the House of Com­
mons, it is my intention to cause this Parlia­
ment to be dissolved at an early day.

In this paragraph the white fea­
ther is clearly shown. The Tories are 
afraid to trust their boasted policy to 
another year’s trial. They admit here 
officially what they have denied unoffici­
ally times without number, namely, that 
the monied men of the country have no 
faith in the policy of protection. In 
effect we are told that if the absurd po­
licy is continued for another year the peo­
ple will so thoroughly appreciate its falla­
cies that they will consign it and its orig­
inators to oblivion. In the face of this 
declaration from the throne that, in the 
opinion of the taxationists themselves, 
their policy has failed to inspire public ’ 
confidence, it is to be hoped that the little 
Tory organs which have sounded forth 
the praises of the N. P. and insisted that 
the people were unanimous, or nearly so, 
in its favor, will have the decency to keep 
within the bounds of truth. No other 
possible explanation can be given of the 
course which has been adopted than that 
it is inspired by a fear of the effects of 
delay. Politicians do not cçuvt the risk 
and worry of a general election, especially 
so soon after the inauguration of a new 
policy, the effects of which, if for the 
good of the country, ought to bo much 
more beneficial a year from now than 
they are now. The genymandering bill 
is of itself a confession of weakness, such 
as no Government over made before.

Dr. Dow has announced his intention 
of being a candidate at tho local elec­
tions. The doctor’s many friends will 
régi et that, in his present precarious 
state of health, he has decided upon this 
course.

We have the authority of Mr. C. H. B 
Fisher for stating that he will be a can­
didate at the election for Parliament, no 
matter who else may be in the field. Î

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THE BBCONSTBdCtlON.

- The past week has been a troubled one 
in Government circles. The recon­
struction is essentially temporary. There 
is no element of stabilityior permanence 
in it. Mr. McLeod is not a strong man 
in St John, and will probably be defeated 
at the elections, while Mr. Colter, if he is 
returned, will have no following. Both 
gentlemen are highly respectable, and 
personally wo congratulate them upon 
their new positions. There is no reason 
why the keenness of political conflict 
should in any way interfere with per­
sonal friendship, and although we shall 
feel bound to oppose the Government as 
reconstructed, we do not feel called upon 
on that ground to withhold our congratu­
lations. The arrangement which has 
been made for the purpose of keeping the 
Government together until after the elec­
tions is perhaps the weakest » political 
combination which could be effected.

* THE NEW LEGISLATIVE COUNCILLORS.

The appointment of Mr. Randolph to a 
seat in the Legislative Council is one of 
the very few good things which the local 
Government has done. We are glad that 
a gentlemen, standing so high in public 
esteem and possessed of so much intel­
ligence and business capacity, has seen 
his way clear to accepting a seat in the 
Council.

Mr. G. F. Hill is a gentlemen for whom 
we entertain every respect and he will 
make a very good Councillor. The same 
may be said of Mr. Beveridge, who takes 
his father’s position. Of Mr. Richard 
personally we know nothing; but we 
think that if the French population was 
to be given a representative, and they 
are entitled to more than one, Mr. Ther- 
riault or Mr. Johnson would have 
been chosen. Mr. Richard may be in 
every way fitted tor the position, but the 
fact that he has had no political experi­
ence, and has never been considered a 
representative man, detracts from the 
merit of his appointment.

The “Reporter" on the Situation.

The Reporter, the staunch supporter 
of Sir Leonard Tilley, is naturally indig­
nant at the manner in which Mr. C. H.
B. Fisher-and itself have been used in 
the matter of the seat in Parliament for 
York County. Among other things it 
says:

If Mr. Fraser really intends running for 
Ottawa, it is plain to be seen that the idea is 
to try to choke off Mr. Fisher, (the only man 
who could be found at the last election to 
face Mr. Plèkard), and to pave the way for 
the better securing of a Judgeship. This 
may be a very lofty, high-minded sort of 
thing to do, but we have great faith in the 
feeling of honest fair play, which we believe 
characterizes our people, and if we are not 
greatly mistaken Mr. Fraser, if he resolves 
upon this course, will find that he has a hard 
road to hoe. He will also find that a con­
test for the Commons is an entirely different 
thing from a local contest.

