THE JERSEY COW.
Why the Jersey Cow Must Become 

Pepnlhf.

The Jersey cow, which until recently 
was generally considered “more orna­
mental than useful,” is fast becoming a 
general favorite, not only as a family cow, 
but as a valuable adjunct to the dairy, 
The oldtime objections as to her being 
very delicate and requiring extraordinary 
care do not apply to the animals raised in 
this country, where they have to contend 
with the extremes of heat and cold of our 
northern climate, and live on the same 
kind of food as the other cows in the herd 
or dairy. Doubtless some cows are more 
hardy than others, and this applies to 
cows of any and every breed as much as 
to the Jersey. Even in the Jerseys im­
ported direct from their native home, a 
little island from where they derive their 
name (being one of the Channel Islands, 
a Small group on the coast of France), 
there are the small hardy cows of the 
mountainous district, and the larger and 
softer breed of the warm and sheltered 
valley, differing widely in color and struc­ture, bat always possessing the same do- It*A4s«noretoprodnce . like result with’

one than another. Up to the extent ofcility and gentleness of disposition which 
is a natural trait of the little Jersey and 
makes her the pet of the dairy.

One of the principal characteristics of 
the Jersey is her persistent and continu­
ous milking qualities, even when very 
young. To illustrate from personal ex­
perience : The writer bought a Jersey 
heifer that had been in milk about five 
months, and was supposed to be pregnant, 
but in the spring, when she should have 
been near her time of calving, it became 
apparent that she was not with a calf. 
She continued to give from five to six 
quarts of milk per day throughout the 
summer and winter, falling off to about 
three quarts when only about six weeks 
from calving, and never going dry, even 
for a single day ; and not only so, but her 
milk continued to make the finest quality 
of butter to the last day she was milked, 
only ten days before calving. Thus for 
fully twenty-three months a heifer that 
had but one calf continued to milk, and 
no difficulty was experienced in churning 
the butter throughout the entire winter. 
Since calving last spring, this same cow 
has continued to give from eight to ten 
quarts of milk per day, and to make from 
six to eight pounds of butter a week.

When the writer brought home this 
heifer (having bought her at an auction 
at a merely nominal price) there was a 
strong opposition manifested towards the 
little Jersey, and, as compared with large 
native cows, she did look very insignifi­
cant; but in less than a week the little 
Jersey, like Sam Slick’s clock, had become 
friends with everybody, and now “ none 
but Jerseys need apply.”

A few reasons why the Jersey must be­
come popular, and is destined to become 
the dairy cow of the future.

1. Being smaller, they consume a third 
less food at least and a saving in food is a 
saving of dollars.

2. The cream of the Jersey is not only 
the richest, but produces the finest nat­
ural-colored butter, not only in summer 
when in pasture, but in the barn in winter 
op dry feed ; and to marked is this trait, 
that a Jersey cows milk, if mixed with 
the milk of two or three other cows, im­
parts a delicate change of color and flavor, 
and thus enhances the value of the entire 
product of the dairy.

3. Jersey butter is very easily churned, 
even in midwinter, and always commands 
a ready sale and the highest price at all 
seasons of the year.

WAYS AND MEANS.

How can farming be made to pay ? is 
still an Open question, and to many thou­
sands of farmers it will continue to be 
“the unknown quantity in an intricate 
problem ” until some means is devised by 
which the winter season can be made suf­
ficiently profitable to meet at least the 
household expenses of the farm, instead 
of consuming in winter what is made in 
summer, as is too often the case at present.

In the humble opinion of the writer, 
the most feasible solution of this problem 
will be found in winter butter-making, so 
that dairying shall become one continu­
ous industry throughout the year, and a 
sure and certain source of profit to every 
fermer who will keep pace with his neigh­
bor. The export of butter will then be­
come one of the leading exports of this 
vast country.

This will take time, care and study, if 
our export of butter is to reach the high 
state of perfection already attained by our 
cheese ; and before this result is accom­
plished we shall hear less about the cost 
of raising a bushel of wheat or growing a 
bushel of potatoes, and much more about 
the cost of producing a quart of rich, yel­
low cream, capable of being converted in­
to the finest quality of butter. Then will 
one of the most potent factors in contri­
buting to the wealth of this country be 
found in the Jersey cow.—Thos. Clark.

No supplemental food is better than 
ground oats as a help in developing the 
heifer calf. As soon as she begins to eat 
hay she should have a little, night and 
morning, fed dry. Begin with half a pint 
of feed, or even less, and gradually increase 
the quantity until bossie will take a pint 
at a feeding. Keep her thrifty and 
growing. A calf once stunted by insuffic­
ient or improper food will never make so 
good a cow as she would otherwise have 
been.

The grain ration should be increased as 
the heifer grows, and at the arrival of the 
milking period she should, after the fiist 
few days, be given a generous quantity of 
such food as is best suited to assist her in 
producing milk

While there are various grain foods re­
commended by dairymen as excellent for 
milch cows, for the general feeder and the 
average cow nothing is better than a mix­
ture of one part cornmeal, one part oat­
meal and two of wheat bran. Of this, 
feed as much as after experimenting with 
your cow you find gives the best results in 
milk and butter.

Each cow is a law unto herself as to the 
amount of food she can porfltably consume

CA RE AND TREATMENT OF JERSEY 
CATTLE.

Perhaps no breed of cattle possess in a 
greater degree susceptibility to treatment, 
kind or unkind, than the Jersey. The 
peculiar nervous temperament so essential 
in a perfect dairy cow is one of her strong­
est characteristics.

Look at the bright, intelligent face of a 
true specimen of this breed, and note the 
large fawn-like eyes, bright and glisten­
ing. Look at the thin, dilating nostrils, 
with their orange lining, which seem to 
scent danger like a deer and seeing know 
that this queen among cows demands and 
well deserves the most careful handling 
and kindest treatment to bring out her 
good qualities and keep them at their best.

No cow, from the scrub to the thorough­
bred, can do her best i^nlees under circum­
stances conducive to quiet and content ; 
and although cows of a more sluggish 
temperament may bear ill-usage with 
little apparent regard, it is not so with 
the sensitive Jersey and she soon depre­
ciates in value.

