This 
image, which, after a variety ef ex 
perieucen, found ito way to the 
shrine w"hiob it at present occupies, 
is an objeet of great veneration to 
the faithful of Toledo, so Mr. Bonsai 
says ; and he might have added 
that the devotion to the Virigin of 
the Sagrario is popular with Span­
ish Catholics wherever they are to 
be found. For there ia hardly a 
Spanish-speaking community of any 
size, in Spain or in Spanish colonies, 
wherein that devotion ie not gener­
ally practiced by the faithful. The 
Virgin of the Sagrario in the To­
ledo cathedral ia very rich in the 
ornaments she possesses. In olden 
times, when Toledo was the oily of 
royal residence, every Spanish prin­
cess who;married deemed it her duty 
to bestow upon this image of Our 
Lady the dresa she wore at her wed­
ding; but these gowns now go to 
Our Lady of Atooba, the popular 
Marian shrine at Madrid.

aide the city itself, down by the 
riverside, and our writer asserts 
that many legends are conneottd 
with it. Within it are treasured 
the remains of the sainted virgin 
and martyr whose name the edifice

Several other Toledo eburehes are 
mentioned in this Century paper, 
for inetanoe, that of Santo Toms, 
where, when Mr, Bonsai visited it, 
a requiem Mass was being celebrated 
for some deceased nobleman, after 
which alms were distributed among 
the poor in attendance ; and the 
shrine of the Virgin of the Valley, 
in the suburbs, a little rustic ohm oh 
hat boasts of neither cure nor 

sacristan ; but which ie daily opened 
by the first person who goes to it to 
render hie devotions to the benign 
patroness of the shrine, and is closed 
in the evening by the last worship­
per to leave it. Tne article close, 
with brief allusion to a memorial 
celebration held in the cathedral, on 
the anniversary of the battle of 
Lepanto, on which occasion the

a “ Te Deum ” for the victory which 
he won in the interests of Chris­
tianity was chanted.

Death of a Scottish Bishop-
Great regret ie felt throughout 

the Catholio Church in Great Bri­
tain, but especially in Scotland, at 
Jhe unexpected death of the Bt B v. 
Hugh Joseph McDonald, Bishop of 
Aberdeen, who died on Sunday, 
29.h .May, at the residence of his 
brother, the Archbishop of Edin­
burgh, at Greenhill Girdeas, Elio-' 
burgh. His Lcrdship visited Rome 
at Christmas and on his return de- 
velojjed symptoms which necessita­
ted his withdrawal from active duty. 
He was 58 years of sge at hie death 
and a man of splendid, physique, as 
is hie brother the Aroh bishop. He 
was the son of the, late Angus Mo- 
Donsli, of Glenaladale, and thus 
belongs to one of the most intei eat­
ing and honorable families in Scot­
land—one of his ancestors, known as 
Alexander the Seventh, of Glenala­
dale took an relive part in the 
cause of Prinoe Charlie in 1745. 
He followed the Prince’s fortunes 
to the list and at Collcden was Ma­
jor in Clanranali’a regiment and 
was severely wounded. He was 
consecrated Bishop of Aberdeen in 
October, 1890, and leaves behind 
him a splendid record of hie eight 
years of episcopal labor. Hie body

The Work of Protectant Popes

In the very readable article which 
Le oontributee to the June Atlantic 
Monthly on “ The Montaniane,” M 
Rdlin Lyndo Hartt speaks in any­
thing but a complimentary fashion 
of ihe Protestant preachers who are 
located in that northwestern state.

The Holy ShrouA-
The Rome special correspondent 

of the New York Freeman’s Jour­
nal, writing under date of May 30th, 
oontributee the following: Turin 
this week bas bien the scene of a 
great pilgrimage to pay reverence 
to the Holy Winding Sheet of Our 
Lord, which is being presented to 
the veneration of the public for the 
first time in thirty years. The ex- 
poeition will last for twelve days, 
and it ia oalinlited that more than 
a million persons will visit it dur­
ing this time. For the first thi'- 
leen centuries of the Cori tian era 
this, the gieatest of all ni ce, wee 
venerated in the East ; toward the 
middle of the four teen ti century it 
was brought from Cyprus to the 
West by Godfrey, Count of Charny, 
in Burgogne, who dopositei it in 
his Oasila of Sirey, near Troye, and 
founded a canonical chapter to 
guard if. At Sirey it remained un­
til 1418, when Oh impigne baing 
harassed by war and the precious 
relie in danger of profanation, the 
canons rrqnesel Humbert dtl'a 
Rocoa, vassal of Amedes VHf., tb<- 
first Duka of S ivoy, to taka it in n 
hie custody in his ca-th of Monfori, 
in Burgogne, t 'gather with some 
other relics. Tnirty-four years 
afterward Humbert's widow bestow- 
ed it on the House of Sivoy. In 
1632 the Holy Winding Sheet was 
miraculously saved from being 
burnt in a cnnfl ig-ali >i which di

