that the question should be publicly 
tried by a German Court of Justice, 
and Hoensb.ueub, with the consent 
of Dasbach, brought an action at 
law against the latter tor the re.

except by recommending him to 
give bia victim • good beating in­
stead, they hold that it la lawful to 
suggest thie latter alternative. But 

tfie they do not proclaim that it is law­
ful for a man to be at another. Thie 
teaching is not* by any means 
confined to Jesuit theologians.' The 
Court of course, concluded by affirm­
ing that Hoenabroeok bad failed to 
make good his title to the 2,000 
florins offered by Father Deebaob. 
What the real teaching of the Jesuits 
on the matter is, may be gathered 
from the following extract of the 
last isene (October T, 1905) of the 
Oiviita Cattolioa.

The maxim: "theend justifies 
the means “ may be understood in 
three seneee, viz : “ 1. A good end
justifiée and makes good means 
which in themselves are indifferent, 
that ia neither good nor bad, when 
the person who usee them acts with 
an upright intention, according to 
the sentence of the gospel : “ If your 
eye be single your whole body will 
be lightsome." Tbqe he who takee 
food or drink or rest with the in­
tention of giving glory to God and 
of strengthening himself in order to 
serve Him, eanotifies these actions, 
and renders them meritorious, al­
though in themselves they have no 
moral signifloanoe good or bad.

2. “In the case of scandal, a good 
end justifies and renders lawful not 
the direct and formal use of means 
bad in themselves, but advice to a 
person to commit a minor evil and 
with the formal intention of prevent- 
ng a greater evil ; or to permit an 

occasion of evil, with the intention 
of correcting or punishing the guilty 
pers< n ; or even to offer a person an 
occasion of evil, with the intention 
of attaining an honest end thereby. 
Thus it is lawful to persuade a man 
bent upon killing his enemy to give 
him a good beating instead to al 
low a servant to steel in order to 
catch him in the act, end thns to 
provide for one's own security and 
the reformation of the thief ; to bor 
row money from a usurer in order 
to liberate one’s self from serious 
difficulties.

3. A good end justifies, that is 
renders good and lawful, bad mean», 
in the sense that an action morally 
unlawful and wicked becomes good 
and honest when it is done to obtain 
a good end ; for example, using ly­
ing and calumny in order to save 
the reputation or the life of one’s 
neighbor."

On the first point all are agreed ; 
the third is a calumnious charge of 
which the Jesuits have been solemnly 
acquitted by a German Court of Jus­
tice. The second is therefore the 
only point open to debate among 
sensible persons, and it furnishes 
some very different matter-

Is it idle to hope that this import 
ant decision in favor of the Jesuits 
will mark the beginning of the end 
of the long campaign of calumny 
waged against them almost since 
their foundation ? Hardly, for 
Jesuitism in the Protestant mind has 
boot.me synomyoue with craft and 
unsorupulousnees, end the word has 
passed into English language with 
this meaning, as may be even from 
the Standard Dictionary,

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It is announced from London 
that Field Marshal Lord Robets 
has resigned from the committee 
for Imperial defence, and that 
Viscount Usher, deputy Governor 
of Windor Castle and Lieutenant- 
General Sir John French, com­
mander of the first army corps 
at Aldershot' have been requested 
to join this committee.

The new steamship, Cassandra, 
ordered by the Donaldson line 
for the St. Laurence trade will
be ten thousand tons, with twin 
screws and quadruple expansion 
engines. She will be equipped 
with all the latest comforts and 
conveniencies for passengers, the 
company having found this 
branch of business, through ex­
perience with the new steamer 
Atnenia, most profitable. The 
Cassandra will ply between Glas­
gow and Montreal.

Ottawa advices say that the 
Colonial Conference which, in the 
ordinary course of events, was to 
meet in June of next year, has 
been postponed until 1907. The 
postponement is said to be on 
account of Australia not being 
able to attend in consequence of 
the elections there. It is also 
suggested that the name be 
changed from Colonial Conference 
to Imperial Conference. The 
Government of Canada suggested 
the name Imperial Conference, if 
there was any necessity for a 
change in name. It is stated that 
British imports to Canada have 
increased by one third since the 
last Colonial Conference, in con­
sequence of the preference.

