Mariye DisasTers axp Loss or
Lare.—The first intelligence of the more
disastrous effects of the late gile, reached
lh{l $ity this morning, and gives svilicient
evidence of the dreadful severity of the
storm. ‘The following information was
brought from Cohasset tiis forenoon. - T'ke
brig Maricl, of Delast, Capt. Staples, from
St. Mary’s Ca., for Boston went oo to
Coliasset rocks some time during the gale,
aud went to pieces, A/ hands were fu:l!
She had a cargo of vaval stores, cousisting
of 1,706 barvels aad 500 hides,and 4 bales
of deer skins. A memorandum of the eap-
tain was found on the beach at Cobgsset.
The wreck has completely broken up.

‘The cargo of the Mariel was insured in
this city, 2nd a portion of the brig also.——
About 200 barrels of rosin and tar lave
been picked up on Long Beach.
