Hon. Frank Oliver Visits
the Jasper National Park

Minister of Interipr and Dominion Parks Commissioner
Inspect Great Park Reserve n the Mountains West
of - Edmonton—See Pr ogress Work on G.T.P.

Hon. Frank Oiliver, minister of the
interior, and Ho\var;d Douglas, com-
missioner of Dominion parks, retrn-
ed Tuesday from a trip over the
Grand Trunk Pacific railway west of
yEdmonton to the mountains and lan
inspection of the new Jasper Nation-
al Park. This was Mr, Oliver’s first
visit to the new park, and to -the
Bulletin vesterday he expressed
himself as higaly pleased with the
reserve, which is 5,000 square miles in
extent and embraces some of the
nnest of the magnificent scenery for
which the Canadian Rockies are fam-
ed throughout the world.

“From the point of view of the
park,” said Mr. Oliver, ‘‘the. essential
thing is the progress of the construc-
#ion’ 0. tho ol4rays.  Without “the
railways the park is not a factor.

The Train Service,

“There is-a daily service on the
Grand Trunk Pacific from Edmonton
to Edson. A mixed train is run
from Edson to Hinton,. which is the
station at Prairie Creek, where there
is a village and post office.

Glendale, Qre., June 28—Apparent-
ly mistaking the first section of the
northbound passenger train, No. 1(§,
on the Southern Pacific, for the
southbound train, said to be carrying
a shipment of $400,000 in gold dust
!\from Seattle to ‘San Francisco, two
robbers held up- the northbound
train last night near West Fork, an
isolated station in Scotch Creek cdn-
yon. The robbers rifled the mail car,
blowing the safe and making away
with the registered mail. They tried
to secure entrance to the express car,
but were foiled by Messenger Robb,
{who refused to open the door despite
lthreats that ‘they ‘would use dynamite
if he resisted. The robbers- after
fruitlessly prying with a crowbar at
wthe side door of the car finally desist-
ed and decamped with the loot secur-
ed from the mail car. The amount
|taken cannot be ascertained at this
time.

This train carries in its registered
mail cash from Southern Oregon post
;ofﬂces to Eugene, Ore.,, which is their
depository, and this was probably in-
cluded in the mail stolen. The rob-
bers boarded the-train at West Fork
while the engine was- taking water.
Soon after it had got under way they
crawled over the tender into the cab
and directed the engineer to stop the
train. This done, one kept the en-
gineer and ‘fireman under cover of a
revolver while the other went back
and uncoupled the mail, baggage and
express cars. Then the engineer was
ordered to pull the cars some dist-
ance up the track, where he was
again ordered to stop.

The robbers went back to the mail
car and lining up the mail clerks
took the registered mail pouches and
dynamited the mail car safe.” The
noise of the explosion warned ‘Express
Messenger Robb of what was taking
place and when the demand came
from the robbers to open his door, he
i{made no reésponse. The conductor
of the train, as soon as he discovered
what had taken place, went back to
West Fork where he notified Glendale
and surounding points., Posses have
been organized to pursue the robbers.
Two weeks ago the Southern Paecific
train was held up only a few miles
from the scene of last night's rob-
, bery.

Britain ahd U. S. Could
Settle all Formalities in
Few Hours

Washington, June 29—All formali-
ties ‘'necessary to'the final conclusion
of the general arbitration treaty be-
tween America and Great Britain
assuming that the - machinery was
the official declaration today. @ The
difficulties between the two countries
now relate merely to phraseology and
can readily be‘adjusted. 5

The British ambassador has full
power. to*sign the treaty and the ad-
ministration so far has failed to find
any signs -of objections to the com-
pact on the part of the senate.

Reserve Powers to Senate,

It is distinctly stated, that not-
withstanding an dimpression  to the
contrary, the treaty conserves- to the
utmost the constitutional powers of
the Senate in treaty making and that
every question to be submitted to ar-
bitration ‘must first receive the ap-
proval of the senate but it is ‘pointed
out that the very negotiations of the
treaty will almost certainly have the
effect of lessening the number of is-
sues to be arbitrated. This is explain-
ed by the fact that through the crea-
tion of a commission of inquiry, com-
posed of disinterested members of the
Hague tribunal most of the issues that
may arise between the two govern-
ments '‘can be settled satisfactorily by
the adoption of findings of that com-
mission and without the necessity of
proceeding to arbitration.

Unofficial advices indicate that the
French g&overnment is practically
ready to:. enter into treaty relations
with America on the basls of Secre-
tary Knox’ proposal and it is hoped
that action may be had in that direc-
tion soon after ambassador Jusserand
arrives in Paris and ‘has had an op-
portunity to cunrer with the foreign
office officials.

Germany Not Heard From.

Nothing definite has been heard
from Germany since the Knox propos-
al was handéd to Ambassador Bern-
Holland
also has been’furnished with a copy
of the projectéd treaty and other na-

The Conservatives are within thelr
loyal rights in doing this, for there
i= no machinery by which debate can
be arbitrarily ended, but while taking
advantage of their power to obstruct
it is ridiculous to pretend that ob-
struction. is legitimate debate. 1In-
stead. of asking the grain-growers,
“Have we no. right to debate recipro-
city?”

MILITANT PLATFORM
Grand Lodge Con(ludcs Sessions at

Winnipeg. Platform Calls for Fed-
cral Marriage Law Recognizing

Validity of Marriages Performed

by All Qualified Clergymen.

Winnipeg, June 30.—The L. O. L.
Grand Lodge concluded its convention
this morning by adopting the militant
Protestant’ platferm prepared by the
special committee appointed for its
preparation. High officers -0f the or-
ganization say that this platform
marks a decisive forward step in the
promotion and dissemination of the
propaganda peculjar to the Orange-
men of British' North America. The
committee-submitted the following de-
claration as a™guide to the members
of the association, for the. exercise
of . the franchise in federa] elections,
the main points being as follows:

1. The entire separation of chureh
and state,

2. Opposition to any interference
of the Dominion government with the
different provinces on educational af-
fairs.

3., The  resistance of any . further
special privileges to any section of the
population of the Dominion on  ac-
count ,of race. or, religion, and the
elimination of any special privileges
which they now possess, except those
included in thel confederation com-
pact. A

4. Opposition 'to any extension of
bilingual privileges beyond those éon-
ferred by the ‘British North' America
act.

5. The maintenance. of British con-
nection and the support of any move-
ment which tends to make closer and
more binding' the relations between
Canada and ‘Newfoundland and the
Mother Country .

6. A close supervision of all new
settlers and’the encouragement of
suitable white immigration from _.the
British- Isles, the United States and
Northern Europe.

7. A federal marriage law recog-
nizing the validity of marriage per-
formed by the qualified 'clergyman
of every religidqus denomination;, or
other persons vested by the law with
such a power, and the enactment of
criminal penalites against persons
usjng their influence to separate le-
gdlly married couples by questioning
the - validity of marriages performed
in accordance with the validity of this
law.
