be undertaken this summer, and that |
provision- should be made this ses—f
sion for the cost of it. The Premier, |
Sir Edward Morris, however, declar-
ed that it was not the intention of the
Government to have a Revision of the
Voters' Lists this summer "and that
there was no need to make provision
for it this session.

This announcement puts the Pre-
mier and his colleagues of the Execu-
tive Council in an extraordinary posi-
tion. Is the Prgmier a dictator who
is above the law? Do the members ofl
the Executive Council constitute
political oligarchy, which can disre-
gard a statute laid down for their
guidance? The last Revision of Vot-
ers’ Lists was held in the summer
of 1908.

Now, section 9 of the Election Act,
1889, sets forth that—

“At the Courts of General or Quar-
ter ‘Sessions of the Peace, to be held
in the several districts of this Island
at such times and places as the Gov-
ernor shall, by his Proclamation ap-
point, the Justices at such Sessions
shall, once in every four years, make
out lists of all the inhabited places
within their respective districts, and
shall assign to each of such Justices
within such district a particular di-
vision thereof, within which such Jus-
tices shall act in procuring and revis- |
ing the lists required by this chapter;
and such Justices shall give orders
or instructions in writing to such per-
sons as they may appoint to make out
alphabetical lists, according to the
form of schedule A to this chapter, of
211 persons entitled to vote at any
election of a member of the House of
Assembly, who reside at such places
or within such limits as such Justices
may, by such orders or instructions,
2ssign to such persons respectively,
and of all persons who shall claim to
be inzerted in such lists. Every per-
son so appointed, before entering up-
on such duties, shall be sworn faith-
fully to perform the same before any |
Justice of the Peace.” !

It will be observed that a duty is
imposed upon the Governor person-
ally of issuing a Proclamation for |
meking and revising Voters’ Lists
once in every four years. .

Under the Statute the Governor
must “issue a Proclamation shortl)
for the making and revision- of Vot-
ers’ Lists this summer. But his Min-
isters, speaking through the Prime¢
Minister. decline to bring in the vots
of supply to enable the Governor to
carry out his statutory duty in regard
to the electors of the country, and
('hcline, too, even after this obligation
has been pointed out to' them by the
leader of the Opposition,

Where
are they?

1 asked this question of an inspec-
tor the other day, and received the
snswer, “It is not the business of the
police to be seen, but to see!” Then
he went gn to tell me that a certain
eer had gone home—in a perfectly
sober and wide-awake condition—from
Westminster to the suburbs one night
in the small hours. Next day he com-
plained to the Commissioner that he
ned not seen a single policeman all
he way, and added some caustic re-
marks about the unprotected state of
the streets at night.

Inquiries were made, and it was
‘ound that the noble lord—who was
pot by any means  unknown to the
police—had been watched all °the
way, and every policeman on the \'3&1-
us beats had: made a note of . his
passing.

The fact is that the night police-
man deliberately keeps out of the
vay of the passer-by. It-is his duty
to see what he is up to, and this is
hest accomplished if he himself is not
noticed. So he steps into the shadow
of a porch or other convenient shel-
.+ and keeps his eyes open.

Tre other night 1 went out in pur
uit of knowledge about two o'clock
1d carefully looked up and down the
street. Not a policeman wes to b
seen. Then I strolled across to a low
vall which would have given convepi
nt access to some. gardens bebhind
‘he houses, and stood looking at it for
a minute. When I turned to go away
there was -a policeman standing ¢
couple of yards behind me. He mads¢
no remark, but he was careful to fol-
low me home; and then I found he
was wearing silent boots.

When the streets are quict, about
one in the morning. the night police-
man examines. the doors and window,
and then sets his marks oa any doors,
low walls, and the like that offer op-
portunities to the enterprising burg-
lar. These are so contrived that each
time he passes on his beat he can see
if anything has been moving. Somé#
of them are so delicate that even the
passing of an amorous cat will leave
its record. Then he resigns himself
to a monotonous tramp from one end
of his beat to the other, and cteps in-
to the shadows if he hears anyone
coming.

Jt is an €asy matter to put the thing
to the test. Abot-two in the morning

| —preferably when it is a little foggy

—put on an old jacket, muffle your

.throat in a scarf, pull a tweed cap well

over your forehead, and theéen go out
carrying a large bag ﬁlled with coal
or anything else that is heav}

You will not get very.far before you
will be pounced upon by a policeman,
who will prove very inquisitive about
the bag. You will probably spend the
réstvof the night in the cells while
they make inquiry about you, but you
will be released all right in the morn-
ing if nothing is known against you.
But if you have ever been in trouble
before, the consequences will bé
awkward. :

Who Are the
Masters?

