Charles Lench. Mr. Wilson was or­
dained thirty years ago at Carbonear. 
Those who took part then were these 
Rev. Dr. Dove, the President of the 
Conference, ex-President Peach, Rev. 
John Goodison, Rev. Dr. Milligan, who 
have all passed away, and the Rev. 
George J. Bond, who was elected Sec­
retary at that Conference, and who 
is now in Canada. We congratulate 
the reverend gentleman on the honour 
conferred on him by the Methodist 
Conference.

The Daily News this morning com­
mends to the attention of its readers 
an article republished in its columns 
from “Colonial Life.” The commend­
ation arises apparently from the fact 
that it is eulogistic of Sir Edward Mor­
ris and the Reid Deal. It also con­
tains some surprising information on 
the effects of that contract and the 
agricultural efforts of the Morris Gov­
ernment.

We learn that the Reid development 
of mineral, agricultural and timber 
land and other industries have been 
wonderful. Before the Reid Deal, we 
are told, farming was in Its Infancy, 
and mining had scarcely been attempt­
ed. We would like to know what 
farming has been attempted In conse­
quence of the Reid Deal, ffld what 
mining has come out of that contract. 
We learn too that many prosperous 
little towns have come into existence 
since 1898 and that St. John’s has sev­
eral rivals. We wonder where the 
many towns are. We know of only 
two, and neither came into existence 
as a result of the contract of 1898. 
Whatever effect the, rttilway had on 
the opening up of these two towns, 
(Irand Falls and Bishop’s Falls, was

due to its building, not to the sell-out 
of 1898. Moreover, these towns have 
their own railway and their own sea­
port. To the old miners of the north 
it will be singular intelligence that 
mining had scarcely been attempted at 
the time of the Reid Deal, and the 
miners of Bell Island will wonder 
what the Reid Deal had to do with the 
mining that has been enterprised 
largely since 1898.

After the surprising information 
about the development of agricultural 
lands by the Reid contractor, it is 
hardly surprising to learn of the ef­
forts of the Morris Government “to 
persuade farmers to adopt scientific 
methods in agriculture.” We are told 
that agricultural knowledge is being 
spread in various ways, chiefly 
through the newspapers. The found­
ation for this was the attempt some 
four years ago to induce newspapers 
to take some agricultural stuff com­
piled by the Downey-Devereaux com­
mission. It was a failure and the 
newspapers dropped the stuff. The 
most extraordinary statement of all is 
the following:—

"Teachers are sent to agricultural 
colleges in Canada and farming insti­
tutes are being formed by competent 
farming instructors. who will do 
everything possible to persuade farm­
ers to adopt scientific methods in 
agriculture.”

This might have been done, but was 
not done. The foundations of a system 
of teaching farming practically and 
scientiQcally were laid by the Bond 
Government, but these foundations 
were destroyed and a commission was 
instituted which had the effect of pro­
viding jobs for three Morris party men 
in the House of Assembly. The scien­
tific system was destroyed to make 
three annual pensioners of three mem­
bers of the Assembly, and yet we have 
this travesty of a policy disguised and 
distorted into a system of scientific 
education and commended to those it 
has outraged.

Saved From
the Waves.

Salving the Remnants of Wrecks and 
Smitten Vessels.

“Can she be salved?” is the ques­
tion the man in the street asks on 
hearing of a shipping catastrophe.

“Will it pay to salve her?”. is the 
question of the salvage officer.

With the scientific methods, made 
possible by modern invention, a ves­
sel can always be salved it the pros­
pect of reward be sufficiently great to 
justify, such measures.

The salvage steamer is a personal­
ity among ships. Most of these work- 
inf, from our coast are coniposite 
built—l.e.,'. wooden hulls on steel 
frames. The wooden hull possesses 
many advantages, principal of- which 
is that it is far less likely to be dam­
aged by bumping against the wreck 
than is a steel one, and so. can .stay 
by a' wreck during weather which 
would compel j a metal-hulled vessel 
to stand off.

The steamer, so far as its internal 
arrangements are concerned, resem­
bles a floating workshop. x

There are powerful winches, pumps, 
both, steam and motor, and much im­
pedimenta. Ready for emergency arç 
wonderful pneumatic tools, mainly 
for use under water, diving apparatus, 
air compressors, huge purchase 
blocks tested up to fifty 4008, thick 
wire hawsers for heaving off, stings 
and shackles, and quantities of can­
vas and oakum, deals, and steel plates 
for patching.

Probably the salvage steamer hat 
been lying in her home harbour for 
weeks, her crew are waiting with the 
patience bred of the sea, when sud­
denly news of a disaster is received, 
and the steamer is ordered to the 
scene of the wreck, perhaps several 
thousands of miles away.

In a remarkably short time the 
steamer is speeding across the ooean 
on her mission. If the weather or the 
tide does not make it impossible) 
work is commenced as soon as . the 
wreck is reached.

Every man on. board has his own 
carefully-appointed tasks.

Practically the first thing is to get 
the pumps aboard, often a* hazardous 
business. At> this moment the men 
bless the motor-pump; it ik lighter 
and more compact, and much easlAr 
to install on the wreck than the 
steam-pump, with its cumbersome

boiler. The pumps generally start 
their work as the tide rises. If it is 
found they can keep pace with the 
Inrush of the rising tide, then it is 
known that the leakage is not very 
extensive.

Divers are then sent down to lo­
cate the position of the damage.

If there is a big fracture a wooden 
patch, large enough to cover It, le 
made, and this Is held in position by 
long bolts with hooked ends. A can­
vas mattress, stuffed with oakum, is 
held against the gaping wound by the 
wooden patch, and when the whole Is 
in position, the patch is tightened up 
by thumbscrews qn the ends of the 
bolts. „ ,

Holes in the ship’s bottom are 
sometimes closed from the inside with 
cement.

Often when the leakage- has been 
stopped, it Is found there is not suf­
ficient water to float the wreck. Then 
if It has not already been done, the 
task of taking out .the whole of thé 
cargo must be undertaken. The 
great enemies of the salvors are ad­
verse weather, • tides and currents.

At night they still proceed with 
their arduous task, aided , by the 
light of 500-candle-power arc lamps.

There is always the danger that a 
sudden storm may arise, and the re­
sult of days of hard labour, and the 
expenditure of hundreds of pound#, 
may be destroyed within an hour. 
On thp other hand, there is probably 
no pleasure to equal that of men en­
gaged in rescuing bullion from the 
sea when they see the first fruits of 
their labour—a bucket filled with 
glittering gold—rise from the swell.

Some of the best paid of the crew 
of the salvage steamers are the div­
ers. In addition to their wage, they 
receive 10s. per hour under water.

The motor engineers also receive 
handsome wages, which they well de­
serve.

The expense of salvage is enorm­
ous.. In the case of a big cargo-laden 
liner badly ashore, £ 500 . a_ day is 
spent, and when all expenses are set­
tled there is very little margin left 
from £ 1,000 a day. However, the 
vessel when salved will probably he 
worth well over a million.

A great advance in methods is con­
stantly being brought about by sci­
ence, the latest development being the 
electrical submersible pump.
