Round up also our 
country by bringing Newfoundland 
and the British West Indies into Con­
federation. Whatever this costs soon­
er or later it must happen, and the 
cost will be all the greater the longer 
the delay. Remember always that 
even now we are citizens of no mean 
country. We have ventured much 
under the conviction that British 
North America wTiIl be second to no 
country. Let us have the courage of
our convictions................................... ”

The desire of Sir Hibbert Tupper to 
round off British North America by 
the inclusion of Newfoundland in the 
Dominion of Canada will find little 
sympathy or support in Newfound­
land. Newfoundland prefers to pad­
dle her own canoe, and will continue 
to do so, as long as she can. New­
foundland is dependent on Spain, Por­
tugal, Italy, Greece and the Brazils as 
customers for her main staple, and as 
she has to buy her food and clothing 
elsewhere, she naturally looks to com­
petitive markets. As Canada does not 
and cannot take her staple, she'ob­
jects to be forced by Canadian tariffs 
Xo purchase in Canada what she can 
ouy cheaper elsewhere; and in addi­
tion to. this she prefers her freedom 
and has no liking for Dominion poli­
tics.

THE PROHIBITION
PLEBISCITE.

As the Supreme Court 
has sustained the order

The Recount
Appeal,

THE SUPREME CQURT SUSTAINS 
MR. JUSTICE JOHNSON’S RULING 
THAT A RECOUNT OF THE 
WHOLE POLL IN THE ISLAND 
MUST BE TAKEN.

In the Supreme Court 
of Newfoundland.

In the Matter of the Election Act, 
1913, and in the Matter of the Prohi­
bition Plebiscite Act, 1915.
This is an application to reverse the 

order of Mr. Justice Johnson appoint­
ing a time to proceed with the recount 
of votes taken at the election Under 
the Prohibition Plebiscite Act. The 
order was obtained upon an affidavit 
of Nicholas Vinnicombe wherein it is 
alleged that this witness, who attend­
ed the Count in St. John’s, believes 
that the Returning Officer improperly 
counted and summed up the votes. 
Exception has been taken to the af­
fidavit on the ground that the facts 
upop which the deponent's belief is 
founded are not set forth. The statut­
able provision regulating the proce­
dure to be followed with respect to 
recounts is to be found in the Election 
Act, 1913, which is incorporated; by 
reference in the Prohibition Plebis­
cite Act, 1915, and is section 109 of the 
first named Act. It provides that in 
case it is made to appear on the affi­
davit of any creditable witness, to a 
Judge of the Supreme Court that such 
witness believes that the Returning 
Officer at any election in counting 
the ballots has improperly counted or 
rejected any ballot papers at such elec­
tion or has improperly summed up the 
votes the said Judge shalj, within four 
days after the receipt of the said affi­
davit by him, appoint a time and place 
at which he will proceed to recount 
the same or to make such final addi­
tion. In construing this section it 
has to be treated as wholly self con­
tained and as an amendment of Elec­
tion procedure applicable before the 
passing of the Act. A recount has al­
ways been an incident of a Parlia­
mentary Election and prior to the en­
actment of the Statute, was, when 
demanded, conducted by the Returning 
Officer in the Booth. Our Election 
Act has preserved the right to a re­
count but directs that the recount is 
to be takeÿ before a Judge, and that 
a person applying for the exercise of 
the right is to make it appear to the 
Judge applied to that a credible 
witness believes that at the election 
in question there was an improper 
counting of v-tes. The credibility of 
the witness is a matter within the 
discretion of the Judge, but so soon 
as the applicant satisfies the Judge 
that there is this belief on the part of 
the witness he becomes entitled to the 
order called for by the Statute. In 
this case we consider that the Judge 
properly exercised his discretion in 
accepting the affidavit as strictly com­
plying with the terms of the Act.

Mr. Dunfield of Counsel for the ap­
pellant in the course of a carefully 
reasoned argument has contended 
that, assuming an irregularity to have 
affected particular ballot boxes as 
these are separable from the other 
boxes the recount should be restricted 
to the ballot boxes referred to in the 
affidavit and should not extend to 
others. This is an argument drawn 
from convenience and after consider­
ing it in conjunction with what has 
been urged by Counsel on the whole 
subject we are unable to accept it as 
the construction which the Court 
ought to place upon the Statute. There 
is not to be found any precedent in 
election law for a recount in part, on 
the contrary the invariable practice is 
for the recount to apply to the entire 
vote given at the election under re­
view. Under the Prohibition Plebis­
cite Act there was but one election 
and it was taken throughout the Is­
land. Districts did not as in the 
case of a General Election make sep­
arate choice or determination. The 
election was one and indivisible. It 
was determined by the votes of the 
whole electorate and irrespective of 
the number of districts in which the 
majority of electors voted pro or con. 
Electoral divisions were used only as 
convenient sections and as part of the 
machinery for the taking of this gen­
eral vote. It was a plebiscite not of 
districts but of the Island and as 
such it is subject to recount by the' 
terms of the Statute. The Prohibition 
Act in regulating the time when the 
Colonial Secretary is to give notice in 
the Royal Gazette Of the “results of 
such election and the number of votes 
polled in the affirmative and the nega­
tive" declares that he is to do so “up­
on the result of a recount being cer­
tified to him by a Judge of the Su­
preme Court” or after the expiration 
of twenty-one days from the date of 
the Returning Officer’s return “un­
less he shall in the meantime have 
been served with an order for a re­
count.” The language of the section 
has reference but to one recount and 
that recount must necessarily include 
the whole vote recorded at the elec­
tion. The appeal must therefore be 
dismissed.

