be issued on- application to the Offi­
cer Commanding Depot at Headquar­
ters, St. John’s, subject to the under­
noted conditions as approved by the 
Governor in Council and published in 
the Royal Gazette of September 26th, 
1916.

In the case of Volunteers living out­
side of St. John’s who have been ex­
amined and rejected by the Medical 
Examiner in their district, a certifi­
cate from the Medical Examiner show­
ing cause of rejection should accom­
pany applications.

RULES AND REGULATIONS.
1. The Badge to be of bronze with

Crown, suitable inscription and a 
number (consecutive). _

2. A Register to be kept giving the
number of badge, to whom issued, and 
date. »

3. Badges to be Arsed at Head­
quarters by the Regimental Autori- 
ties. only to men of military age, and 
not to any man obviously unfit.

4. Badges to be issued only to men 
who have enlisted and have undergone 
the regular medical examination.

5. Men rejected prior to the publi­
cation of the regulations who apply 
for badges to submit to new medical 
examination if required, and not to 
.receive a badge unless still unfit.

6. Penalty on any person other than 
the man to whom badge is issued 
wearing same, or having it in his 
possession (except for repairs), $50.00.

7. Penalty on owner of badge sell­
ing it or giving it away or permitting 
it to be worn by any other person, 
$25.00.

8. Badge-holder required to produce 
badge for inspection to Regimental 
Authorities or their appointee when­
ever called upon to do so. Penalty, 
$10.00.

9. Badge-holder losing badge to re­
port loss forthwith to Regimental Au­
thorities, and if required, furnish affi- 
daÀt of loss. Penalty, $10.00. A new 
badge may be issudd on satisfactory 
proof of the loss.

10. Badge-holder leaving the coun­
try to return badge to Headquarters 
and receive a certificate in exchange.

Weather conditions 
were favourable during the voyage 
except when nearing this port, fog be­
ing met. She brought 1,200 tons of 
general cargo and a large mall, in­
cluding lg bags of letters and 14 bask­
ets of parcel post. The work of dis­
charging the ship was continued all 
Saturday night and yesterday morn­
ing, finishing at eleven o’clock. Shq, 
received a quick despatch and got 
away at noon for Halifax where she 
will load grain, we understand, for the 
Old ountry.

Amongst the Tabasco’s freight land­
ed at the Furness pier were four hun­
dred barrels of ham butt pork, con­
signed to a local concern. This stuff 
comprised part of a cargo of a Nor­
wegian steamer which was engaged 
bringing contraband into Rotterdam 
for the Germans. She was on her 
way to the latter port when seized by 
a British warship and escorted to 
Kirkwall in the north of Scotland. 
The goods were confiscated and later 
disposed of by auction and the ship in­
terned.

RAPPAHANNOCK ARRIVES.
The S. S. Rappahannock, Capt. Gar­

MONDAY, October 2nd, 1916. On Their Way Home, Yesterday was a big day for the 
people of St. Thomas’s Church, who 
turned out in large numbers at both 
morning and evening services. At 
Matins the Lord Bishop of Newfound­
land occupied the pulpit and deliver­
ed a most inspiring and impressive 
address. So powerful and yet so sim­
ple were his words that the smallest 
child in the large congregation listen­
ed with deep interest. At Evensong 
the Rector, Dr. Edgar Jones, was the 
preacher, taking for his subject: 
“What is the Church Doing in the 
Present Crisis?” For upwards of an 
hour the preacher pointed out the 
many great things the Church was 
doing in the Great War, and likewise 
her weaker points, the one confront­
ing the other. The Church at the 
present day was on trial, and the 
question is, what are we doing in the 
way of prayer or intercession to 
strengthen her arm? It is a well 
known fact, said the Rev. Doctor, that 
our parks and public highways have 
within the past two years become 
places where immoral scenes occur 
nightly, and that the fair name of our 
city stands in great danger. What are 
we doing as Christians to save it 
from disgrace?

nearly the same as that for August, 
being in the neighbourhood of 120,000. 
This means that many, very many, 
brave men have gone to their death. 
Among them must be a good number 
of fellow Colonials—Canadians, Aus­
tralians and others, but the great ma­
jority are our British . brothers. We 
cannot always accept these figures un­
moved and impersonally, counting 
them mere statistics, military fac­
tors. Reflection brings the truth to 
the mind and a great sadness to the 
heart. It is the terrible price of it 
all. Britain made up her mind long 
ago that it must be paid, and pays it 
unflinchingly. But she • is nursing a 
terriblS vengeance upon those who 
have made it necessary.

