THE POLICE AND FINES. 
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—On Monday, the 7th in­
stant there appeared in your news­
paper a report of Police Proceedings 
from which the following is an ex­
tract:—
«PROHIBITION CASES IN COURT.

Doubtful Methods of Police.
If present circumstances ye allow­

ed to continue, some members of our 
police force will shortly be able to 
rest on “easy street” ere long, judg­
ing by the amount of "rake-offs” they 
make. They have been working over­
time lately, but the unprincipled 
methods they employ for the purpose 
of getting Convictions did not com­
mend themselves to the Court when 
several Prohibition cases came up for 
hearing. It must be admitted that 
the enforcement of Prohibition has 
wrought a tremendous amount of 
good in the country and it is right 
and proper that the law should be 
respected and obeyed, but it would be 
more desirable in the public welfare 
if the Control Board or Prohibition 
interests took that portion of fines, 
which are given to police officers, for 
patriotic or charitable purposes. De­
tective Sergts. Byrne and O’Neill 
boarded a Spanish vessel a few days 
ago, shortly after her arrival, and 
bought a couple of bottles of wine 
which were used this morning as evi­
dence against the stranger, who did 
not know Byrne, and to-day was fined 
$100 or 30 days. The sleuths, of 
coursé, got half the fine. Wine is a 
necessity on board a Spanish ship as 
tea is in households In St John’s.”

Sergts. Byrne and O’Neill, who 
have retained us in the matter, have 
considerable work to do all over the 
country before various Stipendiary 
Magistrates and they feel that the 
publication of such an article as the 
one referred to above must have the 
effect of lessening public confidence 
in them and must render it much 
more difficult for them to perform 
their duties successfully.

The whole tenor of your article fs 
that these men were guilty of “doubt­
ful” or questionable methods in the 
conduct of the case referred to, and 
that these “doubtful” methods were 
used rather from a desire for per­
sonal pecuniary profit than from a 
desire to perform their public duty.

With reference to your statement, 
“The sleuths, of course, got half the 
fine.” This la not correct The fines 
are apportioned one-third to the Re­
ceiver General for the Public Funds 
of the Colony, one-third to the Police 
Widows and Orphans’ Fund and one- 
third to the parties laying informa­
tion.

There were no strictures from the 
Court on the conduct of these two 
officers with regard to this case.

These two men, in the ordinary 
course of their duty, discovered a 
breach of the law and laid an infor­
mation. They did not ask any citi­
zen to do their work for them, but 
went and did it themselves, for which 
they are held pp to public contumely. 
They have been for many years 'on 
the. Police Force and have rendered 
very many valuable services to the 
public, and they feel very much ag­
grieved over the attitude taken by 
your newspaper.

They had nd connection or associ­
ation with the ease referred to in the 
second paragraph of your article. *

We write you thus fully under the 
belief that you will be prepared to 
vindicate our clients in this matter.

It is not in 
the public interest that the police 
should be "rewarded” in this way for 
the performance of their duty; nor is 
it in their own, since they must un­
avoidably be under the suspicion 
here complained of. This feature of 
these prosecutions should be re­
moved.—Ed.)

LONDON, Jan. 11.

Special despatches yesterday re­
ported the majority of Cossacks and 
the population of Don district in gen­
eral grouping themselvçs around the 
Don Military Government under Gen. 
Kaledines, whose aim was said not 
to fight the Bolshevik!, but to con­
solidate democratic organizations in 
the Don district with a view to bring­
ing an end to civil war.

WHY HUGHES IS RECALLED.
MELBOURNE, Aus., Jan. 11.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
The Governor-General has issued a 
statement giving reasons why he re­
commissioned Hon. William Hughes. 
He stated that in advance of the Na­
tionalist defeat in Parliament he en­
deavored to ascertain the situation by 
seeking information of all sections of 
representatives with a view to avoid­
ing dissolution and decided that the 
majority Of Nationalists was likely to 
retain cohesion and would be able to 
establish a stable Government under 
Mr. Hughes. The final vote on the 
Conscription Referendum poll follows :

The States in favor included 
West Australia and Tasmania. Those 
against were New South Wales, Vic­
toria, Queensland, South Australia.

