Arabs Combat Britajns
Palestine Policy.

LONDON (Associated Press.)—The
government is unremitting in itsg ef-
forts to,find a golution of the Pales-
tine problem. To this end it has,
among other things, recently publish-
ed the official correspondence that has
passed between the government, the
Palestine Arab delegation now in
London, and the Zionist organization
since last February. Included in an
official statement of British policy, as
given out July 1, w0 the effect that a
Jewish national home will be found-
ed in Palestine, and the Jewigh people
will be in Palestine as of right and
not sufferance. The disappearance of
subordination of the Arab population,
language or culture is not contem-
plated, and the establishment of a full
measure of self government in Pales-
tine will be fostered. The special po-
sition of the Zionist Executive does
not entitle it to a share in the gov-
ernment of the country. The Arab
delegation has replied to .this state-
ment of policy as follows: “Since its
establishment in Palestine the Zion-
ist Commission has very much inter-
ferred with the administration of Pal-
estine under one pretext or another,
all of which were based on solicitude
for Jewish interests. One military
administrator after another, and one
British official after another, had to
g0 because they could not and would
not govern the country on lines laid
down betweed Arab and Zionist in-
creasing day by day and resulting in
general retrogression, because the im-
migrants dumped upon the country
from different parts of the world are
ignorant of the language, customs and
character of the Arabs, and enter
Palestine by the might of England
and against the will of the people,
who are convinced -that these people
have come to strangle them. Nature
does not allow the creation of a spirit
of co-operation between two peoples
so different. The fact is that his Majes-
ty’'s Government has placed itself in
the position of a partisan in Pales-
tine of a certain policy which the Ar-
ab cannot accept because sooner or
Jater it means his extinction.”

TWO SETS OF PROMISES,

Commenting on this official cor-
respondence, a diplomatic correspon-
dent writes in the Sunday Times:—
“Briefly put, the British goverment
finds itself uncomfortably sandwiched
in between -two sets of promises.
Driven by the exigencies of the Great
War to demand on behalf of the Al-
lies the - co-operation of .the Arabs
against the Turks, Britain agreed to
recognize their independence within
a territory which included Palestine
and Syria, This was on October 24,
1915. On November 2, 1917, possibly
with a view of obtaining other and
equally necessary support, the Earl
of Balfour made his famous declar-
ation in favor of the establishment of
a Jewish home in Palestine.” The pas-
sage by the House of Lords the laiter
part of June of the Islington -motion,
disapproving the Balfour dez'araticn
was immensely popuvlar in Pqlestire,
where tnis inzilent is regnrded as a

SOFT COAL STRIKE ENDED.
CLEVELAND, Aug. 15.

Immediate resumpuon of coal pro-
duction in bituminous mines scatter-
ed over seven states was ordered to-
night, and in some places cutting of
coal will be started tomorrow, Orders
for miners to return to work were sent
by District Union officials after the
operators had signed an agreement
renewing the wage contracts that were
in force when the men quit the
mines on March 31. President John
L. Lewis of the miners, said that op-
erators controlling an annual output
of approximately 60,000,000 tons had
signed the agreement. The agreement
between operators and miners in Cle-
veland will result in general accep-
tance of their terms throughout the
coal mining industry and a nation
wide end of a strike, notwithstanding
the relatively small representation of
operators at the Cleveland Confer-
| ence, officials of the National Coal As-
! sociation declared to-day.

THE N.S. COAL STRIKE.

SYDNEY, Aug. 15.

Twelve thousand coal miners are
on strike, Defeat is conceded of
three of the four principal executive
officers of the Nova Scotia District of
United Mine Workers in to-day’s Dis-
tiict elections, and the election of the
so-called radical slate. Despatch of
two hundred and fifty troops from
Halifax to Cape Breton and quet in
the strike areas were the principal
features of reports received tonight
of the Nova Scotia coal mine strike
which started at midnight. Pump-
men and protection men, who were

not already on strike, . were called
out at midnight except at Inverncas,
Cape Breton. Mines there are very
wet and it is not known yet whether
Pumpmen' will be taken out or not.
No report has been made of any oppo-
sition on the part of the men to man-
ning the pumps by company officials,
etc., which has taken place in some
mines. President Robert Baxter and
International Board, Member Silby
Barrett were defeated in. to-day’s el-
ection, with Secrectary -Treasurer J.
M. McLachlan re-elected. These have
been known as tne big three, who
have dominated miner policies in Nova
Scotia for many years. Some months
ago McLachlan disagreed with Bax-
ter and Barrett on McLachlan’s “strike
on the job” policy and other quest-
fons, and have since headed the so-
called Radical and Comservstive fac-
tions. W. P. Delaacy, Vice-P-esider.t
wlio opposed McLachlan for Srere-
tary, was among the defqated to-day.
Dan Livingstone, Westville, Pictou
County, is the new President. Elect-
don of the “Radical” slate is conceded
to-night, by a vote of five to one.

