Meeting of Presbytery.—The Pres­
bytery of Guelph, in connection with the 
Canada Presbyterian Church met in 
Knox’s church, Guelph, yesterday (Tues-

Ky). There was a good attendance of 
îmbers. In the afterqpon a long and 
interesting discussion took place on the 

overture in reference to the organ ques­
tion from the congregation of Knox’s 
church, Montreal, and remitted to Pres- 
bytefies by the Synod. À motion for 
leaving it optional with congregations to 
introduce instrumental music into the 
service was voted down, there being nine 
for, and sixteen against it. An examina 
tion was made into the condition of cong­
regations in arrears with their ministers’ 
stipends, and it was found that generally 
all such debts had been wiped out. Some 
other routine business was transacted, 
when the Presbytery adjourned to meet 
in Guelph on the second Tuesday in

a small fire that was kindled, jet it lme 
spread over Canada. Ho (the chairman) 
was proud of being the head of the Asso­
ciation. He was proud of the meeting 
that had been held to-day, and whatever 
effects may follow from previous efforts 
those of this meeting would be felt for 
years to come, and would go far towards 
placing the members of the Association 
in their proper position. They object to 
being looked down upon ; they want to 
take their place as good and loyal citi­
zens, (and they are loyal,) carry on their 
business like honest men. and without 
being subjected to unnecessary disadvan­
tages, or being treated as if they were 
dogs.

After the toast had been drunk, the 
Vice-Chairman proposed “ The Legisla 
tive Assembly of Ontario,” and next, “The 
hçalth of the Chairman.” That gentle­
man, he said, had come to Hamilton like 
a roaring lion, and had roused them to a 
sense of the necessity of becoming united. 
He (the speaker) lmd joined the Associa­
tion and had never regretted it, and he 
hoped he would be joined in wishing 
health, wealth and prosperity to the man 
who had done so much towards bringing 
them all together. Drunk amid loud 
cheering. The Chairman responded hu­
morously, comparing himself to Robinson 
Crusoe, for in looking round the room he 
might consider himself “ monarch of all 
he surveyed,” as nearly all belonged to 
the Association. Ho told of the strict 
watch that was kept upon “ the boss ” 
(himself) by the Police Magistrate, of To­
ronto, how if a light was seen in hie bar­
room after 7 o’clock on Saturday night, 
or he kicked a policeman into the street, 
lie wms brought up and fined ; and once 
his license was suspended from Saturday 
bight till Monday morning. He apolo­
gised for not being able to respond more 
appropriately, but having come of an ar­
istocratic family,-and inheriting the gout, 
of which ho had an attack a few days 
ago, lie felt indisposed, and unable to say

’The Wellington, Urey and Brace 
Bailway.

Mr. Geo. Lowe Reid, Chief Engineer of 
the Great Western Railway, has sent in 
to the Directors of the Wellington, Grey 
and Bruce Railway his reporfôn the sur- 

^ vey df the first"forty or fifty miles of this 
line. We give the most important por­
tions of his report

Haying only commenced operations in 
the field in the middle of October last, he 
was unable to do more, before winter set 
in, than run two trail line* in the district 
north west of Guelph.

Starting from the Guelph Station of the 
Great Western Railway, the proposed 
line of railway rims in a very straight 
course to the village ot El or a, keeping on 
the west side of it, and nearly parallel to 
the Gravel Road between Guelph and 
Elora. It enters the village of Ëlora at 
the S. W. corner, at a distance of 12£ 
miles from Guelph ; then proceeding in 

, an easterly direction, it crosses the Grand 
River at a point about one mile west of 
Fergus, and touches the westerly limit of 
that village at a distance of 15 \ miles 
from Guelph.

So far, there can hardly be any differ­
ence of opinion as to the route from 
Guelph northwards ; but at the village of 
Fergus a choice of courses to the north 
and west is presented, both of which offer 
great advantages for the construction of 
a line of railway. One of these tends to 
the north west, passing in its course the 
thriving villages of Alma, Drayton and 
Rothsay, reaching the village of Harris- 
ton, on the Maitland River, at a distance 
of 311 miles from Fergus, or 47 miles from 
Guelph. At this point, I terminated the 
survey for the present. The other route 
lies more nearly due north and rune very 
nearly parallel with and west of the Gara- 
fraxu Gravel lload, passing the important 
village of Arthur, and terminating, for 
the present, at Mount Forest, on the south 
branch of the Snugeen River. The ex­
treme distance by this line from Guelph 
to Mount Forest is 42 miles.

Of the character of the country surveyed 
he says :—

The district of country traversed by both 
of the lines above described presents no ob- j qj. 
etaclcs whatever to the construction of a • 
cheap and easily worked line of railway. In 
fact I know of no part of western Canada, 
iiorth of the line of the Grand Trunk Itailw ay 
and west uf Toronto, which presents so many 
favourable features for the building of a line 
of railway at once durable and inexpensive.

Starting from Guelph at an elevation of 
833 feet above Lake Ontario, the summit 
level on tho Hurrislun line is found at a point 
nine miles north-west of Fergus where the 
elevation is 1,266 feet above the same level.
On the Mount Forest route the summit level 
is 1,334 feet above the water of Lobe Ontario, 
being at a poinbeight miles north of Fergus.

They demanded that the 
measure should be postponed till the 
estimates were brought down, and it Wag 
ascertained whether there wore any sur­
plus funds to invest, and, if any, how 
much. They also objected to locking up 
in permanent security money which, 
they contended* should either be ex­
pended in public improvements or 
employed in paying off the debt 
of the Province, with a possible 
result of considerable loss in selling the 
stock when the money was needed for 
either of these purposes. They contend­
ed that any surplus funds which might 
remain on hand should either be deposit­
ed in the banks or left in the hands of 
the General Government, at interest, 
liable to call at any time when needed.

Messrs. Sandfield Macdonald, Wood, 
Richards and Sir Henry Smith spoke in 
bclmlf of the Government- and said a 
good deal against trusting the money of 
the Government to fhe Ontario banks, 
and it was made abundantly evident that 
they preferred to place their reliance on 
the bank of Montreal, .where the account 
of the General Government is kept, and 
where, also, the Local Ministry has now 
deposited the greater part of its funds. 
It was also made plain from absence of all 
reasonable motive for arranging for 
tho investment of à surplus before the 
estimates arc brought down, that the 
Government was not so much anxious to 
find a safe use for its money as to relieve 
the impecunious Finance Ministry at 
Ottawa of the burden of paying what is 
due to Ontario. It was evident that the 
Ministry were willing to leave Ontario 
permanently a creditor the Dominion; 
as it has always been of the late Prov­
ince of Canada.
