ADJOURNED MERTING.

The Council met again at ten o’clock on
Saturday morning.

The Warden read the written o'fnion
given by the County Bolicitor as to the
legality of the by-law, and the expenses
of taking the vote, as follows ;—

“Iam ealled upon at somewhati short
notice to report upon the legality of the
by-law to grant a bonus of $135,000 to
the Credit jValley Hailway, and the re}
sponsibility of the Council for the ex-
penses.

“ As to the first point, the clauses of
the by-law most open to question are
elauses 7 and 8; and as to these I think :—

¢ 1et. That the Trusteesare not bound
to give the acknowledgment and sagree-
ment in those clatises mentioned. The
statute does not authorizesuch an agree-
ment, I think, however, that if. the
Trustees refused to give the acknowledg-
ment and agreemit they could not
compel the county to give the debentures.

“2nd, If the Trustees give the agree-
ment it would be an attempt to limit the
powers conferred on them by the Rail-
way Acts, and to that extent would con-
flict with the Acts. For instance the
Acgg, powers the Trustees in certain
eyénts expend all bomuses pro ratas
ever the road from Toronto westwards to
the Brock Road, and from Streetsville to
Orangeville, and to Fergus, Elora or
Salem, Theagreement provides thatthe
propssed bonus from a section of this
county shall be expended only from near
Belfountain to Elora or Salem, or from
Alton to Orangeville.

“3rd, I ineline to think, however, if

the Trustees gave the agreement and
notwithstanding exercised th® powers
conferred on them by statute they would
be personally answerable.
“ The mode of making the loan repay-
able is not that provided for by sub-
section 1 of section 20 of the Company’s
Act of incorperation. This may become
an itaportant question if it be sought to
compel the Councilto submit the by-law.
“In all other respects than those above
referred to the legality of the by-law is
free from doubt.

incorporating the Company and Acts
amending it, and in the absence of
authoratitive interpretation, I find it is
not possible to give a confident opinion
in regard to this by-law. The question
involved can only be set at rest by judi-
eial decision.

“In regard to the second point sub-
mitted to me, I think the expense of
taking the vote of the ratepayers upon the
by-law will fall upon the county.
(Signed), “D. GuraRIE.”

Mr. McMillan presented the report
of the committee appointed to examine
the signatures of the petitioners. The
report stated that the petition was signed
by the requisite number of properly
qualified voters. On motion of Mr, Me-
Millan, seconded by Mr. Gibson, the
report was adopted.

Mr. Duffield moved, seconded by Mr.
Gibson, that the opinion of the County
Solicitor be received and engrossed on
the minutes.—Carried.

Mr. McMillan expressed the opinion
that the by-law was a perfectly sound
one. He read section 8 of the Act of
1873, which provided that all agreements
and _boads entered into between the
company and the municipalities condi-
tional upon the municipality granting
aid to the company shall bebinding upon
the latter. He moved, seconded by Mr,
H. Hamilton, that the Solicitor of the
Credit Valley Railway be allowed to ad-
dress the Council.

After some slight discussion the mo-
tion was carried.

Mr. W. H. Beatty, of Toronto, Solici-
tor for the Company, set forth the Com-
pany’s version of the matter from a legal
point of view. He read from section 34
on page 132 of the Act of 1871-2, in
reference to the pro rata distribution of
the bonuses given by municipolities along
the route. This should be read in con-
nection with section 8 of the Act of 1873,
which provided that the company have
the right to enter into any agreement
they please with the municipalities within
whose bounds the money is to be spent ;
and he contended that so long as the
municipality was satisfied the Trustees
were bound to carry out the agreement.
He referred to Mr. E. Blake’s opinion on
the matter, which had been taken by the
company, and which was as follows: —

“In view of the language of the Act

Incorporation ot the Credit Valley Rail-
way, and there was not a word said in
any of the acts as to the entering into
sgreement. The agreement is with the
company, and not with the trustees, who
are a distinet body. ‘It was extremely
doubtful whether the trustees had the
power to enter into an agreement at all.
There was nothing at all in the statute
regarding such power, although their
duties were clearly defined by it. The
seotion he referred to—which was not
read by Mr Beatty—was an unqualified
authority for the trustees, in ease the
company got bonuses from all the muni-
cipalities, to spend the whole of the
bonuses pro rata from Toronto over both
sections of the lime, both the southern
and the north-western sections.

