HOUSH OF ASSEMBLY.

FRrIDAY, December 8th, 1865.

REPRESENTATION OF NANAIMO.

Upoa the Speaker reading the minutes of
the previous day’s proceedings, exception
was taken-to the record of the motion of a
writ for the election of a candidate for this
district, the period being fixed at one week.
It was urged that no specified time was men-
tioned, the motion having been simply neg-
atived.

Mr. MClure explained that it was merely
' to afford 1he constituency, ifi the absence of
| regular communieation, time to select a
| proper candidate. His impression was that
no stated period was mentioned. It was in-

Mr, McClure asked when the Franchise
Act would-come up for a ‘second reading.

The Speaker replied that it had not been
printed.

Mr. McClure thought this was very strange
as the draft of the bill bad been handed in
two days ago, and he did not believe that it
had .yet found its way to the printers.
He was only anxious to see the business of
the House conducted properly, so that no
unnecessary delay took place.

BANK ACT. x

The House then resolved itself into a
Comumittee of the Whole, Dr. Powell in the
chair. b

Mr. Dancan in supporting the measure
said that when the original epactment was
passed, coosiderable time was occupied in
framing the provisions, but it was still im-
perfect. From his ekperience, he thonght
it was indispensable to limit the issue of paper

solid coufidence in banking operations. The
proposed amendments would place the gov-
ernment in a position to obtain 'a correct
estimate of ,the issue of notes. It provided
that all notes should bear the name of the
chief office from whence they emanated, al~
though payable at the different branches in
specie. There is also a clause that every
banking establishment shall hold within the
colony a reserve fund of legal tender coin, in
excess of deposits, not less in amount than
two-thirds of the total amount of notes so
issued. After fourteen days, the manager
must reeord in the office of the Registrar of
the Supreme Court the present paper issue of
the bank, and continue to do so every eight
days. This was falling back upon the best
system of banking prevailing in older coun-
tries. It may, perhaps, be assumed that we
should leave these mattes to the public, who
can take care of themselves; but this was
not so, the Legislature must take care to in<
itiate such precautions. Although bank notes
are not legal tenders, they 'may in many
cases be regarded in that light. In the ab-
sence of bonds deposited in the hands of the
government, we must needs fall back as a
kind of guarantee upon the reserve fund.
Mr. DeCosmos was of opinion that as res
gards restricting the issue to the principal
office, we could not legislate for British Co~
lambia. The second point was a very deli~
cate point to decide, the house ought to be
very careful in tonchini upon the question of
paper curreney, On the whole, it would be
desirable ' to refer it to a select committee,
who wonld collate the requisite data for them
to act upon. »

Mr. Dupcan explained that the bill was
chiefly directed to ascertaining the actual
number of notes in circulation at any given
period. The Oommittee then reported pros
gress thereon. :

'HOMESTEAD LAW.

This bill was recommitted. !
Dr. Dickson moved that in section 1, fix-
ing the amount at $5,000, the sum should be
reduced to $3,000. .

Dr. Helmecken observed that the colony
would be acting very liberally in deciding
upon $1,500 as being sufficient to appropriate
for a Homestead. He had a tolerably good
idea ‘af the value of money, and he con-
sidered that £300 was a very handsome sum.
Honest men would be satisfied with the latter
amouut, whereas dishomest people would
grumble even at $10,000 as too little.

Dr. Tolmie proposed $2,500, which was
ample for the purpose.

r. Dickson withdrew his motion in-favor
of the last speaker.

Dr. Ash still opposed the plan of allowing
people to settle property upon themselves and
afterwards squander it.

His Lordship. pointed out to the jury very
strongly that although the prisoner had been
very ably defended by bis counsel and attor-
ney (Mr. Ring and Mr. Bishop) yet they had
pot tried in any way to prove an alibi ; that
if the prisoner had accounted for his time it
would have gone a long way to disprove the
evidence betore the jury. After reading the
whole of the evidence His Lordship said—I
pray you to reconsider the matter and to dig«
card all provious bias. It is the work of an
incendiary ; if you want to know who did it
look to the motive. I pray you, gentlemen,
to give the matter your calm, 'impassionate
eonsideration. The jury were then again
locked up. The prisoner said be had seve-
ral witnesses to call to prove where he was
on the night of the fire but Mr. Ring bad
advised him not to call them as there was
no case to rebut. His Lordship said that
did not alter the ease ; his counsel had made
a most able address, and at any fature time,
if it was necessary, he could hear that evie
dence, but he did not think that it was necesv
sary to tronble the jury’s mind with it now.
About 4 o’clock it transpired that one of the
jurors was seriouslv uowell and Dr. Dickson
was called in to attend him ; a medical ger~
tificate was then handed into the court,
whereupon His Lordship sent for the Jury
Chief Justice—Gentlemen, are you all agreed
 The foreman (Alex.

