ALLEGED INTERFERENCE WITH JUSTICE.

Mr. MARTIN moved for all correspon-
dence and telegrams between the Attor-
ney-General and J. Lehman, Esq., J. P.
of Ashcroft, relstive to the prosecution
and discharge of one J. Carey, for alleg-
‘ed embezzlement. .

Hon. Mr. DaviE said there would be
no oppuosition to the motion. On the con-
trary he had only beep too glad, when
the member mentioned the matter to
him ‘o urge cn him the propriety of that
course. He had, he musts.y, been surpris-
ed that the senior member for Vancou-
ver but not at the first opportunity, after
the House had sat, brought up this mat-
ter which he, in his paper, had professed
to know all about. ‘He naturally ex«
pected that he would have vindicated what
he had written about at the bar of
this House. It was, he said. to be regret-
ted that the proprietors of newspapers
sometimes published wild charges and
then dropped them, thus leaving the par-
ties attacked no opportunity of defence.
One paper, had charged him (Mr. Davie),
in conpection with this case, with com-
pounding a felony, but he had been
content to® wait for the meetin,
of the House, rather than' d
with the question.” In connection
with the present case, he had been
charged with stifling a charge against one
Carey of embezzling from the Canadian
Pacific Railway and the Express com-
pany, and with instructing the magistrate
to interfere and prevent the case going
further. No. instruction whateyver had
been given to the magistrate, who, in re-
ply to a communication sent to the Attor-
ney-General, had been informed by tele-
m that he must use his own judgment,
the Attorney-General having no orders
to give him. The case was subsequently
dismissed by the magistrate, as he (Mr.
Davie) was informed.  In charges of em-
bezzlement or obtaining money under
false pretences, it was not unusual to allow
the ution to be dropped, when res-
titution had been made, and the constable
having charge of the case, had been in-
formed that there would be no objection
this course.

Mgz. CorroN moved, in amendment,
seconded by Mr. Kellie, to strike out all
the words after ‘‘ that " in the first line,
and insert :—*‘a respectful address be
presented to His Honor, the Lieutenant-
Governor, requesting His Honor to cause
to be placed before this House copies of
all orders-in-council, telegrams, papers
and correspondence, or other informa-
tion, in the possession of the Government
or any of its members or officials, between
the Attorney-General, or any official of
his or any other departmen’, and Isaac
Lehman, Esq., J. P., of Ashcroft, or any
other official of the Government, or any
other person or persons, relative to the
prosecution end discharge of one Edward
Charles Carey, for alleged embezzlement,
or any matters or proceedings connected
therewith.”

The hon. senior member for Vancouver
devied that he had made any charges
against the Attorney-General.

LAND REGISTRY BILL.

Hox. Mg. Davie moved the second
reading of the Land Registry Bill. Its
object was, he said, to prevent the owners
of property from been harrassed by vexa-
ticus proceedings. In the p st it had
been possible to enregister charges against
property, during whose pendency it was
impussible for the owner to sell, no mat-
ter how advantageous the market and the
terms offered. The Bill provided for the
removal of the charges on such security
as might seem to be satisfactory in making
the order, the judge being empowered to
take 1nto consideration the probability of
the success of such person onithe action
to be brought.

The bill was read a second time and re-
ferred to committee (Mr. Semlin in the
chair), when amendments were made, on
the metion of the Attorney-General, to
confine the mode of cancellation and to
do away with the necessity of having
charges or transfers made with the use of
cheseal. It was also specially provided
in another amendment, vffered by the
Attorney-General, that’' where land has
been granted, or devised to two or more
persons, other than executors or trustees,
m fee simple, or for any less estate, it

took or take as tenants in common, and
not as joint tenants, unless an intention
sufficiently appears that they are to take
as joint tenants.

Several minor amendments were dis-
cussed, after which the committee rose,
reported progress, and asked leave to sit
again.

THE JURORS' ACT.

Hox. Mz. Davie ‘moved the second
reading of the bill to amend the Jurors’
act, which he explained in/the meantime
for particular reasons specially applied
toNl:lw Westminster in certain details.
In explaining the bill he stated that the
fees to jurors in civil cases were governed
by rules of court, and these, it was in-
tended, to have increased by special
jurors. In regard to criminal cases the
Jurors’ act applied to them and the Gov-
ernment would move to place on the
same footing as jurors in civil cases. The
case of grand jurors would also be con-
sidered, but he did not think it would
be deemed necessary to increase their
fees, as it was under contemplation
to abolish grand juries altogether. He
(Mr. Davie) had, he might say, been one
of the first to speak of the abolition of
such jurors, and he now noticed that the
Dominion Government had the subject
under consideration.

chair.

The committee having dealt with the
bill at some length, reported progress
and asked leave to sit again. ¢

MECHANICS' LIEN BILL.

Cut in Freight Rates.

The Piiget Sound Steamboat association
has decided to reduce freight and passenger
rates, so as to compete” with rail rates in
the Sound country.

THE LATE SECRETARY WINDOM.

The Remains Conveyed to‘Wuhin;ton—How
the S8ad News of Her Bereavement was
Conveyed to Mrs. Windom.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 30.—The news of Sec-
retary Windom’s sudden death was not re-
ceived here. until a late hour, and, at mid-
night, was known to but few in official life.
To the President and his cabinet officers,
and their families, the news came, about 11
o’clock, like » pall. * At the dinner given at
his home, last night, by Postmaster-General
Wannamuker, to the President and the cab-
inet, the guestsﬁad assembled, and were
enjoying their excellent menu and being en-
tertained with a’soul-inspiring musical en-
-ertainment, when the -sad news came in a
dispatch to the Postmaster-General. The
President and Mrs. Harrison, Secretary
Blaine, and, in fact, all the cabinet and
some members of their families, excepting
Secretary Windom and Attorney-General
Miller, were present. Mrs. Windom, ¢her
two daughters and a lady friend were also
present when the sad news came. At the
suggestion of Secretary Blaine Mrs. Win-
dom’s friend, who had been informed of the
secretary’s death, feigned serious illness and,
accompauied by the secretary’s wife and
daughters was tuken to Secretary Windom’s
home. There the news was broken to Mrs.
Windom and her daughters, and was fol-
lowed by a scene of desolate and indescrib-
able grief. As soon as Mrs. Windom left
the V%’Tmnamker mansion, the brilliant and
joyful entertainment _came to an end and
the guests dispersed. The President and
Mrs. Harrison had started home a few
moments before the sad news came, only to
be apprised. of. it when they reached the
executive mansion.

The remains of Secretary Windom ar-
rived in this city at 4:30 this afternpon.
The train was met by President Harrison,
Vice-President Morton, Secretaries Blaine,
Proctor, Noble and Rusk, and Postmaster-
General Wannamaker, Assistant Secretary
Nettleton of the Treasury, and a  great
number of tressury officials and employes,
and fifty or more senators and representa-
tives. The remsins were accompanied
from New York by Secretary Tracey, Attor-
ney-General Miller and Private Secretary
Huntley. The remains were escorted by a
detail of troops and were taken to the lute
residence of the Secretary on Massachusetts
avenue, where they will remain until' ar-
rangenients are made for the interment.

Windom’s funeral will take place on Mon-
day. « His son, William D. Windom, who
was in Baton Rouge, La., has been heard
from, and is on his wny‘o ‘Washington.

COURT OF ASSIZE.

Continuation of the Trial of Lawrence
Phelan for the Murder of David
F. Fee, Jr.

.

The Chamge Against Silk Withdrawn
—The Case Adjourned Till To-day.
and the Jury Locked Up.

That public interest in the terrible
tragedy of Christmas Eve.’ has in no way
abated, was shown by the fact that the
court room, galleries and even corridors
were crowded yesterday morning when
thetrial of Lawrence Whelan, for the
wilful murder of D. F. Fee, Jr., opened
before his lordship the Chief Justice. »

Whelan maintains his composure® well;
and when he wasplaced in the dock re-
paid the curious gaze of the crowd with a
furtive glance round, as if in quest of a
familiar or a friendly face. - |

The formalities of opening court having
been disposed of, the following jury was
finally empanelled: D. .Sharp, (Fore-
man,) James A. Auld, Eli Beam, Harvey
Cummings, William Dixon, J. E. Thomas,
D. Finlayson, G. H. Proctor, Thomas

Cliff, James Smith, A. D. Wilson aud H.
Willard.

Hou. Theo. Davie, gﬁtomey-ﬁeneul,
appeared for the Crown, while the pris-
oner was represented Mr. Eberts,
(Eberts & Taylor.) Mr, Charles Wilson
watched ' the case on behalf of Joseph
Silk, who had beencharged with com-
plicity ia the crime. :

Is opening the case the Attorney Gen-
eral told the story of David Fee's death,
simply snd ‘in a manner that made an
evident impression upon his auditors. He
then called

Francis J. Partridge, who related sub-
stantially the same story as told in the
police court. He was subjected to a
rigid cross-examination by couusel for the
defence, but his evidence was not shaken
in any material point. The gun, when
the fatal shot was fifed, was not held at
the shoulder, buts at *‘the charge.”
When the crime was committed, witness
and deceased were walking, not running.

Dr. J. D. Helmcken, sworn, told, in,
language which all could understand, the
nature of the fatal wouud, illustrating the
direction taken by the missile, as he de-
scribed the discoveries made at the post-
mortem. 1n the wound, found some-
thing like 'a piece of'a'shirt, or a gun
wad. There was nothing suspicious near
it. In the muscles covering the shoulder
blade, found a piece of lead, (produced.)

His Lordship—It's just about the size
of a buckshot, isu’t it ? y

The Attorney-General—Yes, your lord-
ship ; evidence will be produced on that
point.

The witness proceeded to describe the
functions of the vagious organs affected.
The passage of the missile through the
aorta, the chief blood vessel, had, in this
case, caused immediate death. 5

To Mr. Eberte—Could not say whether
the missile was lead or not.

He made the
remark, when witness said that the eart-
ridges were blanks, *Oh. well, they’ll
make a noise, anyhow.” " Could not say
whether or not_ any. of the cartridges
were cap Later in_ the  evening,
about 10.30 o'clock, saw: prisoner walk-
ing up and down, outside the echurch.
Was talking with him, when the young
man Crawford came up, and commenced
shaking his clothes at Larry, trying to
scare him. ~ Witness told him that he had
better let Larry alone. Might have said
something about the condition of the
gun, but could not remember what. Did
not pay much attention to the conversa-
tion with Crawford, as it was raining and
Crawford was a stranger to him. Wit~
ness wanted prisoner to go home, as it
was' raining very heavily. Crawford was
with prisoner when witness came away.
It was about 20 minutes to 12, when
prisoner came into the house, where wit-
ness sat smoking, and -said: **Well 1
believe I've hurt somebody ; I éouldn’t
nelp -it; I had to ‘do . it'~io
save myself.”

Larry was drunk at
the time, more drunk than when he saw
him earlier in the evening.

