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THE FREE LIST.

Au attempt has been made to create the
impression thap Canads hae no free list—
that everything imported into the country
under the protective tariff pays duty. Noth-
ing can be more dishonest than this. The
free list of this country is in reality a large
one and considerable additions were made
to it when the tariff was last revised.

The total imports of the country in 1893
amounted to $121,705,030.. O these $69,-
873,571 worth paid duty and $51,831,437
were free. Quite a number of articles
are free under the Canadian tariff,
which under a tariff for revenue
only would pay very heavy duties.
The effect ¢f putting sugar on the free list
has been noticed by every housekeeper in
the land. The immediate result of the abo-
lition of the duty was the lessening of the
prioe of sugar. The fall in the price was
very remarkable and was a source of general
rejoicing. We see by the public records
that in 1891 the people of Canada paid duty
on $5.005,397 worth of sugar, the next year
only $551,857 worth was imported, and in
1893, the last 7ear for which there were re-
turns, only $46 099 worth was brought in.
In 1890 the people of Canada paid as duty
on sugar of all kinds $2,851,547.

Tobacco (unmanvfsctured), our ingenu-
ous contemporary admits, is free to the
manufacturer, as if admitting leaf tobacco
free were not also a benefit to the consumer.
The value of the unmanufactured tobacoo
imported in 1893 was $1,717,495. This was
manufactured in the country giving employ-
meént to many persons in many ways, and
the consumer of tobacco was, in consequenoe,
able to get cheap tobacco. The value of the

manufactured tobacco imported was $290,- |!

805. It is everywhere admitted that tobacco
is a commodity that can be fairly taxed. In
Great Britain tobacoo is taxed from 76 cents
to $1.25 a pound.” The Times says that the
Canadian tax on imported tobacco is stolen
from the ocnsumer. What is theft in
Canada is, we presume, theft in
Great Britain. So that under Eaglish
free trade, which the Times pre-
tends to advooate, every smoker and
chewer of tobacco is robbed. Tes, our
contemporary has the generosity to admit,is
free under the Canadian tariff. Seeing ite
capacity for denial we are a little surprised
to find it making this admission. Under
English free tradé the consumer is $axed
eight oents for every pound he consumes. Is
this also theft ? Coffee, too, is free under
the Canadian tariff. In KEngland, ander
Mr. Laurier’s ideal tariff, it is taxed about
$3.50 a hundredweight. Is this stolen too ?
Pish hooks, nets and seines can be imported
into this Dominion free ; perhaps our clever

comtemporary will say that this is nob true,
bécanss ddor latches mush pay duty.

W ould our contem-
porary strike this out, too? Tin, also, is on
that list.

It is clearly an article of the commercial
oreed of the Times that any advantage ac-
oorded to the manufacturer is a robbery of
the ‘people.

It might be supposed
that he wounld consider such an advantage
quite in accordance with his principles, in
fact the legihimab&:ny of fostering manu-
factures ; but the ¥ruth seems to be that our
contemporary looks to Mr. Fraser, of Nova
8ootis, and his like for its examples as well
as for ite arguments and its illustrations.

It is not hard to imagine
ciroumstances- which might have brought on
the *‘ muddle ” without the Government or
8oy one oconnected with it being
the least to —blame. The Government
in such matters is very far indeed from be-
ing *‘ supreme.” It has no power over the
minde and consciences of these engaged in
the work. It cannot give men who have
been born stupid sbility. It cannov make
careless men carefal. It cannot transform
onekilful men into skilful artisans. It can-
not give those engaged in its works fore.
thought and prudence. If it could do all
this ib would be responsible for every mis-
take made in its service, and every muddle
that contractors and others fall into. But
there are ocircumstances over which
even governments have no control.
That being the ocase it is atter
foolishness to say: ¢ The muddle
is there and who is responsible if nob the
Government, the party with the supreme
power over the matter?” 5

We are glad to be able to -agree with the:
Times in what it says of the inexpediency
and the unwisdom of keeping the proceed-
ings of all parliamentary committees secret.
The proceedings of the committees of the
Federal Parliament are public. Any one
whochooses may attend thesittingsof the Pub-
lic Aocounts Committee, the Railway Com-
mittee, the Private Bills Committee, eto.
The hours at whichand theroomsin which the
different committees meet are posted in the
lobby of the house for the information not
only of the members but of the public.

The business done by these committees is
quite as important as that done by the com-
mittees of the Provincial Legislative As-
sembly and one would suppose that secrecy
is %liba as urgently required in Ostawa as
in Victoria.

THB OBSTRUCTIVES.

It is very difficalt to imagine what any.
one could possibly have to say in opposition
to the proposal to extend the time given to
the Canada Western Railway Company to
perform the conditions of its charter. It is
g0 evident that the Province would be bene-
fited by the construction of the railway that
noone but the most unprogressive of ob
structives would place anything in
the way of putting the company
n  a position to go on with
the enterprise as soon as it had made the
necessary preparations. The Company asks
for nothing put an extension of time. It
does nobt want a dollar from the Province.
No taxpayer in the country will be a single
cent the poorer when all that the bill aaks
for is allowed the Company. We are not a
little surprised that Mr. Willlams permit
himeelf to oppose the measure. The speech
he made has a very .comical re-
‘semblance " to  the utterances = that
wers  delivered by the Jeremiahs
of the Dominion, some eighteen or twenty
years ago, against going on with the oon-
struction of the Canadian Pacific Railway.
All that was needed to make it identical
with the jeremiads of the opponents of what
is now Canada’s great railway was the pre-
diction then so familiar to all who kept
themselves posted in the politics of the day.
Every one of the wailing prophets was sure
to predict before he comoluded his doleful
discourse :  ‘‘The road will not earn
enough to grease the axles of
the oars.” The senior member
for the ocity of Vancouver, of all the places
in the world, should have been careful of
what he said respecting the success of a rail-
way enterprise. If the hundredth part of
what men of his calibre said about the fate
of the Canadian Pacific had turned out to be
true, the city of Vanceuver would mot to-
day have an existence, and Mr. Williams
himself would now, instead of represent-
ing » progressive city on the Pacific Coast
in the Legislative Assembly of a prosperons
provinoce, be vegetating in some sleepy vil-
Iage in Ontario. We hope that the gentle-
man will live to be heartily ashamed of the
foolish speech he delivered against granting
an extension of time to the Canadian Weat-
ern Railway Company.

Mr. Cotton’s speech was, if possible, more
stupid than that of his colleague. 1t was
of ‘course addressed to the most intolerant
and the most unthinking of the electors of
Vancouver City. We cannob think that he
Rave uttéerance to his own convictions. We
believe it would have been better for him if
he had. When the members of that olass
havehad time to think they willsee that if the
Canada Western can be built without bur-
dening the Provine too heavily the inhabit-
ants of every part of it will .be
benefited. They cannot but see that a road
that will develoo the resources of the north
ern part of the, Provinoe will give a stimulus
bo industry in every other section, will give
more work to the working man and more
buainess to the business man. Mr. Cotton,
it seems, has yet to learn that it is mot
always wise to pander to prejudice.
The most ignorant in time become enlight-
ened, and prejudices in favor of obstruction
are nob infrequently exohanged for even
atronger. prejudices in favor of progress. It
is sometimes better policy to lead the mob
then to be carried away by it. We dq not
think Mr. Cotton is proud of his speech on
the British Pacific. We have seen greater
wonders than that he will live to regret i,
Itis just possible that many of the men
whom he expected to please have already
changed their minds with respect to that
enterprise. Sigus of a change are peroep-
tible even in Vancouver, As for the other
members who believe it to be their duty to
oppose the Government at all times and
seasons, when it is right and when it is
wrong, they did during'the debate nothing
more and nothing less then was expeoted of
them. When a Government measure is be.
fore the House they will not listen to reason

—their own or anyone else’s.

AN APOLOGY DUB..

The organ of the Opposition owes the
Chief Commissioner of Lands and Works a
very full and a very humble apology. It al-
lowed one of its anonymous correspondents
to attack that gentleman in a most violent
manner with respect to a matter with which
Mr. Martin had had nothing whatever to
do. The Times, according to its wont,
backed up its unmasnerly and anserupulous
ectibbler, and, without a tittle of evidence
in support of his cherges, took for granted
that those chargea were true. The Times
correspondent, too, in the person of the
Chief Commissioner, insulted every rancher
in the Province. He, with an ignorant
arrogance which makes the worst kind of
snobs hateful, assumed that a man who
lived on a ranch and who pursued the occu-
pation of farmer and cattle-raiser, is not fit
to fill a public office. The taunts about
ranches, in the letter of a Taxpayer, un-
doubtedly meant this. The editor and his
kid-gloved correspondent should be remind-
ed that there are men cultivating the soil
with their own hands in this and other
oountries who are far and away their super-
fors—men who are fitted by nature and by
educatipn to fill the highest posts in ‘the
Governments, either of the Province or the
Dominion. "It ie a peculiar kind of Liberal-
ism that can find in & man’s occupation, and
that ocoupation as respectable a one as any
in the land, a matter for reproach and a dis-
qualification for office.

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY.,

The discussion of boundary questions is
generally.exceedingly dry and most unin-
viting. They are, nevertheless, often of
very great importance. This province of
British Columbia, for instance, may be
benefited to a considerable extent if the
boundary between it and Alaska is correct-
ly defined according to the Treaty of 1825
between Great Britain and Russis, or it may
be very materially injured if the present
boundary is by authority made permanent.

It seems to be a mystery how the
present line came to be drawn. It is ocer-
tainly mnot the one agreed upon
by the Convention of 1825, Ib
would appear that the error has arisen from
a mistake made in the name of a ochannel.
Someone appears to have either intention-
ally or inadvertently made a blunder, and
others without taking the trouble to inquire
have followed in the track of the blunderer
snd consequently the wrong boundary has
come to be generally accepted instead of
the right one.

There is no dispute as to what is the ex-
treme southern point of the territory of
Alaska. It is Cspe Chacon, the
southern extremity of Prince of Wales
Island. From that point northwest
there is a strait or channel which now goes
by the name of Behm Channel. When the
Treaty was drawn up this ohannel :
bo have bad no mame.’ On the maifland,
some fifty miles easv of Cape Chacon, there
is an inlet which now bears the name of
Portland Canal. It is this canal that has
been substituted for the strait that is situ-
ated between Prince of Wales Island and
the Mainland. This accidental—as we take
it—ocalling a channel by a wrong name has
been prejudicial to British Columbia, de-
priving it of a oonsiderable extent of terri-
tory,and, as Mr. Begg informed us yesterday,
of about one hundred miles of sea coast with
its harbors and the islands adjacent thereto.

When the reader sees the text of the Con-
vention he will, if he is unprejudiced, de-
cids that our vheory of the change of bound-
ary is the correct one. Hereit is :

The line of demarcation between the Pos-
sessions of the High Contracting Parties
upon the coast of the continent and the is-
lands of America to the northwest shall be
drawn in the manner following :

Commencing at the southernmost point of
the Island called Prince of  Wales Island,
which point lies in the parallel of 54 de-
grees 40 minntes North Latitude, and
between the 13lst and 133rd degrees
of West Longitude, Meridian of Greenwich,
the said line shall extend to the north along
the channel as far as the point of the con-
tinent: where it strikes the 56th degree of
North Latitude ; fcom the last mentioned
point the line of demarkation shall follow
the summit of the mountains parallel to the
coast, etc.

It should be remembered that the waters
of the channel—which is not named in the
treaty—wash Cape Chaoon and it runs north
to latitude 56 and beyond it. There is not
a word about ‘“east” in the defimition,
which would certainly be the case if the line
was to run fifty miles east before it came
to the ¢“channelL” Besides, what is now
Portland Canal does not run as far
north as latitude 56. From this ib is evi-
dent that Portland Canal could not posaibly
be the ¢‘ channel ” mentioned in the treaty.

It isnot singdlar that the United States
in its correspondence assumes that the orig-
inal treaty contained the words ** Portland
Canal,” but it is most extraordinary that
the DominionGovernment in its diréctions to
its own officers made the same. assumption.
No one seems to have taken the trouble to
examine the original documentinordertofind
out how it defined the line of demarcation.
The Domiunion officials seem to have followed
sheep-like in the track of the United States
diplomatists: Luckily their stupidly or
lazily oopying the . blunder of the
public servants of the United States did not
legalizs what is manifestly an error. It is
not too late to correct the mistake that has
been made. The Government of British
Columbia hss fortunately been wide awake
in this matter of the Alaska boundary
line. It contends that the sssumption that
the words ** Portland Canal” are in the
original Treaty or Convention is entirely er.
roneous and without authority to sustain it;
A parlismentary paper before us says ' this
and adds  that from all the information
that Government can obtain, it has reason
to believe that those words will not be
found in the original, or if there, the term
has been misapplied.”

