TO TAKE IN 8H0EBURYNESS.

A movement is on foot among the ar­
tillery officers of the Dominion to have 
the twenty-four artillery men who form 
part of the Jubilee contingent kept in 
England until the Shoeburyness meet­
ing, and entered in all the competitions 
open to them. While the movement is 
but in its infancy it has received the 
hearty support of all the comtnanding 
artillery officers in the Dominion, and 
the only obstacle in the way is whether 
the men will be able to get the necessary 
leave of absence from their business- du­
ties in Canada to remain. It is under­
stood, however, that of the fifteen men 
asked fourteen have given a favorable 
answer, only one having to decline. The 
remaining nine are yet to be heard from. 
If the plan can be Carried through, the 
Dominion Artillery Association will pro­
vide for the men’s maintenance in Eng­
land during the time intervening be­
tween the conclusion of the Jubilee cel­
ebration and the opening of the Shoe- 
burvness meet, a period of about a 
month.

The programme of the National Artil­
lery Association at the annual meeting 
at Shoebnrynese, July 31 to August 7, 
has just been published.

Vancouver, June Further inter­
views with officers of the steamer 
Hupeh, now-in port, elicit the fact that 
the twenty-five Roman Catholic monks 
were roasted by rebels in the Philippine 
islands, and not bv Spanish troops as 
previously reported. The information 
was furnished by a prominent resident 
of Ilo Ilo, in the group of islands, and 
corroborated by a foreign consul.

The Philippine islands have long been 
ruled by Catholic priests, and there ie 
much intense hatred felt against them. 
The officers of the Hupeh, m fact, state 
that the whole trouble arose from the 
action of the priests. In consequence of 
cruelty practiced by the Spanish troops 
on rebels, or those suspected of being in 
sympathy with the rebel cause, tbe re­
bels in revenge perpetrated acts of 
cruelty on the hapless monks who came 
into their clutches.

The customary mode of roasting a 
sucking pig in the islands ie by.thrust­
ing a bamboo through the pig and then 
fastening it to an iron and roasting it 
over a slow fire. This was done to the 
monks, the bamboo being thrust through 
them while alive. Previous to her 
voyage to this port the Hupeh made a 
trip from Hongkong to Ilo Ilo, and it 
was just previous to this voyage that 
the act reported occurred near Manilla.

He was stricken 
several weeks ago with paralysis, but 
had apparently recovered his strength. 
On Saturday he paid a visit to Trail, and 
caught a bad cold, which settled in 
his throat. His medical attendants, 
seing that only heroic measures would 
save his life, performed the operation of. 
tracheotomy, but it was seen as soon as 
the ipcision was made that there was no 
hope of saving him, as the inflammation 
had extended clear down the windpipe. 
He only survived the operation about 
half an hour.

Rev. Father Revers, of Wisconsin, a 
life-long friend of Father Lemay, was 
with him daring his last hours, as were 
many of his pariehoners. The last sac­
rament of the church was administered 
by Father Revere. The end was peace­
ful, Father Lemay being able to talk to 
those about him almost to the last.

Father Lemay was 49 years of age and 
a native of Montreal. He was educated 
in St. John’s College and has spent the 
last fifteen or sixteen years of his life in 
the West. The churcli and school which 
he erected here are the most fitting mon­
uments to his life work. He will be 
buried here according to his own wishes.

Ballard Mill Burned.
Seattle, June 4.—Arthur E. Pretty’s 

saw and shingle mill, on Salmon bay, 
In Ballard, was burned to the ground 
yesterday afternoon, with a loss of fully 
$20,000.

60 bbls, English Linseed Oil, ITHE SUGAR SCHEDULE.

Washington, Jane 8.—The Republi­
can senatorial' caucus to-day devoted al­
most its entire time to the consideration 
of the sugar schedule. No agreement 
was reached in regard to the Hawaiian 
treaty, and the committee is expected to 
report some amendments or a provision 
which will no leave the matter in any 
uncertain condition, or abrogate the ex­
isting reciprocity provision or the treaty. 
An important feature of the causus 
waa the determination reached to 
vote together as a party, which 
insures united action on all contested 
schedules and the passage of tbe bill as 
approved by the majority. The main 
propositions on the sugar schedule were 
those fixing the rate on refined sugar. 
There were three of these propositions. 
The one adopted fixing the rate of 1.950 
cents per pound in place of 1.876 cents 
as fixed by the House bill was suggested 
by Senator Spooner, and accepted by an 
almost unanimous vote.

Oxford, Eng., June 7.—The visiting 
team of the Philadelphia Cricket Club 
met the first eleven of the Oxford Uni­
versity Cricket Club to-day. The sky 
waa overcast, a fresh wind blowing, and 
only a thin fringe of spectators present 
when the play commenced at noon. The 
wicket was in good shape. A. H. Cun- 
eliffie and K. C. Hartley, of Oxford, are 
considered the best amateur bowlers in 
England. Bardswell, captain of the 
Oxfords, was unable to play because of 
a sprained thumb. Oxford won the toss 
and Champagne and Bamson faced King 
and Bailey’s bowling. Runs came slow­
ly, and at 12:30 p.m. Bamson was 
bowled by King, the first wicket falling 
lor 13 runs.

With four wickets down Oxford had a 
score of 166 runs. Bromley Martin suc­
ceeded Bamson. The Philadelphians 
then gave an exhibition of pretty field­
ing, and when 31 runs had been scored 
P. P. Clark succeeded Bailey 
bowler of the visiting team. The bowl­
ing of the American at first was quite 
difficult for the University men, but 
later the Oxford batsmen began to un­
derstand the American style, and when 
the Oxford’s score had been run up to 
62, George Patterson, the American cap­
tain, replaced P. P. Parker as bowler.

CARIBOO CREEK CAMP.
The present place of entry for the 

growing Cariboo Creek camp is Barton 
Gity, nâmed after R. S. Burton, locator 
of the townsite; it is situated in the 
Narrows, about 20 miles south of 
Nakusp. A trail to the mineral dis­
coveries leads out of Burton and hits 
Mineral City about seven miles up on 
Gariboo creek.

The pioneer location is the Golden 
Eagle, located by Hardy in 1894, after 
the placer e’xcitement. The most de­
veloped property is the Promestora, on 
Mineral creek, from which shipments 
have been made and returns got showing 
$59.65 in gold. The claim returning the 
highest assays is the War Eagle, on the 
other side from the Promestora. The 
claims are principally located on Cari­
boo, Mineral, Snow and Goat Canyon 
creeks, all of which empty into Trout 
creek.

