tain foreign interests. The workers 10
the smelters labored under very trying
conditions, amid fumes of a mature in-
imical to health. Mhe occupation was
unhealthy. At present the hours were
long, some of the men working twelve
hours a day. ‘Dhis meant that capital-
ists were éxacting from the 'workers
four hours a day in addition to what the
men should beé required to give. The
average life of the men employed in the
smelters was about 15 years. He quite
understood the remark of Mr. Mclnnes
that corporate interests would be served
by lessening the number of sessions of
the legislature.

Mr. Mclnnes said his reference was
not applied to corporate imterests only,
but to all interests, working men in-
cluded.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite went on to ar-
zue that if the legislature were closed
there would be mo other redress for the
workingmen than an appeal to “the
strike’’ or other methods disastrous alike
to themselves and to the country. In
regard to the ethical side of the gques-
tion he ‘said that a recent commission
had determined that the working men of
Great Britain were rapidly deteriorating
owing to improper food and long hours.

Fears of Germany’s Supremacy Now

Paris, Feb. 22.—The minister of mar-
ine, speaking in the Chamber of Dep-
uties tonight, during the discussion ot
the naval budget, said a strong effort
would be necessary if France wished to
retain her rank as a naval power.

Sevemﬁ Bodies
~ Are Recovered

Terrible Results of ke Dreadful
Mine Explosion Down In
Alabama. ;

No Hope Held Out That Any of
Entombed Men Can Now Be
Alive,

13
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Birmingham, Ala, Féb. 22—At 8
o'clock tonight seventy bodies had been
recovered from the Virginia mine, in
which an explosion occurred on Mon-
day. Tomorrow will be a day of funer-
als at Bessemer, Virginia City, Pratt
City and Enstey. The bodies have been
taken to Bessemer as fast as identified,
and many houses have been converted
into morgues. Many coffins from neigh-
boring cities reached here today. The
rescuers are still at work in the slope,
and as the diggers advance the bodies
further in the mine are found to be
more badly burned and mutilated than
those near the exterior. No hope is now
held out that any of the men can be
alive. Only three men were found yes-
terday whose hearts were still beating,
and they expired immediately on reach-
ing the outer air. -

Meetings to devise plans to relieve
the destitute families of the victims
have been held here and in Bessemer,
Ensley and Pratt City today and hun-
dreds of dollars have been subscribed.
The Birmingham Commercial Club has
raised more than $3,000.. Alabama Dis-
trict No. 20, United Mine Workers of
America, today voted $5,000.

The staff correspondents of the Birm-
ingham News, who have just returned
from Virginia mines, say that when
they left there this morning forty-eight
bodies had been taken out.

A number of other bodies were in
sight, but could not be reached because
of the water. The explosion broke the
water pipes, flooding a large part of the
mine. , It is possible that some of the
miners were drowned. Forty-four bod-
ies have been taken out. In many in-
stances it is impossible to identify the
dead so badly are they blackened and
mangled. Absolutely no hopes are held
out now of finding any one alive in the
mine. ' It is said that the report that
several men were -taken out alive but
afterwards died untrue. It is now
stated that the scles of three bodies
relaxed when they were brought out,
but there was no life in the 'bodies.
Coroner Parpis is enquiring into the
disaster, having already empanelled a
jury. Newspapermen who have been
making a close estimate of the num-
ber of men in the mines, say there were
116, and there is no doubt but every
man is dead. The work of recovering
the bodies will be slow owing to the
presence of water in the mine.

Up to noon the bodies of 54 miners
had been recovered. Rescuers who came
out of the mine tcday reported that the
bodies which could not be reached were
decomposing. It is hoped now to get
all ‘the bodies out before tomorrow
morning.
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CANADA’S LATEST MOVE.

Spaun (Austria), but all the members
of the commission collaborated in draw-~
ing it up. The commission gives no
opinion on the question of the presence
or absence of Japanese torpedo boats in
the North Sea, declaring merely that
the Russian admiral quite legitimately
believed that his ships were endangered
and that he had the. right, under the
circumstances, to act as he did. The
commissioners refer to the Russian
government’s engagements to indemnify
the victims of the deplorable incident.

“The report will be sent tomorrow by
special messengers to the Russian and
British governments, not because it is
liable to. modifications at the instance
of one or the other of the govern-
ments—the commission’s decision being
without appeal—but the commissioners
do not wish the powers inteérested to
simply learn through the press of the
last public action and the conclusions
arrived at. There is nothing in this
communication or repott except an act
of deference.”

The public sitting for the reading of
the conclusion will probably be held on
Saturday. The admirals will not be in
full unifordn. The proceedings will be
closed by a speech of thanks by Ad-
miral -Fournier (the president of the
commission), to his colleagues.

or deny the statement, but officials hav-
ing favorable opportunities to judge of
the results of the enquiry consider the
report to be substantially correct.

*Some. Oh yes, some will be saved.
The Sevastopol will not; she is in deep
water.”

“You further destroyed some of the
vessels after the surrender, did you
not?” asked the interviewer.

“No, it was before the surrender was
concluded; we were within our rights.”

“Could you have held out longer?”
asked the repomter.

*“Not much—a few days, perhaps.
We had very little food, very little am-
munition—none at all for the larger
ordnance, although there was still a
good supply for the smaller pieces.
poof ! what of that? There was no
amemunition for the big ordnance; the
small pieces ‘eould mot reply to those
great mortars of the enemy. .

“There was scurvy; the sick were
very numerous; the wounded were 8o
many, hospitals were full. The ships
Kazan and Mongolia, stranded in the
harbor, were full of wounded; there
were so many that the physicians “could
not attend to them. Men walked ont
of the hospitals to comrades, who bound
lint about their woundsy Many wrapped
bandages themselves about their injuries
and returmed: to fight. The city was
too full of wounded for them to be at-
tended to.

A Final Month of Horror.

Flery Harangues Followed by

Decision to Close .the
Universities.

St. Peterburg, Feb. 21, (1.40 a.m.)—
With the decision of the student body of
the University of St. Petersburg to sus-
pend studies for the remainder of the
universify year almost the whole edu-
cational system of Russia has entered
upon'a period of stagnation. Other uni-
versities, gymnasia and even grammar
schools already were on strike and the
military tfiroughout the empire have
fheen obliged to resort to restrain
schoolboys of tender years who are join-
ing the general movement. ;

The meeting of 3,000 St. Petersbur;
students besides voting solid to suspen
studies, demanding the formation of a
coustitutional assembly and chacteriz-
ing the proposed summoning of the
Zemsky Sobor as inadequate for the
emergency.

T:A large faction voted to stop the war.
A strong revolutionary feeling was
manifested, the red flag wad-waved and
the “Marseillaise” and other revolu-
tionary” songs were chanted. A large
portrait of the Emperor was torn in
strins. The police did not interfere.
Strong forces of police and “Cossacks
had -been posted outside the buildings
to meet an expected street demonstra-
tion but none occurred.

Demand of Proletariat.

{in the Far East, which has cost the peo-

ple tens of thousands of lives, and milk-
lions of hard earned money. Conscious
of its goal the intelligence-of the stu-
dents have long conducted a stubborn
fight to obtain the most elementary hu-
man rights, often falling fainting before
the brutal force of an unbridled govern-
ment until at last the proletariat en-
tered the historic arena%and at the same
time as it came to' the knowledge of
itself dealt Czardom the heaviest blows.

