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FLOUR AND BREAD.

Flour of good quality—better than the
average of what the bakers use—can now
be had in this market at $2 25 per hun-
dred Jor 2} cents per pound. And still the
four pound loaf stande at fourteen cents,
which is 34 cents per pound for the bread,
In a few places here the loaf, not of the
best by any means, is sold for twelve cents,
but nearly all the bakers keep the figure
up to fourteen cents, The price of bread
is notoriously out of all proportion to the
price of flour. It is asserted by those who
ought to know that a baker would make a
living profit, and something more, by giving
pound for pound or a thousand pounds of
bread for a thousand pounds of flour. Some
say that three pounds of flour will make
four pounds of bread ; others that two
pounds will produce three. Taking the
fermer estimate, in order to keep within the
mark, the flour for a four pound loaf would
cost just 6§ cents, but say seven cents.
The retail price is fourteen cents or just
double, which is simply outrageous, Say
that a baker is using $50 worth of flour per
day or $300 worth per week, which at pres-
ent prices would be about eleven bar-
rels or twenty-two hundred pounds
per day. It is outrageous, we say, for a
beker to demand fifty dollars for the day's
work of making into bread and delivering
in that shape the fifty dollars’ worsh of
flour, ‘Allowing a handsome margin for
“profit, also for rent and all other expenses,
At is far too much, Does any mortal be-
lieve that the weekly expenses of a baker
using eleven barrels of flour per day can be
anything like $300 per week, or $15,600 a
year? Or that his daily expenses, cost of
flour not included, can be anything like
$50¢ We think not. The public will not

. long tolerate it that every dollar’s worth of

flour should cost another dollar for baking
and delivering. And yet this is the mis-
proportion of the thing at which we have
now arrived, that there should be only 50
eents’ worth of flour in a dollar's worth of
bread. The bakers had better do as Davy

Crockett’s coon did, and “‘come down.”

THE NEW OCOMET,

The opinion sattributed to Prof. Swift on
the new comet discovered by Schmidt at
Athens on Sunday is a fragment of the
great comet broken off at its perihelion
passage seems likely to cause misapprehen-
sion. The great comet, although it went
very close to the sun, did not strike it, and
if any separation has taken place in its
nucleus, whereby a vew comet has been
formed, it is not the result of a collision
with the sun, but of the tremendous forces
to which it was subjected in its rapid swing
around the great centre of gravitation of
the solar system, The comet did undoubt-
edly pass through the outer atmosphere of
the sun, but that could only retard its
progress, not shatter it, and it might evea
have gone thousands of miles ‘beneath the
visible surface of the sun without encoun-
tering any solid body, for the nucleus of
the sun is believed to lie far beneath the
surface which we see. In that case how-
ever, the comet would have been absorbed
into the sun and so have disappeared

forever.

- He is & son of
the fourth Baron Dufferin, his mother be-
ing one of the beautiful Sheridan sisters.
He was educated at Oxford, but left that
university without taking a degree.  While
still a minor he succeeded ‘to his father’s
title, and under Sir John Russell’s first ad-
ministration he was a lord in waiting on
the queen. He traveled from Oxford to
Ireland, accompanied by a friend, in- 1847,
and published an account of his experi
ences. In 1850 be made s voyage to Ice-
land in a yacht, and wrote an account of
the expedition wnder the title’ of “ Letters
from High Latitades.” ' He was 'sént to the
east in 1860 by Lord Palmerston to make
enquiries into the massacre of the chris-
tians there, and for thege.services he was
madea K. C. B. In1872 he was appoiuted
governor-general of Canada. Hig adminis-
tration in the dominion was most success-
fal. Harvard university conferred on him
in 1878 the honorary degree of LL.D.
Since then he has besn sént ‘to 8t, Peters
burg as ambassador in a time of great dif-
ficulty, and thence to Constantinople. He
has been the recipient, perhaps, of niore

any man of his time. He was created an
English baron in 1850, nominated & Knight
of 8t, Patrick in 1863, appointed lord lien-
tenant county Down in 1864, sworn a privy
councillor in 1868, and was made an earl of
the united kingdom in 1871. Of the adage,
**Nothing succeeds like success,” we have
a striking illustration in the careers of Lord
Dufferin and Sir Garnet Wolseley.

THE TRANSIT OF VENUS,

The French astronomers who have 'just
arrived in New York on their way to Florida
to observe the transit of Venus have brought
with them a very complete outfit of scien-
tific instruments. They intend to apply in
their observations the  photographic

the Anierican method, and whick, it is be-
lieved, will give more trustworthy results
than any other plan yet' devised. The
French have sent out seven other expedi.
tions to various parts of the world to ob.
serve the transit, and astronomers have also
started from the other principal European
countries and from the United States for
the same purpose. The transit does not oc-
cur till December 6, but it is requisite that
the observing stations be occupied as early
as possible, so that everything shall be in
perfect working order when the important
day comes,

This transit is of extraordinary interest
to science, as there will not be another one
in more than a century, The object of _the
observations to be made by the astronomers
is to arcertain as exactly as possible the dis-
tance of the earth from the sun, The tran-
sit will be visible all over the ‘United
States.

