The Dual Language Belolntion:

After a few unimportant questiops had

been answered, Mr, Armstrong moved his
resolution:

That it is expedient that power be given to
the Legislative Assembly of the Northwest
Territories after the next general election
of members of said Assembly fo deal with all
matters pertaining to education and the use
of dual languages in the courts and in the

roceedings of the said Assembly, providing,

owever, that no school section as at present
constituted sball be interfered with wit hout
the consent of the parties composing such
section. o

In support of his motion he said that he
acted entirely for himself and not for
his party. He thought the matter ought
to be settled and that the fairest way
to settle it was to leave it to the people of
the Northwest, as his resolution proposed.
He said that he had an utter abhorrence of
the idea that it was the duty of the major-
ity in this country to stamp out the
language of the minority.

Mixed Race a Strength.

He considered mixed race a strength
rather than a weakness to a countg and
instanced the case of Great Britain
as un argament jn favor of it
There over a million persons, spoke
Welsh, and no one thought they should be
compelled to use their own e. He’
dwelt on the subject of state rights, touched
a little on the southern rebellion, skir-
mished around a trifle in ancient history,
quoted the modern instances of Russia trying
to abolish the Polish la.nguq{e and of Den-
mark endeavoring to compe the German
inhabitants of Schleswig-Holstein to speak
Danish, -and wound up by moving his
motion.

Clarke Wallace Has wn Amendment.

Mr. Clarke Wallage thought the resolu-
tion was a contradictory one and the part
of it dealing with existing schools was
likely to prove troublesome. He thought
that the Northwest should be given the
same powers as other provinces, especi-
ally. with regard . to  education.
With regard to dual language he
was not  quite satisfied with the
compromise arrived at two years ago, but
was willing to let the law stand as itis.
In conclugion he moved in amendment:

That in the opinio: of this House the
Legislative  Assembly of the Northwest
Territories, should be empowered to deal
with all matters relating to education in
the Northwest Territories.

Mr. McCarthy Speaks.

The debate was) contimied bv Messrs,
McMallen, Devlin, Scriver and Macdonald,
(Huron), after which Mr. McCarthy
giid he agreed with the last
speaker that the matter ~must be faced
and it might as well? be faced ~now. The
Northwest had almost all the powers of:a
province, and it was yet to be shown why
the powers of the Assembly should be

‘ limited in regard to education and dual
: language. He argued at some length in
. favor of the Northwest Assembly being
given the most-full’and absolute control of
education, and in” favor ot Parliament tak-
ing back into its own hands the gues-
tion of dual language. .He said that no
person wanted to interfere with the sacred
right of speech. Everybody has the right to
sheak his own language, but it was a dif-
feremt- moatter establishing two official
languages. He held that the British
North America Act establish
language for the whole cg; except
Provincé of Quebec, d that a second
language should not fave been introduc
in the Northwest. Jn conclusion he move!

K. C.M.G., Prime Minister of the Domin-
ion of Canada:

Sir.—We, the undersigned members of a
special committee, appointed by the Baptist

inisterial Association of this city, -respect-
tuily ask, &s citizens of Canada, your atten-
tive consideration of the following state-
ments and protest:

Having learned from reports appearing in
the public press that, on a recent occasion,
replying to the representations of a deputa-
tion composed of the Methodist membors of
the Senate and the House of Commons, who
waited upon you to ask an increase of the
appropriations from the Dominion treasury
iu aid of the mission schools under the care
of the Methodist Church among the Indiaus
of the Northwest, you intimuted. that the
Government had in contemplation a&-new or
improved system, in accordance with which
appropriations in aid of denominational
schools among the Indiaus of Canada would
henceforih be made on a per capita basis, we
Leg leave, on behalf of the association for
which we speak, to say:

1, We, as members of a body of Christ-
jans who have been among the most zealous
in the establishment and carrying on of
modern Imissions among the heathen in
foreign lands are in hearty sympathy with
every properly directed effort for the civiliz-
ing and evangelizing of the Indian tribes of
Canada.

