Vancouver, B.C., Sept. 16.—Minnie
Dean, who was condemned to death
for the murder of infants entrusted to
her care, has been executed in Inver-
cargill, Auckland, New Zealand. She
| brotested her innocence up to the last.
{ Clemency was asked on account of
the murderes being a woman, but the
lproof against her was so overwhelm-
ing that no mercy was shown.’ On the
scaffold she was hysterical, and had
to be almost carried to the drop. Just
before the black cap shut out the
world from view, she became more re-
signed, but piteously exclaimed: * Oh,
God, let me not suffer.” The drop
fel and death was instantaneous.

Minnie Dean’s crimes were the sen-
i sation of last year in New Zealand.
In her prosperity she was patronized,
by well-to-do scoundrels, who paid her
handsomely to become responsible for
their children. A mother's love, how-
ever, induced an erring woman to seek
her child, who had been delivered to
the woman’s care. Minnie Dean had
| reported it dead from natural causes,
{but the mother’s suspicions were
jaroused and detectives were employed,
| when the remains of a number of chil.
dren were found of ages ranging from
,a few months to several years buried
in every conceivable place about the
‘premlses. The woman was arrested,
and after a sensational trial was con-
demned to death on the evidence of
the guilty fathers, who were compelled
by the authorities to appear in court
to asist the Crown. Minnie Dean’s
defence was that all the children died
from natural causes.

SEVEN LIVES LOB’T ON 4 BURN-
ING BOAT.

Iona Creates n Panic-Smoke Prevents
Rescue of All Passengers, and Seven
Charred Bodles Were Fouud In the

Berths,

London, Sept. 16.—The London and
Edinburgh Steamship Company’s
steamer Iona, plying between Leith and
Lonodon, caught firel on her trip to
Gravesend this morning. The fire start-
ed in her cabin, and flve women and
one child, passengers and the steward-
ess were burned to death, and a num-
ber of others were badly burned and
otherwise injured. The fire was extin-
guished by the use of the ship’s fire ap-
paratus. }

The following partioulars of the dis-
aster are furnished by the manager of
the London and Edinburgh Stéamship
Ccmpany, who, in an interview this
morning made this statement :

“The steamer Iona left Leith Satur-
day at 7 o’clock with a hundred saloon
passengers and fifty second-class pas-
sengers. The part of the boat in which
the second-class passengers slei.c was
uted as a saloon during the day, and
ar night it was divided into sleeping
arartments for women and men. At
2 o’clock this (Monday) morning fire
was discovered in the ladies’s com-
partment on the port side. The flameas
spread so rapidly and the clouds of
smoke were so stifling that the crew
were prevented from rescuing all of
the passengers, being several times

riven away from thé burning part of
the ship. The fire was got under con-

"t10l about 4 o’clock, when the charred
bcdies of seven persons were found ln‘

tleir berths “so badly burned as to be
urreeognizable.”

*The cabin on the starboard side of
the ship was only slightly injured, the

isrread of flames to that side being

checked by the protecting steel deck.
During the progress of the flames the
wildest excitement prevailed among
the passengers. The saloon passeng-
¢rs—men, women and children—rushed
on deck, some of them almost naked,
the women screaming and the children
crying, and it was not until the flames
Zce(;'e subdued that they could be paci-
fied”

The Iona is lying in a dock at Wap-
ping. The ladies’ cabin was complete-
ly demolished. Some of the killed ap-
pcared to have fallen from their berths
in their efforts to escape, and their
brdies were found lying almost in
ashes on the floor. The fire originated
in't_he lamp room, which adjoined the
calkin.

CONDUIT REPAIRS AT THE ISLAND

Great Accumulp:tons of Sand Still in the |
Pipe.

Engineer Keating reported yester-
day that the large bank of sand in the
6-foot pipe, immediately to the north
of the last manhole south of Hanlan’s
crib, had been entirely removed by
means of a sand pump and a great
portion of the accumulation to the
south of the same manhole was re-
moved yesterday;; but it was found,
after the suction hose had been taken
into the pipe by the divers about 120
feet, that it could not be moved any |
further by reason of its excessive
weight, and no more sand could be
removed from the pipe in that way.
The divers also reported that a large
accumulation of sand extended still
further to the south. Orders have
been given totdisconnect and remove
two lengths of the 5-foot pipe in
Blockhouse Bay, or about 114 feet of
pipe, so as to enable the remainder of
the sand to be pumped out. This work |
is being done, and w#l be pushed with
the utmost vigor, as lake water can-
not be drawn to the city until it is
completed and the pipes again connectH
ed.

