POLI1ICAL MEETING.

The meeting held in the Lyceum on
Monday night, in the interests of Jos. E.
Armstrong, was well attended,

Mr. Joseph H. Hume occupied the
chair and introduced the speakers.

Hon, W. J. Hanna, Provincial Secre-
tary, made an excellent speech. He
analysed the cry of “‘larger markets for
the farmer,” and showed that the go
millions of the United States would also
have access to our markets with disastrous
results to the Canadian farmer. So long
as Canadians are doing three times the
trade per capita that their southern com-
petitors are doing a change wonld not be
beneficial. There is no country in the
world as I-to-do, .man for man, as
Canada, and ‘it would be wise to leave
well enough alone. He then showed
how.this prosperity had come about and
reviewed the fiscal policy of the country
since 1854. He showed that the National
Policy of Sir John A, Macdonald was the
key-note of our suceess and that a change
to reciprocity would ultimately lead to
political union which is only annexation
under another name, The hon. geéntle-
man spoke in this strain for over one
hour and received 4n attentive hearing.

The chairman invited any one to speak
on behalt of the Liberal party, but no
one responded.

Mr. Jos. E. Armstrong, the Conserva-
tive candidate, was warmly greeted on
rising. He referred to the insinuations
of speakers on the Liberal side accusing
him of selling cream in Port Huron, and
stated that the stories were entirely false.
He showed how he had helped build up
the creamery business of the county to
the benefit of the farmer, and that the
Petrolea creamery was doing a business
of 40,000 1bs, each month, and never a
pound shipped to the United States, He
was endeavoring to assist in building up
the farming interests of the county and
in return he was being browbeaten by
his opponents. Regarding ‘‘free separa-
tors,”” he positively asserted that he had
never purchased separators from. the
United States. He showed how the
United States is the greatest competitor
we have in the stuff we have to sell, and
asked if there was one single industry in
Canada that wonld be benefitted by the
adoption of the pact. He ridiculed the
idea of the farmer getting a better price
for his produce and that at the same time
living would be made cheaper. He re-
viewed the actions of the U. S. trusts
and middlemen and explained how Can-
adians would be at the mercy of these
men once reciprocity was adopted. He
explained how our cheese, butter, etc.,
have standard prices, and that if our
markets were opened to the U. S. the
Canadian farmer would be compelled to
take lower prices for these articles, He
said that Canadian wheat brought better
prices in the English markets when
shipped direct than when going through
U. S. channels. He spoke on cattle ex-
portation and said that our standard
gradeof cattle would be jeopardized in
price going through the same channels as
the inferior and diseased cattle from the
south, It had taken years to get the
British embargo on Canadian cattle re-
moved, and the introduction of the pact
would place us again in the inferior
position we occupied in the markets of
the world many years ago. He reviewed
the iron industry, pulp wood industry,
the barley market and many other itefus,
showing in each case the disastrous effect
reciprocity would have on Canadian trade
in each line. He was working for the
welfare aof the country and asked the
support of the electors on the 21st,

. Bravery Recognized.

A pleasing feature in connection with
the meeting of the Daughters of the
Empire on Friday last was the present-
ation by the Chapter of a silver medal to
Reginald P, Brown, the boy who risked
his life to save young Littleproud, of
Inwood, from drowning at Hillsboro’
last July. The brave act should certainly
have been publicly acknowledged before
this, and the Daughters of the Empire
held back for some tinfe expecting that
probably Inwood\people would take the
matter up. However, as nothing was
done, the Daughters of the Empire de-
cided to move in the matter, with the
outcome that Reginald Brown received
from them on Friday a formal acknow-
ledgement of their " appreciation of his
unselfish act, No nobler deed can any
man do than to risk his life to save that
of another. The medal isa handsome
one engraved as follows :—‘‘Presented to
R. P. Brown for Life-Saving, July,
I911," and ofi the reverse side :—'*Given
by Watford Daughters of the Empire.”

| A Letter From Rouleau.

Rouleau, Sask., Sept. 6, 1911,
Mr. Editor and readers of the Guide :

I have not been long in this country,
hardly long enough to form a correct
opinion of the place. One thing s cer-
tain, the season has been cold and wet,
and the harvest is consequently late.
The weather now is wet and backward,
and grain is ripening veryslowly. There
was a frost about the 28th of August that
cut vegetables and damaged the wheat to
some extent. There are a lot of sick men
and boys in this country. There was an
unusual number ot harvest hands arrived
this yeer and the harvest being late there
are hundreds of them lying around inland
cities and towns at their own expense,
Last week’s Winnipeg Telegram an-
nounced that ‘‘ten thousand harvest men
had come into Winnipeg but they were a
fortnight too early as .the harvest has not
fully opened.”

