prophecy. There is ne reason why the ses-
sion should be unimportant, Our legislators
will fail in their daty if they neglect tomake
the most of a legislative opportunity for
promoting the great interests of the province.
The people of Nova Scotia are asking for an
improved road system, and the urgency of
the need cannot fairly be demied. It seems
to us that this is the most important ques-
tion of the day in our province, and it is in-
cumbent upon the legislature to completely
revise the present system of road money ex-
penditure, that better and more lasting re-
sults may be obtained. Here is the oppor-
tanity for our government to do something
fmportant. Road reform transcends in im-
portance the devel t of our g
agricultural, lumbering, fishing or manufac-
turing industries, thengh all in.turn would
be surprisingly developed by the bestowal of
more practical attention on road building.
This question must be faced soener or later
and the lopger the delay the heavier will be
the expense of improvement. Ontario, Que-
bec and New Brunswick legislatures are in-
teresting themselves in the matter and
our own government should not let the
approaching session slip away without regis-
tering its determination te provide for bet-
ter roads throughout the length and breadth
of the province.

—Qur commissioners at Washington are
making slow progress and the commeroial
treaty that was to have been prepared by
the end of the year is not yet in a very ad-
vanced stage. The task is a difficult ore,
and both the Canadian and the American
commissioners are being lobbied by repre-
sentatives of various industries whose in-
terests do not lie in the same direction.
The hope that a reciprocity treaty, drawa
along lines calculated to encourage a freer
interchange of natural products and manu-
factures, would result from the present con-
ference is fast disappearing, as the cries
for protection from protected United States
industries drown the freer trade arguments
of the few who recognize the ided
of the present situatien and are willing to
encourage a bit of competition for the sake
of obtaining a broader field for their own
businesses. The Canadian commissioners
will not be to blame for any failure to obtain
such a treaty as Canada desires; the time is

Nictaux Meeting House Burned.
Oa Wednesday evening last the people of
Nictaux retired to rest in peace and security.
Early on Thursday morning some were
aroused by the cry of fire, but most slept on
till morning, in ignorance of the fact that
the old meeting house which for fifty years
hed stood at the cross roads, was a thing of
the past, a few charred sticks of timber
only, remaining to mark the spot.
The first witnesses of the fire arrived on
the scene just in time to see the tower fall.
Nothing could be saved. Two organs, a fine
commuuion service, an expensive chandelier,
pulpit fornilhinf)s. a life-sized portrait of
Rev. L E. Bill, D. D., and other things re-
quired to make a comfortable place of wor-
ship all perished in the flames. The news
brought tears to the eyes of many of the
older people.
The building was not insured and there is
no clue to the cause of the fire. No fire in
the house since Sunday morning.
Deacon B. H, Parker the only one of the
58 subscribers to the building fund now liv-
ing has the building committee’s record and
account book which contains many interest-
ing facts. The people resolved to build in
Sept. 1841, and the house was finished in
1848. It was 46 ft. by 65 on the ground 26
fv. posts, 12 inches square. The tower posts
were white pine 52 ft. long, 12} inches square.
The specifications say the rimber. must be
‘“clear from rotten knots and shakes.”
There were 70 pews in the ground floor and
47 in the gelleries which were sold at auc-
tion for £1393, 15s, 31. The Baptists from
Albany to Port George and from Lawrence-
town to Tremont worshipped at Nictaux
when this house was built, Several large
denominational gatherings bave assembled
incdt, ~
In 1889 the house was remodeled inside.
The gallery floor being extended over the
whole house making a large audience room
upstairs with a vestry and two small rooms
below.

Arrival of the Doukhobors.

(Special correspondence to the MONITOR.)

It was certainly a novel experience to those
who were present when the steamship Huron
touched here with her freight of bumanity
last week, the first large instalment of the
exiled Doukobors. Stopping here for a short
time only on account of quarantine regula-
tions and then proceeding to St. John,
whence they will be sent to their western
home, their arrival, nevertheless, following
a knowledge of their romantic history, wae
noted with almost universal interest. One
is reminded of the Pilgrim Fathers in more
than one respect, as these people are com-
pared with the pioneers of the Atlantic
coast. Pity is the first feeling toward these
people as knowledge comes of their persecu-
tions, suffered on account of their religious
views and practices, of their banishment
from their homes, for which they had labored
all their lives, for their cruel treatment at
the hands of the Russian officials, being even
driven on board the vessel, which waes to
bring them to their new home, at the point
of ihe Cossack bayonet, and of all the brutal
treatment and torture meekly emndured by
them in preference to forsaking their religion.
One can scarcely realize that the boasted
civilization of our 19¢h century would admit
of such oppression as these people have been
compelles to suffer. But a closer knowledge
of these people, and a study of their charac-
ters, as seen in their faces and manner of
living, brings a feeling of profound respect

Exercise and Food.

