We scratched a hole in .it to
ascertain the depth and found it to be
between one-quarter and one-half an
inch. When placed on paper it looked
‘like soft wax, and one would hardly
believe that honey, by a hot dry atmos-.
phere would evaporate its moisture and

L become so thick. We thought thisa

If you find that the cotton quilt over-
the brood-nest is not sufficient to retain-
the heat in the hive, and you have no-
cushions of any kind, place several.
thicknesses of newspaper over the-
ordinary quilt and put on the hive-
cover. ' '

Should any of your colonies be short,
of stores be sure to supply the lack of -
food. either by giving them sealed stores-
in the heart of the clnster, or by cakes -
of sugar candy over ' the frames, unless -
the weather be warm enough to feed
syrup and there is not much likelihood..

MATING QUEENS ARTIFICIALLY.

ANS Ersler, editor of the Danish

Bee Fournal writes to the last

number of the Bretish Bee Four-
nal, on the above subject, a rather inter-
esting account as tried by P. O. Berg,
Torrnig, a Dane who has during the
past two-seasons been experimenting in
this direction. The edltor goes on and
‘says i—

“1 shall relate these to you as they may, per-

haps, lead to some very important discoveries
" on this head. Mr. Burg’s experiments were
made at the same time as Prof. McLawn’s in
. North America, but without bis knowing the
latter, and the former are:n several respects
better arranged.
" Mr. Berg has not caught-his drones among the
multitude of drones in astrong stock (as did
McLam,) but at the entrance of the hive, at the
moment when the drone intended to take a
wedding flight.. This accounts for McLain's
complaint that most of his drones were not fit
for the purpose, while with Berg every one of his
was suitable for fecundation. fle seizes the
maiden gueen by her wings with the thumb and
fore-finger of the left hand. In this situation
* .the queen will bend her abdomen downward
_toward. the thorax. Then he seizes with the

right hand thumb and fore-finger the drone on |

both sides of the thorax, and cautiously pressing
the abdomien, the desired effect is produced, and
fecundation may be accomplished. Mr: Berg
_ tells us that the queen when released will disen-
gage hérself in soms fifteen minutes. He bhas in
this way artificially fecundated six queens in the
season of 1866, and . four in the last season, and
in all ten cases with an excellent resuit.” .

Introdueing Queens.

HE SAFE introduction of queens is al-
ways a question of importance, and too
much light cannot be given on the sub-
* ject. . “A Hallamshire Bee-Keeper,” inan

article on page 26, Agril, 1888, C. B. ]., touches-
on this matter, and mentions my name. ' Now, &
have no fault to find with this, but it gives mg
a text on which to dilate somewhat. For many
years this matter has bees one on which I have

"experimented largely, and a fow years ago I gave

the results of my experiments to the public, and
io the columns of the B. B. J ‘as well as our
American journals.

My method as then given has never resulmd ;
in failure in my own expenments; that it may
in the future I cannot deny, as all methods may -
fail, By giving my method in brief I shall be:’
able to show the exact difference between mine-
and that of your correspondent, and will simply
say in preface that no time is lost in - using it
On the afternoon of a day when the bees cas-
fly freely, I remove the old queen, taking care at
the same time to see ‘that no queen cells what--
ever have been started; on the evening of thé:’
same day, after the bees have all returned to the-
hive, I allow the new gueen to run in at the en-
trance of the hive, taking no further precauntions

.in her introduction.  I'then allow the hive to*

remain unexamined for four or five days, except
carefully examining the entrance to assure my-
self that the new queen has not been killed and
carried out. ' As yet I bave never met with fail-
ure, and so far as I can learn no failures have:
resulted with those who have tried the plan by ;
following exactly the method I have bneﬂy out+"
lined.

When bees ought to be put out of winter quar-

terson to their summer stands must depend |-

upon the season and some other conditions. As
a ruleit is not well to.put them out until the
weather begomes warm and somewhat settled
-atd natural pollen appears. This time will vary
according to season and locality, all the way
from about the middle of May. The bee-keeper
must use his own' judgment in the matter, as no
invariable rule can with safety be given. But
there are certain principles which apply under
all circumstances and tonditions, in spring man-
agement, one of which is, that food in plenty is
required for brooding; and another equally im-
portant is, that a certain degree of heat is always
required. Both are imperatively essential. We
can|supply both, and therein will largely depend
our snccass in getting ounr bees through the
spring in good condition for the harvest. More
hees are lostin spring than winter.. “Spring
dwindling” ‘is the dreaded Nemesis of the
modern bee-keeper. - Bt equipped with the
modern knowledge of his art, he can meet and
vanquish this enemy. What is spring dwindling ?
Most of us know by experience, more or less dear,
what itis. It is the gradual, often rapid, dying
off of the old bees in the spring faster than the
young bees are brought forth tn take their place.
The obvious remedies are, first, to prolong the
lives of the old bees in the spring; and, secondly,
%0 hasten the raising of young bees sufficiently to
meet and £ill the loss of the old ones. The
- question now is, how is this to be done? Con.
serve the life of the old bees by keeping them
quiet ; that is, so far as out-door exercise is con.
cerned. Let their energies ‘be spent inside the
hive rearing brood. Whea an old bee begins to
forage in the fields in the spring it will very soon
shuffle off its mortal coil. Simply do away with
the necessity of this. Prevent it from spending
itself in that way. How? By supplying it with
plenty of food within the hive, so that it need
Dot go out for it, and by supplying it with suffic-
ient heat for brood-rearing. But some bees, like
some bipeds, like to be fussing about whether
there is any need . for it or not.. This can be
remedidd'inanofthebeesby !
