Moving the Fence Further

Well, how much do I
give P and that's just all they knew or
cared about it. ‘Bands ? No we
didr’t do much in that way. We had
a sort of Band: one not very much
alive, and not dead enough to bury—
that kind you know ; it needed look-
ing after. That's, the way we dawd-
led along.

“ 'How are you guing to do it ? asks
Mrs. Curey. “They won't come togeth-
er. We've invited themn many a time
tu the meetings.' ‘Let us try it sucial-
Jy," says Miss Winsted. “How would
it do tu have a missivnary tea-party—
just the twenty-eight women who con-
tribute this fifty dellars ?

“That idea took, and there was such
a buzz abuut whether we ten who were
present ghould club togerher and give
the party to the rest, or whether we'd
go around and talk them all into hav-
ing & kind of picnic. While the res¢
ol us were talking as fast as our tun-
gues could rattle, I saw Mrs, Hirst get-
ting red in the face, and tidgeting in
tier chair as it she wanted to suy some-
thing. sShe's a tirst-rate woman, but
nut a8 bright as some, and nv talker
at all. She never opens her mouth in
the meetings. but as shie is always
there and the only one who gives as
high as tew dollars, we elected her
vice-president, as then she'd have:
nothing todo. We were surpised to
hear her speak up and say she would
like to give that tea party herself.

“*Oh Mrs, Hirst,’ says Mrs Benton,
it wouldn't be Iair to let you have the
whole burden of it. O yes it would’,”
says she, ‘I can’t talk and pray like the
rest of you, but il a tea party is guing
t+ help mission work I'll take that for”
my share. It the good Lord didn’t
give me smartness and did give me
property, [ think He mezns me to
serve him with property instead of
brains.’

* Well the long and the short of it is
in two weeks from that time we went
to her house to tea, and she and Mrs
Benton had toanaged so well that all
the members of the Society, old and
young, rich and poor, were there.

“Mrs Hirst had just the nicest kind
of tea, but it beat me to know how
they were going to make a missionary
tea of iv; but half a dozen of the lead-
ing spirits were all primed, and before
the tea-cups had got half way round,
they began talking about how pleasant
it was to see all the members together
at once, and Mrs Benton got Miss Win
stead to tell about a meeting in New
York with one of the teachers from
the schoul in India where vur money
had been going solong. This interest-



ed thetu all wightily, and sume askad
questions, aud Miss Winstead, she just
started in and talked, and Mrs. Benton
and two or three others backed her up,
so among them the supper was mis-
gionary all the way through, trom the
fried oysters and cold turkey to the
prererves.

“In the parlor we found the tables
covered with Oriental views and curi-
osities that some of the ladies had
comnved tu collect, and the whole
u\emn;.,. except when we were Bm;.,lng
some missionary hymns, was spent in
louking at them, and as they led on,
talking about missions. On one table
a lot of missionary magazines and leaf-
lets, and Mrs Benton told the folks to
help themsesves, su everybody took
something home to read.

“They were all just as pleased as
they could be with the party, and
when we were upstairs getting un our
things, I heard Milly Harmon say,
*Just to think how much I've missed
all thesz years. Here you've buen
learning and fecling so much and I
might bave had a sharcof it if I'd only
realized that I b 'onged! I feel like
8 long lost sister.’

“You can't imagine what a start
that social meeting gave us. We set
right to work after it, and now as far
as the missivnary spirit is concerned,
you wouldn’t know our church to te
thu same place it was three years ago.
We're only sorry we didn’t think of
moving the fence out souner.””—Re-
