CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

Lumber of all kinds is noving very
actively, without reg.ud to grades. Ifone
grade is more inquired for tihar. another, il
is mill culils in pine, for which there has
been an almosi unprecedented demand
this year. To stch an extent has this
been the case that the yards are actualiy
cleared of dry stock. Where the supply
for the laite fall and winter irade is to corne
from is a question which is giving dealers
and consuners somte concern, particu
larly 'us buying for the United States
narket is now being donc very freeIý
Even Michigan, dralers have visitei
Georgian Bay points i search of stock.
The hardwood trade occupies a position
quite is strong as that of pine. There
has been no slackening in the demand
during the past wýcek and no malerial
change in prices.

That conmodity to which dealers are
giving most attention at the present lime
is lath. Almost instantly it has been
discovered that there is a great shoriage
in the pinse lath supply of the United
States, and buyers have endeavored to
augment tiheir stock fron Canadian mills.
In this they have in sone ncasure been
stuccessful. Within the past two wtecks
several car loads of lali have been pur-
chased in Ontario and sl:pped t Mits.
souri and Kansas, costin laid down
there about $5 per ihousand. This in.
stance alone tilustrates the strength of
the lath ia tiket.

QUPR.tC ANID NW BRUNSWICK.

Prices for Quebec timber reman un.
changed], excepting birch of 18 inch aver-
age, which is now quoted at 27 to 30

cents per cubic foot. 'There has arrived
ai Qtebec so far this year, in conparson
with List year, about the same qu:antity
of waney pine, but only about one-lalf the
quantity of square pine. The deal narket
is strengthening, and nanufacturers who
have stock fcr sale are asking advanced
prîces, but the high freight raies arc re.
taraing business both an Quebec and N ew
Brunswick. Lumber orders to the River
Platte are gpite freely offered, but tonnage
is scarce at the figures submitted by ship,
pers. The latter oifer $io.o fron out-
ports in the provinces to Buenos Ayres,
$9.50 fronr. Portland, and $9 froni Buston.

UNiTED> STATEs.

About the only change in the United
Stattes luinber market is a disposition on
the part of dealers to posipone buying
more lhan for iinmediate requirenents.
There is a feeling that prices have reached
the top notch. and that nothing can be
lost by waiting, while there is a chance
thait sonte grades of Itmber will weaken
during the winter months, to advance to
the present basis again in% the spring.
The only danger in adopting this course
is that dealers may be unable to locate
the stock when they are ready to buy.
From present indications ilere will be a
lumber famine on a smsall scale be-
fore tlc spring of îpoo is reas hed. Deal-
ers in tIhe Eastcrn Saites are nuch in.
tcrcstcd in the freiglt rate situation.
Vessels aie very scarce. and rates have
advanced so ilas Ihe lowest figure from
Lake Superior points to Lake Erie ports
is $3 25, with quotations bcing made as
high as $.. This condition is lhkcly to
redulce the quantity of white pite which
will find its way to the castern trade,
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and as a result dealers are turnmg their
attention to Can:trda in the hope of atit-
menting tlieir stock (rom this quarter.
Low grade stock continues to show the
greatest degree of strengih, and et is
alnost impossible to namte a market
price for box stuff. A correspondent in
Michigan explains the situation in tihese
words : " High prices for logs, high
facights, and gond old Repuiblhcan limes
make Our business the best we have
had for the past seven yenrs." Prices
ai Michigan producing points have now
reached almost the highest mark ever
known, as wuil be observed by reference
to OtIr qulotattons on page 4. Even $i i
is being p.id for box lumber, twh:ch is
an ·tdvance of $5 ier thousand since
last spring.

The hiard woond market has not changed,
there being no visible falling off in the
demand. White and brown ash is quoted
at Boston ai $4 to $45, q:arîered white
oak at $70 ta $72, and thick oak at
$72.50 to $76. Elm and maiple meet
with ready sale at advanced quotations.

FORSIC.N.

The difficulty in securing tonnage is
strengthening the British timber market.
Prices of lumber generally are improvirg,
although Canadan pine does not seem
to participate in the improvement to the
extent it should. The Timber Trades
Journal believes that tis is due to in.
ferior shipments, coupled with the inordi-
nate quantities of addments in pine speci-
fications, which has disorganized values.

From what can be learned, however,
pine deals are likely to advance consider-
ably in the near future. At London Que-
bec pine deals of first quaity are seling
ai £20 to £24 per standard, second
quality ai £5 los to £î6 ros, and third
quality ai £9 to£9 tos. There continues
to be a steady imnprovement in spruce
deals and planks. The railway contract-
ors have nov entered the market and are
purchasing large quantities of first, second
and third quality. Sales are reported at
£:: for -; 'nc. frst --i:y dets, e
for second quality, and £7 1 5s for third
quality. These prires are for the Quebec
production, New Brunswick deals being
quoted at slightly lower figures.

There is a good demand for square and
waney pine timber of first-class quaiitv,
but the stock of second qualily is suffi-
cient to meet timedae reumrements.
Elm and birch timber are strong, the
former selling aI 2s 4 d to 2s 6d for first
class Of 40 to 45 feet average. Ash
timber is firm and tIre stock light. Red
pine deals are low in stock and wanted.

THE SHINGLE AND LATH MARKET.
