Chureh, and Charlos Wesley mude fun of the
Lrsaclion thus:
Iow easy now are bishops made

By man’s or woman’s whim;
Wasley his hunds on Coke hutl [aid,

But who laid handson him ?

Bul he wrole that he could hardly believe that
his brother should have assumed to dosuch o
thing,  How was he sarprised inlo so rash an
action T He certainly porsuaded Aimself  he
was right, . . He haw left anindelible
blob on hisname ws dong an it shall be remem-
bered.”  To hin brother he wrote, * | beliove
God left you o yoursell' in this wmatler, ne 1l
lofl [lezokinh, to show you the seeret pride
which was in your heart,”  Yet when Coke
proceeded in turn Lo ordain Ashbury, and not
content with the title of Superintendent, assumed
the nnine ol Hishop ; Johin Wesley himsolf wrote:
“ How cun you, how dure you, suffer yourself to
be called © Bishop'! 1 shudder, T stavt at the
very thonght |, For my sake, for God's
witke, for Christ’s sake put o {ull ead (o this?
As to what Coko thought of it we muy infer
from tho fact that he subsequently wrote to
Jiislml) Senbury asking thut those ' ordained !
by himself and Ashbury should bo ¢ ro-or-
dainod 7 by the Bishop, Ho calls himseld
Superinfendent, nnd asks that. he and Ashbury
should be made Bishops, in which case he wonld
retinrn mosl fully amd faithiutly into the bosom
of the chureh,”  Tho whole atlair is n most ex-
traordinnry jumble,  This, however wus the
origin of' the so-called “ Amervican Episcopal
Methadist: Chureb”  The eeremony with br,
Coko was not neanomenl or public one but was
performed seerotly in Wesley's own bedehamber
ut Brstol, so that even Wis own friond and
followor says that the whole thing could nover
hnve happenod had not * his clear pereeption
of things beon rendered feoble aud din by flat-
tery, porsuasion and age,” 1 is altugother the
very oddest jumblo.  Fither it must be said,
Wenley seted with the most extraordinary pre-
varication and duplicity, or was wisled through
most culpably wenkness, A standard writor
sponks of him ns “that good man, disturbed
with i transiont fanaticism,” Charles Wesley’s
lottor of August Vb, 1785 closes thus: I
yoursons have no regard for yon, have some
for yourself,  Go to your grave in peace; at
lonst suflor mo to go first, before this ruin is
undor your hand.  So much, I think, you owe
to my fathor, to my brother, and to me, us to
stny Ll 1 am tuken from the evil. 1 am on
the brink of the grave. Do not push me in, or
embittor my last moments, ot us not leavo
an indelible blot on our memory, but lot s teave
bohind us tho nume and charactor of honest men,

This letter is 2 debt Lo our parents; and to our
brother, as well as to you and your fuithful
friend.”—Charles Wesley.

We have dovoled enough 1o this confusing
episode, byt after all it has nothing todo with
those mesabers of the Wesleyan Methodist Soei-
ety who Pretended to ordain at a recent func-
tion.  These people tulk of ordination by presby-
ters, but they are not preshyters.  Let us turn
to the “ well-known works” to which we have
heen referred. John Wesley writes: “ We
believe there is, and always was, in every
Christisn church . . . an owtward priest-
lwod orduined by Jesus Christ, and an outward
suerifice oftered therein by men authorised to
nct as ambassadors of Christ and stewards of
the mysteries of God.”  “We believe it would
not he right for us to administercither Baptism
or the Lord's Supper unluss we had a commis-
sion wo to do from those Bishups whom we ap-
prehend to be in n suecession trom the Agostles.”
“We believe that the hregfold order of minis-
Lers is not only authovized by its Apostolical insti-
tution, hut also by the written Word.” We liuave
already in our May number quoted Wesley's in-
junclions to the preachers of his Society, which
they have sinco disregnrded. The year after
he died the preachers met together and quoting
Proverbs xviit,, 18 and xvi,, 33, and the clection
of Matthias, Aets 1., 26, and *comumitting the
matter to God,” put it 1o the lot whether they
should administer the Kncharist or not.  The
lot forbude it during the ensuing year,  “They
hud no- doubt,” they said, “ that Ciod was un.
commanly * present, and did Himself decide.”
Wesley's friend and biographer says * having by
various arts influenced o few persons in any
sociely 1o desire o receive the Lowd's Supper,
they plended this circumstance as a reason why
the innevation should take pluee, pretending
they only wished to satisty the dexives of the
people, not their own restless ambition,” It
was obvious it would never do to risk the “ ot *
agnin, so instead of * committing the matter to
God " in that way they simply (under Pawson’s
presidency) pat itto the vote. The nuimhers were
Bt (o 48 in tavour, and thus they voted them
selves into the priesthood,

With regard to ordination, they said % We
resolved that all distinetions between ordained
and unordained  preachers should cease, and
Uit the being received into full conneetion by
the Conference, and appointed by them to ad-
minister the Ovedinances, shoull “fe considered
osufficient  ordination without the anposition of
hutnds. ™ Farther, “ the tittle of Reverend shail
not be used by us towards each other in
tuture.”

Forty years pussed away, Up 1o 1836 the
office of a Christiin minisier was supposed to be
conferred by being in fudl conneetion with, and
sanctioned by, the Conference. But even then
the ordainers were not Preshyters. Jubez Bun-
ting, Richurd Receo and Robert Newton—ul]
were preachers who had themselves received
1o ordination with laying on of hauds from
anybody  whatever. They had no Orders,
Episcopal or Presbyterian.  br, Bunting, the
chief ordainer, said so as regarded Limselt. Dr.
Adam Clark, the most learned  Mothodist after
the W usl.uy.-«:, wrole in 1826 %] would greatly
have preferred the hands of the Bishop, but not
having  gone through the regular course, L
qo.uld not ckiim it———I ¢ould not. with my
fuith and feeling receive any kind off (li,-_.'ennn;r
Orders, so here' 1 am without any Holvy Orders
—without pretended Holy Orders, and reithout pre-
mulu,lg to Holy Orders” It is obvions that if
the I rosidont, and his associates, were what
they were without Owdination, those on whom
they laid their hands were in noneed of it, If
they did require it, then the COrliiners’ were
not Prosbyters without jt.