In another place the Reporter an­
nounces that Mr. Fisher will commence 
to hold public meetings immediately 
after the dissolution of Parliament. This 
is Mr. Fisher’s answer to the report which 
the ultra Tory clique have been circula­
ting to the effect that Mr. Fisher was 
only waiting to be “induced” to retire.

The Sun says “ The Fredericton Her­

ald will now be obliged to prevent York 
County from having the Board of Works.' 
The Sun may have the right to “ author­
itatively arrange and announce” to the 
electors of York what they must do in 
matters political ; but the Herald does 
not claim that it is able “ to prevent York 
County from having the Board ot Works.' 
Mr. Colter has not yet been sworn in we 
know ; but as yet the Government have 
shown no disposition to consult us about 
his appointment, and we beg to assur 
the Sun that if we could prevent him 
from' getting the department we would 
not move one step in that direction 
Nevertheless we intend to oppose the 
Government when Mr. Colter is a mem­
ber of it, just as we have opposed it whil 
Mr. Fraser was a member. Our opposi 
tion is not to Mr. Colter personally any 
more than it was to Mr. Fraser per 
ally. As to York County it will have a 
department in any Government which 
can be formed, and in the new deal which 
is certain to come sooner or later it will 
be represented, if not by Mr. Colter in 
the department of Public Works, possibly 
by a stronger man in another office.

KING’S COUNTY.

Prof. Foster will contest King's County 
for the Commons. Although he is pre­
pared to support the N. P., he is not an 
extreme party man ; nevertheless he has 
been promised the Government support 
in the election. Mr. Domvillo • is to be 
thrown over. This is to punish him for 
having displayed a little independence 
during the last few months. We never 
admired Mr. Domville politically: but 
we cannot help saying that he is being 
used very shabbily by the Government. 
His case, however, is only one of many 
which shows that Toryism never changes, 
[t is always the same. Perfect, complete, 
and abject subjection alone will secure 
the approval of a Tory administration. 
If Prof. Foster is elected (pjd the Tory 
Government should last out another
House_a very improbable thing—he
will probably find himself either where 
Mr. Domvillo is now or else lie will have 
to sink his manliness out of sight. We 
do not imagine for one moment that he 
will take the latter course.

Mr. Wedderburn has resigned the. office 
of Provincial Secretary and Receiver Gen 
eral and is succeeded by Mr. Landry, lately 
Chief Commissioner of Public Works.

Mr Geo Colter, M P P, for York, has been 
appointed Chief Commissioner of Public 
Works.

Mr Hanington is Premier of the Govern 
ment which consists of himself and Messrs 
McLeod, Adams, Landry, Colter, Marshall 
Crawford, Perley and Young.

Messrs A F Randolph, G? F Hill, W 
Beveridge and A D Richard have been ap­
pointed to the Legislative Council. These 
gentlemeu are all well-known to our readers 
except Mr Richard, who is a young Westmor­
land lawyer and a Frenchman.

Notwithstanding the shortness of the no­
tice and the absence of many people from the 
city, the attendance at the Masonic Hall, 

response to the invitation issued to Mr. 
Pickard’s friends, was very well attended.

Aid. Hall was chosen Chairman and Mr.
W. T. Whitehead Seeretary.

The Chairman made a short address, ex­
plaining that the object of the meeting was 
to organize for the campaign.

Mr. Gregory, after some remarks, statc4 
that persons frequently attended such meet* 
ings under the supposition that they were 
public meetings and were afterwards charged 
with being inconsistent in notsnpportihg tile 
candidate in whose interests the meeting was 
called. He moved the following resolution, 
which was carried unanimously :—

Resolved, That all persons participating in 
the proceedings of this meeting, or remain­
ing present thereat, are thereby to be under­
stood as declaring themselves favorable to 
Mr. Pickard’s election to the House of Com­
mons of Canada and pledging him their sup­
port at the approaching election.