From calfhood she should have reason 
to regard her master as her friend. No 
blows or harsh words should teach her to 
fear him ; but she should expect and re­
ceive only caresses and kind words. 
Under such treatment she will develop a 
gentle, kind disposition.

She should be taught to lead by a halter, 
to stand quietly as for milking, and to 
bear handling of the udder long before 
she reaches maternity ; so that she may 
be quiet and easily handled, instead of be­
ing wild and unmanageable, as heifers 
often are at that time. No breaking-in 
will be necessary, and if it is desirable to 
dispose of her she will bring a better price 
than one that has never been trained.

Do not make the mistake of thinking 
that when she drops her first calf is time 
enough to begin feeding her; she should 
have been fed from her birth with this 
in view.

her capacity the greater the amount con 
sumed the greater the returns at the pail 
and churn ; but when a cow is fed beyond 
her capacity to convert the food into milk 
and butter she is fed at a loss; the extra 
food goes to make fat.

A liberal allowance of coarse fodder 
should also be fed. Clover hay, com 
fodder, ensilage — all are good. Roots are 
valuable as a food for milch cows. Carrots 
are perhaps best, with sugar beets next. 
Turnips and ruta-bagas will flavor the 
butter.

Pure water should always be within 
reach of the cows. No other domestic 
animal requires so large a quantity, and a 
shrinkage of the milk will follow if she is 
deprived of it in abundance.

While Jerseys as a breed are unsurpass­
ed as butter-makers, there is a wide range 
in their value in this respect. Each cow 
should be tested and the best only kept. 
In regard to testing, it is not always that 
the cow showing the highest test of but- 
ter-fet is really the best cow. Other 
things should be taken into consideration 

quantity of milk and length of milk 
period during the year. These should be 
considered before deciding, as a cow show­
ing a medium amount of butter-fet may 
make up in quantity of milk during the 
year what a single test may lack.

Not all of us can have cows making a 
thousand pounds of butter in a year ; but 
any one owning a single Jersey cow may, 
with judicious breeding and careful feed­
ing, combined with thé kind treatment 
and care that all animals should have, in 
a few years possess a herd of cattle which 
will be a source of profit as well as pleasure. 
— Farmer’s Advocate.

In His Sleep A Kansas Farmer Locates 
A Lost Brother and a Rich Claim.

One of the most peculiar freaks of psy­
chological phenomena ever brought to 
light has recently culminated near Phoe­
nix, Arizona. In 1859 two brothers, A. 
B. and Luther Ellett, lived in Nemaha 
county, Kansas. Luther chose the part of 
the wanderer and went west, presumably 
to Colorado, and nothing more \^s heard 
of him except vague reports tha&he had 
been killed by Indians. The war came 
and A. B. Ellett served four years in the 
union army, coming out in 1865 com­
pletely broken in health. He returned 
to Kansas and settled down on his farm 
near Sabetha, where he remained until 
recently. He accepted rumor as truth 
and not getting any letters from the 
brother, regarded him as dead. In 1889 
he was afflicted by the breaking out of an 
old wound and was confined to his room 
for many weeks. During that time he 
dreamed that his brother was alive and 
in Prescott, A. T. It seemed that they 
were together in the mountains, and in 
passing down a can von they discovered a 
fabulously rich gold mine a few miles 
from an old abandoned shaft once owned 
by Luther. The dream made little im­
pression on him, but the next night it 
was repeated, and even the trees and the 
outlines of the mountains were perfectly 
impressed on his mind. He did not heed 
the possibility of the mine being there, 
for the smell of bay had never been out 
of his nostrils, and he did not know quartz 
from lava, but he thought it worth while 
to make some inquiry about his brother, 
which he did. A letter directed to the 
postmaster at Prescott brought the infor­
mation that his brother was an old resi­
dent, but was then out in the mines. A 
correspondence began between the two 
brothers, and during its course the part of 
the dream relating to the mine was 
divulged. Being in that vicinity one 
day Luther Ellett looked for the mine 
but found nothing. The matter passed 
along 'tftrtti- a month ago, says the 
San Francisco Chronicle, when the Kan­
sas brother concluded to visit his relative 
in Arizona, and at the same time to look 
at the country. He still had an inclina­
tion to look for the mine but was ashamed 
to own it. His brother met him in Pres­
cott, and after staying a few days there 
they went to the mountains and visited the 
old abandoned mine.

When they approached it the Kansas 
man recognized the country as the one he 
had seen in his dreams, and told how the 
shaft was situated with regard to the 
mountains and canyons with such accur­
acy that his brother was filled with as­
tonishment, but he was an old prospector 
and a belief in dreams was not one of his 
superstitions. When they arrived at the 
spot, Mr. Ellett said it seemed to him 
that he had often been there be­
fore, and after looking over the ground 
they took a pick and walked westward to­
ward the point indicated by the dream. 
In crossing the canyon the prospector 
stumbled on a very rich ledge and exult­
antly exclaimed that they had found the 
mine. The brother answered that it 
might be rich, but the one they were in 
search of was richer. Climbing up the 
other side of the gulch, they came to the 
spot where the dreams had located the 
lode, but there was nothing in sight but 
half-decomposed granite. The perfect re­
semblance of the landmarks had so ex­
cited their hope that they were disap­
pointed and stood for some time talking 
the matter over. While so standing the 
one with the pick began picking on the 
shelving rock and a great piece of it fell 
down exposing a blind ledge of white 
quartz resplendid with free gold. They 
worked into the mass, and found it to be 
about thirty inches in width and widen­
ing as it went down at an angle of forty- 
five degrees. The prospector stayed there; 
afraid to leave the mine for fear of claim 
umpers, but his brother brought a sack 
of the samples to Phoenix and the assays 
go two thousand six hundred dollars in 
nineteen dollars to the ounce gold. 
Samples have also been sent to the mint 
at San Francisco for testing. When Mr. 
Ellet was asked he did not seem disposed 
to talk about the mine, saying that they 
wished to keep its existence quiet, and 
had done so for two weeks, but finding 
that mining men from that section had 
already told it he narrated the story as 
given above.

Mr. Ellett is a responsible farmer in his 
home state and beforq, September had 
never seen an ounce of gold ore, so he 
counts himself as one of the creatures on 
whom rortune has smiled. The story of 
the dream was published in 1889 by sev­
eral scientific journals in the e?st as illus­
trating the fact that former knowledge 
and information had nothing to do with 
the substance of dreams.