placed. During this time it was 
twice exp-sod for veneration at 
Pineroli (1478) md Veroelli (1494), 
both cities of Piedmont. Ii 1535 
it was again carried to Vercelli 
from Chambray and remained there 
until 1758, when it was taken to 
Tarin, where it has been ever since. 
Daring the present century the 
Holy Winding Sheet has been pnt- 
lioly venerated five times—in 1814, 
when Victor Emmanuel I. re-en­
tered his States ; in 1815, when 
Pius VIL was in Tarin on his re­
turn from exile ; in 1822, at the in­
auguration of the reign of Carlo 
Felice of Savoy, and in 1842 and 
1868, at the marriages of Victor 
Emmannel and his son, the preeent 
King Humbert. The winding 
sheet in which Our Lord’s body wss 
enveloped at His burial is mention­
ed by the four evangelists. Among 
the Jewieh rites for the dead it was 
onstomary, alter closing the eyes 
and the month, to bind them with 
strips of cloth, to comb the hair, 
wash the body, anoint it with un­
guents and wrap it in a sheet. This 
sheet does not correejiond exactly 
with what we call a winding sheet, 
being a rather narrow piece of linen 
which covered the body, back and 
front, with the extremities meeting 
at the feet, in such a manner that a 
doable impression of the figure 
would be left if stained with blood 
or ointments. This double impre - 
sion of our Lord’s body is clearly 
visible in the precious relic now at 
Twin, with the wounds in the 
bauds, feet and side, the marks of 
the crown of thorns and the out­
lines of the beard and hair of Onr 
Saviour. The impression is a little 
over 5 feet 8J- inches long, and 
every member of the body is in ex­
act proportion. The ceremonies at 
Turin on the 25th, when the expo­
sition of the Holy Winding Sheet 
was inaugurated, were of the most 
imjxieing character. Five arch- 
biehops and bishops assisted at the 
functions in the presence of the 
princes and princesses of the house 
of Savoy, among these being the 
Prinoees Clotilda-, who thirty years 
ago sewed it in the red damask 
doth from which it was removed 
last Wednesday. »

The circumstances under which 
the recently <epj»oihted Archbishop 
ol Freiburg-im-Btiegau, the Most 
Rev. Dr. Komp, passed away were 
jieouliarly painful and pathetic. 
The people of the archdiocese bad 
long been awaiting the appointment 
of a chief pastor, and it was only at 
the last consistory that the promo­
tion of Bishop Komp from the See 
of Fnlda lo that of. Freiburg 
was published. Dr. Komp went 
from Fulda to Mayence on hie way 
to Freiburg, where he was to be en­
throned. He was apparently in 
excellent health on his arrival in 
Mayenoe, but in the afternoon of 
the day of bis arrival he was at­
tacked with apoplexy, and passed 
away at 1 o’clock next morning, 
having been unconscious from 8 
o’jtikok in the evening. Thus he 
was called to his reward on the very 
eve of the day on which he wae to 
take charge of his new flock, and 
the Anseigblatt, or aunounoement 
shoe' for the archdiocese, published 
at one and the same time the notifi­
cation of his death by the chapter 
and hie first pastoral letter. The 
Archbishop's demise, which leaves 
the diocese again without a chief 
pastor, ie a solemn reminder of 
the uncertainty and nothingness 
of life.