Monday’s advices from London 
state that Premier Balfour form­
ally tendered to King Edward 
the '‘resignation of himself and 
Cabinet. . The King accepted the 
resignations and invited Sir 
Henry Campbell-Bannerman to 
form a Government. Sir Henry 
accepted the task and the new 
Cabinet will likely be announced 
very soon. It is intimated that 
Lord Rosebery will be entirely 
ignored in the new ministry. 
John Morley is spoken of as the 
probable occupant of the Indian 
office, and Herbert Henry Asquith 
is likely to be Chancellor of the 
Exchequer ; with Lord Elgin, 
Secretary of Foreign affairs and 
Sir Edward Grew, Secretary for 
the colonies.

The Moncton Transcript and the 
Halifax Chronicle, Government 
organs, are not in lengthy and 
pungent editorials against a move 
which they say is on foot in cer­
tain quarters to hand the road 
over to a private corporation. 
This movement is said to have its 
origin in the Senate. Senator Mc­
Mullen and a few other members 
of the upper house are at the 
bottom of the matter, so says our 
contempararies. Their object, 
according to the papers already 
quoted, is to hand the road over 
to Jim Hill of the Great Northern 
or some other powerful corpor­
ation. Against anything of this 
kind these papers enter a solemn 
protest It is pointed ont that 
however much the two political 
perties may differ on questions of 
administration of the road, both 
agree that it should remain under 
Government control. It is point­
ed out that the interests of the 
Maritime Provinces demand this 
and that it is solemnly guaranteed 
by the Confederation Pact. We 
shall hear more about this matter 
later, if there is any real founda 
tion for the report inquestion.

Via Seattle, Washington, comes 
the intelligence that the Bubonic 
plague is raging in Yokohama, 
Japan.

It is stated in the 
same connection that scarcely any 
more vessels will be given a 
clean bill of health until the 
soourge is wiped out. Four 
deaths had resulted from the 
disease before the Dakota had 
sailed from Yokohama, and many 
reports of sickness had been 
received. The surgeon on the 
steamer stated that few, if any, 
more vessels would be allowed to 
leave Yokohama. He intimated 
that the authorities were taking

nected with the plumbing interest 
were ever on trial before as are 
now accused before the courts of 
Toronto . The conspiracy in which 
the defendants are implicated in­
cludes the firms which deal with 
plumbers’ suppliés, the contracting 
and employing plumbers, and the 
working members of the plumbers 
union. It is charged that the 
labor union is in such close 
accord with the employers’ union 
that they conspired together to 
the injury of the public 

The evidence goes to show that 
the combination among the manu­
facturers and sellers of plumbers' 
supplies was an agreement for ex 
elusive dealing. These dealers 
agreed to sell only to master 
plumbers who belonged to a trust 
or guild of their own. Plumbers 
who did not belong found that 
they could not buy the goods they 
needed. Most similar aséociations 
do not make these exclusive deals. 
They sell to all, but allow special 
terms to the guild, or trust, or 
association with which they wish 
to do business. These concessions 
are given in the form of a rebate 
after the purchase has been com­
pleted. The evidence taken at 
Toronto goes to show that the 
dealers in plumbers' supplies did 
not guard their dealings by such 
protection. They simply refused 
the goods, sometimes saying that 
they bad none to spare, and in 
some cases, as was shown by let­
ters produced, recklessly stating as 
the reason not to fill an order that 
they had agreed not to sell outside 
the union of plumbers, The pur­
chasing plumbers on their part 
accepted the price which the ven­
dors fixed.

The contracting plumbers had 
several agreements. In the first 
place their union seems to have 
agreed to buy supplies only from 
the combine which dealt in these 
articles. Secondly, they fixed a 
price for certain services and for 
goods supplied by them to their 
customers where there was no 
large contract. It was also agreed 
that when plumbing work was to 
be given out by tender the pon- 
tracting plumbers would not com- 
pete. In place of sending their 
offers to the parties calling for 
tenders, they handed them into 
the head office ef their own asso­
ciation. There the parties who 
desired the work met and the fig­
ure# which they proposed to sub­
mit were compared, An average 
of the tenders was struck and this 
was made the basis of the offer 
sent in to the builder. It became 
the lowest tender, and a number 
were put in aboye it. It was de­
cided among the competitors who 
should have the job, which seems 
as a rule to have gone to the low­
est tenderer, but was sometimes 
awarded by lot. The man who 
did the job received the amount of 
the lowest original tender, and the 
difference between that amount 
and the contract figure agreed 
upon was divided among the oth­
ers in the combination. Thus one 
plumber testified that he and an­
other received $10.50 each from a 
job allotted kua third man. An­
other swore that he had given I. 
O. U.’s of $5 each to three others