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—Who are the masters in
this unfortunate country of .ours to-
day—the Reid Nfld. Co. or the people?
Such a guestion must have but one
answer. It is quite plain that the
Morris gang, who are supposed to re-
precent the people and to sit in the
chair of authority, have ingloriously,
ignominously, and in a most repre-
nensible manner, abdicated their po-
sition of authority in favor of the
Railway Contractors. A few days ago
Sir Robert Bond asked that all cor-
respondence between the -Government
Engineer and the Reid Newfoundland
Co., re the railway tie-up, be laid on
the table of the House. When the
copies of the - correspondence were
laid on the table some days after-
wards, it was found to Dhe one-sided.
There were 39 letters in all, and these
ifrom the Government Engineer to the
Reid Newfoundland Company, with no
replies from the latter whatever. Does
not this plainly show that the Railway
Contractors are the Masters?  They,
can with impunity utterly ignore the
correspondence of the Government.
Sir Edward Morris in trying to
squeeze out of the hole now says that
no letters passed between the Engi-
neer and Contractors; they were sim-
ply orders and required mo replies.
This makes matters worse still, and
would go to show that the Government
authorities did not interest themselves
so much as to demand of the Con-
tractors an explanation of why the
trains were not running.
The present Government is rather
too thick with the Contractors for the
public good. They are not in a posi-
fion to demand of the Reids other
than the Reids themselves chose to
do.
The «Morris Party have simply tied
themselves, as independent factors, to
the Messrs. Reid in their acceptation
of a gift of Sanatoria. Whatever
spark of independence or of author-
ity might have remained with them
they have disgracefully bartered.
There are “soft jobs.” The Premier
has an eye to that whichéver provides
or cen provide soft jobs for his edu-
cated following. The greater and
more numercvs the avenues of ex-
penditure the Lctter the spendthrift
gang appreciate it. The more Sana-
toria- the more soft johs, and the
more money they will need the great-
er the appropriation, and the greater
the appropriation the better for the
educated men (i.e. those holding soft
jobs).

“average” and “competitive” claiming
that education was good and necessary
and tended to develop the best in man.

Mr, Winsor followed showing that
our present system had produced

‘good men.

The third speaker on the affirmative
was Mr. Davis who is to be congratu-
lated on his maiden speech; he dwelt
principally on the value of compe-
tition.

Mr. R. A. Squires, M: H. A, led off
for the negative and made some tell-
ing points against our present exam-
ination system. The chief points being
that:—The individuality of the schol-
ar was lost, and that marks and school
honours seemed to be the highest goal,
that cramming was very much in evi-
dence, that the average child was
neglected, attention being centered on
the brightest children, that the system

“generally did not produce men and

women who were well equipped for
life’s duties.

Mr. W. White was the second speak-
er on the negative. He showed that
the trend of public opinion abroad was
setting strongly against the examina-
tion system. The Dean of St. Paul’s
stated at a m-eting of head masters
in London, January last, that boys
were pursued by the “demon of exam-
inations.” He also quoted T. P.
O'Connor, Count Leo Tolstoi, Bernard
Shaw, Dr. ‘Montessori, etc,, as being
against the present system. The
Montessori System as outlined in
“World’'s Work” Magazine (Feb.) de-
monstrates great progress in educa-
tional ideas, the examination process
being entirely eliminated, children are
trained according to the senses, na-
tural inclinations alone being the
guide; so successful has this system
become that last June the Government
of Switzerland abolished the examina-
tion system and established the Mon-
tessori System in all the public
schools; many other nations are send-
ing teachers to train so as to take up
the work.

Mr. George Roberts was the next
speaker who spoke _strongly against
the present system. Children are
compelled to learn a lot of subjects
which are entirely useless to them
when starting in life.

A large number of speakers took
part in the general debate which was
almost 'altogether against the present
system. Several strongly condemned
“home lessons” as a heavy mental
burdén on the child and a source of
great worry and annoyance to the
parents who in many cases have to
teach the lessons so that the children
may be examined in same next day.

Mr. S. Whiteway made a strong plea
for training along the line of natural
endowments, especially after the age
of 14 years.

The debate was very largely one-
sided and showed that public opinion
as represented by the M. C. L. L is
not in favour of the present examina-
tion system.