A New Story
ot Mods.

(From Toronto Saturday Night.)
What is said to be the first volume 

on the strategy of the war, from the 
British and French point of view, has 
been published under the title of 
“Germany in Defeat.” The very fact 
that the book has been allowed to be 
circulated in .both England and 
France, and that it is the joint pro­
duct of two officers, one French and 
the other British, Major Macfall and 
Uount Charles de Souza, gives it pro­
minence and an authenticity that it 
would not otherwise obtaiÀ. The vol­
ume -)s chiefly valuable £<$r its ex­
planation of the British-French reL 
treat at Mons, which, as the authors 
state, was due to a blunder.

The British retreat from Mons, say 
thê authors, was duetto the mistake 
of a French General, who should have 
held his position on tiie Meuse and so 
have prevented the pivoting move­
ment that was so nearly fatal to Sir 
John French. The commentators say:

The battle opened very favorably 
for the British. The troops, after 
their enthusiastic reception at Bou­
logne and all along the marches 
thence, were full of fire and felt that 
they could beat any enemy. The Ger­
mans, sfo course, animated now with 
a special and peculiar hatred of Eng­
land, felt just as anxious to meet 
them. Thus the encounter was bound 
to be a formidable one, with the ad­
vantage distinctly on the side of the 
English, since they were carefully 
entrenched and not yet outnumbered. 
Besides, their tactics and their high 
standard of musketry must have been 
something of a surprise to the Ger­
mans, who were casually mown down 
by the hundreds before they them­
selves could inflict serious losses in 
return—indeed, when they did so, it 
was mainly with shell, not with rifle 
fire. In fact, Sir John French’s in­
fantry was doing such execution in 
the serried ranks o£ their enemies 
that it was a pleasure to go on, so 
that when ,Sir John French suddenly 
received late in the afternoon, advis­
ing him of the Fifty French army’s 
retirement, and the number of 
German corps west of Charleroi, 
whose presence was now becoming a 
danger, he felt aggrieved and eveq in­
credulous as to" the second part of the 
message. To see victory within your 
grasp and to have to turn your back 
upon it through no fault of your own 
Is a’ most painful and dramatic situa­
tion, savoring of the tragic.

ANOTHER WAR CONFERENCE.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

Members of the French and British 
Governments had another war con­
ference this afternoon at Downing 
Street. France was represented by 
Premier Briand, Jules Gambon and 
Alexarldre Miilerand, former Minister 
of War; for the British Government, 
Premier Asquith, War Secretary Kit­
chener, Foreign Secretary Grey and 
First Lord of the Admiralty Balfour, 
wefe present. A number of French 
and British military and naval officers 
also attended the meeting. Further 
plans for the active prosecution of 
the war were discussed. A few hours 
before the conference began the For­
eign Office issued a statement discred­
iting the German report that the Al­
lies had delivered a forty-eight hours 
ultimatum to Greece. It was stated 
that German reports of a new devel­
opment in Greece, are believed to be 
untrue. Despatches from Rotterdam, 
from German cities, reported a revo­
lutionary republican movement was 
on foot in Greece and King Constan­
tine’s government was in danger of 
falling. From several sources come 
fresh reports of the allied troops 
landing, and witli them renewal of re­
ports that the Austro-German-Bulgar 
ian attack on Salonika is about Jo be­
gin.

NEED FOR ECONOMY IN TONNAGE
LONDON, Jan. 19.

Need for economy in tonnage in 
every department is imperative. Ar 
tides which are not strictly necessary 
at the present time, may have to be 
shut out from this country, said Wal 
ter Runciman, President of the Board 
of Trade, in the Commons to-day. He 
said there was a serious shortage in 
the world’s tonnage as compared with 
the world’s requirements. The Brit' 
leh government considered coni' 
mandecrlng the whole British ton­
nage In order to regulate freights, 
Runciman said, but concluded It would 
merely aggravate the shortage of ton 
nage for the United Kingdom and Its 
Allies. The Government was now 
taking steps to co-ordinate more 
closely the work of procuring the 
tonnage required for military and 
naval purposes; and for the trans­
portation of food. He hoped this 
would release ships for the general 
trade. The shipping question, he 
said, is the most important problem 
which confronts the Government at 
this stage of the war.