Commanders in chief note these 
figures carefully and compare them 
with those they can ascertain con­
cerning the enemy, for the compari­
son is of the greatest value. They are 
in dire truth vital statistics. They 
must be read into the whole situation 
together with all the other contribu­
tory parts, and in spite of their heavi­
ness they give us good ground for 
hope.

of more effect. And thjs, we 
good reason to believe will continue in 
increasing proportions. There are 
several reasons for it.

First, the Allies are now attacking 
defences of greatlyriess strength than 
those that first confronted them. 
Stories from the front, the occupa­
tion of the high ground and the rapid- 
tty of the late advances bear wit­
ness to this important fact. Secondly, 
and as a consequence, these defences 
can be taken at less cost to the at­
tack. Note the comparatively small 
losses sustained by the forces that 
took Thiepval and Combles. Thirdly, 
there remains no doubt that the Ger­
mans have rushed troops in great 
number to the East, and to effect this 
must certainly have thinned their 
lines in the West. They intend to re­
tire there sooner or later, and with 
the intention of retreat comes the in­
evitable demoralisation of the troops, 
who feel that they fight a losing bat­
tle.

It is this last fact that robs of so 
much force the argument that by re­
tiring to a shorter line the Germans 
will increase their powers of resist­
ance, an argument which is almost a 
nightmare to some observers. For the 
Germans will lose heart, ‘morale’ as it 
is callfed, by any retirement. More than 
that, they will lose men. If their en­
tire forces could be transported at 
once to a shorter line, undoubtedly 
they would be stronger; but an inter­
mediate process is necessary that will 
prove awkward. The Allies have fine 
cavalry in great numbers ; they will 
be heartened by victory as the Ger­
many will be depressed by defeat; the 
railway system as a whole will not 
greatly assist the retreating armies, 
running as it does generally parallel 
to their lines ; and when they do reach 
the line assigned to them, it will only 
be after great losses and to find the 
Allies enjoying the like concentration 
for the renewed attack that they have 
acquired for the defence.

It must never be forgotten that the 
end will come through Germany’s ex­
haustion of men, and in no other way. 
No line that she can take up is so 
short as to compensate greatly the 
losses that she is suffering and will 
suffer in larger numbers in the pro­
cess of taking it up. We have yet 
seen no great retirement on this 
front. It will come soon, and may 
well be turned from a retreat into a 
rout, from a tactical manoeuvre into 
a crushing disaster. Germany 'may not 
even be allowed to hold her new line, 
but find it immediately pierced and 
be driven back to another without 
pause. All this is possible, and, in 
view of the increasing drain upon her 
resources in every direction, even 
probable. Viewed in this way, our 
losses, terrible though they are, may 
well be a source of encouragement, in 
that they must have their correspond­
ence in the ranks of the enemy, who 
can so much less afford them.

ANOTHER RAID ON.
LONDON, To-day.

Another Zeppelin raid against Lon­
don and the East Coast of England is 
in progress. An airship is reported to 
have been brought down in flames 
north of London, according to. an of­
ficial statement issued shortly after 
midnight The statement reads: A 
number of hostile airships crossed the 
East Coast between 9 p.m. and mid­
night. A few bombs were dqopped 
near the coast, but no damage is yet 
reported. The raid is still in progress. 
Smaller ships are in the vicinity of 
London where some guns have been 
heard. An airship is reported brought 
down in flames north of London.

ANOTHER ZEPPELIN DOWNED.
LONDON, To-day.

Great crowds cheered the spectacle 
of the burning Zeppelin as it fell in 
the London district. The great flare 
from the burning air craft was visible 
for a huig distance.

ANOTHER BREMEN STORY.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Another report of the capture of the 
German merchant submarine Bremen 
leached official circles here to-day 
from unofficial, but usually reliable 
sources. According to this account, 
which was given credence by some 
higher military officials, the Bremen 
was seen three weeks ago at the big 
British naval station at Rosyth on the 
vast coast of Scotland, having been 
captured in one of the steel nets re­
cently used with success by the Brit­
ish against underwater craft More 
than 70 subs are said to have been 
taken or destroyed by nets. In spite 
of the report of the Bremen’s capture 
her agents in this country are appar­
ently still confident that she is safe on 
the high seas and will appear at New 

^London, Conn., in due time.