AUSTRALIAN POLITICAL FIGHT.

IGNORANCE
UNPARALLELED.

fcww—r We have lately been
pointing out, and our 
correspondent “Vigilance" 
has also been demonstrat­

ing in words and illustrations that go 
straight to the mark, the extreme dan­
ger in which this country stands, a 
danger directly levelled at it by the 
nature and composition of its present 
Government. That Government is a 
corporation - controlled government, 
the corporations being two, the Reid 
Newfoundland Company find the F. P. 
U. (more correctly, the Union Trading 
Company), working in entire accord 
with common interests. This alliance, 
whether expressly made or tacitly un­
derstood, has naturally been loudly 
denied by Mr. Coaker, but he has not 
yet offered a single proof of his de­
nial. He has not attempted to refute 
a single one of the statements we have 
made in support of our charge. He 
has merely, for the benefit of his fish­
ermen dupes, threatened us in the 
biggest and blackest type with libel 
actions, which have so far failed to 
materialise. We would politely sug­
gest to him that his 23,000 followers of 
the F. P. U. are waiting for his an­
swer. They know that if he had one 
to give he would give it in his news­
paper, and not permit it to reach 
them merely through the belated and 
refractive medium of Supreme Court 
reports. He can fill in the syllogism 
for himself.

Our efforts, however, and our cor­
respondent’s In this respect are large­
ly supererogatory. (Never mind the 
dictionary, dear Advocate. This hard 
word means "unnecessary"). The 
columns of the Advocate provide more 
eloquent proof of all we seek to es- 
ttblleh than our best arguments. Mr. 
Coaker controls the present adminis­
tration. It any of the public wishes 
to know Mr. Coaker’s ideas of govern­
ment and parliamentary representa­
tion, and to derive therefrom some in­
timation of what to expect It Mr. 
Coaer is allowed to put his legislative 
schemes into effect, he has only to 
read yesterday’s Advocate. Our most 
emphatic charges could not make a 
stronger case than its open admis- j 
sion. I

Quite plainly and openly Mr. Coaker 
there states that he sees no harm or j 
impropriety in the F. P. U. controlling 
the Government. Now, what is the 
F. P. U.? When someone unkindly 
(and we must say untruthfully) sug­
gested a few days ago that it had little 
influence and poked fun at it, Mr. 
Coaker maintained in half a column 
that it was purely a political organi­
sation, with a membership of some 
23,000. When, however, we “libelled” 
it by speaking of its alliance with the 
Reid Company, he denounced at still 
greater length the injury such a 
statement would do its trade. Here, 
you see, it had become the Union 
Trading Company, though we did not 
call it that. Mr. Coaker thus admits 
that they are identical. He therefore 
claims that it is right and proper in 
every way for a trading company, a 
business concern, with a huge mem­
bership of some 20,000, to control the 
Government, and not only that, but to 
form itself into a political body with 
the avowed object of securing such con­
trol and of serving its political inter­
ests, which are necessarily inseparable 
from its trade and business interests! 
Could anything approach such appall­
ing ignorance?