TASMANIA

The Antipodean 1sland from
#which Sir Wm. L. Allardyce
comes to be the Governor and
iCommander-in-Chief of this col-
ony, was formerly known as
"Wan Diemen’s Land, and took
fits original name from the
Dutchman A Van Diemen who
mwas the patron of Tasman, the
meal discoverer, after whom it
rwas later named. Tasman dis-
icovered the island ‘in the year
11642, and in the 18th century it
myvas first visited by British and
French explorers. In the year
11777 Captain Cook, the famous
English navigator. called there
jon his voyage round the World.
'There was a race for its pos-
tsession between the French and
[English, ending in success for
Hhe latter, as in 1808 the Gov-
rernor of New South Wales sent
a possession party there which
landed at a place called Risdon,
mear Hobartstown—the present
capital—and formed a settle-
ment. Fights between the na-
tives and whites followed, ‘but
the former were gradually
beaten back and eventually ex-
‘terminated, the last of the abo-
rigines dying in 1876, Follow-
ing the year 1802 Tasmania
'was made a convict station for
criminals sentenced to penal
gervitude in England, and many
a tale is told of the convict ships
which left the Thames and Ply-
mouth for Van Diemen Land. In
1808 the settlement of free im-
migrants was encouraged by the
home authorities. By this, which
-was quickly taken advantage of,
the population rapidly increased
and in 1825 the colony was
made independent of New South
"'Wales, under the control of
'which it was administered. In
1828 a large company in-
augurated sheep farming. From
'the year 1840 when transporta-
tion across the seas to New
South Wales was abolished, to
1853 all British and Indian con-
victs were sent to Tasmania,
'That year, however, all this
wcame fo an end and the present
name was given the island,
which in 1856 received whatever
'blessings there are in respon-
isible government. In 1901 it
joined with the Australian Com-
monwealth. Its total area is
about 26,000 square miles, with
a population at last ecensus
(1921) of 213,877, the decennial
increase being 22,666. The State
Executive authority is vested in
a Governor, appointed by the
Crown, aided by an Ex-
ecutive of responsible ministers,
Parliament consists of two
houses, a Legislative Council of
18 members elected for six
years, and a House of Assembly

: of 80 members, elected by pro<

War Cats Getting
Out of the Bag.

The early English summer has been
signalized by a good many interesting
revelations as to what happened be-
hind the scenes in the theatre of Al-
lied statesmanship during the great
war. The assassination of Sir Henry
Wilson, who was in the thick of
things, has naturally brought about
disclosures ss to the part he played
especially in copnection with the ap-
pointment of Foch to the supreme
comiand early in 1918.

How to Serve
Blueberries.

SOME RI(IPEQ FOR THE HOUSE-
WIFE

The blueberry season has again
come round, and the fruit is reported
fairly plentiful. The berries were
cold in the market on Saturday for
from fifty to sixty cents per gallon.
The following methods of using these
lrscous berries may be of interest to
housewives.

BLUEBERRY MUFFINS.

Melt one tablespoonful of butter and
two of butter substjtute and beat in
three and a half tablespoonfuls of
»gar and one well-beaten egg. Sift

ogether two cupfuls of flour, three‘

vounding teaspoonfuls of . baking

pgowder half a teaspoonful of

cupfuls of
greased
Serve

Stir in one and a half
blueberries and bake in
thufin pans for 25 minutes,
with plenty of butter.

DELICIOUS PANCAKES.

For blueberry pancakes, mix to-
gether three cupfuls of bread flour,
five teaspoonfuls of baking powder,
one teaspoonful of salt and three
tablespoonfuls of sugar. DBeat one
egg lightly, add one cupful of milk
and gradually blend the liquid with
the dry ingredients. Beat in two
tablespoonfuls of melted shortening
one teaspoonful of molasses and about
one and one-half cupfuls of blueber-
ries. Fry as for ordinary pancakes,
butter each as cooked and pile one on
the other until eight or ten are cooked.
Sprinkle each with sugar before ad-
ding the next cake and cut through
the cakes in wedge-like pieces.

BLUEBERRY SALLY LUNN.

This is frequently called blueberry
pudding. and it is particularly good
and easily made. Cream, one-quarter
cupful of butter substitute and add
two-thirds of a cupful of sugar and
one well beaten egg. Mix and sift to-
gether 21 cupfuls of -flour, 4% tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder and half
a teaspoonful of ‘salt. Combine the
two mixtures, adding one cupful ‘of
milk, and flavor with half a teaspoon-
ful of orange extract. Beat hard, add
one large cupful of ripe blueberries
and bake in a shallow greased pan.
Serve cut in squares with a foamy or
hard sauce.