Mr. H. Hemilton moved, reconded by
Mr. Butherland, that the by-law be read
s second time.

Moved by Mr. Roberts, seconded by
Mr. Brohman, that the by-law be read
a 'second time this day six months.

Mr. Robb, of Marybero, thought there
was nothing in what was said by the
Solieitor to invalidate the by law. The
people had intelligence enough to judge
whether or not the by-law was a good
one, and it ought to be submitted to
them, 8o that they skould have the oppor-
tunity of judging for themselves. He
denounced in strong terms the condwet of
the representatives of the southern por-
tion of the coanty in voting against the
by-law, and denying to the northern por-
tion of the county the faeilities which
they had themselves obtained. IZespoke
of the want of competition, and said that
the W. G. and B. must be tapped 8o as to
give communication with 'L'orento.

Mr. Massie deprecated the expressions
used by the Reeve of Maryboro. The
Reeves who voted against the by law
were exercising their franchise in the
manner thev  ought most beneficial for
the interes the county at large, and
they were win their vote by the ex-
pressed o iou -already given by the
people of ti unicipalities affected. Of
the twelve representatives of those muni-
cipalities, eight were opposed to the
scheme. Those who talked about eom-
petition being needed, were trying to get
competition at the expense of other
eople who were not willing to pay for it.
Mr. Laidlaw also deprecated the re-
marks of the Reeve of Maryboro. Al-
though the by-lav now proposed was a
different one to that formerly submitted,
yet seven out of the eleven gentlemen
representing that territory were opposed
to the submission of the by-law. Another
gentleman did not think it worth while
to be here at all, 8o that there were only
three from the interested group who were
present to vote for the submission.

Mr. H. Hamilton said that there was
the requisite number of petitions and
sigoatures, and the law distinctly stated
that under these circumstances the by-law
must be submitted.

Mr. Roberts said that no doubt the in-
habitants of the villages would like to
submit this by-law and make the farmers
pay for it.

Mr. Chadwick said that when the sub-
mission of the first by-law was proposed,
the Council passed it without a dissenting
voice ; the people had rejected the by-
law, and he objected to the question being
re-opened.

Mr. McMillan hoped it would never be
said that the County Couneil of Welling-
ton had acted in direct violation of the
law of the land.

Mr. Darby said it had cost nearly
$1,009 to subwit the former by-law to
the ratepayers, and now it was proposed
to put the county to a still greater ex-
pense in submitting another by-law, which
would cost half as much more.

Mr. Dawson wished the Solicitor to be
asked whether or not the Council were
bound by law to submit the by-law now
beforethem.

Mr. Guthrie said that was just the
question atissue. If it were a legal by-
law they were bound to pess it; but the
question was, Isit a legal by-law? He
felt strongly that there was no satisfac-
tion in dealing with such a large amount
of money without getting the opinion of
the proper court upon the matter.

The amendment was then put and
carried by a majority of 17 to 14, thus
rejecting the by-law. The yeas and nays
were called for and recorded.

A motion was then passed instructing
the Warden to defend any action which
might be brought against the Council in
conseqnence of their refusal to submit
the by-law, and the sessicn terminated.