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CONSTITUTIONAL CHANGES.

Some time ago we published an ac-
count of a collision between the Lower
and Upper Houses of Legislature in
the Australian colony of Victoria. The
Assembly saw the necessity of a cer-
tain tariff, introdueed the measure and
forwarded it to the Council. The members
of the Upper House, however, threw out the
bill, and the popular chamber, taking um-
brage at the action, tacked the tariff measure
on to the bill of supply, in the hope that the
Upper House would, rather than bring Gov-
ernment to a standstill, pass the obnoxious
bill. The Assembly was disappointed. The
Upper House threw out the supplies, and the
Executive was left without any funds. The
oocasion has given the English press an
infinitude of room to cemment on colonial
constitutions, and show their inefficiency.
In the colony of Victoria the Upper as well
as the Lower House is elective; but while
the latter is of triennial duration the former
continues for ten years. There is even a
farther divergence from the Imperial system,
for unlike the House of Lords the number of
members in the Upper House cannot be in-
creased; so that when there is a collision
between the two branches of Legislatare
there is no safety-valve, and either a violent
explosion or'a total collapse is the result. In
our present unsettled condition, when a new
constitution for both colonies is, in all pro~
bability, claiming the attention of the Ime
perial Goyernment, it may not be out of place
to glance at our present as well as prospec-
tive relations with the Governor and the
Upper House. :

The history of the last session shows us
what a serious stumbling-block in a country’s
advancement is an irresponsible branch of
government. A whale year’s labor has been
lost, and the representatives of the people
are ‘now engaged in the Sisyphean task of
again rolling the stone up the mountain—
again endeavoring to build up the edifice
which the Council had so wantonly and al-
‘mest malignantly destroyed.
difficult at this state of affairs to say what
‘our progress in useful legislation shall be the
present session; but we think we are safe
in hazarding the conjecture that the people
will insist on their voice being beard—no
matter what may be the result. It is possible
there may be collisions with the Upper House,
but if there be, it will be the Council’s
own fault, and, in pure self-defence, we must
push the Council to' the wall.  Everything
must now give way to public exigencies.
The mouastrosity of a few well~paid public
servants thwarting the will of the masters
who pay them has been borne long enough ;
the absurd ountrage must cease. What the
people of Vancouver Island, through their

_representatives,” demand, as essential to the

woell-being of the country, they must have.
There can be no compromise—no half meas-
ures. There is a majority in the Assembly
backed up by the people ontside, who are
determined that no further time shall be lost
in_ placing on the statute book those
measures for which tke country has solong and
80 continuously yearned. It His Excellency
should be so ill advised as to aid the Council
in any factious opposition to the Assembly
—or if the Upper House should on its own

‘responsibility, play the sathe game which

destroyed the labors of the Lower House last
‘session, we must only extract the fangs of our
destroyers. - We hope, however, no such col~

lision may occur.  If Governor Kennedy is a

wise man it will not ocour. If those senti-
ments of popular rights which found in him
o warm an expounder when he first came
to the colony, are not mere clap~trap things
to please the public ear, but earnest exprese
-sions of a sincere worker for the publie good,
we shall have no dissord between our
branches of Legislature. The present is cers
taialy no time to play at cross purposes, and
no time to tamper with public patience.
Good legislation—popular legislation is re=
quired ; and we hope that the * well~ander-
stood wishes of the people ”—that hackneyed
and much abused term—will be carried out.

¢ 1t has been suggested as a remedy for our
constitational difficulties, that both the Up-
per and Lower ; House should be made one ;
and while union was pecesearily farther from
us than it is now we advocated the measure.
But, in the words of Abrsham Lincoln, it
is a bad time to swap horses when you are
orossing s stream.”

IMPRISONMENT FOR DEBT.

On reading the minutes the Chief Justice
‘desired the portion to be struck out record-
ing his negative vote against the second
reading of this bill. He had not voted nor
intended to-vete on the subjeot, and had only
offered his conscientions advice on the meas-
ure. He did not wish to oppose what was
considered necessary and advisable by the
majority of the people, and should feel con~

| tent if such a law was thought advisable.