By Mr. Eberts—Was in the Vancou-
ver Hotel that evening, and possibly had
a drink there. Did ‘not have two drinks
there.
Hotel ; no more. Did not have a drink at
Wriglesworth’s. Asked two men, the
Lone named MeLellan and the other Jar-
dine, to go around to the church where
Larry was. His object was to get the
gun away from prisoner. Had no over-
coat on. Met Dennis Daceyatthecornerof
Douglas and Yates streets, and went with
him to the Vancouver House. Sat in the
reading room with him for about half an
hour, but did not have a drink. Between
pine and ten o'clock started out with
Dacey for a walk up View street; expect-
ing to see prisoner. The man was drunk,
and had a gun, though witness had no
idea it was loaded. hen witness tried
to open the gun, prisoner had both hands
on the barrel. Witness could not say
whether the hammers were down or not.
Saw the cartridges in the gun, and then
prisoner drew it away. It was a dark
night, and there was no_ electric light at
the corner. Remained about five minutes
in comversation with Silk and then walked
away. S ; ;

Hon. J. 8. Helmcker, M.D., d ¢
‘to having had occasion to see several gun-
shot wounds. A bullet in passing
throuch a body was liable, even to be
split by striking a bone ; it was liable to
be pounded. into almost any shape. In
passing through a body a bullet was liable
to lose in substance, and therefore in
weight.

Henry W. Sheppard, Superintendent
of the Victoria City Police, gave.substan-
tially the same evidence as at the police
court examination. ‘When the gun was
found at Silk’s house, the right barrel
had been recently fired, and in the left
was a blank cartridge, powder but no
shot. \One of the loose cartridges found
conta‘ned bird shot but no powder. After
balf an hour’s time had been occupied in
examining and experimenting upon the
cartridges.

Officer William Irvine wash sworn,
and deposed to arresting the pris-
oner and taking him to the cell;
searched him, but found nothing with
the exception of a pocket handkerchief.

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AN INCONSISTENT CRITIC.

The article in the Times on the Public
School Report is a very peculiar piece of
eriticism. As a statistical document, the
writer pronouuces the Report faultless,
and he speaks in the highest terms of its
typographical appearance, but he com-
plains that ‘‘ the percentage of scholar-
ship” is not given. This is certainly a
singular fault for the Times to find. Its
great complaint agaihst the Government
for the last -two years and more is that
the Education Department insists upon
““daily marking.” This marking, as we
understand it, is an attewupt on the part
of the teacher to show by marks the pro-
gress of the pupils. It has contended
that this is not necessary, that it causes
a great deal of the teacher’s time to 'be
wasted, and that it is.mnot, even when
earefully and conscientiously done, a re-
liable record of the real progress made
by the pupil. Columns upon columns ‘of
the Times have been devoted to showing
the futility of this system of marking,
and the tyranny of the Department
in compelling teachers to practise it. Yet
#hen it reviews the Superintendent’s
Report, the only fault it has to find with
it is that *‘ percentage of scholarship, or,
perhaps, it should be said, percentage « f
merit in point of studies, has not been
touched.”

If our contemporary were counsistent,
it would praise the Superintendent for not
giving a record of the progress of. the
pupils from what it has all along been
contending are unreliable data. It does
seem singular to see this critic who has
for so many months been protesting vig-
orously aud virulently against measuring
educational *development by marks and
signs now “gwearing by percentager.
This is one-of the mos- absurd of our con-
$emporary’s many inconsistencies.

For our part, we th\x‘nk that the Super-
mtendent has acted wisely in refraining
from comparisons which. would be re-
garded as invidious, and, let them be
made wich ever so much care and ever s
great a desire to be fa_ii', to a certain
and very great ex‘ent, unjust both
%o teachers and pupils. The circum-
stances of no twp schools in

‘$his new country are exactly alike and
the opportunities a~d the aptitudes of

' #he pupils are so varied that the attempt
$0 measure their progress by the same
standard must be unsatisfactory to all
eoncerned.  Progress in education as
well as in most other things s compara-

" Wor one school to come up to a given
standard might indicate most satisfactory
and most hopeful progress, while another |
achool which had sdvanced no higher
might justly be pronounced in s cond -

dividual scholars. So the ** percentages’’
%o which the Times has become so sudden
and so zealous a conveft, would ‘make the
Report both unreliable and unjust. It
is we are aatisfied a very great deal better
withogt them,

The Times carps at {nspector Wilson's
Wodest and common sense remarks about
the way in which the different branches
ase taught in the public schools and the
general advancement that has been made.
"Ik seems to us that Mr, Wilson has dis-
played much good j t in those re-
marks. He has not méntioned in terms
of oensure, which might have been un-
merited, some teachers, neither has ‘he
Mingled cut others for commendation,
which might possibly be undesetved. He

- has spoken of the ma of teaching
snd the success achieved in general
terms, and we believe that the reader of
the report will be able’to form from his
ebeervations a. better idea of ‘the state
of education in the province than ‘he
would by studying the most elaborate
table of percentages. Those who are ac-
quainted with the coudition of common
schools in other parts of Canada will see|
at once that the schools in 'this province
are taught pretty much io the same way,
and that the same, or pearly the same,
amount of success has been achieved.
He will find that reading, writing, arith-
wetic and geography are fairly well
tanght ; that grammar is voted dry and
difficult . by the children, and that;
in " spite ‘of the  exertions  of
she teachers, very little real progress
is made’  in its .study;  that
Ristory is not studied as intelligently as it
might be, and that thete is very great
wom for improvement in the way in
which composition is taught.

The excelleficies and defects which the
Iospector has noticed are common' to all
schools ingwhich children are taught.

THE COMMERCIAL TAX.

Ald. Renouf suggested that u man be em-
ployed to go round and ascertain the views
of the merchants with respect to the Com-
mereial Tax, which drove thousands of dol-
l€rs from the city—the only one on this
coast that imposed it. For his part he
thought it was unconstitutional Lecatuse it
joterfered with trade and commerce. The
commercial travellers of the continent num-
bered 40,000, and"were now banded against
Victoria, from which they advised people to
kéep away on account, of the tax.

After some discussion,

Ald. Munn said he was thoroughly op-
posed to this tax. It cost the city at least
$6,000 a month on azcount of the absence of
the travellers. If there must be a tax at
all, it should be placed upon pedlars. The
presence of travellers, he knew, enabled
merchants to make as good selections of
stock in their own stores as if they went
east at an immense cost. He spoke of ‘Lthe
way in which Victoria was denounced in
the east and elsewhere, because of this tax,
He deprecated the practice, as he had been
informed, of sending round policemen to as-
certain the business of travellers. He had,
he concluded, spoken to several wholesale
men on the subject, and all they asked was
that they should be placed at no disadvan-

and wholesale men should be the same, and
they suggested, at the same time, that both
should be reduced.

The Mayor contended for the continnance
.of the commercial travellers’ tax. No
doubt, some money was lost to the city by
travel ers not coming here. He said that
the by-law had been established at the re-
quisi'ion of the merchants, who wanted the
travellers placed on the same footing as the
wholesale houses. In the east they imposed
a business tax, instead of a business licepse.

Ald. Renouf said that supposing mer-
chants sent East fcr prices, the commercial
traveller would bebter that best by ten per
cent, every time.. No less than fifty drum-
mers had visited Victoria since the first of
the year, and only four had  paid the
license.

The Mayor was satisfied that the license
was not unconstitutional and held that
people who came in here to do business
should contribyte towards the municipal
expenditures. :

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A GOOD BEGINNING.

\lderman Holland’s resolution with
respect to the Indian reserve is an excel-
lent one and we trust that it will be act-
ed upon prowmptly. That the Indian re-
serve should be within the city’s limits is
not good either for the Indians or the
citizens. The worthy alderman’s resolu-
tion is the tirst step - towards providing
for their peaceable and equitable remaoval.
The land is needed by the city and should
be at its disposal. It is not right that eo
large a part of the city’s area and that,
too, with much more than the average
p-oportion of water front should be locl.(-
ed up with no prospect of its being 1m-
proved either by its owners or the city.

Wae are glad to see that it is proposed
¢ vive the Indians fair value for their
right to occupy the land. The disposi-
tion of the purchase money is an after
consideration. Some of the Indiaus
themselves, have, we think, indicated
how it can be invested with the greatest
advantage to the members of the tribe.

What Ald. Holland said about cutting
away a pertion of the reserve, which is
an obstruction to navigation, and using
the soil excavated and dredged for the
purpose of raising the James Bay ‘ﬂats, is
well worthy of consideration. It is ne-
cessary to transform those useless and
foul-smelling flats into dry and healthy
sites for buildings. By transferring the
land near the ralway bridge to the flats a
double ‘purpose will be served. The
harbor will be improved considerably,
and the area of James Bay east of the
bridge will be utilized and made very
valuable.

The new Council in suggesting im-
provements so necessary and of such
great value, is beginning well. If it car-
ries out what it has designed, it will be
the most useful Council that ever man-
aged the affairs of this city. That its
members will not, be satisfied with merely
talking about the reforms and changes
thatgate required, we are gonvinced.

JENGLISH OPINION.

The London Times is, at last, paying
some attention to Canada.
the Thunderer appeared to think Cana-
dian affairs of very little importance. Its
information as to what was going onin
the Dominion was filtered through a cor-
respondent living in Philadelphia, whose
sources of information did not appear to
be either very numerous or very trust-
worthy. Of late, Canada has risen in
the estimation of the Times. It seems
now- to know what is going on in this
country, and its correspondents have
been able to gauge Canadian public
opinion on various questions with some

degree of accuracy.

In an able and comprehensive review
of the state of the colonies, the writer says
this with resflect to the influence of the
McKinley.tariff and the efforts which the
Government of the Dominion afe making
to counteract the effects of that piece of
restrictive and, as regards Canada, un-
friendly legislation :

¢ The hostile tariff was received as a
dividing fence evected suddenly between
Canada and, her continental neighbor,
and the colony turned its face resolute-
1y towards home. The spirit shown by
Canad#, under the circumstances, has
been sach as to awaken a warm answer-
ing sentiment in _this country. Estimat-
ing the losses which her trade is likely to
suffer from the American duties, she has
-set herself to ‘recover the balance else-
where, and chiefly within the empire.
"To this. end she has entered into negotia-
tions for reciprocal commercial advantages
with the West Indies, and is feeliLg ‘her
way to some similar agreement with Aus-
tralia. She has'also shown much energy
in the endeavors to open up markets for
farm and dairy produce in this country,
and is offering every inducement to colon-
ists to settle in the fertile agricultural
lands of Manitoba. Active negotia-
tions have also been carried on
for the development of lines of
communication both by rail and by sea.
The first steamer of a new fast lms al-
ready established between Vancouver,
China and Japan will leave Liverpool on

‘the 15th of this month, and the Canadian
Government is in treaty for the estab-
lishment of a fast Atlantic service of four
20-knot twin-screw steamems between
Great Britainand Canada. These steam-
ers would run from Loudon and Ply-
mouth to Halifax and Quebec, and con-
nect with the Canadian Pacific, Grand
Trunk and other railway systems. They
will, if the scheme is carried out, be
supplemented by a Pacitic service run-
ning between British Columbia and the
Australian celonies, whicn will consist, to
begin with, of three twin-screw steamers
of not less than 16 knots. The steamers
of this service will perform the passage
across the Pacific in from 18 to 20 deys,
and will be able, if necessary, to reach
the nearest Australian port from' Van-
couver in 1§.days. - This brings the two
most  distifet  groups  of  col-
onies within little more than a fortnight
of each other, and the total length of the
journey from London through Canada to
Australia by this route will be 32 days.
The ships will carry mails, and will be
suhsidized by the Governments of Great
Britain, Canada and Australia. They
also, as is the case with the line running
between Vancouver and Japan, forma
part of the scheme of imperial defence,
and will be specially designed as fast
armed cruisers and transport ships. They
will be built under the supervision of
the Admiralty, and fully provided with
ull the necessary gun platforms and fit-

Hitherto, |

tings. It is also intended that they shall
be, as far as possible, manmed by crews
of the Royal Naval Reserve. The scheme
has not yet been presented for the ac-
ceptance of Her Majesty’s Government,
but the Canadian Government has already
voted its share of the subsidy. The views
of the Australian Governmeut are unfler-
stood to be generally favorable, and the
endeavor to carry this matter through
will probably be the first Canadian under-
taking of the year.”