We trust that the Government will not

.loithllmdmpbnt will keep it ocon-

tinually before the Dominion and the Im-
perial Governments until the proper mea-
sures are taken to establish the line of de-
marcation as defined in the Convention of
1825.

THE WAGES BILL.

Mr. Kellie has introduced a bill entitled
“ An act to regulate the payment of wages.”
The object of the measure is to put an end
to & practice that haa been found to be very
injurious to the interests of the miners and
other workingmen in the Kootenay coun-
try. In that region men are often paid in
““due bills” or time checks, and also in
cheques on American banks. In that new
country it is sometimes difficalt to convert
this paper into cash. -Small capitalists take
adventage of the necessity of the men
and make money by shaving their paper.
Many of them cannot wait until their
bills become due and they camnot wait until
their cheques on banks in Spokane and else-
where can be cished. The grievance, we
are assured, is a serious one, and one that
ought to be remedied abt once if possible,
Mr. Kellie appears to think that his mea-
sure will remedy the evil. It provides thav
no employer of labor can pay ‘his men in
anything bat gold and silver coin, or bank
notes or bills payable in the Province. Sec-
tion 2 of the bill reads as follows :

No payment of wages (sxocept goods or
merchandise agreed npon between the em-
ploye and employer) shall be made or
offered by any person for labor performed
within the Province of British Columbia by
any cheque, order, time check, 1.0 U., biil
f exchange, promiesory note, or other un-
dertaking other than gold or silver ocur-
rency, or bark notes or bills drawn upon or
payable at or within any place or locality
novbiwithin the Province of British Coi-
umbia.

If the bill is intended to prevent an em-
ployer paying hismen in greenbacks, we think
that the section should be amended so as to
make American paper money as good as any
other for the payment of wages. With this
exoception, we think the measure a good one
and calculated to better the condition of
workingmen who are situated as regards
their pay as are the Kootenay miners.
Workingmen should not be forced to wait
for their pay and they should not be placed
in such a position that note shavers can have
the opportunity of poocketing a share of
their hard earnings.

8ax FrANCIS00, Feb. 15 —The delay in
thé arrival of the steamer Mariposa, which
arrived in port this morning, was caused by
unususlly heavy weather throughout the
entiré voyage.

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THE COLD WEATHER.

Intense Suffering in London ard
Other Parts of
Epg‘land.

People in Florida and Georgia De-
lighted With the Frost
and Snow.

Loxpox, Feb. 15 —The coldness of the
weather continues to cause widespread wui-
fering and many deaths. The thermometer
is four degrees below freezing point to-day
and the air is raw  and penetrating. In
eighty inquests held in London the verdiots
have been that death was accelerated by the
cold. The immediate causes of death were
given as bronchitis, pleurisy, syncope and
other heart and lung ailments incidental to
the weather. The death rate has been
especially heavy among the aged. The
keen winds have increased the distress in
the dwellings of the poorest .fami-
lies. It is impossible to keep these
dwellings warm, and although no ease of
death by freezing has been reported, dozens
of cases of pneumonisa in the under heated or
firelees rooms are brought to notice daily,
The ice in the Thames still impedes na
tion. Work in the building trade has been
suspendedand the contractors have dismissed
their menfor thepresent. The Trades Unions
protestthat 30,0000f theirmembersin London
are unable to get employment and must re-
main idle until the weather shall moderate.
The majority of these men are carpenters,
plasterers and stonemasons. In Liverpool,
Manchester, Birmingham and several other
manufacturing and trading centres the wun-
employed are making street demonstrations.
In all these oities the soup kitchens are
crowded from morning to night; yet are un-
able to satisfy the extraordinary demands
upon them. Glasgow alone is feeding more
than 40,000 persons.

ATLARTA, Ga., Feb. 15 —The most furi-
ous snow storm ever seen here began early
this morning, and at midnight is still rag-
ing. The ground is covered to a depth of
nine inches, seven inches representing to-
day’s fall. The streetcar lines suspended
traffic early in the afternoon.

PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS CONTRACT.

Hox. M. DAVIE moved: ¢ That the
second report of the seleot committee ap-
peinted to inquire into. matters relating to
the parliament buildings contracts be -re-
ferred back to the committee, to take evi-
dence and for further consideration and re-
port.” The mover szid he proposed to show
that the accnsations againet th® government
or the architeot contained in or g0 be in-
ferred from the report are not well founded,
bat that the report as said before is based
upon an entire mistake.

Mer WiLLIAMS, rising to a point of order,
held that she Avtorney General had no right
to discuss that report uuntil the evidence pre-
sented with itis printed. He submitted that
the word of that hon. gentleman is not bet-
ter than the sworn testimony taken before
the committee.

Mr HeLMOEEN would like to know why
the Attorney General proposed to discuss
this matter before laying the printed evi-
dence before the house. While perfeotly
true that he modified the statements afver-
wards, the Attorney General certainly
spoke about perjury and forgery baviog
taken place, and i» would be impossible to
follow his argument, or to determine
whether such charges were justifiable, in the
absence of the evidence.

in other ways allowing the contractor very
inadequate prices.” It istrue that in re-
gerd to this ordering extras without fixing
ﬁ-ioen the report says this is disputed by

r. Rattenbary. But the general tendency
ia to show that the government, by supine-
ness and stupidity, bave involved the af-
fairs in confusion and disaster, and that
they are or may be utterly in the power of
the contractor for the mason work. This
would a delightful copsummation no
doubt for the.contractor, but it is to. be re-

The $10,000 absolute re-
duction from Mr. Adams’ contract price of
$390,000, making it then $380,000, was the
only absolute reduction made—and Mr.
Adsms willingly reduced his tender by this
amount, oonsidering ~ that he bad an
ample price for his work, no pressure of any
kind being broughb to besr on hin. for that
purpose. As to the $15,000 Adams had
stated himeelf that he would have to pay
this sum, for bonds.

In respect to all these trades except the
mason’s work the government held as se-
curity : 1st, a marked check for 2 per cent.
of the amount of the contracts ; 2ad, bonds-
men to the amount cf 20 per cent. on those
amounte ; 3rd, 25 per cent. of the value of
all work execnted is retained as securityuntil
complevion ; 4th, such plant and ma-
terial @8 was on the ground.
In respect to fhe mason’s work, bearing in
mind vhe large size of this contract, it was
arranged to aoccept as security : lst, a
marked cheque for 2 per cent , or $7 600 ;
2ad, to retain 25 per cent. of the value of
all work executed; 3cd, the plant and
material on the ground. This security
seemed ample, for assuming half the ocon-
tract executed, when any trouble arose, the
government would hold as secarity for the
completion of the remainder : 1st, a cheque
for 2 per cent., or $7 600 ; 20d, 25 per cent.
on $180,000, or $45,000 ; 3rd, the plant, say
$5,000; or a total of $57,600. It was
therefore. not thought mecessary to exaot
extra security in the shape of bondsmen,
espeoially considering that these bondsmen
would cost the contractor $15 000, and as
he would reduoce his tender by that amount,
consequently by omitting the bondemen the
province would save the $15000. Various
causes, however, combined to reduce the
security held by the government in respect
to the completion of the mason’s contract,
but the government are still fairly secured,
holding the cheque for 2 per cent. or $7,600,
plant valued at $4 500, and having saved so
far in respect va. bondsmen $5,286, thus
showing an actual security of about $17 400,
instead of the trifla of $26 33 set out in the
committee’sreport, whichalsois misleadingby
stating that : ‘* The plant of the contracror,
Adams, has been mortgaged to the Bank of
B. C. forits full amount to secure his in-
debtedness to the said bank,” while it should
have been added that such mortgage must
be subjzct to the government lien, inasmuch
a8 the plant as soon as it is brought upon
the ground becomes the property of the gov-
ernment until the completion of the works
acoording to the contract. In further addi-
tion to the above there are upon the works a
set of vault doors valued at $2,100 in re-
spect of which the architect refused to make
any allowanoce to the contractor, because he
refused to house them properly and uatil a
fow days ago left them exposed where they
were liable to damage from and had
been damaged by rust. There s
also separate security held in respect of the
heating contract, which amounts to $20,000,
but was included in the total of $380 000.
Altogether, therefore, the governmenv holds
security to the extentfof more than $20,000—
which he considered quite a satisfactory
amount, taking everything into considera-
tion.

The change of stone from Koksilah to
Haddington Island he would next take up.
With respect to this the report says: -

“It is impossible for your committee to
arrive ab any conclueions as to the amount
already allowed for extras, or whabt is likely
to be required therefor. The evidenoe of the
architect and contractor Adams is very con-
flicting. The latter claims large sums for
extrs 'work (see page 12 of the evidence); and

for change in stone 3 thit is, for the rejeotion

of the Koksilah stone and the substitution
of the Haddington stone (see pages 24 and
35 of the evidence). The architect claims
the deductions in work and waterials will
offset the extras, and that substitution of
stone will not entail any additional or any
extra cost to the contractor, and thus the
two.parties are widely at variance.”

Upon this matter (Mr. Davie said) hinges
the suggestion of most of Mr. Adams’
claims, The fact is, however, that the
change was brought about by Mr. Adams
himself, as he would show. he architect,
Mr. Rattenbury, - selected Haddington Is-
Iand stons to be used for the greater portion
of the building, and Koksilah stone for the
back elevations. - But Mr. Adams refused
vo accept any responsibility for the work if
the government used the Koksilah stone, in
evidence of which there is his own hand-

‘writing, as follows :

Viororia, Feb. 22, 1894,
F. M. Rattenbury, ksq , Victoria, B C.

DzAR Sir. —I beg to call your attention
to the Koksilah stone which has been : de-
livered upon the ground. It will notin any
way comply with the following clause in the
epecification.

¢ The stone to be used must be free from
all vents, shakes, face bruises, mineral and
vegetable stains, and all and every defect
oalculated to deteriorate the appearance of
the building or injure its stability.”

It appears to me therefore that it becomes
necessary to notify you that I cannot assume
any responsibility under thie clause.

(Sgd ) FREDERIOK ADAMS.

Mr WiLLiAMS—W e owmitted to state
anything about that matter because it is av
present in litigation.

Mz HELMOKEN— May I ask the Attorney
General whether or not there is a petition
of right against the government by the
Koksilah quarry company in respect to this
very change. .

HoN MR DAvVIE replied that a petition
of right has ben allowed, but whether or
not the peti fon:r is entitled to succeed, the
change was oertainly brought about by Mr.
Adams himself, and to have stated so would
not in any way prejudice the suit.  He'said
nothing against the stone—ihe Koksilah
article mwight have been better or worse
—but he did say that the contractor asked
for the change, and gobt it upon the dis-
tinot stipulation that there was to be no
extra expense thereby, and this was the
answer sent to him:— -

Frederick Adams, Contractor, Vicioria:

SIR :—(New Parliamens Buiidinge) —Re-
ferricg to your letter of the 22ad inst., ad-
dressed to Mr. Rattenbury, in which you
osll attention to the bad quality of the Kok-
silal stone whioh has been delivered npon
the ground and in consequence of which you
say thal you cannot assume any responsi-
bility under the clanee of the specification
which you quote, L have the honor to call
your attention to the fact that yon assumed
all. responsibility for quality of materials
and workmanship when you entered into
your oontract for the works and I have fur-
ther to notify you that the government will
hold you stricily responsible for any part of
the work which is considered unsound or
unworkmanlike and for any.damage which
may happen to any portion of the works or
materials embraced by your contract from
any csuse whatsoever, and for other liabili-
ties, imposed by your contract; but if you

able §uality cannot. be obtained in anfcient
quantity or within the required time the

deduction for an'

government will permib you to substitute

Haddington Island stone therefor in the eon-
atrucsion of the building, provided alwaysthat
such substitution shall not entail any extra
coat/or charge to the government. 'You may
therefore govern yourself accordingly.
(Sd. ) F. G. VErvoN,
Chief Commissioner of L. & W.

There is further correspondence be-
tween the contractor and Mr. Lubbe, in the
course of which the latter blames tha oon-
tractor for the fsults found in the stone,
stating that it was because of the mid-winter
quarrying that iv split. Mr. Adame, how-
ever, insisted on distinoctly refusing to use
that stone, writing as follows :

Vicroria, Feb. 27, 1894,
T. Lubbe, Fsq , Victoria, B C ,—

Dgar Sig: - (Re Koksilah stone.) On the
24th iost. I notified your company through
you that the stone which had been delivered
upon the sire of the new parliament build-
ings did not 1n sny way comply with the
conditions as set out in the specifications,
and, further, that I could not venture to
proceed with the buildings, eto. To-day I
am notified by the Chief Commissioner of
Lands and Works ¢ that the government
will hold me strictly responsible for any part
of the work which is coneidered unsound or
uaworkmanlike, etc.,” and under these ocir-
cumstances I muet herewith notify you
that I cannot accept, and am in no way
responsible for, the defective stone on the
ground, and that I shall be compelled not
only to refuse Koksilah stone to be brought
on the grouad but to sabstitute in its place
Haddington Island stone.