The formation is principally elate and 
granite, and the mineral is chiefly galena 
and gold-bearing quartz. There are 
about 520 claims located and assessments 
have been done on a very large number 
of them. Many of the claims are oper­
ated by stock companies, of which 
there are eight or nine besides local 
companies.

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ORIENTAL NEWS.
Some trouble has arisen between Jap­

anese settlers in Saipan, Ladrone Islands, 
and the Spanish officials there. It ap- 
jears that a Japanese company—the 
'fonaka South Pacific Trading Co.—has 
been doing business there for some years 
in copra and other products. Some ten 
rapaneee live on the island, and on New 
Year’s Day they met in a house with the 
intention (according to their own ac­
count) of drinking the healths of the 
Emperor of Japan and the King of 
Spain. As they had no Spanish flag 
they manufactured what was meant to 
be one out of strips of paper, and, cross­
ing it with their own national flag, 
placed both over the door. A Spanish 
officer, noticing the apology for his own 
flag, went and ordered both to be hauled 
down. This the Japanese refused to do, 
and after some talk the officer went 
away, apparently quite satisfied. But a 
letter has just arrived in-Tokyo stating 
that Mr. Miyasaki, the representative of 
the company en the island, was taken 
Saipan to Guam in a Spanish vessel on 
April 1, and there imprisoned, without 
trial, for insulting the dignity of Spain 
in hoisting such a travesty on the Span­
ish flag. The company has, therefore, 
laid the matter before the Japanese gov­
ernment.

Rev. James S. Collins was drowned on 
the 20th of May while making hie way 
from Yengping to Kuching.

A telegram received in Tokyo from the 
Governor-General of the Philippines 
under date May 13th, announced that 
Mender-Nuner, Maragondon and Fer- 
nate, the last villages where the Cavite 
rebels were intrenched, had been cap­
tured yesterday.

Smallpox is reported to be prevalent 
in Tochige prefecture, where some ten or 
twelve fresh cases are reported daily. 
Smallpox and other epidemics are also 
reported very prevalent in Tokyo.

Vernacular papers report that dis­
patches have been received by the Col­
onial Department from Formosa stating 
that 200 cases of black plague have 
broken out at Taihoku and Taiwan.

The third instalment of the war in­
demnity, including interest and the cost 
of maintaining the Japanese force in oc­
cupation of Wei-hai-wei, amounting al­
together to £2,892,544, was received by 
the Japanese minister in London from 
the Chinese minister on May 8.

On May 6 a shower of yellow rain fell 
at Mita, Ibaraki. The Advertiser says 
“ it was odorless and tasteless, but a 
doctor analyzed it and stated that it 
probably contained resin.”

The Osaka Asahi says that at present 
foreigners at Kobe have about 45,000 
tsubo of land leased in their own names.

THE “ EMPRESS ” IN PORT.

The arrival from Asiatic ports yester­
day morning of the C.P.R. steamship 
Empress of Japan Victoria has been the 
first port of call for three big Oriental 
liners this week. When the tender R. 
P. Rithet went to William Head to meet 
the big Pacific greyhound it was feared 
that the C.P.R. was in for another siege 
of smallpox, but such did not prove the 
case. The ship brings a large number 
of distinguished personages, not the least 
important among them being Com­
mander Gore-Brown of H.M.S. Narcis­
sus of the China squadron now at Hong­
kong, on bis way home on leave. An­
other prominent passenger is General 
Washburn. He is an ex-Senator for 
Minnesota and is at present president of 
the Soo line. He is now returning with 
his wife and family from a Japanese 
tour, and on his arrival at Vancouver will 
board a private car there awaiting his 
party. Lady Bailer is now on her 
way to the Diamond Jubilee cele­
bration in London. She is the 
wife of Admiral Sir Edward Boiler, who 
is the commander of the British North 
China squadron. Among other note­
worthy passengers are Miss E. R. Scid- 
more, of literary fame; Bishop Eving- 
ton, a missionary in Southern Japan ; 
Major Edwards, a military man with 
honors won on the battlefield ; and Sur­
geon Col. H. Johnson, who is en route 
to England from Northern India.

The Japan sailed from Yokohama on 
May 28, and had a delightful passage. 
Four days from port she sighted a 
schooner with black hull and a white 
rail, supposed to be Capt. Baker’s craft, 
which sailed some days ago for the Cop­
per islands. The Empress brought 376 
Chinese, 20 of whom will be landed here 
after the customary baths at quarantine. 
She also brought a very large cargo, in­
cluding 900 bales of silk.

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A NOTABLE AUSTRALIAN.
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NEW ASYLUM ADDITION.
The contract for building the new ad­

dition to the provincial hospital for the 
insane, at. Westminster, has been 
secured by Mr. John Goughian, of this 
city, and was signed yesterday. There 
were eight tenderers for tbe work, the 
price at which Mr. Coughlah secured it 
being-$19,500.

This extension to the asylum will give 
additional room for sixty patients, and 
in hja plan Mr. W. Rid g wav Wilson, the 
architect, has kept as nearly as possible 
to the general, appearance of the present 
buildings. The addition will be of brick, 
with elate roof, and measures 135 feet by 
40 feet on the ground, with two small 
wings, one for lavatories and water 
closets and the other for noisy patients.

The work will be on the most modern 
lines, with perfect ventilation and 
plumbing, and will conduce greatly to 
the comfort of the unfortunates who.are 
patients at the asylum, as at present the 
building now in use is overcrowded. In 
addition to dormitories there is to be a 
large well-lighted day room for the 
patients, and while the wing will for the 
present be detached from the main build­
ing the intention is to connect it by a 
corridor later on.

Besides this new wing other improve­
ments are in progress at the asylum, 
among them being the placing of a larger 
water main and the institution of better 
drainage.