“The récent bloody events have clear-
ly shown what absolutism is capable of
in defence of its pitiful, shameful ex-
istence. The sincere fraternal harmon-
ious action of the proletariat/ on those
days of January signed the death war-
rant of absolutism and without™ doubt
insured the spgedy political freedom of
Russia.

“Recoenizine the sjenificarce of this
historial moment = when Russ's s
emerging from a period of fire and revo-
Intion when every one has but one end
in view, we cannot pursué our studies
and therefore suspend them until Sep-
tember 13th.

“By then events will_have furnished

John Redmond Moves Amend-
ment to Address in the
House,

Bitter Attack Jolned by Some
Unlonists and Balfour Is In
Trouble._

London, Feb. 20.~In moving as an
amendment to the address in reply to
the speech from the throne, the declar-
ation that “the present system of gov-
ernment (of Ireland) is opposed to the
will of the Irish people,” John Redmond
led the Irish party in the House of
Commons today in an attack that con-
tained for the Conservative ministry
more of menace than lay in the fiscal
debate precipitated by Mr. Asquith’s
amendment last week. The Redmond
amendment was carefully calculated, in
fact, to undermine the government’s
majority. Interest in the debate was
intensified by a report that the Earl of
Dudley had resigned the lord lieuten-
ancy of Ireland. This report, which
was given wide credence, has put heart
in the Nationalists, who made the at-
tack on the Earl of Dudley one of the
features of their speeches. The debate
drew a crowded gallery and peers es-
pecially were noticeable.

Mr. Redmond’s speech was an, un-
compromising demand for home rule.
He directly charged individual members
of the Irish administration with incom-
petency. Both Mr. Redmond and Mr.
Moore (Irish Unionist), who followed,
made a special point of what they
termed “the shameful treatment” of Sir
Antony MacDonnell (under secretary to
the lord lieutenant of Ireland) in con-
necting him with the differences with
the cabinet over the devolution scheme.

Mr. Wyndham’s Defence.

Mr. Wyndham , chief secretary for
Ireland, delivered a straightforward ex-
planation of how these unfortunate
misunderstandings arose. In doing so
he paid a splendid tribute to Sir An-
tony MacDonnell. Mr. Wyndham said:
“I had often discussed reforms with Sir
Antony MacDonnell, who, with his In-
dian experiences, found analogies be-
tween my ideas and ide¢as he had form-
ed in India. Here came the first source
of serious misunderstanding. Ignorant
of Indian affairs, I did not know that
a semi-elective council existed in India,
and therefore it never occurred to me
in my conversations with MacDonnell
that he had in mind any board partial-
1y elected as part of the reforms of
which I approved.”

Mr. Wyndham' said he was absent
when the devolution scheme was pub-
lished, and that when he returned with-
out consulting Macdonnell he wrote to
the papers denouncing the elective
council’s feature. Mr. Wyndham said
the cabinet never had doubted Mac-
Donnell’s loyalty. Mr.- Wyndham ad-
mitted that MacDonnell perhaps was
justified in taking his approval for
granted. :

T. W. Russell, Winston Churchill and
others bitterly assailed the govern-
ment's management of Irish affairs, and
the Earl of Dudley’s administration.
The rumor of the resignation of he
Earl of Dudley quickly spread through
the House of Commdns, but late to-
night the lord lieutengnt’s secretary de-
clared the rumor to be unfounded.

A special cabinet meeting has been
summoned for tomorrow.

John Redmend’s Attack.

London, Feb. 20.—John Redmond, the
Irish leader, opened the Nationalist
campaign in the House of Commons to-
day by moving an amendment'to the
address in reply to the speech from the
throne, declaring that the “present sys-
tem of government of Ireland is opposed
to the will of the Irish people,” etc.,
ete. It was necessary,” Mr. Redmond
said, to emphasize the fact that the
Nationalists were irrevocably commit-
ted to home rule, because there was an
attempt to limit the decision of the
coming elections and a smother the is-
sue. The present system was ruinous-
1y extravagant and inefficient and was
distrusted even by the Upionists. “Ire-
land,” he added, “is governed by a bu-
reaucracy more devoid of responsibility
than the bureaucracy of Russian, which
England is so fond of denouncing.”
Armed revolt would be justified if a
chance of success exists. Mr. Redmond
re-announced that his party was unal-
terably opposed to an alliance with any
party which did not make home rule
the cardinal plank of its platform.

Irish Unionists Bitter.

Mr. Moore, who spoke in behalf of
the Irish Unionists, was as bitter asi
the Nationalist leader himself in his
condemnation of the present govern-
ment. Sir Antony MacDonnell, he said,
had been infamously treated by the
cabinet. The Irish Unionists think the
whole business has been betrayed by
their leaders and they could not vote
confidence in the present Irish admin-
istration, which they believe has been
converted fiom home rule. :
Mr. Wyndham warmly defended Mr.
MacDonnell, who, he said, had been in-
vited to accept his post as a colleague
rather than as an under secretary. The
cabinet had censured Mr. MacDonnell
for being concerned in the publication
of the devolution proposals, but its ac-
tion was taken before it knew the Earl
of Dudley (lord lieutenant of Ireland)
had sanctioned Sir Antony’s action.

Arrangements have been
completed with the imperial govern-
ment, terminating the néegotiations
which have been’ carried on through
Earl Grey, and which have been com-
paratively short. = Three years ago at
the colonial cpnference, Canada offered
to relieve Great Britdin of the expense
of these two important points in the
Empire scheme of defence. The Cana-
dian offer was a standing one, and it
was intimated some time ago that if
re-opened, it might be acceptable. This
was done and terms were soon agreed
upon. Canada undertakes to maintain
the present defences in first class shape
and to garrison them with all necessary
branches of the service—infantry, ar-
tillery, engineers, army service corps,
signaflers and medical corps. While
the whole of the British forces wiil not
march out on July 1, it is expected that
the bulk of the garrisons will get their
marching orders then. The artillery
and engineering experts will likely be
retained on Canadian pay until others
are trained to take their places.: The
estimated annual cost to Canada of
maintaining these two ports is two mil-
lion dollars per year.

ditions and necessities will be required.
Nor does he regard it as at all improb-
able that the future guardians of this
port will be largely recruited out .of
time-expired men from the imperial
forces now centred here and well satis-
fled with Victoria conditions.

Col. Holmes, D. O. C., on the other
hand, was expecting exactly just such
a solution of the problem with respect
to the maintenance of Halifax and Es-
quimalt garrisons, and sees in the
change but a natural restoration of the
‘order of things when “C” battery fur-
inished the military strength at this
western sentry point of Canada—al-
though- on the larger scale proportion-
ate to the growth in population and im-
portance of the Dominion.

REPORT OF COMMISSION.

Austrian and American Admirals Will

Premier Laurier rose to deliver what
may. be regarded as an historic speech
in the presence of a crowded house and
even. more crowded galleries. He was
vigorously applavded by his followers.

Sir Wilfridls Speech.