“ SCHOOL HISTOKY IN A.D, 1982,

A Treatise on the Light of One Hundred
Years from Now.
(To the Editer of The World.)
S1n 2 The following is extracted from a
history of Canada to be published in 1982 :
‘“Even 8o late in the preceding century as
the year 1883 there is no trace that any idea
of * the rights of children and minors’ had
taken root in the public heart and mind.
They were still held as slaves, devoid of
personal protection at law, subject entirely
to the will of parents and teachers, or com-
mitted to the care of institutions directed
by the state, whether criminal themselves
or not, if they were unfortunate enough to
be born of criminal, dissolute, or pauper pa-
rentage. Their own will, their own affec-
tions, their own desires in the matter of
guardianship, were totelly ' disregarded.
;l'boy were treated as slaves, driven by the
ash to work or study ; and minors, even
women, could be and were so punished for
refusing obedience to the will of parents in
matters of a purely personal nature, Not
only were the persons of children
and minors the property of their parents
or guardisns, but also their thoughta, con-
yictions, and affections were so regarded.
It may be difficult in the present age to
credit this, but the annals of the daily
press amply confirm the fact. Boys were
rendered .‘seriously ill’ by school floggings,
and although somewhat merciful rules were
laid down for the guidance of teachers,
these could be disregarded with impunity.
A grand jury in 1882 actually bad the hard-
ihood to recommend flogging for youthful
offenders, on the plea thal confinement in
jail brought them into contact with hard.
ened criminals, They never dreamed, ap-
parently, of suggesting suitable classifica-
tivn and nseful training in the industrial
arts, for men, women or children whose evil
babits or hereditary tendencies rendered
rison restraint for a time necessary, Re-
Porm and mercy were words comparatively
unknewn to law, The death penalty for
murder was still inflicted, and although we
find in the literature of the period some
dawning perception that }j‘the worst use to
which we cam put & man is to hang him,’
the public were as yet too ignorant regard-
ing the laws of spiritual nnd natural lite to
doubt that by destroying an evil man’s
body and sending him prematurely into the
spiritual world, we could rid ourselves of
hjs influence for evil entirely.
. *“Yes, this was an enlightened age com-
pared with those preceding it ; and ere the
close of the century we find vigorous
efforts to establish legal rights for children
—a direct result of the previous agitation
for equal rights for women.  Societies for
the *prevention of cruelty to children and
minors’ sprang up all over the land. The
people had begun to observe that every
gain in personal freedom, every effort to
substitute moral suasion for the arbitrary
rule ot absolute authority among men, in
previous ages, had led not only to no evil
consequences of anarchy and disorder, but
had tended directly to develop higher
morality, mor:h stirling virtue -?dhintogrity
of purpose in the t mass of humanity.
Thgy thus gndumut all timidity in ex-
tending to women and children an equal
right to that moral suasion and those gnrely
social influences which had been found only
potent for'good in controlling men, Women
and  children were, in 1904, granted
equal rights, equal protection from peysonal
violerice, equal appeal to law for redress
to that enjoyed by man. The step was
wisely taken, and the fears of those who
dresded the constant dragging of family
quarrels into open court were proved to be
entirely unpounded. Deprived of all right
to rule by fear of the stick, the natural
affection gecwaen parent and child, hus-
band and wife—no longer turned into hate
by arbitrary enforcement ot a personal
authority from which there was no appeal—
was 80 strengthened and so developed as to
become a thoroughly efficient means of eon-
trol. Fathers, fully aware that they could
no longer *““ whip ” their eighteen year old
danghter into a perception of their lovers’
unsuitsbility, did not so readily neglect to
win their affection and confidence in early
life o thoroughly that a father's opinion, if
wise and based on experience of life might,
when' rationally presented, have some
weight’ with his child. Parents sought
earnestly to prevent their children from
regarding them as ‘ friend-enemies * (a word
invented by the celebrated Herbert Spencer
in 1850 as applicable to the state of the
relations then prevailing between parent
and child)y
“ After the year 1904 all trace of bru-
tality and vengeful punishment is lost. The

The state had been made free many years
befure. The family had to be enfranchised
also, for the family is the root and ground
work of the state. That “divine right’
of kings, which in previous ages served to
excuse tyranny and oppression, had so long
been thrown off as to lead towards the in-
evitable sequence, the removal of all
‘divine right’ to absolute authority of
husbands and fathers. The battle was
won, and from that date we have, as a
nation, developed that individualism which
acknowledges no ‘divine right' to rule,
save only the divine right of that love and
wisdem which flows forth as life and light
from''the ‘sun of righteousness,’ in whose
foller glow we now ‘live and move and
have our being.’”