2, 'I'hough the churchesof the denomina-
tion with which we are counected have not
done so much as we could have wished iu
aid of this good work, which we recogniza
as a duty solemnly binding upon the Christ-
ian churches of the Dominiou, they have for
a number of years been engaged in mission-

work on the Brant Reserve, and have at
present an ordained minister with several
assistants successtully employed on that
reserve, ‘igey have also, during the past
year, been engaged in mission work on the
reserves arouud Lake Winnipeg, in Manf
toba, and are now organizing for more ex-
tepsive work in that region. This will
show that the Baptists are not indifferent
to the religious welfare of the aborigines of
the Domi:&én and that they are prepared to
do what tey can for their evangelization,
in harmony with their cherished and time-
honored principle, viz., absolute voluntary-
ism in religious institutions and operations.

Wrong n Principle and Unjust,

3, We as Baptists, who have in days past
suffered proscription and persecution for
conscience sake in consequence of the union
of church and state in systems of govern-
ment, regard any and every appropriation
of funds derived from taxation of the whole
people for purposes of civil administration
in aid of denpminational or sectarian schools
or institutions of any kind under denomina-
tional control as not only demenstrably
wrong in principle and unjust, but as & vio-
lation of the fundamental principle of abso-
lute separation of church and state, which
has been agreed on, tacitly at least, as one
of the corner-stones of our constitut ional sys-
tem. The provisions of the British North Am-
erica Act iu the interest of separate schools in
Ontario and Quebec will surely not be plead-
ed in support of practices adaptea to weaken
and contravene throughout the Dominion at
large this most important feature of our con-
stitution.

4, We, therefore, as Baptists bez leave re-

gpectfully but most earnestly to protest

against the establishment of such a system
of distribution of public funds in md of de-
nominational Indiafl scbools, us thet said to

be codtempiated by your Governm:ug, tn i

to submit that whatever changes are made

Qarion the expression, of such a method !
Ve are well assured that in_this matter the
Government are sincerely desirousjof pro-
mo! the moral and religious Ifare of
the Indians. Buy cousider bow “ineffective
and even harmful such n system must bo in
relation to these very designs. The Merhodists,
for instance, in common_with other denomi-
pations ealled “*Evangelicai,” firmly believe
that the doctrinal teachings of the Roman
Catholiec Church are based on deadly error
and tend directly to foster ignorance, super-
stition and moral and spiritual darkness in
the minds of those who are brought under
their influeuce. The Roman Catholics, in
their turn, hold substantially the same Views,
and if possible even more stron ly, with re-
gard to the tenets and effects of Jvangelical-
ism. $And yet the Government hopes to
Christianize  the Indiaus LY mxlnz‘uetho-
dists for the propagation of Roman Catholie
teachings and Roman Catholics for the pro-
pagation. of Methodism, and Baptists and
many others who are peither Methodists nor
Romau Catholics for the propagation of the
views of both.

(b) The mischisvous and dangerous ten-
denéy of such a system, putting as it does o
premium upon mers pumbers in the rival
schools, to lead, if not to actual misrepre-
sentations at least to undesirable and
vicious. methods of competition and the
holding out of wrong and demoralizing in-
ducements to Indian parents to permit their
children to be enrolied in the respective
schools, We think that
cannot be wholly unaware that already
missionaries representing rival schools some-
times suspect and accuse euch other of re-
sorting to unworthy bribes and other expe-
dients in order to enlarge their rolls. The
moral effects of such rivalries upon the minds
of the .Indians themselves may readily Le
imagined.

(c) fhe system lacks completeness and
ttnality. - All admit that it is in the highest
degree desirable that snch a system should
be adopted as will effect the complete civili-
zation and enlightenment of the Indians, not
simply ultimately, but within the briefest
possidle period. Now, thougli some very en-
couraging progress is reported from tima to
time In the industrial training of the North-
west Indians, the - most sanguine fr nd of
thoe present methods ¢in hardly hopeé to see
the 17,000 or 18,000 ludians in the Northwest,
to say nothing of those in British Co.umbia
anad othier provinces, transformed into intel-
ligent and industrious citizens within the
next half century. It is not tobe hoped for
that under any system of State-aided and
sectarian schools that can be deyised the
work. of educating the young Indiansasa
whol@ will be overtaken in a century, tosay
riothipg of their moral and religious trans-
formation, But if this be so, it follows that
the @stablishment of the system proposed
would really take ou the characteristics of
perpetuisy, ineffectiveness and hopelessness
so far us sy complete or satislactory results
are cancerned.