Wheat Crop of Europe.

Washington, Sept. 17.—A review of
European crop prospects presented in
reports to the Agricultural Depart-
ment, shows that the cereal output in
Great Britain will be much below the
average. Harvesting has been delay-
ed in Switzerland, and the wheat crop
will be under 5,000,000 bushels.

In France the wheat crop js excellent
and will exceed 300,000,000 bushels.
Wheat in Germany is expecetd to
make a better showing than in 1894.
In Austria the crop is somewhat less
than in 1894, which was 146,000,000
bushels. In Roumania new wheat
is of superior quality and a full crop
has been raised.

THE UNITED STATES MUST “ RAISE
THE WIND” AGAIN.

Treasury Officials C g the Bel
Syndicate and New ¥York Bankers as to
the Advisability of Floating a New

Loan Next Month—The Gold Belew the
Reserve Limit.

L4

New York, Sept. 16.—Talk of a new
issue of Government bonds has been
revived as a result of the recent rapid
decline in the Treasury gold reserve,
and rumors are current to-day in Wall-
street that such an issue will be au-
thorized next month. It is said that
negotiations have already been opened
between the Belmont-Morgan syndi-
cate and the Treasury officials for an
issue of $50,000,000 under the same con-
ditig};)s as the February issue and that
the bankers are now the ones who are
hesitating about undertaking the new
loan.

The continued high and wunnatural
‘rates of exchange and the uncertainty;
as to what the syndicate will do about
the gold reserve is creating a wide-
spread feeling of uneasiness, and men
who before have thus been averse to
suggesting the probability of a bond’
issue, now talk as if they were almost
assured.

Says There’s No Doubt About It

In fact, a member of the syndicate
and the president of a big bank, said
yesterday he thought there could be no -
,doubt that another issue would be ne-
cessary. The only fear was that the
President would delay the issue too
long. With another sale of bonds the
,Government would be able to. get
along until spring.

One bank president said he thought
it .would be a good idea if the asso
‘ciated banks paid $4,000,000 or $5,000,000
n gold a week into the Treasury for

i bond issue would be necessary,

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CORBETT SURELY IN BAD SHAPE.

Manager Brady Admits That the Cham
pion Has o Bad mmnee—Will He
Meet Fliz?

There has been more tdlk golng on dur-
ing the past week ‘regarding the Corbett-
Fiuzsimmons fight than during the eatire
time that has elapsed since the match
was made, says Tue New York Morning
Journal, and continues :

The many rumors and stories heard about
the hotel corridors and resorts frequent-
ed by the sport-loving people cannot but
cause distrust and suspicion in the minds
of those interested in seeing the great fis-
tic struggle brought to a  successful ter-
mination, These stories are varied, ?ut
all bear upon one point, namely, that Cor-
pett 18 not up to the mark, not coudi-
ticned for a battle, and that he s not at
the present time making any effort to
better his condition.

These claims are borne out by facts,and
consequently have caused rumodrs to be set
atloat that Corbett and his friends do not
expect the big fight to take place at Dal-
las at the time advertised. Also the morc
serious and sartling story that Corbett's
physical condiion precludes any possibili-
ty of his being able to train to an extent
necessary to fit him for the fight.

Many well-known sporting authorities
openly and publicly aver that Corbett will
never meet Fitzsimmons, and some go so
far as to predict that he will never again
enter the prize rng.-

Some of the leading sporting men in the
country do not hesitate to say that Corbett
does not look ‘the Corbett of the past, that
he has fallen away, that he wears a tired,
worn exHresslon, and that his eyes have
a dull, listless appearance.

When Brady, who is working assiduous-
ly to keep up the public faith in the cham-
pion, admits that Corbett’s trouble is con-
necessitate his laying up, the public listen
in amazement.

The assurance that Corbett can and will
fight Fitzsimmons, whether he is at that
time troubled with his knee, does not quite
satisfy the public. All this, as said before,
gives rise to supsicion, and tends to verify
the claims that many are making that the
fight will not come off.

Delaney is Interviewed by a Press Associ-
ation representative, and says Corbett is
not in the condition taht is to expected
of a fighter beforea coming battle, and
that the reason for it is that Conbett has
done no training.

It seems that in their anxiety to
the champion right before the public either
Brady or Delaney had gotten a little mixed
In dates.

This 18 on a_par with the story of the
knee trouble.

thing,” said Brady to a Morning Journal
man during the week. ‘¢ Corbett has been
troubled the same way before,”’ he added,

his knee is affected #t the time or not.”