This is aland flowing with milk and
honey, but the poor man hasto make
some hard knocks to get the flow to come
his way. There are men sitting 1n offices
discounting money at from 12 to 25 per
cent. while others are working night and
day in order to pay that interest. The
majority and the best of city and town
buildings are occupied by bankers and
real estate men.

One noticeable difference between this
place and Ontario is this : If you asked
an Ontario farmer what he most needed
he would invariably say ‘‘manure.’”
Here they burn their straw and make no
use of their manure. In Ontario every
farmer has water for the going for, some
having it piped into their building. - In
many places herg they have to draw water
a long way at the cost of 50 cents
a load, about what we pay for a load of
manure in Ontario, There are a lot of us

{ here who will not load our pockets with

dollars, nor yet be able to poll cur vote
on the 21st. Hoping this will find a
space in our ‘‘little old paper’ I will
thank you in advance,

ARMSTRONG PRACTISES
RECIPROCITY.

“Has Duty !‘ree?r;a.m Separators
a.pd Sells Cream in States.

Free cream separators and the
open U. 8. market for Mr. Arm-
gtropg, but taxes and a closed
market for the farmers.  Joe gets
-the cream, and-the farmer the skim-
amed milk.

J. E. Armstrong selling his eream
in Port Huron when he could get as
good a price in Toronto is the best
object lesson in favor of reciprocity
that has yet been given. But why
does he do it? He answers :— ‘The
American market being nearer.”

If the farmers of East Lambton
will vote to obtain for themselves the
advantages that Mr. Armstrong en-
joys, that is, free implements and an
open U.S. market, they will elect
Joe to stay at home and attend to
the shipping of cream to Port Huron.

Last year over $750,000 worth of
cream separators came into Canada
duty free. . Of course, Mr. Arm-
gtrong, being in the creamery busi-
ness, profited by buying the duty-free
separators. Then why does he op-
pose a reduction in the tax on farm
implements ?

“The American market being near-
-er,” is the reason J. E. Armstrong
gives for shipping cream to Port
Huron instead of to Toronto. These
five words by Mr. Armstrong say
more in favor of reciprocity than
yards of editorials and scores of
speeches. They give the essence of
the whole situation. The farmers of
Lambton now find their best market
3000 miles away. There is a nearer
market but they are kept out of it by
a tariff wall. Through an error in
the framing of the last U. 8. tariff
the duty on cream was placed at five
cents per gallon, instead of two cents
per pound, and Mr. Armstrong sends
his cream to Port Huron “the
market being nearer.”” Yet he asks
the farmers of Lambton to vote
against a measure that will enable
them to do just what he has found to
his own advantage to do, thatis, to sell
in “the nearer market”. If “the
nearer market’’ is the best for Joe,
why not for others?

The Puzzle of 1911.

On April 15th, 1910, Mr. J. E.
Armstrong, M.P., speaking in Parlia-
ment, said, “What has the minister
done in regard to opening up new
markets ? The boast of the men
leading the Liberal party previous to
1896 was :— Place us in power and
we will open up the markets of the
-world to the Canadian farmer, we
will obtain for you the great market
of 80,000,000 people to the south.’
“Let them point to one market they
have opened up? They can’t do it
and they know it.”” We find Mr.
Armstrong in April, 1910, upbraiding
the Government for not opening up
the United States market and in
February, 1911, doing all he can to
prevent them from doing it.

Again we find Mr. J. E. Armstrong
adddressing the Forest Grange last
«Christmas holidays, and stating
that, “He did not see how any
person could reasonably object to
reciprocity in natural products,” and
now fighting against it. We find his
Creamery Company sending cream

over to Port Huron and when asked
about it says “We sent it becanse
the American market being nearer.”

What do you think of the consist-
ency of the man who upbraids the
government for not " opening this
market, who tells the Forest Grange
it would be a good thing, who uses it
himself  because “The American
market being nearer”” and then makes
a quick right about face and says it
would be a bad thing for the farmer.

This is one the prize puzzles of
1911. Who can solve it ?

An Expert Fruit Grower on Re-
ciprocity.

A member of the farmers’ delega-
tion  which went to Ottawa last
December was J. E. Johnston, of
Simcoe. He is manager of the Nor-
folk Fruit Growers’ Association.
Norfolk fruit growers will tell you
that Mr. Johnston has revolutionized
theindustry in that county.