The active breeds are leas lisble to become
overfat, because by exercise the food is con-
verted into heat and motion, while the car-
bon of the food eaten by more indolent
breeds is stored in the body as fat. Hence,
to feed the Leghorns properly they must be
given an opportunity to work. They will
bear confinement, but not when the food is
kept before them. Just assoon as they have
no work they begin to learn vices, and es-
pecially feather pulling. The food should
be the same as for all laying hens, but it
should be given in a manner to compel them
to scratch. If a Leghorn begins toincubate,
an examination will show her to be fat, which
Iadicates either too much grain or lack of
exereise, In summer they need only a feed
of meat at night, as they are energetic for-
agers and invariably come up with full
orors. In winter they should have a pound
"of meat, for twenth hens, three times a week,
and a good feed of clover, chopped fine and
scalded, in the morning, meat to be given at
night. A pound of a mixture of equal parts
of ground barley, oats and bran, for twenty
hens, may be added to the clover.

Market for Canadian Poultry.

Ottawa, D ber 28 —The issi

of agriculture has received advices to-day of
the sale of trial shipments of Ontario fat-
tened poultry sent from St. John to Liver-
pool about a month ago. The birds met a
ready sale in Liverpool, at sixteen cents per
pound wholesale. The chickens were sent
plucked but not drawn, and weighed an
average of 51 pounds each. The wholesale
price therefore was equal to $1.76 per pair.
The chickens when put up to fatten were
worth about 50 cents per pair. The food
consumed per pair during the fattening cost
31 cents, making a total cost of 81 cents per
pair without allowing anything for the labor
of attending them. The packing cases cost
at the rate of 3 cents per pair, and the trans-
portation and selling charges would cost in
the usual course of business for such chickens
not more than 22 cents per pair, a total of
$1.06, leaving 70 cents per pair for the labor
and profit.

TAKEN IDEA ABOUT PALMS.

minutes now and then to give to the care
of flowers and who must have plants that
are not discouraged by unfavorable condi-
tions, that the following among other usefal
items, are offered by Katherine B. Johnson
in The Country Gentleman,

Among the more sturdy decorative plants
for growing during the winter—some of
which thrive under such ill treatment as
dust, dry sir and want of light—are Kentia
belmoreana and Areca lutescens, palms,
Dracena indivisa, cyperus (umbrella plant),
Aspidistra variegata,. Begonia feastii and
semperflorens rosea, Sanseviera zealomica,
Grevilla robusta (silk oak), Otaheite vrange,
ivy geranium and othonna. The two plants
last mentioned are of drooping habit and
should be grown in a hanging pot. basket or
on a bracket.

The erroneous and very general belief that
palms would flourish only in & moist atmos-
phere has been effectually dispelled, and no
other class of plants has attained such popn-
larity during the past years. The two
species named, as well as several others, can
be grown perfectly in ordinary heat and |
with very little care. Plant in good fibery
loam. Set in a window where there is little
or no direct sunlight. Give a regular but
not profuse supply of water (more in summer
than in winter) and a weekly syringing or
spraying of the leaves. Grown in a room
with dry furnace heat the leaves should be
wetted every day.

The aspidistra and sanseviera may also be
successfully grown out of the sunlight, and
are beautiful decorstive plants. The former
has long, broad, shiny leaves, some alter-
nately striped green and pure white, others
all green, and occasionally a pure white one.
Give strong soil, good drainage and plenty
of water.

Sanseviera is a very rare Japanese plant,
of which too much cannot be said in praise.
It has long, leathery, sword like leaves, of
rich green, striped crosswise with silvery
gray, the two colors combining to give a
very unique appearsnce. Few plants will
stand neglect so well or better repay good
care,

Cyperus alternifolina (ambrella plant) isan
easy and exceptionally fast growing plant,
and none is more effective for the centre of a
table or shelf collection or for a fernery.

Begonia feastii is a low, spreading variety
that is most effective when grown by {itself
on a small roand table. It hasround,leath-
ery leaves of dark green, beautifully liced
with red, and cluaters of pink blessoms on
long, upright steme. Begonia semperflorens
rosea is the most abundant winter bloomer
and is given a very unique appearance by
the bude being dark red and the open flow-
ers carmine pink. It is eacily grown and
healthy.

Sieep for Children.

In a series of parlor talks given to young
mothers by a skilled physician a number of
practical suggestions were laid down regard-
ing the sleep necessary for infants and grow-
ing children. Never wake a child unless
absolutely necessary. Good eleep is a nec-
essity if health and growth are to be main-
tained. . A healthy normal baby will sleep
18 out of 24 hours, which gradually dimin-
ishes until at two years 15 out of 24 hours
will suffice. This amount of sleep is grad-
ually reduced until at 15 years old 11 out of
the 24 should be spent in bed. The midday
nap for babies is most desirable. At this
time they should be entirely undressed and
put tobed. After the fourth or fifth year
children will not sleep in the daytime. In
regard to a child’s bed, a good spring bed,
a hair mattress and blankets not Yoo heavy
should be provided. A feather bed should
never be permitted, only when a child is ex-
ceptionally delicate and difficult to keep
warm. O:herwise it is too heating. Chil-
dren should be put to sleep in a comfortable
room, not too warm. If possible, they should
always sleep by themselves and never in any
case with a sick person.