Why should the preachers a swe the priest-
1y power and not give to local Preachers? The
latior possess whatever spiritual commission

the other possess. The Conference of 1793
suys, “There is no distinetion.” In the so-
called * (Keumenical Conference ™™ of 1881 a
claim was made for the local proschers to ad-
minister the Sacrament. Mr. Waddy, Q. C,,
after stating that the local preachers were as
much “the regular ministry” as itinerants,
said ; “ Until the year 1822, when somebody
chose to alter that tablet to the memory of
John Wesley, and to substitute & new oue, the
words upon it were these—that he was ‘the
patron and friend of the lay preachers, by whose
aid he extended the plan of itinerant proaching.’

.+ « . In the view of Wesley, and in the
Church view of us, your status is still the same,

. . . You are not made a bit more re-
speclable; and you are not more respected Le-
stuse of all the MB. waistcoats and stiff collars
thut ever were worn, And I venture to say
that whut we want now iy not that more diffor-
ence should be made, but that less difference
should be made between the two,” Charles
Wesley, speaking of King Jeroboam, the son of
Nebat, who made Israel to sin by making
priests of * whosoever would,* says—

 But kings may spare (their labour vain,

For in such happy times as these
The vulgar can themselves ordain, .

And priest commence whoever please.”

Joho Wesley said thata chureh is not consii-
tuted by preachers or evangelists “ taking upon
themselvey to administer the sacraments—an
honour peenliar to the priests of God." e in.
deed regarded his preachers as lnymen, authos-
isud by him topreach, but devoid of any
authority whatsoever to minister the Sacra-
ments of Christ, orto urdain, * Lot our preach-
ers go to Church . . . Warn them against
calling our society ‘a Church "or ‘ the Church 7;
against calling our Preachers * Ministers,' our
howses < Meeting-houses,”  “ Call thom plainly
Prewching-houses: licence  yourselfves a n
Methodist  Preacher,” “They no more take
upon, themselves to be Priests than to be Kings,
They take not upen them to administer the
Sucraments—an honour peculiar to the Priests
of Gud.” ¢ Some of our preachers, who arenot
ordained, think it quite right to administer the
Liord’s Bapper, und believe it. would do much
goud.———1I verily beheve it lo bea sin,which,
consequently, 1 dave not tolerate.” “We be-
lieve it would not be right for us to administer
cither Baptism or the Lord's Supper, unlesss
we had a commission so to do from those Bishops
whom we apprehend to be in suecession from
the Apustles”  * Ministers should be anthorised
(v exocute that offico by those who are empower-
ed to convey that suthority; 1 believe Bishops
are empowered (o do this, and have been from
tho .Lpwstolle age.”

The simple fact is that the present Wesleyan
Methodist * Ministry * is after the order of Jabez
Bunting, and oughtto be enlled Buntingite rather
than Wesleyun,  Thomas Jackson, twice Prosi-
dent ot Conference, whose book is published by
Conference, af'ter telling how a certain * godly
washerwoman "several years ago eontrived to
stop the proposed sule of the Preaching I Huse
at Boston, provecds to exhort the Methodistsof
that town thus: “While they rejoice in the
rexpeetablity and success of their cause, let them
not forget that godly washerwoman who was
4 means of saving it from extinetion and thus
becumo a golden link in their chain of Apos-
tolical Suecession.” There arve less burdensome
strains on belief'in the Apostelieal Succossion of
Bishops than in that of the washerwomen,

Our study of Wesleyan ‘ works * to which we
have been exhorted and to which we have conse-
quently given ourselves wonld land us in a
more lengthy series of quotations than
even this in whieh we have involved ourselvos,
We cannot give o tithe of the matter, which
bristles with exposures of the absurdity of the
Position taken by modern Wesleyan Methodists
in the face of the statements of these ** Works."s
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But we wish to have dono with the matter as
fur as possible, 50 go on to a few more dis-
coveries.

THE TEACHING OF OUR LORD A8 TO
THE AUTHORITY OF THE OLD
TESTAMENT.

( Reliyious Review of Reciews.)

Continuing his valuable papers on this sub-
jeet in the E.rpository Times, the Bishop of
(iloucester and Bristol examines our Lowd's
tenching in regard of the historical and the
prophetical Scriptures of the Old Testament,
As a preliminary to a discussion of the details
of this teaching, he observes:

We have now before us two classes of refer-
ences; the one to certain facts and cvents {o
which our Lord makes brief allusions in His
addresses to 1lig disciples and to the Jews; the
other, to prophecies relating to Himself and (o
lis Messianic work, From the former of these
no very conclusive inferences can be drawn.
The historical references, or, to speak more
correctly, the historical allusions are not in any
respect  of a criticul nature. The twelve or
thirteen separate incidents to which our Lowd
refers seem all specified with the simple view of
defining, illustrating, or emphasising the sulb-
jeet-matter of the addresses in which they are
found, They are not thus necessarily substan-
tiated or authenticated by the fact that refer-
ence is made to them, but, as will be seen here-
after in detuil, the manner in which the greater
part are alluded to is such as to make it im-
probulle that our Lord regarded them as other-
wise than as veritable events of veritable and
trustworthy history.

It is, however, otherwise with our Tovd's
references to prophecy, From alost all of
these it will be seen that inferences may e
dhrawn as to our Lord’s recognition of the in-
spiration of the writers and the reality of their
predictions, 1t may be oflen doubtiul whether
the words of the propheey admil of a primary
reference, or whether we are justitied in ad-
mitting a typical view of the words or incidents,
and in believing that our Tord did the sawme.
This, however, will not be doubtful—that our
Lord did regard the writers to whom lle refers
as inspired by God, and as speaking predic
tively.