Mr. Pickard being called upon addressed 
the meeting. He said that he was called 
upon to come before the people a year sooner 
than he expected. He found himself this 
year under different circumstances than in 
1878. Then he was opposed by Mr. Fisher, 
and honorably opposed. The issue then was 
not protection, for Sir Leonard Tilley had 
expressly said so to the electors of St. John.
He (Mr. Pickard) favored a national policy 
but not this policy which takes from one 
man and gives to another without giving 
any return. As a New Brnnswicker he was 
opposed to the so called national policy on 
other grounds, because the great interests 
of farming and lumbering were not pro­
tected. He approved of the course taken in 
1879 by the Finance Minister in visiting the 
factories ; but such a course should be fol­
lowed to its legitimate conclusion. He went 
on his tour of inspection for the proprietors’ 
mansion and not from the dwellings of the 
operatives. He went on his tour filled with 
the ideas of the owner and not those of the 
workmen. He should have had the fuctories 
shut down when he visited and learned from 
the men themselves how the tariff affected 
him. He should ’have asked the men 
who were working how the tariff 
affected them, but he did not do this; neither 
did he visit their homes to see if, under the 
tariff their families received any benefit. 
These men would have told him that rents 
were higher and that they had a harder time 
to live under the tariff than before. Mr, 
Pickard then went on to show how at the 
introduction of the N. P. trade had begun to 
revive elsewhere, and the Finance Minister 
might just as well have claimed that the N.

had affected the trade of the United States 
and France as that it had on the main reviv­
ed trade in Canada. In some towns and 
cities the tariff may have done some good, 
but it has not in Fredericton, where not one 
interest has been benefitted a dollar, but the 
benefit which has been derived has net c >m- 
pensated for the increase of taxation and 
consequent injury to the people. The sugar 
refineries have added millions of dollars to 
the savings of the rich proprietors, but-the 
money had come out of the pockets of the 
people. Mr. Pickard said he had not in­
tended to make a speech, but merely to get 
the party organized, He stood before the 
people as a man opposed to the administra­
tion, which he contended was pursuing a 
course catenated to ruin the nation. He re­
viewed the course of the Government and 
their secret and underhand way of conduct­
ing the business of the country. He showed 
that he had opposed both Governments on 
the matter of extending the Pacific Railway 
to Vancouver’s Island, and the views he held 
then were accepted by both parties now. He 
discussed at considerable length the course 
of the Government in respect to the Pacific 
Railway, and claimed that the waste of land 
and money had been most unjustifiable. He 
went on to speak of the reasons for bringing 
on the elections in advance of the regular 
time, and the gerrymander^ bill, He said 
that if the Ontario award had been accepted 
the four new seats could have been provided 
for, but that for the express purpose of alter­
ing the complexion of Ontario they had al­
tered the boundaries of fifty constituencies. 
The object of the bill was to drive seven of 
the leading Liberals out of Parliament. He 
said that he had seen a despatch from Mr. 
Blake saying that he never saw things look 
so well as they do in Ontario to-day or 
better chance to gerrymander the present 
Tory Government. If elected he would not 
promise to change the course he has pursued 
in the past. He was the same in principle 
to-day as he ever was. As long as lie was 
honored by the people’s confidence they 
would find him a friend who would stick 
closer than a brother.

Mr. Pickard was frequently applauded and 
sat down amid loud applause.

The following gentlemen were appointed 
with power to add to their number, as a com­
mittee for consultation, by an unanimous 
vote :—Messrs. M. S. Hall, J. G. Gill, J. B. 
Grieves, R. A. Estey, A. D. Yerxa,- John 
Owens, Joseph Myshrnll, E. Vanwart, P 
Dever, J. Babbitt, George N. Risteen, John 
Moore, D. Tapie)-, J. Boyle, A. Limerick, 
John Staples, Geo. F. Gregory, Jas. Tibbits, 
R. Mitchell, Peter McFarlane, WilmotGuiou 
W. H. White, and R. McElvaney.

Mr. Gregory made a few remarks expres­
sive of the hopefulness of the situation.

Mr. Myshrall also spoke endorsing the re­
marks which had been made and exhorted 
every one to make every effort in favor of 
Mr. Pickard. Alluding to the report that 
Mr. Fraser would not be a candidate, he said 
he believed the report was intended only to 
induce Mr. Pickard’s friends to relax thair 
efforts.