MANGLED BY A TRAIN.

George L. Bdgett, a School Teacher, Kill­
ed near Moncton by the English 

Mall Train.

Feb. 23rd. — About four o’clock this 
afternoon the news flashed around town 
that an unknown man had been killed by 
the English mail special 200 or 300 yards 
east of Mountain road bridge. A number 
of people made their way to the scene of 
the accident, but at first so mangled were 
the remains that the man could not be 
recognized. After being brought to town 
it was soon discovered that the unfortunate 
man was Geo. L. Edgett. The accident 
was witnessed by Edwin Haggert), who 
was at the lock factory at the time.

He remarked to a man with him that 
he guessed that the train struck a dog ; 
supposing it to be such, they went to see 
if it had been killed, but were horrified to 
find it to be a man. Edgett since the first 
of January has been teaching school at 
Humphrey’s mills, walking back and for­
wards from town night and morning. 
The wind was blowing a gale and at the 
point of the accident snow was blown into 
his face and it is supposed this is the 
reason he did not hear the approach of 
the train. The mail train was in charge 
of conductor Y. C. Campbell and driver 
Lightbody, neither of whom knew of the 
accident at the time. Driver Lightbody 
says he blew the whistle a few hundred 
yards from where deceased was struck. 
Owing to the drifting snow he could not 
see very fer.
The deceased when found was lying about 

six feet from the track with one leg en­
tirely severed, lying about twenty-five feet 
further back. The other leg was badly 
mangled and the skull crushed. The 
clothes were stripped off leaving the body 
almost naked. The deceased had been 
talking a few days ago about coming home 
by the track. He said he came that way 
on stormy days as the road was better, 
but he always looked out for the trains. 
He was forty-two years of age, iimarried 
and lived with his father, Hiram Edgett. 
His mother is just recovering from a sev­
ere illness and the sudden shock may 
cause serious consequences. Rev. Gilbert 
Edgett, Milbridge, Maine, and Mr. Chas. 
H. Edgett, Charlo, are brothers of the des- 
eased. Mr. Edgett was a member of the 
Odd Fellows, Foresters and Masons and 
his funeral will be under the auspices of 
those orders. Coroner Wortman empan­
elled a jury tonight and will hold an in­
quest on the body, commencing at 9.30 to­
morrow morning.

BLOWGUNS OF THE CARIBS.

Among the arrivals is Edward A. Wal­
lace, who for a year and a half has been 
gold mining in Demerera, the wild and 
little known country below the Orinoco 
river, and near the Amazon. He is a 
stalwart young Englishman.

“ In this queer country,” he said, “ there 
are four or five tribes of Indians, of whom 
the most powerful are the Caribs. They 
are about five feet seven or eight inches 
high on the average and very muscular. 
They are singularly expert with a weapon 
called the blowgun, made of palm wood, 
twelve feet long, from which they shoot a 
little poisoned plug. With this weapon 
they can shoot accurately from 250 to 300 
yards, and whatever is struck is dead at 
once. I have seen them shoot a bird at 
the top of the tallest tree and it was dead 
before it reached the ground. Anything 
scratched by the end of the sharpened 
missile cannot survive. What is the poi­
son? That is one of the strangest of 
mysteries. The English naturalist Water- 
ton has spent lots of time trying to find 
out. It is called wourali, but how it is 
made nobody knows. It is a secret 
handed down in the Macusi tribe, and 
only a few in that know it. When they 
make it they all leave their women and 
children and go off in the woods. The 
other tribes use it, buy it of them, but 
they don’t know how it is made.

“Their blowguns have two sights— 
one in front and the other a foot back. 
They each consist of a tooth from a little 
wild animal something like a rat. It is 
wonderful how accurately they shoot. 
The poison is also used to tip their arrows 
for they use bows, too, as well as blow­
guns. The Caribs and others are exceed­
ingly careful of the poison, for if they were 
not, many of them would die by accident. 
The venom which kills a bird or animal 
so suddenly, whenever the scratch is made 
by the pointed missile, does not make the 
flesh poisonous ; it has no effect when 
taken internally.

Though estranged 
from her for life, it seems that his love for 
his wife never ceased, and he frequently 
declared that as his heart was still hers she 
should have it after his death. In ac­
cordance with the provisions of the will, 
the heart has been removed from the 
body, and forwarded to Mrs. Brandt.

RANCHE OF KANGAROOS.
To Be Established In the South-western 

States.

Montreal seems to be a Mecca for enter­
prising foreign capitalists who have con­
ceived financial enterprises of first-class 
magnitude. Henry G. Adam’s, of Syd­
ney, Australia, who has been in the city, 
will reconoitre the south-western prairies 
with a view of purchasing large ranches 
for rearing an animal never seen outside 
of a cage on this continent — the real live 
kangaroo.

“They (kangaroos) are to take the 
place of the almost extinct buffalo,” said 
Mr. Adams, in the Windsor, the other 
day. “I am confident,” he continued,
” that they will thrive in the same lati­
tude as that in which the American bison 
multiplied to such enormous herds. I am 
told that the climate is similar to New 
South Wales ; I shall soon know the truth 
for myself. After I have seen some rel­
atives in Toronto, I will go to spend the 
winter in the southwest, and before the 
end of the summer, I expect to make my 
first importation of kangaroos.”

*' But, Mr. Adams, how do you expect i 
to make this scheme pay ?”

“ Just as it would pay, if it were possible 
to restore the buffalo. The kangaroo is 
equally valuable for flesh and fur, not to 
speak of footwear. Moreover, these mar­
supials are glorious game.”

and exceedingly timid, it takes a good 
stalker and a crack shot to make a good 
bag of kangaroo in a day. And woe be­
tide the dog that fells into the grasp of an 
adult male. He will be torn to shreds by 
the claws of the creature’s hind feet. Be­
ing a vegetable feeder the flesh of these 
animals is as highly relished by the 
American natives as that of the hare in 
England and Canada. They should thrive 
well on the native “ buffalo ” grass of the 
prairie, if once they become naturalized.” , 

“Is there any precedent for your project?”
“ Certainly, there are several. In the 

first place, the horses that run wild on 
the American plains, were not originally 
indigenous to this continent. They were 
brought by the Spaniards to Mexico, and 
thence they overran all the northern 
prairies. So were sheep imported to Aus­
tralia, and who can say that the raising 
of mutton and wool is a failure under the 
Southern Cross ? The English rabbit, too, 
is an immigrant with us, and a most pro­
lific exile it is —prolific enough to be 
pestilential. The kangaroo also is a 
slight pestilence since its enemies the 
aborigines and the native or dingo dog be­
came so nearly extinct. But there will be 
no difficulty in keeping the immense of 
these creatures in check in tire United 
States. The sportsmen who exterminated 
the buffalo may be trusted to do that. 
And for this privilege we hope to make 
them pay a monoply price. This source 
of profit together with the value of the 
fur, will be the milk in the cocoanut for 
us.”