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Progress of the War-

The war news of the week has 
been of the usual unreliable and 
contradictory character. We were 
informed from Washington, on 
the 23rd that the American army 
of invasion had all been landed on 
Cuban soil, fifteen miles below 
Santiago. Despatches of the same 
date again intimated that the 
greatest conflict of the war was 
not many days off. We have 
grown so accustomed to this an 
nouncement that it does not now 
excite us to any alarming extent 
This statement has been re­
peated every day since ; but the 
battle, so far as we know, has not 
yet materialized. In conection 
with the landing of the troops, 
the further information was 
vouchsafed that the landing was 
accomplished without a single 
casualty. We were told that the 
plan of campaign was for the Am 
encan army to march towards 
Santiago from the southeast while 
the insurgents would mass them 
selves on the north and north east 
of the city, thus hemming it in, as 
the harbor stretches for some 
distance on the west, thus cutting 
off the rest of the Spanish army. 
This arrangement for the invest­
ment of Santiago is, of course, on 
paper only. Madrid advices of 
the 24th informed us that cable 
despatches received there from 
Admiral Cervera, intimated that 
the crews of the Spanish 
ships at Santiago had joined the 
land forces in order to take part 
in the defence of the city. A 
later despatch from the same 
quarter stated that the Spaniards 
had victoriously repulsed the 
enemy. The intelligence received 
the same date from Washington 
indicated that the Americans ap­
preciate the seriousness of the 
situation caused by the presence of 
Cervera’s squadron ; for we are 
told the impression prevails that 
the Spaniards are likely to make 
their strongest stand close to 
Santiago, and it is freely confessed 
that so long as the Spanish ships 
remain there the campaign against 
that city must be conducted 
against great odds. The guns of 
Admiral Cervera’s ships command 
the hills over which the soldiers 
must go to attack the town and 
reach the bay. London advices 
of the 24th, said that a despatch 
from Madrid received in the first 
named city, intimated that the 
Spanish Premier had declared in 
the Cortes, on Thursday, that 
Admiral Camara’s squadron was 
on its ^ay to the Philippinea 
Further news from Madrid stated 
that official intelligence from Ha 
van» contained the information 
that "an American vessel bom­
barded the town of Casilda, pro­
vince of Santa Clara, about five 
miles south of Trindad, with 
which it- is connected by rail, for 
three hours. She fired 150 big 
shells. The troops and the 
gunboat Dépendante co-operated 
in a brilliant defence, and the 
American vessel was obliged to 
retire after damaging some houses 
and shops.” On Saturday, we 
were informed that, on the pre­
vious day, about one thousand 
American troops attacked two 
thousand Spanish soldiers, in a 
thicket five miles from Santiago, 
and that the Americans beat the 
enemy back into the city. The 
same despatch says twelve Am­
ericans were killed, and at least 
fifty wounded, including six 
officers, and that several of the 
wounded will di& It was also 
said that twelve aead Spaniards 
were found in the bush after the 
fight ; but that their loss must 
have been in excess of that Fur­
ther Washington advices of Satur­
day stated that if the Cadiz fleet 
passed through the Suez canal to 
attack Dewey, in the Philippines, 
an American squadron would 
steam accross the Atlantic straight 
for the coast of Spain. A despatch 
from Jaragua, Cuba, dated the 
27th informs .us that the initial 
fight of Colonel Wood’s rough 
riders and the troops of the First 
and Tenth Regiments of calvary 
took place at La Tuasina. It is 
stated that the American troops 
walked right into an ambuscade 
of Spanish soldiers. For an hour 
an a half, it is said, the American 
troops were subjected to a storm 
of bullets ; but that finally the 
Spanish troops tied towards Santi­
ago. What the losses on either 
side were is not definitely known ; 
but it is reported that sixteen 
dead bodies were discovered, 
while sixty others were wounded 
or are reported to be missing. 
The losses on the Spanish side 
are not reported.