five dollars to each of the plumbing 
establishments in the town. A 
diamber named Allison obtained a 
contract on the ielotation hospital, 
and paid twelve others $20 each, 
adding the $240 to the price for 
which he was willing to do the 
work. The notes for these am­
ounts were given at the table 
where the tenders were fixed, so 
one of the parties admitted. He 
added : “ We drew lots as to who 
should come second, third and so 
on. I was next to Allison and if 
I got it)I was to assume the I. O. 
U.’s. The various tenders were 
all decided on as we sat at the 
table." A plumber named Reeves 
had four L O. U.’s ‘that he had not 
collected when he testified. They 
were for $50, $10, $15 and $40 
representing his allotments on the 
contracts 6f other plumbers.

As mentioned above, the jour 
neymen plumbers were also a part 
of the organization. The employ 
ing plumbers agreed to employ 
only union men, and in return the 
union men agreed not to woflTfor 
employers outside the combine. 
This made life pretty hard for the 
plumber outside the organization. 
In the first place he could get no 
supplies. Then he was excluded 
from the deal in tenders. Finally 
he could get no union men to work 
for him. Secretary Kingwood, of 
the plumbers’ union, produced his 
hooka They showed a resolution 
“ that Thorne’s shop be pulled ” 
which meant that members of the 
uion could not work there. Thorne 
had remained oat of the associa 
tion, but after this he went in, 
paying the penalties levid upon 
him. There was a record “ that 
one Nicholls be fined $1 for riding 
his wheel and $4 for contempt of 
court,” the court being the union 
executive. Foreman Corterer of 
the sprinkler fitters was find for 
handling tools. Brother Topham 
was fined $25 for working for a 
master plumber notin the associa- 
tion, and $20 was paid another 
brother for time lost after he was 
callled away from a non-combine 
shop before he found another job.

It will be seen that the plumb­
ers’ combine in Ontario is a sort 
of three story structure. Among 
the defendants in court are repre­
sentatives of all three associations 
for unions.—St. John Sun.

Big Railway Fire.

One cf the worst fjres that has 
been in Charlottetown for some years 
was discovered in the Blacksmith 
•hop of the P. E. I. Railway shortly 
gfter 1 o’clock on Thursday morning 
lut. The 6re spread rapidly and 
before it was controlled destroyed the 
blacksmith shop, the carpenter and 
the car «hop, together with a large 
amount of vslijablp tools, patterns, 
fixings, etc. Bells were tinging and 
whistles were blowing aod the glare 
of the flames gave the beaveni » 
fiery redness. The brigade was on 
hand at short notice and did 
splendid work. It bad been raining 
all the previous day and all that 
night, iqd tbig probably prevented a 
more serious conflagration. The 
wind, shifted shortly after the fire 
was discovered and blew towards the 
water fronf, aod this doubtless

A Halifax despatch of yesterday gives 
the following account of the loss of the 
Steamer Lnnenburg with ten men : 
In a blinding enow storm and in a gele 
that raised on awfnlsea the Nova Scotia 
steamship Lunenburg struck off Am­
herst Island, Magdalene, early Monday 
morning and eleven persons who were 
on board perished. One of the drown 
ed is R. J. Leslie of Halifax, member 
of the Quebec Legislature for the Mag. 
dalen Islands and Managing Director 
of the Company that owned the Lunen­
burg. Besides Mr. Leslie there was 
one other passenger on board, a mer­
chant of the Magdalen Islands.

The Lnnenbnrg left Pictou for the 
Magdalene Saturday night and was off 
Amherst, her destination, before day­
light Monday morning. She was to 
proceed throngh the passage between 
Entry Island and Amherst Island, tbs 
latter a part of the main Magdalen 
Island. The wind was blowing a gale 
and there was a tremendous eea bat 
what caused the disaeterlwas a blinding 
storm. In this the Lnnenbnrg lost her 
way and struck on Amherst Island 
about two miles from the roadstead, 
for there is no wharf accommodatioL 
there. Tremendous seas began break­
ing over the steamer and early in the 
day lix of the crew determined to pnf 
off in a boat for the shore. They made 
the two miles passage safely.