TENNANT’S STATEMENT.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

Harold J. Tennant stated in the 
Commons this afternoon that he 
thought that a quarter of an eighth of 
the two million pounds sterling, attri 
buted by Turkish reports, as the val­
ue of the booty left when the British 
evacuated Gallipoli Peninsula, would 
cover everything left behind. Ten­
nant stated that in the evacuation 
the primary object of course was to 
bring the troops away safe and sound. 
It already had been destroyed, he 
said. No doubt more might have been 
saved by sacrificing life, but the Com 
mons and public opinion, he added, 
would endorse the action of these re­
sponsible for the conduct of the 
evacuation in such a-way as to save 
the personnel. The bulk of the stores 
left behind had been destroyed, he 
declared.

COL. HOUSE WILL GO TO PARIS.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

Report that Col. House had gone to 
the Continent Is eroneous. Colonel 
House is still in London conferring 
with Ambassador Page, and meeting 
prominent officials. He will go to 
Paris within a week.

Having concluded his conference 
with prominent British officials, Col. 
House, personal representative of 
President Wilson, will depart for 
Paris to-morrow. All he would say 
to-day regarding his stay here was 
that he had seen everyone he wished 
to see. Col. House talked to promin­
ent members of the Cabinet, as well 
as to a number of financière and busi­
ness men, but did not have an audi­
ence with King George. On the oc­
casion of his former visit the King 
received him twice. When he arrived

in London, Col. House was undecided 
whether he would visit Berlin, but 
has now determined to go there.

GERMANY’S LOSSES.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

Harold J. Tennant, Parliamentary 
Under Secretary for War, announced 
In the Commons this afternoon that 
the total German casualties published 
in Berlin casualty lists to date, total 
2,535,768. Of this number, he said, 
588,986 were killed in the war. The 
German wounded and missing num­
bered 1,566,549, while 356,183 men 
had been taken prisoners. An addi­
tional 24,000 Germans died from vari­
ous causes.

SITUATION IN SWEDEN.
• LONDON, Jan. 19.

The Polikken of Copenhagen, as 
quoted by the Exchange Telegraph, 
says that anxiety has been aroused in 
Stockholm by a speech at th» opening 
of the Swedish Parliament, by King 
Gustave, who urged vigorous pre­
parations of national defence in view 
of disregard on the part of belliger­
ents of neutral rights. The situation 
is a source of concern In Stockholm, 
the correspondent says, on account of 
the seizure by the British last week 
of a large quantity of provisions from 
the Swedish-American s.s. Stockholm 
from New York for Stockholm. The 
action of the British authorities is 
criticized sharply by the Swedish 
press, which expresses the opinion 
that the value of goods seized, cannot 
be regarded as anything like an ade­
quate offset to the effect of the inci­
dent on relations between Sweden 
and Great Britain. Some Swedish 
newspapers stated that such actions 
are worse than open rupture.

MAIL CONTROVERSY.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

The controversy between Britain 
and-Sweden over the detention of 
mails, has reached an impasse with 
both sides stubbornly refusing to al­
low its rival mails to be expedited 
through the respective countries. 
Sweden now is holding an enormous 
quantity of English post destined for 
Russia, while mail is being taken 
from every Scandinavian liner 
brought into Kirkwall, Scotland. Vig­
orous representations are being made 
by the diplomats of both countries, 
but the controversy presents so many 
novel features that extensive debates 
may be expected. Neutral, diplomats 
here are more concerned over the 
detention of mails than any other 
fact arising from the British block­
ade. The Foreign Office here has 
taken the definite stand that a parcel, 
no matter what class of postage it 
bears, is no more entitled to protec­
tion than is ordinary freight. Neu­
tral countries have not yet contro­
verted this stand, , but base their ob­
jections on the interferences and de­
lays to which actual first class post­
al correspondence has been subjected. 
Britain further claims the right to 
censor mails in transit to other coun 
tries, if the ship carrying them comes 
voluntarily into a British port. This 
directly affects the mail to Holland 
and the United States, since it is pos­
sible on account of the British war 
measures, for neutral liners to avoid 
coming within the three mile limit. 
It is claimed that the mails aboard 
them are entitled to the same immun­
ity as those aboard ships which are 
forcibly brought into port, from the 
high seas. These novel features of 
the controversy are holding up Brit­
ish mails to Russia by way of Swe­
den, this being the first tangible re 
prisai measure by any neutral. Swed­
ish diplomats declare that since the 
Swedish Government forbids the ex­
port of certain articles: she has the 
right to hold up British parcel post, 
and seize such goods which, according 
to the English argument, are not en 
titled to any more protection than is 
ordinary freight.