CONVOY INTERNED CRUISERS.
PHILADELPHIA, To-day.

Convoyed by the United States bat­
tleships Minnesota and Vermont, the 
interned German cruisers Kron Prinz 
Wilhelm and Prinz Eitel Freiderich 
arrived at the Philadelphia navy yard 
last night from Norfolk. The convoy 
of twelve warships escorted the in­
terned, cruisers up the coast because 
it was necessary to go outside of the 
three mile limit; 744 officers and men

ol the cruisers have been kept in 
close confinement in the navy yard.

FURTHER PROGRESS OF BRITISH.
LONDON,- To-day.

British troops Tn the centre along 
the Somme line have made an advance 
on a three thousand yard front from 
the cast of Eaucourt-Labbayo to the 
Albert-Bapaume road, according to an 
official from headquarters issued at 
midnight. Eaucourt-Labbayo itself 
is reported to be in the hands of the 
British. Operations were aided by 
the armored tanks. The text is as fol­
lows: On Sunday afternoon south of 
the Ancre our centre attacked and 
captured the whole of its objective on 
a front of 3,060 yards from a point 
east of Eaucourt-Labbaye t,o the Al­
bert-Bapaume road, northeast of Des- 
tremont farm. The village of Eau­
court-Labbaye has been captured and 
is in our hands. Further east \tfe 
pushed our outposts well beyond the 
original front line; more than 300 
prisoners have already been taken. 
Our casualties up to * he present are 
small. In this action the new armor­
ed cars have done valuable work in 
clearing the trenches behind the in­
fantry advance. The village of Trans- 
ley north of Merval was effectively 
bombarded by our artillery and an 
ammunition dump blown up. Satur­
day two aeroplanes were successfully 
bombarded by our aeroplanes and at 
least one machine was destroyed. In 
the fighting over this front fbur ene­
my machines were brought down an.l 
one of our machines is missing. Ene­
my troops and transports were re­
peatedly attacked from the air with 
machine gun Are. In one instance 
several hundred infantry were dis­
persed. Since Sept. 10 we have taken 
between the Ancre and Somme 24 field 
guns, 3 field batteries and 3 heavy 
howitzers. From July to Sept. 30 in 
the same area we made prisoners 588 
officers and 26,147 of other ranks.

We fairly got the Germans on the 
run again. Our artillery had been fir­
ing for two solid’ days and the first 
Hun line was nothing but crumbled 
craters and caved-in dugouts, nothing 
near as strong as those at the front 
of Courcelette.

The German dead were piled three 
deep in some shellholes, and a remark­
able thing I found when I went over 
the road at noon. It was a German 
machine-gun in working order, the 
crew all being dead.

“Evidently no one would volunteer 
to come up from the second line to 
rescue it. Hardly had our lighter 
guns lifted the barrage than hun­
dreds of grey-coated Germans scur­
ried for life from the second line into 
the clear open.

There was a “tank” battery, evi­
dently filled .with machine-guns, on 
our right, and this killed scores of 
them, for the Huns evidently intend­
ed to make a second stand on No. 2 
line, but we surprised them.

Cowardly Hun Officer.
“A German pioneer officer, among 

a score or so of prisoners, shouted 
in English, “I surender to you, major.”

"I told him to go back with the 
other prisoners. He didn’t seem to be 
armed, so I went on over towards the 
next trench. Scarcely had I got ten 
yards when a bullet pinged by me 
from behind, and I just caught Mr, 
Hun aiming again with a revolver.

"I found mine missing, but I grab­
bed a rifle from a runner who was 
with them, and a third shot got him 
safe in the chest,

"That's what the Hun officers often 
do, but the men, when they surrender, 
are too dazed to try any trteks. Gen­
erally we let 100 or so wander back he 
best they can, for they are only too 
happy to get out of it."

the Police Court.

Some Unusual and Dramatic Scenes 
Enacted.