_We oui «Baver that, nnastinn in the

affirmative, but we must go to the 
same source. Not content with enun­
ciating this extraordinary view, which 
contradicts one of the very funda­
mental principles of government, Mr. 
Coaker proceeds directly to another 
exhibition of ignorance which would 
disgrace a schoolboy. He has the ef­
frontery to publish prominently the 
oath “that every Union member M. H. 
A. has taken, or will take if a candi­
date at the election." We reproduce
the essential part of it: *1.........will
resign my seat when called upon to do 
so by resolutions of mv District Coun­
cil. So help me God.” He then asks 
“What can possibly be wrong with 
such a pledge?” If Mr. Coaker will 
spend a few cents at any bookstore in 
the purchase of any respectable text­
book on Parliamentary government, 
he may find a few answers to his ques­
tion. There is nothing wrong with 
the oath, of course, except that it is 
altogether illegal. It only supplies 
complete ground for unseating any 
member who has taken it It only 
exposes such member, on a dozen pos­
sible occasions, to the alternative of 
breaking . his oath of allegiance 
to the sovereign or breaking 
this oath itself, and so com­
mitting perjury. It only destroys 
altogether every atom of independ­
ence which such member is supposed 
to possess. It only gives a direct 
power of government of the whole 
country to such Councils, and of for­
cing bye-elections at any moment they 
may choose. It would be bad enough 
if a member took such an oath to his 
whole constituency, though he is only 
elected by a majority of it He takes 
it in fact, to a mere council of a 
mere organization, and that organiza­
tion a trading one to boot.

It is needless to pursue the subject 
further. If the country cannot see 
the danger that threatens it, it can see 
nothing. What can it expect from men 
guilty of the ignorance and possessed 
of the impudence here revealed, here 
admitted? Alpheus Todd, in the intro­
duction to his great work on Parlia­
mentary Government in England, 
sums up a discussion of its first prin­
ciples with the words, “How essential, 
therefore, is it that Parliament should 
consist of the most Intelligent, educa­
ted and enlightened men that are to 
be found in the whole community!” 
But he was speaking of Great Britain, 
not of Newfoundland.

The Menace to
the Country.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Sir,—The railway tragedy to which 

I made reference yesterday, whereby 
eight persons were burnt to a cinder 
—a holocaust due to someone’s negli­
gence—was a terrible calamity for 
this little community, and pointed to 
the danger of a still greater calam­
ity. Yet, the horrible occurrence was 
allowed by the press to quickly pass 
into oblivion, and the Government, 
the public trustees, so far as the pub­
lic are aware, have done nothing 
either to fix the responsibility for the 
tragedy or to prevent a greater one. 
Who muzzled the press, and who 
paralysed the Government In respect 
to this matter?

There are three public servants 
who stand self-convicted of culpable 
negligence at least, by their very in­
action, late Prime Minister Morris, 
late Minister of Justice Squires and 
the present Prime Minister and Min­
ister of Justice Lloyd. The Prime 
Minister and the Minister of Justice 
were the two public officials with 
whom rested the initiative, and the 
vigorous prosecution of the inquiry. 
Why has there not been a vigorous 
prosecution? Why has the Inquiry 
that was commenced been dropped? 
Why this conspiracy of silence? But 
the three public officials named are 
not the only public officials who pro­
perly come under censure. Every 
member of the late Government, ev­
ery member of the present Govern­
ment is particeps criminis. Those 
who form the present Government,— 
the Coakerites,—have had the ascend­
ency, the supreme power, in the Gov­
ernment of the country since the Co­
alition was made with the Morris 
party early in July last. To them 
then attaches the greatest blame, and 
of them Dr. Lloyd, as Minister of 
Justice, is the principal culprit. This 
death tragedy to which I have had re­
ference, pointed, as I have said, to 
the possibility of a still greater one, 
and that possibility, yea probability, 
was emphasized during the early days 
of the past session of the Legislature 
by Mr. Coaker and his subordinates 
in the following language which I 
have taken from the official report 
of debates:

MR. COAKER__“These eight lives
should not have been lost, . . . The 
accident was caused by bad ties.. . . 
Everybody who knows anything about 
our railway, with experience of rails, 
ties, cars and locomotives, knows that 
if the people knew the real condition 
of affairs they would be horrified. ... 
Two thirds of the ties are rotten. It 
is no wonder that we have accidents. 
Anybody who knows about the condi­
tion of the road knows that It Is not 
in a fit condition for traffic.”