BLUEBERRY BISCUIT.

These are equally good reheated, so
that a number may be made at a
time. Sift together three times two
baking powder, half a teaspoonful of
salt and one tablespoonful of sugar.
Rub in with the finger tips 1% table-
spoonful of butter substitute. and omne
tablespoonful of butter, and add three-
guarters of a cupful of milk. Beat
the batter hard, add one large cupful
of ripe blueberries and extra flour if
cupfuls of flour, 4% teaspoonfuls of
needed to make a soft dough.

BLUEBERRY SHERBETS.

To make blueberry sherbet heat one
quart of blueberries and half a cup-
ful of water, erush the'fruit and press
the juice and pulp through a purse
siever. Boil together for eight
minutes one tablespoonful of grated
yellow orange rind, 1% cupfuls of
sugar and 1% cupfuls of water. Re-
move from the fire, cool and flavor:
with a tablespoonful of lemon juice.
Add the blueberry purse snd frasza
slowly. Add when half frozem half
a cupful 8f cream whipped solid.‘I
Serve in sherbet cups, sprinkled with
minced candied orange peel.

For the second extraction jelly turn
the contents of the jelly bag into a
saucepan, add cold water to cover and
two or three slices of lemon. Mix well
and bring to the boiling point. Again
drain, cook the juice for 10 or 12
minutes and add half a cupful of
heated sugar for each cupful of juice
Skim, cook for about five minutes and
turn into glasses.

The Lost Art of Poisining

Ever since mediaeval times a silent
but none the less determrined war has
been going on between the subtle art
of poisoning and the more subtle

! science of discovering and locating

poisons in the human body,

In ‘the old days fortunes awaited
those who could prepare some con-

; coction which would remove people

from this world without leaving
traces of how it was done. Poison-
ing, as understood by a Catharine de
To-day it
is a lost art, for science has practi-
cally won the long fight and is now
able to discover and classify every
known poison even months after the
victim has succumbed to its effects.

Within the last generation almost
every kind of poison has come within
the scope of the ever-increasing ex-
i perience of medico-legal experts who
have been called to give evidence in
important cases—from the hyoscya-
mlne of the Crippen case to the ar-
sencial fly-paper of the Seddon affair.

Arsenic, antimony, prussic acid,
carbolic acid, oxalic acid, mercury,
belladonna, opium, heroin, morphia,
calabar bean, croton seed, nitric acid,
pyridine—the most deadly poison
found in minute quantities in dirty
tobacco pipes—all have been traced,

'tabulated, and chained by the patient,

emotionless, deteciive, Science.

So highly has the work of scientific
detection been developed that the pres
ence of arsenic may be discovered
even years after it has been taken.
No more delicate tests in chemistry
at the same time no more infallible
ones, can be used than the tests for
arsenic and antimony. In the former
poison the tests are so severe that one
part in sixty millions can be revealed.

It is to the Borgias that one must
go to hear about the incredibly subtle
poisons which could not be detected;
but the light of modern science proves
that much which is credited to that
family’s knowledge of the art of po-
isoning was really impossible of ac-
complishment unless we concede—
which is just possible—that they knew
more about toxicology than do modern
umts.

There was one particular pdison
which the Borgias are credited with
using which . has remained a secret.
It was tasteless, could kill the victim
quickly or leisurely as the poisoner
willed and it left no trace discernible
to the chemists of ‘that time,

The lists of nobles and dignitaries
of the Church who died by this subtle
' means “is believed to be formidable.
1t was-used 'in two ways, powder and
Hquid, -and; its method of manufacture

was Telated by an obscure scientist
of the period.

The powder form of the poisoning
was white like flour, with a taste like
sugar, It was called Contarella, Its
composition was never known, but
the liquid was prepared in the follow-
ing way.

A wild boar was caught and to it
was administered a strong dose of ar-
senic. As soon as the poison began to
take effect the boar was hung up by
the heels. Convulsions came on, and
a froth which ran from its jaws, was
collected in a silver dish and was
transferred to a bottle which, after
some Contarella was added was her
metically sealed. This was kept for

OUR LATITUDE.

We note the feeling of dissatisfae~
tion among the people in respect to
living and in respect to high prices
charged on merchandise. Some news-

per comment is dwelling on the hard
problem our folk are yet facing, and
it seems that to get back . to 1914
rates is dmpossible. Our normal s
now, unless economy in the manage-
ment of government is begun and be-
gun in haste. Men who toil on in the
hope of receiving better returns for
their toil, find that.they must tofl
more yet to keep the wolf in the dist-
ance. Those who have earned no small
sum give vent to their feelings and
declare that it {s hard to find the pearl
of comfort, or get enough to pull them
through no matter what they earn.