The Fire on Saturdays—

At five minutes to four on Satur-
day the fire bell rung out an alarm,
and a large number of people were
soon hurrying in the direction of a
heavy column of smoke which rose
from the rear of two semi-detached
two-storey roughcast houses standing
at the south corner of the market
ground, and owned by Mr. R. F.
Maddocks, who occupies the westerly
of two tenements. The easterly one
is occupied by Mrs. Smith, and has.a
one-storey kitchen attached to the
rear of the main bailding. 'vhe roof
of this had taken fire, and when our
! reporter reached the spot a 1. ber
| of men from the adjacent work 10ps
| were alieady hard at work upon .nd
|around the building with buckets
‘and axes, vigorously fighting the
flames. Meanwhile the occupants
of the two tenements were buey re-
moving their household goods from
the imperilled buildings, as were the
inmates of an adjoining frame house
occupied by Mr. Congleton.  Scores
of willing hands assisted, and the
comparative lowness of the upper
windows enabled articles to be hand-
ed out from those inside to persons
on the ground, whence they were
taken to the side of the road, and
the police gave an eye to their safe-
ty. Very little damage was done in
| the hurried removal, and we were
i glad to see there wasnone of the
frantic throwing out of anything and
everything which came to hands re.
gardless of smash, which is too often
seen at fires. ‘Meanwhile the ener-
getic volunteers behind were gradu-

fire. 'The engine had only played &
few minutes when the stream sud-
denly ceased. It appears that on the
alarm being given the engine wis
taken to the tank close to the vege-
table stalls on the market, and here
the first delay arose, owing to the
immense length of hose required to
extend from the tank to the burning
buildings, and the time expended in
coupling it. The hose was at last
laid in a diagonal line across the cat-
tle faif ground, the fences being cut
to make room for ‘t! and after much
tugging aud hauling the branch was
got barely within reach of the burn-
ing roof. Why the engine was not
brought down to the tank in the
immediate neighborhood of the fire,
or even to the creek below, is a mys-
tery. Then it appears that a length
of old hose was put on by mistake,
and as this was passed umfor the cat-
tle guards in crossing the Grand
Trunk track, the kinks and twists 1n
it caused the hose to burst, and stop- -
ped operations until anew length
eould be substituted.

Mr. Maddock’s loss will be some.
thing over $100, which 1s fully cover-
ed by insurance in the Wellington
Mutual. The kitchen is gutted, and
several windows wrecked. The fire
18 supposed to have been caused by
a spark from a neighboring chimney.

Thompson, securing
prize honors for themselves and honor
to the district; whilst C. H. Stock and
A. W. Slater carry of the first and third
prizes to Brantford and Galt respectively.
Mesers. Miller, of Virgil, Geo. Sleeman,
Guelph, Stock & Hay, Edwin Sims, also
gend some very cuperior samples in the
clagses of searlet, and green fleshed, and
wa'er melons.

The circumstances conected with
the fire on Saturday afte: n cannot
fail to have forced on the attention of
every onlooker the fact of the
serious danger which threatens the
town in the event of a fire breaking
out in & lar ge manufactory or in the |
midst of a crowded group of build-
ings. The disagreeable ‘truth can.
not be put aside that after all the
money which has been spent upon
the tanks, the steam fire engine, the
organization of the " fire brigade, and
the attendant expenses, we are still
without any sufficient protection
from fire. Everybody knows that
the very essence of fire prevention
is to choke off the incipient blaze in
its firsy stage, before 1t spreads, takes
firm hold, and dooms the building in
which it originated.* Five minutes
—nay, less—at the commencement
may make all the difference between
the salvation or loss of thousands of
dollars, and perhaps valuable lives.
What will be thought, then, of the| PDAY’S BOOKSTORE.
fact that on Saturday a full Twenty
Minutes elapsed between the sound-| ———
ing of the alarm bell and the first
jet of water from the “branch?’'—
this 1n broad daylight,and the scent
of the fire only two or three hun
dred yards from the engine-house’
Had it not been for the timely assia.
tance already rendered, or had the
fire got a little more headway be-
fore being discovered, nothing could
have saved the group of houses.
And had the fire been in the roof of
one of our lorgest and tallest buld-
ings, where water could not so
readily have been applied without
the engine, what could have saved
it?

No doubt excuses will be made for

the delay,and very good reason given
why the engine could not be got
sooner to work. But this is a case
in which the best of excuses are of
no avail. The simple fact remains
that the engine ought to have been
at work fifteen minutes before it was;
and a lamentusble want of organiza-
tion is shown by the delay. 'There
ought to be a most thorough know-
ledge of the locality of the tanke,
&c., and the way in which the engine
can be most readily brought to play
upon various situations in the town ;