RECOVERY OF SMALL DEBTS.

The Hon. Attorney General introduced a
bill to facilitate the recovery of small debts
which passed the first reading. The mover
said a bill for a similar purpose had been in-
troduced into the Legislature last sessior to
which sweeping amendments were made by
the Oouncil, instead of 263 sections they
had substitated for section II, the bill he now
held in his hand. This bill was little more
than a reproduction of the Council’s previous
améndments with slight alterations, and
sought to give courts in other districts
than Vietoria power to adjudicate on small
debts. In many of its provisions it was a
copy of the' County Court Act of England.
The Judge or Judges of the Supreme Court
might sit in other districts separately or con-
currently with the magistrate. The bill had
been found to work very beneficially in
British Columbia, and often saved the ne-
cessity for appeal. It had been drawn from
practical experience of its usefulness and
;ipaiubility, and he hoped to see it become
aw.

POSTAL BILL.

The Hon. Attorney General obtained leave
to postpone the-introduction of a bill to es-
tablish a postal service. *

IMPRISONMENT FOR DEBT.

The consideration of this bill in Committee
of the Whole was taken up.

The Hon. Ohief Justice remarked that as
the prineiple of the bill had been already es~
tablished, the next thing to be done was to
make it as complete as possible. He was
prepared to enlarge upon the measure, and
sinee it was proposed to abolish arrest for
debt on final process, the House ought to-
abolish mesne process as well. His lordship
explained the difference between the two
writs. :

The Colonial Secretary observed that per-
sens had been arrested and thrown into jail
without any intended flight or judgment ob-
tained.

The Obiet Justice said that was not legal,
and his guarantee might be taken for that.
He explained the necessary process, what
facts were required on oath before writs of
arrest could issue, and what were the conse-
quences of false affirmations.

The Attorney General and others remarked
that it was far from the wish of commercial
men to dispense with the writ of ne ezeat
regno in cases of intended flight from cred-
ors or for frand. : \

The Obief Justice said in that case care
must be taken that they .emacted nething
which might conflict therewith. The Coun-
cil should, however. bear in mind that s bill
abolishing mesne process was passing

| through the Lower House.

The Colonial Secretary again instanced
cases of the hardship of the existing law. and
said be should desire to see the judge clothed
with greater powers as to demanding security
or otherwise, as would be the means of pre-
‘venting vexatious and trifling arrests.

 The Chief Justice said he did not see that
any improvement could be made in that re~
speet. g

After some farther discussion the Council
went into committee on the bill, the Hon,
Treasurer in the chair, and after sundry
amendments had been made, reported pro-
gress and adjourned.

MEMORANDA.

Per bark KENT of London, Capt. George
Naunton. Left Glasgow 8th June and Greenock
11th June. Had very  light winds from the time
of leaving Greenock, and on the 1lth July put
into Porto Grande, Sao Vicente to re-stow the
cargo the ship having rolled very heavily previ-
ously. She was placed in quarantine. This de-
tained her two days. Supplies at this place were
very limited and exceedingly dear; at the Islard
of St. Jago the inhabitanis were suffering severely
from famine, the erops having failed. After
leaving Porto Grande experienced strong 8 S W
winds which compelled her to cross the Xguator
in 15°© W on the 30th July. In 10° S she en-
countered a heavy gale from the eastward accom
panied by a very heavy cross sea which did con-
siderable damage’to the' rigging and sails. Lost

intoPort Stanley. Falkland: Islands; to‘refresh
and 1ecruit the crew, who were all more or less
suffering from the continual bad weather they bad
been exposed to. Beef was very plentiful at five
cents per pound, but other supplies were about
the same as at this Island. Left there on the 4th
September, and were detained for several days
longer within 30 miles of the coast by a succession
of gales. Passed the meridian of Cape Horn on
the 14th September. On the 22d September
when off Cape Pillar ( the entrance to the Magel-
lan Straits) the wife of Capt. Naunton was safely
delivered of a fine girl. The winds continued
for 28 days from the N W* which drove the ship
close on to the coast of Chile, obliging her to
make several tacks to clear the land. Passed
close to the eastward of Juan Fernandez and got
the 8 E trades in 26° 8. Crossed the line on 6th
November in 121° W. On the 15th ultimo spoke
and passed the Chilian barque Carmen Maria, 26
days from Callao, bound to San Francisco, and
arrived in Esquimalt at 9:156 on Saturday night.