It is evident that the spirit of self-

reliance which the Government of Can-
ada has displayed in this crisis has won
for Canadians the respect of thinking
men in Great Britain. It must be re-
membered that the opinion of the Times
on a matter of this kind is generally that
of a very large proportion of the most in-
telligent as well as the most influential
of the people of Great Britain.

THE RIGHT WAY.

The Indian who told a CoronisT re-
porter that the men of the Songish tribe
do not want a reserve, but would gladly
sell out and buy homes_ for themselves,
indicated very clearly the solution of the
Indian difficulty, not only in Victoria,
but in every part of this continent
Hiving the Indisns on reserves is the very
worst thing that can be done with them.
Forming an isolated community, they
perpetuate the tribal feeling, their wild(
notions, their language, and the improvi-
dent habits they have inherited. The best
friends of the Indians have been long try-
ing to persuade them to hold land in
severalty, to settle upon their own farms
and-to cultivate them as white men do.
But the Indians like their old ways too
well to change them readily. A few, here
and there, have taken farms and adopted
the white man’s mode of living, to a cer-
tain extent, and they have done very
well ; but the great majority are too much
attached to Indian habits and have too
great a distaste for continuous hard work
to become either cultivators of the soil or
raisers of stock. .

But here we have a tribe who are de-
sirous to live as white men do. Each
member of it wants to own land in his
own right, to cultivate it for himself and
w0 take upon himself the duties and res-
ponsibilities of a free citizen. Would it
not be well to treat thesg¢ men sas they
want to be treated ? Let part of the con-
gideration for their right to the land,
that, for want of a more appropriate
name had been called ‘‘a reserve,” be
farms situated in places- selected by the
Indisns themselves, not necessarily all
in one block, but detached, some of them
perhaps many miles apart. We think
that with the consent and cooperation of
the Dominion ‘Government this could
easily be done. 1f the Provincial Gov-
ernment buys the reserve the Indians
might be allowed to choose farms on the
Island or the Mainland. = The public
domain is large and these few Indians
‘might be "allowed a free choice.
If the city buys the .land directly from
t1e Indians, with the consent of the
Dominion Government, farms might be
bought for them.with the purchase
money wherever they wished to settle.
We believe that the business could be so
mahaged that the Indians settled on
farms of their own would be very much
better off than  they are now, and they
would be free from many iofluences that
keep them in their present ugntiafactory
condition. - Persons who know the British
Columbia Indisns well, say that those who
believe them to be stupid and unimprov-
able make a very great mistake. Many
of them are sharp and shrewd, and if they
were in favorable circumstances,could hold
their own against white men, whose
opportunities were no better. The plan
of making them self-dependent property
owners s, we think, a very' promising
ove. The experiment ought to be tried.
It may result in a very great improve-
ment of the condition of the owners of
the reserve, and if it fails after a fair
trial they will not be a great deal worse
off than they are now. .

That the Indians on the reserve must
go is a foregone conclusion. The only
question that is to be considered is how
shall they be removed ?  Is not the way
that they themselves-have chowen 'the,
very best that could be suggested—best
for the Indians themselves as well as for
the citizens of Victoria ¢

A POLITICIAN.

The elevation of Governor Hill of New.
York to the Senate was expected. Gov-
ernor Hill is a skilful politician. He,
better than any New Yorker, knows how
to work the machine. It said that he
worked it so well that in order to secure
his election to the Governorship he
spoiled Mr. Cleveland’s chances of being
President for a second term. Both men
being Democrats, this. was not exactly
what high-minded men consider loyal -or
patriotic. But the ways of politicians of
Senator Hill’s stamp are not to be judged
by a high standard. When it came to.be
a question whether he should be Gover-
nor of New York or Cleveland should be
Presidentof the United States, Hill, having
control of the voting machine, did not
hesitate to sacrifice Cleveland. It is said
that Hill’s election to the Senate has been
effected to taks him out of Cleveland’s
way when the time comes for nominating
a Democratic candidate for the Presi-

dency. " If this was the bargain, Senator

Hill will very likely keep it. Before the
nominating convention is held, the
machine will be in other hands. The
machine is a local institution, and is
worked chiefly by men who take a lead-
ing part in state politics:. A United
States Senator who has held his seat for
over a yearis almost out of the swim.
Other hands have been pulJin} the wires,
and the new men will not, when the
presidential election comes round, be
willing to put the machine into the hands
of the old engineer. They will insist
upon working it to please themselves.
The chances are, therefore, that Hill’s
transference to the Senate will make
Cleveland’s nomination a sure thing.
There is no other candidate in sight.

A GOOD MEASURE.

_The Libel Bill, which Mr. Beaven has
introduced, will be found, on examina-
tion, to be a fair and reasonable measure.
It dues no injustice to any member of the
comunity, while it protects the publish-
ers of newspapers against malicious and
frivolous prosecutions.

It declares that there shall be no pre-
sumption of malice.

The third section provides that no ac-
tion for libel shall be brought or main-
tained, unless the person who considers
that he has been libelled shall have re-
quested the newspaper proprietor to pub-
lish a retraction or correction.

The fgurth section requires the person
believing himself to be injured, to give
the publisher a notice in writing, specify-
ing the statements complained of.

The sixth section makes reports of
meetings, duly advertised, privileged.

The seventh does the same for reports
of the proceedings of Courts of Justice,
provided they are fair and authentic and
without comments.

Section eight provides that actions for
libel shall be tried in the city or town or
electoral district in which the newspaper
is published. .

Section nine gives the publisher the
privilege of requiring security for costs in
certain circumstances, and with certaio
qualifications.

The presumption of malice is a8 unjust
and as unreasonable as anything can pos-
sibly be. To presume that the publisher
£ a periodical, the object of which is to
give the public accounts of what occurs
in the world, that is worthy of note, is
actuated by malice is simply absurd. .In
the first place, he does not know, and can
have heard nothing of, the great majority
of the persons who are noticed in one
way or other in. his newspaper. In the
second place, it is simply impossible for
him to see or know anything of the arti-
cles, reports and paragraphs that appear
in its columns. The editors and reporters
are very much in the same position.
They cannot, in  the  nature ' of
things, regard with = malice one
out of a thousand of the persons
whose sayings and deings it is
their business to record and comment
upon. They regard the great mass of
them with perfect indifference. They
neither love them mor hate them, and
they smile at the absurdity of the pre-

of malice with respect to them. = But to
the responsible head of the establishment
this presumption, which is a legal fiction
invented by old-time lawyers, who looked
upon newspapers and all counected with
them, with dislike and suspicivn, is no
laughing matter. It is really a reproach
to the legislators of these days, who pro-
fess to be liberal and to act according to
the dictates of common sense, that it is
allowed to remain a principle of law in
actions for libel.

Asa matter of fact the presumption is
really the other way, -there is not ome
case in ten thousand in which the pub-
lisher is actuated by malice. He, and
those whom he employs, have no desire to
injure any one.  Their jinterest is to
please as many of their readers as possi-
ble and to give no one a reasonable
ground to complain that he. has been in-
jured personally by what appears in their
newspaper. The fair presumption there-
fore is that in what they publish, they'
have no desire either to offend or injure
any member of the community, but
rather the reverse.

Every fair-minded man will' admit that

| it is only reasonable to give a publisher

an opportunity to retract, or correct, or
explain, any statement made in his news-
paper that may be regarded as injurious,
and that the retraction, or correction,
should be taken into consideration when
damages are assessed.

To hold a newspaper publisher respon-
sible for what may have been said by a
speaker at a public meeting, or for the
statements made in any resolution which
may have been submitted, is so manifest-
ly unjust that in, these days no one thinks
of taking advantage of the state of the
law which leaves such publisher open to
prosecution for what appears in a fair re-
port of the proceedings of such a meet-
ing. But is it fair to leave him without
protection in publishing what is con-
sidered - legitimate news, for there is so
urgent a demand that the editor who
would refuse to publish it would be con-
demned by the public as unenterprising
and as unfit for his business ?

The same remarks apply to the reports

f the proceedings of Courts of Justice—

sumption that they euntertain any feeling |’

thé public will have them even when
they are of a nature which many regard
as unfit for publication. = Court reports
are universally looked upon as part of the
news of theday. They are read by per-
sons of every class, and are expected as a
matter of course. . Should the publisher
be allowed to supply this demand at his
peril? We kuow that this privilege is
sometimes abused, and an offender is
tried-and condemned by the newspapers
before the courts of lawhave been allowed
time to investigate and to consider the
case. But Mr. Beaven’s bill will pro-
vide ag inst this abuse. The reports of
legal proceedings must be fair and with-
out comment. No one can ressonably
complain of reports that are reports, and
not judgments. We do not think that
there’is a member of the Legislature who
believes that the proprietor who pub-
lises an honest and faithful report of a
trial should be open to an action of libel.
Such reports are, in these days, not only
allowable, but they are necessary. They
should, therefore, be privileged.

Everyone should be protected from
frivolous and vexatious lawsuits. The
newspaper proprietor needs this protec-
tion more than any one else. He, more
than anyone, is exposed -to lawsuits, en-
tered into for the purpose of persecution
or blackmail or reyenge. Anyone who
chooses to consider himself libelled by
whit appears in & newspaper, and who
wants to aunoy its owner, can, with the
aid of an unscrupulous lawyer, enter an
action against him, and put him to con-
siderable expense. There may not really
be any ground of action. This the suitor
may know very well, but he hoping to
scare the journalist into making a com-
promise, or desiring to put him to as
much expense as possible allows the pro-
ceedings to go on. When the case is
tried and the verdict is against the plain-
tiff he is quite happy. He has nothing,
and he has the satisfaction of knowing
that he ‘has put the man on whom he
has taken his revenge to much annoyance
ard considerable expense. All this could
have been avoided by the plaintiff being
required to give security for costs. Mr.
Beaven’s bill is so framed that the
demand for security for costs cannot be
made a device to deprive the poor man,
who has a good case, of a remedy for the
injury which has been inflicted on him.
It will put a stop to those actions only,
the motives of which are malicious and
mercenary.

We do not wish to see newspaper pro-
prietors protected. in wrong-doing. We
believe that the man who wantonly tries
to injure the reputation or the business
of his neighbor by spreading false reports
deserves to be severtly pumished. We
have no desire to screen such an offender,
let him be whom he may. ~All that, we
think, ought to be dene is to protect the
publishers of newspapers from manifest
injustice. This, we believe, Mr. Beaven’s
bill does. 1t does not go quite as far as
we would like, but we hail it as an instal-
ment of justice, and we believe that it
will recommend itself to the good sense
and the love of fair play of the members
of the Legislature.

PROTESTANT SUCCESSION.