(Signed,) FREDK. ADAMS.

This ..correspondence, Hon. Mr. Davie
thought, makes the case with respect to the
stone 80 clear that he need mnot further
dwell apon. it. The Koksilah stone was
dispensed with, and the Haddington Island
stone was substituted in this part of the
building on the distinct understanding that
there was to be no extra charge against the
government. Now to continue, with regard
to the Haddington Island stone epeoi-
fied to be wused in the front and
greater part of the bumilding, Mr. Adams
wished to secure bonds to provide against
loss to him through a possible change in the
ownership of the quarry.  The contractor
wanted $20,000 cash security, or a joint and
several bond, whereas the company were
only willing or in a position to offsr ten
bondsmen of $2,000 each. The difficalty-hav-
ing been referred to the Attorney-General’s
department, he (Mr. Davie) advised, first
to ascertain—without question—that there
was sufficient atone at the guarry to com-
plete building ; and having been assured
on this point, there being, in the contractor’s
own words, *‘ enough stoné there to build
the entire city of London,” he advised that
thegovernmenttake a lienon thequarryitself,
which would relieve Mr. Adams from all
responsibility in case the company failed to
deliver the stone. This was done, the lien
being taken and the government thoronghly
secured, Mr. Adams then being notified as
follows : —

Vicroria, B. C., Jan. 31sb, 1894,

Contract orders to Mr. Fred. Adams :—
Kindiy proceed without delay in, ordering
the stone from the quarries of the Hadding-
ton Island Stone Co. Bonds have been
farnished satisfactory to the Chief Commis-

sioner cf Lands and Works, and the gov: al

ernment are prepared to relieve you from
any extra oost in the price of the stone, which
may be incurred by reason of the failure of
the quarry company to fulfil their agree-
ment in this respect.

(Signed) F. G. VErNON, C.C. of L. & W.
F, M. RATTENBURY, Architect.

There was at this time no question what-
ever of the capability of the Haddington com-
pany to.supply the stone ;. they were. anlg
o0 anxious to "delives, though nnable to
give the bonds. . Matters went on under
this arrangement until the 12th of June,
1894, when the quarry company failed, and
the government then availed themselves of
their lien and took possession of the quarry.
Mr. Adams, being perf:ctly satisfied, agreed
to himeelf quarry the stone, and, moreover,
to pay a royalty of five cents per foot
for all that should be quarried. This
was a satisfactory arrangement for all
parties, including the quarry company as
well. . They were in arrears with their
wages to workmen to the extent of $2,509.-
90, and the government were enabled to and
did pay this sum, having the 5¢ -per foot out
of which to recoup themselyes, and this has
already amounted to some $1,200. This ar-
rangement, of ocourse, put an end to the
government’s guarantee of January 31,
which was only to guarantee the contractor
from any claim of the government because
of default of the Haddington company.
But now the contractor had himselt as-
sumed the position of the Haddington
Island Quarry Co.—the guarantee was at
an end, and was expressly stated to be so
under the following agreement :

‘“ Memorandum of agresment made and\
entered into this twelfth day of June, A.D.
1894, between Frederick Adams, of the city
ot Victoria, contractor, (hereinafter called
the *“ Contractor ”) cf the first part, and
the Honorable Forbes George Vernon,
Chief Commissioner of Lauds and Works
(hereinafter called the ¢ Minister”’) of the
second part ; and Alden Wesley Huson,

. | Henry Kudge and Samuel Gray, of the third

part, ,

¢ Whereas the party of the first part is
the contractor for the erectiod” of the par-
liament buildings in the.sity of Victoria and
the parties of the third part undertook to
supply to said contractor all the Hadding-
ton Island stone to be used in said buildings;
and whereas the minister gave an under-
taking that the parties ¢f the third part
ehould supply all stone to the comtractor
acoording vo the contract in that behalf; and
whereas the parties of the third part have
failed in their said .undertaking and the
minister under an agreement in that bshalf
dated 1st February, 1894, has entered upon
the quarry of the parties of the third part;
and whereas it has been agreed that the
contractor shall himself work the quarry
paying the royalty and observing the coven-
ants hersinafter contained and otherwise as
hereinafter set out ;

“ Now therefore this indenture witnesseth
that it is mutually agreed bstween and
among the parties hereto in manner fol-
lowing, that is to say :

*¢1. The minister and the parties of the
third part shall render quiet possession to
the Contractor of the Haddington Island
Quarry, being Section 10, Rupert distriot,
and of all engineé, plant and material now
upon the site of the said quarry.

2. The contragtor shall work and oper-
ate said quarry, taking therefrom from time
to time all stone required inthe erection of
the said parfiament buildings.

*¢3. The contractor shall pay to the min-
ister for the use of said quarry and plant a
royalty of five cents ( 05c) per cubic foot
upon all stone extracted from said quarry
for use in the buildings, and such royalvy
ehall be -held by the minister for the use
and benefit of the parties of the third part.

‘4. The oontractor shall during the con-
tinuation of his contract have the use of all

ngines, plant. and material now opon the
site of the.quarry for the purpose of extract-
ng stone for nse in the buildings, and u
the “termination of his contract he shall
restore and return the same to the parbies of

sound working condition, due allowance be-
ing made for ordinary wear and tear.

5 The contractor hereby releases the
minister from all liability and responsibility
for damages or otherwise in respect of his
undertaking on behalf of the patties of the
third part for the supply of stone by said
parties to the ocountractor anterior to the
date of this agreement. *

¢In witness whereof the parties hereto
have hereunto set their hands and seals the
day and year first above written.

(Signed by Frederick -Adams, Samuel
Gray,  A. W. Huson, Heory Rudge, and F.
G. Vernon, C. C. L. and Works.

‘From the above it will be seen that what-
aver liability the government had assumed
they were entirely relieved of by the agree-
_ment of the 12ch of June, which merged all
the matters up to that date.

Mz HELMCOKEN—Was the $2,509 90 paid
by Adams in the first place ?

Hox. Mr DaviE said the government ad-
vapoed it to Adams, and Adams paid it over
to the men. He would now call attention
to the entirely diffsrent manner in which
this transaction was made to appear to the
committee, and reported by them to the
house. By a confusion of dates, or without
reference to the dates at all, this reason was
given by Mr. Adams in his evidence before
vhe committee :

Q. (by Mr. Williams)—Now when the
Haddington company failed to deliver stone,
did you inform the government of that tact ?
A. Yes.

Q And what instructions did you get
from them ?

A. I simplyagreed to bring the stone
down myself.

Q. With 'whom? A, Mr. Gore or some-
one. -

Q. You agreed with the government to
bring down the stone yourself? A. Yes.

Q. Did they instruct you to do so?
A Yes, of course.

Q Nothing was said to you about the
extra cost? A. Well, after a time.

Q. But at the time? A. Yes, there was
a certain amount said about it, but I said [
would try and bring it down.

Q. There was no writing between you and
the government in regardto that? A. Yes.

Q Whereisit?

Iy was then (continned Mr. Davie) that
Mr. Adams produced the false document
which at pages 36 und 37 of the evidence is
thus seb out :

““*You will procced without delay in
bringing the stone from the quarries of the
Haddington Island Stone Company. Bonds
have been furnished satiafactory to the C.
C.of L. and W., and the government are
prepared to relieve you from any extra cost
in the price of . the stone, which w3/l be in-
curred by reason of the failure of the quarry
company to fulfil their agreement in this re-
speot.”

In this, as would be noted, the word
““ ordering ” is altered to * bringing,” and
the phrase ‘¢ which may bs incarred” to
¢ whioh will be incurred,” and the order is
put in a8’ if*given in June, whereas it was
really given on the 31lst of Janunary—five
months before. How can anyone then ac-
oount for Adams’ evidence as above given,
which is consistent only with his being di-
rected to bring down the stone.

Mg. WiLLiaMs—That cuts no figure at
1

Hoxn. Me. Davig said he felt confident
other hon. gentlemen will consider that it
cuts a most important fignre. It was upon
this changed document tHat the committee
reported that the contractor was ordered to
bring down the stone thus : **Messrs, A W.
Huson,  Henry Rudge and Samuel Gray,
the owners of the Haddington lsland quar-
‘'ry, having failed vo“give security to the
utllf;::lon of Adams for the delivery of the

e, in‘acdordsuce with -theix agreement,
the then Chief' Commissioner of Lands and
‘Works, the Hon.-F. G. Vernon, by a letter
dated the 31st day of January, 1894 (see
page 37 of evidence), directed the said Con-
tractor Adams to proceed to bring the stone
froni the Haddington island quarry, und.r-
. taking thereby to relieve him against extra
cosb of stome, by reason of the fail-
ure ' of the said parties to deliver stone.”
The fact is, as shown above, nothing of
the kind, The government merely said, in
January, in effecs that the contractor would
be quite safe in going on with the work as
the government would hold him blame-
less in the case of any failure to bring down
the stone. Therefore when the guarry
company failed in June the government
promptly stepped in and Mr. Adams was
only too glad to make the arrangement men-
tioned. '

Mg, WiLriaMs —Where did you geb the
order with which you compared that printed
by the committee ?

Hox. MR Davie—I got the original from
Mr. Spittlehouse this morning, and had a
notarial copy made of it, whioh I have here
(and which he read—oertified by A. Camp-
bell Reddie).

Mz, HELmMckEN—Who was responsible
for that copy you say was given to the oom-
mittee. -

Ho~N. Mr. Davie said all he knew was
that the report of the committee states that
Mr. Adams put in the document which is
seb out in their proceedings ; and upon this
incorrect document the committee founded
their report. He thought they could see
now that they were entirely misled. The
claim he presented to them Mr. Adams
never thought of advancing to the govern:
ment, but only brought it forward when
he found the committee = proceeding
in the absence of any member of
the government and of the  architect.
The government held three mestings to in-
vestigate this business, atall of which Mr.
Adame was present, but he never even sug-
geated anything of the kind.

Mg. HELMOKEN —Was I present at all
those interviews ?

Hoy. MR Davie—No ; only at the list.

"Mr HELMOKEN said be did not wish to
'be misnnderstood, for “thongh outside the
honse he had been connected professionally
with the contractor he was qaite aa anxions
a8 any member could be to have the busness
sifted to the botbom. That was the omly
purpose of his questions :

Hox. M=z, Davie said he accepted the
hon. gentleman’s assurance to the fullest ex-.
tent, for he was sure no one more than the
third member for Viotoria would discount.
enance anything of that kind:

¢ The contractor, Adams, olaims he has
tiot  been . fairly dealt with, and that the
architect has subjected him to very harsh
and unfair ireatment, ‘unnecessarily pre-
venting bhim from proceeding with ‘the
work ; ordering extras without, in' many
cases, fixing prices, and in other cases al-
lowing him very inadequate prices. This
is denied by the architect, who evinces his
determination to compel the contractor to
live up to the letter and spirib of the con-
traot. The disputes thus existing between
the parties shounld, in the ophion of your
committee, be arranged and settled without,
dalny:’otherwhe serious complications thay

This statement, Mr. Davie thought,
should never have found ite way into the
report without beiog dealt with, as it is
very unjast to Mr. Rattenbury. He woald
now deal briefly with this - matter of extras,
which received the special nttention of the
exeoutive at'a mesting held on the lat De-

the third part in. their present thoroughly

cember, 1894, Mr,'Adams then advanoced
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no proof of the claims he urged, and the
meeting was adjourned to give him a
chance to make them out in the
proper way, which he then did

There was a lot of correspondence’ with
Adams, besides several meetirgs of the ex

ecutive, who ocame to the conclusion that
nearly all the claims advanced by Adams
had fallen to the ground ; in fact most of
them were abandoned, though some of vhese
he appears to have brought up again before
the committee. It is needless to go into
particulars of these claims, but he would
refar to one, that being respecting the sub-
stitution of coursed ashlar £ ;r random ashlar
in the walling. This was shewn to have been
dne at Adams’ request and to effact a
cheapening to him. Acoording to ths bills
of quantities the work he omisted—that is,
random ashlar in Koksilah - stone—is
dearer than ~ the work he subati-
tuted, namely, coursed sshlar in Had-
dington Island etone., No written order was
given at the time, but orders for a whole lot
given afterwards at one time, and not dis-
puted by Adams but acknowledged to be
correact.

MR. WiLLrams —I would like to ask if it
is the intention to give Mr. Adims a chance
to auawer.

Hox MR. Davie—Certainly ; before the
committee.

MR WiLLiaMs—You know very well the
committee won’t meet; you will prorogue
to morrow.

Me. HELMOREN—Do you know that Mr.
Adams is at the quarry now ?