An assay of 16,700 ounces of silver on

PREPARING FOR SOMETHING BIG.
Says the Kaslo Kootenaian : The 

British Exploration Company purchased 
51 per cent, of the stock of the Helena 
and Frisco silver mine near Kaslo last 
January, since which time the mine has 
produced nothing. Instead, $225,000 
has been spent in development. It will 
now be operated on a far more extensive 
scale. It was the desire of the new 
owners to throw in sight ore enough to 
run the mill five years, and to keep the 
work in that condition. The work was 
commenced in January, since which 
time over 100 men have been employed, 
and the manager said last night that the 
mine would be ready to operate about 
July. It will then be develojsed down 
to the 800-foot level, the levels being 200 
feet apart. The mill have a capacity of 
800 tons at that depth. The engine will 
be set in a station underground, 1,200 
feet from the boilers, at the end of the 
tunnel where the station is out. The 
station proper for the engine is 35 feet 
high, 36 feet wide, and 70 feet long, and 
is all timbered with Oregon fir, 16x18. 
The new machinery and theover hauling 
of the mill, the building of a large van­
ner room, the cutting of the big station 
for the hoist, the engine and the differ­
ent levels will cost when ready to start, 
$225,000. The mine will then be run 
steadily at full capacity.

AINSWORTH LOOKING UP.
An important strike has been made on 

the north of Coffee creek, ten miles west 
of Ainsworth, by William Monter.

The Kootenaian says : One of the best 
camps in the Northwest is Ainsworth.

The road over the pass is already being 
slashed out and other preliminary work 
is being done ; Mr. Escolme will con­
tinue these operations, look over the 
country and see just what its opportuni­
ties are

“ The company’s intentions are to do 
a general trading and transportation 
business,” said Mr. Escolme, “ and as 
the travel into the Yukon is very large 
and constantly increasing, we expect it 
to be remunerative.. We have, of course, 
general powers that permit us to do 
mining also, but no special powers that 
any other corporation could not get.”.

The party will remain in town for a 
few days before proceeding north.

The smelter com­
pany alone employe 76 men around 
Waterloo in its timber and logging 
camps. So far bull pine has been used 
almost exclusively, but now the loggers 
are beginning to attack the tamarack 
forests, which will soon be on the 
market in the shape of lumber.
In the five monthe of opération, not­
withstanding various delays, the smelter 
company’s mill has produced the 
enormous total' of 1,600,000 feet of 
lumber. Of this about 300,000 feet has 
tone to Roesland and the rest, 1,300,000 
:eet,has been used right herein Trail. 
During the same time the Nelson com­
pany’s mill has turned about 500,000 
feet of lumber, nearly all of which has 
been used here. Besides this, there 
have been large quantities of lumber 
shipped into Trail to be used in build­
ing; but disregarding this fact, it is evi­
dent that at least 1,800,000 feet of lum­
ber has been used in the various build­
ings put up here since the end of the 
year.

It is well known that Collector Milne 
has repeatedly drawn the attention of 
the Ottawa authorities to this state of 
affairs, and although the department 
have promised that Mr. Davie, who is 
now stationed at Fort Cudahy, would be 
detailed to visit the small settlement at 
Lake Lendeman, which is just beyond 
the summit of Chilcoot pass and in Brit­
ish Columbia, nothing has so far been 
done in the matter.

Mr. Milne has no doubt done all 
in his power to facilitate the operations 
of British Columbia merchants, but the 
lack of proper preventive measures at 
the boundary has lost many thousands 
of dollars in trade to local houses. On 
Mr. J. H. Mclllree’s return from the 
Yukon, whither he accompanied the last

At present the method followed in 

sending Canadian goods into the Yukon 
by way of the Chilcoot Pass, is for ex­
porters to give a bond to the customs 
authorities at Seattle that the goods will 
be landed in British territory. The 
goods are forwarded to Dyea, at the 
head of Lynn Canal, and have to be 
companied by an American officer from 
the point of landing in the United States 
to the boundary line at Sheep Camp on 
the Canadian side of the slope. This 
officer costs the shippers- $5 per day and 
expenses, and is quite an item in the bill 
of costs. As there is no Canadian officer 
at the boundary these bonds are re­
turned to Victoria, and Collector Milne 
in order to assist the traders completes 
the papers and returns them to Seattle 
to be cancelled. Under these circum­
stances It is not much wonder that the 
large party from the East, which left for 
the North by the Queen, bought little 
but personal effects during their stay in 
this city.

The method of granting permits to 
sell liquors in the mines is another cause 
of dissatisfaction on the part of city 
wholesalers. It is stated that almost the 
whole of the trade from that section 
in “ liquid refreshments ” goes East as 
securing the requisite permit in a very 
large measure depends upon -having the 
strong influence which the big establish­
ments of Ontario and Quebec are capable 
of exercising.

SHEETS OF PURE COPPEK.

A. L. Rogers and Joseph Young ar­
rived in Grand Forks from Summit 
camp recently with samples of ore from 
the Banner and Joeie claims, both of 
which are turning out some good look­
ing rock, while the ore from the Banner 
is of a character rarely seen in that sec­
tion of the country. The sample that 
Mr. Rogers brought down shows sheets 
of native copper running through grey 
copper ore. The metal is in its pure 
state and the only treatment it needs is 
to be run into bars. Mr. Rogers says 
that the Banner lead is five feet in width 
between well defined walls of porphyry 
and cyanite. Two and one-half feet of 
the lead is grey copper ore, and the re­
maining two and one-half feet carries 
the native copper. A shaft is now down 
about six feet on the lead. No assays 
have been made at that depth, but on 
the surface the ore carried $4 to $5 in 
gold, and five ounces in silver.

The Josie claim, which is an extension 
of the Banner, and owned by Mr. Rog­
ers, Mr. Young and Edmnnd Duford, 
shows as pretty peacock copper and sul- 
phurets as can be seen any 
shaft has been sunk eight feet on this 
claim and the .ore extends entirely 
across the shaft bottom. The width of 
the lead at this point has not been 
determined.

DISTRICT INVITING PROSPECTORS.
Thomas Brown, of Pilot Bay, was in 

Nelson last week on hie way to Fort 
Steele via Bonner’s Ferry. He will 
spend the coming summer in looking 
over the country between Fort Steele 
and Kootenay lake in the interests of an 
Eastern Canadian syndicate. He is of 
the opinion that the district along the 
west branch of the St. Mary’s river will 
receive a great deal of attention this 
spring. The mineral deposits were first 
made known by Henry Rose and his 
partners, who are said to have upwards 
of 25 claims scattered over it.