The first minister spoke well and elo-
quently and made the best of his case,
especially on the controversial question
of separate schools. He-"discussed his
subject under four heads: (1) The
question of the number of provinces to
be created; (2) in whom should the
ownership of the public lands be vest-
ed; (3) the nature of the financial
terms to be granted; (4) the question of
school system to be adopted in the new
provinces.

The first point required only a brief
treatment as the government proposal
has been known for some days. In
this connection the first minister dealt
with Manitoba’s claim for an extension
of her western boundary and said that
it could not be entertained by the gov-

ernment. Regarding the extension of

Manitoba’s boundary northward this
was a subject for future consideration,
but it would have to be discussed at
the same time with the provinces of
Ontario and Quebec. Commissio
from each province would be invited to
meet the Dominion authorities on the
subject.
The legislature of each of the new
provinces will consist of 25 members.
Regina will be the’ capital of Saskatch-
ewan and Edmonton is named as the
provisional capital of Alberta. The
legislature of Alberta is to finally de-
cide on  this last question. The new
provinces will date their entity from
July 1 next. '
Dealing with the ownership of public
lands, Premier Laurier said the Dom-
inion proposed to retain them, but am-
ple and generous provision would be
made to the provinces in lieu therefor.
Allowances to Provinces.

The following allowances will be
made annually to each province for the
support of government and legislature:
$50,000; on an estimated population of
250,000 at 80 cents per head, $200,000.
‘With respect to public lands, each pro-
vince is to receive compensation an-
nually based upon the estimated value
of lands, 25 million acres at $1.50 per
acre or $37,500,000 on the following
scale: 250,000 of population up to 400,-
000, one per cent. of the estimated val-
ue, $375,000; up to 800,000 population,
one and a“alf per cent, $562,000; up to
1,200,000, two per cent, $750,000;, there-
after such payment is.to "be three per
cent. or $1,112,600. = Additional compen-
sation for such lands is to be paid by
Canada annually for five years to pro-
vide for the construction of necessary
public buildings one-quarter of one per
cent. of such estimates, value of $62,~
500. Allowance in view of there being
no debt existing to take the form of in-

-terest at 5 per cent. on $8,175,000, the

average debt of the several provinces
at confederation, netting $405,875.
Estimated Revenue.

The prime minister estimated that
the revenue of each of the provinces for
the first year would be approximately
$1,093,375. Another point of interest
has with reference to swamp lands. A
sum equal to the value of 2,532,000
acres of land at $1.50 an acre is to be
capitalized for the benefit of each pro-
vince and whenever the swamp lands
are surveyed and transferred to the
province of Manitoba the number of
acres forming the basis of capitaliza-
tion for the new provinces is to be in-
creased by twice the area of such
swamp lands so dealt with until five
million acres have been so capitalized.
This was to compensate the new pro-
vinces for not receiving swamp lands.

! The School Question.

It was when Sir Wilfrid came to
deal with the school question that
the members leaned forward and listen-
ed with the greatest interest. The
prime minister spoke for a long time on
this phase, but he did not read the
clause in the bill. The first part of the
separate school clause from the North-
west Territorieg Act of 1875, with a
slight change in the phraseology of sub-
section 2, is now and will doubtless
prove the subject of many protests, as
it renders it impossible for the legisla-
tures to sidetrack separate schools.
Here is the clause in full: Provisions
of section 93 of B. N. A. Act shall ap-
ply to said province as if at the date
upon which this act comes into force
the territory composed. therein were al-
ready a province, the expression “The
union” in the said section being taken
to mean the said date, subject to pro-
visions of said section 93 and in contin-

He had evidently made
careful preparations, and judging
from the applause which he received
throughout, the majority of his follow-
ers will be prepared to.accept the gov-
ernment’s proposals.

Mr. Borden’s Criticism.

The opposition leader spoke briefly,
twitting the first minister on his change
of heart regarding Northwest autonomy
in the short period of ten months. In-
cidentally he expressed the opinion that
the new provinces should have control
of the public lands subject to reason-
able regulations. Alluding to the edu-
cational question, he remarked that
what the parliament of Canada had
done it could undo, and he expressed
the hope that this fmportant subject
would be discussed in a spirit of Chris-
tian charity and forbearance, remem-
bering always that there were two sides
to the queéstion.

Question of Municipal Manage-
ment Likely to Cuta Very
Large Figure,

Condemn Old Delapidated
8hacks? '

Respecting the Songhees’ reserve em-
broglio, which has engaged public
attention since the year 1858, to a great-
er or less extent, and which is now es
live civic topie, it is to be mention
that a few weeks ago a suggestion was
made to the corporation authorities
which if acted upon would in the opin-
jon of many solve the problem in a very
efficient fashion.

* It will be recalled by those who
have followed the numerous recent dis-
cuesions of the question, that at the iu-
stance of the city council, the city bar-
rister, W.J. Taylor, K. C., submitted an
exhaustive report defining the status
of the reserve and the Indians, giving it
.as his opinion that the Indian residents
of the reserve could not give title to
property even should they so desire, be-
cause of the fact that the treaty made
with the Indians expressly stated thati
the land was to be~held in perpetuity
by the Indians and fhose who came
after them. Thus it is clear that the
present living Indians cannot sign away
the rights of Songhees children yet un-
born; and an obstacle presents itself
which it would seem very difficult to
surmount, -

The suggestion made by a private
citizen to the mayor, however, was
somewhat original and outside of any ot
these complicated legal lines. It was
to ‘this effect, that the municipality
should take immediate steps to enforce
on the reserve the eivie by-law which
provides for effective sanitation. Thus
the old shacks on the reserve which
have been standing for a quarter of a
century in a most dilapidated econdi-
tion, an eye-sore because of their ram-
shackle appearance, and a menace 10
the health of the community becauase
of the lack of drainage facilities, may
be condemned and pulled down by the
sanitary officer in the pursuit of his
ordinary duties in striving to protect
the interests of the municipality.

The domiciles of the Indians being
thus destroyed, the city would have pre-
viously arranged for other habitations in
a convenient spot: and the question of
the municipal Jurisdiction over the re-
serve would be brought into the courts
—just the very consummation which is
so much desired. That an area should
exist within the confines of .a mun.-

no jurisdiction, and which in its pre-
sent state constitutes a menace to the
well-being of the people, without the
city having any say in the matter is
an obvious anomaly, intolerable in this
present-day civilization. -

It is argued that should the city con-
demn the shacks in this reserve an in-
junction would be immediately obtaimed
to stay the proceedings. In the opinion
of those who have given this matter
son.e thought this would wmot in any
sense be disastrous, as in any event
the matter would be brought into the
conrts where it has not been for years,
and a legal step takenr towards solving
this ‘great problem. That the ecity
should without any legal redress toler-
ate within its precinets an abominable
Indian village is so eobviously unfair
and unjust as to be a self-evident out-
rage on British law; and it is assumed
that if a drasﬁkc step such as is pro-
posed were taken, the courts would
speedily define the city’s rights, and
open an avenue for the achievement of
what so many are striving to attain—
a settlement of this much vexed ques-
tion,

The Imperial Government
is quitting this station entirely. It means
an entirely new programme. We ap-
prove of the policy of the Dominion
Government so far as the taking over
of the defences is concerned. What we
contend is this: that by reason of a sol-
‘emn compact with the  Province the
Dominion Government was bound to
consult with the Provincial Government
before entering into an arrangement
which entirely changes what was con-
templated when we entered iConfedera-
tion. What has happened bears out
wihat nve have argued that the interests
of British Columbia have been ignored
-in every move that has been made. The
fact remains that the Dominion Govern-
ment has violated its agreement with the
Province. It may be possible that it
was not aware of the Terms of Union.
. We are quite prepared to believe that
i pays so little attention to the wants
«or requirements of this Province that no
thought was taken of the subject. The
admitted political hostility of the repre-

sentatives of the Province in the Domin-

jon House of Commons and of the au-

thorities at Ottawa to the McBride ad-

ministration is mo excuse for a course
which is constitutionally indefensible.