5. If it be saild that some progress is better
than none, aud that the adoption of the view
we adyocate would lead to a . falling off in
the amount of work which isnow being done
for the uplifting of the Indians, we make
bold to reply:

1. That iv would be a poor compliment to
the zeal and liberality of Canadian Chris-
tiansto believe that their efforts for the
moral and spiritual welfare of the aborigines
in their'swn land are dependent upon the
aid derived from compulsory taxation by
ihe state, We have such faith in voluntary-
ism in religious work, a belief well founded
upon what is mow being done” in foreign
lands, that we feei sure that the withdrawal
of the aid hitherto granted by the Govern-
ment would lead to redoubled liberality and
zeal in the work of Indian missions.

*1s a New Departure Needed?

2. As to the educatioual work which pro-
perly belongs to the state, we ask whether
tho time is not come-when very much more
should be done than has hitherto been done
in this direction? May we not, without pre-
sumption, direct the atteation of the Gov-
ernment and all friends of the Indianto the
great work that is now being done in the
United States? ¢

After having for a century tried methods
somewhat similar to those now employed in
Canada the United States Government bas
at last, as is well known, ado ted vigorous
and hopetul measures for the nal and com-
plete soiution of the whole Iudian problem
within ageneration. Acting on the advice
of the Lake Mobonk Conference, a society
representin the statesmanship, philan-
thropy.snd religious.intelligence and "zeal of
the friends of the Indian in the Republic,
the Indian Department is now, with every
prospect of success, following out a radically
new departure in its treatment of the
Indians.

Tho two great pn’nciples underlying this
itew policy are universal compulsory educa-
tion of Indian children and youth at the
earliest” practicable moment and the break-
ing up of the reservation, and with it,as a
not remote consequence, of the tribal system
and 'the distribution of ‘he land to the
Indiaps in severalty, They are, in short,
to be clothed with the duties and
responsibilities, and with all the privileges,
too, of citizenship, under such conditions
as may seem best adapted to make ¢itizens of
them, at the earliest possible moment. The
work of Christianizing them will, of course,
be left with the churches where it properly
belongs. 1f tke provinces of Canada find it
advisable and expedient, as a matter of gelf-
interest, to provide for the compulsory ele-
mentary education of all the children who
are to become their future citizens, ought
not the Dominion itself, a fortiori. to do no
less for the children of the Indians who are
her wards? Let the Government thus settle
the question of Indian education, and the
churches may safely be trusted to do the
work of Christianization. But the other day
the Methodist Conference of the United
States, assembled at Omaha, unanimously
decided that the General Conference should
hereafter “‘decline either to make a petition
to or to receive from the National Govern-
ment any moneys for educational work
among the Indians.” We are sure the Metho-
distsof Canada will not be slow to emulate so

ood an example, In fact, some of them are
already doing so. -

While the members of the Ministerial As-
sociation whom this committee represents
make no cluim to speak for anybody but
themselves, they are warranted by the whole
history of Baptist prificiples and by their
general knowledge of the sentiments of their
brothren all over the Dominion in their con-
viction that they voice the minds of the
whole body of Canadian Baptists. Steps
are being taken to have the question sub-
mitted to the various local associations
shortly to meet, and also to the general con-
vention of the Baptists of Ontario and
Quebec, which meets in October. We have
no doubt that the protest will be heartily
concurred in by all these representative
bodies.

We desm it proper to forward printed
copies of this memeorial and protest to the
members of the House of Commons and

CovuxciL Brurrs, Ia.,, May 30.—W. J.
Jones, manager of the ¢ Sandwich, IIL,
Manufacturing Company, who has "been
under the iu of liquor for several
days, with a considerable sum of money on
his person, was called his wife’s side
just when he had reached home last night
by a message stating that his cpresence was
required at the Ogden House.

That was the last seen of Jones until his
body was found this morningin a dark
street near the hotel, He had a bullet hole
in his abdomen and his skull had 'been
crushed, He had a revolver clutched in his

A block away close to a blood-stained
hack the dead body of one Jack Wade was
discovered with a pistol wound in the
breast.

Maher,
Wade and Crogan are all hard characters
and are supposed, with robbery for a motive,
to have sent the message which decoyed
Jones from home.

The First False Step,

Mr. AHan met Mrs. Hebden about two
yearsago. Mrs. Hebden went to Montreal
from Chicago with her husband, who was
then inspector of the Bank of Montreal.
Her attractive face, refined manners and
good family readily gained her an entrance
to-the gélect social circles in Wwhich the
Allans moved. Mr. Hebden installed his
wife in a beautiful home on Sherbrooke,
the most fashionable street of the city, and
there she entertained sumptuously.