I saw Jim the other day, writes Macon
McConnacle in the same paper, and he as-
sured me that, with the exception of the
annoyance caused him by his knee, he was
all right. ?

Theory of Rent.

Editor World:— A couple of para-
graphs in your editorial (issue Sept.
14) on “ Theory of Rent,” so impressed
me that I took the trouble to ascer-
tain the facts in the case in question,
a matter of ground rent on a piece of
land, part of a Crown grant to and
still owned by Knox Church. This
ground rent was fixed not long since by
arbitration—one of the arbitrators pro-
testing—at $895 and taxes. This $1200,
and, in addition, the interest on $4000
which the tenant had expended in put-
ting up a building on the land, he
found it quite impossible to pay; so
the church authorities repossessed
themselves of the land and, of course,
acquired possession of the building.

They then put the whole property
up for rent, but could only obtain for
it $300 without taxes.

In spite of this very clear evidence
of its real value and of the gross in-
justice done the unfortunate tenant,
“The question (I quote from your
editorial) that is bothering some of
the trustees is whether they should be
guided by strict law or by the principle
of what is right between man and
man in dealing with their property.
Some contend that, as it is the church
that owns the property they should
be governed by the moral, instead of
the civil law.”

The doubt seems to outsiders a very
curious commentary on the Christian
religion as a teacher of ethics. I can
only say that such action would bring
discredit on the ordinary business man,
and the doer would be considered to
have out-Shylocked Shylock.

Such acts necessarily bring into
question the sincerity of men claiming
to devote their lives to teaching their
fellow-men the law of the God of
Justice; and force upon a growing ma-
jority of thinking people the convie-
tion that, spite ef the undoubted
beauty of its tenets, Christianity as a
rule of life is distinctly a failure.

Washington, Sept. 16,—President Young
f  the National League and President
Byrne of the Brooklyn Club, who were ap-
pointed custodians of the Temple Cup, to-
day issued rules and regulations to the
clubs that are entitled to play a series of
games for the cup as follows : The club
nnishing second in the championship series
shall have the right to challenge the club
winning the championuship to a series of
games. If the club finishing first
falls to accept the challenge, then the
third club shall have the nght to chal-
lenge the second club, and so on. The
series shall consist of.seven games and no
more. Three games jpust be played upon
the grounds of the challenged club and
three on the grounds of the challenging
club (if six games are necessary), and the
seventh game, if such must be played to
decide the series, on such grounds as may
be mutually agreed upon. 'I'he series shall
terminate when either club shall have won
‘four games. Thé champion club shall have
the right, if it so elct, to have the first
three games played on its own grounds.
All games are to be played under the rules,
regulations” ‘and couditons which govern
regular championship contests. The um-
pires to have the same powers and juris-
diction In the enforcement of discipline
and respect for their rulings as are con-
ferred upon them by the playing rules. The
entire receipts of all games are to be the
sole property of the players of the contest-
ing clubs.

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UNIVERSITY SENATE ELECTIONS.

An attempt is being made to keep
up the trouble that was recently ven-
tilated in Toronto University by bring-
ing forward a number of candidates
for senatorship in the arts, law and
medicine departments. It is under-
stood there are three or four such
candidates in arts, one in law; and one
in medicine. All of these may be_class-
ed as “Tuckerites,” and the object they
have in view is no doubt to raise a dis-
turbance in the Senate, such as cam2
to the surface a few months ago in
uriversity affairs outside of that body.
The concensus of opinion of those vers-
ed in university affairs is decidedly
cpposed to this agitation being carri-
ed any further. And those who have
the best interests of the university at
hegrt will do everything they can to
let a dead issue remain dead. There
is no dearth of candidates whose
standing is sufficient to assure us that
they will be actuated by no petty vin-
dictiveness and that they will add
dignitys and ability to the University
Senate. Among such names may be
mentioned that of the Hon. Chief Jus-
tice Meredith, Hon. A. R. Dickey, Prof.
Maurice Hutton, A. B. Aylesworth, J.
F. Coyne, Judge Falconbridge, Prof.
Ellis and others. A list like this
DPlaces before the arts graduates a
gcod oportunity for making the arts

-frepresentation in the Senate somewhat

different from what it has been dur-
ing the last three years. All those
who intrigued with the students in the
rcecent troubles, all the faddists and
Lctoriety-seeking agiators should be
left at home and the Senate for the
next three years should contain those
crly who will look after the interests
of the university. There are some
whcse opinion is entitled to weight

| vho maintain that the recent mutiny

of the students had is cause primarily
in the composition of the Senate. It
is claimed that a number of members
of-the latter body, by the exhibition of
an anti-faculty attitude in public and
in private, led the students. to be-
lieve that an undergraduate mutiny,
would receive support in the Senate.
There can be no doubt that the vast
rcajority of the graduates are decided-
ly for the maintenance of order and
discipline in the university, and it is
well that they should know what de-
rerds on their votes. Exclude the fad-
cicts from the Senate, vote only for
the broad-minded, disinterested can-
d.dates, and let the university have,
at least ,three years of prosperous
Pesce.