Addressing the Premier and mem-
bers of the Government and Com-
mons, Mr. Johnston, who is a Con-
servative, declared himself in favor of
reciprocity with the United States in
all agricultural produce. He spoke
of the growing apple industry of his
part of the country and the recogniz-
ed superior quality of the fruit
which made the growers not afraid
of but eager for a larger competition.
The prospects for further develop-
ment of the apple business in On-
tario under the co-operative system
were very bright. He concluded
with these words which every fruit
grower should ponder :

““While the business of apple-growing
is profitable today its extension would be
tromoted by the opening of wider mar-

ets. The Republic to the south with a
population of ninety millions or so and a
rapidly-growing demand for all kinds of
food praducts would. be an excellent
additional market for our fruit. Even in
the face of the duty prevailing, the ship-
ments from our association this past year
to the United States were 6,0cc barrels,
while 25,000 barrels went to the North-
west and 5,000 barrels to England and
Scotland. Had there been free trade in
apples we would have been able to sell
our whole crop 50 cents a barrel better
than we did. There are varieties of
apples, such as Greenings, Belleflower
and Talman Sweets which are not wanted
at ell in the Northwest but are readily
taken at a good price in the United
States. Apart from this there are local-
ities  in Canada which could import
American fruit to advantage, and many
sections in the United States which could
use our fruit to even greater advantage.
In years of scarcity the Canadian West
would like to draw upon the Pacific
Coast fruit more largely than it does,
while in seasons of heavy productions we
would be greatly benefitted by an ad-
ditional market. This illustrates the
advantage of reciprocity.

‘“At present the Canadian apple-grower
is discriminated against. he United
States tariff on apples is 75 cents a barrel,
whilé American apple-growers shipping
into Canada have to pay only 40 centsa
barrel duty. This is unfair and I re-
spectfully ask, on behalf of Canadian
fruit growers, that you as representatives
of the Canadian people will endeavor in
any reciprocal trade negotiations to have
the American fruit tariff lowered to at
least the same figure as the Canadian
tariff. Further than this, we would
welcome and request a complete with-
drawal ot all duties on apples entering
either country. Regiprocity in apples
would benefit consumer and producer
alike.”

UNITED STATES EXPORTS.

The figures that Mr. Armstrong
did give were wrong and misleading.
They were given with the object of
scaring the Canadian farmer into
voting against Reciprocity. He said
that the U. 8. in 1909 exported farm
products to tie value of $490,000,-
000, whereas the correct figures are
$370,000,000, an error of only $120-
000,000. But why go back to 1909
when Mr. Armstrong says 1910 is
“ancient history?” Take 1910,
when the U.S8. exports were only
$293,000,000. The exports of farm
products from the U. 8. have' bean
falling off by the million every
year, as - will be seen by the
following figures taken from the blue
boaks :—

Here is a falling off of nearly one-
half the exports of farm products in
twelve years. But that is not all.

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Dauring these twelve years the im-
ports of farm products into the U. S.
increased from $75,000,000 worth in
1898 to $248,000,000 in 1910, or
more than three times over. For
1910 the figures are :—

Exports....ce...... $293,000,000
Imports............ 248,000,000
Export surplus $ 45,000,000

Had Mr, Armstrong any desire to
give the people a fair statement of
the situation he would not have said
that the U. S. exported” more than
they consumed of farm products
$490,000,000 worth, but would have
said that in 1910 the net export of
farm products was only $45,000,000,
or less that 50 per czent. per head.
In the same year Canada’s net ex-
port of farm products was over
$90,000,000, or $13 per head.
Is there any doubt about the value
of the U. 8. market to the Canadian
farmer ?

SELLS IN THE NEARER MARKET.

He stated that Russia exported
certain farm products to the value of
$236,000,000, where he should have
said 236,000,000 rouble, the rouble
being worth about 51 cents. Again,
had he desired to be fair he would
have stated that nearly all of Russia's
farm products were sgld in Europe.
Like Mr. Armstrong, Russia prefers
“the nearer market.”

PLEASE PASS THE BUTTER.

He said that Denmark exported
butter to the value of $7,000,000.
The butter exports from Denmark
for the past five years averaged
$40,000,000 annually. Again, had
he wished to be fair he would have
statéd that Denmark imported in
1909 over $50,000,000 worth of other
farm products.