The impression, which is created by a gen-
eral view of both c¢lasses of references, and
which Dr. Ellicott seeks Lo substantiate, is that
our Lord considered the events referred to as
veal, and that 1le recognised in the prophets o
whom ITe refers, the gifts of inspiration and pre-
dictive knowledge, especially in their refation
to Himself and 1lis suferings,

Beginning with the former class, Dr. Ellicott
selects Lypical instances, such as the death of
Abel, the Flood, the appearance of Gud to
Moses in the burning bush, the descent of the
manna, and the lifting up of the bruzen serpent,
all of which our Lord regarded as real events,
and, in so doing, may be considered to set Iis
=eal to the truth of Old Testament history.

Of the remaining references, the most im-
portang are those in which our Lord alludes to
Elijah’s being sent to the widow of Zarephuth,
and to a miracnlous event in the history of
Elisha, The allusions were made in the
synagogue at Nazareth, and in the address of
our Lord which followed iy public reading of
Isaiah, The importance of the allusions js due
tothe fact that the record of the ministries of
Elijah anu Blisha contains many accounts of
miruculous events, in some of which even be-
lievers have felt passing ditfculties, and all of
which have been set aside, almost as a matter

of course, by supporters of the Analytical view
as utterly unhistorical, The narmdive of the
life of the first prophet iy suffused with the
miraculons; and in the case of the seeond
prophet, not enly durving his life, but even after
his death the miraculons elings to him, [t is
thus of no little moment that our Lord, in His
publie teaching, referred to events in the life of
eachof the two prophets in a munner which
seems to indicate that ITe aeeepted and con-
firmed by Ilis authority, at the very least in
the instances alluded to, the truth of the
Scriptural narrative.  Such an attestation of 2
nurvative, in parts of which real ditficulties have
been felt, must cause, in all sober minds, an
immediate arrest of judgment. {t may not
always in itself at once convinee, but it never
fails to prepare the way for considerations
which often bring about a conviction more real
and more lasting than is hrought about by
more direct and more elaborate  argument,
The simple feeling that He thus believed will
often be found to Temove almost at onee many
a speenlative ditliculty,

Passing to our Lords references to pro-
pheey, the writer first ¢xamines the difficult
und anxiously dizenssed passages rebating tothe
Book of Jonah, and to the prophet’s mission 1o
Nineveb, and observes that, amuzing as the
stary may scem, still more so, it we eonsider i
in detail, is the doetrine of the resurreetion
from the dead. Our only conclusion can he
“ that our Lord wis referring to an historical
event, thougl we have no power of supplying
anything, whether from contetporary history
or otherwise, which might seem to make the
event more readily conceivable to those who
liseve made up their minds to dishelieve it. 7 As
to the prophetic references generally, and the
difficulty of making selections,  Dr. Eilicott
says i—

All our Lond’s references to prophecy really
convey, almost cqually strongly, the same im-
pression, vis., that our Lord distinetly recog-
nised the inspiration of the prophets of the Gld
Testament, and the predietive contents of theiv
wrilings, and especiafly their pervasive reler-
ences to Himself, His work, Iix sufferings, His
death, aaud His exualtation,  How IHe regarded
the prophets collectively, us speaking of these
things, we are thriee reminded by St, Luke—
onco, before I1is sufferings, with a detail that
hrings to the memory the express words of the
areat prophecies in the lntter portion of Isaiah;
anee, after [ vesurrection, when he vouchsatud
to interpret to the two disciples at Emmans,
“ beginning  from Moses aml from il the
prophets,” the things foretold in all the Serip-
tures concerning limself; and yet a third
time, even more solemnly,—as it was probably
immediately before the Ascension,—when, as
the evangelist studiedly records, He opened the
mind ol the apostles, that they might mnder-
stand the Seriptures, and particularly those re-
luting to Ilix sufferings and resurrection; so
that thus we may rightly say that, v e Lord's
lust adidress on earth, the colloetive festimony
of the prophets nnd of all Seripture formed the
subject of 1Iis parting and vorifying words.

Among the particular instances which the
writer examines in detail is the very important
andd significant reference to Psalin ex., 15 to
which he conclusively shows that, “ apart from
other considerntions, we are forced by common
sense (0 believe that the psabn aeas Davidice,
and was known to he go by aur Lord and thase
to whom lle was speaking. Aud we are con.
firmed in this by what followed, The question
produced a startling etfect, It raised, on the
authority of David, the question of the divinity
of the Son of David ; und we read, as we myght
expect to read, thut no man * durst from that
day forth ask 1lim any wore questions.” In
summing up the conclusions to which his ex-
aminition leads him, Dr, Ellicott rightly claims
that they distinctly negative, not merely several

of the results of the Analytical view, lut sven
some of the ground principles of modern
erinelsm,

This is very plainly felt hy the supporters of
that movement, and nmizy aceount for the carnest-
ness wnd even bittevness with whieh any vefer-
ence to Cheist is deprecated in matiers alloered
to belong exclusively to the domain of eritieal
wuiry. . Wehave touched upon this in a fore-
going paper, but we may again ask, Why are wo
to be precluded from” this reference to the
Great Teacher? dlad He nol the words of
eternnl life 7 Did He not come into the world
o bear witness (o the truth? I e i the
Light of the world, the teue Light that lighteth
every mim, are we to dispense with that, Light
in a domain where it i more partienlarly
weeded ¢ We have seen in this article tho
blessed nature of the gaidance we peceive in re-
gacd o God's Holy Word when we return (o
Him,—the freshness, the freedom, the lifo that «
breathes through Hix reaching of (hat Wowd ;
how events and fiets seem gquickened with o
new lite when e alludes to them, aud how the
sure word of prophecey is made more sure to us
when Heds the interpreter. The wore we snter
into detail the move vividly is all this impressed
Upole Us,

SPOILED ¢HILDREN,

tion, onee suid : ' What is to becomoe of chil-
dren (who in the end make np the hnnan
species), U their purents spoil them (rom their
carlivst years 2 Yos, poor little folks!