It was resolved that the Gommittce meet 
to-morrow evening at 8 o’clock in the rooms 
over the Herald office.

Councillor Hoyt, of Prince William, being 
called on said that he did not come to make 
a speech. Of the section in which he resided 
he said there was work to be done, but no 
reason to fear defeat.

Councillor Hoyt, ofKingsclcar, in response 
to a call from the meeting, said that politics 
were considerably mixed in Kingsclear, but 
Mr. Pickaid’s friends would stand by hip, 
and the Liberals would carry the day by * 
large majority.

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. Burpee’s Speech on the Salt Duties.

TMR 12tHOBLVIERKD IN THE COMMONS ON 
INSTANT.

Mr. Burpee (Sunbury.) The effect of 
iiie change in the second paragraph of 
this resolution will be to impose a duty 
on all fine salt. Of course the amount 
collected will not be very large, but the 

V amount of duty imposed as compared 
with the cost of the article will be quite 
large, reaching 50 per cent. This is 
another step in the direction of taxing a 
great many, and farmers in particular, in 
the interests of a few salt manufacturers 
—in the interests, in fact, of one county 
m this Dominion, and of a very few 
manufacturer-. It is a branch of manu­
facture so limited that they can at any 
time combine to put their prices up, and 
the plea that competition will regulate 
tiie market does not apply to this. case, 
In fact, if I am correctly informed, the 
salt manufacturers at Goderich have 
already put up the price of this salt 20 
to 25 cents per barrel, and if the farmers 
have the same facilities for combining 
which the manufacturers of that article 
have, I firmly believe that no such ini 
position would be made. The duty pro 
posed to be levied is 12 cents per cwt., 
and in à previous section a duty is im 
posed on the packages or bags in which 
fine salt is imported, which will amount 
to about 2 cents per cwt., making in all, 14 
cents per cwt. The object is to give 
huger market to the manufacturers of 
mit, but while it would be a tax upon 
tiie farmers who use this fine salt largely 
lathe making, of better and cheese, I do 
hot think that they will be able to send 
tins salt to the Maritime Provinces, and 
consequently will be of no benefit to the 
manufacturers. The duty is 14 cents per 
cwt., and at the lowest rate freight on 
the Grand Trunk Railway and Inter­
colonial it will cost about 25 cents per 
cwt. to take it to the Maritime Provinces. 
They may extend their market further 
mat than at present, but I do not think 
Aey will extend it as far as the Maritime 
Provinces by imposing a duty of 14 cents 
per cwt. The salt generally used in the 
Maritime Provinces is that imported 
Xiverpool tine salt, and the price of that 
salt at the ports of St. John and Halifax 
wifi not average over 20 or 25 cents per 
•wfc, and that is just about trie price of 
tiie same quality of fine salt at the Goder­
ich mines. This tax, as I say, will have 
•»be paid entirely by the consumers. 
There is no competition to regulate the 
price, and the farmers will have to pay 
tin» tax. Let us just contrast the duties 
knposed upon articles which the farmers 
have to consume and the duties im­
posed upon articles which they produce. 
Upon agricultural implements they pay 
30 cent., upon waggons and carriages 25 
per cent., upon sugars between 50 and 
til per cent., upon cottons and woolens 
from 30 to 70 per cent.

Mr. Ryan (Montreal). They are 
cheaper.