AFRAID HE WOULDN’T PASS.

The unusually cold severe winter and the 
deep snow have killed the birds. There 
are said to be tons upon tons of dead 
crows on the mountain at this famous 
roosting place. The coldness has blinded 
many of them so they cannot find any 
fooci.
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THE VOTE.

At the conclusion of the budget debate 
at Ottawa Sir Richard Cartwright’s amend­
ment, favoring tariff reform, was divided 
upon and lost, the vote standing 126 to 72. 
All the New Brunswick members, except­
ing Messrs. Gilmour and Colter, voted 
against the amendment. The attitude 
taken by some of these gentlemen, to­
gether with the public statements which 
they have made, had led to the hope that 
they would take advantage of the first op­
portunity to place themselves on record 
in favor of tariff reform. The party whip, 
however, seems to have had, too loud a 
snap, and they all followed their leaders 
in the resolve to keep up the government’s 
policy of high taxation. The rapidly 
growing public sentiment in favor of doing 
away so far as possible with the restrictions 
upon trade, and substituting a policy of 
tariff reform in place of the cast iron 
system of protection, under which the 
chief industries of the country are being 
slowly but surely starved to death, has 
either not been recognized, or not ac­
knowledged by these gentlemen. They 
have evidently been led by the eloquence 
of the minister of finance into the belief 
that the country was never as prosperous, 
and the people never so well satisfied with 
their lot as at present. The plausible 
statements of that gentleman in reference 
to the increase of trade and commerce, 
and the lessening of the burdens of the 
people during the year, must have been 
taken for granted, and the proof never 
asked for. Perhaps they came to the 
conclusion that they might as well believe 
the honorable gentleman’s statements as 
look for proof anyway. However, that 
may be, the bald fact remains, that with 
the two exceptions above named, all the 
members of parliament from this province 
are satisfied to let the trade policy of the 
dominion remain as it is and has been, 
since the advent of the tory party to 
power in 1878. The argument that was 
trotted out, when it was found that the 
prophecies of the protectionists in regard 
to the rapid increase of business in this 
country had failed to materialize, viz 
that the manufacturing industries of the 
land needed protection during their in­
fancy, has given place to the other cry of 
sympathy : that it would be a shame to 
abandon them to their fate in their old 
age. The failure of the policy to accom­
plish what was promised is thus made 
an excuse for its retention. And so 
it goes. When the people at last awake 
to the fact that the system of high pro­
tection is a fallacious and injurious one, 
the national debt will be so great that it 
will be still harder to shake off this old 
man of the sea.

MR. TEMPLE ON CORN.

Mr. Temple gave the house some amuse­
ment by referring to bis vote of last night 
upon the motion for free corn. A special 
despatch from Ottawa says: “He de­
nied that he had voted when his name 
was called the second time, and said mem 
here should stand up when voting instead 
of nodding like so many woodpeckers.”

At considerable expense, but we mod­
estly think, with commendable enterprise, 
we present our readers with the above 
verbatim report of the speech of Mr. 
Temple, our representative at Ottawa, on 
the great question of tariff reform which 
has been occupying the attention of the 
house of parliament for some days. We 
feel justified in going to the extra cost of 
getting for our readers a full and accurate 
report of Mr. Temple's views on this im­
portant question, more particularly be­
cause the member for York does not often 
trespass on the time of the house in 
the way of speech making. If wre mis­
take not,this is really Mr. Temple’s maiden 
effort, and he is certainly to be con­
gratulated, not only upon the amount of 
light which he has thrown upon the 
vexed corn question, but also upon the 
clear and explicit manner in which he 
elucidated hie position in the matter to 
the house the day after the vote was 
taken. His simile of the woodpecker is 
a very apt one, and was no doubt sug­
gested to Mr. Temple during some of his 
visits to the rural portions of his constitu­
ency, in quest of the farmers’ opinions as 
to the merits of Southdown as compared 
with Hydraulic rams. The fact that the 
clerk of the house failed to understand on 
which side of the question Mr. Temple 
voted, while no doubt very annoying, does 
not in the least detract from the brilliancy 
of his great speech.

The following extract from the Ottawa 
Free Press contains a good story, and is to 
the point : “ A great many conservatives 
would like to treat sir Adolphe Caron as 
they treated Mr. McGreevy, but they are 
afraid his place as procurer-general of 
campaign funds could not be easily filled. 
The premier must stick to sir Adolphe. 
Ilis situation reminds one of the story of 
the two boys who were seated upon a 
wharf fishing, when one fell into the 
water. His companion gallantly plunged 
in and rescued him. A benevolent gent­
leman who had hastened to the scene of 
the accident complimented.the biave boy 
who had risked his life to save that of 
another. * Is the boy your brother ? ’ 
asked the gentleman. ‘ Oh, no, he is no 
relation to me at all,’ was the answer ; 
‘ but I saved him because he had all the 
bait in his pocket, and if he’d been 
drowned I’d had to go home without any 
fish.’ ” _______

The matter of the Nova Scotia coal 
legislation has been brought up in the 
dominion parliament again by Dr.Weldon, 
who appears to be haunted with the idea 
that a great coal monopoly will be created 
unless the act is vetoed. Sir John 
Thompson, who took occasion to charac­
terize Dr. Weldon’s contention as absurd, 
said in effect that the coal lands ot Nova 
Scotia belonged to that province, and the 
federal authorities had no power to inter­
fere. Mr. Fraser very properly pointed 
out the inconsistency of Dr. Weldon, who, 
while pretending to be in mortal horror 
of a coal monopoly in Nova Scotia, had 
voted the evening previous to keep up 
the binder twine combine of the dominion.