The Bng’i County Judgeship-

The Patriot of Saturday last 
announced that Hon. A B. War- 
burton, Premier of the Province, 
had been appointed County Court 
Judge for King’s County in sue 
cession to the late Judge fieddin 
and since then Judge Warburton 
has been receiving the congratula­
tions of his friends. As a rule 
judgeships are given by the Gov 
eminent of the day as rewards to 
their party friends for 'active' 
political service. There have 
been, however, "in the history of 
the Dominion since confederation 
exceptions to this rale. Sir John 
McDonald, who exercised a most 
jealous care regarding the effici 
ency of the judiciary, more than 
once appointed to the bench men 
oppojad to him in politics. It 
wou^Vcf course, be too much to 
expect that the present Federal 
Government would do anything 
so liberal as appoint a man to 
the bench, or to any other office, 
who was not a dyed in the wool 
Grit So far as Mr. Warbnrtrn 
is personally concerned we have 
no fault to find with his appoint 
meat He is a very respectable 
gentlemen, wEd Will, no doubt, 
efficiently discharge the duties of 
his office. As to hie Gritism there is 
certainly no one to dispute that it 
was sufficiently ardent to entitle 
him to the consideration of his 
friends at Ottawa when offices 
were to be distributed. No 
doubt, he feels jubilant over his 
appointment, in as much as it re­
lieves him from the burden of the 
Premiership, rendered so extreme­
ly uncomfortable by the deplor­
able muddle into which he and 
his political friends have brought 
the financial condition of ‘ eur 
Province. One by one, the rats 
are leaving the sinking ship 
Thus far we have spoken of the 
appointment from personal and 
political points of view ; but there 
is a principle involved in this ap 
pointaient that should not be 
lost sight of. Taking into ac­
count the number of Catholics in 
the Province in proportion to the 
total population ; the percentage 
of the public offices held by them 
and the traditions, the unwritten 
law—by which appointments of 
this kind were supposed to be 
governed, this office properly be 
longed to a Catholic, When we 
make this statement, we do not 
say that a Catholic should have 
been appointed to the office, 
whether or not he was otherwise 
qualified. But, seeing that there 
are several Catholics possessing 
all the requisite qualifications for 
the position ; that some of them 
have been lifelong Liberals and 
have supported the Government 
now in power at Ottawa, Catho­
lics had a just right to expect 
that one of their number should 
have received the‘appointment. 
Catholics are almost one half the 
population of this Province, yet of 
the six judges appointed by the 
Dominion Government—three on 
the Supreme Court bench and 
three County Court judges, only 
one, the Chief Justice, is a Catho­
lic. In this appointment we 
have ample proof, that Catholics 
as we have already more than 
once pointed out, need expect no 
justice from the Government now 
in power at Ottawa. We must 
assume that the appointment was 
made on the recommendation of 
the Island’s representative in the 
Federal Cabinet, Sir Louis Da­
vies. It is just what might have 
been expected from him ; this is 
not the first experience Catholics 
have had of what Sir Louis is 
willing to do for them. Our 
Grit friends are very nice at elec­
tion times, and do not by any 
means despise Catholic voters ; 
but when offices are to he distri­
buted these same voters are not 
worthy of consideration. Will 
Catholics continue to 
such a party ?

Pr ii announced from Ottawa 
that Hon. David Laird has been 
appointed a commissioner to in­
vestigate the affaira of Dorchester 
Penitentiary. Since the present 
Government came into power at 
Ottawa, commissioners have been 
appointed to investigate alleged 
irregularities in the Kingston and 
St. Vincent de Paul Penitentiaries, 
These commissions were scarcely 
anything more than fat jobs from 
which friends of the Government 
drew many thousands of dollars; 
and no doubt the commission un­
der review is nothing else, than a 
sop to Mr. Laird to keep him 
quiet, and thus shut him out from 
the succession to the Lieutenant- 
Governorship, when it next be­
comes vacant It is remarkably 
strange that if there is any­
thing in connection with Dor­
chester Penitentiary requiring in- 
vesigation, the investigation should 
be delayed for two years after 
the party of purity took the reins 
of Government at Ottawa. This 
Affair is too transparent altogether.

In consequence of the appoint­
ment of Hon. Mr. Warburton to a 
judgeship, the Government of the 
Province is once more dissolved ; 
ones more a Leader has to be 
chosen. At the rate the present 
administration uses us its Leaders, 
it is likely to be known in our 
political history as a manufactory 
of ex-Premiers. Yesterday, we 
understand, was the day appointed 
for chosing the man tor the Pre­
miership ; but at this writing we 
bavenotheard whatsuccessattend- 
ed the deliberations of the brethren.

destloe to the Spenieh People

The Boston Herald has dore a 
very handsome thing for the e rase 
of troth and justice in pub 
iiehiog three remarkable articles in 
vindication of the character of the 
Spanish people. We presume the 
motive of the Herald wa-, what 
every honest, disinterested person 
most approve, to correct popular 
misapprehension of the character 
even of en enemy with whom we 
are at war. The first article was a 
symnopais, by a correspondent, ol 
the fouith of July oratioo of George 
Sumner, delivered before the muni­
cipal authorities of Bistro in 1869, 
in which be noonnted the servic e 
of Spain in giving aid and counte­
nance to this country during our 
revolutionaiy struggle. This artitl 
appeared in the issue of the HerolJ 
for March 26, 1898. Tbe second 
was a letter from F. R Guernsey, 
the regular Mexican correspondent 
of tbe Herald, in lie Sunday issue ol 
May 8, .giving his impressions of 
the true character of the Spanish 
people as he had learned it from 
several years’ intercourse with them 
in Mexico, ami the third is a “ Plea 
for Spain,” in the Sunday issue of 
May 16, by Abba Goold Wooleon, 
whn, during two visits to Spain, nne 
in 1882, and the other in 1892, 
spent moie than a year in travelling 
through that country, from one to 
the other, visiting til the principal 
cities ; attending the anniversary 
celebrations; mitgling with people 
of every class in their every-day av­
ocations and amusements, and for 
five months travelling alone with 
perfect impunity-from insult or In 
terferenoe. These wriiers are tl. 
Prolestants, and they all give as the 
motive of their writing the ground­
less and unjust opinions, impressions 
and prejudices generally prevalent 
among English-speaking people in 
regard to the true obarao'.er of the 
Spanish people. Mrs. Wooleon 
gives a cine to the origin of ibis un­
favorable estimate of the Spanish 
character. After alluding to the uni­
versal agreement in denouncing the 
Spaniard as a “ cruel, bloodthirsty 
an<f treacherous being, and hia na­
tion as a corrupt, fast decaying 
power,” she says :—