Capt. Pride, R. J. Leslie and the nine 
other», with faith in the ability of the 
strongly bnilt Lnnenbnrg to stand the 
strain of the seas that broke over the 
craft, decided that it would be better to 
take their chances for life by sticking to 
the steamer rather than by attempting 
to reach shore in the other boat. Dor 
ing the forenoon they bravely held ont 
but at last they saw that the Lnnen 
bnrg was breaking np and that there 
was only one thing left to do. The 
boat was their only hope. They 
launched it and with great difficulty 
pushed off. Half the distance wse 
covered and safety seemed to be assured 
when a eea more fearfni than any 
before broke over the boat 
swamped her and all hands in 
moment were struggling in the waters. 
Capt. Pride held on to the bqst and eo 
did some of the others, bat one by one. 
exhausted, they bad to let go their hold 
and perish. Assistance from the shore 
was slow in coming, for it was 
tremedons task for the fishermen to 
make headway in such a sea, and when 
the rescue boat came at last, the only 
man living who still clang to the boat 
Was the Captain. He was taken ashore 
in the last stages of exhaustion. 
Several of the bodies have been washed 
ashore, Monday this evening no word 
had been received of the recovery of 
that of Mr. Leslie.

British Columbia Fish 
cries Scandal.

The charge made by British Colnmbii 
fishermen that a regular “graft’'eye 
tem exists in the federal department of 
marine and flsheriee is not merely 
local matter. All Canada is concerned 
in the administration of the dominion 
fisheries and in the good name of the 
country. It is a serions thing there­
fore F hep groups of fishermen atgert 
that the lioenees for fishing are cor 
reptly allowed in any province. The 
statement is msde that favoritism is 
shown to men who pay for it, and 
that only competition for licensee does 
not exist. One operator says that be 
was refused a iieense to go on oertain 
fishing grounds, which were afterwards 
alotted to Japanese residents and then 
snb-let to him on hard conditions, leav 
ing large profita to the foreigners for 
their exclusive privileges. Another 
says that he made many applications 
for certain fishing grounds, receiving 
in each case the reply that others were 
ahead of him. He knew that the offi 
pi§! statement was not true, for 
he fonnd that otherg wbq were not fish, 
ermen got the licensee afterward, and 
i»medUtely came to him to sell the 
rights they had obtained. He suspect

No Date Fixed for the 
Opening.

The ministerial tariff commission re­
turned to Ottawa on the 1st. and met 
their colleagues in council. It was 
generally expected that the date of the 
meeting of parliament would be fixed 
that morning, bnt in this respect the 
politicians will be disappointed, as no 
conclusion wae reached. The minister 
of finance atill cherishes the hope that 
he will be able to bring down hie revis 
ed tariff next session, and at hie request 
it was decided to postpone the selection 
of the day when parliament shall meet 
until the tariff commissioners have re 
turned from the Northwest. The mari­
time provincee will then remain to be 
visited, and if Mr. Fielding and his 
colleagues see a chance of getting all 
their data in by the end of January 
they will suggest that calling of parlia­
ment be delayed until March, and tariff 
plunge be made in April or May,

In justification lor this coarse, It is 
pointed oat that the preferential tariff 
of 1897 was not brought down nntil 
April 23rd.

Unhappy Russia.

If there vyer@ qqy sign of a 
leader qr a group of responsible 
and constructive persona among 
the revolutionists of Russia the 
situation of that unhappy empire 
would be less dark. The only 
political doctrine visible in these 
turbulent movements is that 
taught by the Nihilists and An­
archists, who seem to be foes of all 
governments, human and divine, 
It is said that all the Russians 
know what they do not want, but 
nobody knows what he does want. 
They clamor for a free govern­
ment, but do not give the promoter 
of representative and responsible 
administration a chance. They 
demand an eight hour day, while 
overthrowing all authority capable 
of making labor laws, and des­
troying the industries which are 
able to provide employment. 
Thera can be no eight hour day of 
labor, or any industrial employ­
ment at all without stable gov­
ernment, and order, and security 
of life and property, There can 
be no free government in a reign 
of terror. Perhaps out of these 
disorderly and unorganized move­
ments some directing influence 
may yet emerge, and throughout 
the vast unwieldy empire a dis 
tinct programme may be raeog 
niged by the reform or revolution 
ary element. But that seems to 
be a long way offi and mu6h blood 
is likely to flow before the people 
know what they are killing each 
other for. The one organisation 
jn sigfit is the government of Tsar 
Nicholas, the evident weakness of 
which is to some extent offset by 
the fact that it partly knows what 
it wants.—St. John Sun,

Lawrence, the çtfioials of the Allen 
Liner have announced that no further 
effort to get the big ship afloat will be 
made until next spring.