RYNDAM AGROUND.
LONDON, Jail. 19.

The steamship Ryndani, of the Hol- 
lahd-Amerlcan Lino is aground at 
Gravesend. No report of the extent 
of damage to the vessel has been giv­
en out. An examination is being 
made. In the meantime none of the 
passengers or crew is allowed to 
leave the vessel. The Ryndam left 
New York on Jan. 5th with 97 first 
class, 34 second class and 38 third 
class passengers, as well as mail for 
Rotterdam via Falmouth.

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL.
PETROGRAD, Jan. 19.

The following official communica­
tion was issued to-day. Contrary to 
the enemy’s assertions, the Russian 
offensive is developing favorably in 
Persia and the Caucasus, the Russians 
capturing strong Turkish positions 
with relatively slight losses, and tak­
ing from the enemy twelve guns, huge 
quantities of munitions and prisoners. 
Some Turkish regiments were anni­
hilated.

MONTENEGRO.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

A wireless despatch received here 
to-day says that news regarding the 
surender of the Montenegrin army, 
appears somewhat premature, it now 
being announced from another source 
that negotiations between Austria and 
Montenegro have been- broken off, 
Montenegro having found the condi­
tions of surrender, imposed by Aus­
tria, quite unacceptable.

TRAIN COMMUNICATION.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Jan. 19.

Train communication between Ber­
lin and Constantinople opened yester­
day with the arrival here of the first 
through Balkan train. On board were 
Presidents of various German and 
Austro-Hungarian Chambers of Com­
merce, and other leading Austro- 
Hungarian business men, official re­
presentatives, and a party of news­
paper men from the Teutonic allied 
countries.

FINANCIERS MEET.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

The Exchange Telegram Co.’s Am­
sterdam correspondent says that a 
conference of the financial ministers 
of Germany, Austria-Hungary, Tur 
key and Bulgaria will be held next 
week in Vienna. Its chief purpose is 
the discussion of the financial position 
of the Teutonic Allies, and the adop­
tion of measures to meet certain con­
tingencies.

THE PRESIDENT’S VIEW.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

Reuter’s despatch from Amsterdam 
says that at to-day’s session of the 
Upper Houses of the Prussian Diet, 
according to despatches from Berlin, 
the President once more referred to 
the surrender of Montenegro, and said 
that it constitutes evidence that the 
Entente, while outwardly appearing 
to be a structure of solid form, is 
mouldering internally, and will soon 
collapse. He said that the splendid 
successes of the Austrian troops at 
Lovcen, is a favorable omen for the 
definite result of the war.

INFORMATION LACKING.
NEW YORK, Jan: 19.

The Holland-American Line was 
still lacking, late to-day, any infor­
mation frdm its agents abroad, other 
than that contained in news despatch­
es, as to what caused the damage to 
the Ryndam.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.
LONDON, Jan. 19.

The British steamer Narere has 
been sunk. The crew were saved. 
The Narere was 6,443 tons gross, and 
owned in London. She was 450 feet 
long, built at Belfast in 1902. No re­
cords of her recent movements are 
available.

ENFORCED REGULATION.
NÊW YORK, Jan. 19.

providing for intervention or pending 
troops to aid Carranza in protecting 
American citizens in the bandit in­
fected sections of Mexico.

MINOR ACTIVITY IN FRANCE.
LONDON, To-Day.

An official last night says: On Mon­
day sixteen of. our aeroplanes attacked 
the enemy supply depot at Lesers, 
northwest of Albèrt, causing consid­
erable damage. During the day there 
were 19 air encounters, in which 5 of 
the enemy machines were driven down 
and two of ours lost. On Tuesday 
afternoon the enemy exploded two 
mines south of kricourt, doing slight 
damage. Yesterday we successfully 
bombarded hostile trenches gt several 
points. At dusk a party of our troops 
raided the enemy trenches north of 
the River Lys and brought back sev­
eral prisoners. The enemy exploded 
a mine near the Hohenzollern redoubt 
and another in front of our trenches 
northeast of Guinchy, near La Basse. 
No damage was done. Hostile artil­
lery has been active northwest of 
Fromelles and east of Ypres, and a 
hostile aeroplane was brought down 
near Frelinghen by our fire.

RUSSIANS OPEN NEW OFFENSIVE.
LONDON, To-Day.

After only a slight pause since the 
conclusion of the New Year’s battle 
on the eastern front, the Russians 
again begun a strong offensive against 
the Austro-Hungarians on the Bes­
sarabian front, east of Czernowitz, the 
capital of Bukowina.