The docket was fairly large to-day, 
Judge Hutchings presiding. The first 
to grace the bar was a “John Collins,” 
who apparently needed one to straight­
en himself He was*let go on deposit­
ing 31. After a small amount of other 
routine business was disposed of, the 
names of two boys, aged 11 and 15, 
.respectively, arrested for larceny 
were called from the sinners’ seat. The 
oldest lad worked in the employ of the 
Royal Stores, Ltd., and on Thursday 
last, the half holiday, he allowed him 
self to be barred in and at night escap 
ed through a window, getting away 
with three watches and an offertory
box, containing some money for the 
Red Cross Fund. On Friday night the 
same lad in company with the younger
boy, broke into the store of the Martin 
Hardware Co., and stole a revolver. 
Both pleaded guilty. The ringleader 
was sentenced to three months’ im­
prisonment and the younger lad was 
let go on his foster father signing 
bonds for him to be of good behaviour 
in future. ,

The next was the trial of the man 
Michael Connors, who was charged 
with assaulting two young women on 
Freshwater Road on Thursday night 
last. I. G. Sullivan acted for the 
Crown and Mr. R. T. McGrath repre­
sented the accused. The case was ad­
journed on Saturday last and a crowd­
ed court room listened to the finish of 
it to-day. Several witnesses were ex­
amined, all corroborating each other's 
testimony that Connors was the one 
who committed the assault. Lawyer 
McGrath scathingly Criticized the 
newspapers and blamed them for pre­
judicing his case. At the last day’s 
trial there seemed a possibility of es­
tablishing an alibi, but this possibility 
being précluded to-day,' Lawyer Mc­
Grath set up a new defence, intimating 
that his client did commit the assault 
but that drunkenness was the cause of 
it. In addressing the court for miti­
gation of punishment for the prisoner, 
Lawyer McGrath drew from his pocket 
two extracts from newspapers of re­
ports of the assault, which he contend­
ed were exaggerated and wrong and 
helped to defeat him. He dropped one 
extract, hut took good care to harp 
on the other and recommended criti­
cism from the judge/ adding that if 
the case was heard before a jury in his 
estimation a Judge of the Supreme 
Court would have the newspaper up 
for contempt. Lawyer McGrath did 
not mention any extenuating circum­
stances on behalf of the accused inas­
much as.the latter has a wife and two 
children and is in poor and miserable 
circumstances. Judge Hutchings 
thought differently from the learned 
counsel, and retorted that he had no 
such power and preferred to see such 
a live and sensational matter publish­
ed. The judge then reviewed the past 
bad record of the accused and quoted 
against him two convictions for lar­
ceny. Thereupon the prisoner was 
given the full, penalty of the law for 
his latest offence and sentenced to six 
months in jail, without the option of 
a fine. As sentence was passed’ and 
the prisoner was being removed to the 
cell below, Mrs. Connors, wife of the 
prisoner, who was present at the trial, 
became hysterical, screamed bitterly 
and shouted, “Take me and my chil­
dren, too!” The unfortunate woman 
was escorted out of court

' er in the German army, anA I saw him 
' worsted and otitgeneralled by von Kis­

sing, the smartest soldier I ever saw 
in Germany, and by General von Fal- 
lois, a particularly efficient command­
er. Hindenburg gave one the idea of-a 
resolute, pig-headed man, without any 
surplus share oï brains. One took 
him to be utterly ruthless, and his 
square head and little' eyes showed his 
Mongol origin and denoted unmistak­
ably cunning and cruelty. While his 
predecessor, General von Grone, and 
his former corps General, von Bulow, 
received me with open arms and ad­
mitted the freely to all the critiques 
after each day’s manoeuvres, von 
Hindenburg only suffered me because 
I was there by command of the “all 
highest,” and he would not allow me 
within the circle of his officers at the 
critiques. He was cold, but not actu­
ally rude, but he seemed to enjoy the 
insulting bporishneSs to which an un­
derbred Prussian junker treated me 
on every possible occasion. He was 
an aide-de-camp of the Grand Duke of 
Baden, who was the soul of courtesy, 
and I am confident that Hindenburg, 
who evidently resented my presence 
on his staff, got the arrogant junker 
to "make things hot for me.” I was in 
no way impressed 'by Hindenburg’s 
ability. He struck me as a typical, 
Hun—tall, stout and coarse, and, like 
most Germans, a huge eater and 
drinker, I was told that on one oc­
casion the officers of his staff were- 
discoursing on poetry in his presence 
and comparing the merits of Shakes­
peare, Schiller and Goethe. After lis­
tening impatiently, for a time the gen- 1 
eral could stand it to longer and 
thus admonished them: “Melne Her- 
ren, I have never risked making my­
self weak by reading poetry, and I 
strongly advise you to follow my ex­
ample,”