DR. LLOYD.—“I rise to support the 
remarks of the member for Twiilin- 
gate (Mr. Coaker) in reference to the 
railway. . . . The country is in great 
peril by allowing the state of affairs 
to continue as they are to-day.”

MR. GRIMES.—“I endorse in toto 
what has been said by the Leaders of 
the Opposition with regard to the 
railway.”

MR. HICKMAN—“A matter of su- 
preme public importance was the pre­
sent very poor condition of the Reid 
Railway system. It was hardly safe 
to travel on."

These strong words of accusation 
and of condemnation, U not true, 
were a criminal libel of the Reid- 
Newfoundland Company, and the men 
who made them should now be In the 
Penitentiary, because, they practical­
ly charged that Company with Jeop­
ardizing the lives of hundreds of 
others. And on the other hand, if 
they were a statement of facts, the 
Company should have been long ago 
placed In the Dock on a charge of 
manslaughter. Of only one thing are 
we absolutely certain, and that is, 
that the very men who made this 
charge have been In supreme control 
of the Government for six months, 
and the present Premier has been 
Minister of Justice during the whole 
of that period, and, so far as the pub­
lic are aware, they have done noth­
ing whatever to fix the responsibility 
for the death of the eight persons 
burnt to a cinder now many months 
ago, nothing has been done to place 
beyond probability the occurrence of 
a greater calamity. Why has nothing 
been done in these matters? Why 
have the Coaker newspapers ceased 
all reference to these serious public 
interests since the Coalition took 
place?

You have said that there exists a 
political agreement between the Coak­
erites and the Reid-Newfoundland 
Company. Certainly the studied si­
lence, and the criminal negligence of 
the Coaker Government, in relation 
to these railway concerns, gives col­
our to the statement

Prohibition Case.
An interesting argument took place 

In the Supreme Court to-day In rela­
tion to the powers of medical men 
under the Prohibition Act upon an 
appeal by Head Constable Noseworthy 
against the decision of Judge Morris, 
J.P., dismissing a prosecution against 
Dr. H. A. Smith for an unlawful pre­
scription. The appeal was taken In 
order to determine whether a medical 
man Is bound to make a personal ex­
amination of the patient before pre­
scribing liquor or whether he may 
prescribe for the patient on the state­
ment of a third party who says he 
needs It, as was done here.

The 
defence argued that as long as the 
doctor acts in good faith, believing 
what is told him, he has done all that 
is required. A strong argument of 
the prosecution was that If the doc­
tor can prescribe on the statement of 
any person who comes In to him the 
door Is opened to all kinds of fraud 
and evasion. At the conclusion of the 
argument the Court took time to con­
sider.

Funeral of Bishop Jones
MOST IMPRESSIVE CEREMONY.
The funeral of the late Right Rev. 

Llewellyn Jones, D.D„ Bishop of 
Newfoundland, took place yesterday 
afternoon, and was such as befitted the 
last teepecta that the citizens of 8L 
John’s could pay to a good and noble 
Prelate.

The obsequies began at the Cathe­
dral at 8 ami. with Matins, followed at 
9 o’clock by a celebration of Holy 
Communion, the celebrant being the 
Rev. Canon Bolt, assisted by Rev. Can­
on Fetid and Rev. J. Brinton. Includ­
ed In the large congregation were the 
city and many outport clergy, mem­
bers of the Synod and life-long friends 
of the deceased Bishop.

At 8 p.m. the Burial Service com­
menced with a procession from the 
Vestry, headed by the Crow and 
choir in robes, followed by the clergy. 
Rev. Canon Smith, Administrator, and 
Rev. Canon White, Bishop-Elect, pro­
ceeded to the body of the church. As 
an organ voluntary Organist Stafford 
played the Funeral March.