We are not in the least surprised to
learn that the amendment to -Mr. Glad-
stone’s motiop, made by Sir John Pope
Hennessey, to the effect that the
Sovereign of Great Britain and Ireland
should be permitted to be a Roman
Catholic, met with the most uncom-
promising opposition from the members
on both sides of the House, and was
received with loudly expressed indigna-
tion by the-nation generally. The people
of Great Britain have become exceeding-
ly tolerant. ‘Religious disabilities have
been almost entirely removed. Men of
all creeds, and of no creed at all, are
ehigible for almost every office in the
gift of the -people. But altheugh
the people of Great Britain have become
very liberal,” indeed, in all matters
relating to religion, they do not for a
moment forget that Great Britain is es-
sentially a Protestant nation. The great
majority of the people are proud of their
Protestantism, and a very great many of
them believe that the freedom of the
nation, its prosperity and its greatness
depend upon its remaining Protestant.
Many Englishmen who smile at' the
hatred  expressed by their great grand-
fathers of ‘“ Popery and wooden shoes,”
would not listen for a moment to such a
proposition as Sir John ‘Pope Hennessy
had the boldness to make in Parliament.
““Popery” has not the terrors for
them - that it had for their fathers,
but they, nevertheless, feel that
Protestant = succession is a part of
the British Constitution, with which it
would be most upwise and  imprudent to
meddle. Men who are not religious and
who have very little respect for things
which pious Protestants regard as sacred,
would vehemently oppose permitting an
avowed Roman Catholic to become:the
occupant of the British throme. So
strong is this feeling in favor of Protest-
antism, aud so general is it, that we would-
not be surprised to find that Sir John
Pope Hennesey has raised such a storm
about his ears and has called forth such
an expression of public opinion as will
very effectually prevent any one follow-

ing his example for many a long day.
When considering this proposition he has

-
‘made, Tory and Liberal, Radical and
' Socialist will forget their differences

and ubite to uphold the Protestant
Succession as established by the constitu-
tion more than two huundred years ago.
Ia the Bill of Rights, which is as dear to
the English patriot as the Magna Charta
itself, the principle of Protestant Succes-
sion is embodied, and the first sentence
in the Act of Settlement by virtue
of which Queen Victoria wields the
sceptre of the Empire of Great Britain,
contains the following clause : *‘ That
whoever would hereafter come to the
possession of this Crown, shall join com-
munion with the Church of England, by
law established.” Considering how high-
ly this provision of the Constitution is
prized by the British, as a nation we are
not surprised to see that Mr. Gladstone
has hastened to let the world know that
he had nothing whatever to do with
Sir John Pope Hennesey’s motion. The
fact that he is politically connected with
the mover of such a motion will lower
Mr. Gladstonein the estimation of the
people of England.

EDITORIAL COMMENT.

Me. W. A. RoBERTSON’S letter to the
City Council, recommending to their fav-
orable consideration the pitiful condition
of ‘the survivors of the ‘‘renowned Six
Hundred,” is well worthy the attention
of both the City Councillors and the
citizens generally. It is a reproach to
the Government and the people of Great
Britain that these brave' men, who faced
almost certain death in the service of
their country, shohld be allowed to drag
out what remains of their existence in
penury and want. These men are now
unable to fight the Battle of life. Age
has robbed them of their strength aund
care and sorrow have broken their
spirit. They, when they were in their
prime, gave the best they had to their
country. Their country, now that want
bas come upoun them like an armed man,
should do something in their old age for
them. It would take very little to make
the short piece of lifd’s road which they
have still to travel smooth and easy for
them. If the Government of their coun-
try neglects them and refuses to give
them that little, their fellow subjects
who admire courage, and who believe
that England still expects every man to
do his duty, should let the gallant old
fellows ‘see that their countrymen, far
and near, do not forget them. Let Vic-
torians show their sympathy and appre-
ciation in a substantial way.

AGRICULTURE 1IN BRITISH
g COLUMBIA.

To THE EDIToR :—The reason why agri-
culture makes such slow progress in Van-
couver Island” is'that the land is heavily
timbered, not easily accessible, and, in ad-
dition, not descriptively mapped, for which
reason no stranger can find a claim.

The absence of settlement is not due to
the land laws, for, within the past forty
years, every kind and description have, at
various times, been in vogue, without ap-
preciable effect. To these may be added
the modern craze tor residence in cities.

The labor und expense of clearing are the
chief obstacles to progress. To make one
acre of timbered land fit for the plough,
costs, éven with Chinese labor, about one
bundred dollars. If a farmer, then, clears
an acre of land and makes it fit for cultiva-
tion, he has spent by his own labor one hun-
dred dollars. Can be realize one hundred
dollars if he wishes to sell? The
answer is ne, excepting near the
city, or some other popular centre.

One man can scarcely be expected to clear
more than two acres in one year, for, remem-
ber, he has to live, and for this purpose to
caltivate what other prepared land he may
have. If a man, then, has 120 acres, it will
take him sixfy years at this rate to make
the whole useful. Of course I am speaking
of heavily timbered land. How little, then,
has the Government priee of land to do with
settlement ! The obstruction to agricul-
tural progress stares one in the face, it is
the cost and difficulty of elearing the land.

Timbered land then for agricultural pur
poses may be considered worthless. Of
course, if a settler has a few acres of prai-
rie, alder bot or easily drained i
he can begin therewith and do very well,
The cost of the actual necessaries of life are
not great; the artificial wants are what
make living expensive.

How, then, can settlement on such lands
be promoted or procured and production in-
sreased? Remember the great want is a
producing population.

Should not the government give a liberal
bonus to everyone who renders one acre of
heavily timbered. land it for the plough ?
The land is the estate of the government of
the country (i. e., all that has not been
sold), how can they make it profitable to the
country? Let the government prepare to
borrow, say & quarter of a million, and
with this money render productives tiree
thousand acres of land ! It is true that the
interest on this money would be tén thou-
sand .doilars per annum. This interest
would be o charge en the cleared land.
Cauld they sell this land at one thousand
dollars per acre? Could they rent this
land at five dollars per acre? This,
however, is hardly the way to look at
a question involving the improvement of the
country. If they want to get this price
they must make the clearing easily acces-
sible, and have a market handy. Does not
this mean a railway? Of course the land
might simply be cleared of upright timber,
the stumps left. to rot—they would only
‘take a quarter of a century to do so! There
is, however, another course which might
profitably be pursued, via: build farm
houses on desirable lands, and, having clear-
ed’two or three acres of the latter, rent the
whole claim with a premise to sell at a
given figure simply covering the dbst of
the improvement. It is a well known
fact that if a man can find a claim of this
kind, he is willing and anxious to take it,
stick to it and go on clearing' more land.
He will pay the rent, because he has the

wer to buy, which.also means to sell his
ease. The rent of such an improved claim
would not exceed thirty-five dollars per an-
nuwn. There is, however, another ‘way of
looking at this matter. Three thousand
acres of land will produce about ninety
thousand bushels or two thousand seven

h:mdred- tons* of wheat, the value of which

amounts to about one hundred thousand
dollars. Mind, when once the land has
been cleared, it will produce this or some
other equally valuable érop annually. The
interest
is ten thousand dollars, leavin,
ninety thousand dollars for working ex-
penses. What would the working ex-
penses amount to? I do not know.

Three thousand acres of cultivated land
will yield a very good living to one hundred
farmers and their families, so that the coun-
try would have so many more ‘‘settlers.”
Doubtless each farmer would make the land
produce more than I have reckoned, be-
cause dairy husbandry and so forth would
yield larger income. Of course, there
would be a little larger outlay. Each far-
mer of thirty acres would have to pay
about one hundred and twenty dollars per
annum rent to the governmnent, until he
bought out his allotment. :

The above are cogitations only.

Bonuses and privileges are oftered people
who will erect industries profitable to the
country. ~Why should not the same be ap-
plicable to people who will clear the lands ?

Of course it may be said that agricultural
products muy be brought from foreign coun-
tries without all this trouble. We know
this to our sorrow to be so. If this had not
been so easy, if people' had been necessi-
tated to grow their own provender, Van-
gouver Island would have been better off to-

ay.

If we are to have a resident productive
agricultural population in ancouver
Island, the government must encourage it
in some material shape or way. I have
seen every kind of land policy pursued
without effect. It is of no use inviting im-
migrants to settle in the forests without
having first made a clearing for them.

If course, it is supposed that when any-
one buys a portion of the cleared land the
money paid will be applied to the clearing
of other land and so forth.

A NUISANCE.

To tHE Ep1Tor:—I would like to call
your attention and that of the public to
a matter which is of considerable im-
portance, bearing directly, as it does, on
the preservation of the public health, and
reflecting most unfavorably on the action
of the sanitary officer. About two weeks
ago a large dog was found poisoned on a
vacant lot adjoining No. 95 Kingston
street, and the sanitary, officer was noti-
tied of the fact, but took n> action what-
ever to remove it. Since that time he has
been repeatedly notified, but has con-
tinued to totally isnore the matter. The
body is now considerably decomposed,
and the stench arising from it can be
plainly detected at 'a considerable dis-
tance. Now, if this ‘had oc¢curred in
summer, some such disease as diphtheria
or typhoid would have broken out in the
neighborhood, and serious consequences
would, in all probability, have resulted.
The culpable negligence of the sanitary
officer in this instance plainly indicates
the advisability of his removal, and the
substitution is his place of a more com-
petent man before the arrival of summer,
as, if the present officer neglects his
duties now, it is only reasonable to infer
that he will do so then, when the conse-
quences of such negligence might prove
fatal. C. E

Faneral of the Late James McArthur—The

WEST KOOTENAY MINESV.*
Tae Wonderfa Futu:f the Kootenay L ke

M.ne:—B:iter T aa:portat on Facilitie,
Urgentl Req red.

J. E. Boss, mauager of the North.
western Sampling and Milling C mpany
who is spending a few days in this cityt
is well acquainted with the mineral loca-
tions of West Kootenay, having spens
two seasons in that district. Mr. Bogg
has seen Montana and ldaho grow from
non-producing bullion territories 1t
thos& which now furnish many millions of
dollars annually, and he is confident thag

he will witness as great a change in the
bullion producing ~capacity of British
Columbia. The mining region surrounding
Kootenay Lake isin his opinion one of
the richest on the American continent,
while the Toad Mountain silver ledges
comprise the most wonderful mineral de-
posits in the Northwest. If such a camyp
existed on the American side of the lin:
it would have a population of fiye
thousand within a year. As it xh
the Kootenay Lake mines have created
great excitement among the miniug men
of the States. Many of them have be-
come financially interested in these pro-
perties. A moderate quantity of ore has
already been shipped to the American
smelters, and much more would have
gone had there been good transportation
facilities. The building of roads to the
various camps is the most urge:t neces-
sity of the district to-day. It would be
impossible to ship ore in any quantity
from the mines this summer unless these
roads were provided. One hundred thoy-
sand dollars could be profitably disbursed
in the construction of roads and trails,
tuough it is, perhaps, too much to expect
that a government with sosmallarevenue
could devote this large sum to one dis-
trict. Sill, in Mr. Boss’ opinion, it
would be a handsome investment for
the . province. If roads were built
to meet the demand it would mean a de-
velopment unex:mpled in the quartz
mining history of the province, and in a
year or two the expeunditure would be
more than repaid in revenues from the
population of the district.