Ho~N. MR DAVIE said he had heard so;
but he did not know when Mr. Adams went.
He made a claim before the executive
counocil with respect to this matter of the
substitution of one kind of stone for the
other, but in answer to it Mc Rattenbury
produced che written order as follows :

‘' NEW PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS.
‘‘ CONTRACTOR’S ORDERS —NO 20.
*¢ November 26, 1894,
¢“To Mr. F. Adams :

““ This is to certify that the change of
walliog from random ashlar as specified, was
allowed ab your request to be changed to
coursed ashlar wallstones. No extra charge
to the government to be made by you for
this alteration, which is made entirely on
your own behalf.

(Signed) *“F. M. RATTENBURY,
¢ Arcuaivect.”

This order, No. 20, was acknowledged by
Mr. Adams in the following letter :

Vicroria, November 29 1894,

To F. M. Kattenbury, Bsq , Architect:

DEAR SiR :—In snswer to yours of the
26 'h inst., I find it impossible for me to let
you have a statement of day’s works, as my
clerk has been away from the office sick ;
80 I hope you will let this matter lay over
until next month.

When Mr. Adams saw.that lester he said,
“ Well, I didn’t mean that the orders were
all right ; I meant that I received them all
righv.” (Laughter) This kind of equivo-
oation will be quite easily recognizad as
subterfuge. One by one his olaims were
disallowed, though the government had
gone into the matter with the full dater-
mination to make allowanoces if ‘they jastly
could, though at the same time desirous “of
upholding the architect if they found him
right. The architeot has done his work
honestly and well, and the government can-
not do otherwise than uphold him. He had
intended earlier in his remarke to refer to
the careful manner in which the arrange-
ments for these contracts were made, in the
best interests of the province, to keep them
from going to outside persons. : All the con-
tractors who hdve seen them have spoken in
praise of the specifications, which were such
that the tenderers oould’ most easily
figure up  the ocoat of the work.
The usual way in this country of obtaining
tenders is to merely allow contractors access
to the plans and to provide ithem with a
specification which desoribes the several
materials. The contractors have vo form
the best idea ‘they can from them, in the
necessarily short time at their disposal, of
the amount of material and labor requisite.
This is always more or less imperfect, and
so, to grotoob themselves, the contractors
must add on a farther sum for contingencies
which they may not have calculated apon.
The ocorrectness of this sum represents  to
the contractor either his gain or his loss.
The essence of this method is that it is to a
great extent guess work. There' is another
objection to this method of obtaining a ten:
der and that is, that a tender isx merely a
lump sum and gives no idea of the cost of
the various parts of the structurs, so that
in oase of alterations from the original plan,
either for additions or deductions, it is im-
possible to get'an exact value of such work,
and 50 a way is opened for endless disputes
and the litigation which so frequently fol-
lows. The. tenders also are almost in-
variably for sll work included in every
trade tocomplete the buildingin one contract,”
Knowing all this the Lands and W orks de-
partmenv endeavored to overcome all these
objsctions.  Quantities were prepared,
which indicated exactly the minutest
amounts of every description of material and
labor requisite to complete the building
Each item was priced out in detail and in
making alterations they have simply to omit
or add to these individual items, at the
prices indicated in the margin. All uncer
tainty is thus avoided, and an absolute way
of sattling all dirdpnfu in respect to altera-
tions is provided, whilst the exact cost of
such alterations is known. =

In order to give the contractors of this
Province the beat possible opportunity of
being successful in obtaining the work it
was necessary to bring the amounts of the
oontraots within their scope, - In two im-

rtant ways thiy was. effected : Firstly,

subdividing the contracts into the sev-
eral trades, that each trade could be com-
tracted for le£aut‘oly without the interven-
tion of & middleman in the shape of a general
contractor ; and secondly, by haviog per-
fectly distinct quantities and plaus for each
of the three wings of the building, so that
each ' of these wings could if neces
sary be let as = _separate contract.
The amount of additional work necessary to
acoomplish these objects was v

great and
was undertaken simply. to aﬂ’o::y the sbove

Dr. Price’s Cream Baking Powder
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ends. The plan was completely successful
in obwaining desirable tenders; had the
work been contrscted for solely in one large
contract for the whole work, the American
tenders would have been much lower than
any Provincial or Canadian tender, and so
the whole work might have been in danger
«f going outside the province. Bat by the
precaution adopted of obtaining tenders
for each trade, a lower estimate was ‘ob-
tained from combined provincisl estimates,
and theentire contract was kept within the
province. Befors concluding he wished
to say a few words about another
paragraph in the report of the committee :
“Mr. Drake has done extras to the

| amount of about 4 000 ” This amount, he

stated, is incorrect, and while there is no
proof of such extras, and can be none until
the work under this contract is measured, as
nearly as can be at present asoéPtained un-.
der $1,000 will cnver any additional work
executed under this contrict. The report,
he thought he had conclusively shown, is
based upon evidence not oross examined up-
on, and is incorreot in many essential par-
tioulars. He would not sav how the mistakes
had ocourred. Possibly Mr, Adams himself
had been deceived by the false copy of the
order produced to the committee, for the
strange coinoidence ncourred that while it is
now admitted to be false the sworn evidence
given by the contractor bears out the mis-
take in a way which seems very hard to ex-
plain if the error: was that of the
stenographer in copying the docu-
mend. If the ocommittee had only
gone a little further no doubt they
would have come to a very different concla-
sion. If there were any members of the
house yet unconvinced of the nature of the
report, he felt that when they perused the
documents he had preeented, and had a re-
port upon them, they would agree that he
was quite justified in moving as he now did
that the report be referred back for further
consideration.

Carr TRVING complained that some of
the contractors upon whoss bonds he had
gone should be cumpelled to keep to their
contracts when others are not. He thought
it a shame that these buildings have not
been put up by British Columbians.

MR WIiLLIAMS as chairman of the com-
mivtee wished to apply to some ¢f the re-
marks cf the Attorney General. He denied
that the report is a re¢flection upon the
architect, at whose instance he believed the
Attorney-General has taken this matter up.
It was simiply on the architect’s acoouns
that he (Mr. Williame) did not want the
evidence printed. He complained tHat the
Attorney-General had based his remarks
upon documents and evidence which the
members of the house had not had
the opportunity to read, and if the
committee came to & wrong conclusion he
held that the government themselves were
to blame. He stated that the document de-
scribed as a forgery is only a copy of the
original which was producsd before the
committee apd that the mist
lg.eopving it inth " evidelios, but adm!
that he had used this incorrect copy instead
of the original when he drew up the report
of the committee. He claimed that as by
the agreement of the 12th of June Mr.
Adams only released the government
from olaims for dameges anterior
vo that date, - if he
after that the government will  have to bear
it. While he had followed the ‘incorrect
copy in drawing up the report, he denied
that the mistake had iufluenced the report
in any way. He argued to show that the
report is really an exoneration of the archi-
tect. He admitted that the report did mot
state the security quite fairly, in omitting
the fact that the gnvernment have the
marked cheque for ' $7,600 sent in with the
tender. He thought it questionable whether
or not the government' have a lim om
the plant superior to the - mortgage
of the Bank of British Columbia, and
that in & oonmest between the two
¢ the Bank is going to get there every time,”
He also thought that the government are
liable on the contract with' the Koksilah
stone company. He had no obj-otion to' re-
ferring the matter back to the committee,
bat he did objsct to the Attorney-(General
having b:en allowed to make his statement
of the facts eo that théy may be presented
to the country. He felt sure, however, that
the presence of the Attorney General and
the oross questioning of the witnesses would
not have the slightest effect upon the report
of the committee.

How, MR  Davie—It is not much use to
have you.on the committee, (Laughter.)

Major Murrer did not see what good re-
ferring this matter to committee would ac-
complish as he considered it has been made
& political affsir all through by the opposi-
tion who simply want to fasten some charge
apon the government which they will not
direotly prefer.

ME BRYDEN thought that a great deal of
this- trouble has. been occasioned by Mr.
Rattenbury, who seems to have ivfluenced
the government to tak: uy rire question.
When that ‘gentleman has been. a little
longer in the gountry. he will probably not
be so thin skinned. He did not think it

fair to n'sb:hat the matter has béen treated

Mz BoorH, snother member of the com-
mibtee, agreed thab they had not acted from
any political motive, but held that the com-
mwittes certainly were misled. - They were
distinotly told by the contractor that the
ohange from Koksilah stone to Haddington
Island stone was made by direction of the
architeot, who, to use Mr. Adams’ own
words, ‘¢ had him like a rat in a trap and
compelled him to write ~ those letters.”

He wished
to point out to the house that all these-con-
tracts were Jet before he took office, and to
state that since that time he has done his
best to have them carried tocompletion at
the least possible expense to the province.
He read from the paper referred to the
allegation thas, < If the Chief Commiasjoner
has been slandered the slanderIs in the com-
mittee’s report,” and pointed out that there
is nothing whatever in the report refleoting
upon hint, a8d that the chairman has volun-
tarily excuerated him in ‘every shape
and form. Respecting the farther charge
that he had favored the governmient
cffioial found to be interestéd in the con-
tract because he was his friend, he wished
to state that they had indeed been friends
since they were boys forty years ago, bub
that it is absolutely false to say that on that
account he had attempted to shelter that
party in any way. The artiole in question
he considered not only untruthful but
grossly insulting, and not warranted by any
act of his during the thirteen years he has
been & member of the house. He considered
the writer of the article, who called- himselt
< Taxpayer,” but was afraid to sign'his
pame, to be nothing but a contemptible
coward.

Mr HELMCKEN oongratulated the Ag-
torney- General upon the mildness of the
manner in  whigh he had laid ' the
facts in his possession before ' the
house, for he considered that it is deplor-
able for unnecessary heat to-be shown in
any debate. He had expected something
more because of the words used by that hon.
gentleman the other day, when he referred
to false ewearing and other serious matters,
and in view of those worda he had wished
to see the matter sifted to the véry bottom,
He thought, however, that the Attorney-
General has not brought home those charges.
He did not think a royal commission would
be a satisfactory way of dealing with the
matter. Neither did he wish to attack the
government. He could add his testimony
to that of Mr, Williams that the Chief Com-
missioner has done his duty, and that the
attack made upon him is in every way un-
warrantable. He admitted that the archi-
tect has produced a very creditable block of
buildings, but he thought Mr. Rattenbury
is to blame in not having ocarried out the
spirit as well as the letter of the contract—
for instence in the matter of the changes,
which were to have been oedered in writing,
but came in a8 shown in a batch instead of
singly a8 they were given. He did not see
any use in the motion, especially as the con-
tractor, who it is necessary should be pres-
ent when the committee takes evidence, is
out of town.

Ho~. CoL. BAKER considered that whab
had been stated made it clearly evident that
the master ought not to be referred either to
the committee or to a royal commission, as
the misleading report plainly appears to
have been ooccasioned by a mistake in copy-
ing a document pus in as evidence,

Hox. MR. DAvIE said it seemed to him to
have been impossible that the real document
could have been before the committee as
stated, because the evidenoce of Mr. Adams
is direotly in confl ct with any such supposi-
tion, as it is based upon the very mistake
which it it is now alleged the stenographer
made in ocopying it. He reminded the
house that while the semior member for
Vancouver positively states to-day that the
original document was placed before - the
committee, the other day when the matter
was first mentioned he said that to the best
of his recollection it was a copy . they had
before them.

Dr WaLkem failed to see why the
architect should be blamed in the least, as
he appears to have done his best to perform
his whole duty.

Mr. HONTER believed that this ia alto-
gether too frivolous.a matter to ocoupy the
attention of the house, though he did not
blame the Attorney General, who believing
it to be his duty to bring this matter be-
fore the house proceeded to do his duty as
he always does. He thought that hon.
gentleman had acted on incorrect informa-
tion given to him by other parties, Inas.
much as on the 12th of June the government
was relieved of all responsibility, and this.
letter in question was written on the 3lst of
January, it does.not make any difference
whether it was correct or imcorrect, so far
as the public interests are concerned. A The
public will be sufficiently in possession of
the facts, if they are published in the im-
pertial manner in which they were given to
the house to-day. It would. be simply fool-
ish to keep the session going for ten days
longer to get & further report on this
matter.