LOCATIONS ON SAME LEDGE.
Ad ecision in a case heard by Judge 

Spinks in the County cphrt at Grand 
Forks recently, the Miner of that place 
thinks will, "unless reversed, “change 
the entire effect of the mineral act and 
allow a prospector to locate as many 
claims as he may see fit on any ledge 
which he may discover on the surface. 
This decision is in effect that surface in­
dications will not prove the location of 
two claims upon the same vein or lode.” 
The case was that of Abraham Hall vs. 
Ella Clark and affected the title of the 
Wellington Square mineral claim, plain­
tiff alleging that it was located upon the 
same vein or lode aS the Snowbird pro­
perty, owned by defendant, and she was 
holding these two properties contrary to 
the provisions of the mineral act. Plain­
tiff’s witnesses swore that in their opin­
ion, based on surface indications, the 
claims were on the same ledge; defend­
ant s witnesses were of the opinion that 
the claims in dispute were not on the 
same vein, and produced rock from the 
respective properties which differed 
greatly in appearance. After being out 
about fifteen minutes the jury returned 
a verdict for the defendant.

“ The verdict in this case,” says the 
Miner, “ hinges on the difficulty of 
judging from surface showings whether 
or not two claims are upon the same 
vein or lode, no matter how positive the 
indications may be. If it is allowed to 
stand there will be practically no limit 
to the amount of ground a greedy pros­
pector can tie up, by locating a number 
of claims along the ledge.”

COTTON 18. KING, ^
Washington, June 8.—By thedeeisive 

vote of 42 to 18, the Senate to-day adopted 
an amendment to the tariff bill, placing 
raw cotton, the great product of the 
South, on the dutiable list at 20'per cent, 
ad valorem. It is the first time in the 
history of tariff legislation that a duty 
on cotton has been incorporated in a 
bill. The amendment was proposed 
by Mr. Bacon, Democrat from Georgia, 
on his individual responsibility, and 
without the approval of the finance com­
mittee, which thus far has been re­
quisite to the success of every amend­
ment. The amendment led to a spirited 
debate, the Democratic senators disclos­
ing a wide difference of views, and at 
times exchanging sharp personal criti­
cisms. On the final vote several Demo­
crats voted with thp Republicans for the 
Bacon amendment, while the negative 
vote was solidly Democratic with one 
exception.

Mr. Bacon said the omission of this 
article from the dutiable list was a vio­
lation of the principles of the Democra­
tic platform, that tariff taxation should 
be so imposed as to discriminate against 
no section. The tariff as a whole fell 
like a dead weight upon the producer of 
cotton, raising t^he price of all articles 
essential to his rise, and yet on his arti­
cle of production, raw cotton, he was 
“ left in the lurch.” Last year, statistics 
showed, 65,000,000 pounds of cotton were 
imported into the United States, valued 
at $6,000,000. The arrivals oi foreign 
cotton were increasing constantly.

The debate on cotton took up most of 
the day, and but little progress was 

Early in the day the

At the Hotel Driard are a party of 

four gentlemen who have come from 
England for the purpose of going up to 
the Yukon country for the preliminary 
development work of the British Yukon 
Co. who have just had their charter 
passed by the Dominion parliament. 
This party is composed of Messrs. J. H. 
Escoloie, managing director of the com­
pany; Arthur Bellingham, mining and 
kivil engineer ; R. Hill, an experienced 
sawmill operator and lumberman; and 
!H. F. Holmes. Mr. Escolme says that 
the intention is at present to go to Se- 
quimieh bay, in Alaska, where sawmills 
and a general depot will be established, 
and then trading posts will be opened on 
the line through the White Pass into 
the Yukon. The White Pass, Mr. 
Escolme feels assured, is the most 
practicable key to the Yukon. The inten­
tion is to run steamers to the foot 
of the pass to connect with 36 miles of 
railway which will reach the lakes 
whence steamers will again be ased. 
Ihe road over the pass is already being 
slashed out and other preliminary work 
is being done ; Mr. Escolme will con­
tinue these operations, look over the 
sountry and see just what its opportuni­
ties are

“ The company’s intentions are to do 
i general trading and transportation 
business,” said Mr. Escolme, “and as 
the travel into the Yukon is very large 
ind constantly increasing, we expect it 
to be remunerative.. We have, of course, 
leneral powers that permit us to do 
mining also, but no special powers that 
iny other corporation could not get.”.

The union ia declared to be “ eternal.” 
It ia expressly provided by the conatitu- 
tion that the right of the Emperor to hia 
office ahall never be queationed and the 
Imperial authority, including therein 
the Bundearath, or the council appoint- 
ed by the states, has power to do any­
thing that may be neceaeary to preaerve 
the welfare of the empire. Hence it 
contrôla trade, commerce, taxation and 
criminal law and foreign relatione. It 
ia expreaaly provided that the law of the 
empire ahall over-rule the elate lawa 
when they are antagoniatic. It will, 
therefore, be Been that the Imperial or­
ganization ia on lines along which a 
strong ruler could eaeily find 
abaolutiam.

An illustration of how imperialistic 
plane may be worked reference may be 
made to a bill lately introduced into the 
Prussian legislature to prohibit the for­
mation of political societies. It has not 
become law, and probably will not be 
carried for the present at least. If this 
became the law of Prussia, the next 
step would be to secure similar legisla­
tion in some of the other states, and this 
would be followed by an Imperial 
law to the same effect, 
understood that the Emperor himself 

the promoter of this extraordinary 
measure which waa designed to prevent 
free speech. The press is already so 
muzzled t^at anything like free criticism 
ia no longer possible except under peril 
of imprisonment for leae majeste. No 
political meeting can now be held with­
out a police officer in uniform being 
present to watch the proceedings. The 
new measure proposed that this officer 
should have a right to dismiss any meet­
ing at which anything was said or done 
that did not meet with hia approval. 
There would be very little of freedom left 
ia a country where such a law found a 
place on the statute book.

The present Emperor is extending his 
autocratic powers in a manner never 
dreamt of by either his father or his 
grandfather, and one of the gravest 
questions in Europe to-day is as to the 
limit to which he can go in his aggres­
sions without precipitating a revolution. 
The German Empire is a voluntary 
organization. The Emperor does not 
now wear the crown by reason of 
quest, nor by any other tenure than the 
assent of the legislative bodies of the 
several states. The progress of democ­
racy is checked to some degree by the 
vested interests of the titled aristocracy, 
who are very numerous and enjoy many 
special privileges, 
could, by acting in harmony with the 
aristocracy, secure very substantial foun 
datioua ior the imperial throne, but the 
present Kaiser is not discreet. There are 
twenty-two reigning families in Ger­
many and one hundred and one othe> 
families who are declared by the consti­
tution to be of equal rank with them. 
The Kaiser represents only one of these 
one hundred and twenty-three families 
but his arrogance is such that he assumes 
superiority to them all. He is not popu­
lar with the masses; he is disliked by 
the aristocracy. To all appearances he 
is riding for a very bad fall.