When the Government at Ottawa recog-

mizes that the Government of British
Columbia represents the people and not
a party we shall have a hope of justice

being done. (Nothing can justify the ig-

moring of our rights which were guaran-
teed by solemn contract in 1871. . The
consequences of such will probably ba
more serious than have been anticipat
ed by those who have been making a
dbusiness of politics instead of looking af-
ter our true interests.

In-
deed, so little were we in England pre-
pared for war at the time of the crisis
that had the German navy precipitately
descended upon us the possibilities are

ISLAND COPPER ORES.

CANADA’S DEFENCES.

The announcement from Ottawa that
Canada will take over the Imperial de-
fences at Esquimalt and Halifax is not
unexpected, and will be received with
general satisfaction. Logically, under
our system of responsible government,
it was the only thing to do. While the
Dominion at any time would never have
hesitated to assume a fair share of the
burden of defence, it is obviously much
preferable to assume complete contrel
ourselves of our defences than to pay a
fixed sum to Great Britain as a contri-
bution and have no control over the ex-
penditure. It is possible that the money
if spent by the Imperial ‘Government
That, how-
ever, is not the question. The principle
of retaining control over moneys voted
for a specific purpose is an important
one. Had Canada representation in the
Imperial Parliament the position would
be quite differenty but she has not.
Taxation and representation go to-
gether. ;

Moreover, the feeling that we are pro-
viding for our defences at our own cost
gives us a feeling of independence and
relieves us from the imputation of en-
joying protection which .we do not pay
for. Like the establishmient of a mint,
it may be largely a matter of sentiment,
but even, if so, it raises Canada a step
in the scale of national dignity and
commands for it the ipcreased respect
of the world to that degree. Some such
step was inevitable sooner or later, and
daring the enjoyment of unprecedented
prcsperity the time is now most oppor-
tane It may be that, as some suspect,
the cbject of Sir Wilfrid Laurier is
grudually to reach the goal of Canadian
mndependence. Whatever the object is,
the policy is a proper one. While we
do not believe that Canada will ever be
as well off independent as part of the
British Empire, nevertheless if the time
should ever come when it may be deem-
ed best in our own interests to take that
step, the fact that we have become ac-
customed to the responsibilities of na-
tionhood by their exercise, will be so
much to our advantage.

ST DR B ok
VERY FAR WEST INDEED.

The Winnipeg Commercial sees * the
absurdity of 'Manitoba being referred to
as the “West.” As we have pointed
out repeatedly of late, easterm newspa-
pers continually refer to that Province
and the Territories, entirely irrespective
of British Columbia, as “The West” or
as “Westérn Camada.” It is unfair to
the people of the Prairies as well as to
British Columbia to continue the prac-
tice, which in view of cheuged condi-
tions is wholly unjustifiable. The only
West in Canada is this [Province. Other-.
wise, how should British ‘Columbia be
designated in contradistinction to Mani-
toba and the Northwest? Must we
adopt the title of Byron Johnson’s book
and style ourselves "“Very Far West In-
deed?’ The Commercial remarks thus
sensibly: ;

“Did it ever strike you, business men
of Manitoba and the Territories, that
you do not live in Western, but in Cen-
tral, Canada? ‘This grand stretch of
fertile prairie from the head of the
Great Lakes to the Rockies is truly Cen-
tral Canada. Easterners may speak of
‘Winnipeg as out West, but British Ce-
lumbians call us Easterners. To the one
‘Manitoba is the West, to the other, the
Bast. Relatively they are correct, but
the terms are misleading. The term
Central Canada is even more accurate
and would avoid misunderstanding. That
is ome good reason for adopting it, but
there is another.

“Those phrases, the West, the East,
convey the idea of separation. This is
altogether wrong. From the Atlantic
to the Pacific, within our boundaries,
this is all one Canada. What has gen-
erally been called the West is not only
the centre from a point of development
but from a geographical point of view
as well. It merges into the Bast and
the West of the Dominion.  There is,
then, no reason for the term which is as-
sociated with a period of undevelopment,

«1 visions of pioneer life. We have
rsssed that stage, and should mark that
fact by adopting the more reasonable
term, one which the spread of accurate

'SIR WILFRID AND QUEBEC POLI-

CANADIAN DEFENCES.

A reader does not agree with the re-
marks of the Colonist with reference
to the taking over of the defences at
Esquimalt and Halifax by the Canadian
Government, and thinks in the interest
of Victoria, as weli as in the interest of
Canada, that it would have been much
better to have made a contribution and
retained the fleet. ‘As to the immediate
material  benefits, without having
knowledge of what is in contemplation
on the part of the Dominion Govern-
ment, that' may be a matter fairly open
to dispute: It is contended that the
defence by the British fleet would be
more effective than is possible on the
part of the Dominion, and the amount
of money expended by the Dominion at
Esquimalt and Halifax would be of
much greater advantage to these cities
than what is likely to accrue from con-
trol by the Dominion authorities. Per-
haps, from a purely local point of view
that may be correct: but we must look
at these matters from the broader
standpoint, and we think the Colonist’s
position on the matter cannot logically
be controverted.

Objection is taken' to the apparent
leaning to Canadian Independence, and
it is thought that the most dangerous
aspect of the new move is the effect it
will have in that direction. In our
opinion the only alternative to the ar-
rangement- that has been entered -into
for self-defence, is one practically on
the basis of Imperial Federation,
whereby the Colonies would have a
voice in an Imperial governing®’ body,
and thus be in a position to determine
the application of funds contributed for
Imperial purposes. This is the ar-
rangement thdt probably a majority of
Colonials would prefer. It is the ob-
vious solution of the problems of an
Empire if the same is to remain intact.
A lot of loosely Lound parts cannot be
expected to remain permanently in a
relation so ill defined and so illogical.
Therefore, some form of Imperial Fed-
eration must be the future of the Em-
pire, if it does not resolve itself into a
series of independent nations. The lat-
ter is not desired. However, it is quite
certain that the Empire is not yet pre-
pared to take on any constitutional
form of closer union. That is a matter
of development. In the meantime the
question of the Colonies contributing to
the defences of the Empire in some
way has been forced to the front, and
had to be decided. Some of the Colon-
jes will decide one way 'and some the
other. Australia contributes a specific
sum to the Imperial authorities for the
purpose; and Canada decides to provide
for her own defences. So long as we
have no representation in the Imperial
Parliament or some Imperial body hav-
ing control of the defences of the Em-
pire to which all parts of the Empirg
contribute in Wome proportionate de-
gree we believe that Canada has adopt-
ed the proper. course. It would be re-
gretted by all who believe in British
connection as the true permanent re-
lationship if such a course should lead
to the development of ideals of inde-
pendence, and to final separation. Even
if, as charged, that be the goal which
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has in view, we see
no danger ahead on that score.