Allan, who is familiarly called * Jack,’
seems to have been smitten with Mrs. Heb-
den from the first, and from the day they
met the two became devoted friends, They
walked, drove and skated together and fre-
quéently were seen in one another’s company
at the opera and theatre.

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The Indian Question Again,

' The memorial communicated by the com-
mittee of the Baptist Ministerial Association
to the Prime Minister, which appears in an-
other column, deserves to be carefully read.
It will be seen that the memorialists recog-
nize the importance of educating the Indians,
but do not agree that it should be undertaken
under denominational auspices, The World
has already pointed out that the denomina-
tional plan bas the advantage of economy
and the efficiency that springs from conse-
crated zeal. The Baptist representatives,
liowever, hold that difficult as the task may
be of ducting an terian plan of
jmparting instruction to the Indian
youth, it is one that the .Government
is bound to assume, Indeed they go
further and say that if compulsory educa-
tion is necessary among the civilized white
population it is still more necessary among
the red savages.

A great many who have studied the Indian
problem feel that the time is very ¢lose at
hand when our methods of dealing with the
Indians must be slightly modified. Indeed,
the Government have given proof that they
recognize that the time for a change is ripe
by inaugurating a gradual plan of enfran-
chising the Indian and conferying on him
the respousibilities and privileges of citizen-
ship, The processes of the change were
begun five or six years ago, and that it was
considered a success may be inferred
from the fact that the provisions of the
act " have this year beeén extended
to a portion of the bands in British Colum-
bia. The changes suggested in the Baptist
memorial are in the line that has already
been taken by the Government, but it has
always been considered that it must bein-
troduced  cautiously judiciously.
Dividing up a reservajion among the in-
dividuals, givin power to alienate bis
property, would/be a very risky proceeding
te take among bands where the notions of
value are hazy and habits of thrift but
slightly developed. Itis true that this plan
.is being tried on a large scalg in the United
States. With proper safeguards it might be
experimented with here, but in any eventit
must be introduced with care, s» as %o
avoid the misfortune of having on
our hands- a few years from mnow
a generation of landless, shiftless and
pauperized semi-savages. One feature of the
American system ougbt to demand immedi-

ate attention from our legislators. That-

feature is the enrolment of Indians as sol.
diers. We bave no regular army such as
that which guards Uncle Sam’s western
frontier, but we have the Mounted Police,
who serve a similar purpose. It is well

. worth considering whether a system of en-
listing intelligent young bucks ¢f good be-
havior-in this force could not be tried. The
maintenance of the Indians and of the police
is found to be a -serious drain on the
public purse. If the enrolment of 2
young buck would relieve the Government
of his maintenance as an Indian
a clear saving would be effected. But this
would not bs the only good effected. There

/ ‘ean be little doubt that in'a short time such
a career would be Jooked upon as a valuable
preferment by the - Indians, and a premiumn
would at once be placed on intelligence and
good behavior. ;

The Indian problem is an anxious and
difficult one. Our obligations to these child-
ren of larger growth is sacred and binding.
We took from them their means of living
and we are morally bound to supply another.
1If, however, we can from year to year render
the task lighter, while dealingout a plenteous

e of justice to our helpl wards, our
rulers will be expected to - take that course.
The way to emancipation from the burden
probably lies inan even greuter expendi-

e than that incurred now, but If it prom-
jses at a future time the beginning of a
yearly diminishing outlay it. would be and
should be cheerfully borne.

Two Rival Companies’ (laims—Reduced
Water Rates—The Separato Schools,
As the company having the contract for
furnishing coal to the Waterworks Depart-
ment - have refused to. deliver more than
15,000 tons at the comtract price of $4.41
per ton, the Waterworks Committee yester-
day afternoon refused the FPublic¢ School
Board any of that quantity for school pur-

poses.

A lotter from the Separate School Board
stated that in their opinion the Separate
Schools of the city ought to be exempt from
water rates, as the children were rated
. in their own homes. This struck the ,com-

wmittee as a novel &ropolition. with ox-

on of Ald. W. Carlyle, who sad a
third of the population of the eit
were rated twice.

This action on the part of the com-
mitfee met the thorough - disapproval of
Chbairman Gowanlock, who accused the
majority with being ‘‘lobbied.” This
indignantly denied by Ald. McMurrich and
Crawford, who claimed that they had a per-
fect right to hear the statements of aggriev-
ed parties. ‘Ald, Crawford was sorry that
the chairman of the Waterworks Committee
had so little dignity as to suspect any alder-
man of such a mean act.