MR. MANSERGH SHOUVLD BE RETAINED.

The sincerity of the aqueduct people
being brought to the test yesterday it
suffered a severe shock., The alder-
manic supporters of the company in
the Board of Works voted against a
proposition to employ an independent
hydraulic expert to report on the vari-
ous schemes now before the people fer
supplying the city with water. The
Aqueduct Company would have been
put to no expense by reason of the
city’s engaging this expert, and if they
believed that their project was the
best one for this city, they would glad-
ly have availed themselves of this op-

| portunity to submit it to the judgment

of one who is well qualified to pass an
opinion on it. The fact that the pro-
moters voted against the resolution to
bring on Mr. Mansergh proves to-us
conclusively that they fear his judg-
ment. The comdany, of course, can
get any number of engineers - whom
they have retained themselves to pro-
nounce in favor of the Lake Simcoe
project. What they are particularly
frightened of is that a disinterested
expert be brought in and asked to give
a disinterested opinion, Ald. Gowan-
lock convicted himself of sincerity
when he stated that the trouble in the
past had been that the engineers were
influenced by the powers that be, q:nd
at the same time objected to a stran-
ger, one who could not be influenced
by the powers that be, being asked to
give an unbiased opinion.

As to the selection of the expert, it
is not a question whether he is a Cana-
dian, an Englishman or a resident of
the United States. What we want,
and must have, is the best expert
available. If it can be shown that we
have in Canada an engineer who is
equal or superior to Mr. Mansergh, by
all means let us engage hifn. We do not
think, however, that any Canadian en-
gineer can be mentioned who has un-
dertaken so many extensive water
systems as the English expert, who
was favored by the waterworks yes-
terday. Mr. Jennings is undoubtedly a
first-class engineer, but - we do not
know that he can refer to any’ great
water system of his own design and
execution, The same: thing can
be said of 8ir Casimir Gzow-
ski. Mr. Hobson has-~undoubt-
edly earned a world-wide reputation as
the engineer of the St. Clair tunnel,
but a tunnel for a railway is one thing
and a tunnel for a waterworks system
is quite a different thing. There seems
to be no question that Mr. Mansergh
has had more practical experience in
this particular: line than any other
man who has been suggested. The
questign of cost is a small issue, com-
pared/with that of ability,

Now that we have beén forced. to
take up the improvement ‘of cur water
system in earnest, let us keep at it
until it is settled. We ought to have an
expert’s opinion, not only to get the
best system, but to assure the people
that it is the best system. This will
help in the voting on the bylaw, which
Is an important consideration. The
council ought to recommend the re-
taining of Mr, Mansergh at its meet-
ing to-day.

Joyed by the Consumers’ Gas Company
it could easily supply gas at 75 cents a
thousand, or less.

‘Will the company do it,or will they
force the city to continue the litigation
now going on? Why not, like the coon,
come down and say to the city: “If you
Join with us in getting a bill through
the Legislature, freeing us from our
liability under Mr, Justice Ferguson’s
decision, if such a bill can be got, we
will thereafter sell our gas for seventy-
five cents a thousand, instead of $1.05,
as at present? If they did this, they
would do two things: They would help
to bulld up the city, and they would
make as much mongey for themselves
as they now make, The Gas Company
can fight—it has the capital to do so—
but in the end the city will win,

Will the Gas Company take this into
its most serious consideration and
make the first genulne move towards
raising Toronto’s population to 300,000
souls. Cheap light is a big inducement
towards inducing factories to locate in
our midst,

Manitoba Flax Crop.
Winnipeg Norwester, Sept. 14.