These few examples are sufficient
to show that no dependence can be
placed on Mr. Armstrong’s state-
ments.

| Now One of the Leading L.iisl.ton In

Qreat Britain and Is First Werk<
ing Man to Reach Cabinet Rank In
England—Hé Led Rioters.and Went
to Prison . r His Pringiples—One
of the Best.Loved Men In .England,

The vast change that has come over
public life in England is graphically
jllustrated in the career of John
Burns. Two decades ago England
rang ‘with the terror of his name. To-
day moderate men give thanks that
#o steady and conservative a man
should be at the head of the Local*
Government Board. He used to stand
in the public mind for all that was
incendiary, visionary, revolutionary.
To-day men look upon him as a firm
brake on ‘the runaway coach of labor.
He is the first workingman to reach
Cabinet rank in England. For many
Les.m he was the idol of his class; he

now regarded by .a. large section
of it—the Bocialists—with an almest
venomous distruss.

His career has been ‘one of storm
and toil. He began life as a machin-
ist on 78, cents a week, a fatherless
boy with®his mother dependent upon
him. It must have beer the Scotch
blood in him that made hind so pas-
sionate to educate himself. The pas-
sion has lasted. There are few men
in England with a larger or a more
thoroughly digested library on 'social
and economic questions; there is no
man in England who has studied the
lives of the poer at such close range
or with a more understanding sym-
pathy.

Even before he was twenty he had
made himself known as a stump ora-
tor on Clapham Common and a pun-
ent letter writer to the local pa
he economics of poverty, problems
of housing, the workings of the poor
law, the causes of unemployment, the
organization of industry—he took to
such topics as readily as most boys of
his age ‘and clase take to football and
betting. His employers diacharged
him, not for slackness or inefficiency,
but because they did not care to have
a bitter, active propagandist of Bo-
cialism and discontent on their pay-
rolls. Flung into the ranks of the un-
employed and boycotted by the ring
of engineering masters, Burns threw
himselt wholly into the work of agite-
tion. In the ’'80’s he made himself
known all over London as the leader
of the une plo ed, ‘““the man with
the red flag.’ }g was frequently ar-
rested ; he was once actually imprison-
ed; for all well-todo people his name
became synony{r_nwa with anarchy,
riots and spolfation

A change began to come over John
Burns when he was elected to the
London' Common Council. The agita-
tor turned by degrees into thé admin-
istrator. He was the only labor repre-
sentative on the council, and his ex-
perience, sanity and good humor
quickly made themselves felt. He
proved himself an indefatigable coun-
cilor, inspecting and inquiring into
everything on his own account, and
securing reform after reform in the
treatment and wages of the council’s
employes, the conditions of its con-
tracts, the provision of parks, drain-
age works asylums, public control of
the London street car system, the
erection of artisans’ dwellings, and
80 on.

When he. entered - Parliament in
1802 he found the same soxt of work
waitd to be done on a far larger
scale. He gained the ear of the House
@t once—first, because he never spoke
without having something to say; se-
condly, because the breezy, vigorous
confidence of the man, his sincerity
and enthusiasm. made indifference im-.

With his snow-white hair, his large
and deeply-lined forehead, his great,
brown, burni eyes, his square and
sturdy figure, his head thrown mas-
sively back, his whole bearing sug-
%eauve of power and combat, John

urns is a striking figure as he rises
to address the House or as he tramps
up and down the terrace outside with
free and swinging stride. But to see
him at his best you should see him
some Saturday afternoon in one of
the public parks; among his own peo-
le, glving and exchanging saluta-

ons, patting a youngster on the
head, helping to fish out a ball that
has fallen into the pond, showing a
boy how to handle a cricket bat, skip-
ping over the ropes with the girls, con-
gratulating the mothers, jesting with
the policemen — the very picture of
zest, health and jollity.

The workingmen know him and
love him. They recognize in him the
biggest man that their class in Eng-
land has yet produced. And John
Burns knows them and loves them in
return, and uses both his knowledge
and his affection to rebuke, chastise
them, and shame them into elevating
themselves. Himself a non-smoker
and a total abstainer, he never
shrinks from rubbing in his conviction
that there is little the Government
can’ do for the workingman compared
with what the workingman can do for
himself. No man has spoken out so
strongly .against drink and Dbetting.
No man has insisted more trenchant-
ly that social and industrial reform

must begin with the individual. It is
there that he parts company with
Keir Hardie and his followers. They

are Socialists and look to the state for
everything; while John Burns hates
nothing so much as the thought of
the English workingman becoming a
prey to that policy of pauperizing cod-
dle which the Labor party holds cut
a# the highest social ideal.