A message from the Touse of Bishops re-

IV. (1) The General Synod shall consist of
the Bishops of the Church of England in the
Donvinion of Canpada and the Diocese of New-
foundlad, and of delegates chosen from the
clergy mud the Tmity,

The delegates shall be chosen by the several
Diocesun Synods according to such rules as they
may adopt, or, in a diocese which hasno Synod-
ical organization, muy he appointed by the
Bishop.

In the first General Synod the representation
shall be as follows ;. Dioceses having fewer than
twenty-live licensed clergymen, one delegate
leo each order; dicceses having twenty-five
andd fewer than fifty licensed clergymen, two of
sich owlder; dioceses having fifty und  fewer
than 1, three of cach order; dioceses having
100 Neensed elergymen and upwards, four of
eich order,

But the number and proportion of the repre-
sentatives of dioceses may be changed from thne
to thme by the tieneral Synod; provided that
every diocese legally formed shall always have
representation,

(2) The tirst General Synod shall be convened
by the Metropolitan or Acting Motropolitan
Sehior by consceration,

(3 The Synod shall conxist of (wo Houses
the Bishops constituting the Upper, und the
clergy and laity together the Lower ouse,
The Houses shall sit separately, excepting at
any time by the unanimous consent of both
Honses,

The Primate shall be chosen from the Metro.
politans or from Bishops within an unorganized
et of the Dominion,

Tlie howse adjourned until the morning.

The following messago [rom the Upper 1Touse
was conearred 1n on a standing vote on motion
ol Arehdoncon Mackay, seconded by Mr, Brown:
This Synod desives Lo put on record its sense of
the long and taithful labors of their loved and
lonored fellow laborer John torden, late Bishop
of Moosonee, and of the valuable services he
rendered the Chwreh in extending Christ's king-
dem throughout the large diovese committed to
his care,  For forty-twu yeurs he laboved with
unwearied zeal, fivstly asa by missionary, then
as ordained by the flivst Bishop of Rupert's
Tand, and tinally from 1802 ay chief pastor and
Bishop,  lis able and well dirveeted efforts in
almost every branch of missionary worl, itin-
erating, preaching, teaching, translating and
printing—in all of which he was assisted by the
taithtul and eflicient co-operation of his mission-
ary clergy and lay helpers) resulted in the
almost entire evadication of heathenism,  On
the eve of retiving to o well-earned and much
needed rest from the anxietics and toils of his
missionary Episcopate he was called by the
Master whom he so long and faithtully served

to a higher rest and rich reward. The Synod
take this their firit opportunily of conveying
to Mrs. Iorden and the members of the family
the expression of their deep and heartfelt sym-
pathy in their bereavement. It is their earnest
prayer that the successor to his office and min-
istry may be endued with all needed grace and
strength for the discharge of the duties and re-
sponsibilities which now devolve upon him.

in Christ Church on Tuesday night. Canon
Tentreath reccived the Bishops and clergy in

The Bishops present weve the Metropolitan, the
Bishops of Athabusea, Moosonee, Saskatchewan,
Qu'Appoelle and North Dakota. Inch was fol-
lowed by two chaplains.  Six instruments ac-
companied the organ. The Hymns, “ Round
the Sacred City Gather,” * Glorious things of
"Thee are spoken,” and ** Our Mother Churchof
England.” were set to stirring tuncs and sung
heartily by the Jurge congregution present.
The anthems were: “The Houvens are telling,”
and “ Thine, O Lord, the greatness,” The first
part of the service was intoned by the Reector,
and the second purt by Rev, IL J. Bartlett, of
Regina ; he lessons being read by Ven, Arch-
deacon Muackay, of Prince Albert, and Rev. Dr.
Couper, of Calgary,  The Bishop of N, Dakota,
preached a most elogquent. sermon,

On Wednesday evening a Missionary meeting
was held in Trinity schoolhouse, which was
fitled.  Addresses were given by the Bishops of
Qu'Appelle and N. Dakota, and Archdeavor
Vincent of Moosonee,

On Thursday morning al ‘730 w.m. there was
an carly celebration atb Christ Curch, taken by
the Bishop of Qu'Appelle, and broukfust for the
clergy at the Rectory.  On Thursday night
Evensong at Al Saints, with sermon by Rev.
11, J. Bartlett,  After the service a reception
was held in the schoothouse,

Girateful acknowledgments have been received
from the 8. PG, and the 8. P C K. of the con-
tributions forwarded by the diocese, smounting
to 815010 for the former, and 8118.15 1o ihe
lutter,

The twelfth meeting of the Synod of the dio-
cose was held at New Westminster on the 13th
July last; being preceded by celebration of
Holy Commuuion in the eathedral at 10 a.m.
Twelve of the clergy were present and twenty
of the lay delegates. The Yen. Archdeacon
Woods was prevented from attending by illness,
and the Syuod passed a resolution of regret wid
sympathy.  The Bishop was authorized to as-
sent unconditionally in behalf of the diocesc to
the Act incorporating the Synod. The Ven.
Arcldencon Woods and Mr. W, Myers (iray
were elected as elerical and lay delegates to the
proposed General Synod in Toronto, and Rev.
G L Fiennes-Clinton and My, Lacey R. John-
son as substitutes. The Synod adopted the
otlowing resolution as to such delegates : “That
the delegates to Toronto be instructed that any
resolution pussed by the Toronte Conference on
subjects outside those which have been already
diseussed and conclusions arrived at thereon by
this Synod, or which might seriously conflict
with any articles of the constitation or cianons
of this Synal be veferred by them to thisSynod
for confirmation.”