Mr. Burpee. That does not prove any­
thing in favor of protection, and it can­
not be proved that the article would not 
be cheaper if there was no duty imposed. 
Om paratine oil the farmers have to pay 
between 80 and 100 per cent, and this 
nmy be placed in the same category with 
mit, because there is no competition and 
tiie consumer has to pay the whole of the 
doty ; we can purchase parafine oil on 
the other side of the line for about half 
tiie price we pay on this side. On rubber 
boots and on boots and shoes the farmers 
have to pay dearly for all they use and 
aH they wear. Now, let us consider what 
protection is afforded to the farmers. I 
do not admit that upon the whole it is 
possible to frame a tariff that can protect 
the farmers ; they are so situated that 
they can be protected in very few 
articles, and some of those few articles 
are not protected. How to protect far­
mers, lumbermen and fishermen is a 
difficult, problem. The farmers have 
about 20 per cent, on bacon and ham, 
and on some early vegetables and fruits ; 
on these articles the farmers have been 
benefitted to some extent I admit, but 
they are about all. We import a large 
amount of pork, but there is no increase 
of the duty on that article, except on the 
packages, and we only pay about 10 per 
cent, as the price rules now. Last year 
we imported $1,000,000 worth of pork. 
Now, I contend that if the farmers are to 
he protected, a duty should be placed on 
pork. I do not admit that it is a proper 
principle, but I say that if we are to have 
protection the farmers should have their 
abate, and there should be an increase in 
the duty on pork in the interest of the 
farmers. It may be said that this would 
interfere with "lumbering operations. I 
admit that it would, but if we are to have 
» protective system, we should not pro­
tect one industry at the expense of 
another, but give all the protection we 
can to all the industries alike. There 
ha» been no increase on the duty on 
batter and cheese, and I do not think 
any increase of duty would increase the 
price of butter and cheese, because we 
export butter and cheese. There are 
two other articles which should be pro­
tected if we are to have protection on 
which a duty is placed, viz.: hides and 
fine wools. We do not import coarse 
wool, but fine wool we import largely and 
on it no duty is imposed. I contend 
that the farmers are not fairly dealt with 
bp this tariff ; while you are endeavoring 
to protect all other classes you neglect 
them. To the fishermen you are pro­

posing to distribute $150,000 as a bounty, 
but there is no bounty for the farmers ; 
shipbuilders have a drawback but far­
mers have none, they are harshly and 
hardly dealt with in every way. It may 
be said that the duties have been in­
creased on cattle, horses, sheep, coarse 
wool, oats and potatoes ; but all these 
articles we export and do not import, as 
a rule, and therefore the duty can be of 
no service , it is entirely delusive. I am 
surprised that it should be contended 
that a duty put on articles which we do 
not import but export largely, should be 
of any benefit to the producer! I know 
it is said that it is for the purpose of 
giving to the home market which will be 
opened from the establishment of manu­
factures in the country, and that this is 
their compensation for the duties they 
have to pay upon manufactured articles. 
This tariff has not increased the home 
markets in New Brunswick. We export 
npw more than we did before it came 
into operation. I had hoped for an in­
crease of this home market, but it has 
diminished. St. John, which is our 
principal market, has deoreased for 
several reasons. The fire hurt it some­
what ; but a portion of the wholesale 
trade has left the city through various 
causes. The boot and shoe manufac­
ture has to a certain extent removed to 
Montreal. We do not manufacture as 
much now in St. John or New Brunswick 
as before the tariff went into operation ; 
we also import clothing from Mon­
treal. The decrease of our wholesale 
trade is one reason why the population 
has not increased. But there are many 
other elements that have contributed to 
this decrease. The tariff has not increased 
the population in New Brunswick, nor 
the home market for the farmers. It is 
said the tariff is in the interest of inter­
colonial trade. Before Confederation, I 
did not expect a great deal for this trade* 
which it is desirable to encourage. But 
from one cause or another it has not bee# 
encouraged, or encouraged, all on onè 
side. We buy largely from Ontario ami 
Quebec, but do not barter our products 
in exchange. We have to sell our farm 
produce and lumber in Europe and the 
United States for coin with which to pay 
for the goods of the western Provinces. 
The tariff has effectually crippled our 
trade with the United States, or prevent­
ed a mutual exchange of goods, and there­
fore has reduced our exports to that 
country than which, for some of them, 
we have no other market. I know the 
purpose of the Government is to prevent 
a foreign trade or our getting a market in 
the United. States. What, then, are we 
to do with our surplus ? We have to buy 
our flour, as a rule, and other products in 
Quebec and Ontario ; but we have nothing 
to exchange for them except our gold. I 
maintain, therefore that this tariff is in­
jurious to our farmers, and in their inter­
ests I object to this taxon salt. The hon. 
gentleman for North Huron is anxious 
that this new impost should be placed on 
this trade in the interest of his constitu­
ents. That is very natural. But I think 
he was not generous when he said in his 