The latest from St. John is that a com­
pany has been formed there with W. G. 
Scovil as manager, to be known as the 
dominion identification company. The 
object of the company is to have a proper 
plan for the identification of persons dead 
or alive, among strangers in strange places. 
Badges are given members and books are 
kept with full records. In case of ac­
cident all that is necessary is to telegraph 
the number on the badge to the company 
when friends will at once be notified.

CLEVELAND’S INAUGURATION.

By this time Grover Cleveland will be 
inaugurated president of the United 
States for the second time. But few times 
in the history of the republic have the 
democrats had the pleasure of electing a 
president, and to-day Washington is full 
of them, joyous over the inaugural cere­
mony. To-day is a red letter day in the 
United States, and marks an epoch in the 
history of that country. The long im­
perious rule of republicanism is at an end. 
Whether or no the principles, upon which 
the republican party is founded, are the 
source of the unparalleled development of 
that country, is a question of no moment. 
The people have spoken. They say that 
the present needs and present circum­
stances of the country demand other and 
broader principles. The interesting fea­
ture about Cleveland and his cabinet is 
that they are the embodiment of this 
demand. All countries will watch their 
career; Canadians will, with particular 
interest, note their doings. Mr. Cleveland 
begins his second presidency, with high 
hopes on the part of the great majority 
of Canadians that under his guidance the 
United States not only may prosper as 
heretofore, but also that its relations with 
other lands will be of a broad and free 
character ; that the principle of retaliation 
will find no place in the deliberative halls 
of its legislatures. By a broad and 
economic policy the United States can 
attain her maximum prosperity, and at 
the same time allow all races and classes 
of men to enjoy the material benefits of 
free and uninterrupted trade with her.

Mr. Cleveland’s cabinet is an exceed­
ingly interesting group. It is quite out of 
the ordinary, and the only system that 
can account for its composition is the sys­
tem described by Cleveland himself when 
he said that his cabinet should all be com­
petent and thorough business men. If 
the different contributions to an election 
fund were what made men eligible for the 
cabinet, the average politician would have 
had but little difficulty in forseeing the 
complexion of the present cabinet. As it 
is, the cabinet has been a bit of a mystery 
to politicians. On the whole it is ap­
proved of. Limited space prevents us 
from giving a thorough description of it. 
The most important office in it to out­
siders is the office of secretary of state ; 
who fills this office must necessarily have 
the management of and a controlling say 
in foreign affairs. Judge Graham who 
has been selected to fill this office is a man 
who has honesty and integrity interwoven 
in every fibre of his being. Firmness is 
his characteristic, and well so, for he will 
be the storm centre of the new admistra- 
tion. In selecting him for the important 
office, Cleveland took account of his ripe 
experience in public life. And although 
that experience has been gained partly in 
the republican ranks, yet his well known 
opinions on current questions of policy 
left him no abiding place save in the dem­
ocratic party. For a long time Graham 
took no active part in politics but on 
Clevelands nomination he broke away 
from Republican traditions and beliefs, 
and publicly announced his intention to 
support the democratic cause.

The members of the cabinet are capable, 
honest, and independent men. Cleveland 
and his second cabinet are the offspring 
of the desire on the part of the American 
nation for new theories and policies. 
Yankeedom has emphatically demanded 
something not republican, something not 
McKinleyism. Other nations stand off to 
watch the outcome hoping it will result 
in prosperity for thé United States and 
the world at large.

From Edmundston Direct.

H. P. Timmerman, general superintend' 
ent of the Atlantic division, C. P. R., has 
visited Woodstock during the week and 
it is rumored that his visit was in connec­
tion with the running of trains from that 
town across the railway bridge here using 
the new curve at Gibson. It is thought 
by many that instead of a through train 
from WocxMpck to St. John as at first 
proposed, /Bain will run from Edmund­
ston to this city direct each day, and that 
the time table and trains will be used 
from here to St. John as at present. If 
this plan is carried out Fredericton will 
receive an impetus in trade and the com­
ing summer will see a great advance in 
business in all lines.

The same state exists here in reference to 
the Smith child which disappeared so 
very mysteriously last summer. Not one 
particle of evidence is given as to its fate 
and all appear willing that the search 
should be given up.

The Week's Events In Brlsf-The Cream

Joseph Van wart, an old and honored 
resident of Woodstock, is very low with 
pneumonia and not expected to recover.

Great suffering exists in Oldham, Eng., 
owing to the prolonged struggle between 
the master cotton spinners and the operat­
ives.

The imporant ceremony of inaugurat­
ing the new president of the United States, 
Grover Cleveland, took place today, with 
the most brilliant ceremonies.

The Connolly wharf, St. John, has been 
placed in position. One end of the wharf 
grounded, but with the assistance of a 
number of tugs, etc., the wharf was lifted.

John C. Manzer, one of the best known 
residents and most successful farmers of 
the parish of Andover, died at an early 
hour Thursday morning from a stroke of 
paralysis. He was 65 years of age.

The Joggins coal mine and railway, to­
gether with other mining properties at 
the Joggins, and between the Joggins and 
Maccan, have passed into the hands of a 
company of Montreal capitalists.

A letter received, announces that Hon­
duras is again in a state of revolution. 
The movement is beaded by Gen. Bonilla, 
who was prominent in the last insurrection 
and recently pardoned by the government

The election for the Ontario Assembly 
in Toronto, Tuesday, resulted in the re­
turn of Mr. Ryerson, coneerative, the fig­
ures being ; Ryerson, 6,984 ; Ogden 
( Liberal ), 6,707 ; Thompson ( Labor ), 604.

It is said that the examination of Mrs. 
Cameron will not be resumed at Bridge­
town until March 8th. It is now quite 
certain that Mr. MacIntyre’s report does 
not attribute Mr. Cameron’s death to 
poisoning.

Rev. Dr. Talmage denies that he 
intends to resign from the Brooklyn tab­
ernacle. He admits that the church is 
threatened by a serious extingency, but 
he believes the trouble will be triumph­
antly overcome. The church is heavily 
in debt.

J.C. Butcher, for some years agent of the 
Merchants Bank of Halifax at Moncton, 
has left the service of the bank and it is 
understood he will give his attention to 
the insurance business' The cause of Mr. 
Butcher’s resignation is not generally 
known.