‘ It is a view embalmed in the 
immortal literature of the sixteenth 
century, when Elizabeth and Pres­
byterianism were contending against 
tbe vicions Philip II. and his Qatb. 
olioism.”

In a word, ilia an inheritance from 
the violence of the Protestant Re­
formation, which, bated, despised and 
denounced everything Catholic, and 
Spain because it was-Caihoiic. Eng­
lish literature saturated with the 
prejudice, and we, in this country, 
have inherited it. There is nothing 
so difficult to counteract as a pre­
judice, but, thank God, there are 
always some honest, independent 
souls who are willing to do justice 
even in the face of hostile prejudice. 
Mrs. Woolson's testimony in favor ol 
the Spanish character is very emphatic. 
A luding to the popular, opinion she 
says:— ‘‘Yet, observation has 
taught me that, so far from being 
correct, this prevalent opinion re­
garding tbe people of Spain is the 
exact opposite ol the truth. Judging 
only from what I have seen for my­
self, I am compeiled 10 believe that 
jhe Spaniards at home are a singular­
ly hones', quiet, sunny.natured race, 
scorning meaness, and honorable for 
honor’s sake. With great sobriety of 
demeanor, especially in tbe north, 
they have kindness of heart and 
generosily of spirit, snd maintain a 
frank, sincere beating in all their in­
tercourse. I am aware bow incred­
ible this will sound ; yet allegiance to 
truth and justice makes any other 
testimony on my part impossible.”

Speaking of the invariable courtesy 
and kindness with which she was 
everywhere treated she continues i-a» 

“ Nowhere did I behold any 
violence of demeanor or speech— 
such as one often sees in Italy, if not 
in France—no cruelty to animals, for 
I attended co bull-fights, and no 
evidence of a passionate and revenge­
ful temperament, Everywhere was 
order, quiet, good-humor. Two 
officers from the national civil guard 
made every road and railway station 
absolutely safe even in the lonliest 
mountain passes.”

Space will not allow us to quote 
further from this interestingletter.

Tbe testimony of Mr. Guernsey, 
he Herald’s regular Mexican cor­

respondent, is similar to that of Mrs. 
Woolson :—

“ I say this',” be writes, “ about the 
Spaniards. I know and have been 
among them for years. I am aware 
ol their national defects, but they are 
a brave, a religious and a kindly 
people.” “The Spanish residents 
are, in' the main, most estimable 
people. They are E-daily example 
of industry and frugality.” “ People 
who regard tbe Spaniards as Don 
Quixotes, or as fire-eaters, do not 
know them. The north-country 
Spaniard is a trans-Atlantic Yankee, 
cute and hard-working.”

He says the Spaniard is frank, a 
good friend, can be depended upon 
in business, hopsitable, warm-hearted 
This man, though a Protestant, has 
lived long enough among the Catho­
lics of Mexico to learn something of 
tbe difference between the “ pictur­
esque orthodoxy ” of -the Oathclic 
religion and the “ grim, bare and un­
comfortable old orthodoxy " of New 
England Puritanism. The refining, 
purifying, elevating influence of the 
Catholic religion, as developed in 
Mexico especially among tbe women, 
young and cld, is a favorite topic with 
him. We regret that our space will 
not allow us to give even a brief 
synopsis of the facts - mentioned in 
Mr. Suronei’s oration. Our only 
surprise is that the facts mentioned in 
that oration have not become more 
widely known in ihis country. We 
can not but think that if they had 
been, our estimate of tbe Spanish na 
tion would have been very different 
from what it if. Suffice is that, Mr. 
Sumner proves, from facts verified by 
original documents in tbe government 
archives at Washington, that we are 
really more indebted to Spain than 
to France for the success of our 
revolutionary struggle. But we may 
recur to this topic in a future issue.— 
Sacred Heart Review.