A Chicago despatch of the 2nd, inst. 
says : It is believed that the steel steamer 
Ira H. Owen has been wrecked and that 
her crew of nineteen men have been 
drowned. The ship was last seen on Tues­
day, sixty miles from Outer Island, in 
Lake Superior. The owner and Captain 
was Joseph Mulligan of Buffalo.

According to London advioee of the 4th, 
a severe gale had been raging for two days 
in the channel and North Sea, and many 
wreck» were reported.

The steel steamer “German” grounded 
on a reef off Glencoe, north of Chicago in a

of twenty men were taken off in safety.

An Ottawa cfeapatch of the 30th. ult, 
says : By the middle of next week Canada
will have over a thousand men in Halifax 
This will be about two thirds of the num­
ber of men Canada will have when the de­
fences are entirely taken over. At pre­
sent Canada has 450 men at Halifax, 250 
infantry, 100 artillery and 100 engineers. 
Most of the artillery and engineers are 
enlisted from the British garrison.

On Tuesday 
one officer with 41 infantry men will leave 
London, one officer and 170 infantry men 
leave Toronto, and 2 officers with 62 in- 
fantiy men will leave St Johns, Quebec.

Notwithstanding the inevitably 
tiresome and nerve-wrecking labors 
which are the lot of a missionary 
Bishop in a tropical country, Bishop 
Libert is a magnificent specimen of 
virile manhood. A descendant of 
the energetic Flemish race, he has 
the stature of an athlete. His strong 
and manly physiognomy is softened 
by the reflect of a paternal goodness. 
In him one feels that an indomitable 
and generous heart is beating.

But the Flemish personality of the 
Bishop is complemented by an Am­
erican one. I permitted myself to 
call his Lordship’s attention to this 
fact.

“ Yes,” was his answer, “ I have 
became an American. . . . For
twenty four years I have been a re 
sident of Hawaii. For the good of 
the souls for which I em responsible, 
for the complete success of my mis­
sion, to satisfy the inmost feelings ol 
my heart, I have become a citizen of 
the United Stales. Remember St. 
Paul ard his ‘civis romanue sum.’ 
Sj that I am Flemish and Anversois 
6/ birth, t am Amerioan by 
tion.”

Hero a question imposed itself.
I had hardly time to propound ii 
than the Bishop bad the answer 
ready. *• How did I over come to 
exit) myst.lt in that far-away coun­
try ? Ob, nothing was ever more 
simple. Oee day the question,
‘ who is ready ?’ was asked to the 
entire membership of the congrega­
tion of the Sacred Heart. As I was 
reidy, my travill.r.g orders were 
signed and I departed for that land 
which- was then known as the King 
dom of Hawaii.

“ My diocese is, as you know, a 
very large one. It numbers eight 
islands and has, in rough numbers, 
an area of 17,000 quare miles. This 
is not an advantge from a Bishop's 
point of view.

“The cosmopolitan population 
must also be taken into considers- 
tien. The native element is disap 
pearing with a startling rapidity. 
From 1832 to 1900 it has decreased 
from 132,000 to 39,500 It does not 
represent at preeei t more than one- 
quarter of the entire population.

“We had up to a few months ego 
a .large and valuable Portuguese 
population, but unfortunately it is 
aLo decreasing on account of the 
ever-increasing Japanese immigra­
tion. There are now 15,000 Japan­
ese in Ike Territory of Hawaii, ae

against 4,000 whites and 10,000 Por­
tuguese.

“ But our mission is directed to­
ward tie natives and the whites 
Tbe Japanese and the Chinese are 
beyond us.

11 Tile Catholic population of the 
Territory is about 36,000, which 
means—if we except the Chinese
and the Japanese------49 per «eut.
of the Entire population. To min­
ister to the needs of this Cosmo 
politen population I have at my dis­
posal twenty-nine priests—Belgians, 
Hollanders, Germans, one Portu­
guese and half a dozen Frenchmen. 
Ah I we are far from having the beet 
of times. Very often it is with diffi. 
oulty that we succeed in having both 
ends meet.

11 The Association for the Propa­
gation of the Faith is helping us as 
much ae ifroan, but its resources are 
limited and the calls upon it are nu­
merous and urgent The Protestant 
missions were founded in Hawaii 
nearly a century ago. Their estab­
lishment followed the re-discovery 
of the islands by Captain Cook, and 
they naturally profited of tbe domin­
ation and influence which England 
exercised over the islands for many 
years.