We ac­
cepted the invitation and came to an 
agreement about a basis of general 
peace. On this basis you presented 
ten days’ ultimatum to your Allies, 
who have not answered, and to-day it 
is no longer a question of the negotia­
tion of a general peace, bnt rather of 
a separate peace between Russian and 
the quadruple alliance. The Count 
asserted that the transfer of the ne­
gotiations to neutral territory would 
give the Entente an opportunity to 
interfere and endeavor to prevent 
a separate peace. He added: We re­
fuse to give the western powers this 
opportunity, but but we are ready to 
conduct the final negotiations and 
sign a peace treaty at a place to be 
fixed. Regarding the questions on 
which an understanding hasn’t been 
reached, we came to a binding agree­
ment at the last plenary session to 
submit them to a commission to begin 
work immediately. All four members 
of the quadruple alliance entirely 
agreed to the conducting of the nego­
tiations to the end on a basis explain­
ed by Dr. Von Knehlmann and myself 
and agreed upon with the Russians. 
If Russian delegates is animated by 
the same intentions, we shall obtain a 
result satisfactory to all. It not, 
then matters will take the necessary 
course, but the responsibility for 
the war will fall exclusively on the 
Russian delegation. The Turkish and 
Bulgarian representatives associated 
themselves with these remarks. In 
the ’name of the German command, 
General Hoffmann protested most 
strongly against wireless messages 
sent out from the Russian military 
stations containing abuse of the Ger- 
mansB military institutions and ap­
peals of a revolutionary character to 
the German troops. This trans­
gressed the spirit of the armistlc. 
Germany’s Allies joined in the protest 
and at the proposal of Leon Trotsky, 
head of the Russian delegation, the 
sitting was adjourned.

RUSSIA TO REPLY YESTERDAY.
PETROORAD, To-day.

Trotsky requested the adjournment 
in order that the Russian reply might 
be prepared. The next sitting was 
fixed for 11 o’clock on Friday morning. 
It was agreed that the Russian and 
Ukraine replies should be read at 
that time.

A FORLORN HOPE.
LONDON, To-day.

Germany is depending on her U. 
boats to defeat the American menace 
and bring about peace, declares the 
Berlin Tageblatt, a copy of which has 
been received here. The entire En­
tente hopes, says this paper, are now 
based on the expected help from the 
United States. Whether the Ameri­
cans will be able to provide a fighting 
army of numbers sufficient to bring 
about a decision, whether they will be 
able to finish sufficient ships, and whe­
ther they will be able to provide the 
supplies of food and war material are 
questions upon which opinion is 
divided ; but there is no doubt that the 
Americans must be taken seriously. 
Hope of an early peace depends al­
most entirely on the efficiency of our 
submarine weapon. Reviewing the 
first year of Germany’s ruthless sub­
marine campaign, which ends on 
February 1st, the Tageblatt asserts 
that the Central Powers have suc­
ceeded in completely upsetting the 
economic life of the Entente, and 
adds that the submarine campaign, 
which has now become the principal 
factor in naval warfare, is being ex­
panded and developed still further. 
Summarizing the results of the under 
water campaign since February 1st, 
the Tageblatt claims the U. boats have 
sunk on an average 821,000 tons of 
shipping monthly from February to 
December, and for the whole year 10

The 
latest advices are to the effect that 
the delegates of the Central Powers 
now have declared withdrawn, so far 
as Russia's Allies are concerned, 
their peace proposals of Dec. 26th, of 
no forcible annexations or Indemni­
ties, which were conditional on Great 
Britain, France, the United States and 
other enemy powers participating in 
the peace pour parler». The refusal 
of these powers to be drawn into the 
net of discussion Is given as the reas­
on for the Auetro-German delegates 
recanting, but Count Czernln told the 
Bolahevikl delegates that the door 
hasn’t been closed to the Russians 
and a situation now has resolved it­
self into a question of a separate 
peace between Russia and the Central 
Powers. Nikolai Lenine, the Bolshe­
vik! Premier, apparently Is maintain­
ing his previous attitude of unwilling­
ness to concede any points to the ene­
my, and has reasserted that unless 
the Central Powers accept the Bolshe­
vik! proposals the Bolshevik! will de­
clare war on them. He also has de­
clared himself in favor of stopping 
demobilization and preparing for war. 
On the fighting fronts there is only 
slight activity, except by the artiller­