Mr. Boss also thought that it was the
duty of Victorians to interest themselves
tinancially in the district, and encourage
the work of opening it up in every way
in their power. By doing so they would
simply be making a strong bid for its
trade, which, as they knew by past ex-
perience with Cariboo, would be a
very large and  profitable one.
Encour'gement given  the district
at this stage of its existence
would earn its las‘ing gratitude. If roads
were built, so as to bring ore to Nelson,
he and his associates would immediately
erect a sampling works, and purchase the
ore at that point, che works to have a to-
tal capacity of 200 tons daily, when in
tirst class running order. This would be
of immense benefit in openmg up the
mines, for it would enable everyone to
secure the assay value of their ore at
home.’

Mr. Boss could not speak too highly of
the worth of the mineral resources of
Kootenay Lake district, and he expected
to see the famous Hall mines turning out
millions of dollars in the course of a
short time. Machiuery was now going
in to facilitate "the work -of getting out
ore and ' thoroughly’,” openming up
the property. While this was the
most valuable property so far discovered,
there were many other sections where the
ore bodies were rich and “extensive. In
the Hot Springs camp, oun Goat River,
[rail Creek and other points, fine pros-
pects had been secured. As he before
said, cheap fransportation was the one
thing wanting to start extensive develop-
ment, and he trusted, in the interest of
the district and the provincd, that the
Government would see their way &lear to
make the expenditure necessary to fur-
nish the desired facilities.

LoxDoN, Jan. 29.—The approaching visit
of the Grand Duke of Luxenburg to the
German emperor is regarded with no little
alarm in France, as there is no doubt but
that the object of the visic is to discuss the
adoption of a military convention between
Prussia and Luxenburg and bring. within
control of the Germans a place that has
been and can again be made the strongest
fortress in Europe. Instead of Prussia sk~
ing the initiative toward the military an-
nexation of Luxenburg, the Kaiser has care-

fully held from any proposition of
the kind, determined apparently, not
to give France any ground for
complaint. But the Grand Duke himself is
understood to be anxious for the arrange-
ment that will take place Luxenburg in line
with the German empire, and provide for
the protection of the Duchy in the event of
war.  Without  some arrangement for de-
fence, Luxenburg, should war arise between
France and Germany, would be the prey of
the first troops that would sacceed in reach-
ing it, and these would robably be French,
for not much faith is piaced by the Luxen-
burgers in the guarantee of their neutrality
by the great powers, now that they are
diversed from the crown of Holland.

Gladstone introduced his bill, to-day, to
remove the remainipg political disabilities
of Roman Catholics by enabling members of
that faith to bold the offices of Viceroy of
Ireland  and Lord Chancellor. Sir John
Pope Hennessey, in accordance with his an-
nounced attention, submitted an amend-
ment, that. the Sovereign of Great Britaiu
and Ireland should alscﬁ permitted to bea
Roman Catholie, should the Sovereign see
fit to adopt that faith.

After the commission of the crime, the dead
body of the victim was convi in a trunk
to the Milles railway, in the Department of
the Rhine, and deposited in a thicket where,
on August 13, 1889, it was discovered in a
state of decomposition. = In January,
the following  year,  Gabrielle . - Bom-
pard made a confession to the Parisian
police which led to her arrest and imprison-
ment, and finuily, after a most exciting
chase, to the capture of the strangler Ey-
raud, in Havana, when he was - brought
back to Paris for trial. = The most remark-
able feature in the sensational legal pro-

We need not be reminded that many
newspapers abuse the privileges they en-
‘joy. They are far from being either fair
or courteous in their criticisms of public
men, and they publish much that
should not appear in a periodical
read by all, old and young, male
and female. But itis impessible to make
laws that can_ teach .good  manners and
fairmess to men who "are; at the same
time, boorish and malignant. Coarse and
ill-natured people are to be found every-
where, and fo law that was ever made
ean compel them to be courteous and fair
minded. Su:h persons will act out their
nature, and they can only be eorrected
and refined by the general tone of seciety.
When the community will not tolerate
eoarseness and vulgarity in newspapers,
they will come nearer what they ought tu
be in both manuner and matter. There
has been a great improvement in the
‘tone of the newspaper press of Canada of
late years, and, we believe, that as time
progresses they will approach still nearer
to the highest standard.
But, though newspapers are to
public men ocoasionally - exceedingly
aggravating, they ‘are found to be very

useful, indeed, both to them and to the

eommunity. There isnot a public man

in Canada who is not greatly indebted to

the press for the influence he wields,

and for the reputation he bears, aad, to
do the politicians justice, they are nearly

all ready to acknowledge the obligation.

There are occasions when the men, who

dislike and distrust the newspapers, and

who abuse them heartily when they see,

as they consider, a good opportunity,

find it necessary to go to them for help
of one kind or another. . And they get

it. Now, there should be reciprocity in

this business. If public men find they
eannot get on “without the help of the
press, they should be ready to treat the
press fairly and to see that the law is
such that they are not exposed to annoy-
ing prosecution in the performance of

sheir duties.

Discovery, brought. to town a live fur seal
pup, which he caught swimming in Port
Discovery bay. The pup was evidently not
a week old, Mr. Am'femu offered it for
sale at Waterman & Katz’s store, but it
was worthless for fur, being so young. Mr.
Katz declined to pnrchase it and Mr.
Andersen carried it back to Port Discovery.
Fur seals haye been ‘unusually plenty this
season in the Straits of Fuca, and the bays
and harbors, and numbers have been killed.
Anderson killed fifteen yearlings in Clallam
bay a few days ago, and one of the sealing
schoeners killed twenty-five full-grown en«s
off Pillar peint.  Young Dennisen, son cf
the light-keeper on Smith’s island, shot two
in the entrance of Deception passone day
last -'week. Fur seals’ have been quite
numerous in Pott Discovery. It is evident
that one of the females gave birth to this
pup in Port Discovery bay.. It may have
been inat mnature, according to Mr.
Elliott, but this pup was born all the same,
and was brought here yesterday.
Fur seals have not been so plenty about
Cape Flattery and the Straits “for .twenty
years, but Elliott says there are only 100,-
000 left.

From the extent of the herd, as reported,
all the way from the Farillones to Vancou-
ver Island, 600 miles long and frem 50 to
100 miles wide, it is probable thgt 100,000, -
000 would be near the uctual number. It is

A WOMAN PRIVATE.

Romantic Account of a Female Soldier o1
the Revolutionary War.

Among the applications filed for mem-
bership in the Sons of the American
Revolution at a recent meeting, says a
letter from Washington, was one which
contained the details of a veritable ro-
mance. Prof. Gilbert Thompson, who
on his father’s side is descended from a
private revolutionary soldier, also claims
descent from a private soldier on his
mother’s sides this soldier being Deb-
orah Sampson Gannett. Herein lies
the romance. In an affidavit made by
her when she relinquished her invalid
pension and received the benefit of the
act of Congress passed March 18, 1808,
she testified as follows:

_“Deborah Gannett, of Sharon, county
of Norfolk, district of Massachusetts,
makes oath that she served as a private
soldier under the name of Robert Shurt-
leff, in the war of the revolution for
upward of. two years, in the manner fol-
lowing, viz.: Enlisted in April, 1781, in
the company ‘commanded by Captain
George Webb, in the Massachusetts
regiment commanded by Colonel Sher-
perd, and afterward by Colonel Henry
Jackson, and served until November,
1783, when she was honorably dis-
charged in writing, which discharge is
lost. She was at the capture of Cornwal-
lis, was wounded at Tarrytown, and
now receives a pension from the United
States.”

In January, 1792, she petitioned the
Legislature of Massachusetts and stated
that from zeal for the good of her coun-
try she was induced, and, by the name
of Robert Shurtleff, did, en May 20,
1782, enlist as a soldier in the continent-
al service for three years in the Fourth
regiment; was mustered in on the 23d
of the same month; was wounded and
continued in the service -until dis-
charged by General Knox at West Point
October 25, 1783. In accordance with
this petition a resolution was passed
January 29, 1792, signed by John Han-
cock, and she was paid thirty-four
pounds, the note bearing interest from
October 23,1793.

MICROBES AT WAR.

A Wonderful Revelation of
Science.
The revelations of the microscope as

Modern

to the existence of myriads of microbes 3

in our bodies, as well as in all that we
eat and drink, has caused timid people
much’ anxious wonderment as to why
these creatures are not more injurious
and destructive than they actually are.
Writing in the Speaker, Sir Henry
Roscoe explains how it is that even the
deadliest ‘of these microbes may be
found in the mouth or other partsof the

|'body, and yet their host be perfectly

healthy. The question is not one of
the mere presence of these organisms
in the body, but entirely one as to
whether or not they find their way into
the blood. If they do not all is well;
if they do the most serious trouble fol-
lows.’ iy

Working with the microscope in M.
Pasteur's laboratory in Paris, a Russian
physician, .M. Metschinikoff, has been
able to discovet the sécret of the irlpo-
tence of the microbe to penetrate into

the blood. These most recent investi- |

gations show that theré are certain cells’
contained in the.blood of all the higher
animals terméd plg#gocytes, and identi-
cal with the w nown -white blood

.1 corpuscles, which are endowed with the

power of independent motion, and not
only wander inside, but even make their
way qutside the tissue, and pursue, de-
vour and digest any bacilli, whether
poisonous or not, with which they come

.| in contact. This is in reality the true

battle of life which, althoagh hitherto
unknown and unobserved, is constantly
going on within the body.

These pbagocytes, which are the
watchful guardians of the body, attack
and annihilate the bacilli before they
can penetrate the blood tissnes. So long
as they remain on guard the body is
safe from attack, but should they, from
any cause, relax their vigilance, then
the .invading army of parasites would
pass into the’ system and destroy life
either by the numerous mechanical
lesiofis which it produces or by the poi-
son which it secretes. This apparently
independent life of the cell within the
organism is.one of the most marvelous
revelations of modern science, as well
a8 a remarkable illustration of the ex-
treme nicety of the balance of nature.

A Very Large Lung.

A “chemical lung” is the latest thing
proposed for the ventilation of tunnels.
It was lately tested in London by four-
teen scientists. A room 15x28 was kept
for an hour ata temperature of 82 de-
grees, and the air was loaded with im-
purities. The men of science were now
called upon to enter, and the air was
made still more impure by burning sul-
phur and carbonic acid gas.  Then' the
‘“‘chemical lung,” or so called punkah,
measuring 4x2.6;, was set in motion.
The temperature was soon reduced to
65 degrees, and the air freed from all
impurities. ' Then fat was burned to
test the machine for organic substances,
and the ‘lung” was started up just in
time to prevent the examining gentle-
men from running out for fresh air.
It is proposed - to use the invention dur-
ing the comstruction of the channel
tunnel.-

WHERE SEALS BREED. -

Judge Swan’s Statements Generally
Endorsed by Vietoria Sealing
Men.

Interesting Information Furnished by
Practical Men—OUne American’s
Opinion.

A controversy of more than ordinary
importance 18 just now being carried on
between Professor H. W. Elliott, of the
Smithsonian Iostitute, and Judge James
G. Swan, of Port Townsend, regarding the
birth of fur seals. The former asserts
that the breeding grounds of the seal are
on the Pribyloff Islands, and there alone,
an.d argues that to prevent the extermin-
ation of the seals the closing of Beh-
ring’s Sea becomes a necessity. In re-
ply, Judge Swan, who is a reliagle auth-
ority on fish and marine life, all along
the Pacific, of which he has made a clcse
study, denies the truth of the state
ment, and says that the fur seals breed
all along the coast, and the United States
cannot, for the reasun quoted, declare
Behring’s Sea a mare clausum.