MRr. SwomrD moved: * Whereas the
statement has been made in this house that
in the suit of Roedde v. News-Advertiser
Co. (Limited), Mr. Justice Crease appoint-
ed a stenographer of the court, named Bar-
ton, as receiver of the business of the bind-
ery attached to the News-Advertiser office,
without requiring from him any bonds for
the proper performance of his duties as : re-
ceiver ; and whereas it has been stated in
this house that said Burton absconded with-
out rendering any account of his intromis-
sions with the funds of such bindery : Ba it
reeolved that & respeotful address be pre-
sented to His Honor the Lieutenant-Govern-
or, praying him to inquire into the correct-
ness of such statements, and should he find
these statements confirmed, to eall = the .at-
tention of His Exoellency 'the .Governor-
General of the Dominion to the facte; as set:
forth in the preamble to - this - resclution,
snd pray him to obtein from ‘Mr. Justice
Creage an explanation of his action in this
marter.” The mover held tifat it was very
hard for the parties interested to lose
mouey through Burcon’s abeconding, and
Wwhile he was not prepared to say that, this
loss arose through any fault of the govern-
ment, he urged that the house should take
action to bring home the blame to the party
Or psrties responeible,

Hox. Mg. DaviIE said that he considered
the motion & most improper one as it con-
tained an unjust reflection upon the learned
judge in a matter in which he felt confident
that his action was not opem to censure or
even adverse criticism, Hehad taken some
Pains to inquire into the tacts of thevase in
question, and had found that on February
21, 1894, in the case of Rosdde v. the Newa-
Advertiser, both sides being represented by
c¢oungel; Hon. Mr. Justice Crease gave judg-
ment directing the appointment of a reciver.

Ir was perfeotly immaterial to the judge

whom the receiver should be, whether s

regular cfficer of the court or a stranger. It
was lefv to counsel and Mr. Burton was ap:
pointed, such appointment not being ob-
J2cted to by either side. He therefore urged
the withdrawal of the motion, which shonld
never have been offered to the house.

Mr Corron denied that the appointment
<f Burton had bsen made without objection
by either of the parties concerned. He had
uever considered the appointment. s desir

able one, but the learned judge had held
that Burton was a fis and proper person for
the receivership.

Hox. MR PooLEY expressed hia regret as
well ab his surprise that such a resolution
should have been brought forward, reflsot-
ing ae iv did severely upon one of the judges
of the Sapreme court. He had a distionot
remembrance thatthe appointment of Mr.
Barton as receiver-had not been objzcted to
by counsel on_eitlier sjde and ne blame
could poesibly attach to the learned judge
for his action in the premises. The motion
was a discredit to the house and should be
withdrawn.

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY: ’

Hox, MR DaviE replied reviewing the
steps taken esince 1877 amd concluding :
¢ Subsequently the government of the Do-
minion of Caunada, acting conjointly with
th government of the Unitea States, ap-
pointed commiesioners for the of as-
‘oirtaining the physical and other data
necessary in finplly determining the bound-
ary between Alaska and Canada, and the
authority of the province of British' Colum-
bia extending no farther than to the repre-
senbations and recommendations referred to
in the foregoing, and the government hav-
ing fully exprested their views, no further
action on ite part was taken, the final set-
t'ement of the matter, except by consent,
reluting exclusively ‘to the jurisdistion of
the main parties to the dispute.”

THE PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS INQUIRY.

Mg, WiLLiams asked what assuranoce the
parliament buildinge committee of inquiry,
of which he is chairman, have that they
would be permitted to complete their.in-
vestigations before bhe close of the session.
The committee are most anxious to proceed
with their inquiry, but do not want to have
their work lost by thé rising of the house
before the complstion of their labors. '

Ho~. MR DaviE replied that he did not
know what course the committee would
pursue, while he hoped that they wounld
leave nothing undone in the matter left in
their hands for investigation. The house
would certainly not be prorogued wbile
there was any business to be done, but at
the same time he thought it would be foolish
to keep the house in session simply for the
purpose of receiving the report of -this com-
mittee. He suggested that the inquiry pro-
oeed after the close of the session, the
committee being invested with the
powers of a royal ocommission. Of
oourse, being members of the house, the
commissioners could not receive payment for
their services in the usual manner. Re-
muneration might, however, be voted at the
next session of the legislature, a rider being
added legalizing the receiving of such com-
pemsation by the commissioners through
members of the house.

The discussion was continaed by Mr. Cot-
ton and Hon. Col. Baker, and was then de-
clared out of order by Mr. Speaker and
came to an end.

Report on the Sunday observance bill was
adopted.

GAME PROTECTION.

MR. SworpD introduced an amendment to
add as a new sectlon : **In unsettled: dis-
tricts no person, other than a person domi-
ciled in the province or holder of a license
under section 20 of this act, shall trap or
kill bear or beaver with a view to market.
ing their pelts.” It was explained thap this
clause had for its object the protection of
the resident Indians of Cassiar from the in-
vasion of their trapping grounds npon which
they were mny"&mdqn,t. for the means
of ‘existence, by the migratory Indians of
Alaska.

The amendment passed, and the report
was adopted.

THE HOMESTEAD BILL.

Dr. WALKEM in moving the second read-
ing of the homesteads act amendment bill,
explained that owing to defects in the exist-
ing legislation the privileges provided had
of late been greatly abused. The bill intro-
duced was intended to more carefully de-
fine the intention of ‘the exemptions.

Mz, SmiTH opposed the principle of the
measure.

Mgz. EBERTs held that with such amend-
ments as might easily be made in committee,

LANDLORD AND TENANT.

Mg. HELMCKEN in moving the second
reading of this bill (No. 59) explained how
under the oxhﬁnﬂegillttion the landlord’s
preference upon the property of the tenant is
frequently taken advantage of to the crowd-
ing out of other creditors. It was proposed as
a remedy that the landlord’s preference
should only cover three ‘monthe’ rent. The
legislation proposed had for its object the
regulation, not the abrogation, of the land-
lord’s preferential rights.
Hon. M. DaviE apposed the second read-
ing of the bill and pronounced it an unne-
cessary and undesirable innovation, which
wonld never have been thought of had or-
dinary conditions prevailed. There was o
similar measure in effect’ elsewhere that he
had knowledge of, and this bill was a direct
outcome of the hard times. Tenants as well
a8 those who were not tenante found it hard
to meet their obligations just at present,
and landlords were disposed to show all
possible leniency. Should this bill paes the
effect would be to make the times a good
deal harder, for it. practically proposed to
compel the landlord to tntn the tenant out
‘of doors if he could not pay  his remt
promptly. It would dono oneany good. If
the landlord could not get his money, neither
ocould the outside creditor, and no one wounld
benefit through the harsh treatment of the
unfortunate tenant, = If such legislation had
been desirable it'would doubtless have been
tried at Jeast elsewhere. ,

MR Wirriams hoped that the bill would
be withdrawn. He certainly could not sup-

rt it. The proposition was to compel the
mdlord to collect his rents every three
months ; the legislation sought seemed to
him prejudicial to all parties concerned and
productive of no possible benefit,

The second reading was lost on a
division.

With respect to the charge by
Mr, Helmoken that he (Mr. Davie) was
in any way responsible for the report in the
CoLoxisT, such a statement or insinuation is
entirely untrue, as any hon. member could
see for himself from the very fact that he
was in the house until nearly one o’cleck in
the morning, while the report, he believed,
appeared in the paper which went on the
boab to Vancouver at two o’clock.” He had
indeed gone to the CoLonIST office on his
way home from the house, and had then
read the report on the proof sheets, but at
that time the type was, he believed, already
in the forms.

CANADA WESTERN RAILWAY,

Ho~x. MR Davi moved tih:h second read-
ing  of ‘the~biil' respecting- the-Canadian
Wiutem Central railway He reviewed the
provisions of ‘the bill, and thé statements of
the preamble, and expressed the opinion
that the position being as there set out the
house will have little bhesitation in
passing the bill. He  considered
the matter ome of vital oconcern
to this provinoce, and that it had been an act
of wisdom on the part of the government to
give the promise of a substantial land grant
to aid in the construction of the road. Its
effect would be to provide facilities for the
development of fully three-fourths of the
provinoe, at present inaccessible and un.
developed. 'He would not now dwell upon
the possibilities of that great northern coun-
try, the matter having been so fully gone
into by himself and others on former ooca-
sions. There were those in the "house ‘who
remembered how he had delivered himself
when this subject came up six years ago,
and he had hid-no occasion since then to
change his viewsa. This projecst. - is
one of importance not only to British
Columbia, but: it is also a . matter
of national necessity so far as this
country is oconcerned. He fully believed
that in the near future it will be an ao-
complithed foct, thanks to the indomitable
energy of the chief promoters, who are
working for it not for any merely personal
advantage, but for the promotiom of the
public interests. Though they have been
working assiduously they cannot accomplish
imposibilities, and in view of the stringency
of the momey markets they have been un-
able to consummate their plans, though
they have made long strides in that direc
tion. Iv had been fully expected that they
would have been in a position this session to
lay before the house a definite proposition
which would commend itself to the coneid-
eration of the members, but the event has
proved otherwisé, and therefore this bill
became a necessity. If, however, what he
has been told is the fac —:nd he had no:
reason to doubt it—the province ia to be
ocongratulated on the fact that the sffsire of
this project are in such hande; and he had
po.doubt'but that it will be -constructed in
the near future, without any enormous sub-
sidy such as bas been suggested by its ene.
mies, While prepared to grant the com-
pany all the assistance poesible within the
resources of the country, 1hs government
would not he justified in travelling outside
the bounds'of our legitimate resources, or in
doing anythiog in brioging on the financial
disaster which some allege = asaistance
to  this road will accomplish. The
government are  prepsred, as has
often before been said, when the company
bring forward any business like propoesition
to lay it before the house, and he felt guite
satisfied that it would rec-ive dne consider.-
ation there. He anticipated that it might
be said that this should have been brought
in as a private bill, but this could not have
‘been done-as up to & short time ago the
company had expected, as he had said, to be
in & position to ask the government to
bring forward s different measure, and view-
ing this as & public matter of the highest
importance he thonght he was ool oing

a large amount of money in connection with
the right of way and the preliminary sur-
veys. Ib.does not take much to commence
construction, for he remembered when about
twenty years the = construction of the
Canadian  Pacifio rallway was commenced
by the Dominion government at Esquimalt ;
but this company bave done much more
than was done on that occasion. Though
the bill stipulates $200.000 as the minimum
expenditure for each- year during the con-
struction of this enterprise, of course much
more than that will be called for. The
objeot of the bill is to facilitate the con-
struction and to give fair and reasonable
time for the completion of the road. He
would not compare it with the Canadian
Pacific railway at present, but eventually it
will be & trans continental line. The Cana-
dian Pacific railway opened up the southern
portion, and the Canada Western will perform
that service for the remainder of the prov-
ince, comprising fully three-fourths of the
whole territory. He would not now gointo
the capabilities of that vast exvent of coun-
try, the particulars with respect to which
have been publiehed so frequently, for most
of the hon. members know the capacity of
the region in the shape of grain and other
products of the soil, besides its mineral
wealth. A point to be borne in mind is the
importance of this road not only to British
Columbia but to Canada at large. At pres-
ent there is being projected a railway to
Hudson’s Bay, and when he was at Ottawa
lately he had theopportunity of being present
with the delegates on behalf of that roadat an
important meceting. He spoke at thabt
meeting on the subject of this road
and was very much pleased at the manner
in which his remarks were received. From
what he heard and eaw' then he was quite
sure that this road will have the warm sym.
pathy not only of all parts of British Col-
umbia, but of Eastern Canada as well. Iv
is necessary before the ¢ )mpany complete
their plans that they shall have more de-
tailed information with respect to the char-
acter of the country to be traversed, and
the engineering features and difficulties in
the immediate neighborhood of the Pa-
cific. The government have for
years been expending large. sums
for surveys, and it has been their expressed
intention to continue this expenditure, to let
the people know what we have here, There
is no reason therefore why these surveys
should not be carried on this year where this
road is o pass. While the government will
be getting information necessary for their
own purposes, the $10,000 or $15 000 which
it is proposed to expend along the route of
this road could not be better ap-
plied than in exploring this region
They will in consequence be able
to give with confidence information
desired in other quarters showing in which
direction railroads may profitably be con-
structed, - If the government sees fit to ap-
ply a portion of the survey money in this
direction he was sure that the house would
agree that a very proper thing has been
done. The resuit will be to give facilities
for getting into a vast country that other-
wise would be uninhabited and undeveloped
for generations to come. There is no reason
why the development of the province should
be confined to one part. We are inviting
people to come here to settle, and must pro-
vide places for them. This railway would
open up the way for millions te find homes ;
and he considered it the polioy of true states-
manehip to open up by every means all parts
of the land, and to encourage capital to
come here for investment. Believing it
would commend itself to the judgment of
the house he confidently moved the second
reading of the bill. (Applause.)