H little who held the offices at Ottawa or 
Victoria provided the policy that pre­
vailed was for the interests of British 
Columbia. It has its personal and poli­
tical preferences, but first of all it places 
its duty to the constituency of which it 
is, to some extent at least, the spokes­
man. Therefore it has abstained from 
hampering the Federal government, in 
dealing with British Columbia railway 
matters, by insisting on what there 
no reason to suppose we could get. We 
do not wish to be understood as admit­
ting that the Crow’s Nest Pass subsidy 
ought all to be charged against this Pro­
vince on a computation of what its first 
claims to Dominion assistance are. This 
railway is by no means a work for the 
sole benefit or principally for the benefit 
of British Columbia. Neither do we ad­
mit that the suggested subsidy to the 
Columbia & Western at all satisfies the 
just demands of the Province in this 
regard. This does not, however, prevent 
us from conceding that if the Dominion 
government obtains from parliament 
such a money grant as will secure the 
construction of a railway from Leth­
bridge to Penticton within two

izing other and very influential interests. 
Our contemporary compares the sugges­
ted irrigation works with the Cariboo 
and Cassiar railways, to the disadvan­
tage of the latter. This is not the vsy 
to go to work to ensure success for an ir­
rigation scheme. A very great 
people believe the railways mentioned to 
be enterprises of prime importance. 
This is very likely to be demonstrated 
within the present year. What possible 
good can it do to decry them ? We 
understand how a mere factious oppon­
ent of the government might think it 
good policy to attack these projects, but 
not how any one can do so if he really 
wishes to promote any public project re­
quiring legislative sanction. The way 
to get a man’s support is not to tell him 
that he is either a knave or a fool.

We believe 
quite sincere in its desire to promote ir­
rigation on alsrge scale,and suggest that 
it should, for the present, forget that it 
is in opposition, and present the case for 
irrigation in a practical way, as though 
it expected its suggestions to bear 
some other fruit than discontent. 
Has it worked out any 
of irrigation? Has’ it in 
any special district where it thinks irri­
gation ditches ought to be constructed 
at public expense. Does it know about 
the adequacy of the water supply? Can 
it give any data upon which to base an 
estimate of the expense? We concede 
that these are matters which the 
ernment might very properly consider. 
We see no reason why a commissioner 
might not be appointed next year to 
make a report on the subject. But in 
the meantime some good might result 
from a newspaper discussion, and it is 
surely not unreasonable to suppose that 
the Sentinel is in a position to contribute 
some valuable suggestions upon these 
points. If it will do so, the Colonist 
will be happy to give them what ad­
ditional publicity its circulation will 
afford. We cannot promise to advocate 
any plan of irrigation until we know 
something about it, but it is surely fair 
enough to ask the chief champion of this 
class of public improvements to take the 
lead in a practical discussion. If the re­
sult of such a discussion is to show that 
a comprehensive plan of irrigation is 
feasible, there will probably be little 
difficulty in securing legislative sanction 
for it.
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THE “ WORLD" UNREASONABLE.

The Vancouver World accuses the 
Colonist of abusing Mr. Maxwell, M.J*., 
and beslobbering Mr. Heinze. “ That 
day the World went Wrong,” as the poet 
hath it. The Colonist has neither 
abused the one nor beslobbered the other 
of the gentlemen named. It character­
ized Mr. Maxwell’s reported attitude in 
regard to the proposed subsidy to the 
Columbia & Western railway as “ re­
markable.” This is the only word used 
in regard to Mr. Maxwell, and it can 
hardly be called a word of abuse. The 
Colonist further said that Mr. Max­
well’s reported opposition to the sub­
sidy, if Mr. Heinze is to get it, shows 
that he is more interested in the success 
of some individuals than in the welfare 
of the Province. Is this abuse? If the 
report of Mr. Maxwell’s attitude is cor­
rect, he is in favor of the subsidy only 
on the condition that someone else than 
Mr. Heinze gets it. Surely this is placing 
the interest of some individuals befoi e 
the welfare of the Province, for it 
is undoubtedly for the welfare of the 
Province that the road from Rossland 
to Penticton should be built no matter 
who may build it. At least, such 
is the view which the Colonist 
holds, and we believe it is the correct 
view. The World takes a directly oppo­
site position and declares that unless the 
line ie extended through to the Coast 
the construction of the Crow’s Nest Pass 
railway “ will not in any way benefit 
either the Coast trade or a very large 
Baction of the Province.” We dissent 
from this, so far as it refers to the trade 
of the Coast cities. A railway to Pen­
ticton will give the Coast cities a route 
into the Boundary Creek country, the 
interests of which will be greatly devel­
oped by the construction of the Crow’s 
Nest Pass railway. We do not question 
the position of our Vancouver contem­
porary that if the through line were 
built it would be better for the Coast 
cities than that the line should stop at 
Penticton; but we think it a great mis- 
t ike for the World to seek to make it 
appear that the Coast cities will not 
benefit by the development of Kootenav 
and will derive no advantage from the 
line to Penticton.

As to the Colonist’s attitude in re­
gard to Mr, Heinze, it said he was recog­
nized as “ a gentleman of splendid busi­
ness talents and remarkable enterprise.” 
We think this is true notwithstanding 
the World’s rather churlish remarks, and 
even if he has done nothing more than 
build “ a smelter at Trail and a • jerk- 
road’ railway from Trail to Rossland,” 
he would still be entitled to recognition 
as a man of business capacity. We do 
not know that Mr. Heinze’s personality 
cuts any figure in the affair, the only 
point of interest in this connection being 
that he is apparently in a position to ac­
cept a subsidy and build the railway.

We pass by with brief notice the covert 
insinuation of the World as to the 
reasons for the Colonist’s course in this 
matter. Time will show whether that 
course is not the correct 
favored the Penticton-Boundary line; 
we favored the Columbia & Western 
road in its entirety ; we favored the 
Coast-Kootenay line. If only the first 
could have been got we should have béen 
pleased, as the second can be got we 
are more pleased ; if the third 
can be got we shall be most pleased ;

thing because we cannot get something 
better, especially as the securing of what 
we can get will lead to getting what we all 
want. We say that the government will 
do well if it can secure the construction 
before the close of 1898 of a railway from 
Lethbridge to Penticton.