There, is another view of the case,
however, to which attention has been
called in the House of Commons at Ot-
tawa and also in the Legislative As-
serhbly. According to the Terms of
Union, Section 9, it is the duty of the
Dominion Government to use its influ-
ence to secure the continued mainten-
ance of the Naval station at Esquimalt.
That evidently has not been done and,
in fact, it must be clear that the Dom-
inion Government has taken steps in
quite the opposiite direction. Here is
clearly a breach of a solemn compact.
The arrangement is, therefore, one . in
which British Columbia has a peculiar
interest and should have been consult-
ed. That is to say, the Government of
this Province should have been asked
to forego its rights as established in
1871 to the intervention and influence
of the Dominion authorities in its be-
half, before a policy affecting its inter-
ests was carried into effect practically
ignoring those rights. We cannot but
believe that the section of the Terms of
Union referred to was entirely over-
looked by Sir Wilfrid and Sir Frederick
Borden. Whether in the interests of
the whole of Canada the arrangement
that has been entered into is the best or
not does not alter the duty incum-
bent upon the Dominion  Government to
carry out, nominally, at least the con-
tract of 1871. It was either a serious
oversight on the part of the Prime Min-
ister or he . has deliberately ignored
section 9 of the Terms of Union with
British Columbia.

REPORT OF COMMISSION ON AS-
SESSMENT ACT. .

Eliminating the evidence and the cor-
respondence accompanying it, the re-
port of the commissioners appointed to
enquire into the operations of the As-
sessment Act is very brief. It has the
distinguishing merit of containing
much in little, the evident conclusions
of men of business and not of doctrin-
aires. It is unnecessary to refer to the
observations of the commisioners or
their recommendations in detail, as they
are found in full in another column. It
is pertinent to remark here that a good
deal of evidence was submitted in the
form of representations by letter to the
Commission, and these should be read
in connection and considered with ref-
erence to the recommendations made.
We do not know whether it is the in-
tention of the Government to publish
evidence or not but presume it is. From
a perusal of the same, it will be found
that the report contains a very fair pre-
cis of the proeceedings, and that the
conclusions arrived at are fairly de-
ducible from the evidence taken as a
svhole. vy

One recommendation contained in
clause 2 is especially well worthy of
consideration. The amount of land
west of the Cascades to be exempted
from the operation of the wild land tax
is reduced to 160 acres, and east of the
Cascades to 320 acres, subject to this
important provision that where such
lands are situated within a radius of
five miles of an incorporated town or
city with a population of not less than
5,000 persons, the quantity of land 1o
be exempted is to be limited to forty
acres. That deals with a very specipl
case of which we have local experience,
in.which lands of considerable extent
are kept from settlement or improve-
ment of any kind and at the same time
are being benefitted to an enormous ex-
tent by the improvements going on
around them. We have no doubt that
there are other instances in the Pro-
vince of -a similar nature.

The views of the commercial element
in respect to resident agents of outside
firms doing business in this Province
without carrying stocks and to commer-
cial travelers taking and soliciting or-
ders have been taken into serious con-
sideration, and suitable recommenda-
tions have been made. These we thirﬁ;
will meet with general approval.
the case of resident agents they are to
be taxed on their annual sales and com-
mercial travelers with no fixed resi-
dence are to pay an annual licence fee
of $100.

Though the principle is not wholly
adopted in practice the Commission re-
cognizes that the taxation of incomes
is on the whole the most equitable
method of taxation, and we may assume
that if the method were practicable in
its entirety it would have been exclu-
sively recommended.

Ideally, there is no doubt about
that; but the difficulty ever present
with taxing incomes 1s that in giving
information about a matter so intim-
ately associated with their private af-
fairs most men are liars. As a conse-
quence the honest man is unduly penal-
ized in the interest of those who will
subscribe to false statements.

One of the most important recom-
mendations included in the report
comes at the very end. It is that the
Province should be divided into assess-
ment districts, and all assessments be
made by assessors whose duties should
be confined wholly to that work. Hav-
ing this in mind, it is also recommend-
ed that assessors shoud meet at stated
periods and confer together for the pur-
pose of arriving at as far as possible
uniformity and equality. One of the
great complaints at the present time is
that two men in the same line of busi-
ness, one on each side of a county line
and the other just on the other side,
are assessed one high and the other low.
The only reason for such a condition of
things is that the assessments are made
by two different men who never con-
sult each other or compare notes. Proe
vision for the equalization of asses
ment is most important.

The Commissioners, we think, ars to
be. congratulated upon their success.
The report, as we have indlcated, s
practical and contains many recom-
mendations that are obviously improve-
ments on existing conditions. It is
also, we submit, a complete answer in
itself to’'the charge that the Commis-
sion was appointed for the purpose of
whitewashing the Government in con-
nection with the passing of the Assess-
ment Act of last session. U course,
fair minded men who know them would
not accuse Mr. D. R. Ker and Mr. Bunt-
zen of lending themselves to anything
but the most independent and impartial
investigation; but there are very many
persons in the Province who would be
and doubtless were prejudiced by the
statement, who will read the report of
the Commission and be now completely
satisfled with the course the Govern-
ment took. On the whole the investi-
gation did not disclose any very serious
inequalities or injustices. Such as did
exist have been pointed out and rem-
edies suggested. It is not to be expect-
ed that there will be a unanimous ver-
dict as to the righiness or suitability of
the remedy in each case, but we think
the general verdict will be one in favor
of the report.

A Winnipeg correspondent of the Globe
peints out that the demand for provincial
autonomy arises from the rapid growth of
the country in recent years. For a Jong
time settlemgnt was slow, and the agents
of the Dominion government in the United
States had a most discouraging experience.
About 1900 the northward movement set
iu. There were 17,958 American immigrants
in 1901; 21,672 in 1902, and 47,789in 1903.
Ail these figures go to show the fallacy of
the argument that separate schools in the
West were the means of attracting immi-
gvants, and that it would be a breach of
faith with the new-comers to allow the
lew provinces perfect liberty to deal with
the subject. The Federal law, on which
the separate school system is based, was
passed in 1875, and the settlers have taken
little advantage of its provisions. A West-
ern correspondent of the same paper says
that there are only ten Roman Catholic
separate schools out of a total of a thou-

sand. Which is most likely, that the
vew-comers are attracted by the ten separ-
ate schools, or by the thousand national
stbools?

Yukon Nsvigators Preparing for
Coming Season’s Senice
: In the North.

Hall is Chartered.

(From Yhursday's Daily.)

Yukon navigators are looking forward
to the opening of steamship service on
the Yukon. Preparations are even now
going forward. The White Pass and
Yukon route will place seven of their
large sternwheelers in service this sum-
mer on the upper Yukon, the “White
Horse, Dawson, Selkirk, Victoria, Co-
lumbian, ‘Canadian and Bonanza King.
Most of the steamers have heretofore
been burning wood, but now that the
coal mines ‘opened at Tantalus, Y. 1.,
are found to supply good coal, three of
the vessels will in future use coal from
that .point. Woodcutters are now at
work piling fuel on the river banks for
the other steamers. The small steamers
La France and Thistle will also be op-
eruted by the company. It is expected;
too, that there will be several indepeu-
dent steamers in service.