ASPHALT PROJECTS.

“ Fxtensive Schemes To Be Considered To-
. day.

At the meeting of ths Board of Works this
afternoon the recommendations for the
largest paving works ever considered at one
time will be taken up. The works are: The
asphalting of o t16-feet strip between the
street railway rails in King-street between
Bimecoe and Bathurst; a concrete paving be-
tween the tracks in King-street between
Bathurst-street and Strachan-avenue; the
asphalting of King-street on the initiative
between Sherbourhe and Simcos at a cost of
. $102,000: the asphalting of Yonge-street
from King to Bloor, costing $175,-
D00; the asphalting of the strip
between the tracks in Yonge from Bloor to
the C.P.R. tracks; ix Queen-street west to
Bathurst the strip between the iracks w 11 be
asphalted, and_ from Bathurs treet to
Sunnyside this strip -will be paved With con-
crete. A sufficiently signed petition has
been received for the asphalting of Rose-
avenue from Howard to Winchester street at
a cost of $26,700. The University authori-
ties request that Devounshire-place be as-
phalted at a cost of $16,860, to paid for inone
year. The ting of Parliament-street
between Cariton and Winchester has also
been petitioned for.

The only one of these likely to be obstruct-
ed by petition is the asphalting of King be-
tween Sherbourne and Simcoe. Mr, W. G.
McWilliams already hasa petition large
enough to effectually stop that project. At
any rate the centre strip will be asphalted
without the consent of the property-owners.
The first of the work will be commenced
within three weeks.

PROUD OF CENTRE ISLAND.

Will Have No Hotel—Music For the Peo-
ple—Mimico Electric Rallway.

The Parks and Gardens Committee de-
cided yes! y afternoon that during the
summer 82 band concerts should be played
in the parks of the city.

The Business Dispatched by the Couneil
Yesterday Afternoon,

The council of the Board of Trade met yes-
terday afternoon, the president, Mr. H. N.
Baird,in the chair. The election of delegates
to the London Chamber of Commerce result-
ed in the following gentlemen being appoint-
ed: Messrs. M. C. Ellis, P. H, Burton and
the president, H. N. Baird.

A communication was received from the
National Mining Congress, Helena, Montana,
inviting delegates to_ attend the second
session of congress and transmitting blank
eredentials.

Communications were also received from
the Rochester Chamber of Commerce favor-
ing the construction of- the Toronto and
Georgian Bay Ship Railway and asking for
& date to be fixed upon which Toronto will
receive a deputation in order to resolve upon
some immediate action that will prove an
immense commercial advantage to both
cities,

The report of the Instruction Committee
ye delegates to London Chamber of Com-
merce was read. The various sabjects to be
discussed and strongly advocated were laid
down in the report and approved by the
council,

They Waut $150,000,

An informal meeting of the Parks and
Gardens Committee was beld in the Mayor’s
oﬂioev yesterday afternoon to consider a
propdsition made by the Iadustrial Exhibi-
tion Board.

Weekly Financial Review.

Special from Henry Clews & Co., New York:
Following the foreshadowings in our advices of
the 21st inst., the stock market has during the
past week showed symptoms of reaction from
its late *‘bearish" drift. The pessimists appear
to have come to the conclusion that they bave
fairly discounted the adverse conditions, and the
manifestly oversold .state of the market has
admonished them into covering their “short™
contracts, and therefore, although they have
continued to attack prices, they appear to have
done so mainly to enable them to buy
for the purpose of returning their borrowed
stock. It has thus happeoed that the “bears™
have been the foremost buyers. This change in
the current has naturally developed a better tone
and has caused some advance upon a wide range
of stock The “*bulls,” however, still feel some-
what timid and bruised after the late severe
pounding frowm their opponents, and have not
been so quick as they might have been in turning
to account the necessities of the *‘bears” to cover
their large outstanding *“‘short” contracts. This
is perhaps in part due to the fact that the
wpears’’ have Leen prudent emongh to eover
before the foreseen improvements In general
conditions bad become_distinetly developed
that as it may, the “oulls,” owing to the current
lack of strong and able generalship, bave iost a
good opportunity for turning the tables updn
their opponents and inagurating an upward
movement.,

The European situation continues to gradually
improve. london shows more confidence in
American stocks, A considerable portion of the