The money received for Manitoba’s
flax produce this year will form a more
important item in the revenue of the
farmers than ever before in the his-
tory of the province. In the course of
a conversation with a gentleman inter-
ested in the flax trade this morning,
he stated that the quantity exported
would amount to fully one million
and a quarter bushels. Of this nearly
one million bushels would be taken
by Mr. Livingston of Baden, Ont., who
turns it into oil cake for the European
markets. Mr. Livingston’s agent in
this country is P, Erbach of Gretna.
Besides this there will be a local con-
sumption of from 60,000 to 90,000 bush-
els. Prices for flax will be consider-
ably lower than last year, when it was
worth $1.25 a bushel. It is expected

"that the market will open this season
at about 65 cents.

~Ald. Lamb - preseided.  The other
members present were: Pres}j er'lI
Shaw, Oliver, Sheppard, Hubbard, J.
J. Graham, Saunders, Allen, Batf"
Bell, Gowanlock, Leslie, Crane. Ald.
Halam, Davies and Jolliffe were among
the spectators.

"l‘hep chairman .having explained the
position of the water works affairs,
Ald. Hubbard, seconded by Ald .Shep-
pard, submitted a resolution which, in
the opinion wof President Shaw and
Chairman Lamb, would meet the ex-
igency of the case.

An Absolute Necessity.

The resolution recited “that in view
of the present uncertain and critical
condition of the water supply of
ronto, it is in the opinion of this com-
mittee absolutely necessary that steps
be taken at once to provide a pet-
manent system so as to ensure to the
citizens beyond all doubt a bountiful
supply of pure and; wholesome water;

‘“And whereas it is advisable to get
the best expert advice possible on the
question before ‘entering upon an
tndertaking of such a magnitude, in-
volving as it does the health and
safety of the citizens of Toronto;

“Be it resolved, that -Mr. Mansergh,
CE, ‘London, be retained as an ex-
pert to report upon the praeticability ‘of
the proposed scheme and the estimat-
ed cost thereof; and: also such ther
propositions as may be submitted to
him for obtaining a permanent supply
of water for the city, and that iie be
requested to come out at once, and
that all information and reports bear:
ing on the supject be placed at his
disposal, and that a fee of £3000 Le
rald him for his services, when his re-
port has been completed and sent in
to the Council.”

The Acting Mayor's Speech.

President Shaw, speaking to the re-
solution, said he would like to have
the vote of the ratepayers postponed
for a couple of weeks from Oct. 5. In
the meantime the opinion of Mr. Man-
sezgh would have been obtained. This
‘gentleman stood highest in his pro-
fession of any hydraulic engineer in
the world, and his experience would
be most valuable in giving advice to
the Council in regard to the city's
water supply. Mr. Mansergh would be
above any influenge and would be free
flom prejudices or local bias. If the
committee were not satisfied with Mr.
Mansergh’s terms the Presindent said
he had no objection to other engineers
being retained. He mentioned as com-
betent for the purpose, Mr. Jenniags,
Sir Casimir Gzowski, Mr. Galt, Mr.
Hobson and other: The cost would
be as nothing compéred with the value
of the information obtained. Of course
ke preferred Mr. Mansergh, who was
an expert in gravitation systems. Me
might favor the Lake Simcoe propecsal
or he might prefer others. His opinion
on the tunnel question would be of the
utmost value to the voters. The Coun-
cil had engaged experts from the
United States, and there would be no
valid objection to bringing one from
England. The citizens he had spoken
to had unanimously sald, “Never mind
the expense; put our water supply on a
safe ground.” Ald. Shaw concluded by
saying he was wedded to no scheme,
Ltut would support Mr. Mansergh’s re-
commendation. -

Expense Should Not Be Considered.

Ald. Hubbard reiterated that the tun-
nel question should not be placed be-
fore the people without the fullest in-
formation. Hence he favored the re-
taining of Mr. Mansergh, though he
had confidence in such engineers as
Mr. Walter Shanley, who had made
a reputation in the United States, and
Mr. Hobson, the engineer of the St.
Clair tunnel. Mr. Mansergh’s fees
were high, but in such a crisis it was
not -a question of dollars and cents.
Mistakes of a very serjous description
had been made in the past, and the
citizens could not afford to have any
more such mistakes. = With the finest
sheet of water in the world at our
doors it was surprising there should
be such great difficulties in obtaining
an adequate and pure- water supply,
Here was a grand opportunity. Let
the city start afresh. Let Mr. Man-
sergh report not only on the tunnel
but on the entire available water sup-
ply from whatever source. The money
for such a report would in any event
be well spent.

Pure Water at Any Cost.

Ald. Sheppard seconded the motion.
It was not, he said, a question of
building a tunnel. Mr, Keating was
fully competent for this. Advice was
wanted from one competent to give it
on the expediency of building a tunnel
for Toronto’s future water supply. - No
matter what it costs, he continued, we.
must have pure water for the city of
Tormnto. Mr. Mansergh’s fee was no-
thi in comparison to that of broken
conduits and the danger to health.