During the session the following resolution
wis unanimously adopted by a standing vote of
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both orders : “That the clerical and Iay mem-
bers of this Synod beg to express their deep
sympathy with the Bishop in his vecent illness
and rejoice with thankfuluess to Almighty God
to see him restored to health again”

VANCOUVER,

The Diocesan Orphanaye—The Bishop and
Mrs, Billitoe held an At ilome party at the
Orphunage, on Burrard St., on July 10th, where
they received a large number of callers, The
Orphanage is gradually increasing its numbers,
and promises soon to be upon a basis of tinaneial
succeess. The rent is the largest item of expense,
but this is, for the present, being provided in a
great measure by contributions from the Old
Country which will eease in September,

The Committee of the Orphanage meton July
19th at New Westminister. The Rev. L ¢,
Fiennes-Clinten reported that he had started
the Orphanage, and that it had now been in ex-
istance for & months and could be considered in
a fuir way of suceess.  There are at present 15
children, and financially it had very nearly paid
its way so far, with the payments of relatives
of the children and voluntary subseriptions and
donations. A vote of thanks was «uoried (o
Sister Frances of St Luke's Home, for acting
as matron of late without charges, and to the
ladies who have so generously assistal, It was
resolved, (1) That a lady president be appointed,
whose duty should Lo that of general super-
vision, to report annually to the Divcesan Gom.
mittee before the meeting ot Synod,  (2) Thaut
a matron be appointed by the Commirtee, (3)
That o seeretary-trensurer be appointed by the
Committee, Thereupon, it was resolved that
Mrs. Sillitoe be asked to aet as lady president,
that Sister Frances be asked to take on the
matronship for the time being; that the Rev,
1. G, F. Clinton act as reeretary-treasurer till
the next meeting of Synod.

Christ Church—The Bishop has been (aking
most of the services during the past month,
besides attending severul vestry meetings, ut
which the future of the pavish has heen the
subjeet of anxious deliberation. Itis not yet
absolutely determined  whether or no the old
building witl have to be abandoncd.  Haban-
donment be rendered necessary it will talie sone
time to re-eonstruct the Parish; but shoull it
be possible to retain the building, o new ap-
pointment will at once be made, and steps witl
be taken to raise o loan for the
the church,

Chinese Mission.—~Through the effurts of the
lev. HU 1L Gowen the Chinese classes have
been amulgamated, a yesult whieh will materi-
ally simplify both the work itself and the ex-
pense of carrying it on. The Bishop attended
the class on Sunday, July 2nd, and gave an
address.

All Hallow's School.—The closing exercises
and distribution of prizes took place on Thurs-
day, July 6th, The annual examination hud
been conducted by Archdeacon Scriven,

The exereises consisted of songs, recitations
wnd pianoforte selections, and concluded with
musical drill. They were all well rendered and
gave evidence of both painstaking teaching and
aptitude,

The school broke up on the following day, and
will re-open on Friday September 1st,

1.—The FEpistle to the Galatinns deals with
the primary and olementary doetrine of justiti-
cation, [t answers the question of Joh, “ How
enn i man be justitiod with God @7 dob, xxv, 4,
It touches upan the fivst principles of Christian-
ity, This was also the subject of the Apostle’s
tivst Missionary sermon at the Pisidian Antioch,
[Aets xiil. 3839], where thero is no wneer-
tainty ov hesitation in the Apostle's statoment,
with rogard to the question at issue botween
hiwmsolt and the Judnizing teachers, who sought
to curtail the liborty ot those who had been
baptized into the Christian Faith,  Wore the
Goutiles to bo circumeisad or not at their ad-
mission to the Chareh?  Was cirenmeision to
bo onforeed upar, them as reecssary to salvation ?
Ware the logal ordinances of' the old eovenant
binding upon the wllowoers of Christ ¥ Theso
wore the points o be solved.  For  they
met tho Apostle, they met the Christian evan-
gelist, even at the Baptismal font, and these
questions must be settled betore baptism could

he administered, or a Gientile convert be received
into the Church of Christ.

I1.—Addressing himeelf to this great ques-
tion, the Apostle leads the Galatian converts,
who had passed under the noxious influence of

thase who constrained them to submit to the
requirements of the old ritual, to consider the
cuse of the grent progenitor of the Jewish peo-
ple.  Were not the promises of God made to
Abraham long before the law was given? and
was it not the faith of the Patriarch in those
promizcs that procured him acceptance with
God 7 Itis this samo faith which saves, and
whieh distinguishes all the spiritual chillren of
Abraham, “ The Father of the Faithful.” To be
under the law of Moses was to be under Lhe
curse : a curse from which Christ alone by his
dewth hus relieved us.  Ch.iii. 1-18,  The law
was never intonded to give life, but to reveal
the imperfections of man, and the depths of his
depravity, and thus point him to ane whoshould
hestow upon him power to overcome his imyper-
fections and rise from the death of sin to the
life of righteousness.  The function of the law
veased when Christ came,  The eontest was be-
tween o legal justification—a being made per-
fect in the flesh—Ch. ii. 16: and acceptance
with God through faith in Christ.

I11.—The promise that the Gentiles, as well
a8 the Jews shondd be aceepted by God, through
faith in Christ was mado before the law was
given—Iour hundred and fifty years before—
and nothing done on Sinai could effeet the so-
Jemn covenant, entored into between Jehovah
and his faithful servant, in the plains of Mamre,
The divire word was pledged in the first cove-
nint to the seed of Abraham that is Christ, that
in him, that is, by faith in him, the Dlessing of
justification, which Abraham had received—it
wis counted to him for righteousness—should
bo eonveyed and dispensed to all nations, “The
blessing of Abraham,” Gen. xxviii, 4, was o
come upon Lhe Gentiles, and through the right-
cousitess ol one man (Jesus Christ) the freo gift
should come upon all men unto justification of
e, Rom. v, 18, 1t thus follows that the Luw
codd not do away with the solemn compact
contirmad before of God in Christ, so as to make
(lie promise of justification by faith of none
efeet,  The Taw was ordained ong alter that
cavenant, hetween different parties, and had a
diflurent scope and principle,