emphatic way that if we did not 
choose to buy Goderich salt we might 
take a rolling-pin and crush our own salt.
I think that was hardly a kindly remark, 
or gallant to the daughters of our farmers. 
That is not the spirit that should animate 
the people of one Province as regards 
another, and it is not in the interest of 
the Dominion that such sentiments should 
go abroad. I would not advise him to 
visit our Province and repeat that remark, 
for he might find such an application of 
the rolling-pin as might make his head 
considerably flatter than at present. The 
Government might spare us this imposi­
tion on salt used in the Maritime Prov­
inces. The duty of 14 cents a cwt. can­
not bring down the Goderich salt to the 
Maritime Provinces. We can import 
foreign salt as cheaply as they can manu­
facture it at Goderich. The cost of freight 
on the salt from Liverpool to the Mari­
time ports is almost nominal, the vessels 
that come" out to these ports for lumber 
often bring out salt for ballast, for which 
they get little or no freight ; and the price 
of salt at the Maritime ports is as cheap 
as in Goderich. In most cases, the freight, 
at its cheapest, to bring salt from Gode­
rich down to the Maritime Provinces, is 
25 cents per 100 lbs. The duty is an im­
position, pure and simple, on the farmer.

One James McDowell, who seems to be 
rather a character in his way, -and who may 

remembered by' some citizens of Fred­
ericton, struck this city on Tuesday evening 
last, and shortly after sought out a Herald 
reporter, with the assistance of John B 
Grieves, of the Waverly Hotel, where he is 
stopping. A Herald representative met 
McDowell on the sidewalk of Regent street, 
near the Waverly,land after being introduced 
by Mr Grieves, had quite a chat with him in 
the hotel office. McDowell at first stated he 
wanted on advertisement put in the paper, 
and it was only after considerable conversa­
tion had taken place that the reporter ar­
rived at exactly what he wanted done. First 
of all he produced an 8x10 gilt picture frame 
containing a representation of a badly de­
formed man, with his limbs bent up from 
the hips, so that his knees almost touched 
his chin. “This was me,” said McDowell.
A glance at the two faces, thé real and the un­
real,showed a likeness, but the reality present 
was much more fleshy, rubicund and com­
fortable looking ; and the proprietor of it 
moved with considerable ease on crutches. 
There was also a picture of the Queen in the 
upper right hand corner, and on the left one 
of a public building. “This was me seventeen 
years ago,” continued McDowell. I 
then a resident in Fredericton and had been 
for some time. I was well-known here, and 

general favorite, although, perhaps, 
shouldn’t say that, but the people here were 
very kind to me. People here may not re­
member me as James McDowell. I was bet­
ter and familiarly known then as “Jimmy." 
Just call me “Jimmy,” and any one who 
knew me then will call me to mind now. 
used to live at the Victoria Hotel here on 
Regent street. It was then kept by Manzer 
Atherton. Manzer was very good to me, 
and I only learned a few minutes ago that 
he is dead. I was unable to move around 
much then, except as you see in this picture 
(he held it np for inspection again) with 
wooden blocks held in my hands to lift me 
off the ground; and he used to carry me. 
knew Mr. Wm Grieves well ; I have seen 
young Mr Grieves here, but he does not re­
member me distinctly; I can remember him 
when a little boy. The people here were 
very kind to me when I was invalided here, 
Since tile time I speak of I have been to 
Liverpool, England, where I had an oper­
ation performed which straightened my 
limbs out, so that I am now enabled to walk 
with some celerity with the help of crutches, 
and I think if I could get back again I could 
get something more done to help me.”

At this juncture, while speaking of the 
one ration which the surgeons performed, 
“Jimmy” spoke of it in a most cheerfnl and 
off-hand manner, just as if it was an every­
day occurrence. “They cut me here,” he 
said, indicating the place with a rapid 
dash of his dexter fore-finger; “then here 
and then again, and after breaking the joints 
here there straightened out my limbs.” The 
reporter at this time was in a perfect maze 
as to what “Jimmy” was driving at—what 
it was.he wanted done—and before he conld 
get in a question edgeways “Jimmy” re­
sumed his main narrative, after his free and 
easy anatomical digression :—

“I have a lot of certificates here, one from 
the Governor of Nova Scotia, Mr Archibald, 
uid several others, with regard to my char­
acter. If it’s not too much trouble hand me 
that black satchel you see sitting over there 
on the shelf. That’s it; many thanks.”