The New York house of bishops has 
adopted resolutions declaring against the 
Chineese Exclusion act and government 
appropriations for sectarian schools or 
missions. A committee was appointed to 
present the first named to the heads of the 
department.

Mrs. Stewart, wife of the rev. Dr. 
Stewart, professor of theology at Mt. Allis­
on, died Monday night about twelve 
o’clock. Her health had not been good 
for some time, but the immediate cause of 
death was a sudden attack of asthmatic 
grip followed by congestion.

Fred. Harris, son of Alex. Harris, of 
Northesk, Northumberland county, was 
killed in the woods in Michigan, a few 
days ago. He was loading logs and one 
rolled over him, crushing him badly. He 
died in a few hours. He was a young 
man but twenty-two years of age.

The prohibition question coming np for 
discussion in the Manitoba local legislature 
a motion presented by Attorney General 
Sifton, asking that the Dominion parlia­
ment be memorialized as to the passing 
of a prohibitory law, was passed by a 
vote of thirty-six yeas and one nay.

The House of Commons Tuesday reject 
ed a motion that the British government 
should use its influence to bring about 
the re-assembling of the international 
Monetary Conference with the object of 
finding a remedy for the evils attendant 
upon the divergence of values between 
gold and silver. , *

Saturday last being the 30th. annivers­
ary of the appointment of N. S. Freeze 
to the sheriffalty of the county of Kings, 
a large number of friends met at his resid­
ence in the evening for the purpose of ten­
dering him with their warmest congrat­
ulations and presenting him with an ad­
dress, which was accompanied by a very 
handsome gold-headed cane.

Scott Act Inspector McClintock, of 
Woodstock, accompanied by Constable 
Baker, raided some of the places there sus­
pected of selling liquor. Two seizures 
were made, one in a place kept by William 
Karas, on Main street, south of the bridge ; 
the other in Gillin’s building, on King 
street, where William Troy was in charge. 
The quantities secured were small.

George W. Slipp, the Woodstock mer­
chant, who recently failed, was tried at 
St. And.ews, on Wednesday, on a charge of 
obtaining goods under false pretences. 
The charge was made by Messrs. Ganong 
Bros. The prosecution was conducted by 
Solicitor General White and J. A. Van- 
wart defended Mr. Slipp. The jury, after 
an hour’s deliberation, returned a verdict 
of not guilty.

There was quite an accident on the 
Shore Line, Tuesday afternoon. Near St, 
George a passenger car jumped the track, 
fell over and took fire from the stove. 
There were seven passengers, but fortun­
ately none were hurt. They got out 
through the windows. The fire was put 
out by the snow and a new car brought 
up from St. George. The train was two 
hours late reaching Carleton.

The first case called in the Kings County 
circuit court, was that of John Watson vs. 
John Price — an action for damages alleg­
ed to have been sustained by " plaintiff in 
a collision at Sussex on the morning of 
Saturday, the 22nd. of October by being 
run into by defendant. By the fall. Wat­
son sustained severe injuries, for which 
he claimed the sum of $1,000 as compens­
ation. The jury awarded plaintiff $250 
damages.

The Montreal Star, which has never 
been unfriendly to the conservative party, 
tells Sir John Thompson plainly that in 
the composition of his cabinet he has tak­
en in some of the poorest material that 
has found its way into the ministry for a 
long time. The Star finds it difficult to 
believe that Canada has today either the 
cabinet it requires or the best cabinet it 
can get. The Star is quite right ; the pres­
ent cabinet is a very poor affair.

More than five thousand persons attend­
ed the great Orange meeting at Belfast on 
Thursday, Dr. Kane who presided, said 
Ulster was prepared to defend herself to 
the last against the proposals of the Home 
Rule bill. He had received letters from 
the military and police officers in England 
and Ireland, and telegrams from Canada 
and Australia promising co-opetation 
with the men of Ulster if the latter resort­
ed to arms to defend their liberties against 
the tyranny of their historic foes. One 
hundred thousand Orangemen were ready 
to resist to the death the Home Rule bill _

Capt. Porter 
will run the star on the Washademoak, and 
the Belleisle aqd Springfield will be placed 
on their old routes. As no new steamer is 
presenting an appearance it is probable the 
Weston and Soulanges will have the exclu­
sive trade of this portion of the river.

The S. A.— The officers and soldiers of 
the salvation army are much elated over 
the progress of their work here during the 
past two months. Almost every meeting 
has made an accession to their ranks and 
the various churches in the city have reaped 
a benefit from their labors. On Saturday 
evening fourteen soldiers placed their names 
on the roll, the meeting being led by Briga­
dier Jacobs. On Sunday last the barracks 
was crowded, when two children of John 
Chase were dedicated to army work. A 
large contingent went to Woodstock on 
Wednesday to take part in the anniversary 
there.

THE CENTRAL RAILWAY;

A Thoroughfare that la Developing Kings 
and Queens Counties.

Since the excitement consequent bn the 
Cape Breton coal deals has arisen, attention 
has been tamed to the coal fields of Queens 
county, New Brunswick, and in this connec­
tion the Central railway has been much I 
talked about. This road is about forty-five 
miles long, and is built from Norton on the 
I. C. R., to Chipman in Queens. Although 
a new road it is in good condition, and fast 
time is made by the trains. It is owned 
and operated by the Central railway com­
pany, and is at present running a double 
trip on alternate days. It passes through a 
level section of country and does a good 
business in lumber and farm produce. The 
Elkins mine at Coal Creek, a short distance 
south of Chipman, is supplying about thirty 
tons of coal a day to the road. An exten­
sion has been surveyed to Newcastle, twelve 
miles distant, which when built, as it un­
doubtedly will be this year, will bring the 
trains into the heart of the coal fields apd 
about thirty-five miles distant from this 
city. It would be a great benefit to Fred­
ericton if this section of the road was built, 
as coal could then be got very cheaply, and 
the article is of fine quality. Subsidies have 
been granted to the road from Chipman to 
Newcastle, and perhaps, with a little effort, 
the extra subsidy might be got to bring it 
to Fredericton. The road has developed 
Kings and Queens counties, carrying mnéh 
material to market that could not be 
handled with teams or freighted in school! - 
ers. In several sections, as at Young’s 
Cove road, the advent of the railway was 
the beginning of a settlement whicli is 
rapidly growing, and bids fair to be oue of 
the business centres of Queens. At Cody’s 
on the Washademoak the road has given an 
impetus to the manufacturing of lumber, 
aud the vicinity of the crossing is being 
rapidly built up.