” We are fighting every inch of 
the ground. To our adversaries, 
however, I must render homage for 
their devotion to duty. In our con­
tinual rivalry 1 have nothing to op­
pose them but the divine strength of 
our faith, while they have on their 
aide all the advantages that influence 
and wealth can provide. Ab I if I 
can dispose at the same time of the 
persuasive eloquence of our mission­
aries and of the generosity of the 
Piotestant populations, what a work 
I should be able to accomplish !”

It seemed to me as if, while speak­
ing of the struggles of tbe past, the 
voice of the Bishop had lost some of 
ils confidence, some of its strength.
F i 1 broke in s

“ But upon the ground of devotion 
to duty, of real services to mankind, 
there should be no doubt of your
predominance. Father Damien---- ”

“ Father Damien ?” promptly ex­
claimed the Bishop. “ His memory 
is universally kept in deep reverence 
all over the Hawaiian Islands, and 
there is but one voice to admire the 
devotion of which he has given such 
an example.

“ There are some, it is true, who 
have endeavored to tarnish his title 
to the reverence and admiration of 
mankind, but I am pleased to say 
that a deep sense of justice has car­
ried the day against fanaticism and 
bigotry.

“ One thing, however, I desire to 
call your attention to. Some well- 
meaning writers have painted the 
situation a little too black. The 
number of lepers in the islandais not 
on tbe increase, and neither is it de­
creasing. It is stationary. Like 
the sea, it has its regular tides. 
There are always about one thousand 
inmates at tbe leper settlement.

“ We are soldiers ; what would you 
expect of a soldier who is si raid ?” 
The conversation eame to an end 
with tboee words of simple heroism.

I have in my possession copies o1 
three leters that were given by the 
late Abbe Hogan to a Boston priest, 
now also deceased- Those letters 
stand in a class all by themselves, 
I have never seen anything like them 
in anoiént or modern literature. 
have labelled them, though I hope 
incorrectly, « Letters of a Lost 
Soul.”

“ It appears that the ebbe and tbe 
writer of those letters had been etu 
dents together in the old Seminary 
of St. Solpioe, Paris, and had. re­
ceived the tonsure together. Shortly 
afterwards the young Levite fell 
heir to a large fortune left to him by 
an nnole in Peru. . He almost imme­
diately decided that he had no voca­
tion to a clerical life, end so left the 
seminary for South America, where 
bis newly acquired poeseseioos were, 
For several years afterwards he kept 
up a correspondence with bis old 
college chum, but in the course of 
time their letters grew less frequent 
and finally ceased altogether. In 
the meantime the young abbe had 
risen to e position of eminence among 
the fathers of Saint Solpioe.

According to the letters a period 
of some thirty years must hive 
elapsed from the time of their separ 
atioD, and tbe young man, returning 
to the great city, discovers that his

1 friend is still alive and is doingold
the Master's work faithfully and 
well. He goes to hear him preach 
and comes away with the impression 
that he h still the earnest and zeal 
one Levite of the olden days. He 
himself has nothing left bat the rem 
ant of a rained and dissipated life. 

Bis body is a prey to diseases, and, 
at the best, only a few months of life 
remain. He bas come to Paris to 
be there when the curtain closes ; 
and, sitting at tbe window of his 
room, be is listening, as he writes 
the first letter, to tbe belle of Christ­
mas Eve. Tbe time and tbe occasion 
are propitious.

He looks out from his window 
upon the little children dressed in 
white hastening to take part in some 
childish drama bearing upon the 
great Nativity. He bates tbe chil­
dren, be tells the abbs as he writes. 
They bring back to him tbe mem­
ory of the days when he, too, was an 
innocent child, and the remembrance 
of how far he bas wandered from the 
way of righteousness fills his bosom 
with a diabolical hatred for the inno­
cence and parity of ell children. He 
cannot help remembering, in spite of 
himself; and as he writes a great 
day in his young life oomee up be­
fore him. It is the day on which, 
kneeling by the side of his young 
friend, he pronounces tbe words of 
tbe sacred tonsure, “ Thou art the 
portion of my inheritance and my 
cup. Thou it is who will restore 
my inheritance to me.” Since that 
day he has wandered far from God. 
With every means at his diiposai for 
the gratification of bis passions, he 
has sought for happiness in einfnl 
pleasure, and with the usual result, 
Tbe happiness which he has found 
has been of the counterfeit variety. 
It has left him a physical and moral 
wreck, and his wasted life, es he 
looks back upon it, seems to be filled 
with bitterness and vain regret.