A few hours 
afterwards Capt. H. Rendell led a 
party back most gallantly to retake 
the trench, and they were then able 
to bring your son away, and he was 
sent off to hospital, but I fear there 
was no hope for him from the outset.

The only consolation I can offer 
you is that he fell while gallantly 
defending his trench against a very 
heavy attack. With my deepest sym­

I on West End Promenade. I entirely 
agree with him. I go further when 
I say that4he spirit of Vandalism and 
destruction of trees and nature's or­
naments is manifest In this city to an 
alarming degree. Even to the des­
truction of private property has this 
tendency to vandalism come to. But 
any one can observe in our public 
parks, etc., this "spirit". On Le- 
Marchant Road, in fact anywhere the 
"mob” can find a thing of beauty to 
deface and destroy they- do so. How 
many trees were planted on Le- 
Marchant Road, and how often? The 
planting and the guard-boxes cost 
money, but if a fully armed sentry 
bad been guarding each tree they 
would be destroyed despite of it.. Ob­
servation in BannenAan Park for 
many summers past has led me to 
believe that there is not one senti­
ment approaching the love of nature 
and its beauty of flowers and trees 
shown by 99% per Cent of the visi­
tors, hangers-on and hoodlums who 
frequent the Park, the area of rest 
and recreation. We have seen the 
trees fringing the" Park used as a 
camouflage for lovers—half-clad, silly 
mademoiselles with their ninny cig­
arette bleached cavaliers using these 
beautiful trees as the circus acrobat 
uses the trapeze, or to try and sup­
port their fating energies. Even the 
gress is used Nebuchadnezzar fash­
ion. As they saunter along the walks 
underneath the lovely shady over­
hanging foliage—of which there is far 
too little—these Goths t and Huns 
reach for the upper branches and 
pull. Down comes the leaves, etc., 
to be left to wither. How one would 
like to have “six months hard” im­
posed—without option of fine— on 
such a “vandal mob.” In spite of the 
vigilance of the uniformed Park 
Policeman, and he was faithful and 
vigilant; in spite of the printed notice 
of the penalties attached as punish­
ment for infraction of rules and regu­
lations, yet the spirit of youthful St 
John's is vandal to the core. Men in 
the uniform of both branches of His 
Majesty’s forces are equally to 
blame, with the civilian hooligan and 
blushing silly hoyden. And further­
more, any check from a respectable 
lady or gent would meet with such 
an answer as would indeed show What 
these creatures be when they defy the 
law itself. What is the use of pains­
taking efforts, expense, etc., to beau­
tify our parks and public places when 
the labor of weeks is destroyed in a 
night under the covisr of darkness, 
when a tree whose growth of years 
is killed by a system Of tearing off 
branches. Such a class of creatures 
is found nowhere else in civilization. 
Go from the gate on Military Road, 
use the short cut to the lower streets 
by using the street opposite, and be­
hold near the public fountain is an 
old building nearing^its finish, 'is it 
the elements alone that is the cause 
of buildings beidg destroyed? No, it 
is human destructive aid, when no 
one Is watching. Can visitors class 
us as civilised? No, they keep by all 
means in their power their public 
properties In beauty and constant re­
pair, and dare one lay a careless or 
violent hand on a city’s ornaments. 
Erase this spirit of destruction from 
the young and teach them to appreci­
ate nature's beauty, teach them to re­
spect property of all kinds, and let 
them enjoy park flowers by eyesight 
and enroll atone, and not to touch, 
taste or handle what is not theirs, 
only as a unit of a common body of 
citlsens. We are a white race, let us 
keep white.