As the discussion has a very material

bearing upon the Behring’s Sea question,
close attention has been paid to it by the
Victoria sealing men, who are un-
anunous in corroborating the assertioas
made by Judge Swan. That gentleman
writed to a Victoria friend, statiug that,
in all probability, a special congressiunal
commission will shortly visit Port Towns-
end and Victoria to investigate the truth
of the statements eontained in his letters
to the press. He concludes his letterin
the following sentences: “‘I haveat last
got the press aroused, and we will beat a
tattoo in the ears of the members of con-
gress that will cause them to wake up te
the great wrong that has been done
American intereats aud the general pub-
lic, just to sustain a monopoly. I contend
that the ocean is as free as the air, and
neither the American nor any other gov-
ernment has any more right to legislate
about the seals 1n the ocean than the wild
geese in the air.”
In view of the interest felt in the mat-
ter by Victoria sealers, the opinion of a
few of their number is worthy of being
recorded. :

Capt: J. D. Warren, president of the
Sealers’ Association, says: ‘I haven’t the
slightest doubt but what the judge is quite
right. Last year was the first that I
made any inquiry into the question of
the breeding place of the seals ; I found
them during the seasou all along the
coast, as far south as the Queen Charlotte
Islands. There I saw many young seals
swimming around with their mothers, in-
dicating that the seals must breed either
on the kelp or ashore. They could never
have come down 1,400 miles from the
Pribyloff Islands. We call a good many of
the fur seals ‘‘kelpers.” from their cus-
tom of drawing themselves out on the
patches of kelp, where I've often seen
them. The story that a new-born seal
will sink like a stone, has been exploded
long ago.. I have myself cut a young seal
out-of its mother and tossed it iuto a tub
of water, and it swam like a veteran.
We kept it there for a pet for ten days,
and would have brouggt it home if we
had had enough food on board to supply
its appetite. i« L X ey >

Capt. J. G. Cox, another prominent
sealer, says that he, too, has seen baby
seals all along the coast, and particularly,
around the kelp beds off the Queen Char-
lotte Islands. It was a known fact, how-
ever, that new-born baby deals were fre-
quently washed ashore in the surf at Caps
Flattery. ’

Mr. Frank, another Victoria sealing
man, says emphatically that the seals do
pup on the kelp beds off Queen Char-
lotte Islands ; he speaks from personal
experience, not theoretical knowfedge.

Capt. William Cox, of the Sapphire,
substantiates the statement that the seals
breed all along the coast. He, too, has
taken the young out of the mother seal,
in one case fully a month before it would
have been born. Even then, the little
fellow, when tossed over  the side, swam

ent. The Premier’s comments on the
Globe’s Washington telegram reveal no
state secrets. They inform us of the
steps that have been taken towards the
appointment of a reciprocity commission,
but say nothing about the imstructions
that will be given to the Canadian com-
missioner, or tvhat line he will probably
take.

Sir John Macdonald spoke in Toronto,
at the Albany club, on the twenty-
seventh of last month. Speaking of the
stand taken by the  Liberals,
he is reported to have said:

‘“Their organs have declared that the
policy of the Grits is new free. trade.
They are going to sweep away the cus-
toms houses along the line, and at the
same time surround us with the McKin-
ley tariff. They are so afraid now that
Sir Richard is saying we are going to steal
their thunder. But thunder from such
quarters is not worth stealing and we
will have none of it. The policy we intro-
duced in 1878 we are going to stand by,
but while we are going to stand by our
national pelicy, I might say that in the
past every ‘measure of reciprocal irade
we have got from our neighbors has been
got by the Conservatives. I believe there
18 room for extending our trade on a fair
basis, that there are things in which we
can enlarge bounds without, in any way,
infringing on the national policy.”

It will be seen from this that a fiscal
revolution is not contemplated. The
National Policy is not to be abandoned.
What the Premier means by extending
trade on a fair basis will, no doubt, be
seen when the Government publishes its

programme.

TRAINING REQUIRED.

It'is a pity. that there is no way of giv-
ing our young men some instruction as to
their duties as jurymen. Almost every
intelligent man has some time or other
to act as a juryman in either civil or
criminal cases. A very great deal de-
pends upon jorymen being able to do
their duty intelligently. But they are
called upon to decide upon matters of, at
‘times, great importance with but very
indistinct notions of what they are . re-
quired to do, and without any training at
all. How many jurymen could give an
to the question,
¢ What constitutes evidence ?” And
how many have had any practice in form-
ing a conclusjon from a mass of conflict-
ing and not very clear testimony? Yet
it is necessary that a juryman should
have clear ideas as to what is ‘and what is
fiot evidence, and that he should be able
to sift and to weigh testimony.

We cheerfully admit that the instruc-
tion given by judges is at times so clear
that it would appear almost impossjble to
make a mistake aé to what testimony
bears upon the case and wyhat does not ;
and we know that there gre shrewd, sen-
sible jurors, who, though 4they have had
very little intellectual training, arrive at
sound conclusions. But it requires more
power ef thought and more intelligence
than mauy jurors possess to com-
prehend  the . reasoning of the
judge, even when they have no

rejudice against  him. Under
our system, in cases of ‘the utmost
import: , ~one obstinate blockhead,
who cannot or will not reason, can render
nugatory the sound decision of eleven
sensible men. The verdicts given in by
the jury in the case.of Whelan show the
necessity of men liable to be called to act
as jurymen having some prepargtory train-
ing. These verdicts showed very cleatly
that they were not in the habit of care-
fully weighing the words they used, and
that they had but little practice in rea-
somng from the facts submitted to them.
The first verdict was as follows:

We, your jurors, empanelled on our
oaths, say as follows: That the prisoner
at the bar, who stands indicted by the
name of Lawrenee Whelan, on the night
of the 24th of Decetber, A.D. 1890,
caused the death of David F. Fee, jr., by
discharging into his body a gunshot, with
intent to do bodily harm, but without
premeditation.”

It is very evident that the man who
drew up this verdict was not of the
opinion that brevity is the soul of wit.
He ought to have known that all that
was m(iixired of the jury was to decide
whether the prisoner was or was not
guilty of the crime of which he was ac-
cused. The finding of the jury would
have been expressed in three words.
“Guilty of murder,” *guilty of man-
slaughter,” or ‘‘not guilty,” was all they
were required to say. As it was, the
majority of the jurymen in their admira-
tion of what was intended to be high-
sounding phrases, lost .sight of the fact
that their verdict was meaningless. To
say that Whelan discharged the gun—not
gunshot—with intent to do bodily harm,
but withont premeditation, is to make a
statement which contradicts itself. If
any juryman took time to copsider what
the phrase, ‘‘with intent,” means, he
would see in & moment that. it implied
premeditation—thinking beforehand." If
the man who drew up the verdict had
written ‘‘discharging into his body a gun-
shot premeditating to do bodily harm
without premeditation,” every one would
have seen the absurdity of the statement.
Yet this is in effect what was said.

It may be said that it is not fair to

criticise strictly what men who have not

many advantages of education have
writ'en. Ordinatily, that is* quite true.
But men should not, in an important mat-
ter, in which the life and liberty of a
fellow-citizen are at stike, attempt to do
what they cannot do well, and what it is
not necessary for them to do at all. They
were not required to hand in a written
verdict. g

The second finding of the jury wa
somewhat better, and not so .obviously
self-contradictory. It was ‘ We find the
prisoner guilty of murder, but unpre-
meditated.” It might have struck some
of the jurymen that to kill a man without
premeditation was not murder at all. Tt
is the mténtion, or the thinking, or the
meditating that is done beforehand that
makes killing a man murder.

The last verdict made and rendered in
the box was the only one that was clear
and precise. It was :— -

‘* We find the prisoner- guilty of man-
slaughter.”

It is evident' that it was the word
‘‘ premeditation”’ over which the jury
stumbled. Notone of the twelve men
se~med to have anything. like a clear no-
tion of what this word signified. It was
like the old lady’s Mesopotamia, a lovely
word,. and they considered no matter
what it ‘meant it ought to be in the ver-
dict.

Wae do not say anything as to whether
the eyidence warranted the.conclusion to
which the jury appears to have arrived.
«hich is, as far as we can make out, that
Whelan did not intend to kill any one;
that he did not know that the gun was
loaded, or that he put the slug or buck-
shot in the cartridge merely for fun:

To discuss that question intelligently
would require a careful gnalysis of the
evidence. Were the jury competent to
do this? We are not prepared to answer
that question, but it was very evident
vhat they were not qualified to express
the conclusions at which they did arrive
in plain English.

H. Davies, Mr. Charlton and other lead-
ing lights of the Liberal Party have been
preaching the doctrine of unrestricted
reciprocity in all the eastern provinces.
The Liberals have sent an ambassador to
Washington, to "further their interests
there, and they have had an active and
g ic resident rep tative . in
the } United States in. the per-
son of Mr.. Erastus Wiman. Their
newspapers, and one that was not theirs,
have been incessant in spreading their
trade views. In fact, the ILiberals
have had for a long time all the machin-
ery of political propagandisin actively at
work preparing for the general election,
while their opponents have been com-
paratively inactive. It ‘is not for them
therefore to complain that they 'have
been taken unawares. They have thrown
down the gage of battle. The Premier
has ‘merely taken it up and has given
them the, advantage of fighting on the
ground .which they, themselves, have
chosen, and which they have been fortify-
ing with all the means at their disposal.
If we had not great confidence in Sir
John’s generalship we would be inclined
to say thathe is making a mistake in
thus giving his opponents so great an ad-
vantage. - But he can survey - the whole
field, and he is well able to estimate the
strength of his forces. We, therefore,
believe that -he will win in . spite of the
odds he has given the Liberals. ' But for
them, occupying so favorable a position
and after such long preparation, to com-
plain of being taken by surprise, is ab-
surd. Their reluctance to begin the con-
test, and their many misgivings, show
that they have no confidencs in the good-
ness of their cause, or in their own
strength.

A CAPTIOUS CRITIC.

The Times, in its long disquisition on
systems and percentages, appears to have
forgotten all about the Superintendent’s
Report. Its theories are more than a
little misty, and suggest the suspicion
that their interpreter is himself a good
deal in the dark as to what they really
mean. However that may be, it is very
evident that he has not shown to the
satisfaction of any man blessed witha
glimmering of common sense, -that
the "~report would be in any
respect improved if it contained the
per the ab of which he
deplores. He seems to forget that even
if his percentages were reliable, which we
are quite certain would not be the ' case,
not one reader in a hundred would attach

to them the slightest importance. Very

few would understand them, and those
that did understand them would not con-
sider tlem worth noticing. Marks or
figures, or’ even algebraical signs, would
not make thé public schools more efficient
than they are.  The marks might look
learnéd, but those whom they might im-
press would not be worth convincing.

All that gn intelligent man, in search
of information, wants to know, is to be
found in the School Report. He learns
from it that there is in this proviuce a
well and carefully maintained system of
undenominational public schools in
which children can receive free theground-
work of a good education. He can see
that the Government takes care - that the
teachers are well qualified, and that they’
teach the same branches that "are taught
in schools of the same! grade; in all
English-speaking countries, with about
the same degree of efficiency. He will
also infer from the Report that the
schcols are under intelligent supervision,
and will conclude, and be warranted iu
the conclusion, that they are in a fair
state of efficiency. A sensibls man does
not want to see a table of percentages,
which may.be wholly delusive, to con-
vince him that local trustees of common
intelligence will not keepin their schools
lazy or incapable teachors. It is' much
more probable that they will be tao
impatient and exacting, and will blame
the teacher for the slowness of ad-
vancement, which ought in strict justice
to be attributed to other causes.