Mz S8EmruiN said that he too had mot
changed his mind since six years ago with
respect to the conatruction of this road.
The region to be opened up to population he

-held is mainly outside the boundaries of
this-prévince,-and therefore he thonght-the.
responsibility is one for the Dominion gov-

eronment. As to the Hudson Bay railway
which has been mentioned as a connection,
t-at- also is a matter not for ue to gonsider,
bat for the Dominion or even the Imperial
government to entertain as they well ma
i) view of the msgnificent possibilities of the
road. He was surprised ab the remarks made
as to the commencement of construction,
which’he held has not been commenced as
called for by the spirit of the act. He re-
gretted to find that the house is in no better
position to discuss this matter now than it
was six years'ago, and he referred to the
sbatements which he believed had been made
by the 'Chicago ocapitaliste who came here
that a guarantee of bonds to the extent of
six or eight million dollars fcom the prov-
ince and Victoria city would be required
When that reqnest was made two years ago
public opinion was not in a position to en-
tertain i, and he thought that publio
opinion has not changed since, but that the
further dels y now aeked is to enable the pro-
jeotorstogetsuchaguarantee, He fiared that
to entertain this proposition would seriously
affect the crediv « f the provives at London.
As to the road isself, its real terminus would
be where it first struck ‘the waters of the
Pacific;, and he asked whab effact a railway
with its terminus fAr norsh would have upon
the southern portion of the province. For
the same reasons as those stated on former
occasions he would vote against the second
reading of the bill,

Capr IRvVING thought the hon. gentleman
who bad just spoken takes- a very narrow
view: of the situation, and that the con-
struction of this road would be a great
bene fiv to the province as a whole.

Mz RrreET—I felt much surprise at the
remarks of the hon. leader of the opposition
in reference to this province of ours, especi-
ally his statements respecting the country
on this side ef the Rocky M untains. I
have been through a lsrge portion of that
territory, and I have seen enmough of it to
lead me to believe that he need not be
‘afraid to go to ‘whatever expense may be
necessary - in order to -develope .it.  Its
xgeources are large, and I bslieve that when
their ‘development’ is undertaken in a busi-
ness-like way the results will bs such as
will very greatly surprise the leader of the
opposition. ' For his information I wish
to. state that actual * - comsttuction
hss  been begun = upon = the ‘Canada
Western, although it ‘may be deemed but
nominal. The construotion was begun pre-
vious to the date required by the act in
force—August 1, 1894 - There has been
some money 8pent, not very muoh, but un-
der'the terms of the act we have uutil
August-l, 1895 in which to ¢omplete the
expenditure of $200 000, so that as fir as the
ach at present is cencerned it is still in force,
A large amount of money has been spent in
making a survey of the line from Comox to
Duncan’s Bay, and if the matter could be
proceeded with withont farther aid from the
province I am sure I would agree with him
ip feeling that the province should congratu-
late itself upon getting a road wupon such
tarms 88 no other road has been obtained for
npon this continent,  That, however, we
hardly expect to do, but when we come be-
fore the country with some definite propo-
sition I think iy will be quite time enough
to discuss that part of the business. As I
wish to be wholly exact about the mat-
ter. I have .taken some ocare 8o that
what I say ocannob: be.: misunderstood.

I bave pleasure in making a statement in
regard to the bill now before the house for
the extension of the Canada Western Rail.
way Co ’s charter, and in doing so I think I
may bake a little oredit for having accom.-

plished something, inasmuch as the company
have succeeded in arousing public feeling in
favor of the enterprise, if they have not suc-
ceeded so far in building the railway in terms
of the oharter, When this charter was ob-
tained, during thesession of 1889, there were
fow, either on the floor of this homse or in
the province, who regarded it as entitled to
or worthy of serious consideration, and such
I think has been the feeling upon each occa-
sion when the ‘matter has been before the

for an extension of time. It
has only been within the past two years
that a change has taken place in the public
mind, and iv is gratifying to me at least to
fiad thab eo large a proportion of the public
bave become convinced of vhe necsssity for
the construction of this railway in the inter.
est of the country, and of its advantages as
& pre-requisite to the settlement and devel-
opment of an important part of the province
in the first instence, and of its possibilities
also as forming part of another trans-conti-
nental route from the West to the Eastern
portion of the Dominion. It does not seem
necessary ab the present time that I should
deal with this queation from any other point
of view than that of a Provincial under-
taking and as a development road,
traversing the ocentral  portion of
the provincs where, if reports which
have been published, official and otherwise,
are to be credited, there is a large territory
rich in resources of various kinds, and cap-
able of development to a larger extent than
that of any other section of this province,
awaiting only the facilities of access and the
necessary population to develop it, Besides
its great natural resources, &e route has
the great additional advantages of climate
and grade, which proBably no other railway
having ite termination on this coast pos-
sesses, - Holding as I do a firm end unflinch-
ing belief in the future of this province,
and believiog aleo in the resources which it
will make  available, and the advan-
teges of the road itself, and strength.
ened and supported as I now
believe the enterprise to ~be by
publio opinion, I naturally feel more hopeful
and confident of suoccess, and am convinced
that the road, even if it should not be built
under the immediate direction of the present
compsny, will in time, if not immediately,
be undertaken by some other company, or
through some other means, as a necessary
uandertaking for the advancement and settle-
mens of this provinoce,

Negotiations having in view the securing
of the necessary capital for the enterpriss
bave now been going om, as you are all
aware, for several years past, and in the
face of many difficulties the enterprise has
been kept before the public, and is still be-
fore some of the mosp prominent and in-
fluential financial institutions of the world.
OUn more than one ocoasion we
have been almost assured that the
necessary oapital wherewith to construct
the road had been secared. The conditions
upon which this capital was to have been
obtained were never sufficiently settled or
definite to justify me in making a statement
publ ¢ in connection with the matter, nor at
the present time do I kmow exactly the
terms npon which the money can be secured,
hence I do not think it is expedient or advis-
able to make any explanation as to the terms
of the pending negotiations until finally
arranged in detail, and full particulars can
be given, but this house and the country
may feel perfeotly secure, because no terms
or conditions beyond those already authoriz
ed by the charter can be imposed on the
oountry without the consent of the govern.
ment and this house, and beyond the state-
ment made during my election, that I
:o;:ld x;obd ouitl:ln to take the recponf-l-

ility o eo g any proposition for
farther aid, if backed by the necessary oap-
ital, without first ascervaining the wishes of
the government and the legislature, I do
not care po commit myself. Iu this connec-

negotiations which have been in progress for
some time past have fallen through or have
been wholly discontinued. Such is very far
from being the oase, and I have every reason
to believe that they will eventually result
in a practical proposition, which will at
once be brought to the attention of the gov-
ernment. A temporary break has however
occurred in these negotiations, occasioned
by a requisition on the part of certain cap-
italists, for a class of information, which as

supply.

The explorative survey, whioh the Hon.
Attorney-General has stated it is the inten-
tion of the government to make, will evable
us to furnien this information, and aid us
also in answering ocertaiu questions regard-
ing the amount of capital required for the
construction and equipment cf the road up-
on a different basis to that called for in the
survey which was made by the Dominion
government. This survey contemplated the
construction of a railway equal to the stan-
dard of the Intercolonial. railway, which
mesnb golid masonry. for all culverts and
bridge buttresses, and steel or iron hridges.
As no doubt all of the hon. gentlemen are
aware, the standard of the Intercolonial
was noti adhered to in the comstruction of
any of the transcontinental lines on this con-
vinent, avd when the Cinadian Pacific rail-
way was built, in terms of the agreement of
21st October. 1880, between the Dominicn
government and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Co, the etandard was made that of
the Union Pacific railwsy of the Uaited
States, which means wooden trestles and
wooden bridges, and is much cheaper. In
the opinion of engineers the more solid con-
strnction, inorder to make a permanent
roadbed; can be more cheaply and conven-
iently done after the railway has been gon-
siracted. It is also necessary to obtain in-
formation as to the passes through the Cari-
boo and Cosst ranges. Uader the survey
referred to, Bate Inlet was contemplated as
the course of the line, but it has since been
suggested by those -wha are familiar with
the country that in all grob;bﬂit.y a more

favorable ‘approach ocould be qbgm )
way of Frederick Arm, or some  other po:l{
on the mainland opposite the northern por-
tion of Vancouver Island If this should
prove to be practicable it would probably be
cheaper and would shorten the ferry from 75
miles to pob more then 15 miles. A ferry of
15 miles would not bs thought any seriouns
objection to the road. The pass known as
the Goat River pass, through the Cariboo
range, has also ‘been discovered since
the Dominion survey = was made,
and this it is - desirable should be

way Company were undertaken. The Yel-
lowhead Pase, through which it is proposed
to take the Canada Weatern, is pronounced
to be the moat advantageous yet discovered
in the Rocky Mountains for a railroad, and
the country to the eastward through which
the connecting road would pass is reported
tobe the most productive and desirable portion
of the Northwest. It would appear that with
such a connection the producte of that yotung
but rapidly growing country might be con-
veyed to Euroj markets by way of the
Paocific, hmels of - as now by the - Atlantic
ocean, the advantage of distance in rail
carrisge being very large. - Although
the carriage by sea would of course
be incressed, yet the carrisge . by
sea being 80 much cheaper, the cost, would
still show a material saving. Take for in-
stance the rate of freight from points west
of Winnipeg as the basis, and the distance
by rail to the seaports on the Atlantic at
from 1,500 to 2,000 miles, and considering
too that most of the grain from that section
has to remain in elevators during the
winter, at expense to the holders, waiting
the opening of navigation in the spring, and
taking the rate of freight west per mile at
the same as that east, for a distance of from
1,000 to 1,250 miles from this goast, the rail-
way carriage would be largely reduced. The
difference in ocean freights from Quebec or
Montreal may be taken.at 15 shillings, as
compared with 25shillings from PacificCoast
ports, or only a difference of 10 shillings per
ton, so that the probable differencs in favor
of the Pacific Coast would be from $2 to $4
per ton, and as an additional advantage the -
ports on the Pacific aré open all the year
round, rendering the necessity and expense
for holding until navigation opened in the_
spring of each year unnecessary. There is
also the possibility, if not the probability as
for as yet known, of the Hudson’s Bay rail-
way being built, and the time between the
ooast of British Columbia and Esgland be-
ing thereby largely reduced. The distance
now is 2850 miles by rail and 2,650 by .-
waber, from Viovoria to Livog)ool 'b'y way
of Quebec, while by the Hudson’s Bay
route the distances are only about 1,800
miles by rail and 3,000 miles by water, a
saving of 1,000 miles rail travel, while the
sea -travel is only incrsased by 300 odd
miles. The question as to the navigation of
the Hudson’s Bay by steamer appears to be
deserving of investigation in order to
determine its practicability, as
many ib is belleved to' be open nearl
aslong as the St. Lawrence at Montren{

These facts,although not pertinent, it may
be claimed, to the question before the house,

them, and I feel siire tﬁtWr‘
will sgree that while we are ‘called upon”
more particularly to give our. attention to’
the developmens of our own province, yeb it
is necessary at times, and always desirable;
to keep before us the co-operation of our -
sister provinces when .any public enterprise
of this kind is likely to be mutually advan-
tageous, and perhaps merely calling atten-
tion to it now msg be the means of causin,
it to be taken up by those mors directly an
perhaps more largely interested ‘than our-
ves. : :

In my judgment the. time has arrived:
when the settlement of this province should -
be undertaken upon a more comprehensive
scale than has ever yet been attempted, and
I know of no better way in whioh ‘this can
be: done than by the building of a road
throngh the portion of British Columbia to
be traversed by the proposed line of the
Canada Western railway, taking in as it
does the northern of Vanoouver Island,
which is rich in timber and coal, and well .
suited for agrioulture ; then crossing to the
mainland end passing throngh ' the
heart of the mainland, rich also in -
cultural. resources and minerals  of us
kinds; and effording the opportunity of
reaching by fature conneo lines the ex-
tensive and rich ultural territory known
as Peace River, the gold region at the head
of the S8keena iver and Omineca
distriots and beyond; then passing
‘through the already famous portion
of British ' Columbia, Cariboo — where
fortunes were made in a season, and where
gold to the value of $65,000,000 has already
been oxtracted, and in which section it is
also claimed that for alluvial digginge and
for quartz mines not more than a small be-
gioning has been made.

find it is difficult to *“drive” those who
have the control of moaney. ' The unusual
and unexpscted early session of this “house
compelled me to try to do this, but I
found it to be a mistaken course and
had to abandon -it. I think during
the period covered by the extension
now before the house that there ‘is
every probability of accomplishing some-
thing, and I feel sure it is the desire and
ambition of every honorable gentlemaa in
this house to do whab he can to further the
settlement and development of the provinoce.
I feel equally sure, as I have already stated,

that in no way can this be betver accom-

plished than by the construction of this line
of railway. In this sge railways are the
necessity of all countries, but especially so
of & new country such as this. 1'he expense
contemplated is comparatively amall, and I
am sure on this account no serious objsction
will be raised. The time given to the en-
terprise by the promoters has beea con-
siderable, and so has the expense. Their
great object is to accomplish what they can
towards the development-and settlement of
the province in which they are 2o deeply in-
"terested, and with the progress of which
they are all 8o closely associated and ideati-
fied. Whatever furtherefforts they may be
called upon to make will be readily made in
whatever direction required, so lorg as the
fulfilment of the purpose of the charter can
be accomplished. I have pleasure in sup-
porting the bill, and trust that all honor-
able members will do the same. (Ap-
plause.)