If it will insist as a part of the terms of 
the Columbia & Western subsidy that 
work shall be began at Penticton and be 
pushed to completion to Boundary

Every member of the committee no 
doubt sympathized with the people of 
the Coast cities in their desire to secure 
the trade of the mining districts, but it 
did not follow that they would be de­
prived of any legitimate proportion of 
that trade by reason of the line being 
built only to Penticton. The route by 
Okanagan Lake to Sicamous means only 
about 150 miles further than a direct 
line to the Coast, and it would be a mat­
ter of serious consideration to parlia­
ment whether it should authorize an ex­
penditure of eight or ten millions for 
the purpose of saving this 150 miles.
Necessarily it would be some years be­
fore there would be sufficient develop­
ment in British Columbia to warrant 
such an expenditure.

He felt all confidence that under the 
arrangement which the government had 
in contemplation with the C.P.R. for the 
building of the Crow’s Nest line they 
would be able to insure the people of the 
Pacific coast such rates as would enable 
them to compete successfully for the 
trade of mining districts. The people of 
the coast cities ought to be satisfied with 
the arrangements which the government 
was making. The government ought not 
to be asked, either directly or by impli­
cation, to commit itself to an undertak­
ing which might involve an expenditure 
of eight or ten million dollars to save 100 
or 150 miles. Moreover, there was no 
conclusive evidence as to the feasibility 
of a line west of Penticton to the coast.
In order that his iriends in Brit­
ish Columbia might know what 
his views were he had spoken out 
so plainly.

Montreal, June 7.—(Special)—The 
Champlain Liberals having contested the 
election of Dr. Marcotte on the ground 
of clerical interference, Dr. Marcotte has 
entered a cross-petition against Dr. Tra­
de!, the defeated Liberal candidate, ask­
ing his disqualification.

Montreal, June 7. — Messrs. Dan 
Mann and William Mackenzie will have 
the contract from the C.P.R. for build­
ing the Crow’s Nest Pass Railway, and 
no doubt will sub-let so as to permit the 
greatest possible progress with construc­
tion. In all probabilities it will take 
two seasons. Railway men here estim­
ate the construction at fully $27,000 a 
mile, including bridges. It also tran­
spires that Chas. Hyman, of London, 
Herbert Holt, of Montreal, and others, 
are interested with Heinze and his as­
sociates of the Columbian & Western, 
who are after a subsidy to build a rail­
way from Robson west to Penticton.

Montreal, June 7.—(Special)—At the 
annual meeting otthe Bank of Montreal 
to-day General Manager Clonston said 
the past year had been very disappoint­
ing and the future is shrouded in uncer­
tainty. The position" is a very 
delicate one, and any further depres­
sion coming on the community already 
weakened by a long fight against adverse 
circumstances will precipitate a very 
serious state of affairs, worse than any 
yet encountered. On the other hand, 
the settlement of the tariff with due re­
gard to vested interests, a good crop 
with fair prices, lenient treatment and 
judicious assistance in the meantime to 
those in business, may yet make this 
year the beginning of a prosperous 
period.

Crop prospects are good in the North­
west and fair in Ontario, though back­
ward in Quebec. Mineral development 
in the West is adding daily to the wealth 
of the country, and various lines of in­
dustry will be assisted through the 
building of the railway into the British 
Columbia mining region, which of itself 
will be almost enough to start the hands 
of the commercial barometer to fair 
weather.

Madrid, June 6.—The Queen Regent 
has confirmed Senor Canovas, the 
Premier, in his ministerial power, and 
the cabinet will remain in office with 
the personnel unchanged.

All the leading members of the Diet 
and the Chamber of Deputies who were 
consulted by Her Majesty, as well as 
three marshals, have advised her 
call Weyler from Cuba. It is under­
stood, however, that the government 
does not contemplate any immediate 
change in the supreme command in 
Cuba. The surprise and displeasure of 
the various sections of the opposition are 
not easy to describe.

The solution of the crisis is a general 
surprise as much in ministerial circles as 
in the world at large. The only explana­
tion is that the first thought of the 
Premier is to vindicate his amour propre 
so far as the Liberals are concerned, and 
when this is established, to find occasion 
at an early date so to modify the cabinet 
as to satisfy the Liberals and to ter­
minate the deadlock before the Cortes 
reassembles, which will probably not be 
for several months. It can hardly be 
doubted that the modification will in­
clude the replacing of Capt.-Geu. Weyler 
by some other commander.

Havana, June 6.—In political circles 
and among the Spanish general public, 
where a feeling of acute anxiety has ex­
isted as to the outcome of the cabinet 
crisis in Madrid, keen satisfaction is 
expressed at the news that Senor Cano­
vas has received fresh proof of confi­
dence from the Crown.

JAPAN DISPLAYS FORCE.
w San Francisco, June 6.—The steamer 
Coptic arrived this evening from Hono­
lulu, bringing advices up to May 31. 
According to the latest information 
procurable, the difficulty between Japan 
and Hawaii growing out of the immigra­
tion question has been increased rather 
than diminished by the diplomatic pro­
ceedings. Officers on board the Japan 
cruiser Naniwa, now at Honolulu, state 
that a second Japanese man-of-war ie 
now en route to Honolulu, and that a 
third armed vessel is about to depart 
from Yokohama for the islands. •

Mrs. Shimamura, wife of the Japanese 
minister at Honolulu, has arranged to 
leave for Japan on June5. The intended 
departure caused a rumor in Honolulu to 
the effect that the minister would 
follow her. He has admitted that he 
was not satisfied with the answer of the 
Hawaiian government in regard to the 
immigration controversy, and he gave 
c use iriends to understand that unless a 
reply satisfactory to him were made he 
would depart for Tokyo, thereby sever­
ing diplomatic relations between Japan 
and Hawaii.

THE MEANING OF IT. ,

«(From the Bossland Miner.)
The distance from Lethbridge to Nel­

son, as the Crow’s Nest Pass road will 
have to be built, is about 3dO miles. The 
government subsidy alone for this work 
is 811,000 per mile, or 83,300,000 alto­
gether. The entire cost of the road will 
probably be 825,000 per mile, or 814,000 
per mile more than the government sub­
sidy. or 84,200,000 more in the aggregate, 
or 87,50o,000 altogether.