The engineers for the Yukon steamers
are mostly employed in Victoria and
Vaucouver. An agreement exists be-
tween the Association of Marine Engi-

| neerg of Canada and the B. Y. N. Co.,

whereby only members of the assoeia-
tion are employed, a special agreement
being executed with every man engaged.
The term of engagement is six months,
beginning at date of departure, at the
request of the company, of the engi-
neer troxp Victoria or Vancouver to the
place ofYemployment. For six months’
service first - engineers receive $1,500:
second engineers, $1,000; transportation
and expenses to and fro being furnish-
ed by the company.

While the company reserves the right
to dismiss without notice any engineer
for misconduct, paying him,K wages up
to the daté of such dismissal, the party
so dismissed preserves the right of ap-
peal to a joint committee of councils
G and 7, and in case the said commit-
tee determine that the engineer has been
wrongfully dismissed, the company shall
reinstate him or pay him the full amount
of the season’s service, and the decision
of the said coupcils shall be final and
binding upon both parties. Should the
company at any time question the com-
petency of an engineer, the company
is also ‘bound by the decision of the
aforesaid joint committee.

The company further guarantee en-
gagement for the full six months from
date of departure or for any reason
other than dismissal for cause the com-
pany fail to employ the engineer for
such period they must nevertheless pay
the full amount of the season’s time,
together with transportation and expen-
ses to point of departure, such return
transportation being withheld ouly in
case of dismissal for misconduct with
the concurrence and approval of the
joint committee, *

A COSSACK RAID.

Russian Force Narrowly Escaped From
Being Surr ded by Jap

Mukden, Feb. 22.—A company of Cos-
sacks which has returned from a long
and perilous reconnaissance toward
Korea, penetrated by mountain paths as
far as Hagoumin, eighteen miles north-
west of the Yalu river, where they
burned a large depot of Japanese pro-
visions. Turning south, the Russians
captured a transport of supplies, of
which the small command was in great
need. During the night the Japanese
surrounded the command on three
sides. The position of the Russians was
desperate, but a Chinese guide discov-
ered a mountain pass, by which they
escaped to Khuaizhen mountain, one
hundred miles due north of the mouth
of the Yalu river, from which they‘'re-
gained the army by wsy of little
known trails. /

" STRIKES IN RUSSIA.

A Bad Situation Disclosed by the Lat-
est Report From Warsaw.

Warsaw, Feb. 22.—Traffic on the
Vienna railway has been entirely sus-
pended since early this afternoon. The
entire force of employees, including
telegraph operators, having joined the
strike. Not a single train is leaving
Warsaw’'s great terminus, which is
guarded by a strong force of gendarmes,
keeping back the crowds clamoring for
opportunity to leave. Two regiments of
infantry are guarding the interior of
the station, the yards and buildings.
Chiefs of the engineering department,
acting as firemen and engineers, at-
tempted to run trains into Warsaw
from outside points, but none succeed-
ed in reaching the city, having been
held up somewhere along the line. The
telegraph and telephone services also-
have been stopped. -

Baku, Feb. 22.—The military authori-
ties have authorized energetic measures
to suppress the disturbances here. This
was not accomplished without blood-
shed. All the official and private offices
are closed and many dead bodies are
lying in the streets.

The strike was originally planned to
begin March 1, but the men learned of
the intention of the authorities to pro-
claim the entire line under martial law
and hence determined to strike today.

It is feared the employees of the Vis-
tula lines, between Warsaw and the
Austrian and German frontiers, also
will go out. The police yesterday eten-
ing arrested the prominent Polish pub-
licist and poet, Andrea Niemoiewski.

An Education = -
Bill Introduced

.Some Important Features Are
Outlined in New Government
: Measure.

Radical Changes Suggested in
System of District School
Maintenance.

The education bill introduced in the
legislature by the provincial secretary
yesterday will probably come mp for
second reading on Monday next. Under
the measure some important changes are
affected in the system of school main-
tenance. The whole province outside
of the city districts is made to bear a
share of the cost of education. The pro-
vined is divided up into rural school dis-
dricts, that is where orgamized school
distriets are now established, and these
districts, as well as the cities, will have
to lbear the cost over and above the
amount contributed by the government,
as to which the bill makes a considerable
change.

Under present conditions the province
pays the total school expenditure, out-
side of the city districts, and in the cit-
ies the allowance is based on a per cap-
ita arrangement, $13, $15 and $20 re-
spectively for each pupil in cities of the
first, second and thirg class.

By the new arrangement there wiil
be a payment for each teacher employ-
ed of $350 in a first class school, $375
in the second class and $420 in the third
class. In the rural school districts the
allowance will be $450 for each teacher,
with an additional amount, not to ex-
ceed $100 for any funther amount wihich
the districts themselves may decide to
pay each teacher.

In the words of the act the grant will
be made as follows:

A per capita grant of three hundred and
fifty dollars for citles of the first class,
three hundred and seventy-five dollars for
citles of the second class, and four hun-
dred and twenty dollars for cities and
towns of the third class, per annum, based
oa the actual number of teachers employ-
ed in the public schools, including high
schools, of such cities, shall be paid quar-
terly by the Minister of Finance, out of
the consolidated revenue fund of the
province, to each of the municipal corpor-
ations of the city school districts of the
first, second and third class respectively,

A per capita grant of four hundred and

revenue fund of the province, to each of
the teachers employed in euch public
schools: provided that the schools have
heen conducted in accordance with the
rules and regulations prescribed by the
coimeil of public instruction, and that each
public school and high school building and
ite equipment be satisfactory to the said
counell.

A further per capita grant of one dollar
for each dollar by which the salary of any
teacher employed in any public school or
high school shall be supplemented by the
trustees of the school district, shall be pald
by the Minister of Finance out of the com-
solidated revenue fund of the province,
balf-yearly, on ‘the first days of Jamuary
and July in each year, to each of the
municipal corporations in the case of city
school districts, and half-yearly, on the
first days of January and July in each
year, to each of the teachers in the case of
reral school districts; but in no case shall
such supplementary per capita grant so be
paid as aforesaid by the Minister of Finanee
exceed the sum of one hundred dollars per
annum.

The act also proposes to allow school
trustees in the rural districts to assess
personal property and income in order
to raise what they must contribute.

In what are kmown at present as as-
sisted schools, in unorganized parts of
the country, the expenditure will still be
borne by the province, and ;whenever a
new district is formed and raised to
the status of a school district, then the
bill proposes that the government sh_all
put up the school building, thus putting
them on the same footing as districts
in, which schools are already established.

By the nmew distribution the vince
will effect a saving of something over
one hundred thousand dollars.

ALTA'S CASE WON.
Owned In Manila Is Entitled To Claim
U. 8. Registry.

The United States court of appeals
has handed down a reversed decisioh in
the case of the barkentine Alta,
which on arrival from the Philip-
pines in April. 1903, was seized by the
customs 'officials on account of failure
to pay tonnage dues and light money.