Ald. Saunders: Can the Engineer
tell us anything of Mr. Mansergh’s
professional stancing?

Mr. Keating: I do not know Mr.
Mansergh except by reputation. He
is a member of the Council of British
Enginers and a silver medallist. His
reputation is of the highest.

Ald. Allen: Do you think it neces-
sary to have an adviser?

Mr. Keating: My own mind is fully
made up. The tunnel is necessary. I
would not be satisfied with any secongd-
rate advice on the subject.

Vigorous Opposition,

Ald. Gowanlock;, who spoke in sten-
torian toneés and under great - excite-
ment, said: “I oppose the proposi-
tion. I think it an insult to the intel-
ligence of this great~Dominion to say
that we have not got a man who can
solve Toronto’s water problem. It
is an insult to the aldermen and to
the people of this city to propose to
g0 to England for an expert to tell us
how to get pure water. The trouble
in the past has been that the engineers
have been influenced by the powers
that be, and the powers that be have
always been against the gravitation
system. i
Then Ald. Gowanlock launched into
an advocacy of gravitation, but not
as he took pains to explain, in support
of any company. Apart from Lake
Simcoe, there were other sources of
supply within 80 miles radius of To-
ronto. To bring a stranger from Eng-
land to report on this within a month
was absurd. He could only act on
information given him.

The story of Herring & Gray’s in-
vestigation Ald. Gowanlock rehearsed.
They stayed a month, charged $8000
and got thelr information from the
Engineer. “Don’t let the Council
make a similar mistake. It is. folly;
it is the bigest farce I ever knew to
send for this man from England. I
shall oppose this and do all I can
against the tunnel scheme, for I do
not believe it is the proper system.”

Ald. Shaw replied to Ald. Gowan-

lock’s objection, pointing out how all

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the vexed questions could be settled
by an expert report. g oy
Strong For Gravitation.

Ald. Leslie objected to thrqQwing
aside the;opinion of experts for the
last 30 years for the sake of a new light
from England. The Council had al-
ready spent $10,000 on gravitation. The
project was perfectly feasible, and it
was only a question of cost. If Mr.
Mansergh be asked on the cost it was
a right thing to do, but to ask him to
report if gravitation be feasible was
folly. If the Council continued its
“ dog-in-the-manger ”’ policy as re-
gards water supply it would deserve
severe censure.

President Shaw: There will be no
“ dog-in-the-manger ” policy. All pro-
posals, including that of E. A. Mac-
donald, would be reported on by Mr.
Mansergh.

For the Tunnel Forthwith
- Ald. Allen strongly advocated the
building of the tunnel and adherence
to the submission of the bylaw on Oct.
6. The proposal to call in Mr. Man-
sergh looked like giving the tunnel
Project a two or three months’ hoist.

Ald. Bates entered his protest against
spending money on experts, and Ald.
Oliver was equally emphatic in en-
dorsing the proposal.

Ald. Crane’s speech was for the tun-
nel and no gravitation.

Ald. Saunders sized up the discus-
sion by saying it all proved the neces-
sity for independent  expert testi-
mony.

¢ Wrathy Words.

At this stage of the debate members
became personal, and strong things
were said of each other and of the En-
gineer. Ald. Hubbard averred there
were too many aldermen who thought
they know more about waterworks than
the Engineer. He characterized Ald.

malice and all uncharitableness, and
the burly representative of Ward 6
declared he didn’t care a rap for the
press, the aldermen or the Enginéer.

‘“Mr. Keating,” he thundered, ‘ has
been criminally negligent in his duty,
knowing what he did, in not taking
steps to prevent this second collapse
of the conduit.” )

The Engineer spoke words in his
own defence, and the chairman said he
and the committee as a whole had im-
plicit confldence in Mr. Keating.

Carried by a Majority of One.

After more wrangling the vote was
taken, with this result: s

For engaging Mr. Mansergh: Ald.
Shaw, Lamb, Oliver, Sheppard, Hub-
bard, J. J. Graham, Saunders—7.

Conduit Repairs.

The City Engineer reported the steps
which have been taken in repdiring the
breakages, and stated that he propos-
ed in order to lessen the risk of the
conduit again rising as the lake con-
tinues to fall, which is to be anticipat-
ed, to cover the 5-foot steel conduit
from the last manhole south of Han-
lan’s erib to the shore crib by filling
in sand over it to the necessary level.