V. —DLife was indeed mentioned as the re-
ward of sinless obedience to the precepts ol the
Law; but this was done in order to convinee
men of their inability to obtain that rewaed by
their own merits or power, anl so to flee tor
reluge to the glorious and abundant hope set
before themin the Gospel, The importance of
this question of Justiication by Laith alone
cannot be too plainly insisted upon even in our
own day,  We may not be able to enter into
the difticully which the Jews felt in admitting
the temporary character of the Mosaic dispen-
sation,  But our danger lies: 1. In {rusting in
any merits of our own ax a ground of justitica-
tion in the sght of God, The poison of self-
righteousness is very penetrating and is cormamon
o human nature, ‘The most earnest Christians
have been troubled with it. 1t works in those
who think themselves most free trom its influ-
ence. 2. Inselfcomplaceney on aceount of our
doetrinal  position: acewraey of  theologieal
knowledge, or eaveful observance of’ the pre-
cepts of The Chureh. 3. Tn a tow roudy com-
plianee with the spirit of the world, which
would separate us from the supernatural; and
clevate man, hiz genius, his knowledge, his
power over material things, at the expense of
God and the honor due to him by whom we do,
and say, and think, and have and arve. 4, A
forgettulness of the Divine Presence, which
Presence is not an idea of the poets, or
as 2 cold philosophica) expression, but asublime

and soul-inspiring fact, “The Jyst shall live
by faith,” walk, talk, think, act, 1 a word—
live in that presence, &8 Abraham lived in the
presence of and conversed with Jehovah, To
be busy for God is not necessarily to have faith
in God. A fussy activity in Church workis not
always the same as living “by faith.” What
we need Lo fix in mind is that all our spiritual
life, hopes of pardon, energy in doing or sufter-
ing for God, power of real fruitfulness in effect,
and strength in conflict with evil, are divided
from that fivst covenant which was confirmed
of God in Cbrist, whon the Gospel was preached
to Abraham. “Ilaving nothing and yel pos-
sessing all things,” would thon exactly describe
our case, .

THE GENERAT: SYNOD.

There would now seem to be no doubt that
the meeting called for Septembor next in Toron-
1o for the formation of this august assembly of
the Church of England in Canada, will now
take place,- The various dioceses of the two Fe-
clesiastical Provinces—with the exception of one
or two of the more distant and isolated in the
Province of Rupert’s Land—have appointed dele-
gates to attend the meeting in aceordance with
the scale of representation proposed by the
Winnipeg Conference, and approvel by both
Provineial Synmls.i A fuil list of these we hope
to be able to give in our next number. The
Provincial Synod of Rupert’s Land has con-
firmed the addition to its Constitution pro-
viding for such General Synod, and the way
now appears clear for the coming t{ogether, at
Jeast, of the Bishops and representatives, Cleri-
cal and Lay. When assembled, wo trust that
there will be little delay in bringing the Gen-
eral Assembly into actunl oxistence, } We have
been favoured with a copy of The Muil contain-
ing an able letter from the Lord Bishop of
Niagara, in which many of the objections nrged
by his Tordship and others at tho lugt meeting
of the Synod of the Provinee of Canada to the
formation of a General Synod at all, are re-
stated ; and delay in organizing is suggesied,
That there are difficulties in the way and (hat
fears are entertained by some, possibly many,
of a conflict of jurisdiction between the General
and the Provincial Synods, is, we believe,-too
true; but we would respectfully submit that it
is now too late to urge these; the sehieme has
advanced to a stage beyond this, It must not
be forgotten in this connection that both Prov-
inces had in effect, even before the Winnipeg
Conference met, affirmed as a principle the de-
sirability, if not nevessity, of forming a Gen-
eral Synod,  The Winnipeg Conference laid this
down gs a preliminary and fundamental prin-
ciple, and appointed the time, the place, and
the manner of ereating this Body. The Pro-
vincial Synods approved of this, and by their
action, i it means anything, have detormined
that xow is the time to form this superior
Council of the Church, ang, in 50 doing, have
decided against postponement ; and that, too,
at least in so far as the Provinee of Canada is
eoncerned (and of wlich Niagura Diocese forms
part), after a conference between both lHuuses,
and after hearing and discussing to some extent
the objections and fears referred to by the
Jishop of Niagara in his letter to The Mail.
The several divceses have since approved of the
Provincial Sy nod's setion, and have appointed
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delegates, not to consider the postponement of,
hut to earry out, the formation of a General
Synod. The whole Church is committed to it, pro-
vided it can be done on the lines setout in the
approved Scheme; and if the difficulties appre-
hended by the Bishop of Niagara should here-
after appenr; they must be met and overcome,
But at present it appears to us the Bishops and
delegates who are to meet in Toronto next
montl have but one duty to perform; have but
one mandate entrusted to them; and that is fo
form a General Synod now in accordance with
the accepted plan; and failure to accept that
plan in its cssential featuros cun alone prevent
or postpdne  such  formation.  Whatever
opinions they may entertain as to the working
ot of that plan, or of possible conflict of
authority, er as to the inadvisability of creating
such General Synod at all, under existing cir-
cumstances, would appear to be now wholly
irrelevant and beyond the record.

RELIGIOUS TRAINING IN NORWAY.

Prof. Olans Dahl contribudes a valuable arti-
cle to the Sunday School Times on the above
subject,  After stating the rousons why the
["nited States as such cannot give its children o
ruligious training and showing that the Sunday
~chnol is inndequate, he says :—

In Norway the conditions have been quite
different. Ity citizens are one homogenous
people, and up to a recent date, have had
practically bnt one religious belief. There hus,
therefore, been one mind in regard to what

should be taught in religion and morals,
and hence no  encronchment on  the free-

dom of conscience and belief.—HEven those who
lisagree with some of the doctrines taught in
the schools felt the desirability of having some
refigions instruetion, and looked upon the in-
videntul confliets with their views as of no
serious conserquence, as they were but extran-
enug opinions, while on the main yprinciples of
moral amd ethical tenching there conld be no
disagreement. . . .

Compulsory attendance at school is required
hetween the age of seven and fourteen.  Even
deuf mutes come under this provision, and the
State conduets special schools for them,  Jlkite
raey s as a result an impossibility.—The
amount of timo given to religious instraction is
considerable.  The instruction consists of Bible
history, New Testament readinga, and interpre-
tation of the fundamental, ethizal and religious
teachings of the Lutheran Chureh, Text-hooks
aceepled by the commissioners of'education and
laving the sanction of the king must be used,
There is thus a continual incentive to authors
to prepare text-books, which shall have the
sanction of the Iking,

Tuking those two facts togethor, the amount
of time devoted to religious instruction and the
use of’ systematic text-books, we have, other
things being equal, very good results. Former-
ly ill-trained teachers were met with, but, nsa
rule, now only the best trained are employed.