From the depths of the satchel “ Jimmy” 
produced a large-sized pocket-book, from 
which he unfolded several letters. Then he 
informed the reporter what it was he wanted:

“When I was invalided here the people 
were very kind to me. Being once again in 
Fredericton and in good health and spirits I 
feel that I ought to say something to the 
neoplc of Fredericton for the many kind­
nesses they heaped upon me while I was 
among them, kindnesses which 1 can never 
fully repay or ever forget. To them I would 
now tender my most hearty and sincere 
thanks for kindnesses extended to me during 
my affliction. I want you to put in some­
thing like this. I can never forget the 
kindnesses of the people of Fredericton. 
They never did anything for me in St John ; 
you might just mention that for a certain 
reason I have.”

The reporter suggested that as lie was ten­
dering an expression of good feeling to one 
city it would be just ns well not to inarr 
it by any such reference. “Jimmy” thought 
so too. Among other things “Jimmy” said 
lie was peddling knick-nacks around the 
streets, - and that he Would like to go to 
England to have something more done to 
help him as he was in good health and 
very much stronger than he had been for 
some time past. “Jimmy” might have been 
observed on the streets yesterday industri­
ously pegging around from shop to shop 
with a satchel, endeavoring to work off some 
of his wares.

Gerrymander:

This word had its origin‘In Essex Coun- 
ty, Mass., in 1811, when the Democrats 
first began to play the same game that Sir 
John is playing in Ontario now. The 
story is told as follows :—

In the early part of this century the 
contest for the control of the state be 
tween the fédérais and democrats of Mass­
achusetts had been long and bitter. In 
1811 the latter succeeded in electing 
their candidate (Elbridge Gerry) for Gov­
ernor and a minority of both houses of 
Legislature. In order to secure the elec­
tion of Uuited States Senators in the 
future, it was important to perpetuate this 
procession of power, and measures Were 
taken to retain a democratic xr^ajççity . in 
the state senate in- all future years. The 
senatorial districts had been formed 
without any division of counties. This 
arrangement, for the purpose alluded to, 
was now disturbed. The legislature* pro­
ceeded to arrange the senatorial districts 
of the state. They divided Counties in 
opposition to the protests and strong 
constitutional arguments of the federal­
ists ; and those of Essex and Worcester 
were so divided as to form a democratic 
district in each of those federal coun­
ties, without any regard to convenience 
or propriety. The work was sanctioned, 
and became law by the signature of Gov 
emcr Gerry.

In Essex county the arrangement of 
the district in relations to the town was 
singular and absurd. Russell, the veteran 
editor if the Boston Sentinel, who had 
fought against the scheme valliantly 
took a map of that county and designated 
by particular coloring, the towns thus 
selected, and hung it on the wall of his 
editorial room. One day Gilbert Stuart, 
the eminent painter, looked at the map, 
and said the tows which Russell had thus 
distinguished resembled some monstrous 
animal. He took a pencil and with a 
few touches added what might represent 
wings, claws and tail. “There#!-1 Stuart 
said, “That will do for a salamander.” 
Russell, who was busy with his pen 
looked up at the hideous figure and ex­
claimed, “Salamander, call it Gerry­
mander!'’ The word was immediately 
adopted as a term of reproach to the 
democratic legislature.

The plaintiff is said to be a member of 
one of the oldest and most respectable 
French families in the village of Terre­
bonne, where she and the defendant 
were intimately acquainted in their 
childhood. She was subsequently highly 
educated, but owing to her father losing 
his fortune in some speculative enter­
prise she was obliged to accept a situa­
tion in a judge’s family here. The gay 
deceiver met .the young lady in Mon­
treal, paid her great attentions, it is 
alleged, and finally accomplished her 
ruin. He then provided her, as stated 
in the declaration, with luxurious quar­
ters in the city, and she lived with him 
as his mistress.