M F. Ryan and Joseph R. Bland are in 
charge of the trains as conductor and brake- 
man respectively ; and those who go over 
the road and see the way in which they 
master all difficulties incidental to a new 
road will grant they are the right men for 
the place. Each has had several years 
training under Superintendent Haggerty at 
McAdam, and that is all that is necessary 
to produce a competent railway man.

A HEAP OF ASHES.
AM That Remains of the Old Murray 

Residence.

One of the old landmarks of Springhill, 
the Murray homestead, has been swept 
away by fire and nothing remains but a 
heap of ashes and charred and broken tim­
bers. The fire broke out about two o’clock 
on Thursday afternoon, being first noticed 
on the roof near the chimney, and then it 
was too late to fight it effectively as the 
greater portion of the attic was in flames. 
The high wind prevailing at the time fanned 
the blaze so that in an hour and a half the 
building was completely consumed. Quite 
a crowd gathered but nothing could be 
done with backets to check the flames and 
attention was then turned to saving all the 
contents of the house possible. Nothing of 
consequence was got ont of the rooms on 
the upper flat and but little out of the lower, 
the greater quantity of furniture being de­
stroyed. The barns and other outbuildings 
escaped as the wind blew the sparks away 
from them. A telephone message from the 
scene caused quite a number to go up from 
this city but they were too late to render 
any assistance. •

This old building was one of the best 
known residences on the river, being for 
years the home of the Murrays. A few 
years since it was purchased by the firm of 
Sewell & Gellibrand, of England. After a 
time Mr. Gellibrand sold out to Mr. Sewell, 
who Vith his family occupied the building.

The insurance was $3,300, distributed 
among several companies. 'The loss will, 
including furniture, reach double that. sum. 
After the recent occupant—B. D. Sewell- 
purchased the property he put a large 
amount of repairs on the house, and when 
burned it was worth fully $3000.

Resigned the Pastorate.
Rev. B. N. Nobles announced to his con­

gregation at Gibson on Sunday morning 
last that he had concluded to sever his con­
nection with them, and had decided to 
accept a call to a church in Nova Scotia. It 
is needless to say the resignation was a 
surprise to all. Mr. Nobles has been very 
successful in this district, has added to the 
church membership and organized a church 
at Marysville, which in a few months under 
his supervision erected a very neat place 
of worship. He was honored by all, re­
spected by every denomination, and his 
going is not alone a loss .to the Baptist 
people of St. Marys, but is felt by all classes 
of citizens. He takes with him to his new 
field the best wishes of all for his future 
success. The church which Mr. Nobles has 
been called to is the 1st Hlllsburg church, 
one of the largest and most influential of 
the Baptist denomination in the maritime 
provinces. His resignation takes effect the 
first of June. He thus closes three years of 
very successful work in Gibson—the most 
successful period in the history of that 
church.

MarysvlMe Curler».

The latest addition to the ranks of the 
curling world is that of the rinks at Marys­
ville ; and as is the general custom of that 
town, the boys who have gone into the 
game intend being at the top of the ladder. 
They have had several matches with the 
celestials and did very fair work considering 
the time the club has been in existence. 
One thing is certain they can tnm out tRe 
heaviest rink, avoirdupois weight, that can 
be produced in the maritime provinces. 
They handle a stone as though it were an 
egg, and it gets there with no uncertain 
sound when any of the big four propels it. 
Games are in progress two evenings each 
week and a good curler is always welcome.

Scarcity of Water.
The prolonged cold weather has been 

rather severe on the water system and 
frozen pipes appear to be very common. 
Superintendent Burchill is doing all that a 
man can do under the circumstances, and 
those who find their water supply cut off 
should not find too much fault. A few 
warm days will remedy the trouble. The 
water works at St. Marys has also become 
useless and the river is called into requi­
sition. It is a glorious time for the plum­
bers and they have all they can attend to on 
both sides nf the river. Wells bave given 
out in many country districts and cattle 
have to be driven long distances in search 
of it. ______________

On n Racket.
An infantry school man hired a team 

to go to the fire at Springhill on Thursday 
afternoon and got four companions to help 
him celebrate the occasion. Mr. Gunter 
was at Springhill when the crowd arrived 
and took the team from them. They pro­
ceeded to make things especially lively when 
a telephone message to the police magistrate 
sent up the police who arrested the soldier 
who had hired the team. He was placed in 
durance vile, but being called for by the 
provost be was given up and removed to 
.the guard house, where he will remain for 
court martial.

Forcing a Harbor.—Those who think 
St. Stephen and Calais merchants are lack­
ing in enterprise are very much mistaken. 
They have subscribed one hundred dollars 
which is being spent in clearing a passage 
to the bridge so that vessels can get up to 
the wharves.

Enjoyment.—The past few pleasant even- 
ings have been fully enjoyed by both old 
and young. Several sleighing parties have 
visited Springhill where the light fantastic 
was indulged in.

Fainted.—Miss Cadwallader, one of the 
Normal school students, feinted while at 
work at the written examination yesterday 
She was taken home, and is doing all right.

FATHER OF CURLING.
rrederioton Gives that Honor to the Late 

John NellL

The following is clipped from the St. John 
Telegraph and will be read with interest by 
the many friends of the late John Neill of 
Gibson, as well as by the many “brithers of 
the stane and besom ’’ scattered throughout 
the province :

It was away back in the fifties that Mr. 
Neill and his half dozen associates first 
banded themselves together for the purpose 
of prosecuting this game—of all games the 
most fascinating and dear to the heart of a 
Scotchman. For Mr. Neill was a Scotch­
man born and bred in the “ anld countree,” 
and a most worthy and honorable repre­
sentative of that noble race too. The story 
of the inception of this undertaking is well 
told in a letter which Mr. Neill wrote to 
the president and members of the Freder­
icton curling club, under date of Febmary 
6th, 1883, a little more than ten years ago, 
on the occasion of the presentation to the 
Fredericton curling club and to the curlers 
of the province of the Neill silver medal, 
which has ever since been competed for in 
curling matches by the various clubs in ex­
istence throughout the province.