He will not, however, as be says, 
fling the dregs of a wasted life in 
God’s face.” He will have none of 
the “destb-bed repentance.” Be 
bas run bis Course in open dt fiance 
of God and Hie o< mandmente, and 
he will die as he has lived. He has, 
by bis own acts, unfitted his soul to 
dwell with the saints in light, and 
ao he ia ready to dwell with tbe 
spirits of darkness, if snob there be. 
Such is the purport of the first letter. 
The second goes more fully into de­
tail ss to his life. The third and 
last was written on the eve of his 
death by hie own band. Id cone of 
them did be give (fit venerable 
abbe a single clue which might en­
able him to seek him out and save 
him. When he found phyeioal pain 
unbearable be snapped the thread of 
life sod went to most his God, as he 
himself said, * without cry or repent 
ance on bis lips.”

There is a remarkable passage in 
one of these letters. It is this : •• I
believe in hell. If there bs s God 
at ell, there must be s hell. Tbs 
good and the evil ennnot dwell to­
gether in peace in this life; they 
must be separated in the next. If 
this sonl of mine be immortal, and 1 
believe it is, a future life among tbe 
virtuous and the good would be e 
species of punishment. I hsvedweb 
so long among the depraved and the 
winked and the ungodly that the 
company of tbe saints would be in­
tolerable. I feel that life in n pro­
cess of evolution and from that evr, 
lution flows the retributive justice.”

“ As ye bow so shall ya reap.” The 
doeieg words of tbe last letter are 
full of pathos : “ Adieu, my friend.
Our boyhood’s friendship was sweet 
and pleasant to me. My example 
may help to strengthen you in yout 
conflict. I do not mean to grieve 
you, and I am not wanting in cour­
age. Adieu.

It seems incredible that such let­
ters should bare been written by one 
who appears to have retained a 
species of faith down to the very 
last, and yet such cases are not un­
usual. Tboee who give tbemreleen 
up entirely to tbe lusts and pleasures 
of the world seem to acquire a spe­
cies of diabolical spirit, in which 
pride shuts them out forever from 
repentance. They appear to fore­
stall tbe condemnation of the imme­
diate judgment and to judge them 
selves with justice. It is one of the 
most terrible forms which impiety 
can assume, and one which ought to 
make “ ought-to-be” stop and think, 
God grant, however, that the author 
of those letters belied his own pre­
diction, end in hie last moments 
raised hie eyes and heart to the 
throne of mercy, I feel somehow, 
that the prayers of tbe good priest 
now dead must have prevailed in the 
end over the eroh-euemy of souls. — 
Rev. J. T. Boche, in Catholic Stan 
dard and Times.

To remember that “ a liberal Cath­
olic,” in the sense in which the term 
is usually understood, is often no 
Catholic at all.

To know that a Catholic has no 
excuse for having a false oonsoienoe.

To know that ignorance is hardly 
an excuse for a Catholic, for there is 
every chance afforded for knowii.g 
the truth.

To know that it is forbidden for a 
Catholic to take part in any Protee. 
tant service under any circumstance 

To know that it is forbidden, not 
because there is any fear on the par 
of the Church that a well-instructed 
Catholic should be led away from 
her fold, but because it is offering a 
gratuitous insult to God, for a con­
sistent Catholic to take part in a 
form of worship believed to be beret 
iosl, and another insult to the relig­
ious feelings of sincere members of 
the church in question by reducing 

religious service, very dear and 
sacred to them, to the level of a mere 
pectaole.

he gave a million francs in a lamp 
sum to provide for tbe necessities ol 
the Holy See. On another occasion 

presented a million and a ball 
francs to the Society for tbe Propa­
gation of the Faith. The communi 
ties of nuns whose property wat 
plundered by the Italian Governmen: 
were supported by him for year? 
and whenever he appeared in lb- 
streets he was followed by a orowo 
of poor people, to whom he distrib­
uted a pocketful of small coins, wbict 
he always carried about with him. 
Father Maesarenti received decora­
tions from almost every .sovereign 
in Europe, but he kept the insignia 
carefully hidden away, and was 
never known to wear one of them.