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RUSSIA’S REPUDIATION OF FOR­
EIGN LOANS.

It Is not clear yet whether the Bol­
shevik Government mean to presist in 
the proposal to repudiate all fdrelgn 
loans. If they do so, French, British, 
and American Investors will suffer 
seriously. Before the war British In­
vestors had lent to the Russian Gov­
ernment probably not less than £300,- 
000,000, while French investments in 
Russian Government securities must 
have been much higher. Apart from 
pre-war investments there is the im­
portant question of British advances 
made to Russia during the war. The 
United States, too, have lent to Rus­
sia for war purposes at least £50,- 
000,000. Before the war Germany 
also held an appreciable amount of 
Russian stocks, which were sold 
heavily In the weeks preceding the 
war, and there have been attempts to 
unload stock during the war in neu­
tral countries. If Germany is still a 
considerable ' holder she would hard­
ly permit repudiation in a peace ar­
rangement between Russia and Ger­
many. The whole plan of repudia­
tion Is, from Russia’s point of view, 
little short of economic suicide. After 
the war Russian recovery and devel­
opment will depend greatly on for­
eign capital available. Any repudia­
tion will destroy Russian credit 
abroad and entirely stop the flow of 
investment into Russia when peace 
arrives.

CLOTHES AND THE GIRL.
It is putting it very mildly to say 

that the young ladies in the Govern­
ment offices here do not exactly wel­
come the scheme to put them into uni­
form.

GERMAN ECONOMY ON ESPION­
AGE.

A certain degree of relief over the 
Russian situation Is believed to be en­
tertained in the financial department 
of the German Foreign Office, for the 
reason that a great portion of the 
vast amount disbursed of late years 
through secret agents .in Petrograd 
for purposes of propaganda and es- 
-plonage will now for the time be sav­
ed. This method of economising 
much-drained and sorely-needed re­
sources Is spreading In Germany. It 
Is an Interesting symptom of the 
times to learn, according to a report 
which has reached a well-placed neu­
tral here through Amsterdam, that 
the Secret Service Department which 
Krupps have for so long maintained 
In connection with their works at 
Essen is being closed down—either 
permanently or at least for the dura­
tion of the war. As it was estimated 
in 1913 that this department cost 
the firm over £60,000 a year, the es­
tent of its activities may he apprecia­
ted, and its close relationship with 
the Wilhelmstrasse may be guaged 
from the fact that all the members of 
the staff not of military age are now 
being transferred to the Foreign Of­
fice in Berlin. .

“PERE” JOFFRE.
The suggestion that the name of 

“Pere” Joffre ifiay be included In the 
roll of the Immortals of the French 
Academy Is an Interesting indication 
of the all-absorbing Influences of the 
war, for the ranks of the Academy 
have been strictly confined to men of 
letters. The Academie Française of 
to-day can claim an apostolic succes­
sion from the original Academy, 
which was founded in 1635, and, like 
so many other things, came to an end 
in 1793, for the first secretary of the 
existing Academy, which was estab­
lished as part of the Institute of 
France in 1796, had been a member 
of the older society. The number of 
members is, and always has been, 
limited to 40, and though it is often 
pointed cut how many illustrious 
French 'writers (Including Pascal, 
Moliere, Rousseau, Balzac, Michelet, 
Daudet and Zola) never attained the 
dignity of membership, yet the Acad­
emy has almost always been repre­
sentative of what Is best In French 
literature and thought No more un­
expected honor could fall to the fa­
mous French Marshal than the elec­
tion to this close corporation by one

J. Sheehan, who was buried a few 
days ago with full military honours, 
his fine personal record, and the rare 
patriotism of his parents, who have 
lost another son as"well, we have 
pleasure In publishing the following 
expressions of sympathy, from His 
Excellency the Governor, Hon. R. A.