We see that the Times. harps upon a
string that might be ezpected by ithis
time to be completely warn out. It
says:i—

‘“The percentages of schelarship, de-
ducted from sound data, will never be
made public property as long as the man-
ag ment of public schools is identified
with political ambition.” )

The suggestion that the schools of this
province %re subjected to influences that
are ** political ”” in the improper sense of
the term is wholly unwarranted. Not a
single fact has yet been adduced to show
that the schools or the teachers are used
to advance the intercsts of..any politician
or any party in a way that malignity
itself could interpret as improper. The
Opposition organ ‘has been challenged
time and again to adduce even one
such instance, and-#t has not been ablg to
do s0, As the'sysem ds a public one,
supported almost wholly by the Goveri-
ment, those entrusted with its superin-
tendence are necessarily Government offi-
cials, If these officials, By ’performing
their duties efficiently and. faithfully, as
they do, and by attending to the wants of
the school districts, increase ' the con-
fidence of the people in the Administra:
tion, the influence thus gained is per-
fectly legitimate. = And in, this way, and'
in'no other, have those connected with
the Department of ‘Education exetcised
an influence which can, with ady: ap-
proach ‘to - propriety, be , regarded .as
¢ political.” They have earned the com-
mendation gratefully accorded to good
and faithful servants, and in this way
strengthened the administration of which
they forma. part. Itis pretty neatly

- WHELAN SENTENUED.

The Last Act in the (Tragély Which
Resulted in the Death of
D. F. Fee, Jr-

Imprigsonment for Life is the Penalty
Imposed—The Prisoner Utter-
ly Breaks Down.

The last chapter in the now celebrated
Fee murder trial was concluded at noon
yesterday, when the homicide, Lawrence
Whelan, had passed upon him the sen-
tence of the law. To the last, the public

case, and the opinion of the mass of the

His Lordship, the Chief Justice, hav-
ing taken his seat, the court was formally
opened at 12,15, and the case of Reg. vs.
Whelan, was called. The prisoner was
asked if he had aught to say why the sen-
tence of the law should not be passed.
upon him ?

He made no reply, but his counsel re-
sponded that the prisoner was in such a
nervous condition that he could not
speak, and he (Mn Eberts) had, there-
tore, been asked to say a few words for
‘him. The prisoner had not kniwn the

went off. He had no desire to injure
anyone, and on the night of the shooting
had been drunk. . He prayed the court to
consider every circumstance mitigating in
his behalf, aud exercise all the clemency
compatible with justice.

The Attorney-General claimed that
there had been a mistrial ; the ‘jury bao
not acquitted the prisoner of murder, be-
fore finding him guilty of manslaughter.
He thought that the verdict of murder,
but unpremeditated, might have been ac-

cepted.

. Hig Lordship did not’ think it would
be possible for any court, after receiv-
ing such a verdict, to decide what the
jury meant by ‘* unpremeditated,”’—per-
haps they did not know themselves.

It was understood that, though sen-
tence should be passed now, the. right
would be reserved for counsel for the
Crown to argue his point before the Court
of Crown Cases Reserve.

His Lordship then preceeded  to pass
sentence, not a sound being heaid in the,
court-room, except that -of the judge'’s
voice. The priscner, he said, had been
found guilty by a. jurg of his peers of
the crime of ‘manslatichier ; a crime with
which a judge had an unequalled extent
of discretion allowed 'him in dealing.
In other cases penalties were provided,
and the discretion of the judge was,
therefore, limited. As to manslaughter,
the jndge mi

manslaughter, it was, therefore, more in-
‘cumbent upon the judge to give his
reasons in particular. The jury -were
charged by me upon the facts, which 1
carefully stated, and it is upon these'same
facts that I am to base my sentence.

‘how you stand. ~ 1Il feeling had been
manifested, & month or so before Christ-
mas, in connection with the hoisting of
some foolish flag, when you exhibited
yourself as a q me man, suxious
t0-have trouble, desirous of making a
cause for you to show your resentment.
Nothing more is known of you than that
you are a drunken, quarrelsome. fellow,
and came here from Seattle. You are se-
lected; nevertheless, by Mr. McDonald to
act as watchman,‘and see that some valu-
able marble pillars that have just been
 placed:in position, are not molested. At
fthe same time stories are ‘current about
the trouble that befell a former watch-
man—also a drunken, cowardly fellow,
who smashed his lamp at the head of his
own foreman.

Whelan broke down completely as the
sentence was completed; and the order
was given, ‘* Remove the prisoner.” . He
is a young man in good health, 26 years
of age, and life imprisonment, in -all pro-
bability, means to him, imprisonment for
forty, or, perhaps; fifty years.

A FELINE SNAKE-KILLER.

An Alabama Cat That Was Death on
Reptiles.

‘‘Rattlesnakes ‘may charm birds, rab-
bits and dogs, but they can’t charm cats.”

The speaker was George Stearnes, a
farmer from Walker County, who was
telling snake stories while waiting fora
train at the depot. To prove -his asser-
tions Stearnes related the following in-
cident:

He owns a large black cat, says the
St. Louis Globe-Democrat, whieh kills
every snake and lizard it gan find. The
other ‘day he saw the cat creeping
through the grass toward some kind of
prey and watched it. A few feet away
be discovered a large rattlesnake coiled
ready to strike and its bead-like eyes
fixed on those of: the cat. The head of
the snake was making the peculiar
swaying motion which isa part of the
charm that brings birds and rabbits will-
ing victims to the mouth of the hideous
reptiles. Stearnes says he saw at a
glance the snake was trying to charm
the cat, and, as he was not much at-
tached to the feline, he stood still to
await results. With its body close to
the ground, and its tail swaying back
and forth, the cat continued to creep
slowly forward:: Its eyes were fixed on
those of the snake, as though the two
were tesiing their powers of mesmer-
ism. Slowly and cautiously” the cat
crept closer and closer to the coiled rep-
tile, and it really’ seemed for awhile
that it had fallen a victim to the
charming powers of the rattler. When
within four feet of the snake it stopped,
placed 1ts feet in position for a spring,
and remained motionless for an instant.
The snake seemed surprised, and
changed its position slightly. This was
the oppartunity the cat was waiting for.
Quick as lightning the feline leaped
and caught the snake by the neck with
teeth and claws, and, after rolling over
and over on the ground for two minutes,
the snake was dead. The cat did not
release its hold until long after the
snake ceased to move, and then, as it
walked away. would occasionally look
back to see if there was any suspicious
movement.

LIBEL.

Ho~. MR. BEAVEN, in moving the sec-
ond reading of his libgl bill, began by
speaking of the respecti¥e applications of
the Dominion and Provincial laws and
and authority, with respect to libel. The
existing law of libel was, in his opinion,
most defective. Under it the presump-
tion was that a libel was,in every case, ma-
licious. Taking the case of newspapers,’
ard the way in which they were got out,
and the infdtmation obtained, it was a
wrong presuription so to say that every
libel' was malicious. A.ilin, it was only
right and just when there had been a
libel committed that the newspaper pro-
prietor should be allowed the opportunity
of mnk.i.nﬁ:n ample apology for an inad-
vertent libel. The principles of ethics
should be made to apply to newspapers
as well as to individuafa, and the publica-
tion of an apology given as wide a cjr-
culation as the original libel should pre-
vent all possibility of 'a prosecution.
Then the law ought to provide that the
publication of reports of public meetings
should be privileged, while a fair report
of proeeegingu in a court of - justice
should rendmi‘T it impossible to b::'gt:: a
prosecution. Newspapers were obliged to
gather news, or they would, be behind in
the race, and should be 'protected in
carrying on their legitimate business. It
ought, too, to be rendered impossible to
drag & newspaper proprietor to a town,
other than the one in which his paper
was published, to undergo his trial, and,
moreover, the newspaper man should

have a right to demand security for costs, |J

80 as to prevent him being frivolously

‘and vexatiously prosecuted on:charges

which would not stand investigation.
Since this bill had been introduced he
(Mr. Beaven)had notited a-bill which was
before theStateLbgislature of Washington
that went still further than this bill. It
provided that where a charge was not
proved the person so making accusation
rendered himself liable in damages. The
public demanded news, the -telegrams
came in to the editor’s. office, the other
news arrived through various channels,
and if the proprietor delayed to make
minute examinations into every detail
the information would be published else-
where in advanceof him. Thepresumption
of the libel lsw, to-day, was\that in every
instance the offence was malicious. He
desired to change the presumption and to
place matters entirely on the other side.

Hox. Mr. Davie said he noticed that
this bill had been, in a measure, taken
from the libel law of Ontario, and had
the member rested there, the bill would
have been what was desired. Head-
m:tted that it was only just to allow a
newspaper proprietor to plead that the
libel was not malicious, and was an
honest mistake. But this was already
the law in this country, being, moreover,
covered by what was known as Fox's act.
Somuch of a mischievous nature was
contained in this bill that if it were de-
fezted, as he hoped it wduld be, he should
be in a position to bringin a new measnre
to follow closely the lines laid down
by the law of ©ntario. He contended
that unless, in many cases, malice were
inferred 1t would be impossible te con-
vict an offender, whether against life or
property. The same principles applied
in connection with. libel. a man's
charac'er he was able to live, and there-
fore the law considered the offence a
more heinous one than even taking away
a man’s purse.
a piece of information from the enemy of
an individual. The editor published ' it
and under the presumption of malice the
party aggrieved could either punsh the

offender civilly or criminally. But, were

A newspaper got hold of |

there no presumption of malice, what
possibility could there. be of redress
The publishers, however, could prove,
under Fox’s Act, that there had been
neither malice nor . negligence, in tle
same way as the individual charged with
taking a life or stealing a watch, could
defend himself. The second clause of
this Act fell withathe tirst, but the third
was positively ludicrous—to compel the
plaintiff to request a retraction or cor-
rection, when, as every one was awarc,
in making such correction it frequently
happened that the publisher took -the
opportunity of perpetrating a greater
wrong. The existing law .of the pro-

publisher to apologize, retract or correct.
Again, as to making reports of publi
meetings privileged, it not unfrequently
happened that irresponsible persons were
put up to make scandalous statements in
order, if possible, that they might find
their way iuto the press. The Attorney-
General warmly objected to the clause to
make the reports of proceedings in the
courts of justice privileged, inasmuch as,
if published, they were calculated to pre-
judice cases when the matters were not
really subject for public discussion, upon
which it would not be right to comment.
Proceedings before the courts, especially
in Chambers, ought to be carefully safe-
guarded, or mischief might ensue. There
was no justice, he went on to gay, in pro-
viding that a libel suit should take place
in a city or town where“the paper had the
power to prejudice the public mind ad-
versely to the party aggrieved, neverthe-
less, there was no provision in the pre-
sent Bill made for a change of venue. He
regarded this Bill as most mischievous; if
it passed, not even life would be safe,
the public would be so calumniated, and
it would be an evil day, indeed, for Brit-
ish Columbia, were this Bill to become
aw.