MEz. SWorp would like to hear from the
Finance Mun ster in regard to the proposal
to extend the charter for this railway. He
admitted that the hon. leader of the govern-
ment was justified in bringing in this bill as
a public measure on account f the time for
private bills having elapsed, but he would
like some explanations as to the remarks of
that hon gentleman that a part of the
money voted for surveys is to be spent prac-
tically in makiog sn exploratory survey for
this road. He did not think that that was
the explanation given when the estimates
were under discussson, by the Finanoce Min-
ister, who said the surveys were for the pur-

e of getting a revenue from pre-emptions.
g: was surprised at the proposition that the
province must even make the exploratory
survey for this road, instead of the company
obtaining this information for themselves,
He foared the effect the government’s atti-
tude toward this project will have upon the
standing of the province in the ndon
money market, and eaid that there are
rumors  about  that in the cor-
respondence with respect to the Nakasp &
Slocan bonds, which the government de-
clined to make public, there is a warning as
to the effect which the Canada Western pro-
position may have upon the market. He
boped that whatever request may be made
to the government, they will not think of
entertaining any proposition involving more
than a land grant, merely to find capital for
some gentlemen who wish to build a railway.

Hon. MR TURNER was glad to hear the
hon. member who had jast spoken exprees
himself as solicitious about maintaining the
credit of this province on the British mar-
ket, because it was not so long since they
were deorying that oredit in the hope that
they could put the government in a bad fix
and prevent their borrowing money. As to
the hints of what is contained in the corres-
pondence mentioned, he (Mr. Turner) knew
of no:official corres :

He kiew thab i% ‘was reported t6 have béen
said in London that the government thought
of giving a guarantee involving an expendi-
tureof $240,000 a'year ininterest on the bonds
of this railway, and this being put before
him he replied privately that no such
guarantee had been promised, or even ask-
ed. That is the absolute fact, that no such
proposition was ever made to the govern-
ment. He reminded the house that a mat-

ter such as this railway project takesa great
deal of time to arrange ; that the expendi-

ture of twenty million doliars at least can-.

not be hastily entered upon.  For his owa
B::b he was surprised that so much has

n done as the promoters of the railway
have acoomplis He remembered that
when this first came before the house many
hon. gentlemen ridicaled the very idea of a
railway across this northerm or rather
central part of British Columbia. Their
idea was that the country was simply a sea
of mountains, ice bound, as the first map of
.the Northern Padific described the whole
provinoe of British Columbia. He thought
that a knowledge of the probable sucocess of
this enterprise would have an effect the
very reverse of injuring the oredib of the
province ; that & railway across the belt
of gold country throngh which this would
travel would be of the greatest advantage to
the province. . He pointed out that this is
nob merely a mining region, but a territory
o.ﬁtble of agricultural development. He
bslieved thav the hon. senior member for
. Viotoria has said that the CcoOmpany may re-
quire further assistance ; should that prove
the case the request would of course have to
come before the house for consideration, and
need not be discussed now. He showed how
a railway is & neogssity to open up the lands
to settlement and thereby to enable the gov-
ernmeént to get a revenue from the lands in
the shape of taxation, which they would
commence to receive as soon as ever the line
is built. A large number of persons must
of necessity become settlers before the line
is built, and ite construction musb result in
good times to the oities of the southern por-
tion just as that of the Canadian Pacific
railway did, by putting in - ciroulation in
the oities the large “amount of money
peid omb in wages. - He ‘thought thers
is very little doubt but that the Dominion
government will give a fair measure of as-
sistance to the line, and he thought they
ought to -give even more than the usual
grant, on account of the extra importance of
the line. As to the remarks of Mr. Sword

with respec to the survey money being ap-
glied for an exploratory survey for this line,
e did not thick that he (Mr. Turner) said
anything about the survey vote being put in
toenable him to collect from pre-emptors ;
in fact he could not have, as pre-emptors
pay for their own surveys. For years there
has been a fonernl request that something
should be done—altogether “irrespective of
railways—to push surveys from ‘the coast to
determine whether or not there are avail-
able tracts to the Chilcotin and Chaco val.
leys. If we have roads we can put in get-
vlers and get out their products ; and irre.
spective altogether of the railway 1t is ne.
cessary to get information in regard to that,
It is mot, however, intended to put
all the survey money into this ; and
if -what is expen does . happen to
help the rallway it will be of double
benefit to she province. As he said at the
outest he Dbelieved that another railway
through British Columbia will vastly im.
prove our financial position; that it will be
w #s adding to the wellfare of the
e, , He believed tha this road _

a it even t0 the Cabadian m
railway, by inoressing the volume of general

travel and encoursging the construotion of
oroes roads.

Mr WirLiams while 3eclaring himself as
in hvorﬂzotdth;. construction of :;l:w-y-
characteriz-d t| present proposivion as
neither judicious nor 'business like. He
thought this an impracticable scheme which
can never be carried out, and that it is time
thab the government should cease coguetting
with the electors upon this subjecs. He
claimed that those government supporters
who wished to get elected on the Island
favored the road, while those who wished
election on the Mainland opposed it. The
Chief Commissioner - of Lan
had to pooh-pook it—

i.Efiom Mg, MARTIN—I did nothing of the
kind. :

MEe. WILLIAMS contended that the hon.
gentleman must have or he would nob have
been elected. He did not blame the people
of Viotoria fer wishing to secure the ter-
minus of this road, and as to the seaior mem-
ber for that city he is working of course to
get money, and not for the love of country.
He is not different to anybody else. Hav-
ing . reviewed  the circumstances connected
with the former legislation on this subject,
and the several extensions of time, he
thought the government have used the com-
pany very leniently, and that the house
should not further extend the time, but
when the company are ready to do some-
thing the house might consider whether or
not iv should grant a new ocharter. He de-

scribed it as an imposition on the people | als

of Viotoria to lead them to hope that
the road will ever be built down to
this city., There would not be local traffic
enough in the next hundred years to make
it pay, and the through traffic would be
destined to the Orient, and it would be idle
to bring it across from Buve Inlet down:to
the city of Victoria and back again to Bate
Inlet.

Hox. MR Davie—Do you have to go to
Bute Inlet to gev to Australia? (Laughter.)

Mgr WiLLiaMs said the hon. gentleman
muet know very well that that was the case.
(Great laughter.) Well, he bad not walked
over the road and not know exactly the
geography (Renewed laughter.) At any
rate-he was sure that the scheme is impraoti-
cable and will never be carried out ; and he
book the failare to raise the money duriog
the last six years as an evidence in support
of this contention.

Hox. Cor. BAKER thought that the time
is not far distant when the government will
have to' consider some definite railway
policy to adopt in all cases in this provinace.
He pointed out that what are moab needed
here are markets for our resources, and that
lines to the -seaboard are required to put
those resources in touch with the markets of
the world. The events now going on in
China ‘indicate rapid development by rail-
ways within the next decade, which will
open to us a market of 300,000,000 people.

MER. CorToN—What will they want from
us?

Ho~N. CoL. BAKER was astonished that
the hon, member could not see that besides
the- timber, the lead and other natural
resources of this country which-would be in
immediate demand ‘in China, the opening
up of the country and its oivilization will
create wants which do not now exist.

Incurable Aged from .the Old Men's
Home a Burden on the
Hospital.

Mr. Brown Thinks the Staff Should
Recelve Compensation for

At the weeting of the Jubilee hospital
board last evening there were present Mr.
Joshua Davies in the chair, and Messrs.
A. Wilson, J. Stuart Yates, G. H. Brown,
Charles Hayward, W. M. Chudley, W. H.
Ellis, L. Braverman and H. Dallas Helmcken.

The resident medical officer, Dr. W. A.
Richardeon, sent in thefollowing report :

¢ 1 beg to maks the following report for
the month of January, 1895. The cost of
maintenance per patient during the month
has been about $1.10 per day. I would draw
your attention to the fact that pa-
tients are being sent to this hospital
from the Old Men’s Home. In one
case, that of Thowas Webb, there was no
order for admittance but as the patient
arrived in the evening in a very weak condi-
tion I was forced to admit him on the.
promise that an order would be procured
nextday, This promise was never kept.
The patient has since returned 6 the Home.
I do not think it is proper for this hospital

to be burdened with the care of these de- | B,

crepit men, whenever they have any ail-
ment, Almost all of them suffer from some
incurable disease, and are liable to remain
here indefinitely after récovering from what
in other subjects would be only slight ill-
ness. QOa February 13 another old man
named George Goodman was brought and
having a card of admission I took him in.
This in the second time he has been brought
from the Home. He is now suffering from
pneumonia and plearisy and it is not likely
he will recover. The oity authorities have
refused to admit to the Home some old, de-
crepit men after being discharged from the
hospital, who only required a comfortable
home and proper food to prevens them from
relapsing into their former condition, mak-
ing iv necessary to admit them here again as
patients, only to patch up their disease so
that they can be discharged from the- hospi-
tal. The regulations of the hospital state
that incurable cases should not be admitted
or any patients kept in the hospital if their
disease should prove to be incurable. It is
therefote impossible to carry out this regu.
lation when these cases are granted admis-
sion cards.” <

in ahumane manner in admitting theold men.

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SINGING IN TH‘ 8CHOOLS.

We are glad to see that the dsputation
from the Ministerial Association who wait-
ed on the School Trustees ab their last meet-
ing to urge upon them the adviesbility of
having vocal music taught in the public
schools, were 80 well received. Children
should be tanght to sing, and no where ocan
the elements of music be so well and so con-
veniently taugho as in the schools. We be-
lieve that it is generally admitted that your
musician should be caught young, for if he
is not allowed to contract bad habits in
¢hildhood there will be little to nnlearn tn
later years. - Some,children sing as natural-
ly as the birds do but not quite so delight-
fully. And they till sing. It is
therefore best in every way that
solentific training shull begin early. ,Be-
sides, singing gives a very pleasant variety
to school work. When the children get
tired of study and their attention begins to

flag: a lively song stimulates and refreshes
* them, _and they go to work agaln with
greater energy.

We cannot say that we subscribe to all
that some enthusiasts say about the elevat-
ing and humanising tendency of music, bat
there can be no doubt that singing is a de-
lightful accomplishment which every parent
would like his or her children to acquire.
We think the only obstacle spoken of at the
meeting can be easily surmounted. We do
not see that a teacher of music should be re-
quired to have a certificate of scholastio ac-
quirement. If his competency to teach
mausic is ascertained in some proper way
provision could be made for his salary as a
teacher of music.  This might make an
alteration in the school law nscessary and
that would require time. But, in the mean-
time, some provisional arrangement could
be made.

A BOUNDARY QUASTION.

The Seattle Prees-Times in an article on
the Alaska boundary mentions that Cana-
dians want the boundary between British
Columbia and Alaska settled, in order that
they may obtain an easy entrance into the
Yukon country from the west., It says :

The fact is that there will be in one, or
more of the inlets in Southeastern Alaska
towns of considerable importance when the
development of the interior has proceeded
» little further, and the real question in-
volved in the boundary matter is whether
such towns sha'l be on American or British
territory. If the line is run where it is
laid down on nearly all theZmaps, these
towns will be on American territory. If
the Canadian claim is held to be good they
will be on British territory. That is the
case in a nutshell, and the matter is of suffi.
cient importanoe to warrant a great’ deal
more interost than appears to be Jtaken
in it by those whose duty it is to look cfoer
such matters. . . . .., .. The Can.
adians’ dispute the starting point of the
boundary on the mainland. The Awmerican
claim isthat what is marked on the mnsu ag
Portland Canal is the Portland Canal re-
ferred to in the treaty. The Canadian
olaim is thab what is marked on the maps as
Behm Canal is the inlet referred to. Behm
is about sixty miles farther north than
Portland Canal.

Our Seattle contemporary is a little mis-
taken as to why Canadians want the Alaska
boundary question settled. They simply
wanb it settled because when a settloment is
made there will be certainty where there is

" now uncertainty, and an erd will be put to

all disputes. They want the line to be fixed
acoording to the terms‘of the treaty, whether
that line is sixty miles farther north than
the present nominal line or sixty miles
farther south. They would of course like
o be able to have a western port that will
give them easy access to the valuable region
immediately east of Alaska, but they do not
‘wanb such a port if they have no right to it.
They want the line defined, no matter what
it takes in or what it leaves out.

It is to be hoped that the Governments of
the United States and Great Britain will
Soon see the importance of leaving no place
for a dispute respecting the boundary be-
tween British Columbia and Alaska. The
settlement is already a matter of very con.
siderable importance to this Province, and
as time advances and as the northern and
northeastern part of ‘the Province become
better developed it will be of still greater
importance.

A HIGH BSTIMATE.