The Dominion government offers a sub­
sidy of 88,000 per mile for the 200 miles 
of road Mr. Heinze is to build between 
the Columbia river and Penticton, or 
81,600,000 for the entire line. The pro­
vincial government of British Columbia 
will give a cash subsidy of 84,000 per 
mile for the 100 miles between Penticton 
and Boundary creek. This would amount 
to 8400,000, which, added to the Domin­
ion subsidy, would make 82,000,li 00. 
The additional cost of the road would 
probably amount to 82,000,000, making 
the entire cost 84,000,000. This sum 
added to the whole cost of the Crow’s 
Nest Pass line would make a grand 
aggregate of 811,500,000.

This is the amount, or about the 
amount, which is to be put in circulation 
through the building of a railroad from 
Lethbridge to Penticton. We give these 
figures to indicate something of the 
meaning of this great work as it immedi­
ately concerns British Columbia.

There wifl be from 8,000 to 10,000 
men employed and an enormous con­
sumption of provisions, feed and general 
merchandise. The feed and provisions 
will be chiefly from Manitoba and Al­
berta, while the iron, steel and general 
merchandise will come from Eastern 
Canada.

There are many collateral lines of 
business which will be enormously stimu­
lated. Among these are the lumber 
trade, wood cutting, mining and all 
kinds of development enterprises, such 
as the developing of water powers, the 
establishment of electric plants, the 
building of smelting plants, and the 
founding of towns and cities. Indeed 
we have before us now the rearing of a 
new and splendid industrial and commer­
cial empire here in this pine covered 
mountain region of British Colombia.

We have spoken only of the immedi­
ate results—of those which will directly 
accompany and follow the building of 
this 500 miles of railroad. The full 
measure of wealth and greatness will 
only be realized when the vast stores of 
gold, silver, copper, lead and coal, now 
known to exist in the province, shall 
have been opened and made known to 
the world. It will take years to do this, 
but these years will be years of prosper­
ity, and we may look forward to them 
with confidence. No country on earth 
to-day has a brighter prospect than our 
own British Columbia.

THREE FIREMEN KILLED

IRAILWAY MEN BENEFIT.
San Francisco, June 6.—A fire in the 

southeastern part of the city at noon to­
day cost three firemen their lives and 
entailed a property loss of $100,000. The 
killed are : John Maholey, of chemical 
No. 6; Frank Keller, of hose cart No. 2, 
and James Hallman, driver of truck No. 
lr The fire started mysteriously in a 
four-story brick building owned by 
Schroth & Westerfield, and leased to the 
Standard Biscnit Company. So far as 
known the only occupants of the build­
ing this morning were John Erwin, the 
bookkeeper, and Charles W. Cook, who 
were at work in the office. Cook de­
parted at 11 o’clock, and Erwin was still 
occupied with his books at noon when a 
fireman rushed in conveying the inform­
ation that the building was. ablaze in the 
upper stories. Adjacent to the 
brick factory was a row of old 
wooden buildings, including a branch 
Salvation Army barracks 
Southern police station. These seemed 
doomed. Fortunately the police station 
contained only three prisoners, but the 
terrified yells and appeals of the trio to 
be liberated caused much excitement 
among the gathering crowds. They 
were transferred as quickly as possible 
to the Central station.

Meanwhile floor after floor of the 
factory fell in, rendering the side walls 
unsafe. Then the east wall of the 
factory toppled over, and a waving sheet 
of flame spread over the wide wooden 
area adjoining. With the crash of the 
east wall occurred the tragedy of the 
conflagration. A score of firemen were 
in a neighboring paint shop, endeavor­
ing from that point to check the spread 
of the flames. * A falling timber struck 
Fireman Mabolev in the leg, breaking 
it. He refused to allow his companions 
to carry him away in their arms, insist­
ing that he must be borne off on a shut­
ter. All but two of the band of firemen 
ran to procure a shutter, and just as 
they left their injured companion, the 
wall fell, burying beneath a mass of 
brick and mortar Maholey and his faith­
ful friends.

Ottawa, June 7.—The special com­
mittee appointed to inquire into the 
railway bills of Messrs. Casey and Mac- 
lean reported both to-day. The main 
features of Mr. Casey’s bill as amended, 
provide that in case of the temporary 
injury of a railway employee the com- 
panv will require to pay sixty per cent 
of the current rate of wages received for 
one year. In the case of permanent dis­
ability, three years’ salary in a lamp 
sum will be given to the employee. In 
the case of death, four years' salary will 
be given to the relatives, but in no case 
will the amount exceed $4,000. In all 
cases the employees will have to sign an 
agreement that they will not claim any 
more in court.

Mr. Maclean’s bill was reported as it 
stood. It provides for all trains being 
equipped with air brakes and automatic 
couplers. Locomotive engineers mast 
be firemen for three years on a locomot­
ive engine before becoming engineers, 
and a conductor must first have served 
three years as a brakeman.

DREYFÜS’ SAD PLIGHT.

London, June 7.—The Daily Chronicle 
this morning gives prominence to a re­
port that Prof. Carvalho, the expert in 
handwriting, is going from New York to 
Paris to assist in reopening the case of 
Captain Albert Dreyfus, who on January 
5,1895, was drummed out of the French 
army and sentenced to life imprison­
ment on conviction of having sold war 
department maps and plans to a foreign 
government.

Dreyfus made the following statement 
after his condemnation : “ In the chif­
fonnier of a foreign embassy a paper is 
discovered announcing that four docu­
ments are about to be sent. That paper 
is submitted to experts in handwriting. 
Three of these reported it to be my 
handwriting, two report that it is not; 
and on that evidence I was condemned.

The victims dooned their 
best clothes, then their funeral shrouds, 
and prostrated themselves resignedly 
and silently, always in the presence of 
some passive co-fanatic.

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THE NEW PARLIAMENT BUILDING ARCTIC EXPLORATION.

Lieut. Peary, who haa just received 
five years leave of absence from the 
department, has outlined his plan for the 
proposed Arctic expedition. On July 8 
he will start North on the preliminary 
journey, the sole object of which will be 
to make arrangements for the final trip, 
which will be begun in June, 1898. Lieut. 
Peary will first pick out a ship for the 
preliminary voyage. He will select 
of the St. John sealers, and have it ready 
to leave Boston between July 5 and 8. 
At Boston the sealer will take on board a 
store of supplies.