The Alta tendered $77.34. the amount
due from an American vessel, but the
officials claimed she was not exempt
apd assessed her $1,366.34. The Alta
was built in Glasgow, but was sold to
. H. Ward, a born citizen of the
United States, residing in Manila, and
she was sent out to trade under a sea-
letter issued by the United States coi-
lector of customs'at Manila.

The federal court held in favor of
the government. Ward carried the case
up and the present derision is that while
the vessel is not actually entitled to
American registry under a strict con-
struction of the revised statutes she
mav be so regarded by virtue of the
nationality of her ownet, and that she
is therefore exempt from tonnage tax.

MEDICAL OFFICER'S REPORT.
iGentlemen: I have the honor to submit
my report for the year ended December 31,
1904, which, although showing a slight in-
crease upon the previous year in the total
number of patients treated in the ward,
shcws & marked increase over 1903 in the
nomber. of patients upon outlying places,
therefore a wider fleld of usefulness of

the institution.

The total number of patients treated in
the wards during the year was:

Remaining in from previous year, 9; ad-
mwitted during the year, 123; total, 132, In
1002 this total was 155. Of.these 132 pa-
tients 69 came from beyond the limits of
Chemainus district, while in 1903 only 55
of the 155 were outsiders.

The daily average number of patients in
the Izspltnl this year was 6.19. Last year
this fverage was 7.10. The total number of
hospital days in 1904 was 2,260; in 1903,
2,687. The average days’ stay in hospital
in 1904 was 17.12; in 1903, 17.20.

The total number of treatments of out
patients, including visits of the R. M. O.,
to houses of suhscribers was 1,712; last
vear, 1,688,

Among the numerous improvements to
the premises d equipment made during
the year there are to be especially men-
tioned:

JUST IN TIME. -,
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Commission Re
~Assessment Act

Readjustment of Taxation Sug-
gested and Reclassification
of Certaln Lands.

Concise and Business-like Em
bodiment of Unanimous Views
of Commissloners,

During yesterday’s sitting of the pro-
vincial legislature there was laid upom
the table of the House the report of
the commission appointed to investigate
the working Jf the Assessment Act and
suggest amendments in the more equit-
able distribution of the contributions to
revenue of the several subjects of local
taxation. The report, which is remark-
able for its terse, business-like charac-
ter, expresses ;the unanimous view of
]the Commissioners, and reads as fol-
ows:

To His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor
in' Council:

By order-in-council, dated the 29th
of December, 1904, the undersigned
were appoinmted to be commissioners
under the *“Public Inquiries Act,” for
the purpose of inquiring into and re
porting upon the operation of the ‘‘As-
sessment . Act, 1903,” with respect to
its practical bearings on the financial
requirement of the Province, and a com-
mission, which is returned herewith,
was: accordingly issued to us for such
purpose.

Notice of such appointment and scope
of the inquiry, and of thé time and place
of holding the first meeting of the com-
missioners having bDeen duly published,
the commissioners, met in Vietoria, oa
the 10th of January, 1905, when F.
Carter-Cotton was selected as chairmaa
of the commisgion.

Sittings of the commission were held
on the 10th. 11th, 12ch, 17th, 18th and
26th of Jauuary and the Tth of Kebru-
ary, 1905, and ample opportunity to be
heard was given to all persons wishing
to appear before the commission. -

Representations regarding the oper-
ation of the said Assessment Act were
made to the commissioners personally
and in writing by persons from various
sections of the -proyince, on behalf of
the agricultural, manufacturing, lumber-
ing, mercantile, banking”and smelting
interests.

Very little objection was made
against the taxation imposed on real
estate (other than wild land). income
or corporations,

The attention of the commissioners
was called to what was regarded as the
unfairness of assessing coal-and -timber
lands as wiid lands. These lands, it
was urged, were not acgquired, por are
they held, for agricultuial purposes, are
in most cases unfit for cultivation, and
the carrying on of mining or lumbering
operations thereon does mnof improve
them in the manner required by the act
to permit them to be assessed as real
estate other tham wild land, and that
there should he a separate.classification
for such lands.

Most of the complaints made to the
commissioners were directed against the
tax on personal property. It was
claimed that this tax is excessive, bears
heavily oun the farmers and business
men, and should be reduced. A cqusid-
erable diversity of opinion was ex-
presged as to"the best method to adopt
in assesging personal property, By some
df was held that, as far as personal
proparty is concerned, the asSessment
should & for an amount equal to the

amount of such sales it be made compul-
sory for all such agents to keep proper
books of account, showing all transac-
tions carried on by them within the pro-
vince on bebalf of such persons, firms
and corporatioms. i

" .THE E. & N. LAND GRANT,

t is understood that the B. & N.
Railway Company has been approached
with a view to'' the [Province re-acquir-
ing the land that was granted to aid.in
the construction of the Island railway,
and it is -possible that thes matter will
be submitted for the consideration >f
the Legislative Assembly ’during the
present session. It is mot known defi-
nitely what the consideration .involved
will be. In fact, we do mot kmow that
any specific. sum 'has been named; but
Wwe are in.a position to state that it will
be very much less than that referred to
in the Times last evening, mnamely,
$1,750,000.

Now that the C. P. R. has taken over
the railway, it was felt to be an onnor-
tune time to consider the guestion of
the Province again entering into the
possession the land still inalienated
from the company, amounting to about
1,500,000 acres. These lands compriss
‘considerable areas of fine, merchantable
timber, and :very large antities of
second-class . timber suitable for" cord-
wood, for which there is an extemsive
demand, and for a secondary grade of
. lumber. - These, according to reperts of
cruisers and others, are very valuable.
‘In addition to that there are areas suit-
able for agriculture, when clear, aggre-
gating from 200,000 to 250,000 acres.
This is a comservative estimate, &s we
are informed, on very good autherity,
that farther away from the coast in
the mortherly end of the grant, there is
more of such Jdnd than most persons are
aware.of. Then there are the rights to
the baser minerals, other than coal,
which attach to the fee simple and go
with .the land. There are also one or
two towasites of imore or less value.

As a matter of public policy, it has
long been considered a serious draw-
back to the development of the Island
that so large a tract of lamd, with its
resources in timber, minerals and agri-
cultural ilities, should be in the
hands of a private corporation; and
‘Whatever evils are incident to such a

¢ condition of dffairs would be removed

by the Government taking over the land
grant and making it part of the public
‘domain once more. There is8 no doubt
about it that, apart from the

aspects of the case, the direct finan-
cial results would be profitable, as the
timber alone as an asset is worth far
more tham the price to be paid. Tl'ne
taking over-of the land, too, wousl
greatly stimulate the prospccting for
minerals and the dgvelopment of
mineral Tesources on the Island. These
arematerial considerations that weigh in
the balances in favor of the transaction,
as suggested, between the Province and
the E. & N. Railway Company being
concluded. The importance from a pub-
lic point of view is obvious.