The report continued: * It will also
be necessary to make some provision
for anchoring down the 4-foot steel
pipe to the north of Hanlan’s crib, and
I would ask that authority be given
me to have. this work done, so' that
it can be proceeded with immediately,
as it is important that no time should
be lost owing to the lateness of the
season. It 18 estimated that this work
of covering and protecting the pipe at
its weakest points will cost about $14,-
000, and there is not time to.advertise
for tenders in the usual way. I there-
fore propose to take bids from two
or three reliable contractors having
the necessary plant, and I would ask
that authority be given to the chair-
man and myself to award the con-
tract and order the work to proceed
at once.”’

Ald. Oliver, Sheppard and Gowan-
lock thought there had been remiss-
ness in not anchoring the conduit
after the first uprising.

Engineer Keating . defended his
course, also alleging that many things
could have been done had he not been
hampered. “I have,” said he, “ ask-
ed for certain things to be done till
I am tired, for you will not grant me
the money.” .

After discussion the report was
adopted and a motion passed author-
izing tenders for the anchoring of the
crib work.

The renewed application of the
Georgian Bay Aqueduct Company to
supply the city with water was laid
over.

TEXT OF THE ORDER-IN-COUNCIL OF
JULY 27.

Vijews of the Privy Council Sub-Committee
“The Arguments by Which it Arrived
at the Conclusions Recommended to
the House of Commons.

Below is the full text of the Remedial
Order of July 27, which was published
in a Quebec paper on Thursday, and
pow acknowledged to be correct. How
it came to be made public is a matter

- of little concern—the Dominion and
‘the Manitoba Governments each
blames the other for giving it to the

press:

“ Extract from & report of a commit-
tee of the Honorable the Privy Coun-
¢il, approved by His Excellency on
July 27, 1895:—The Committee of the
Privy. Council have had under consid-
eration a despatch dated 25th June,
1895, from the Lieut.-Governor of
Manitoba, transmitting a memorial
adopted by the Legislative Assembly
of that province on June 19, 1895, in re-
ply to the Remedial Order approved
by Your Excellency in Council on
March 21, 1895, regarding the system
of education in the Province of Mani-
toba, which despatch with its enclos-
ures  are hereto attached. The com-
mittee has also had under considera-
tion a report of a sub-committee of
the Privy Council to whom the said
despatch and memorial were referred,
and which report is also attached here-
“19-

% The committee, concurring in the
said report, advise that a certified copy
of this minute and of the report of
the sub-committee be transmitted to
His ..Honor the Lieut.-Governor of
Manitoba for the information of his
Government. All of which is re-
spectfully submitted for Your Excel-
lency’s approval. (Signed) John J.
McGee, Clerk of the Privy Council.”

Sub-Committee s Report.

1“The sub-committee of the Council
have had under consideration the de-
spatch from Sir John Schultz, Lieut.-
Governor of Manitoba, dated June 25,
rﬁ. enclosing: (1) Copy of communi-

tion -from the Hodn. the -Provincial
Secretary; (2) communication from the
Hon. the Speaker of the Legislative
Assembly of the Province of Manitoba;
(3 memorial of the Legislative Assem-
bly of the Province of Manitoba.

“ From these papers it appears that
the ZLegislature of the Province of
Manitoba 1= not ready to comply with
the termsof the Remedial Order ap-
proved by Your Excellency of March 21,
1895. Among the reasons advanced in
the memorial of the Legislative Assem-
bly of Manitoba respecting compliance
with the terms of the order the follow-
ing observations occur:—‘Compliance
with the terms of the order would re-
store Catholic Separate Schools with
no more satisfactory guarantee for
their efficiency than existed prior to
said date. The said schools were
found to be inefficient. As condugted
under the Roman Catholic sectig¢gn of
the Board of Education they did not
possess the attributes of efficient mod-
ern Public Schools. Their conduct,
management and regulation were de-
fective. As a result of leaving a large
section of the population with no bet-
ter means of education than was sup-
plied many people grew up in a state
of illiteracy. Sofar as we are aware
there has never been an atetmpt made
to defend these schools on their merits,
and we do not know of any ground
upon which the expenditure of public
gl(:jney in their support could be justi-

ed.

Having stated these difficulties, the
memorial proceeds : ‘We are therefore
compelled to respectfully state to your
Excelency in Council that we cannot
accept the responsibility, of carrying
into effect the terms :of the remedial
order.” 3

Deliterations Suggested.