/

Itis, of course, difficult to measure the in-
fluence of this system of education on the life
of the people, and especiully to indicate its di-
rect results ; but there is no doubt that its in-
fluenee is very powerful.

The Norwegian peuple is proverbially honest,
peaceable, liberty-loving and law-abiding—
characteristics, we may say, of people who in-
lubit isolated mountain regions. But while
this may be true as a general statement, it has
its great exceplions, and we may surely allow
a> much influence to the institulions under

which a peoplelives a8 to the physical charae-
teristics of the country which it inhabits,

Noone of a country’s institutions is more
potent in its influence than the publicschools,
Because of the promineree of religious instrue-
tion in the schools of Norway, itsinfluence can-
not well bo overstated. The reveronce taught
for God brings in turn respect for all avthority,
The influence for good to the Chureh lies siill
nearer at hand, How much time and labor we
lose, in Amerien, in reclaiming those whose re-
ligious training has beon neglected 1 By the
gystem in vogue in Norway the child is prepar-
ed for a rational concoption of his duties as a
member of the Church,

Truo, this training may nol in all eases work
conversion, oroven convichion of the duties we
owe to God; but the seed has heen sown in the
young henrl, and itis the frequent experienee
of those who “come {o themselves ™ in after
years, that the early jnstruction has horno fruit,
though long delayed, “ This,” it may he said,
“is but a statement of the influcnce of all reli-
gious training ;" but we must bear in mind that
in this respeet, as in all others, the influenee is
in proportion to the time and attention given to
the instruction—Selected,

DIGNITY IN THE CHURCITS WORSIIT,

Let me insist on the primary importance of
dignity in the Chureh’s worship,  Worship is
to please God, not to please man. The popu-
larity of a system of worship is, therefire,
wholly beside the mark. If anything, it isa
bad symptom.  The Chureh is at enmity with
the world, and is never popular unless unwor-
thily conformed to the world,

1f our worship is ta be dignifled, it must not
be vulgar. No doubt vulgar people must be

provided for, but they ought not o be aceom-
modated and gratified by concession to {heir
vulgarity. On the contrary, they should be
raived out of it in theirworship.

Therefore let ws  be dignified—dignitied in
gesture, both clergy and Iaity. 1t is not dig-
nified in the clergy to recline in chairs at cach
end of the altar, presenting to the church below
the appearance of a figure muinly compused of
legs. Tt is not dignified in a priest to gennflect
or curtsey like a woman, insteml of humbly
kneeling or reverently bowing like a man anil
an Englishmun, as he was direeted to do ia the
old English use,

Lot us wim at dignity in our musie,  We
properly like “hearty ™ singing in onr congre-
gational services ; bul services are often too
hearty, while many a choir would be greatly
improved by expurgating at least half its teni-
bers, whose harsh voices, even if' they sing in
tune, spoil the effect of the rest. Fepecially et
me plead for dignity in the music of onr choral
celebrations. laydn, Beethoven, Mozart, We.
ber provide plenty of materinlin theiv splendid
masses without having recourse to certain re-
cent compositions, which contain passiges more
proper as accompaniments to the * alarms and
excursions " of Shakespenre’s stiuge direetions
than to the exalted mysteries of Eucharistic
truth,

Let us have dignity in sermons, There i a
rage for anecdotes in the pulpit, which are very
difficult to tell with proper pulpit dignity. No
doubt sermons should be refreshing as well as
deep; but the necesssary refreshment may be
obtained in n better way than by ancedote, viz:
by 50 handling the subject a5 to make you see
plainly a foot lower down than yon ever saw
before. I may venture to quote, as 2 signal
example of this oxcellent refreshing preaching,
the sermons of the present Dean of St. Paul's,

Lt our reading the Lessons bhe dignificd.
Not cxhibiting, as an orator, much less as an
actor, but narrating at secondhawl.  In read-
ing, for example, St. Puul’s speceh at Antioeh

it should be remembered that wo ave not {nking
St, Paul’s words into our mouths, hut St. Tmke's.
The words are the same, but wo nre giving our
peoplo not our own report of them butSt,
Lule’s, and this involves a very difforent treal-
mert of voice,

Above all, lel our praying be dignitied, inits
unfeigned humitity,  1CiCis to be diguified it
must he real and deep. Foo often veality is lost
by mannerism, sueh ax the affectation of a voice
Lroken with emotion, or whispered soas {osink
almost into a continuous hissing,  And dopth
is as cerfainly lost when the sentences are gab-
Dled at railroad speed, unfailingly suggesting a
superticial perfunctoriness, which is not vespeel-
ful to our Master, and most undignified in 1lix
servant, One often wonders, whon hearing very
good men pray aloud in this manner in leading
onr services, what amount of attention they are
civing fo individoal ideas;, so rapidly des-
patehed.