The letter reads as follows :
Gibson, Feb. 6, 1883.

Mr. President and Gentlemen of the 
Fredericton Curling Club :

It is nearly twenty years since this club 
was first organized — December 24th, 1854, 
nineteen years of which I was an active 
member and keen curler, but since I retired 
from business and settled on my farm at 
Gibson, I have only (through your kind­
ness) been an honorary member, though it 
is unnecessary for me to say how deeply I 
feel interested in promoting the success of 
the club ; and, as I took an active part in 
starting and organizing it at first, and in 
order to encourage emulation in the noble 
game of curling, I beg leave to present the 
club with this silver rink medal, to be com­
peted for annually in matches as yon may 
think proper.

When curling was first started here we 
had never heard of it in any part of North 
America. One day the late Ludlow 
Robinson came into my store and threw 
down a Glasgow Herald to me at the desk, 
saying, “Neill, what sort of a game is this 
curling? Here is a description of a great 
match in Scotland, filling six columns of 
this large paper. Could you not start it 
here?"

I immediately commenced reading the 
paper and got quite enthusiastic over it, and 
at once started with a paper to get sub­
scribers for a curling club, and I offered to 
import the stones.

I tried all over Fredericton and conld 
only get the seven following names : Robt. 
Fulton, John Taylor, Robert Thorbnm, 
Wm. A. McLean, Alexander McKilligan, 
Barry Phair and James Moore. They only 
subscribed for one stone each, not knowing 
whether it would a success here or not. 
Next year we got a pair. I then imported 
two dozen pairs of cdrling stones. (In some 
parts of Scotland they are called channel 
stones, mostly in the south). When they 
landed in St. John the customs house of­
ficials did not know what to make of them. 
The nearest they could guess was shoe­
makers’ lap stones. They wrote up to me 
to know what they were, and I sent them 
the invoice. [At the Crystal Palace exhi­
bition in London the cockneys thought 
they were models for cbefcses.]

We had great difficulty at first in getting 
good ice. We tried the river, Heron’s Lake 
and the Nashwaak and several other places, 
but never had so good a place as we got at 
last m the officers’ square. We petitioned 
the colonel of the regiment and got it on 
condition that we would make our rinks on 
the 'graveled roads and hot on the grass. 
We then had to haul the water in casks on 
sleds, which was very laborious work. We 
sank a well outside the fence, intending to 
pump the water on the .rink, bnt went into 
a deep bed of clay, and could get no water. 
At the request of Hugh McLean, sheriff of 
Woodstock, I sent him up a dozen pairs of 
stones in boxes, but lie kept them only one 
year and returned them, stating that they 
could not form a club — and they have not 
yet succeeded in getting one there. The 
curlers ball was the best shot made since 
the formation of the club. It was a great 
success.

You were too exclusive of the ladies be­
fore. You will now have their sympathy 
and best wishes, when you go abroad to 
fight your battles, and victory will be sure. 
It takes a vast deal of energy and persever­
ance to first establish a club, and hoping 
that this rink medal will go down to future 
generations as an historical memento of the 
first formation of the club, I remain, gentle­
men, Yours very truly, „

John Neill.
At the meeting at which this letter was 

read by James 8. Neill, son of the writer and 
the present president of the Fredericton 
curling club, the greatest enthusiasm 
was displayed on the receipt of the medal 
and letter.

It was moved by Mr. Hazen, seconded by 
E. H. Allen, and

Resolved, That the communication from 
Mr. Neill be entered in full on the minutes, 
and that the thanks of the club be tendered 
to Mr. Neill for his generosity in presenting 
the club with the handsome and appropriate 
medal ; and farther

Resolved, That a copy of this resolution be 
forwarded to Mr. Neill by the secretary.1

The minutes further say that the resolu­
tion was carried unanimously, followed by 
three cheers for Mr. Neill and For He’s a 
Jolly Good Fellow, We can imagine with 
what heartiness the members present joined 
in the singing. This short mono-stanza 
when sung by a body of men who were and 
are yet “jolly good fellows ” in every sense 
of the word, constitutes a most effectual and 
appropriate testimonial to Mr. Neill’s char­
acter as a Scottish gentlemen, and an esti­
mable tribute to his courage, determination 
and success as a curler and the father of 
curling in the dominion.

The reference to the curlers’, ball made in 
Mr. Neill’s letter, was called forth by the 
success of the great curlers' ball given in the 
court house here by the members of the 
Fredericton club a short time before the 
letter was written, at which the elite of 
Fredericton as well as a great number of 
people from other parts of the province 
were present, and which was not only a 
great soci «1 event, but was of almost historic 
importance, as marking the introduction, or 
at any rate the public recognition of the 
presence of the fairer sex as a pleasurable 
concomitant to the game which has since 
become so great a favorite in New Bruns­
wick.

The old curlers of Fredericton were a 
jovial, hardy, keen-eyed body of men, and 
many a glorious day they passed upon the 
ice, both in their own celestial and else­
where. It must have been a “ canny ” sight 
to see those old veterans wending their way 
with “ stanes ’’ and brooms to Heron’s lake, 
(now called Killarney), a distance of three 
miles north of this city, and there “soop- 
ing" the snow from the ice in the midst of 
rollicking fan, making their “tees" and 
placing their stanes, playing the “ grand 
auld game " in the middle of the forest.

Mr. Neill is the last of the original seven 
curlers named in this letter, and with his 
death the last link is severed with Frederic­
ton's curling past, and the younger genera­
tion have nothing more tangible than his 
memory and the Neil silver medal, to re­
mind them of his great services in the in­
terests of the game. Not that his memory 
is too small a thing to keep them in remem­
brance of his worth. To the last and as 
long as the games continues to be played 
in the celestial, curlers will remember wÿh 
respect for his character and regret for his 
loss the sturdy and high principled auld 
Scotchman to whose exertions their favorite 
pastime owes its very existence in this prov­
ince. ______________

Doing Well.—The latest report from en­
gineer Fred Little of Vanceboro, who was 
thrown from the cab of his engine by a 
broken connecting rod, is that he is doing 
as well as possible considering bis wounds. 
The cut on bis bead is very painful, but the 
broken arm is the greatest of bis injuries.