MEe. Boorn suggested that. this bill be
withdrawn and the Ontario Act substi-
tuted. 2

Mr. CorroN strongly deprecated the
placing of a newspaper on the same foot-
ing as taking a man’s life or property.
Supposing; a newspaper published a fair
report of a public meeting, duly called
and advertised, and something had been
said against an individual to which that
party took exeeption. He at once took
out action and the newspaper was at once
served with legal proceedings, and con-
siderable expenses incurred. Surely
ample time should be .given for a paper
to make explanations or apologies. He
objected to the removal of the place of
trial from the place of publication, re-
marking that he and other publishers in
the esst had been put to great expense
and inconvenience by having trials re-
moved to a distance. He wished the law
to be fair and justto both sides, and

ing a muzzling of the press. He had
come here to vote for this measure of the
leader of the Opposition, but in view of
the promises of the Attorney-General to
bring down a. measure be should vote
against this bill.

Hox. Mz. PooLEy would not support
a bill which would tend to make the
press irresponsible. Were this bill passed
any proprietor of a newspaper could pub-
lish any libel on the ground that it had
been spoken at a public meeting. But
were sych. statements published in the
press they could be turned up atany
time and to the prejudice of an individual.
He characterized the preseut bill as tend-
ing to prevent a -poor man from defend-
ing his good name, if -he had not the
power to put up the costs. It was im-
possible to say whether or not a charge
was frivolous until it had been heard.
Had we not astringent libel law we
should soon see, as was the case in cer-
tain parts of the United States, life not
unfrequently taken in satisfaction for
a libel.

HoON. M=z. Beaven—And the English
libel law prevails there.

Mz, SEMLIN asked if the Attorney-
General would introduce a bill based on
the law of Ontario, were this measure
rejected? He could not say from his
own experiencé whether or not the law
of Ontario were more liberal than this.
Ho~N. Mr. Davie said he asked the
members to vote dowa this Bill because
it was pernicious in principle. He wished
to make no promises on this subject, nor
bad he any tfeure to influence the votes of
members by any pledges he might make.
It was perfectly competent for any mem-
ber to introduce another Bill on the sub-
ject.

GOLD NOT WANTED.

Objections to Its USe in Ordinary l.ilul-
ness Transactions.

“Do you know that gold is the mest
unwieldy of all the diﬂeren& inds of
money now in circulation?” "said'a prom-
inent banker to a representative of the
New York Press.

‘““Why s0?” was asked.

‘“Because it is not bankable without
careful scrutiny.” )

“How is that?” '

“Simply this. Take a greenback, a
silver cerfificate, a gold certificate or a’
National bank note to your bank and it
is received and placed to your credit
without delay. Not so with gold.” A
few days ago a gentleman brought to our
bank upward of $3,000 in gold of differ-
ent denominations and was much pro-
voked because we would not receive it
forthwith and give him credit for the
amount the faces of the coin represent-
ed. This we could not do because the
law requires that gold shall be redeemed
only at its actual value. Coins carried
in the pocket for any length of time
naturally lose something in weight. by
abrasionf#probably but a fractional part
of a centon a $10 coin, but it is a loss
neverthéless, and therefore bankeks can
not give credit for gold deposits until
tHe coin shall have been weighed. .

“In the ¢ase in point my friend took
his gold to the Treasury Department
and was compelled to wait there for
nearly an hour before he could get notes
for it.  Every coin had to be passed
through the, scales, and after the
weighing process had been completed-
three .coins—two .85 pieces and one $10
piece were returned to him as short in
weight.. Before returning short-weight
coins the department stamps on the face
of each a cross. The owner is left to
either send the coins to the United
States mint for redemption or to again
put them in circulation. Eventually the
coins with crosges on their faces will go
to the mint and be redeemed at their
actual value. In many instances there
may be more than several cents’ short-
age on $50 worth of coin. Business
men, however, naturally object to the
inconvenience, and get rid of their gold
as fast as possible.”. ’

VIVISECTION. __

An Object Lesson on the Movements ok

b the Heart.

Vivisection is allowed under certaim
restrictions in New York State, says the
New York Herald, and that paper gives
the following accountof Dr. John Green
Cortis’ operation on a calf to show his
class the physiology of the heart’s ac-
tion:

Dr. Curtis was covered from neck to
knee by a gown for protection from
blood stains, and as he waved his hand
to the janitor and his young assistants
he looked not unlike some ancient high
priest awaiting the victim of a sacrifice.
The calf had already been strapped to
a frame that conformed closely to the
shape of his body. This was mounted
on wheels to facilitate its easy move-
ment in various directions. The'ether
was given while the doctor talked, and
he was frequently interrupted by a
plaintive ‘‘bah!” or a deep sigh from his
victim. He first performed tracheotomy
and then reso: to artificial respira-
tion, which was done by applying a
piece of rubber hose from-a- stationary
pair of bellows to' the tracheotomy
tube inserted into the animal’s wind-
pipe, and thus pumping in air, the
ether sponge being applied to the valve
of the bellows,- etherizing all the air
forced into the animal’s lungs.

A triangular section of the ribs and
cartilages and breast-bone was cut
away and the parts directly beneath
dissected from it carefully. Beneath®
was revealed the serous sac containing
the heart and the roots of the great
arteries. This is known as the peri-
cardium. The profesior deftly slit
this open from  bottom to top with
a pair of scissors, and on open-
ing it the heart, with its append-
ages, came to view. The motion of the
heart as it beat, sending the fluid of life
through the system, was thus shown, its
right side being rather darker than the
left from the venous character of the
blood passing within, while the brill-
iantly colored arterial blood gave the
left side its higher color. :

“Observe,” said the professor, ‘‘that
the same action is taking place in both
sides of the heart at the same time; the |
two ventricles contract-and expand at
‘| the same moment and the long axis of
the organ shortens in systoles and
lengthens slightly in diastoles. In sys-
toles its circular fibers shightly twist it,
while in diastole it untwists again.

‘“The circulation of the blood is best
shown by the Buncture of Harvey. This
is to push a trocar into the ventricles,
which, if blood is passing into it, will
spurt it out jet after jet'in the air.” Aft-
er giving the class a.good chance to
study the heart’s movdbment. beat the
professor plunged a hollow needle or
trocar, about one-eighth of an inch in
diameter, into the left ventricle, and jet -
after jet came jumping out, driven by
the pump-like; aotion of the organ, thus
showing that blood was being constant-
1y forced onward or kept in circulation
by the contraction of the organ.

To complete the vivisection and to be
sure that the animal should not suffer
any pain the professor and his agsistants
now opened the back of the animal’s
neck and severed.the medullaoblongata
as high as the base of the skull. The
heart ceased beating—the victim was
dead. The animal had lived over am
hour with its heart exposed, and so per-
foct was the vivisector’s skill that the
heart’s action did not even seem to weak-
en in all that time, nor was there the
slightest sign of pain.,

A Very Interesting and lnstructive Lecture
Delivered, in‘the Y. M. C. A. Hall, Last
Evening, by Mr. Chas.” P. Wolley,
R G.8. -

The fourth free lecture of the winter se-
ries was held, last evening, in the lecture
room of the Y. M. C. A. room, and a large
audience attentively listened to the remarks
made by the speaker.

The Manner of Sinking Oil
Indin.

The native method of digging oil-
wells in Burmah is éescribed in a very
interesting manner by Dr. Noething, of
the Indian Geological Survey. In the
first place, a square shaft is dug, the
sides measuring about four feet each.
Over this pit is placed agrossbeam, sup-
ported on stanchions at ﬁther side, and
in the center of the beam a small
wooden drum or cylinder, which with
its axis is made of a single piece of
wood. ’

A leather rope running. over this
drum is used to lower the workmen into
the pit, as well as the carthenware pot
in which the oil is brought up. The
walls of the shaft are lined with wood,
and timber is used to support them.
The workmen are lowered in an in-
genious manner. The man sits on two
slings formed of strong rope running be-
tween his legs and knotted over his left
shoulder. To prevent sliding, a thin
rope runs down from the knot, across
the breast, underneath the right
shoulder to the back, where it is fast-
ened to the rope forming the siings. A
second rope for the same  purpose is
fastened round the hips.

No light can be taken down the shaft
on account of the explosive gas; the
workman, therefore, ties up his eyes be-
fore going down, so that he may see
during the short time he is in the well.
Two hundred and ninety seconds is the
longest time any man, however strong,
can remain below without becoming un-
conscious. )

The workers object to descending
more than 250 feet, and the limit is 310
feet. The manner of drawing up the
oil is also very primitive. The rope is
fastened around the neck of a bell-
shaped earthenware pot, which is low-
ered and filled by sinking in the oil be-
low.

The Speculative i'l.‘eudency of
'O Pposers.

In a sharp crisieism of the purely
money-getting spirit evinced by many
writers of musie Prof. Louis Lombar,
of Utiea, N. Y., has #his to say:

Occasionally, at Téast, every musician
should play or write what he likes
rather than that which he .
please or sell. Musical com
too often turned into commercial specuy-
lation. The money-making disposition
of our people, by causing them to con
sider the pecuniary before the intrinsi
value of their art products, is the o -
est obstacle to their artistic develop-
ment.

For the purpose of moncy-getcin;\
some musicians offer almost any thing,
however bad. Othersy more honest than
wise, persistently try to ram into the
public’s ear compositions that can
neither be understood®*nor enjoyed with-
out a preliminary education, which they
know full well the public has not had.
Commercially, this is soon found to be
most unprofitable, and as no artist is de-
void of a stomach though he be the most
refined among men, another course is
soon followed. The musical missionary
gives up his post rather than starve.
‘He no longer attempts to nourish souls
by the process used /in fattening geese
for pates de foie-gras—the beld art-cru-
sader finally falls into the rankg of dol-
lar-pickers! -

In the attainment of desirable things.
cxtremes should be avoided. A Nation-
al musical taste can no more be created
by Bach’s fugues than by the vapid jingle
called ‘‘popular music.”

Is there po golden mean, one is
tempted to ask? Must artists stoop to
people’s pockets, or shoot over people’s
heads? Cap they not cultivate the
taste of their hearers by gradually in-
troducing a better class of music in our
homes, @ur schools, our churches and
our theaters? In doing so judiciously,
they would benefit themselves qliite as
much as the public, for in time, they
would eome to be regarded as educators,
while now they are known only as deal-
ers in pleasant noise.

We have many musical temperaments
that only await the opportunity for de-
velopment, and our Nation is able to pay
for the best instructors. What grander
things too, than our mountains, can-
yons, caves, forests and rivers could be
found on earth to inspire composegs?
Is it not 'sad that music should be at'so
low an ebbin a country so richly en-
dowed by natuve, and where, in almost
all other fields, men have attained the
greatest results? The blame for this
deplorable condition of our music lies
with those musicians—and their name is
legion—who busy themselves exclusive-
ly with money-making, to the detri-
.ment of the art-life of ¢ heir country.

A BRAVE WOMAN.

During the Franco-German War.

The .administration of posts and tel-
egraphs of France has decided to add a
grant to the subscription opened for the
purpose of eregting a modest memorial
to Marie Biard, who saved her country
during the Franco-German war ‘in a
manner which the most unsentimental
‘person can hardly refuse to regard as
heroic.

When the Prussians invaded the De-
partment of the Seine-Inferieure during
the campaign of 1870-71 Marie Clemen-
tine Biard, then aged twenty, acted as’
as an assistant to her aunt, who was chief
postmistress at Auffray. Postal com-
muaication was interrupted in the dis-
trict by the invasion, whereupon Marie
Biard carried the letters herself every
night during a period of two months
over a distance of about twenty-five
miles, delivering them at various vil-
lages between Dieppe and Rouen.

The enterprisé was full of pain and
peril..