It is often eaid that high dignitaries of the
Roman Catholio Church are not ab all par-
tial to the Press. Ib is declared that they
not only donot value it highly or look ‘upon
it as ‘useful, but that they regard it, in its
Ppresent condition in many free countries, as
dangerous to the best interests of sooiety.
Mgr. Satolli not long since, in a epeech
which he made before the Gridiron Club of
Washington, did much to show that the
Catholio clergy hold the Press of the United
States, and indeed of all civilized countries,
in high estimation. Speaking no doubt for
his order, he said :

Soocisty is an organized body. The mem.
bers governing as by the governed, the
military, its nerves and muscles, its blood
the wealth which has its sistole and astole
through the industry of the people ; moral-
ity and religion are ite heart ; the press may
well be termed ite lungs, since it serves as
the organ of public respiration. Or, again,
I'do not hesitate to say that in the body
politic, the public press has that office
which in the individual ia performed by
oconscience, and to define ib as the organ of
social congcience. In fact, what are the
functions  of conmscience? To testify, to
withhold and instigate, to acouse, to repre-
hend and to cause remorse. All things fol.
low the applieation ot what we. know to
what we do, and this application is three-
fold: First, when we recognjzs .. that
we have or have nob done .something, and
In this way comsclence is said to testify ;
nexb, when we judge that we ought or ought
not to do something, and so conscietice +

tes or withhol and, finally, when we
& that what we have donabyu,',cll or

y done, and then oonscience aoouses,
approves or reprehends. And is itnot in-

features  of the

deed the public press which makes known
the deeds of society from day to day ?

This is admirable. The most Liberal of
living statesmen or- the ablest of living
editors could not have more correctly de:
fined the fanction of the Prees, or placed a
higher estimate on its usefulness. It is a
magnificent ~contradiction of what the
maligners of the Catholic clergy have been
saying about the hostility to the Press.

OCIVIO ADMINISTRATION.

Dr. Albert Shaw has written a book on
municipal government in Great Britain
principally it appears for the edification of
his American fellow countrymen. He finds
the British system of ocity government effi-
cient and pure. According to him it is
vastly superior to the system that obtains
in the United States, and it seems to us that
Canadisns might study it with advantage.
The following outline of the British system
a8 described by Dr. Shaw we take from the
Montreal Gazette, which recommends it to
its Canadian readers :

The English system of municipal govern-
menb is substantially the same as that in
force in Canada, with one or two notable
modifications. A city council in England is
independent of everybody except the Im-

Parliament, which exercises its au-
thority, in the main, through the officials of
the Local Government Board. This im-
portant department of the Imperial Govern-
ment oversees all local authorities and pulls
them up if they go beyond their: legal
powers. All large towns and cities in Eng-
land (except London) are on absolutely the
same level with regard to muricipal rights.
The provisions of the Municipal Corpora-
tions act govern all alike, and there is no
waste of time, money and energy on
charter tinkering. If a city wants to go
into a great scheme, it must obtain
powers by special bill from Parliament
This is a source of considerable expense
where there are conflicting interests, and
entails great labor on the parliamentary
committees, but it has the advantages of
preventing undertakings which are not in
the general interest, or which have not a
sound financial basis. For works of less
magnitude a city may obtain powers by pro-
visional order from the Local Government
board, which sends down inspectors to ex-
amine the plane and take evidence for and
against the undertaking. The regular gov-
ernment of the city is entirely in the hands
of the council, composed of mayor, alder-
men and councillors. The councillors are
elected by -popular vote in warde;
the aldermen, who are a third of the
councillors in number, are elected by the
council itself. This provision was inserted
in the Munioipal Corporations act by the
Houee of Lords with the view of making
the measure less democratic; but it has
achieved valuable results besides. The
aldermen have, for the most part, en-
tered the council by popylar vote, and
are promoted to the higher dignity for

Jlong service. Their security of tenure (they

hold office for six years and are generally
re-elected) makes them less subservient to
the populace, and gives to municipal gov-
ernment a;steadiness and continuity which
are exceedingly .desirable and are,
indeed, among the most admirable
Eonglish = system.
For aman to be in the city council for

twenty years is.no uncommon thing in Eng--

land, and the best businesa ability of the
oity is at the bidding of the eléotors. .Cor-
ruption; and the talk of i, are .alike un-
known. - No one would think of accusing
an Eoglish alderman of - taking a bribe, for
the charge would necessarily mean a long
term of imprisonment for the alderman or
his accuser. Elections are often fought on
political lines, and the council divided into
& government and opposition, each with its
own caucus. But each party knows that
ite anocess at the polls depends upon put-
bing its strongest men before the electors,
and while respectable mediocrity often finds
a place, uprightness and a koowledge of
business are always held essential.

The work of the Council is done by com.
mittees, pretty much as it is dome here,
except that the permanent officials, City
Clerk, Tressurer, Chief Constable, ete., take
a more prominent part in it than they do
here and possess much greater influence.
The Mayor is elected, not by the people, but
by the Council. He is ex-officio & member
of all the committees, and he is expected to
devote the whole of his time to the oity’s
work. It is not uncommon for a man to be
a member of the Corporation as Councillor,
Alderman and Mayor for twenty years or so.
Mr. S8haw says of the British civic adminis-
trators : *‘ A general familiarity with their
attempts and achievements might save our
Amwerican cities from some mistakes, and
might stimulate them to adopt broader and
more generous municipal programmes.”

A KINDLY AOQT.

It is well known that our good Quaeen Vioc-
toria feels for those who are in trouble of
auy kind. She has always a word of sym-
pathy for the sufferere. It is thought that
her grandson the Emperor of Germany is
not one of the soft-hearted kind, that he is
self-contained and unsympathetic. - But an
inocident thad happened only the other day
shows that he has inherited some ab least of
the kindliness and the considerateness which
the: Queen of England so often displays.

Among those who were supposed to have
been in the ill-fated steamship Elbe was J.
M. Brunson and his wife Ida. Their
friends in -San Francisco were very
anxions about -them and did not
know how to get the information
they required. Brunson was captain of a
troop of cavalry, and one of his comrades
resolved to inquire of the Emperor of Ger-
many for news of the missing man. He
therefore sent the following dispatch :

SAN FRANCIECO, Feb, 3, 1805,
Kaiser William of Germany :
Were Captain - J. M. Brunson and wife
(Baroness von Barnckow) on the steamer Eibe
LIEUTENANT J. L. WALLER.

On the second day after the dispatch was
sent Lieutenant Waller received the follow-
ing reply : ‘

BERLIN, Feb, 5, 1895,
Lieutenant Waller, San Francisco :

The aat was a kindly
one and is calculated to cause thousands to
form a better estimate of the Kaiser’s char-
acter than they had previouely entertained.

AN INSOLBNT LIAR.

The impudence of the Times is only ex-
ceeded by its unscrupulousness. It denfes
that the items we published from the free
list—the same free list as Mr. Fraser quoted
from in the passage which the Times cited—
are free, Now, the reader who wants to see
how impudently mendacious she Times is
bas only to turn to page 280 of the Trade
and Navigation returns to find that
in the year ending June 30, 1893,
there were imported into Canada 252 474,-
140 pounds of sugar, valued at $6,628,419,
whioch did not Pay duty to the extent of one
siogle cent. As of sugar, so of the other
articles we mentioned. Not one of them to
the extent there set down paid any duty at

all. The utter disregard for the truth dis-
played by the Times in this matter must
surely disgust all honest Liberals.

INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.

(Seattle Post-Intelligencer,)

The movement in favor of the negotiation
of & great general treaty to which the United
States and all the large Euaropesn govern-
menta shall be parties, having for its par-
pose the settlement by arbitration of dis-
putes that may arise between the signatory
powers, has taken form in the senate.
Senator Sherman has introduced a resolution
authorizing thd President to move in the
matter which, when it shall be reported
back from the committee on foreign re-
lations, will doubtless elicit much discussion
and disolose decided opposition.

" The patent fsot is that such an agreement
would place this government at the mercy
of the governments of Europe in matters
wherein our safety lies in absolute independ-
ence of foreign intervention or dictation. As
an illustration the Monroe dootrine ia cited.
There is not a KEuropean power which
would consent to our insistence on
the doctrine, and were it to. be urged
in any case of foreign interference with
governments on the Western Hemi-
sphere, the Europeans being largely in
the msjority would rule it out of consid-
eration. No [European Government
has ever conceded our pretensions under the
Monroe doctrine and it has been maintained
solely because ¢f our presnmed ‘or assumed
ability to enforce it

Other objections are noted, such as might
arise were Canada to become desirons of an-
nexation, and essayed to cast off her al-
legiance to Great Britain. Under such
an agreement the United  States
would be compelled- to bhs  but a
passive spectator, and even though the
people of Canada unanimously deolared in
favor of entering into the Union this govern-
ment could not permit it or even recognize
the independence of the Dominion without
consent of a majority of the signers of the
treaty, which, of course, would not be given
to revolutionists against the authority of one
of themselves.

The European treaty parties would not
abandon their theories and policies to
gratify or serve our claims and intereste,

It will be well to pause before entering
into cobligations thav will bind the United
States to follow or abide by a policy or de-
oision mapped out or formulated by Earope.
But there is an ‘alliance which from every
point of view must be matunally advantage-
ous and from ‘the standpoint of Amerioan
citizenship be honorable, safe and. credit-
able. The United States should enter into
s league with the governments of the
Western hemisphere. Ae ~ the most.
powerful, most populous and best equipped
this government would take the leadership
of a national combine, pregnant with possi-
bilities of mutual benefit and progress, not
to be acquired by union with the developed
and fixed methods of the Old World. This
wae the star of Blaine's ambition; the
beacon lighting the stormy ways, of his
public career. It was the profound con-
clusion of a statesman, the vision of an in-
telleotual seer.

British Sailors Beaten in Cairo—The

At the inquest over the body of John
Twiss, who waa hanged ab Cork on Friday
for an agrarian murder, the chaplain of the
prison gave evidenoce that the condemned
man had declared he was the viotim of
police revenge. The jury gave a verdiot

stating they believed him to have been in-
nocent, and the coroner coincided in this
view. The case has créated a great sensa-
tion.

A Berlin dispatch to the Timee says that
in his h“:lr: u:hihe R:i;:ll Mllltu!i Acad-
emy, to which army and na
umzarl had been In‘:lﬂt:dy Em Wﬂlhg
enlarged upon the necessity of strengthen.

ceivable at the treasury of the United States
and its several offices and its several post-
offices and land offices at the rates of valua-
tion following : The fourth of & dollar, or
piece of two reals, at 20 cents ; the eighth of
a dollar, or piece of one real at 10 cents, and
the sixteenth of a dollar, or half real, at 5
cents,”
 The seotion following provides that the
coins shall not be reissued from the treasur
but shall be recoined into United States
coins. The law has never been repealed,
and the silver men in congress: assert that it
:’Eoulblo to send the metal to Mexioo for
, reimport it into the United States
and present it at the treasury. They assert
that the validity of the Iaw is beyond ques-
tion, and point to the statute resurrected by
Seoretary Carlisle, which practically com-
pels the treasury  to redeem national bank
notes in gold, as' evidenoe that there are
more intricacies in the monetary system
than have been realized.

SAMOAN REBELS.

Aria, Samoa, Jan, 30.—(Per steamer
Maripoea to San Francisco)—The event of
the month has been the importation and the
sales to the rebels at Atua of rifles and am-
munition. Although the matter has not
yet been fairly sifted, enough is known to
convict the German Commercial firm In
Apis of importing 113 Snider rifles and a
large quantity of ammunition contrary to
the Berlin treaty and local arms ordinence.
A number of these guns and ammunition
and some cartridges -were sold to
the Atuan rebels. The cels were

the store of the merchant mentioned, and a

the arms. Frings, Spatsy and Laffings were
fined 150 marks and the partners were com-
pelled to deposit with the consul the amonnt
of cash they had received, about $1,200.
In addition the guns at Sarali were
secured and were reshipped to Sydney.
Three Samoan chiefs at Sarali who seized
for the government a portion .of
Imported have been _arrested and.
by the German corsul with intimidating
German residents at Saraii and compelling
them to give up arms. The municipal coun-
oil of Apia has just psssed resolutions,
which have been consented to by the three
consuls and the chief justice, to enable the
local police to arrest ali persons of all na-
tionslities charged with mporting arms and
ammunition contrary to law.

are themselves overborne with surpassing
difficulties. Labor has been largely ocur-
tailed, and & long and arduous winter is
before us. The savings of the thrifty and
industrious are either. completely lost or so
depreciated in value that many who never
knew want will need assistance, "

are called’ upon to deal. Iudeed there lie

before us all the -conditions of distress that |

touch to the quick, human hearts. And
therefore we appeal to those “ who love
their fellowmen® to respond with what
liberality they may to our oall in this our
hour of great and trying need.