Lieut. Peary will be accompanied on 
board by two or more scientific parties 
which will go North with him to a point 
near Melville bay. One of the patties 
will be conducted by Prof. G. M. Barton, 
of the Massachusetts Institute of Tech­
nology. Another will be led by Prof. C. 
M. Hitchcock, of Dartmouth, and an um­
ber of Yale scientists will probably organ­
ize a third party. These scientists will 
work independently of Lieut. Peary, and 
will only be passengers with him. The 
results of their studies will in 
concern his affairs.

Lieut. Peary's object in his preliminary 
trip will be to communicate with a colony 
of Eskimos at Whale sound, who are 
known as the Arctic highlanders. Mr. 
Peary has lived frith these people and 
gained their entire confidence and affec­
tion. When he left Whale sound, he 
says, he was acquainted with every man, 
woman and child in the colony. He has 
the utmost ' confidence in the people and 
he says they will do snything for him 
within their power. He will pick out six 
or eight of the most intelligent young 
men in the colony and prepare them to 
take their families North with them and 
establish another colony which a year 
later will be his basis of supplies. At 
this village, which they will found, they 
will work throughout the year collecting 
mea"-, furs, bearskins to be made into 
boots, sledges and other supplies, and 
collecting and training a pack of the best 
Eskimo dogs obtainable. Lieut. Peary 
say he would utilize the entire tribe in 
his work if it were necessary. He will 
have his men arrange affairs so that when 
he sees them in the summer of 1898 they 
will be ready to move North with him at 
a day’s notice.

It is certainly a great mistake and 
very unpatriotic for the British Co- o£ 
lumbia correspondents of American 
papers to send out exaggerated accounts 
of floods and matters of this kind. It is 
true that if their stories are sensational 
they sell better, but this consideration 
onght to have very little influence with 
right thinking people.

The news from Manitoba is that the 
School question is settled satisfactorily. 
Those who recall the circumstances at­
tending a similar question in New 
Brunswick will be impressed with the 
close analogy in the disposal of the two 
cases.

London Graphic prints a good picture 
our new parliament building and the 

following appreciative reference to it :
“ A significant celebration of Her Ma­

jesty’s Diamond Jubilee has been ar­
ranged by the residents of British Col­
umbia, in the opening on Jane 21st of 
the new Government buildings at Vic­
toria, which have been in progress of 
erection during the last three years. 
The design, material and labor are all 
domestic productions, and the total cost 
of the building has been considerably 
less than $1,000,000. The sandstone, 
granite and marble of which the walls 
are formed abound in the province and 
come straight from the quarries ; native 
cedar, maple and oak are combined in 
the interior furnishings ; even the roof 
of slate and the dome of copper are Brit­
ish Columbia materials. Broadly, the 
buildings are arranged in three groups— 
the centre or principal building, com­
prising six departments, so arranged 
that while each of the three wings will 
be a perfect and complete building 
erected independently of tjie others, they 
will, when completed, form one struc­
ture. The length of the central build­
ing is 288 feet, with a maximum depth 
of 200 feet, and with the colonnades and 
side wings added the length of the facade 
is 600 feet. The buildings cover an area 
of 5,000 square yards, or more than an 
acre, while the great dome—to the top of 
the colossal copper figure of Captain 
George Vancouver which surmounts it— 
is over 150 feet above the ground floor.”

ji JAPAN PROTESTS.

The Emperor of Japan has directed 
Mr, Nosee, Japanese consul to Canada, 
to enter a protest with the Governor- 
General against the royal assent being 
given to the Oriental labor bill, so- 
called, so far as it concerns the Japanese. 
The protest is based upon the claim that 
the measure is “ utterly unjust and un­
friendly and is against treaty obliga­
tions.” The Japanese government takes 
the position that Canada is bound to 
accord to the people of Japan the same 
treatment as is accorded to the people of 
other nations, China and Korea ex­
cepted.

The question thus brought forward in 
this acute manner is one of extreme im­
portance. Great Britain was the first 
nation to recognize Japan as a civilized 
power. This recognition was promptly 
followed by similar action on the part 
of the United States and all the Euro­
pean powers except Austria. The Jap­
anese appreciated this very greatly and 
they will be likely to resent very keenly 
any step on the part of Canada or one of 
the provinces of the Dominion which 
aims at discriminating against them. 
They will very natnrally regard a law 
forbidding the employment of Japanese 
by incorporated companies, passed by a 
Canadian province and assented to 
bv the Governor-General, as a di­
rect and uncalled for insult. 
To appreciate their position we must try 
and pat ourselves in their place. They 
have made a successful effort to take 
rank among civilized nations, and they 
cannot be expected to regard with 
equanimity any attempt on the part of 
Canada to place them on a lower plane 
from that accorded to them by the gov­
ernments of the leading nations of the 
world.

THE SMELTER QUESTION.

(From the Rossland Miner.)
The announcement of the agreement on 

the Crow’s Nest Pass railroad probably 
disposes of the smelter question. Accord­
ing to the agreement made between the 
government and the O.P.R. there is in 
the first place to be no monopoly of the 
coal fields, for the government gets 50,000 
acres, which it can dispose of as it pleases. 
In the second place, the price of coal as 
made by the C.P.R, cannot exceed $2 
per ton free on board the cars, and in 
the third place the C.P. R. cannot make a 
profit on coal of more than 75 cents a ton.

Supposing the price of coal is $2 per 
ton on board the cars at the mines, the 
freight charge to the Columbia river and 
common points certainly would not be 
over $2.50 per ton—perhaps not over $2 
—making the price to Kootenay smelters 
$4 or $4.50 per ton. Coke, of course, 
will be proportionately low, certainly not 
over $7 per ton. Coal delivered at the 
Trail smelter now costs about $12 per 
ton, and coke $14, so that the Crow’s 
Nest line will reduce the price of coke 
one-half and the price of coal nearly, if 
not quite, two-thirds.

What will be the result ? Smelting 
can and will be done even more cheaply 
on the Columbia river and common points 
within British Columbia than on the 
other side of the line. We do not be­
lieve an export duty on ores will be need­
ed to bring tbe smelting industry to 
British Columbia, but that it will come 
because as a matter of business it will be 
better to do it here. This is, after all, 
the best solution of the problem.

This promptness on the part of the At­
torney-General will, we are satisfied, be 
appreciated in Rossland and meet all 
the exigencies of the case.