The question of the land having been
granted to the compamy in the first in-
stance will naturally arise, and its jus-
tice and right will be discussed.. The
conditions which gave rise to the ar-
rangement ‘entered into with the late
Hon. Robert Dunsmuir need mot now be.
referred to. Whether,. in view of sub-
sequent events, it ‘'was a4 wise or unwise
arrangement does not affect the preseunt
situation. At the time it was entered
into it was hailed as a satisfactory solu-
tion of the problem of lsland transpor-
tation. | The contract made in respect
to it was ¢ully and well lived up to. The
total cost ot the railway has been
$3,250,000, ‘and with the exception of the
$750,000 received from the Dominion,
was paid ¢or out of the private vesources
of the company without placing a single
debenture oun the market. Until wvery
recently it was operated at an annual
loss, and that the road was well main-
tained cannot be demied, 1t will not be
denied, either, by those conversant «with
the facts, that at the time the contract
was made it was.extremely improbable
tiat any person, other than Hon. Rob-
ert Dunsmuir, could have been found
able op willing to have undertaken the
work upon the terms.

The question now to be settled by the
Government and the Legislative Assem-
bly is whether the advantages to the
Province as a-whole are such as to re-
commend the proposed transaction for
favorable comsideration, We think they

PERJURERSVARRESTED. ’
—

The Attorney-General Intervenes and
Assumes Charge of Prosecution-

The attorney<General,  Hon. Charles
Wilson had taken a hand in the perjury
[ cases arisink out of the Chinese murder
tase, which occupiedsuch a long time in
recent assizes. Wong Ah Lum was dis-
charged 'by Judge Harrison on Tuesday
mcrring, and was promptly rearrested
by ‘tbe palice, together with Gim Duck,
at,the instance of Chinese who accuse
t!.&’m of perjury in connection with the
murder case.

The case against Woug Ah Lum and
Gia Duck was called in the Police court
yesterday morning, and Mr. McDopald,
of the attorney-general’s department, ap-
peared and informed the magistrate
that he had been instructed to take over
tii2 prosecution on behalf of the Crown.
The lawyer and interpreter appearing
for the private prosecutors were de-
barred from taking part.

The attorney-general has intervened
in order that the case may be fully in-
vestigated and the fact ascertained it
there is a prima facie case to justify the
two fresh charges laid against the Chi-
nese it being alleged from mauny
and counter charges that they have been
laid by private pagrties that Chinese fac-
tions are using the courts to vent ven-
geance.

The case was adjourmed until the
24th, both: accused being released on
$500 bail. Mr. “Thoriton Fell appears
for the defence. ;

Mrr. George Powell, one of the coun-
sel for the private prosecution, last night
was asked in rmegard to the position tak-
en ‘with to the case by the At-
torney General, as published in last
night’s Times. Mr. Powell declined 10
discuss the matter, but stated that ne
would: have eqmeﬁhing to say later on
as to the right'of the Attorney Genera
to constitute himself a trier of cases in
his own office, when a swomn informa-
tion was already before the courts, but
as he refused to believe the Attorney
General was reported correctly, he did
not see the necessity of any further dis-
cussion at present.

It appeams that Wong Ah Lum was
the one witness for the defence in the
first murder trial who attempted to de-
scribe the events -and ecircumstances of
the fatal night when Mah Quann was
hurled to death; and mhile a dozen eye-
witnesses swore that there was a brutal
attack of a band of from five to ten
men, Wong Ah Lum, however, .swore
that there mvas no assault—that it was
a verbal quarre] between two individua's
and the victim must haye fallen over
the balcony.

In the conspiracy case certain npew
witnesses swore that Lum was not pres-
ent at the fateful supper which preceded
the tragedy. Hence his arrest for per-
jury. He is now charged with stating
that he was in the room at supper and
during the interval wihen the assanylt oc-
curred wwhile the previous charge upen
which he was acquitted by Judge Har-
rison_on Tuesday was that he merely
misdeseribed the circumstances of the
assault.

“Traditional beliefs die hard, One of
the fixed ideas accepted as part of his
intellectual outfit by the ordinary Eng-
lishman is that the French are not, and
never will be, a colonising people.

Doubtless there is still much that they
can learn from our more practical race,
trained for generations in the manage-
ment of peoples on.a lower plane of
civilization. Bu! it is perhapd time
that we revised our estimate of our
meighbors as a colonising people, ' and
asked ourselves .if there are not some
things in which we may learn a lesson
from Fraunce. A candid critic, contrast-
ing the methods of the two countries,
‘would probably feel obliged to point out
that we are too much disposed to look
to results and to pay too little heed to
the means by which these results are
obtained; while he might find. on the
other ‘hand, that the logical Latin mind
was inclined to trouble itself overmuch

The provincial governmént has done its
duty In pressing again upon the attentior
of the Federal authorities the claims that
British Columbia has for a reconsideratiocy
of the financial relations between the Do-
minion and the Province, with a view to
more faborable arrangements belng ennced-
ed to the latter. This is not a party ques-
tion and we believe that the opposition
mcmbers in the legislature realize this and
perceive that provincial interests require
that the demand made to Ottawa should be
svpported by the unanimous voice of both
sides of the House. To put it shortly, it is
no¢ only not a party question, or one in
which Conservatives and Liberals hold @if-
ferent views, but a matter in which the
whole of the people of British Columbia
are on one side, and those of the remain-
ing provinces of the Dominion on the other.
This is the fact, and necessarily so, al-
tLough’ that does not imply that the peo-
p'® of the other provinces are hostile te

000N demands, or opposed to considering the

matter in a reasonable amnd fair manner.
The difficulty in the past (as 1t Is, indeed,
even now) has been to get our fellow citi-
zens beyond the confines of this province,
to understand the guestion and to perceive
the great economic and other conditions
witlch differentiate the sitnation here from
what it is in the other parts of the Domin-
iou If we can but get them to understand
the situation and to look at the facts as
they exist, we cannot but think that we
shouid be a long way on the road to the
granting of our Tequests.

One of the most important of the phases
of the question and one which must first
be brought clearly to the attention of the
Federal government and parliament, is that
a general readjustment, on & basis more or
lcss uniform, of the relations between the
Dominion and all the })rovinces, will do
little to remove the grievances of which
British Columbians complain. Indeed, a
auore liberal grant from the Federal treas-
ury than it now enjoys to every province,
would aggravate, rather than relieve, the
situation as regards British Columbia. For
4ach additions to the amount disbursed In
stibsidies to the provinces, would necessar-
1y require the adoption of some measures
for augmenting the general Federal rev-
enne, Such a measure would unquestion-
abiy take the form of either an imposition
of ‘higher customs -duties, or the retention
at their present level of existing duties.
Now as it is the high duties, maintained
fo: the protection of them anufacturers of
Eastern Canada, that are the chlef burden
of which the people of British Columbia
complain, it is obvious that either of the
methods we have mentioned would bring
n» material relief to us, even should the
annual subsidy the province receives from
th? Dominion be increased. It would, on
the other hand, increase our burden, be-
cause while we contribute per capita of our
ropulation more largely to the revenue of
the Dominion than the people of the other
provinces, any action that made a heavier
drain on the Federal revenue, would mean
an additional burden placed on us.

It remains, therefore, first of all! to im-
press on the Dominion parliament and gov-
ernment that the case of British Columbia
fer a readjustment of the relations with
the Dominion stands on a different footing
f:om that of any other province. When
that fact is understood and accepted at
Ottawa, a great step will have been made
In the negotiations between the province
and the Dominion. It is almost inconceiv
sble that the people of the other provinces
when they understand that will not be

willing that British Columbia should re-
celve fair apd equitable treatment.