“After reviewing other phases of
the educational systems recently and
noy in/force in the Province of Mani-
. tcbnAhe memorial asserts : ‘We also
believe that there . was lacking the
means of forming a correct judgment
as to the effect upon the province of
changes in the direction indicated in
the order.’ The sub-committee desire
to call special attention to the follow-
ing paragraph of the said memorial :
‘We respectfully suggest to your Ex-
cellency in™ Council that all of the
above considerations call most strong-
ly for full and careful deliberation,
and for such a course of action as will
avoid irritating complications.
deem it proper also to call attention
to the fact that it is only a few
mcnths since the latest decision was
given by the Judicial Committee of
the Privy Council’

“Fully appreciating the importance
o the points-“involved in the above
quoted paragraphs the sub-committee
beg leave to. suggest that your Ex-
cellency’s Government should - avail

themselves of the invitation expressed |

by the memorial for further discussion
0. the subject, and that the attention
of the Provincial authorities of Mani-
t«_‘hm-shnuld be invited to certain con-
s'derations suggested by the foregoing
extr‘acts. In the interest of all concern-
ed itvwill not be disputed that if pos-
s'lle the subject of education should
be exclusively dealt with by the Local
Legislature. Upon every ground, in
the opinion of the sub-committee, this
course is to be preferred, and, with the
hcpe that this course may yet be fol-
lcwed, the sub-committee have now
the honorto recommend that your Ex-
ccllency will be pleased to urge upon
the Government of Manitoba the fol-
lewing further views, which may be
);Us:s«ﬂ in connection with the reme-
dial order.
Federal Government Powers.

“The remedial order, coupled with
the answer of thé Manitoba .Govern-
ment, has vested the Federal Legisla-
ture- with complete jurisdiction in the
premises, but it by no means follows
that it is the duty of the Federal Gov-
@rrment to insist that provincial legis-
lation to be mutually satisfactory
skould follow the exact Ilnes of this
order, it is hoped, however, that a
middle course will commend itself to
the local authorities that Federal ac-
tkil r may become unnecessary. With
& view to Settlement upon this basis
it seems desirable to ascertain Ly

“It is believed by the sup-committee
that the religious opinions and rights
which have been recognized in the
judgment of the Judicial Committee of
the {mperial Privy Council could be
sufficlently met by the Local Legisla-
ture without imparing the efficiency
proper conduct, management and re-
gulation of the Public schools. It im
with the object of effecting some such
changes in the educational system of
Manitoba that the sub-committee de-
sgire that an expression of opinion be
obtained . from the Government of
Manitoba., It was with this view that
the Canadian Government, at the last
session of the Federal Parliament,
made the following announcement:
‘Though there may be differences of
opinion, as to the exact meaning of the
reply in question, the Government be-
lieves that it may be interpreted as
holding out some hope of an amicable
settlement of the Manitoba school
question on the basis of possible ac-
tion of the Manitoba Government and
Legislature, and the Dominion Gov-
ernment is most unwilling to take an¥
action which can be interpreted as
forestalling or precluding such a de-
sirable consummation. The Govern-
ment has also considered the difficul-
ties to be met with in preparing and
perfecting legislation on so important
and intricate a question during the
last hours of the session.. The Govern-
ment has, therefore, decided not to ask
Parliament to deal with Remedial Le-
gislation during the present session.. A
communication will be sent immedia-
telv to the Manitoba Government on
the subject with a view to ascertain-
ing whether that Government is dis-
posed to make a settlement of the
question, which will be reasonably
satisfactory to the minority of that
province without making it necessary
to call into requisition the powers of
the Dominion Parliament. A session
of the present Parliament will be
called together to meet not later than
the first Thursday of January next. If
by that time the Manitoba * Govern-
ment fails to make a satisfactory ar-
rangement to remedy the grievances of
the minority,the DominionGovernment
will be prepared at the next gession of
Parliament, to be called, as above stat-
ed, to introduce and press to a conclu-
sion such legislation as will afford an
adequate measure of relief to said
minority, based upon the ines or the
judgment of the Privy Council and the
Remedial Order of March 21, 1895.

“The sub-committee, has, therefore
the honor to recommend that Your Ex-
cellency will be pleased to cause com-
munication to be had through the
Lieut.-Governor of Manitoba with the
Government of that province in order
to ascertain upon what lines the local
authorities of Manitoba will be pre-
pared* to promote amendments to tt_le
acts respecting education in schools in
that province, and whether any ar-
rangement is possible with the Manito-
ba Government which will render ac-
tion by the Federal Parliament in this
connection unnecessary.”