H the churehes ave to be used for them, as 1
heartily hope, we must have dignity in special
children’s serviees, dignity in gmild or confra-
ternity services, in mission services, in prayor-
meetings, in iissionary serviees (for which our
present rayer Book gives us absolutely no
help), in services of intercession for wenther or
in time of sickness—HRer. Bendmore Complon,

The Bishop of London, who was
loudly cheered, said the Bishop of
Norwich had been careful to put be-
lore the mecting the need Lhere was
for denling with intemperance, and
the imperntive duty that lay upon
ovory Christian soul to do his part
in the work, Aws chairman of the
C.E.8., ho (Dr. Tenplo) would de-
keribo what worle they were doing
and whnt worl they had before them
in thoir minds, Theiv worl, strictly
speaking, was an educutional worlk;
they wanted to edueate the people;
arel through the people they wanted
to oduente tho legislators, 1 they

could do thut they huped they would
inako something like real progress.
The aim of the Socicty was to change
the goeneral feeling that had been
long prevalent, mud Lo remove avery
grent doal ol ignorance which at
presoent mado & very largo number
suppose there was no real mischiof
involved in the present systen of the
lawn nad the present working of so-
cioly, They found this igaorance
vory widely sprewd; and very oflen,
indeed, thoy fouwwd people roally be-
lioving that the use of intoxicating
liqquors contributed to bodily strength,
that nmnn would do his work better
if ho had beor, and that a min could
go botler through the cold air in
wintor by the use of a stimulant,
Ifor instanco, he was onee asked
whethor ho weriously heleved tha
on o vory eold nighta enbman would
not bw very much botter fora gliss
of gin and water,  And this Kind of
ignoraneo, running through all so-
cioly, mude people suppose that the
mischiol was one that was inherent
in the very nature of society, and
that it was useloss to try to infer
fore with it. By long-continned
persovorunce they hiad suceeeded in
a very marked degree in convorting
tho modical profession, which bogan
hy bewng opposed to everything they
worg aiming ad,  Ile did not blame
the medieal profossion—thoy neted
upon the faets that were betore
thom, and the fuets were not before
thom in the first instance, The
more the fiets had beon studied the
more the modieal profession hud kept
down the amount of intoxicating
liquors thoy were willing (o allow
auybody to take, Now il wis very
wonerally acknowledged  that al-
though thero wmight bo here and
there somo individuals whe would do
hottor with the wse of' intoxicating
tiquors, tho great mujority wero dis-
tinetly botter for griving thom up en-
tiroly, and it anybody did pass very
nurrow limits indeodin the eonsump-
tion of such Hquors, he was really
doing himsel{ bodily harm, and if ho
pussod very fiar boyond those limits
he did himself very  great bodily
harm, The Society wished it pos-
sible to make these facts clear to
people in all ranks of society.  ‘They

wished 1o muke the labourer under-
stand that it was notgood for him to
consume infoxjeating  liquors, and
they wished to persuade the lnbour-
ers Losjoin them in their attempts to
convinee the rest, for sometimes it
was very diflicnll to convince mon
by nrgument unless one belonged to
their ran He remembored that at
Ixeter onee when he wus speaking
on this subject n  washerwoman
called out to him, “What do you
know about it ¥ Ile asked her
whether she would not get up wnd
sy what she thoughtabout the mat
ter; and she said, “Jf you had o
stand over a washing tub seven or
cigght hours, you woull know more
about it than you do now, and I dare-
sy by that time you would be very
glad of a glass of spirits.” e could
nol deny that he had never stood
over @ washing tul seven or eight
hours,  The woman had an experi-
enee he did nol possess, bul he re-
commended  Ler to spenk to her
acighbours, winl she would soon find
some who had made the experiment
of doing without spirits, They knew
that where the experiment was tried
peope found that intoxicating liguor
did not Lelp them to do their work,
Fersonully he could speak of the ex-
periment only in conneetion with the
labonr involved in public speaking,
preaching, wriling o creat many lot-
ters, and doing what propeely be-
fonged  to his own business.  Ile
{vund, however, there were people
who required a little convineing
about that,  For that reason lie had
mude some sort of experiment, and
he dit, he thought, get through s
{olorable lot of wark, " Ie found that
e did not need intoxicating liquors
in the vimallest degrree,  He did not
neel them (o enable him to do his
work, bul further than this—he did
nob newd them for the purpose of
kueeping up hus spirits, or controlling
his temper, 1 was alicged that
those who abstained entively wore
cither depresseld or very cross and
sulky. He was glad 10 say that
neither of these results oceurred in
his ense, and the best evidence ho
could have of that wes tho testi-
moeny ol his wife ; aud she also foand
that sho did not need  aleoholic
lujnors o make her sweeter-tem-
pered o to enable hor Lo do anything
she had to doin order to help him.
That wis the sort of' education they
wantoed to spread, mid for that reason
they wanted to form nssociations in
every part of the country for the
purpose ol promulgating theso most
Important traths, and they wanted
everywhere to induce clergymen to
take the matter up, and see it they
could not lead their peoplo in this
direetion by associations conneeted
with the VRS If the clergy
would take this matter up and o-
deavour o make it an important
part of' their work, they would find
that the conseicncos of The labouring
classes were alive on the subject,
And even those persans who thoaeht
aleobol was useful were bc‘.;innim? to
believe that there was a terriblo ovil
attending on the use of it. g was
very anxions that they shoald en-
deavour, if possible, not merely to
speak of the evils of intemporance,
but should get the people clearly o

v

understind what these ovils work,

and understand the connection be-
tween these bodily sins and the
temptations to which they were ex-
posed, There was this difference be-
tween bodily sins and all other sins,
Bodily sins had to be dealt with by
flight from the temptation,
was the one remedy for all such sins.
For sins which affected the bodily
system the sure remedy was to keep
away from temptation, and that
fact, a8 the Bishop of Norwich had
already pointed out to them, was of
the utmost importance when they
were endenvouring to sepurate the
temptation from the tempted, Pass-
ing on, Dr. Temple said he believed
they eould do a very great deal for
the Temperance canse by tho power
of sympnthy. Iebelieved they could
do n great deal to make mon tem-
perate by their own personal ex-
anple and influence; if he wished to
induce o man to abstain, he would
have fur more influence over him if
he could say to him, “Doay T do.”
They might depend upon it that
“Come along” wus o good deal more
persuasive than “ Go along.” Mo
bad very little doubt, too, that if they
could cut down the number of public-
Louses to one-fifth of their number
thoy would be able to preserve a
large proportion of those who now
foll. [f they could diminish the on-
ormons amount of temptation they
would go o long way towards dimin-
ishing the enormous amount of sin,
He did not say that people could be
made sober by Act of Parliament,
but  the temptations could be
diminished by Act of Parliament,
becnuso it was by Act of Purliament
they had been created, and the pur-
pose of all legislation ought Lo be to
diminish temptations.
